The overwhelming sensation in the

record business this week is the fact

that two records which started essen-

tially in the country field have become

hits also in the pop and rhythm and

blues areas. These two are “Blue Suede

Shoes” by Carl Perkins and “Heart-

break Hotel” by Elvis Presley. It has

been a long time since an out and out

country record has made an impact in

the pop market. But the more impor-

tant factor is that these records have

also gone R&B. For it demonstrates

clearly the possibilities that exist—and

which are becoming more definite all

the time of bridging all three markets

with one record.

For a number of years, wre at The

Cash Box have believed—and written

—that the time was approaching when

the distinctions in the three different

types of pop music wrould become less

and less pronounced. All signs seemed

to point to that eventuality. The rea-

sons were very clear. Greater mobility

and more dynamic means of communi-

cation have brought the taste and mode

of living of people in various areas of

our country to the attention and knowl-

edge of those in all other areas.

There seemed to be missing only

that one factor which had the power to

galvanize the entire music business into

one channel. But now it has become

evident that there is a factor which may

do it—rock and roll.

The rock and roll beat may very well

turn out to be the great unifying force

in the music w orld. There is no doubt

that it’s just that beat which is carrying

both “Blue Suede Shoes” and “Heart-

break Hotel” into the top rimg of all

categories. It is this factor which could

open the door for records, songs and

artists to make their way from one field

to another without the barriers which

have always stopped such movement.

The result of such a development

can only be beneficial not only to the

music business but to the entire enter-

tainment field. How many great artists

are lost to the general public because

they are in a specialized field which is

thought not broad enough to appeal to

a large audience? How many great

records and songs never leave the coun-

try or R&B areas because pop locations

feel their appeal isn’t great enough?

If this movement can bring us one great

artist, one great song, one great record,

it will have paid off.

And since it is already starting to do

that, the results should be tremendous.

We in the music business can be very

proud of this development. For it is

rock and roll which is instigating it all.

It is the music business which is so

vitally affecting the entire entertain-

ment wTorld and by an extension of that,

the lives of everyone in our country.

New Agreement On Records

March 17, 1956

Decca Records Reports High-

est Earnings In Its History

NEW YORK—The Radio Corpora-
tion of America has entered into an
agreement with The Decca Record
Company Limited of England under
which Decca will receive master re-

cordings from the RCA Victor cata-
logs, and will manufacture and dis-

tribute phonograph records under the
RCA monogram label, it was an-
nounced last week.
The announcement was made by

E. R. Lewis, Director of British

Caster

AVAS MUSIC P0B.Co.lncr 607

Decca; Albert F. Watters, Vice-Pres-
ident and Operations Manager, RCA
International Division; and Emanuel
Sacks, Vice-President and General
Manager, RCA Victor Record Divi-

sion.

Watters said that under the agree-
ment, RCA will start making its new
recordings available to British Decca
in May, 1957. It will mark the first

time that the RCA monogram has
been used on phonograph records man-
ufactured in Great Britain.

“This is another step in RCA’s pro-
gram to increase its foreign record
distribution,” Watters said. “We are
confident that this program will estab-

lish the RCA trademark more firmly

than ever as the symbol of the finest

recorded music in the world.”
RCA and The Gramophone Com-

pany Limited of England will ter-

minate their present agreement under
which Gramophone has been releasing

records made from master recordings
of RCA Victor, and RCA has been re-

leasing records made from “HMV”
master recordings.

British Decca will continue to sup-
ply its own catalog to its American
subsidiary, London Records, Inc. Un-
der the new agreement with RCA,
it will also make additional classical

and popular recordings which will be
available for release under the RCA
Victor and RCA labels.

British Decca has no corporate con-

nection with the American company,
Decca Records, Inc.

RCA also announced similar ar-

rangements to have its catalogs of

recordings released by Teldec of West
Germany, and by Musikvertrieb of
Switzerland under the RCA label, be-
binning May 1, 1956. Contracts for
this purpose have been signed with
these companies, represented by Mr.
Lewis, President of Teldec, and
Maurice Rosengarten, Director of
Teldec and Musikvertrieb.

NEW YORK—Decca Records, Inc.,

announced in the annual report sent to

stockholders last week that the com-
pany had the highest earnings in its

history. Both the record and motion
picture divisions contributed to this

result, according to Milton R. Rackmil,

president.

Net income for the year ended De-
cember 31, 1955, including that from
undistributed earnings of Universal

Pictures Company, Inc., was $3,794,-

585, equivalent to $2.37 a share on the

1,602,501 shares outstanding at the

year-end. In the previous year, com-
parable net income amounted to $3,-

070,205 or $1.92 a share on the same
number of shares then outstanding.

Net income attributable to the rec-

ord division amounted to $1,955,134,

before taxes, compared with $1,170,926

for the preceding year. Net sales of

the record division in 1955 totaled $22,-

610,809, compared with $18,870,125 for

1954.

Universal’s consolidated net earn-

ings for the fiscal year ended October

29, 1955 were $4,018,625, equal, after

dividends on the preferred stock, to

$3.71 per share on the 1,020,089 shares

of common stock outstanding at the

end of the fiscal year. For the previ-

ous fiscal year, net earnings amounted
to $3,797,688, equal, after preferred

dividends, to $3.58 a share on the 995,-

289 shares of common then outstand-

ing. At the end of 1955, Decca’s hold-

ings of Universal’s common amounted
to 718,585 shares, or over 74 per cent

of the number then outstanding.

Sales of the record division were 20

per cent higher than in the preceding

year, and earnings kept pace in spite

of the general decrease in the price

of Long Play records early in 1955.

The major factors contributing to

these results, the company said, were
Decca’s continuing success in the pop-

ular record field, as well as further

progress in its program of improving
manufacturing methods and increased

ingenuity in sales and merchandising
activities.

“We anticipate that 1956 will show
continued improvement,” Rackmil said.

“The tremendous number of phono-
graphs sold in 1955 augurs well for a
growing record market. Also, the con-

tinuing rise in the population of the

country, especially in the teen-age

group, can be expected to bolster mo-
tion picture attendance and the de-

mand for phonograph records.”

Disks Aided Delinquency

BEVERLY HILLS, CALIF.—Bert

We hope to be around for maybe 10

or 15 years. . . . True we made good
money on ‘Black Denim Trousers’,

but we later realized that the kids got

more out of the record than just the

music. They sort of reveled in the

fact that they were part of a group
that lived a so-called ‘wild life’. My
partner Bunny Botkin and I realize

that we were publicizing a serious

wrong way. But the payoff came when
our recording of ‘Chicken’ hit the

market. DJ’s banned it, letters came
in from all over to our record company
criticizing the record and what it stood

for. Bunny and I figured that we
wanted a career in show business and
not just a record and a bad name. So
we decided to disband the trio and stop

making records that would cause dis-

sension and attract a buying and lis-

tening market of teenagers who look

for their ‘kicks’ in unruly behavior and
juvenile delinquency.

“No one can say that we are doing
this for future publicity on our record-
ings because there will be no more
Cheers. I am planning to do a single
and Bunny will continue to do my ar-
ranging and writing—but this time,
only legit stuff.

“I would like to say that the Cheers
may someday get together again but
when we do, we will rule out ‘Gut
Bucket’ tunes.”

The Hi-Lo’s an exciting group that possesses the finer points of a jazz-like
sophistication in their delivery are heard on their first 12" LP. The group
shies away from the more or less hackneyed interpretation of songs and is

thus always exploring new and fresh methods of vocal harmonics. This search
has come to a fruitful harvest in their latest Starlite waxing. Though the
listener is never quite sure what course the quartet will take next during a
number, he is sure to be deightfully pleased with the outcome. The all-standard
selections (i.e. “You’re The Top”, “Summertime”) receive this unique treat-
ment with their basic tempo intact. The boys are backed by a lush string ork.

This platter is already starting to perk up on the charts. Should be the group’s
biggest package success to date. The Hi-Lo’s have long been d.j. favorites,
and segments of this set should be heard often on the air.

Here one of the greatest of all musical comedy performers, Mary
(“Peter Pan”) Martin, sings the Porter greats on Columbia’s House Party
series. Miss Martin who rose to stardom singing Porter’s “My Heart Belongs

Lehman Engel’s vivacious chorus and orchestra direction
adds greatly to the production. The $1.98 price tag on this re-issue plus the
soon to be released movie version of “Anything Goes” could make the disk
a big- sales item.

Helping Neal put his fresh concepts across are
such reputable jazz men as Bobby Hackett (trumpet) and Kai Winding (trom-
bone). This package should be handsomely received by those who ai-e jazz and
band conscious. Neal admirably upholds his reputation as an arranger with
valuable resources.

NEW YORK—One of the problems

besetting operators in Metropolitan

New York (and probably every large

size city) is the loss of locations due

to building and housing projects, and
population shifts to suburban areas.

For the past number of years, thou-

sands of buildings in slum and over-

crowded areas have been demolished.

Most of these sites are utilized for

construction of houses—but during the

intervening years, the operator who
Rad been servicing locations in these

areas, loses spots. The population

shifts to outlying areas cuts down
business in the metropolitan territory,

but provides new locations for the

operators in the suburban areas. The
Commerce Commissioner of New York,

this week, released information com-
piled by the Federal Census of Busi-

ness, showing that suburban stores and
shopping centers in New York State

have succeeded in getting a larger

slice of the consumer’s dollar. How-
ever, it was pointed out that 64c out

of every $1 was still being spent in

the central cities of the metropolitan

areas. So, even with population shifts,

there’s still plenty of people in the

large cities to support commercial
business very well.

WASHINGTON, D. C.—An addi-
tional cost will now have to be added
on all equipment shipped by railroad.
Who will absorb the cost will have to
be determined by the seller and buyer.
On shipment of reconditioned equip-
ment by rail, with prices fixed at
F.O.B. shipping point, costs will be
paid by the buyer. The Interstate
Commerce Commission granted the
nation’s railroads permission to in-
crease rates 6 per cent on Friday,
March 2, and the railroads put the in-
crease into effect on Wednesday,
March 7.

NEW BRUNSWICK, N. J.—Oper-
ators covering this city will be happy
to note that the Okonite Company
purchased the plant formerly owned
by the Volkswagen of America, Inc.
The plant originally had been used
by Studebaker-Packard. Okonite,
manufacturers of electric wire, cable
and splicing materials, will put about
1,000 people to work at the 160 acre
plant.

PITTSBURGH, PA.—Despite cut-
backs in automobile production, the
steel industry continues on full steam.
The American Iron and Steel Institute
reported this week that an estimated
681,100 were employed in January,
compared to 605,100 in January 1955.
The payroll this January was esti-
mated at $329,134,000 compared to
$258,824,000 in January last year.

Export business is reaching a new high.

Everywhere in the nation outstanding dis-

tributors, as well as leading manufacturers,

are finding the export markets their biggest

boon to continued better business for the

months to come.
The fact remains, tho, that as shipments

continued at a record pace to the export
markets all over the world, late model used
equipment is growing ever more scarce.

The fact remains that the average import-
ing nation can’t use American equipment
until the price has fallen to the mark where
their monies will somehow offset the more
costly American dollars.

When this happens, or rather, when the

American used market becomes overstocked
on one or another type of used machine and
the price falls to match the glutted condi-

tion, the export market comes along to take

what is around and, as has been happening
all this past year, in very outstanding
quantity.

At this time the demand for used phono-
graphs, five-balls and other games, is sur-

prising to a great many in the industry.

No one can discount the intensive efforts

of many distributors to get used equipment
sales started in the export markets by featur-

ing late model used machines at extremely
attractive prices.

The result has been that, as more ant
more used machines get into the expor
markets, the manufacturers, too, start tt

benefit.

The reason for this is simply that onct
the export market learns that it can profii

from the used machines and, at the samt
time, also runs into one mechanical problen
after another as time goes on due to the fact

that, as marvelously well as is the distribu

tor’s reconditioned used equipment, it is

still “used” equipment and, sooner or later

is bound to break down.

Then the manufacturers get requests foi

new merchandise. The export market nov
knows what and how much it can earn. I'

also realizes that new machines will stam
up for a longer period of time.

The orders that are being sent to manu
facturers from the foreign markets have

truly surprised some of the plants.

From all present indications, this is

bound to continue at even an acceleratec

rate in the future.

There is now no doubt anywhere in the

industry that the export market is of ex
tremely outstanding importance to the con
tinued success of the American field.

The distributor who has developed £

good export business lias somewhere to ship

used equipment.

This allows him to make better trades

This also allows him to buy in better quan
tity from the manufacturers he repre
sents.

All around it is of great value to the

entire industry that the export markets be

encouraged from every standpoint.

They will be able, at all times, to use up
equipment that gluts the market.

of Michigan, successfully helped to

At a public hearing Roy Small
pointed out that the proposed occu-
pational license per operator of $300
was absolutely prohibitive. He argued
that this would put the juke box
operators out of business in this com-

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THEY were partners. Not only in

Max Levine Dies

President of Scientific Machine

Corp. Dies Suddenly at Age of 50

BROOKLYN, N. Y.—Max Levine,

president of Scientific Machine Cor-

poration, this city, one of the pio-

neers of the current coin machine

industry, and one of the most be-

loved and respected coinmen, died

suddenly on Friday, March 2. He
was 50 years old.

Max came into the coin machine

business in the late 1920’s as sales

and advertising manager for B.

Madorsky & Company, Brooklyn,

one of the country’s foremost sup-

pliers of arcade equipment at that

time. While carrying out his duties

for Madorsky, Levine attended law

school. Upon passing the bar exam,

he left the coin machine industry,

and practiced law for a few years.

He then returned to the business,
and with Fred Hailparn, a law asso-
ciate, formed Scientific Machine
Corporation, manufacturing “Pan-
ama Digger”, a penny digger ma-
chine. The machine was an imme-
diate hit, and the firm then started

to manufacture other arcade ma-
chines.

With the advent of the pin game,
Scientific moved to larger quarters
on Atlantic Avenue, and proceeded
to turn out several pin game hits.

The firm was responsible for the
first pin game with lightup on the

playing field, a game called “Light-
house.” Later on, Scientific dis-

continued the manufacture of pin
games, specializing in arcade type
machines. Some of its best known
games are “Scientific Batting Prac-
tice”, “Baseball”, “Basketball”, and
Pitch ’Em & Bat ’Em.” Over
the years, Scientific has continued
to manufacture roll down types of
games for sportlands and arcades,
its “Pokerino” becoming the fore-
most rolldown used in arcades.
When World War II started, Sci-

entific moved its factory to Man-
hattan, and manufactured only war
materials. When the war ended,
Levine bought out Hailparn, and
moved the factory back to Brook-
lyn. It has continued to bring out
a variety of different arcade ma-
chines.
At this time, a coinrow office was

in the offing, Levine having bought
the building located at 583 Tenth
Avenue, which is now in the process
of being renovated.

Services were held at the River-
side Memorial Chapel, Brooklyn, on
Sunday, March 4. Among coinmen
attending the services were Bill

Rabkin, Mike Munves, Jack Semel,
Nat Cohn, Teddy Blatt, Ben Smith,
Charles Katz, A1 Simon, Jack Fire-
stone, Dave Simon, and Irving Mor-
ris.

He leaves a widow, Sylvia, a
daughter, Laura Edith, and a
mother Mrs. Rose Levine.

“The Cash
Box Price Lists” act exactly the same as the market quotation board at the Stock

Exchange—posting the prices as they are quoted for the past week, regardless of

how much they may seem to be out of line. Some prices do not change for

months. “The Cash Box Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain the last

known quotations for such equipment so that the subscriber at least has the last

known prices as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely divergent.

Someone on the West Coast may feel a certain machine worth $150.00 whereas
someone on the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00.

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely

recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will

purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
