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Joe Turner, Atlantic Records star, is shown with Ahmet Ertegun and Jerry Sexier, Atlantic veepees, personally examining the

grooves of his latest release “Corrine Corrina”. Turner, one of the most consistent hitmakers in the rhythm and blues field, is

in addition one of the great “names” in the history of jazz. Years ago. Turner was a jazz blues singer in the Kansas City jazz style.

In the early thirties, he sang with jazz pianist Pete Johnson in Kansas City and only a couple of weeks ago, Atlantic brought Johnson
in for a session along with Walter Page, Freddie Green and other K. C. stars to re-create with Joe the Kansas City blues singing

style he made famous.
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A few years ago, the most frequent

charge leveled at the record industry

was that it was a “top ten husiness”.

By this the accusers meant that only

records in the top ten meant anything,

only those sold, only those received

play on juke boxes, only those were

programmed on the air. Today that

charge is very seldom heard for it cer-

tainly is no longer true.

But unfortunately there are still

dozens and dozens of retail record

dealers who have not learned that this

is no longer a “top ten business”.

In most smaller stores throughout

the country, it is next to impossible to

buy any -records outside of the best

sellers and top standards. These dealers

are so busy watching their inventory

and buying conservatively that what

they are actually doing is perpetuating

the meagerness of their business and

guaranteeing that it never grows.

The retail business, like all other

enterprises, has its own peculiarities.

One of its cardinal points is that the

customer ordinarily must be sold while

he’s in the store. If he has to order

something or come back another day,

the likelihood is that the sale has been

lost.

With the record business today a

completely diffused one, with customers

wanting pop, rhythm ’n blues, and coun-

trv records all at the same time, with

kids demanding disks that are not only

not in the top ten but many times not

yet even in the top fifty, a record dealer

who doesn’t make some attempt to keep

up with current trends and sticks dog-

gedly to the best sellers is dooming him-

self to a stagnant business.

The basis of a retail business is the

satisfied customer. Certainly it may not

always be profitable to carry all sorts

of odd items on the possibility that they

may sometimes be asked for. But in

terms of building satisfied customers

and eventual greater income, it is in-

cumbent upon all record dealers to

carry some of these items. In the most

solidly pop sections, there are requests

for coimtry records. In areas where

sales are mostly in rhythm ’n blues,

there are always requests for pop disks.

The dealer who can satisfy some of

these demands is building himself new

customers who are certainly going to

return to him to buy the stock he norm-

ally carries.

Perhaps more than in most other re-

tail business, there has been consider-

able shortsightedness on the part of

record xlealers. Successful enterprises

are built by seizing current opportuni-

ties, not by sitting back and conserving

what has already been accomplished.

Today the record business is becom-

ing more and more important as a me-

dium of entertainment. For those who

have the vision to see its potentialities,

there is a magnificent future ahead.

The important thing is to remember

this: It is the customer who counts

—

the satisfied customer.

at Princeton University, and his

it was reveaed this week.

Rubin, now a 22-year-old law stu-

dent at Fordham University, and his

band will leave here bv Pan Am-^rican

Air Lines April 18. The band will play

on several occasions during the festi-

vities which extend from April 15

through April 19. Their first appear-
ance will he as a featured attraction

at the Gala International Ball April

15. They will be guests of the Prince

during their stay in Monaco.

Rubin’s group is the only American
jazz band which will be present.

Rubin met Miss Kelly last May
when his band played for an engage-

ment party at Cherry Hill, New
Jersey.

He later sent her an RCA Victor

album of “Dixieland Comes To Car-

negie Hall” which was made when
he gave a concert there November 24,

1954. Miss Kelly wrote back, telling

him how much she enjoyed his music

at the party as well as the album.

After he learned of her engagement
and that the Prince also was a jazz

devotee, Rubin wrote her again, of-

fering the services of the band. The
offer was accepted.

Rubin, the son of Mr. and Mrs. Irv-

ing Rubin, New Rochelle, N. Y., or-

ganized the Tigertown Five in 1951

during his freshman year at Prince-

ton. When a sophomore, the Prince-

ton University Store advanced him
$1,000 to finance production of his

first record album which established

the band as one of the
_

nation’s top

collegiate jazz organizations.

After working their way across the

Atlantic in the summer of 1953 as a

ship’s band for a Holland-American
lines student tour, the group enjoyed

great success at Maxim’s on the

French Riviera. Before returning to

the United States the band also played

in Italy and Switzerland.

In 1955 Rubin modified the band’s

Dixieland style to include swing. By
last November, when the band gave
its second Carnegie Hall concert, the

group had become acclaimed as one of

the most popular young jazz outfits

in the country.

One of the numbers that Rubin vnll

perform for the festivities is an orig-

inal composition which he recently re-

corded for RCA Victor, “Eight, Nine,

Ten, I’ll Never Get Mad Again”. Ru-
bin performed and sang the number
on NBC’s Wide, Wide World tele-

vision program Sunday, March 25.

Other numbers to be performed all

are included in his newest long play-

inn- Victor album, “Dixieland Bash”.

The group will be uniquely costumed

for their Monacan appearances. At

the request of Prince Ranier III, the

outfit will wear the orange blazers

and straw hats that were presented

to the hand by the Princeton Class of

1930.

PUCCINI: Tosca (Opera-For-Orchestra)—Andre Kostelanetz And His Orches-

tra—Columbia CL 767 (1-12" LP)

Continuing his Opera-For-Orchestra Series, Andre Kostelanetz has set down
the orchestral version of Puccini’s “Tosca”. The poignant and dramatic score

lends itself well to the full and accomplished orchestra. Even those opera

lovers who have the vocal performance will want to add to their collection.

Undoubtedly Kostelanetz’s tremendous following (aided by his pop recordings

and the recent 98^ Kostelanetz sampler) will widen the package’s audience.

Those who have already been injected with the superb qualities of Kostel-

anetz’s “Carmen”, “La Traviata”, etc., opera-for-orchestra recording, will

consider this release a must.

SCHUBERT: Sonata For Piano In B-Flat Major-Landler, Op. 171—Leon
Fleisher, piano—Columbia ML 5061 (1-12" LP)

In his mere 31 years on this earth Schubert wrote a prodigious number of

sensitive and compelling pieces. Leon Fleisher, an acclaimed young key board
artist, performs two Schubert piano works, the “Sonata For Piano In B-Flat
Major” and “handler. Op. 171”. The former is a delicate and moody opus that

Mr. Fleisher plays with stirring insight, “handler”, a happy little gem, finds

the pianist meeting the piece’s challenge admirably. It looks like the definitive

recording of the two works. Adherents of piano music will find this pressing

a desirable acquisition.

VERDI: II Trovatore—Maria Carena, Olga De Franco, Sopranos—Irene Min-
ghini-Cattaneo, Mezzo-soprano—Aureliano Fertile, Giordano Callegari, Tenors
—Apollo Granforte, Baritone—Bruno Carmassi, Antonio Gelli, Basses—With
Members Of La Sala Opera Company Chorus And Orchestra, Milan—Carlo
Sabajno, Conductor—Camden CAL 289 (2-12" LP)
Verdi’s music to a strange and macabre plot has made “H Trovatore” one of

the favorites in the operatic catalogue. Camden, with its valuable Victor back-
log, has issued the complete work on two separate biscuits that are banded
together. Though the sound is not always dependable it is a worthy perform-
ance. With a price tag that is temptingly modest ($3.96) sales are sure to

be impressive.

FLOTOW: Martha—Ferruccio Tagliavini, Tenor—Carlo Tagliabue, Baritone
—Pia Tassinari, Contralto—Elena Rizzieri, Soprano—Symphony Orchestra
And Chorus Of Radiotelevisione Italiana, Turin Conducted by Francesco Mo-
linari Pradelli—Cetra B 1254 (2-12" LP)
Flotow’s “Martha” is a light-hearted and frolicsome work that has many de-
lightful melodies to offer the listener. This rarely recorded opus is given a
sprightly run-through by a competent cast led by Elena Rizzieri as Lady
Harriet and Ferruccino Tagliavini as Lionel. For its sheer melodic inventive-
ness there is no reason why this fragile opera shouldn’t make the rounds
(live and on records) more often. This Cetra waxing is a completely satis-
fying addition to any opera lover’s library.

TCHAIKOVSKY: Symphony No. 5—BBC Symphony Orchestra, Sir Malcolm
Sargent, Conducting—RCA Victor LM-1947 (1-12" LP)
Probably the most personal works Tchaikovsky ever wrote were his last two
symphonies, the Fifth and Sixth. In this Victor pressing the composer’s Fifth
Symphony is given a highly thoughtful and delicate performance by the BBC
Symphony Orchestra under noted conductor Sir Malcolm Sargent. This is just
the interpretation the brooding and impassioned work must receive. Excellent
addition to the many other disks of the work available.

SCHUMANN: Symphony No. 2 in C Major, Op. 61—Paul Paray Conducting
The Detroit Symphony Orchestra—Mercury MG 50102 (1-12" LP)
Before one hears the third movement of Schumann’s Second Symphony, the
w’ork is overwhelmingly in its almost consistent vitality. The third movement,
however, is a passage of considerable lyrical beauty. The fourth movement
once again repeats the over-all grandeur of the work. Paul Paray and the
Detroit Symphony Orchestra give the opus a generally impressive and credit-
able reading. Good sound. The set’s a worthy addition to the growing number
of recordings of the work being made available.

The voice, melodies, and the arrangements are perfectly matched in this
Atlantic platter to give it a special stamp of distinction. The vocalist, Betty
Bennet, sings warmly or dynamically depending upon the tune. And she has
a wealth of tastefully chosen selections to work with. Shorty Rogers and
Andre Previn have supplied the singer and accompaniment with zestful and
sensitive arrangements. Both arrangers are also part of the accompaniment.
It all adds up to a vocal-jazz disk that should receive an excellent reception.

McKim Forms Phonodisc,

New Canadian Firm

TORONTO, ONTARIO— Don Mc-
Kim, general manager of Quality
Records Limited, Canada, for the past
five years, has resigned from that
position to fo:m a new Canadian com-
pany named Phonodisc, Limited.

Phonodisc will manufacture its own
records in a plant which is now being
established in the Toronto area, and
has located head offices at 199 Bay
Street, Toronto. A branch of the com-
pany is also being organized in
Montreal, Quebec.

Phonod'sc will manufacture and
distribute throughout Canada for in-
dependent labels in the United States
and other countries. This is a field
in which McKim pioneered as general
manager of Quality, enabling the
Canadian firm to successfully develop
its own labels by combining a number
of independents under the one trade
name in Canada.

Phonodisc, with McKim as presi-
dent, has already commenced opera-
tions in Montreal and Toronto, the
key centers for approximately 70%
of the Canadian market, and is lining
up independent distribution in western
Canada. Currently they are working
on the Willows’ “Church Bells May
Ring”, Otis Williams’ “Ivory Tower”
and Little Richard’s “Slinpin’ and
Slidin’ ”, b/w “Long Tall Sally” among
others.

Before joining Quality six years
ago, McKim was prominent in Ca-
nada’s broadcasting field, being in
charge of advertising and promotion
for a national concern, All-Canada
Radio Facilities Ltd.

In describing Phonodisc’s opera-
tions, McKim emphasizes that he has
long felt that there is a place in
Canada’s booming economy for a Ca-
nadian record company which is not
a subsidiary of any major label and
free to fully represent the independ-
ents in the American field. He feels
that Canada is economically nothing
more than an extension of the Amer-
ican market, in view of the fact that
buying trends are identical, and points
out that Phonodisc’s operations in
merchandising will be as closely co-
ordinated with its American associates
as possible.

Sales activities of Phonodisc will
be directed by McKim, who will be as-
sisted by Jack Boswell, well known in
Canadian record selling, and Frank
Weaver, who managed production at
Quality for several years, will he in
charge of Phonodisc’s plant.

Newspaper reports (and all the local papers carried the story) tell of the

approximately 22,000 teeners who flooded into the State Theatre in Hartford,
tied up traffic, and ended with a number of arrests and flnes ranging from
drunkenness and breach of peace. The cause of it all was a three day Alan

Freed show. It was reported that Hartford was
“hopping mad” and that the acting city manager
called a conference of the police, fire, building and
license departments to discuss the revocation of the

State Theatre’s vaudeville license. Psychiatrist Dr.
Francis Braceland of- the Institute of Living called

the music “a communicable disease ... its music ap-
peals to the adolescent insecurity and drives teenagers
to do outlandish things . . . like wearing zoot suits.

. . . It’s cannibalistic and tribalistic.” It seems to

us that the answer is in the fact that 22,000 kids
literally poured themselves into the theatre as against
the half dozen or so that were hauled into court and
fined. Can you get 22,000 kids anyplace and not run
into a few bad pennies. And even the bad few can
be controlled with the proper supervision. When
22,000 people attend a ball game at Ebbetts Field,

the Yankee Stadium, or the Polo Grounds, the city

assigns special policemen, the management puts special patrolmen in every
section, the traffic departments assign extra policement to control the heavier
influx of cars, and the city transportation department puts on more trains to

handle the heavier passenger traffic. And the spectators are adults, for the

main part, not kids. We’ve witnessed any number of fights break out in the
stands but the flareups are quelled in seconds and no one ever dreams of
suggesting that the licenses of the ball clubs be revoked. It’s true that the

22,000 kids in Hartford were spread out over a period of three days, not one
show, but the point is that proper supervision and foresight are the answers,
not banning. Remember raccoon coats and flasks

;

Sammy Kaye Disputes

Rock ’n Roll Critic

NEW YORK—“Thoughtless and in

bad taste!” said bandleader Sammy
Kaye today in lashing out at Dr.

Francis J. Braceland, of the Institute

of Living in Hartford, Connecticut

concerning the psychiatrist’s com-
ments about rock and roll music and
teenagers.

Dr. Braceland, in a statement per-

taining to disturbances that led to

11 arrests last weekend in a Hart-
ford theater, had described rock-and-

roll as a “communicable disease”, and
had condemned teenagers’ “insecurity

and rebellion”, which, he said, impels

them to affect ducktail haircuts, wear
zoot suits and carry on boisterously

at rock-and-roll affairs.

In a letter to Dr. Braceland, Kaye
noted, “It seems . . . that you regard
any person who enjoys rock-and-roll

on much the same plane as you would
regard a gangster.”

“You most certainly have a low
opinion of millions of decent well be-

haved teenagers,” Kaye said.

Noting that he, as a bandleader,

prefers to play a more gentle kind

of music, Kaye told Dr. Braceland
that he has nevertheless questioned

hundreds of “intelligent, alert Amer-
ican youngsters . . . the kind you would
be proud to call your own”, about
their liking for rock-and-roll. The
most frequent reply to his queries,

said the bandleader, has been “It’s

exciting. It’s different.”

“Perhaps,” said Kaye, “that sums
it up best. Teenagers like that which
is ‘different’ . . . Why call them dirty

names just because they are young?”

Agreeing that those youngsters who
had misbehaved in the theater should

be punished, Kaye admonished . . .

“But please do not injure the mil-

lions of nice, respectable youngsters
who like rock-and-roll by automati-
cally putting them in the same class

as the wrongdoers.”

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WASHINGTON, D. C.—An opti-

mistic report was issued this week by
the Department of Agriculture in its

“Demand and Price Situation” bul-
letin. The general level of business
activity in the early months of this

year has changed little from the re-

cord rate of the fourth quarter of
1955, it said. Average prices of farm
products have remained steady at
levels a little above December. Sizable
cuts in auto output and sales and some
further decline in residential building
were offset by an expansion in busi-
ness investment outlays and govern-
ment expenditures for goods and serv-
ices. According to the Department,
there are few indications pointing to

a decline in business activity and
some current trends suggest renewed
strength.

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Diversifica-
tion of operations is today becoming
more and more a fact. Whereas at
one time several years ago, most
operators specialized in certain types
of equipment, today these firms are
now operating every type of machine
feasible to the success of their busi-
ness. This trend, it is interesting to
note, is becoming more and more ap-
parent in general business. Reports
state that “emphasis on research is
a theme that currently is running
strongly thru all corporation reports.
It is clearly apparent that new and
improved products are being sought,
not only to win new markets, but to
protect existing ones. Intimately
related to research is the continued
effort to cut costs by new investments
in more modem tools for production.”

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Secretary
of Labor Mitchell said this week that
employers in most major job areas
look for a “relative brisk pickup” in
employment this Spring. He stated
that employment this January and
February alreadv is running more
than 2.5 million ahead of the same
months of 1955. “Therefore”, he
stated, “the general optimistic em-
ployment outlook for this Spring may
indicate Summer job totals ahead of
last year's high level.” Employment
reached a record 65,489,000 last
August.

NEW YORK—As we go to press, an
Associated Press report released a
survey of shopping trends in 23 major
cities which indicated that, despite
the snow and storms, American fami-
lies are spending more money this
year than ever before for Easter,
and that retail sales are heading for
another all-time high.

clunkers from locations everywhere.

The drive started by The Cash Box

They have all types
of cabinets, along with makeshift plas-
tic replacenients and much worn turn-
tables and mechanisms.

It isn’t only the fact that these
phonos do not give the public greater
selectivity, finer tone quality, beauty
and attractiveness, but, what hurts the
industry most, is the adverse publicity
which results from the operation of
such machines.

These phonos, in the greater ma-

jority, are dirty, vermin-infested, tone-
less, ugly and almost completely worn
in every regard.

As one noted music operator stated

sometime ago:

“They are held together with string

and prayers.”

These machines hurt every progres-

sive operator in the country and, es-

pecially, have a very bad effect on the

trade in the communities where they
are located.

The public judges all by the adverse

publicity that appears in the press

regarding this type of equipment.

It is up to the operators, themselves,

to rid the industry of these terrible

emergency machines that came into

being during the wartime period when
new equipment was unobtainable.

Distributors plan to have their sales-
men beat the bushes in an all-out ef-

fort to replace this sort of equipment.

Not only does this mean better busi-
ness for the distributors, but also
means better operating conditions for
all the progressive music operators in
any community where such old, worn-
out, ugly, dirty, vermin-infested, tone-
less machines are still operating.

CHICAGO—Once again operators

are advising this publication that its

proposal of over 12 years ago, that

there be created a “National Tax
Council”, is now more important than
ever.

For example, a proposed law in Ala-

bama would impose an annual fee of

$37.50 on juke boxes in places serving

alcoholic beverages. In anj other

place the fee would be $15 per year.

In many other cities, counties and

states, clear across the nation, similar

type proposals are being made in a

constant search for more revenue

needed to handle the many expenses

governments are now faced with.

Lycoming County, Pa. now collects

10% of the gross receipts from all

equipment. This, it is feared, may
spread thruout the commonwealth of

Pennsylvania.

In South Carolina, amusement ma-
chine taxes upped from $25 to $37.50.

In some small communities all

around the nation, license fees are be-

ing hiked to $100 per game and more
and $50 per phono.

Operators, when faced with such

excessive demands are, usually, at a

loss when it comes to presenting pre-

cedents and other legal material neces-

sary to offset these fee hikes.

The Cash Box originally proposed

that there come into being a “National

Tax Council” where all legal prece-

dents, all data, and all necessary in-

formation, could be gathered together

in one spit for the benefit of the entire

industry.

Tho some now defunct associations

made such attempts, these did not

reach the proportions required to be

of any national help of a very definite

and outstanding nature.

The time has come when all oper-

ators’ associations clear across the na-

tion should collect all possible license
data from every community in their

state and classify this information.

A “National Tax Council” will grow
in importance as more and more cities,

counties and states continue their all-

out drive to obtain increased revenues

to maintain themselves.

MIAMI, FLA.—Justin J. Gold-

smith, executive vice president of The
Bert Lane Company, Inc., this city,

has been guiding the sales of the firm

since its inception as Director of Sales.

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There wasn’t any way to stop

the newcomer, it seemed. Evei’y-

one had tried. The newcomer
came into the area with used ma-
chines. Fixed them expertly. Shined,

polished and repainted them. Also

made some mechanical and playing

changes here and there. From all

indications they just could not be

distinguished from new machines by
the location owners.

It wasn’t too long, because of cut

commissions and these unusual re-

vamped machines, before the new-
comer had taken almost every good
location. The newcomer didn’t stop

there. More and more used machines
continued to roll into his operating

store headquarters and just as many
suddenly appeared on various loca-

tions looking like entirely different

machines than what they were orig-

inally intended to be.

The newcomer was a genius al-

right with screw driver, hammer,
saw, file and paint brush. Those
operators who, by accident or on pur-

pose, passed by the newcomer’s store

late in the evening saw the lights

blazing. The longer the lights blazed,

the surer someone was that he’d lose

a location, or two, or more.
This went on for sometime before

the operators in the area got together

for their own self preservation.

Whereby, in the past, leaders among
them had tried to get them together

into an ethical organization and had
failed, this damaging hurt to their

pocketbooks brought them together

of their own free will.

The first meeting was jammed.
Every operator in the area was pre-

sent. Everyone had one, two, or more
complaints to register against the

newcomer, who seemed to be finding

his way into all the best locations in

the area while, at the same time, oust-

ing other operators of long standing.

All the complaints resolved them-
selves down to two significant facts.

First, that the newcomer had taken
locations away from just about every-

one present. Second, that he was ruin-

ing the business because of the com-
missions he was paying.
The first decision, as usually is al-

ways the first decision at such meet-
ings, was to arrange for a committee
to meet with the distributors in the

area. This committee was to point

out to the distributors that the oper-

ators could no longer afford to pur-
chase new machines and compete with
this newcomer. At the same time,

point out to the distributors that this

newcomer was not purchasing new
machines himself but was, instead,

revamping old machines.
Another committee was also ap-

pointed to visit with those locations

that had already switched over to the
newcomer. These committeemen
would point out that these locations

were formerly brought new machines.
Now they were getting revamped old

machines. These could not stand up
very much longer from a mechanical
standpoint, they would explain. They
would point out to the locations the
players had tired of these machines
long ago and would soon catch on
to the fact that these were old ma-
chines, once the glamour of the new
paint disappeared.

So the two committees quickly went
to work. The fact remains that, re-

gardless of all the talk and all the
statements these committeemen made,
in anger and otherwise, the newcomer
continued right ahead obtaining more
locations and getting the location
owners’ backing in every instance.

It now became quite apparent that
there was a lot more to it than just
the revamping of old machines. As
one thoughtful committeeman pointed
out. perhaps the old machines with
which play action the players were
familiar and, further, because the
new paint job and revamping caused
the players to think these were new
machines, and also because the players
found the play easier and they could
score better, apnealed to them to such
an extent that they insisted the loca-
tion owners retain them.

Another committeeman believed
that, even if there was some truth
in the fact that familiarity with the
machines pleased the players, the big-
ger factor was that the location own-
ers were actually promoting the play
on these machines, because they

found their promotional efforts proved
extremely profitable, especially com-
pared to the commission they used
to receive in the past. The theories
ran from fact to fiction. All were at
their wits’ end in an effort to stop
the newcomer from what they most
sincerely believed was the ruination
of their operating businesses.
At last it was decided among them

that an entirely new committee be
formed. This committee was to go
right to the basic source of their

problem. That is, visit with this new-
comer. The person who was ruining
their routes.
Few wanted to be appointed to this

committee. They felt they wouldn’t
be able to talk to the newcomer in a
friendly and unbiased fashion. It was
therefore decided to elect a committee
by secret vote. All present would
write the name of the men they
wanted to represent them on a square
of paper and drop it in a box set

up for this purpose.
In this fashion a committee was at

last elected. This committee sat up
in the front of the room with the
temporary chairman. They listened to

what those present believed should
be told the newcomer. To say the
very least it would have taken volumes
of notes on the part of the temporary
secretary to gather together all the
arguments that were presented that
evening. But these were resolved down
to as few as possible and the com-
mitteemen agreed to call on the new-
comer and present the views expressed
at the meeting.
The committeemen met at a favorite

coffee shop the next morning and
talked things over. After which they
drove over onlv to find the newcomer’s
place locked. They waited and waited.
But the newcomer never did show up.

In the meantime they had their own
businesses to conduct. They split up
and went their various ways after
deciding that they would meet that
evening and again try to catch the
newcomer in his place of business.
That evening they again met and

went over to the newcomer’s store.

This time they saw the lights blazing.

The place seemed to be occupied. They
decided, among themselves and before
entering, which one would start the
conversation. They agreed not to cut
in, regardless of how angry they
might become, until this one man
signaled them to do so.

They went to the door and tried

to open it. It was locked. They
knocked. They pushed. They kicked
at it. No answer. They were very
much upset. They were sure the
newcomer would return to. at the very
least, turn off the lights. They figured
that a service call must have lured
the newcomer away from his place and
that, when finished with the call, the
newcomer would return.
They found a restaurant open a lit-

tle way down and across the street
and decided to wait there. They would
have some coffee and, in the meantime,
talk things over. Perhaps they would
be able to compose some new ideas.

Maybe even formulate some new plan
to win the newcomer over to their
side.

It was agreed among all present
that the organization, which had been
so rapidly formed, and which seemed
to meet with the approval of all the
operators in the area, should be con-
tinued. It would prove of great value
to all concerned, they decided.

It was also suggested, after this

decision was reached, that the new-
comer be offered membership only on
the basis of future, ethical business
procedure. It short, 'whatever loca-
tions the newcomer now had, would
remain his for as long as he could
hold onto them. But in the future he
would have to proceed along the lines
of more ethical business.

It was also decided that one man
would do all the talking. He would
welcome the newcomer into the or-
ganization. He would point out all

the advantages which would accrue to
the newcomer who would actually be-
come a charter member of the or-
ganization right along with all the
men who had worked in this area for
so many, many years.
“To tell you the truth”, said one

of the group, “I sure hate to offer
this upstart such advantages.

“He’s cleaned me out of ten top
locations and, take it from me, this
has hurt me, but real bad.”

Others had similar statements to
make. But the older heads prevailed
and all agreed to go along with the
oldsters. They realized, as these older
men pointed out, that this was the
time for cool and calm procedure. They
also said that, perhaps, the newcomer
wouldn’t last long once he had agreed
to enter on an equal competitive basis.
They felt certain that, in a little

while, locations would recall their
former operators for they wouldn’t
be getting the same new equipment
and, perhaps, not even the same good
service they used to get, or all the
small, additional favors the locations
always obtained from their former
operators just for the asking.

After this explanation from the
older heads of the group, the younger
and more hot-blooded men calmed
down. They were willing, they agreed
with the oldsters, to take on this

newcomer in a fair business battle.

As long as this newcomer would stick
to the rules they weren’t afraid of
him and his ingeniously revamped old
machines one bit. They were sure
they could lick the newcomer hands
down in a fair business fight.

In the meantime, many hours had
flown by and just as many cups of
coffee had been consumed. All re-
alized, with a start, that it was very
late in the evening. As they quickly
reached for their hats and coats one
of the older heads remarked,

“Say, if we find this newcomer at
work at this late hour, like a lot of
you say you have, then”, he said, “you
just have to give him credit for deter-
mination, ambition and industry.

“This”, he continued, “proves to me,
provided that we find him working
in his place at this hour, that he’s a
person who most definitely wants to
e-et ahead, and for this type of man
I have the highest regard.”
He also stated, before any of the

others had a chance to recover from
his first words,

“I’ll tell you right now, this is the
kind of person we want in our organi-
zation. The kind of man who’s really
going to prove to be an asset.

“If he’s this kind of worker for
himself, trying so hard to get ahead,
he’ll prove just as good a worker for
everyone else.

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely

recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today bave their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will

purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
