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In recent weeks there have been a great

many wild claims made—usually through

newspapers where the mere printing of the

claims adds a note of sensationalism to the

accusation—that kids who go for rock and
roll are juvenile delinquents at the very

least. The people who have been issuing

these statements usually say that rock and
roll music is barbaric, that its lyrics have no
meaning at best and are suggestive at worst,

and that it causes wild behavior on the part

of the youth of our country. To top it off,

they cite disturbances which have occurred

at rock and roll shows.

It’s impossible in one short editorial to

take up the entire question of the relation

of one generation to another, of parent to

child, and age to youth, but it seems obvious

to us that this is the main issue involved

here. There probably has never been a time
when the previous generation could fully

accept the modes of conduct, the tastes and
the concepts of living of the younger genera-

tion. For particularly here in the United
States, our culture has been in a continual

state of growth, change, development and
expansion. And it’s understandable that a

generation grown up in one way of life can-

not easily accept another. It must have been
impossible, for instance, for those who grew
up at a time when dancing was considered
highly immoral to accept the minuet, or
those who grew up dancing the minuet to

accept the waltz, or those who grew up danc-
ing the waltz to accept the tango, or those
who grew up dancing the tango to accept the
charleston or those who grew up dancing the
charleston to accept the lindy hop, or those
who grew up dancing the lindy hop to ac-

cept the fact that kids no longer wanted to

dance at all.

Within our own time, all of us remember
previous things that were supposedly lead-

ing to juvenile delinquency. After the First

World War, parents were aghast at the be-

havior of youngsters. In the 1920’s, it was
hard to see how we could survive such
doings. In the 1930’s when swing came to

the forefront and kids started doing that

wild lindy hop, it seemed like the end. What
could they ever do that would be worse than

that? Well they found a way to react even

worse. They started swooning to the

crooners. Frank Sinatra couldn’t go any-

where without being mobbed. When he ap-

peared at the N. Y. Paramount, there were

at least as many disturbances as at any cur-

rent rock and roll show. How well we re-

member getting caught in an egg throwing

contest at one of those Paramount engage-

ments. And we dare say that it’s not at all

unlikely that some of the people who are

protesting the effects of rock and roll so

strenuously may even have thrown one or

two of those ^gs.

The simple fact is that teenagers do not

for the most part react as adults because

they aren’t adults. They react strongly,

sometimes wildly, many times unknowingly
—but, except in special cases which rock and
roll has nothing to do with, seldom vici-

ously. If there have been disturbances at

rock and roll shows, it is because these chil-

dren are reacting as children do react to

something which excites them. They react

emotionally, unthinkingly at times, because

rock and roll is exciting to them just as

swing was exciting to a former generation

or the charleston or any other things which
left parents wondering what the world was
coming to.

But it seems obvious to us that if kids

didn’t find rock and roll to be excited about,

they would find something else, and who
can say that that something else would be a

better occupation than an interest in music.

Does rock and roll lead to juvenile de-

linquency? We think the proposition could

well be put another way. Thank God that

the emotions and excitement of the youth

of our nation are taken up in listening and
dancing to a type of music which appeals

to them rather than in activiti(^s which might
justifiably be called delinquent.

World’s First Circular Office Bldg.

HOLLYWOOD, CAL.— Hollywood
staged one of its most lavish, colorful,

and spectacular premieres on Friday,
April 6, when Capitol Records dedi-
cated its new 13-story international
headquarters—the ultra-modern Capi-
tol Tower, the world’s first circular
office building, on Vine Street just off

Hollywood Blvd. Admission was by
invitation only.
The grand opening of the unique

building was attended by all the usual
glamour and excitement of a Holly-
wood premiere, from a dozen swirling
searchlights to top stars of recordings,
motion pictures, radio, and television.

In addition, many top disk jockeys,
motion picture and recording execu-
tives as well as civic dignitaries at-
tended. Likewise, press representa-
tives of scores of the nation’s and the
world’s newspapers, the news wire
services, national trade and consumer
magazines, radio and television news-
men and commentators, and television
and theatrical newsreel photographers
and many of the top cameramen from
the world’s newspapers, magazines
and photo syndicates covered the
event.
Among dignitaries from around the

world who attended were a number of
top executives of EMI (Electric and
Musical Industries, Ltd.) of Great
Britain, which owns 96.4 per cent of
Capitol, including J. F. Lockwood,
chairman; L. J. Brown, managing di-

rector, and B. Mittell, director of the

Now, posthumously,

his wish is coming to life. Paul Weston has recorded the tone poem with all

the color and tenderness Mr. Fischer inscribed into this lovely work. The opus

is divided into nine short selections with each faithfully describing a par-

ticular incident or thought in Indiana life. Of Indian blood himself (Cherokee),

Fischer, one time accompanist for Frankie Laine, wrote the piece with a vivid

imagination and a compelling compassion. Though the package’s principal

appeal is to the more serious musical audience, Weston’s popular fame is

bound to draw a wider audience.

CHOPIN: Nocturnes (Complete)—Eugene Istomin, Piano—Columbia SL-226

( 2-12")

The moving and melodic nocturnes of Chopin are presented in their entirety
on this Columbia release. These 19 short, graceful pieces contain some of the
most well known passages in classical music. Pianist Eugene Istomin deeply
impresses on the listener’s senses a feeling of serene beauty and satisfaction.

Although there are other worthy artists represented in the complete Chopin
nocturne catalogue, this new package should hold its own very well.

TCHAIKOVSKY : 1812 Festival Overture, Op. 49 (Original Scoring)—Capriccio
Italien-Antal Dorati, The Minneapolis Symphony Orchestra amd University
Of Minnesota Brass Band—Spoken Commentary By Deems Taylor—Mercury
MG 50054 (1-12" LP)
Another recording of Tchaikovsky’s oft-recorded “1812 Overture” (or “Capric-
cio Italien”) normally would not set classical music lovers on their heels. But
this Mercury disk has a unique twist. All the joyous glory of the “1812 Over-
ture” is brought about with the aid of an actual explosion of a cannon, real
tower bells, and a brass band. These were the devices called for in the original
scoring of the work. Antal Dorati colorfully conducts the Minneapolis Sym-
phony Orchestra. The brass band sections are handled by the University Of
Minnesota Brass Band. The other opus, the familiar “Capriccio Italien”, is

a well performed companion to the “1812 Overture”. Deems Taylor provides
an explanatory narration concerning the unusual effects used in the featured
work. Brilliant soimd. Those special effects provide an excellent way to break
into an already well populated catalogue of the two works.

GRIEG: Peer Gynt Suites Nos. 1 & 2—IPPOLITOFF-IVANOFF : Caucasian
Sketches—^The Hollywood Bowl Symphony Orchestra Conducted By Felix Slat-
kin—Capitol P8329 (1-12" LP)
Two lovely musical descriptions, one of a play (Ibsen’s “Peer Gynt”) the other
of a region, are competently recreated by the Hollywood Bowl Symphony
Orchestra. Grieg’s “Peer Gynt Suite” (Nos. 1 & 2 on this recording) is, of
course, a work of considerable fame. One of the great nationalistic com-
posers, Grieg instilled in the work a wondrous supply of melody and provocative
moods. Not less familiar is Ippolitoff-Ivanoff’s “Caucasian Sketches”—a com-
position of enchanting color and beauty. Conductor-Violists Felix Slatkin’s
first effort with the Hollywood Bowl Orchestra is, indeed, impressive. Good
coupling of works. Excellent classical sales waxing.

GLIERE: Ilya Mourometz (Symphony No. 3 In B Minor)—RIAS Symphony
Orchestra, Berlin—Ferenc Fricsay, Conductor—Decca DL 9819 (1-12" LP)
The story of a famous legendary Russian hero, Ilya Mourometz, is the subject
of Gliere’s rarely recorded third symphony. It is a work of enormous power
and colorful contrast. The opus is comparable to the Moussorgsky-Rimsky-
Korsakov type of rich musical imagination that has put Russian music in a
class by itself. Ferenc Fricsay direction of the RIAS Symphony Orchestra,
Berlin, is dramatically in accord with the immense scope of the work. Here’s
a classical waxing that music lovers should investigate further.

HOLLYWOOD — The purchase of
Urania Records by the American
Soimd Corporation, recently formed by
Allied Record Manufacturing Com-
pany and Bart Manufacturing Com-
pany, was jointly announced last week
by American Sound Executives, Da-
ken Broadhead, Chairman of the
Board; Siegfried Bart, President; and
Rudolph Koppl, President of Urania.
A spokesman for American Sound

stated that immedilate plans are un-
der way to revamp and expand the line

and that a definite program and new
release schedules would be announced
shortly. Urania has been one of the
important independent LP classical

lines, and is best known for its oper-
atic catalog. In recent months Urania
entered the Jazz field and now has
seven Jazz albums on the mairket.
Plans call for immediate entry into
the recorded tape field with a com-
plete line of both Urania and other
labels.

American Sound will take over act-

ual operation of Urania April 16th
and will maintain a Manhattan office

Broadhead and Bart stated that no
personnel assignments have as yet
been made, but that Hal Neely, Na-
tional Sales Manager for both Allied
and American Sound, was being tem-
porarily assigned to the project to
complete necessary planning and
change over.

The Allied-Bart combine, with com-
plete custom manufacturing plants in

New Jersey and Hollywood, has been
in the news in recent months with

their increased activity in all phases
of the industry and in connection with
some of the mail-order club activities.

Boston Symphony Takes

Bow in State Senate

BOSTON—The State Senate and

House of Representatives on Tuesday,

April 3, cited the Boston Symphony
Orchestra as “Ambassadors of Good-

will to all the peoples of the world.”

The citations, commemorating the

musical organization’s 75th anniver-

sary, were presented at a unique cere-

mony in the Senate assembly room of

the State House here. Michael J.

Skerry, Speaker of the House and

Richard Furbush, President of the

Senate, made the presentations.

At the same time, L. W. Kanaga,
vice president of RCA Victor Records,

presented the Symphony with a $2,000

diamond-studded baton especially de-

signed by the world-famous French
jeweler. Van Cleef and Arpels. The
gift marked the 40-year association

between the Orchestra and the record-

ing company.
Charles Munch, music director and

conductor of the Boston Symphony
Orcliestra, and Arthur Fiedler, con-

ductor of the Boston Pops Orchestra,

accepted the citations and baton for

the other members of the musical

organization.

Kanaga told the joint meeting of

the Massachusetts legislature that his

company is “now spending more than

$50,000 on a color moving picture

featuring the Boston Symphony. The
picture, which will show how a record

is made, will be available in the fall

for showings in schools and before

other groups. We are confident that

this film will help to add just a little

lustre to the distinguished contribu-

tions which these great Boston music-

makers have already made to the

better understanding and appreciation

of music.”

The resolution of the House cited

“the great contributions” made by the

orchestra “to the cultural prestige of

the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.”

“Wherever good music is known
and appreciated,” the citation added,

“the Boston Symphony Orchestra en-

joys an unparalleled reputation for its

outstanding interpretation of the

world’s great compositions.

“Through Concert Hall appearances

and RCA Victor recordings the Boston

Symphony Orchestra and Conductors

Charles Munch and Arthur Fiedler

have acquired an enviable reputation

as Ambassadors of Goodwill to all the

peoples of the world.”

The Senatorial resolution said it was
issued “in tangible recognition of the

influence the Boston Symphony Or-

chestra has had in extending the musi-

cal horizons of the entire world.”

“Both the Boston Symphony and
the Boston Pops Orchestra, under the

leadership of Charles Munch and Ar-
thur Fiedler,” the resolution added,

“have been outstanding representa-

tives of the Commonwealth of Mas-
sac}iusetts. Their musical achieve-

ments have enriched the lives of the

people throughout the world and have
brought greater respect and appreci-

ation for the cultural reputation of

the people of Massachusetts.”

The Boston Symphony Orchestra
was founded in 1881 by Major Henry
Lee Higginson. Its conductors have
included Arthur Nikisch, Karl Muck,
Pierre Monteux and Serge Koussevit-
sky. Charles Munch is currently con-

cluding his seventh season as the,

orchestra’s music director.

The anniversary season will be
climaxed by a five-week tour of Europe
during August and September, includ-

ing five performances at the famed
Edinburgih Festival.

Participating in the ceremonies were
Alan Steinert, President of The East-
ern Company, RCA Victor distributor

in Boston; Thomas D. Perry, Jr., Man-
ager of the Boston Symphony Or-
chestra; Raymond W. Saxon, North-
eastern Regional Manager, Radio
Corporation of America; and Alan
Kayes, Director of Artists and Reper-
toire, RCA Victor Records.

“Mr. Wonderful” Wonderful
NEW YOEK—The general im-

pression created by the newspaper

critics who reviewed the opening

night performance of “Mr. Wonder-

ful” was that it wasn’t worthwhile

seeing. But they were radically

wrong. For “Mr. Wonderful” pro-

vides three of the most entertaining

hours anyone could want to spend.

For the many folks who have never

seen Sammy Davis perform in per-

son, the last 35 minutes of the show

—

where he works alone on the runway
and offers his entire nightclub act

—

are jam packed with absolute thrills.

He dances, sings, impersonates,

drums, etc., and has the entire audi-

ence right in the palm of his hand.

The evening this reviewer witnessed

the show, Sammy had the audience

literally screaming for more.

Jack Carter, was superb as Sam-
my’s personal manager and gained

great respect as an actor and

comedian with his clever handling

of the comedy material and the songs.

Pat Marshall proved to be an ex-

tremely versatile and talented star

—

equally proficient in the vocal as well

as the humor department.

LONDON, ENGLAND—A contro-
versy is raging here among music
operators (and being aired by the
good offices of The World’s Fair)
as to the relative merits and avail-
ability of the 78 rpm record vs the
45 rpm record. In the United States,
the 78 rpm record is well on its way
out of existence. As a matter of fact,
major recording companies are talk-
ing about discontinuing manufacture,
as the quantity demanded is becoming
less and less every day, and there-
fore is no longer profitable to pro-
duce. Determining factors in the suc-
cess of the 45 rpm record are that
juke box manufacturers haven’t pro-
duced a machine that plays 78 rpm
records in the past several years;
and the determined sales effort of
RCA Victor thru high powered ad-
vertising and promotion dix’ected at
the home owners, offering its 45 rpm
record player. Advantages of the 45
rpm to juke box owners are: 1)
lightweight, thereby saving shinping
costs; 2) small—can be stocked and
carried easily; 3) do not break; 4)
last considerably longer; and 5) juke
box manufacturers can manufacture
multiple playing machines without in-

creasing the size of the machine.

NEW YORK—Members of the Ex-
port Managers Club of New York met
at the Statler Hotel, here, on March
27, for its 36th annual convention,
and the general concensus was that
United States exporters expect to re-
tain, and probably increase, the big
sales gains made last year. In at-
tendance at this convention were
about a thousand businessmen from
all parts of the United States, who
gather yearly for a review of for-
eign trade policies and problems.

MONTREAL, CANADA — That
Canada is headed for a prosperous
1956 can be realized by the report by
the Bank of Montreal in its businass
review, issued this week. Canada’s
outlay on new plant, equipment and
housing will rise 21 per cent to a new
record of $7.5 billion. The 1955 figure
was a record in itself, 11 per cent
gp^ater than for 1954. Utilities and
manufacturing lead in projected 1956
outlays, the bank’s survey shows.

TOKYO, JAPAN— We're wonder-
ing why this progressive, modem
city, which is the largest importer
of amusement machines in the Asian
area, only brought in 9 phonos during
the last quarter of 1956. Looks to
us as if some progressive coin ma-
chine firm there can really do a big
job.

As predicted in the February 4 “export

issue” of The Cash Box, exports for 1955
ran over $15 millions. Actual figure is

$15,238,897. For the last three months of

1955 (Department of Commerce statistics,

tabulated on the following page), less ma-
chines were shipped out of the United
States—but were valued at considerably

more money. From a dollar viewpoint, the

last three months of the year were much
better than any previous quarter.

PHONOGRAPHS
In this field, not only were the machines

valued at more than any of the previous
quarters, but more machines were shipped
in October, November and December, 1955,
than in any previous quarter. Foreign na-

tions are buying more phonographs at more
money than any other type of coin operated
machine. Europe, in this last quarter, as in

all previous quarters, was the best customer.
And Belgium the most prolific buyer, with
West Germany again placing second. South
America, as a unit, was second once again,

with Venezuela leading here. Colombia and
Peru did nicely, much better than any pre-

vious quarter. North America was third,

with Canada spending the most money, but
Mexico (a close second) absorbing more
machines. Cuba ranked next. The Pacific

area fell down this quarter from the pre-

vious period.

AMUSEMENT MACHINES
Less amusement machines were shipped

in the last quarter of 1955, but these ma-
chines were valued at considerably more
than those shipped in the previous three

months. As in other quarters, European
countries purchased the largest number of

machines, totaled at the largest amount of

money. Of the European countries. West
Germany, again was the best customer
money wise, altho they bought less ma-
chines. Italy is listed as buying the most
machines, with Belgium and the Nether-

lands next, with the Netherlands spending
the second largest amount. North America
was second, holding the same position as in

the previous quarter. Of course, Canada
led all buyers in both machines and money
spent. In third place is Asia, topping South
America for the first time. Largest cus-

tomer in Asia is Japan. South America,
which fell a notch this quarter, has Vene-
zuela as a real hot customer, buying most
of the games sent to this continent.

VENDING MACHINES
Altho the number of machines shipped

in this field dropped considerably from the

previous quarter, money spent here too,

was considerably higher. North America
led in purchases, both as to units and money
value, with Canada responsible for prac-

tically everything. European countries,

which placed second, saw France buy the

most machines, valued at the most money.
West Germany ranked second here as to

number of machines and dollar value.

The year, 1965, will go down in his-

tory as one of the biggest boom busi-

ness years. Manufacturers and dis-

tributors throughout the U. S. enjoyed

business of an unusually fine nature

right through the Christmas Holiday

Season and up to New Year’s eve it-

self. Many still point to orders taken

practically as the New Year celebra-

tions got under way.

The tremendous backid^ of orders

which accumulated, because of the

booming business of the last quarter

of 1955, started off the first quarter

of 1956 with manufacturers adding

more working hours to their produc-

tion schedules and attempting, daily,

to increase production in every possi-

ble fashion.

Some of ^bSfesf^Whi^s' ka^ed'" night

shifts to their regular day production

crews. Almost every factory entered

on a six-day work week. Many did

this in addition to night production

shifts. Yet with all this hard pressed

speed production, manufacturers were

still unable to keep up with the demand

which was flooding into their factories.

The games manufacturers were ex-

tremely busy producing new pool

games. Many different models were

being introduced. New developments

were being presented. New play meth-

ods featuring automatic scoring and

bonus score arrangements were being

shown. Larger size pool tables also

proved popular. The games manufac-

turers were, once again, proving their

ingenuity as outstanding and skillful

craftsmen as well as originators and

designers of new amusement play

ideas.

The juke box manufacturers were

enjoying their first real worldwide

sales boom. For some years export

of American automatic phonographs

had lagged, compared to sales of

amusements and other products. This

past year of 1955 saw the beginning

of more and still more shipments of

American juke boxes worldwide. The
first business quarter of 1956 saw
these worldwide sales of American

automatic phonographs continue to

increase rapidly.

The U. S. juke box manufacturers

appointed licensees to manufacture

their machines. Others named more
distributors in Europe and throughout

Central and South America, as well

as in the Pacific countries. Some
sent representatives throughout the

world markets. Public relations coun-

sellors were appointed to bring about

better understanding between the

manufacturers and the world markets.

With the U. S. Department of Com-
merce reporting that 1955 had been

one of the very greatest export years

for this industry, almost $12,000,000

had been spent for American made
coin operated machines during the

first nine months of 1955, the manu-
facturers as well as all outstanding

distributors in the U.S. increased

their efforts to help the world mar-
kets enjoy the finest equipment.

I A number of U.S. distributors have
set up complete export departments,

hiring linguists who can speak and
correspond in the languages of the

importers. They have also arranged

for very outstanding refurbishing and
revamping departments so that the

older machines they have are practi-

cally renewed prior to shipment to the

world markets.

Some of the distributors have made
such a very fine study of the require-

ments of their world market cus-

tomers, that they are now in the po-

sition of being able to offer machines
for export that are practically new,
because of the great amount of re-

vamping and refurbishing which has
gppe into the machines, and which has

' made the machines completely suitable

for operation tih the • coiuifitries inter-

ested in them. v -
i!

It is also interestirig to note that

among the Nprjh Ame^rjjcan countries

that ranked ' hs ' iMporting leaders

were : Mexico, Can^l^^^ Cuba and the

Dominican Republic.

In South America, Venezuela, Co-
lombia and Peru ranked high among
the countries importing new and re-

vamped machines from the U.S.
In Europe, Belgium West Germany,

The Netherlands, Switzerland, Aus-
tria, France, Italy and Sweden ranked
in this order as to the number of
machines imported from the U.S.

In Asia, British Malaya, Phillipines,
Lebanon and Japan used the most
American made coin operated ma-
chines.

The Union of South Africa and
French Morocco did most of the im-
porting for the African nations.

What is most interesting is that
the U. S. distributors did the major
share of exporting during this first
business quarter of 1956. The dis-
tributors have proved themselves
adept at quickly ascertaining the
needs of the international market.
The shipments of the U. S. dis-

tributors, plus that of the manufac-
turers, is sure to ring up an entirely
new total of business for the U. S.
market. With new and used automatic
phonographs of all kinds being
shipped almost daily into the interna-
tional market, plus the fact that
amusement games and vending ma.-
chines obtain a very good share of
the sales, there is bound to result a
closer and better understanding be-
tween importer and exporter.

There is now no doubt that the price
factor has been more closely coordi-
nated due to the internationally fa-
mous, official and highly regarded,
“The Cash Box Price Lists,” which
have never missed a single week’s
issue in over 17 years of publication.
With “The Cash Box Price Lists”
bringing about a better understanding
of the prices of U. S. machines of all

kinds among all the importing coun-
tries, and with the further fact that
U. S. manufacturers and distributors
are trying very hard to arrange for
closer and better cooperation with all

their international customers, it is

believed that better business is most
definitely bound to ensue throughout
the year of 1956.

It is also interesting to note here
that more U. S. manufacturers and
distributors are taking trips through-
out Europe to become more personally
acquainted with importers of their

machines. This, too, is bound to have
a very happy effect on greater world
cooperation in sales of coin operated
equipment of all kinds.

A large number of distributors have
also printed circulars and catalogs
which are completely for the use of
the international markets. These
usually feature photographs of the
machines which are procurable here
in the U. S. and which haye proyed
to be most popular in the world
markets.

Manufacturers who have set new
high production records are now more
keenly studying the export market.
They realize that, in due time, in-

ternational sales may come very close,

or even equal, their domestic business.
It is also noticeable that the amuse-
ment games manufacturers, when
thinking of naming of a new machine,
take into consideration whether the
name will prove as popular in world-
wide markets as in the U. S.

Business continues to boom through-
out the entire U. S. coin operated
machines industry. Never before have
U. S. manufacturers worked as many
hours with such speeded and increased
production schedules in an effort to
satisfy their many customers. Never
before have U. S. distributors re-
furbished and shipped as many var-
ious types of machines to interna-
tional markets. Instead of slacken-
ing, the boom seems to be stepping
up, with the international markets a
growing factor.

There is no longer any doubt that
the Spring season (the second quar-
ter) of 1956 will see even greater
business than did the first quarter,
even though this is extremely dif-

ficult to envisage at this time. With
the warmer weather approaching
business always increases tremen-
dously throughout the U.S. Importers
are therefore urged to place orders
as far in advance as possible so that
manufacturers and distributors can
arrange for shipments even though
extremely busy with the domestic
American market.

During the first quarter of 1956,
the only change which came about
in U. S. manufacturing circles was
the sale by A. B. T. Manufacturing
Corp. of Chicago, Illinois, of its “Rifle
Sport Ranges”, its scale and its pistol

target counter game, “The Challen-
ger”, to the John F. Frantz Manu-
facturing Co. of Chicago.

Model “G” juke boxes and music ac-
cessories as well as new high fidelity

phonographs for the home.

This game has
won quite a following. It is considered
best fitted for the international mar-
ket.

The Auto-Photo Company, Los An-
geles, California, was working over-
time producing its well accepted

Marrueco Frances efectuaron la im-
portacion del mayor numero de ma-
quinas destinadas a las naciones del

Africa.

Lo mas interesante del case es que
los distribuidores de los Estados Uni-
dos hicieron las mas importantes ex-
portaciones durante este primer tri-

mestre de 1956. Los distribuidores
han demostrado ser capaces de deter-
miner rapidamente las necesidades de
los mercados internacionales.

Les industrials et les dis-

tributeurs dans toute I’Amerique ont

fait des affaires extraordinairement

bonnes pendant la periode de Noel

jusqu’au jour de I’an. Beaucoup tra-

vaillent encore sur des commandes

prises pratiquement pendant les fetes

du jour de I’an.

En raison de cette pousse d’affaires

du quatrieme trimestre 1955, un nom-

bre formidable de commandes s’accu-

mulerent, et le premier trimestre

1956 commenga avec des usines aug-

mentant leurs horaires de production

et essayant journellement de pousser

la production de toutes les fagons

possibles.

Quelques usines formerent une

equipe de nuit en plus de leur per-

sonnel regulier de jour. Presque

toutes les usines instituerent la se-

maine de six jours de travail. Beau-

coup le firent en addition de leur

equipe de nuit. Et cependant, malgre

cette production acceleree, les usines

etaient encore incapables de faire face

aux commandes qui inondaient leurs

bureaux.

Les fabricants de jeux etaient ex-

tremement occupes par la production

de nouveaux jeux de billards. Des
modeles differents etaient introduits.

On presentait de nouveaux developpe-

ments. De nouvelles methodes de jeux,

avec marquages automatiques de

points et arrangements de points-

bonis etaient promues. Des tables de

billards de plus grandes dimensions

s’avererent egalement populaires. Une
fois encore, les fabricants de jeux

prouverent leur ingeniosite aussi bien

en tant qu’habiles artisans que crea-

teurs et auteurs de nouvelles idees de

jeux et amusements.

Les fabricants de juke box voyaient

leur premiere reelle poussee de ventes

internationales. Depuis quelques an-

nees les exportations de phonographes
automatiques americains etaient en

retard, comparees aux ventes de jeux

et autres produits. L’annee ecoulee

1955 vit le commencement d’expedi-

tions toujours accrues de “juke-boxes”

dans le monde entier. Ces ventes

internationales de phonographes ame-
ricains augmenterent rapidement du-

rant le premier trimestre 1956.

Les fabricants americains de “juke

boxes” donnerent des patentes p6ur
la fabrication de leurs machines.

D’autres augmenterent le nombre de

leurs distributeurs en Europe et dans
pays du Pacifique. Quelques uns en-

voyerent des representants sur les

marches mondiaux. On engagea des

conseillers de relations publiques pour
apporter une meilleure comprehension
entre les fabricants et les marches
mondiaux.
Avec le rapport du Departement de

Commerce des U.S.A. que 1955 avait

ete I’une des plus fortes annees d’ex-

portation pour cette Industrie, que
pres de $12,000,000 avaient ete de-

penspenses pour des machines fonc-

tionnant avec piece de monnaie, de

fabrications americaine, durant les

neuf premiers mois de 1955, les fabri-

cants ainsi que les plus grands distri-

buteurs des Etats-Unis augmenterent
encore leurs efforts pour offrir sur

les marches mondiaux leur meilleur

equipement.

Un grand nombre de distributeurs

americains crea des services exporta-

tions, engageant des linguistes parlant

et ecrivant dans la langue des im-

portateurs. Us organiserent aussi de

tres bons services de reparations et

remise-en-etat, pour que leurs vieilles

machines soient pratiquement remises

a neuf avant leur envoi sur les mar-
ches mondiaux.

Quelques distributeurs firent une

etude tellement poussee des besoins

de leur clientele mondiale, qu’ils sont

maintenant en position d’offrir a I’ex-

portation des machines pratiquement

neuves, les renouvellements et arran-

gements fournis sur ces machines les

avant rendues tout-a-fait appropriees

aux pays interesses.

II est aussi interessant de noter que

les plus grandes pays importateurs

d’Amerique du Nord, ont ete, par

importance: Le Mexique, le Canada,

Cuba, et la Republique Dominicaine.

En Amerique du Sud, le Venezuela,

la Colombie et le Perou se rangerent

parmi les pays ayant importe les plus

de machines neuves et de seconde

main, des Etats-Unis.

En Europe, la Belgique, I’Allemagne

de I’Ouest, la Hollande, la Suisse,

I’Autriche, la Prance, I’ltalie et la

Suede, se rangerent dans cet ordre

par la quantite de machines importes.

En Asie, la Malaisie britannique, les

Philippines, le Liban et le Japon utili-

serent le plus de machines automa-
tiques s’operant par monnais, de fabri-

cations americaine.

L’Union Sud-Africaine, et le Maroc
frangais furent les meilleurs pays

d’importation d’Afrique.

Ce qui est notamment interessant a

noter c’est que les distributeurs ameri-

cains eurent la majeure portion de

leur exportation durant le premier

trimestre 1956. Les distributeurs se

sont averes capables de s’assurer rapi-

dement des marches internationaux.

Les expeditions des distributeurs

americains, en plus de celles des fabri-

cants, vont vertainment apporter un
nouveau total d’affaires au marche
americain. Des phonographes automa-
tiques neufs et usages etant envoyes
presque journellement sur le marche
international, plus le fait que les

machines de jeux et machines distribu-
trices obtiennent une tres grande part
de ventes, le resultat ne peut etre
qu’un lien plus etroit et meilleur entre
importateur et exportateur.

II n’y a maintenant plus aucun doute
que la coordination des prix est mei-
lleure, et ceci du aux tarifs interna-
tionaux, officials et hautement consi-
deres, “The Cash Box Price Lists”,—publics— depuis plus the 17 ans
sans une seule semaine d’interruption.
Ces tarifs “The Cash Box Price Lists”
apportant une meilleure comprehen-
sion des prix des machines americaines
de toutes sortes parmi les pays im-
portateurs, et, en plus, le fait que les

fabricants et distributeurs americains

font leurs meilleurs efforts pour arri-
ver a une cooperation plus etroite avec
leurs clientes internationaux, il test
definitivement prevu que de meilleures
affaires s’ensuivront pendant I’annee
1956.

II est aussi interessant de noter
ici que plus de fabricants et distribu-
teurs americains font des voyages en
Europe pour faire connaissance plus
personnellement avec les importateurs
de leurs machines. Ceci aussi est
destine a avoir le plus heureux effet
pour une plus' grande cooperation
mondiale dans les ventes d’equipe-
ments automatiques operes par pieces,
de toutes sortes.
Un grand nombre de distributeurs

ont egalement imprime des circulaires
et catalogues qui sont maintenant
completement en usage sur les mar-
ches internationaux. Ceux-ci montrent
habituellement des photos des ma-
chines qui peuvent etre procurees par
les Etats-Unis et qui se sont averees
les plus en vogue sur les marches
mondiaux.
Les affaires continuant leur course

dans toute Tindustrie americaine des
machines operees par monnaie. Ja-
mais les fabricants americains n’ont
travaille tant d’heures avec des horai-
res de production si acceleres et aug-
mentes afin de satisfaire leurs nom-
breaux clients. Jamais encore les dis-

tributeurs americains n’ont remis a
neuf et envoye autant de machines de
differentes sortes sur les marches in-

ternationaux. Au lieu de ralentir, les

affaires semblent s’accroitre, les mar-
ches internationaux en etant le facteur
de base.

II n’y a maintenant plus aucun doute
que la saison de Printemps (le deu-
xieme trimestre) de 1956 verra un
volume d’affaires encore plus impor-
tant que le premier trimestre, bien
que cela soit tres difficile d’envisager
cette eventualite en ce moment. Quand
le beau temps arrive, les affaires

s’accroissent toujours terriblement
aux Etats Unis. C’est pour cela que
les importateurs sont instamment
pries de placer leurs commandes aussi

a I’avance que possible, de fagon que
les fabricants et distributeurs puissent
en arranger les expeditions, meme
s’ils sont extremement occupes par le

marche domestique.
Pendant le premier trimestre de

1956, le seul changement qui intervint

dans le cercle des fabricants ameri-
cains est la vente par A. B. T. Manu-
facturing Corp. de Chicago, Illinois,

de son “Rifle Sport Ranges”, con tir

et son pistolet a cible jeu de comptoir,
“The Challenger”, a John P. Frantz
Manufacturing C.o de Chicago.
Un deces est survenu dans les cer-

cles des fabricants, celui de Max D.
Levine, de Scientific Machine Corp.,

Brooklyn, N. Y.

AMI, Inc. Grands Rapids, Michigan,
continua a etre Tune des usines les

plus occupees de la nation, avec la

production de son modele “G” juke
boxes et accessoires, ainsi qu’avec
ses nouveaux phonographes haute
fidelite pour usage domestique.

Auto-Bell Mfg. Company, Chicago
Illinois, fabriquerent un jeu appele
“Circus”. Ce jeu fit beaucoup d’adep-
tes. II est considere comme Tun des
mieux approprie au marche interna-
tional.

Beau-
coup d’innovations furent presentees
par cette usines dans les nouveaux
jeux.

Die riesigen Riickstands von Aul-

tragen, die sich wahrend der Hochkon-

junktur des letzten Vierteljahres von

1955 angehauft batten, zwangen im

ersten Vierteljahr von 1956 die D_r-

zeuger dazu, die Arbeitsstundenzahl in

ihren Fabriken zu erhohen und ihr

bestes zu tun, urn ihre Produktion tag-

lich in jeder moglichen Art und Weise

zu erhohen.

Einige Fabriken fiihrten Nacht-

schichten neben ihrer regularen Tages-

produktion ein. Fast jede Fabrik ar-

beitete sechs Tage die Woche, und viele

taten es, obgleich sie schon Nacht-

schichten eingefiihrt hatten.

Neue Spiel-

methoden mit automatischer Aufrech-

nung und Extrapramienberechnung
wurden vorgefiihrt. Pool-Tische von

grossem Format fanden auch guten

Anklang. Die Spielfabrikanten be-

wiesen wiedermal ihren Scharfsinn als

hervorragend geschickte Kunsthand-

werker, wie auch als Organisatore und

Entwerfer von neuen Unterhaltungs-

spielen und -ideen.

Die Hersteller von Plattenspielern

erfreuten sich der ersten wirklich

welweiten Hochkonjunktur. Seit ein-

igen Jahren war die Ausfuhr von
amerikanischen automatischen Plat-

tenspielern stark hinter dem Verkauf

von Unterhaltungsspielen und anderen

Produkten zuriickgelieben. Im ver-

gangenen Jahre 1955 begann aber eine

sich stets steigernde Verschiffung von
amerikanischen Plattenspielern nach

alien Teilen der Welt. Wahrend des

ersten Geschaftsvierteljahres von 1956

setzte sich diese stets anwachsende
Tendenz von welweiten Verkaufen
amerikanischer automatischer Plat-

tenspieler fort.

Fabriken von Plattenspielern in den
Vereinigten Staaten betrauten aus-

landische Lizenzinhaber mit der Her-

stellung ihrer Maschinen. Andere
emannten zusatzliche Vertriebsleiter

in Europa, in alien Teilen von Zentral-

und Sii-Amerika, wie auch in den
Landern des Stillen Ozeans. Einige
sandten ihre Vertreter auf alle Welt-
markte. Berater fiir offentliche Be-
ziehungen wurden ernannt, um eine

bessere Verstandigung zwischen den
Herstellern und den Weltmarkten zu
ermoglichen.
Das Handelsministerium der U. S.A.

bezeichnete 1955 als eines der grossten

Ausfuhrjahre in dieser Industrie,

waren doch fast $12,000,000 fiir in

Amerika hergestellte miinzautoma-
tische Maschinen wahrend der ersten

neun Monate von 1955 verausgabt wor-
den, und hatten doch die Hersteller

und alle wichtigen Betriebsleiter in

den Vereinigten Staaten sich standig
bemiiht, den Weltmarkten die besten
Ausstattungen zuzufiihren.

Eine Anzahl von Vertriebsleitern in

den Vereinigten Staaten haben voll-

standige Exportabteilungen ins Leben
gerufen und Sprachkundige angestellt,

welche die Sprachen der Importeure

sprechen und darin korrespondieren
konnen. Auch wurden griindlich auf-
gezogene Auffrischungs- und Uberho-
lungs-Abteilungen einfefiihrt, sodass
in ihrem Besitz befindliche altere Ma-
schinen praktisch erneuert wurden, be-
vor sie aud fie Weltmarkte zur Aus-
fuhr kamen.

Einige der Vertriebsleiter haben den
Bedarf ihrer Weltmarktkunden so
griindlich studiert, dass sie jetzt in
der Lage sind, in jedem praktischen
Sinne neue Maschinen zur Ausfuhr
anzubieten, und zwar wegen der durch-
greifenden Auffrischung und Uberho-
lung dieser Maschinen, sodass diese
Maschinen vollauf geeignet zum Ge-
brauch in den daran interessierten
Landern sind.

Es ist interessant anzufiihren, dass
in Nord-Amerika die folgenden Lan-
der in der Einfuhr fiihrend waren:
Mexiko, Canada, Kuba und die Domi-
nikanische Republik.

In Slid-Amerika standen Venezuela,
Colombia und Peru an erster Stelle,

was die Lander betrifft, die neue und
iiberholte Maschinen aus den U. S. A.
einfiihrten.

In Europa war die nach der Zahl
der aus den U. S. A. eingefiihrten
Maschinen angeordnete Landerfolge:
Belgian, West-Deutschland, die Nie-
derlande, die Schweiz, Osterreich,
Frankreich, Italian und Schweden.

In Asien benutzten Britisch Malaya,
die Phillipinen, Lebanon und Japan
die meisten in Amerika hergestellten
miinzautomatischen Maschinen.

Die Siid-Afrikanische Union und
Franzosisch Marokko waren die fiihr-
enden Importeure unter den afrika-
nischen Nationen.

Besonders interessant ist die Tat-
sache, dass die Verthiebsleiter der
U. S. A. den grossten Tail der Exporte
wahrend dem ersten Geschaftsviertel-
jahr von 1956 tatigten. Die Vertrieb-
sleiter haben sich als durchaus fahig
erwiesen, den Bedarf des intematio-
nalen Markts schnell und sicher fest-
zustellen.

Die Verschiifungen der Verthiebs-
leiter der U. S. A. zusammen mit denen
der Hersteller warden ohne Frage zu
einer neuen Hohe der Geschaftsab-
schliisse auf dem amerikanischen
Markte fiihren. Die Tatsache, dass
fast taglich neue undgebrauchte auto-
matische Plattenspieler aller Arten
auf den international Markt ver-
schifft warden, wie auch die Tatsache,
dass Unterhaltungsspiele und Ver-
kaufsautomaten eine gute Anzahl der
Verkaufe ausmachen, muss zu einer
besseren Zusammenarbeit und einem
volleren Verstandnis zwischen dem
Importeur und Exporteur fiihren.
Es besteht jetzt kein Zweifel mehr,

dass die Praise dank den beriihmten,
offiziellen und hochgeschatzten “Cash
Box Preislisten”, die wahrend der 17
Jahre ihres Erscheinens keine einzige
Wochenausgrabe ausgelassen haben,
enger koordiniert worden sind. Da die
“Cash Box PresHsten” ein besseres
Verstandnis der Preise fiir amerika-
nische Maschinen aller Arten in alien
Einfuhrlandern erwecken, und da die
Hersteller und Verthiebsleiter in den
U. S. A. standig bemiiht sind, eine bes-
sere und engere Zusammenarbeit mit
der internationalen Kundschaft her-
zustellen, ist die Ansicht gerechtfer-
tigt, dass das Jahr 1956 bestimmt noch
bessere Geschaftsabschliisse zeitigen
wird.

Interessant ist auch die Tatsache,
dass immer mehr amerikanische Her-
steller und Vertriebsleiter nach Eu-
ropa reisen, um die personliche Be-
kanntschaft der Importeure ihrer
Maschinen zu machen. Das muss
wiederum zu einer engeren interna-
tionalen Zusammenarbeit in den Ver-

kaufen von miinzautomatischen Aus-
stattungen aller Arten fiihren.

Viele Vertriebsleiter haben auch
ausschliesslich fiir die internationalen
Markte bestimmte Zirkulare und Kata-
loge drucken lassen. Dieselben bringen
zumeist Lichtbilder der Maschinen, die
hier in den Vereinigten Staaten er-
haltlich sind und die den besten Ank-
lang auf den Weltmarkten gefunden
haben.

Dier Hersteller, die neue Produk-
tionsrekorde aufgestellt haben, orien-
tieren sich jetzt genau iiber den
Exportmarket. Sie sind sich dessen
bewusst dass, nach einiger Zeit, inter-
nationale Umsatze dem Inlandge-
schaft sehr nahe kommen, oder es so-
gar erreichen konnen. Es fallt sogar
auf, dass Hersteller von Unterhal-
tungsspielen, wenn sie sich einen
Namen fiir eine neue Maschine aus-
denken, in Erwagung ziehen, ob der
Name in den Weltmarkten denselbOn
Anklag findet wird, wie in den Verein-
igten Staaten.
Das Geschaft bliiht weiterhin in der

ganzen amerikanischen miinzautoma-
tischen Maschinenindustrie. Noch nie-
mals haben Hersteller in den U. S. A.
soviel Stundenarbeit geleistet, um die
Produktion zu beschleunigen und zu
erhohen und in der Weise ihre grosse
Kundschaft zu befriedigen. Noch nie-
mals haben amerikanische Betrieb-
sleiter so viele verschiedenartige Ma-
schinen iiberholt und den internatio-
nalen Markten angeliefert. Anstelle
eines Nachlassens, scheint die Hoch-
konjunktur immer noch anzusteigen,
mit wachsender Wichtigkeit der inter-
nationalen Markte.
Es scheint keinem Zweifel mehr zu

unterliegen, dass die Friihlingssaison
(das zweite Vierteljahe) von 1956 so-
gar noch grossere Geschafte als das
erste Vierteljahr zeitigen wird, ob-
gleich es schwer fallt sich das heute
richtig vorzustellen. Mit dem kom-
menden warmen Wetter geht das
Geschaft in den Vereinigten Staaten
immer stark in de Hohe. Es wird daher
den Importeuren angeraten, ihre Auf-
trage so friih als moglich aufzugeben,
um es den Herstellern und Betrieb-
sleitern zu ermolichen den Lieferungen
sogar mit einem stark beschaftigten
amerikanischen Inlandmarkt gerecht
zu werden.
Wahrend des ersten Vierteljahres

von 1956 war die einzige in den Her-
stellerkreisen der Vereinigten Staaten
eingetretene Veranderung, dass die

GSCIIP BILLS
Open public hearings on the four pending ASCAP

sponsored bills, two in the Senate and two in the House
Judiciary Sub-Committees, are rapidly approaching.

Indications point to hearings on at least two of the

bills early in May.

Should the hearings come in May, as some seem to

believe they will, the industry may get only a week or

two advance notice at the most to align its defense.

Therefore, the importance of being prepared for

a sudden call to the defense of the industry, cannot be
stressed too strongly.

Every music operators’ association should be pre-

pared to call immediate, emergency meetings.

Independent music operators should arrange to

be quickly available to help in the defense of their

businesses.

No amount of intensely worded explanation can
ever overemphasize what the passage of these ASCAP
sponsored bills would mean to the nation’s juke box
operators.

Suffice it to conclude that the automatic music
industry, as it is known today, would be finished. All

over. Done. Dead. Gone.

ASCAP (American Society of Composers, Authors
and Publishers) wants absolute, complete, non-super-

vised PRIVATE TAXING POWER.

The bills now pending ask the Government of these

United States to make ASCAP a PRIVATE TAXING
AUTHORITY by Federal Law.

And ASCAP wants the Federal Government to grant

it this tremendous and awesome power without any
supervision or recourse whatsoever.

In short, should these bills pass, ASCAP will be
able to TAX every juke box, every juke box owner,

every location, even the fixtures in the locations (as is

being done in Australia at this time by a similar music

organization) as well as tax the number of people who
visit the locations, simply with the excuse that its copy-

righted music is being featured.

ASCAP will be able to TAX (calling the tax either

‘‘royalties” or “performing rights“ or just plain “taxa-

tion”) AS MANY TIMES AN HOUR AS IT DESIRES,

AS MUCH AS IT CARES TO TAX, AND THEN
DOUBLE, TRIPLE, QUADRUPLE THE TAX THE
VERY NEXT HOUR.

There is absolutely nothing in the ASCAP bills now
before the Judiciary Sub-Committees of the Senate and

the House that says this isn’t permissible.

That’s why every single juke box operator in the

U. S. MUST BE PREPARED to rush to the defense of

his livelihood, the welfare of his family and the pro-

tection of his future.

He must stand ready, right this very minute and

every minute from now on, to help defeat these ASCAP
sponsored bills.

The reason,
it’s explained, is that the German man-
ufacturers are turning out better ma-
chines as time goes on, and the prices
are lower due to freight costs and im-
port regulations.
Altho there are no restrictions on

imports, the custom charges run $35
to $50 on pin games and from $90
to $110 on juke boxes.
One of the complaints of operators

here is that American exporters are
not always careful in completely re-

conditioning used equipment they ship.

“The Cash Box Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain the last

known quotations for such equipment so that the suhscriber at least has the last

known prices as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely divergent.

Someone on the West Coast may feel a certain machine worth $150.00 whereas
someone on the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of course, serial,

appearance, demand, territory, quantity, and condition of equipment must be
taken into consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstanding firms, having
a reputation for shipping completely reconditioned machines, will be offered

at higher prices than others, due to the added cost of reconditioning.) “The
Cash Box Price Lists” reports each quotation exactly as it is made and depends
on the subscriber to make average price adjustments to fit the peculiarities of
his territory.

METHOD: “The Cash Box' Price Lists” should be read as follows: First

price listed is lowest price quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest
price quoted.

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price bra^ets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machine^.
Pnrdiasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To com^etely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade madiines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Pnrc^sers of snd
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
shonld also realize that many buyers today bave their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will

purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
