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Critics of current popular musical

trends often give the impression that

the only records which sell today are

rock and roll. We’ve heard numerous
statements and read various articles

which either stated specifically or im-

plied that if you don’t have a rock and
roll song, you can’t have a hit. And
these ideas have been expressed even

by people deeply involved in the music

business who shoidd know better.

Of course there is a rock and roll

trend which is dominant today. But
many people seem to lose sight of the

fact that some of the top hits in the

country in recent weeks have been beam
tiful instrumentals and strong ballads.

The instrumentals include “Poor People

Of Paris”, “Lisbon Antigua”, “Picnic

And Moonglow”, “Theme From The
Three Penny Opera”, “The Main Title

Theme From The Man With The Golden
Arm”, “Port Au Prince” and “Autumn
Leaves”. And there have been such

beautiful ballads as “No, Not Much”,
“Moments To Remember”, “Mr. Won-
derful”, “Love And Marriage”, “It’s

Almost Tomorrow”, “Angels In The
Sky” and “Memories Are Made Of
This”, to mention a few. Obviously

therefore the entire story is not just

rock and roll.

The real facts are that any type of

song can make it—if it’s a good song.

There is no such thing as a music busi-

ness devoted exclusively to rock and roll

just as the music business could not be

devoted exclusively to ballads or novel-

ties or any other specific types. There
is always a demand for a multitude of

different kinds of music because record

buyers make their purchases according

to their emotional needs at the moment.
And people’s moods shift not only from
day to day but from hour to hour and
minute to minute. In addition it’s an
impossible idea that everyone will want

the same type of song at the same time.

There are enough record buyers in the

country to create demands for all sorts

of records as is obvious by the list of

records which have been smashes re-

cently and which are not related to rock
and roll at all.

It’s natural, we suppose, that there

should be a tendency to overdramatize
situations and to get very panicky. If

the majority of hits are rock and roll,

it’s simple then to say you must have
rock and roll or you don’t have a hit.

The same thing was being said a few
years ago when the entire trend was to

folk songs. But anyone who looks at

the situation objectively will immedi-
ately realize that any kind of song can

become a hit and that throughout all

these trends, ballads have been smashes
and so have lush instrumentals.

There may be an excuse for people

outside of the business not knowing
what the score is, but when even trade-

wise individuals repeat those unthought-

out cliches, they obviously are contribut-

ing to their own inability to cope with

the problems of the industry they’re

engaged in.

Columbia To Reduce Production

of 78 RPM Records

NEW YORK—An extensive dealer-
consumer study just completed by Co-
lumbia Records shows that the 78
rpm single disk, a popular feature of
the industry for more than fifty years,
is rapidly becoming as extinct as the
cylindrical record, it was stated last

week by James B. Conkling, president
of the company.
Columbia Records, Conkling an-

nounced, will now begin a gradual
withdrawal of 78 rpm disks from
its catalog. Popular singles reper-
toire will be issued initially, and in
most cases exclusively, on 45 rpm
disks. However, in particular cases
where artists’ popularity and con-
sumer demand warrant duplication,
78 rpm versions will also be made
available. Heretofore, all popular
single releases have been issued au-
tomatically in both 78 and 45 rpm
versions.

“We believe that the consumer
should be able to purchase popular
recorded material in any form he pre-
fers and that our dealers should be
able to supply all consumer needs,”
Conkling stated. “However, our pro-
gram for withdrawing 78 ’s from in-
ventory is based on careful study at
both dealer-distributor and consumer
levels.

“Analysis of our 1955 sales shows
that the dealer, the distributor and
we ourselves would have turned over
our investments more frequently,
made more profit and ended up with
much less obsolete inventory if we
had never released on 78 rpm disks
about three-quarters of our year’s
single releases. Consumer polls, simi-
larly, show an overwhelming prefer-
ence for 45 rpm singles over the old-
fashioned 78’s.

“We, therefore, expect that no more
than 25 per cent of our new single
releases will be issued automatically
on 78 rpm disks; we hope to diminish
this proportion further during 1956.
Columbia does not intend to eliminate

78 rpm service where it can be de-
sirable and profitable. But by gradu-
ally diverting consumer demand and
dealer supply exclusively to 45’s, we
believe we will ultimately increase re-
tail turnover and offend virtually no
customers in the process.”

Columbia Records is the first manu-
facturer to eliminate the 78 rpm disk
for most single record releases. With-
drawal of 78 rpm singles from the
consumer market represents the final

stage in a long-range transition that
has already taken place in the classi-

cal and popular album fields, where
the 33% “LP”, and the 45 rpm Ex-
tended Play disk predominate. Radio
stations and juke boxes throughout
the country have already completed
conversion of their operations from
78 to 45 rpm records.

Decca Brass On The Move

NEW YORK— Top brass from
three of Decca Records’ departments
are currently on the move. Sydney N.
Goldberg, Decca’s general sales mana-
ger, will conduct a series of meetings
in the diskery’s five Division head-

quarters: New York, Chicago, Cleve-

land, New Orleans and Los Angeles.

Branch managers and salesmen from
all of the branches will attend the

meetings in their respective Division

offices. Goldberg will be accompanied
on his trip by assistant sales manager
Claude Brennan. Mike Conner, direc-

tor of Artist relations, publicity and
disk jockey promotion, has left for

a two-week trip to Chicago and Los
Angeles. Recording Direcor Milt Gab-
ler and musical director Jack Pleis

have also headed for two weeks on
the Coast where they will do a series

of recording dates.

Dot May Issue

Stock, Move To

West Coast

NEW YORK—It was rumored this

week that Randy Wood, president of

Dot Records, has been planning to

float a stock issue in line with his

new expansion plans and that he will

reveal details of the flotation shortly.

One story is that the stock will be

issued at $6 a share.

In addition, word in the music trade

had it that Dot may soon be moving
its operations to the west coast. A1
Bennett, Dot VP, is in California now
setting up an office.

When reached for confirmation,

Randy Wood would not deny the above
moves and said, “These plans are a

good possibility for the immediate
future”.

The reasons given for the west coast

move are that there is a greater avail-

ability of unused talent there, Los
Angeles would offer all the advantages
of a major city, and that Southern
California affords excellent living con-

ditions. If this move does go into ef-

fect, Dot will have a New York set-up,

headed by Henry Onaratti, shipping

will be handled from Indianapolis,

and main operations will be centered

on the west coast.

The story of Dot Records is one of

the major success stories not only of

the record business but of American
enterprise. Starting after the war
with a little record shop in Gallatin,

Tennessee, Randy Wood first built that

shop to the largest mail order record

house in the country and then formed
Dot Records, which in the period of a

few short years he has guided to the

head of the independent field.

Dot’s first pop smash was “Trying”
hv the Hilltoppers, whom Wood found
on a college campus. Wood made this

into one of the top records in the

country and since then has come up
with one smash after another, keeping

on top of current music trends and
very often anticipating the public’s

tastes.

Along with the building of a record

company, Wood has created an organ-

ization to be capable of handling ex-

panded activities. He has acquired

key men for various operations, cul-

minating in the naming of several

vice-presidents only last week.

Candlelight Records Formed

NEW YORK—The first release
from the new recording company, Can-
dlelight Records, was recorded April
11th. Composer Rod Zinsser was con-
tracted for the two numbers: “Rock-
time Tune” and “Very Special Blues”.
These two songs mark Zinsser’s entry
into the “pop” field. He does his com-
positions in the evenings and on week-
ends while he is a shellac merchant,
literally, with the William Zinsser
Company from 9 to 5.

Singer Alan Blake will sing “Rock-
time Tune” as his first recording for
a general release. The other side of
the record will feature torch singer
Lee Valalee. Both orchestrations are
being arranged by Neal Hefti.

The record will be released to the
deejays on April 18th and to the dis-
tributors shortly thereafter.

Noted
maestro George Szell leads the Cleveland Orchestra with insight and firm
control. Naturally the disk has lots of other sets to compete with; but it should
assume an important sales role in both works’ catalogue.

NEW YORK— Columbia Records

has created a special catalog of its

disks adapted to the special uses of

education, according to Hal Cook, na-

tional sales director. The new pro-

gram, Cook notes, is designed to

spur “. . . dealers to develop rela-

tions with the schools in their com-
munity and afford to each the bene-

fits they can offer.” More than six

months in study and development,

Columbia’s plan is a most vigorous

mechanism designed to put this mar-
ket in the hands of dealers. The plan

consists of three major phases: to

stimulate greater awareness and use

of records among educators; to alert

dealers to the existence and impor-
tance of this market; and, thirdly, to

equip dealers to make a successful

liaison with these institutions and
guarantee their ability to fill any
order from the education catalog

promptly.

The first objective is accomplished
by means of a thorough advertising
campaign in educator publications and
by continuous publicity and contact
through national organs. The exist-

ence of the catalog, alone, is a giant
step in this direction, since, hereto-
fore, there existed no adequate com-
pilation and indexing of records along
the lines of school curricula. Florette
Zuelke, Columbia’s education mana-
ger, directed the creation of this pro-
gram with the advice and encourage-
ment of leading education figures.

The second phase—that of alerting
dealers to the best principles of culti-
vating this market—will be carried
out by education of dealers to the
characteristics, needs and scope of the
market (there are an estimated mil-
lion classrooms in U.S. grade schools,
alone)

.

The final problem is solved by hav-
ing dealers order directly from Cus-
tom Service to fill orders on this mer-
chandise.

The full story of how a record is

born and what makes a popular mu-
sic hit will be revealed in these spe-

cial gatherings to be held every other
Thursday through May 31 in the
Donnell auditorium. The jamborees
will not be broadcast.

The jamborees will afford the
youngsters a chance to hear the cur-

rent music hits as well as previews
of the new releases. The master of

ceremonies for the opening program
will be Ed Stokes, conductor of “Best
Sellers” over WMGM. Among his

guests will be Harry Meyerson, Ar-
tist and Repertoire Director for

MGM Records, and Dick Hyman, who
will play his MGM Record hit ver-

sion of “Moritat,” a theme from “The
Three Penny Opera.” Other head-
liners on future programs will be an-
nounced shortly.

Subsequent jamborees will be em-
ceed by Peter Tripp, conductor of
“Your Hits of the Week,” Phil Gould-
ing, conductor of the “Record Band-
wagon” and “Music With A Beat,”
and Dean Hunter of the “Dean
Hunter Show.”

“In addition to the pleasure of

meeting disk jockeys and their guest
stars, and hearing their favorite rec-

ords, the teen agers will get a real

‘behind-the-scenes’ view of what goes
into the making of a popular music
record,” Margaret C. Scoggin, co-

ordinator of the New York Public
Library’s Young People’s Services,
declared. “These programs, we are
confident, will be informative as well
as entertaining.”

Tickets of admission, required for
each program, are available free of
charge at the Nathan Straus Young
People’s Room of the Donnell Re-
gional Branch. Tickets may also be
obtained by sending a stamped, self-

addressed envelope to the New York
Public Library “Popular Music Jam-

The Donnell Regional Branch of

the New York Public Library is a

particularly fitting place in which to

stage a series of programs dealing

with the remarkable growth of the

music record industry. One of the

most modern library structures in

New York City, it was recently com-

pleted and opened to the public. It

features the first free Record Lend-

ing Library in Manhattan, even

though it begins on a necessarily

limited scale. Sets of earphones en-

able the visitor to listen briefly and

choose records for borrowing from
among the long-playing recordings

of opera, symphony, folk songs, in-

strumental and vocal music. In the

auditorium, scene of the WMGM
series, the Library offers free con-

certs, lecturers, puppet shows and
similar presentations.

Ezekiel J. Donnell, a “well-known
cotton merchant of this city,” who
came from Ireland as a boy and be-
came very successful in business, died
in 1896.

Young people were of especial con-
cern to Ezekiel Donnell and the Li-
brary has sought to follow the spirit

of his bequest in preparing quarters
for the teen aged. All units of the
Donnell branch aim toward develop-
ing a center of interest for New
York’s young people.

WASHINGTON, D. 0. — Of vital

interest to coinmen in coal mining

areas thruout the country is the re-

port that the “Coal industry is back

on its feet and looking cockily toward

an extended boom era less than two

years after taking a ‘count of nine’

at the hands of technological prog-

ress.” The coal industry has launched

an informal campaign to raise be-

tween $1.5 and $3 billion for produc-

tion capacity expected to double by
1975. In 1954 the bituminous coal

output reached its lowest ebb since

1938. Reason for industry’s rebirth

is attributed to: 1) A demand for elec-

tricity expected to increase three or

four-fold by 1980; 2) expansion of

steel, aluminum and other industrial

capacity; and 3) a virtual industrial

revolution in Europe and Japan,

which are heavily dependent on U. S.

for coal.

NEW YORK—Predictions about the
business possibilities for 1956 have
been reported in this column any num-
ber of times. We now have the out-
look of a chief economist for an in-

vestment banking concern. Charles T.
Broderick of Lehman Brothers told a
group of executives that business
prospects for the last six months of
1956 are better than those for the
first half of the year. He contended
that the adverse effects of an ex-
pected decline in passengar car pro-
duction and housing starts on the
economy as a whole have been exag-
gerated. Even if auto production fell

from last year’s 7,900,000 cars to only
6,500,000 this year, he said, consumer
spending on new cars and on opera-
tion of old vehicles would slide far
less than is generally supposed.

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On's Music Programming Survey:

BRINGS 28 %

INCREASE IN

INCOME
A well known music operator has undertaken a test

survey urged upon him, by an advocate of better pro-

gramming.

The result, so far, has been truly amazing.

To begin with this operator believed that his service-

men and collectors were doing a fine job. This was true.

He was satisfied with the income from the great majority

of his locations. He did not believe that this income could

be increased by very much at all.

He did agree to a test, after much persuasion, on the

‘possibility’ that there just might be an increase of income,

sufficient to make such a test worthwhile, by a more in-

tensive study of his locations so as to better and more
correctly program recordings.

Four locations were chosen for the first test. Two
taverns and two eating places. It was decided to make
visits during the evening hours. These were not teen-

ager locations. They were, instead, frequented by adults.

It was decided to check the two eating spots before,

during and after the dining hours, and to also make one
visit later in the evening. The two taverns chosen would
be checked after the dinner hours and twice during the

late hours.

During the dinner hour, the two eating spots were cov-

ered. Quarters were used to get the play going. Once
play started, patrons also inserted coin. The tunes and
artists they chose were written down on a sheet of paper
prepared with the name and address of the location.

When a customer paused, while choosing recordings,

he was politely asked just what record he was looking
for. Usually it was programmed. A few were found that

were not programmed. These were jotted down on the

sheets.

The location owners were questioned regarding record-

ings. Also any complaints they might have had regarding
the music. The location owners gave quite a list of record-

ings requested in each of the eateries.

It was also discovered that some Swedish recordings
would probably get play, according to one eatery owner,
provided they were programmed and titled in Swedish.
This was also marked down for study.

After the two eateries, the two taverns were covered.
The tavern owners had many requests for various types
of records which weren’t programmed.

One place was crowded rather early. Play was started

and, once again, those present continued to play. Every
song was jotted down on that location’s sheet.

The second tavern was almost empty, but discussions

with the bartender and then the owner, brought forth
many informative facts. For example, Polish records
might prove exceptionally worthwhile, both of these men
suggested. They were both extremely helpful. They even
had a list of record requests handy. Most of these re-

quests had been written down on scraps of paper by their

customers.

The completed lists, after all remarks regarding type

of patrons, songs played, requests and location owner’s

demands were studied, revealed some surprising facts.

With the help of one of the servicemen, who seemed to

have every record that was ever produced at his fingertips,

an almost complete new programming was arranged for

each location. At the same time it was decided to switch

the four machines about.

At the end of the first week, after all this was done, the

operator reported a 26% increase in his gross intake from
these four locations.

The same survey plan is continuing. Three to four

and, sometimes, even five locations, are visited each after-

noon and evening. So far, this operator reports, the gross

intake increase of 26% has not fallen down. In fact,

after the third week, he reports, it has ranged upward
to 28%.

What is most impressive here is the fact that this opera-

tor is not only becoming reacquainted with his own loca-

tions but, at the same time, is learning that proper pro-

gramming can bring increased income. As he declared,

sufficient increase in income to pay servicing overhead

expense.

What’s even more outstanding this was the operator

who, at first, did not believe he could ever increase his

gross intake from his locations. He now admits that he
is a much wiser and happier man.
He not only admits to being pleasantly surprised, but

is also actually enthusiastic over the fact that program-
ming of all his juke boxes should be checked very care-

fully at regular intervals.

He now admits, as do his servicemen and his collectors,

that during the rush of their daily work they do not have
the time to stop in each location to ask questions. To
study the patrons. To start play action. To mark down
records played and requested. Or even to do the many
other things necessary to make a careful and complete
survey check of each location to decide whether the phono
is properly programmed.

But the fact that the gross intake, in those spots already

properly programmed, has increased by 28% after only

three weeks, has convinced this operator and his men
that survey checks of their programming should be
made at regular intervals.

(Editor’s Note: Tho this test, activated at the request
of The Cash Box, teas made by one large music operator,

it should be put into practise by all music operators, large
and small, everywhere. Large operators can even arrange
to employ a specialist for this task. The smaller opera-
tors should devote two or three evenings a week to a con-
tinuing exclusive programming survey of this nature. The
increase in income obtained by this operator causes such
survey action to become a very profitable as well as pro-
gressive venture.)

The fact that the average operator
has become a more financially respon-
sible individual, and also the fact that
he has shown greater progressiveness,
has helped all the industry to achieve
a higher and finer position in Ameri-
can industry, is the general belief.

One noticeable factor throughout
the field is that routes have been con-
centrated in many areas. Operators
don’t believe in spreading out on a
loosely strung out basis anymore.
They realize that this causes ineffi-
ciency of operation and results in loss
instead of profit in most instances.

Because of this closer concentra-
tion, routes are being better covered
with the correct equipment, as well as
with more machines that more cor-

The reason that he accepts no orders

or even attempts to make any sales

of these machines, he explains, is

simply because they are undergoing

intensive nationwide tests. Some of

these machines may never be manu-
factured. Others may prove to be

the outstanding sensations this fac-

tory has built. This is the manner
in which manufacturers operate

today.

Similarly, to put such operation

into practise as far as proper pre-

sentation and correct explanation are

concerned, a vei-y definite type sales-

man is required. He is the crux of

the entire problem.

It is the salesman, representing

the manufacturer or distributor, who
must follow thru on the work that

has already been done so that, by

continuing sales, volume production

will be maintained.

More Music Ops Enter

Pool Game Business

Music Ops Find Their Tavern

Spots Especially Receptive

to Pool Play

CHICAGO-—Reports from manufac-
turers as well as distributors indicate
that more and more music operators
are entering into the pool games busi-
ness.
One of the salesmen for a noted

manufacturer claims: “The pool table
business is a natural for the music
operators. They have the tavern lo-

cations. They are acquainted with the
management of the taverns. They
know how to handle the tavern owners.
They know what tavern people like.

“In every way”, he continued, “it

is only following thru on something
they already have accomplished. Since
they have the locations and know the
people there’s no problem placing the
pool tables.

“What’s more”, he added, “the music
operators are among the most efficient
of all operators. The result is that
they earn more from pool tables than
do those operators who haven’t the
efficient coverage they have of the lo-

cations.”
Many distributors claim that, once

they get a music operator started with
pool tables in almost any area, he
usually becomes the top operator in
that area.

price listed is lowest price quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest
price quoted.

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,

should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon*
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will

purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
