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We are now approaching the

season when the part played by the

juke box operator as a stabilizing

factor in the record industry be-

comes most obvious. For it is dur-

ing the summer months, when retail

sales of records normally decrease,

that record firms enjoy the certainty

of a basic sale because of the large

purchases made by juke box opera-

tors. Approximately 25% of all

single records are bought by the juke

box operators of the nation. And
large as that figure is, it takes on

even greater proportions during the

summertime when it is needed most.

Over the years juke box record

sales have sparked the record indus-

try onto ever increasing heights. It

was the sale to juke box operators

that almost singlehandedly revived

the record business in the early thir-

ties when it had been dealt what
most people thought was a death

blow by radio. But by the consistent

purchasing of records and more
records, the juke box operator was
able once again to get the record

firms back in business, guarantee

them basic sales and through the

promotional effect of having music
played in locations everywhere in

the country, create an entire new
market for the record companies’

product.

Today the potential for the rec-

ord market is limitless. Working on

a solid foundation, the record indus-

try has expanded into many new

fields. It has brought regional music

to the attention of everyone every-

where and has played a distinct part

in making available to ever increas-

ing numbers of people types of

music that used to be enjoyed only

by a few.

In addition, the record industry

has been able to establish a wide

market for packaged material which

is becoming a more important factor

in the record world all the time.

And in the future, a growing

population with more leisure, more
money to spend, and more time to

cultivate the arts, will buy even

greater amounts of records.

And while all this is going on and
will continue to go on, the juke box
industry will also be playing an In-

creased role in the record market.

For as juke boxes increase both in

size and in numbers, they need more
records to keep them filled and in

turn they expose so many more rec-

ords to the public which in turn then

goes and buys its favorites.

The record industry since the thir-

ties has gone hand in hand with the

juke box industry. And just as it

proved itself to be then, the juke
box industry is still the main stabil-

izing factor in record sales.

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Frank Walker Named

V.P. Of Loew’s Inc.

fRANK WALKER

NEW YORK—The Board of Direc-

tors of Loew’s, Inc. has elected Frank
B. Walker, general manager of MGM
Records as a vice-president of the

company.
Walker was born in Fly Summit,

N. Y., and from 1907 until 1913 was
with the National Savings Bank of

Albany, N. Y. For two years after

that he was with W. N. Coler, a bond
brokerage house in Wall Street.

Then he entered the armed forces

and was in service until 1919. After
his discharge, he joined Columbia
Phonograph Records and after six

months as vice-president there, left

to become president of the Central
Concert Company in Detroit. In 1921
he returned to Columbia Phonograph,
again as a vice-president, and contin-

ued in that post until 1933, when he
joined RCA Victor Record Company
as a vice-president. In 1945 he joined

MGM to become general manager of

J. Guyton, of the management con-

sultant concern of A. T. Kearney and
Company, Chicago. “Owners and man-
agers of all types of wholesaling

houses”, says Guyton, “are currently

concerned with how to maintain sales

volume and still secure commensurate
returns. Many have found that the

solution does not lie in granting in-

creasingly large price concessions, but
rather in developing tactics designed
to meet competition in their own mar-
ket. You may find it possible to im-
prove your position thru a careful

evaluation of your competitors’ efforts,

plus a critical re-examination of your
i own objectives and operations. Such
a study may result in: 1) Selection

of some of your present lines for ad-

ditional concentration; 2) Securing
new lines that are inadequately rep-

resented in your market; 3) Location
of new markets neglected by competi-
tion and which offer potential profits

to a wholesaler willing to promote
aggressively his services to them

4) Improving company operations to

Leading Distribs Report Growing Backlog of Orders. Theii

Salesmen Beat Bushes in Effort to Find Needed Equipment.

Juke Box Ops Being Offered Higher Trade-Ins. Many Ops Taki

Advantage of Trade-In Offers to Modernize Routes. Arcade

Machines and 5-Balls Enjoy Big Oemand. Believe Boom Will

Continue Due to Growing Scarcity of Equipment Wanted.

CHICAGO — Foreign trade con-

tinues to boom at an unprecedented

rate. Leading distributors are amazed

at the growing backlog of orders they

now have on hand and the further

fact that their backlogs are increasing

right along.

As one noted midwest distrib re-

ported,

“It’s almost impossible now to ob-

tain the late model used machines

the world market demands.

“The fact is”, he continued, “that

our salesmen are beating the bushes

and are ordered to do everything pos-

sible to obtain the equipment we need

so as to satisfy our many foreign

market customers.”

Nor is he the only one who is in

this predicament of attempting to ob-

tain late model used equipment for

foreign buyers.

One well known eastern distributor

reports,

“As far as juke boxes are concerned,

we are offering operators the highest

trade-in values in all of our history.

“In fact”, he claims, “many of the

juke box operators in our territory

have taken advantage of these high

trade-ins and are modernizing their

routes.

“We predict”, he continues, “that

before this year is over there won’t

even be a single 78 rpm phono in our

area.

“But”, he sadly adds, “this doesn’t

mean that we are obtaining the equip-

ment we need to ship out to the foreign

market.”

This situation prevails thruout the

industry. It is especially noticeable

on both coasts where distributors con-

centrate on world market sales.

The west coast has just as great

a -problem as the east coast of the

nation attempting to satisfy the de-

mand for late model used equipment
from the world markets.

Distributors all over the nation, in

fact, are at their wits’ end trying to

dig up the necessary machines. Their
salesmen are beating the bushes and
making some remarkable deals with
operators to obtain equipment needed

for export.

All agree that the export boom will

continue due to the fact that the

scarcity of late model used machines
is growing, instead of being satiated.

Because of this, export demand will

continue to grow at even a greater

rate than it is growing at this time.

It is also noticeable that the demand
for five-ball games and guns as well
as much other arcade-type equipment
keeps pace with the demand for the
later model used juke boxes.

One west coast distributor explains,

“The prices of new machines have
gone up so much that the average
buyer in any foreign country just
cannot afford to use new equipment.

“He must have used machines, in-

stead”, he says, “but he knows the
later model used equipment just as
well, if not even better, than do our
own domestic operators.

“This makes it even more difficult

for all concerned. It has become a
race between exporting distributors
as to who will get what equipment.
Each continues to offer more than
the other.”

(Editor’s Note: As predicted by
The Cash Box in its last “Export Mar-
ket Quarterly Edition”, which is print-

ed in Spanish, French, German and
English each quarter, demand for late

model used machines from the Ameri-
can market would grow to boom pro-
portions. It seems, from present re-

ports, that even this optimistic pre-
diction has already been surpassed
and that new high export marks will

be set during 1956.)

Down Coin Machine

Memory Lane With

Harry S. Lavine, Member
of the “Golden Circle”

of the “20 Year Club”

HARRY S. LAVINE

OIL CITY, LA.—So, you would like

to know the history of the coin ma-
chine business? Well, listen to some
historical highlights by Harry S. La-

vine, this city, who is a member of the

“Golden Circle” of the “20 Year Club”,

and who has spent over 53 years in the

business.

“George R. Thayer had a partner

in developing the Binghamton Pianos.

I think the last development of theirs

was a very nice piano and orchestrion

type of instrument for moving picture

houses. I had considerable dealings

with the president of this company, a

Mr. Harris. Practically all musical

instruments in the U.S.A. were oper-

ated on the endless roll idea, and were
not very satisfactory. I believe Thayer
will bear me out on this. Not until the

rewind rolls were developed and used

was the business satisfactory and
most troubles eliminated.

“The Western Automatic Music
Company, the Operators Automatic
Piano Company, and the Seeburg
Piano Company' of Chicago were the

first to make a satisfactory rewind

mechanism for the coin operated piano.

I believe these companies, or several

of them, started as operators them-

selves, placing their devices with the

merchants. The Wurlitzer Company
of Cincinnati, Ohio, started out as im-

porters and operators of musical in-

struments. I believe they were the

first in the business in this country to

do so. They had the biggest and best

variety of automatic orchestrions

made in Germany. They were real

novelties. I believe Germany devel-

oped the first rewind mechanisms and
the automatic musical instruments in

the world.

“I believe that I, as an operator,

have owned and operated nearly every

make and type of automatic^ musical

instrument that was ever made, up to

the advent of the all electric instru-

ments.

“This much I can say also of the

penny arcade business. There were
some very clever machines. The most
outstanding was a Phrenologist Ma-

chine that gave a printed reading on
the spot that fitted each individual.

The Palm Reader was good. So were
several other Horoscopes. There was
a nice Hot Peanut Vending Machine,
which has disappeared and which I

have lost all information about. It

was an all metal machine in the shape
of a small elephant, about 2x5, which
dispensed hot peanuts in their shells

in paper bag containers.

“When moving pictures started, the

Arcades in most cases had to close.

So it came about that when the coun-
try went dry, the coin operated pianos
went out. In fact, the regular piano
business suffered and mostly went
dead. So it was with the manufactur-
ers of phonograph records. They all

were at a standstill. I say this be-

cause I was unable to purchase late

popular records. This condition im-
proved rapidly when the automatic
phonograph became popular and the

demand increased.

“I quit the Automatic Piano busi-

ness, dismantled these instruments;

that is, I removed the coin slots,

motors, pumps and all other parts,

then made a present" of about forty of

the pianos to schools and churches.

They were all in need of them. Some

offered to pay for them, some said

they would say a prayer for me.

“I am interested to know what in-

dividual or company is credited with

the development of the phonograph

business. I am confident that the

Gabel Manufacturing Company of

Chicago was the first to make a double

stack record phonograph with a lateral

movement of the record. I was the

first to develop the 5/10/25c single

coin slot entrance. I sold this patent

to the Mills Novelty Company during

the First World War. I showed my
first patented lateral movement re-

cord mechanism to the Seeburg Piano

Company. This was before either

Seeburg or the Wilcox mechanism was

put on the market. There was on the

market already the Mills Ferris Wheel

mechanism, and later on the Capehart

mechanism on an endless non-selective

idea.”

Lavine tells his early days when he

operated penny cigarette machines

and other machines made by Mills

Novelty Company of Chicago, and the

Caille Brothers of Detroit, Mich. La-

vine disposed of his operation and

went to the Buffalo Exposition. He

then returned to Cleveland and opened

the first penny arcade there. He also

was the first operator of automatic

pianos in Cleveland.

The proposal on a group life, acci-
dent and health plan for the mem-
bers was met with enthusiasm.

President Greenberg declared that
not only would it be to the personal
advantage of the members, but to
the association as a member-getter.
He also mentioned that since there
is no medical examination involved,
this is an excellent opportunity to get

insurance where otherwise it might

not be obtainable.

Ted Raynor, association counsel,

spoke on proposed licensing ordinance

amendments which have been drafted

by the association and presented to

the City Council.

“Action on these is expected in the

very near future”, he declared.

In the open discussion concerning

the holding of meetings at various

locations, it was decided that a central

location offered the most advantages.

Meetings, therefore, will continue to

be held at the Congress Hotel, with

provision to be made for refreshments

at no charge to the members.

It was also the consensus that

monthly meetings were not too fre-

quent.

In addition to speakers previously

mentioned, also addressing the group

were Dave Brody, treasurer; Ed
Mohill, secretary, and H. A. Freeman,
recording secretary.

The next meeting will be held at

the Congress June 19.

How To Use

“The Cash Box Price Lists”

[Also known as the “C. M. I. (Coin Machine

Industry) BLUE BOOK”]

FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear

in the quotation of high and low prices of certain

equipment. Like any true reporter “The Price Lists”

can only feature the market prices as they are

quoted. “The Price Lists” acts exactly the same as

the market quotation board at the Stock Exchange

—

posting the prices as they are quoted for the past

week, regardless of how much they may seem to be
out of line. Some prices do not change for months.
“The Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain

the last known quotations for such equipment so

that the subscriber at least has the last known prices

as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely
divergent. Someone on the West Coast may feel a

certain machine worth $150.00 whereas someone on
the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of
course, serial, appearance, demand, territory, quan-
tity, and condition of equipment must be taken into

consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstand-

ing firms, having a reputation for shipping com-
pletely reconditioned machines, will be offered at

higher prices than others, due to the added cost of

reconditioning.) “The Price Lists” reports each quo-
tation exactly as it is made and depends on the sub-

scriber to make average price adjustments to fit the

peculiarities of his territory.

METHOD: “The Price Lists” should be read as

follows: First price listed is lowest price quoted for

the week; Second price listed is highest price
quoted.

FOREIGN BUYERS: To cover cost of packing,
crating, shipping, etc., figure an additional $20 to

$25 on Pin Games—and $25 to $30 on Phonographs.

REGARDING SELLING PRICES

IMPORTANT!
Reports received indicate that, in seme cases, pur-
chasers become upset due to the fact that they can-

not, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed

at from $10.00 to $25.00 ask from $50.00 up te $75.00
and even more for these very same machines. Pur-
chasers of such equipment must realise that machines
in the very low priced categories much worn to be
priced at these low figures. To completely recondi-
tion such machines, the reconditioner must add onto
his price the cost of transportation to obtain these
machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed to re-

condition the machines, plus the cost of cartons,

crates and labor for packing and shipping of the ma-
chines, in addition to a decent profit which will, in

most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00

machine to anywhere from $50.00 to $75.00 and up.
In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that

many of the parts have to be made by hand or
contracted for at some machinist shop, since
manufacturers of many of the old arcade machines
and kiddie rides are no longer in business, and it is

impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Pur-
chasers of such equipment should take these facts into
consideration and, at the same time, should also real-

ize that many buyers today have their own repair and
reconditioning departments as well as experienced
mechanics. These buyers will purchase machines “as
is” at prices quoted by the trade at large and recon-
dition the machines themselves to meet their own
operating standards.
