Prestl with the chorus of the Bavarian
Radio under Jochum’s direction. All
three records of the trilogy are now
available singly.

The fourth is an unusual Andres
Segovia release with the strings of the
Quintette Chigaino rendering Castel-
nuovo-Tedesco’s “Quintet,” Op. 143
for guitar and strings. This is the first

time that a work has been written for
guitar and string quartet.

The fifth is a new addition to the
Gold Label series “Paul Hindemith
Conducts Hindemith.”

under Fricsay with Clara Haskil at
the piano.

Though Welk enjoyed a solid reputation on the coast, it wasn’t
until his nation wide TV’er that he blossomed into one of the most popular
entertainers on the scene today. With his latest release, “Say It With Music,”
Coral plans an extensive dealer promotional campaign that will include window
contests and various tie-in displays. The package itself is one of Welk’s best
to date. Thirty-six standards, instrumentally presented in medley form, receive
Welk’s familiar bouncy and danceable arrangements for that old standby,
the fox trot. Dealers should get their hands on this item immediately since
it’s getting a special push.

Beautiful

passage after beautiful passage superbly receives Mr. Istomin’s utmost, sen-

sitive attention. Classical lovers could deliberate for hours on which recorded

version of the work to choose, but with Columbia’s handsome discount and the

exceptional Istomin performance, sales should swing toward this set.

BEETHOVEN: Tempest and Appassionata Sonatas—Solomon, Pianist—RCA
Victor LM-1964 (1-12" LP)
British pianist Solomon performs two Beethoven Sonatas that, in popularity,

rank highly on the list of the composer’s other 30 Sonatas. Both dramatic
works contain brilliant contrasting themes and one could hardly hope for a

more handsome and virile job than Solomon achieves on the keyboard. The
recording takes a vital position with the other available sets of both works.

But for Kessel on a jazz spree, stuff like “On A Slow Boat
To China” shows excellent, uninhibited guitar antics. It’s a classy jazz release
all around.

Kaye Reports Music

Trends For “Weekday”

NEW YORK—Sammy Kaye, cur-
rently with his band on a 29-city 12-
state tour of the midwest and Canada,
is meanwhile acting as “dance' and
musical taste reporter” for NBO’s
“Weekday.” While playing each date,
Kaye makes careful note of. the pref-
erences of his audiences for various
dance styles and tunes. He wires the
information to NBC in New York
where statisticians break down the
figures into percentage preferences for
slow numbers, rhythmic tunes, Latin-
Ameriean tempos and rock ’n roll
offerings. Taken into account is the
average age of the Kaye audience
at each date, and the type of engage-
ment played—college prom, public
dance or private party. As a further
chore, Kaye is also reporting “the
most requested” songs at each date to
“Weekday.”

In many cases, Kaye has noticed

quite a variance in the “percentage
of audience dancing” in different

cities. Taking two dates at random,
for example, one in Lansing and one
in Kalamazoo (Michigan), the former
with an average audience age of 30
and the latter with one of 20, Kaye
found that 60% of the audience in Lan-
sing danced to rock ’n roll numbers
while only 10% of the younger Kala-
mazoo audience did. To rhythmic tunes,

80% of Lansing’s crowd went on the
floor while only 45.6% did in Kalama-
zoo. Dancing to Latin American num-
bers varied as much as 50% in Lansing
to 20% in Kalamazoo. Almost the
entire crowd—95%—in both cities

preferred the slow fox-trot numbers.

“Lil Abner” To Be Musical

NEW YORK—Johnny Mercer and
Gene DePaul, along with Marshall
Robbins, general professional man-
ager of Mercer’s publishing firm Com-
mander Music, arrived in New York
last week to discuss the score of the

forthcoming Broadway musical “Lil

Abner,” with record company execs.

The show’s entire score is being pub-

lished by Commander Music. The
musical is being backed by Paramount
Pictures for the amount of $300,000.

The score includes seventeen songs.

New Instrument, Banjolene

HOLLYWOOD, CALIF.—On Eddie
Peabody’s latest Dot release, “Star-
dust” coupled with “Memories”, the
banjo ace for the first time introduces
a new electric instrument called the
Banjolene.
The instrument was made for him

by the Vega Company of Boston, Mas-
sachusetts, which has been working
with Eddie for a long time inventing a
new type banjo about every two years.
Eddie always sends the old ones back
to the factory where they are gobbled
up by players who years ago estab-
lished the custom of demanding ban-
jos once used by Eddie Peabody.
The new electric Banjolene, with vi-

brator, has six strings, but is tuned as
a plectrum banjo. It has a hard vi-

brator attached to the tail piece, for
effects. The strings are octave bass,
unison 3rd, single 2nd and 1st, and
give a full effect to melody playing.

“Stardust” backed with “Memories”
has been issued as a single, but these
two great old standards are also in-

cluded in Peabody’s new Dot album,
soon to be released.

Atlantic Records continue to buzz along with action on a load of records
and real big sales adding up on Clyde McPhatter’s “Treasure Of Love”, which
continues to climb in the nation’s r & b and pop charts. In the pop department
the platter zipping at a merry pace arid should crack the top ten in a week or

two, and then, who knows—maybe on to number one.
Also breaking like crazy are “Hallelujah” by Ray
Charles; “Love, Love, Love” by The Clovers; and “It’s

Too Late” by Chuck Willis. . . . Kae Williams (WHAT-
Philadelphia, Pa.) manager of The Sensations, Atco
recording artists, writes to tell us the group goes
into the Apollo with the Tommy Small show on June
29. The Sensations are doing nicely with “Mr. Disk
Jockey” currently, and are best known for their “Yes
Sir That’s My Baby”, their first release on Atco, and
which is still selling. Williams is also manager of
the Soul Satisfiers, Apollo Records spiritual group;
Jimmy Young, Ember Records; Rollee McGill, Mer-
cury Records; Nickie Lee on K&M (Kae’s own label);
and 15-year-old Solomon Burke, Apollo Records. . . .

Ewart Abner, Jr., Vee-Jay Records,' excited about his
initial Orioles release, “Happy ’Til The Letter” and
“I Just Got Lucky”. . . . Jose Curbello, Fiesta artist,

and Dick Sugar, WEVD-N. Y., dropped in at the Hour Glass, Newark, N. J.

last Friday to catch A1 Castellanos, Mardi Gras. Castellanos, working with
a bad cold, was downing honey and lemon 'between sets. Curbello’s newest
release is “The Phantom’s Cha Cha Cha” and “Bandolera”. Castellanos has a
hit with his current “Together 1-2-3”. . . And still the musical pundits pro-
claim the end of rock and roll. The kids have had it, we hear. So we take
a look at the best sellers and what do we find. “Heartbreak Hotel”; “I’m
In Love Again”; “Ivory Tower”; “I Want You, I Need You, I Love You”; “I
Want You To Be My Girl”; “Blue Suede Shoes”; “Long Tall Sally”; “My
Blue Heaven”; “My Baby Left Me”; “Treasure Of Love”; “A Tear Fell”;
“Church Bells May Ring”; “Why Fools Fall In Love”; etc. Another notices
that the rhythm and blues companies are now cutting more unadulterated
r & b as against rock and roll. When did they stop ? Rock and roll may taper
off its feverish pitch, as is natural, but that is no reason why we must sound
the death knell. We are told the inclination is to abandon rock and roll to
the pop artist and go back to cutting for the r & b markets. Man—after the
rough uphill fight to establish the companies, the artists, the material, with
the vast pop audience how can anyone see the r & b indies giving it up and
once again limiting themselves to one market. In the deepest south, if the
indies had to depend on the r & b market alone they’d
have tough sledding. They depend on the pop audi-
ences even in the down home country to buy their
product. As for the r & b artists giving up to pop
singers, another glance at the top sellers shows, rid-

ing merrily at the top of the heap (unaware that
they are about to be plunged headlong back into a
limited sales market) such artists as Fats Domino,
Otis Williams, the Platters, Frankie Lymon and the
Teen Agers, Little Richard, Fats Domino again, Clyde
McPhatter, Ivory Joe Hunter, The Willows, The Clov-
ers, Joe Turner, The Cleftones and Little Willie John.
Unfortunately there is one thing that can hurt the
industry—and hurt it bad. And that is the contor-
tionists exhibitions given at personal appearances
and TV shows. Newspapers and magazines have had
a field day with sensational items about the orgistic
exhibitions and the evil effects of rhythm and blues
music. Confused parents, wanting on one hand to see their children enjoy
themselves, and worried on the other hand that they may be harmed, make
up their minds in no uncertain fashion when they witness exhibitions, such
as the one which recently stirred up an explosive storm of outraged and
shocked reaction. This is something the industry is deeply concerned about.
Some artists permit themselves to be carried away, and in so doing are vir-
tually killing off the market it took so long to break into. Before it is too
late, the artists should learn to be more tempered in their personal appear-
ances and establish rock and roll or rhythm and blues as an American music
desired by the teeners and accepted by the parents. Let’s not let a few short
sighted opportunities destroy an entire industry. . . . A1 Silver picked up a
hunk o’ gold, it seems, when he bought the master of the Five Satins’ “I’ll

Remember (In The Still Of The Night)”. The deck has been breaking out in
any number of areas throughout the country.

Starts July 5th

NEWPORT, RHODE ISLAND—The
great importance of the American Jazz
Festival at Newport, Rhode Island, to

run for three days starting July 5th,

was attested to last week by the
announcement that the Voice of Amer-
ica would send a 6 man team of re- .

cording engineers and linguists to

cover the event for the world, in addi-

tion to sending the voice “most often
heard” throughout the world, Willis

Connover, to participate as master of

ceremonies for the opening night,
Thursday, July 5th.

Connover, the conductor of the Voice
of America’s jazz program has an
estimated 30 million listeners a week
throughout the world and receives an
average of 2,000 letters a week.
He will be introducing some of the

finest jazz talent in the world at the
opening night ceremonies with such
artists as world-renowned jazz vocalist

Sarah Vaughan, making her initial

appearance at the Festival. And, ad-

ding even more flavor to the opening
night performance will be the top
international artists, Japanese jazz
pianist, Toshiko Akiyoshi and German
jazz pianist, Jutta Hipp. Other great
artists of the jazz world will include
Count Basie and his full orchestra
featuring Joe Williams, the Modern
Jazz Quartet, the Charlie Mingus
Quintet along with a host of other
star performers.

Friday night’s program will feature
Louis Armstrong just back from a
successful command performance for
the Royal Family in England and a

tour of West Africa. Last year “Ole
Satch” gave with such gusto that he
not only had them dancing in the aisles

at the Festival, but even an occasional
demure toe was set to rhythmic tap-
ping along Newport’s famous “Gold
Coast,” Bellevue Avenue.

Sharing the spotlight with Arm-
strong on the July 6th night will be
Ella Fitzgerald followed by Dave
Brubeck featuring Ivai Winding and
J. J. Johnson, The Jazz Messengers,
Buck Clayton and Eddie Condon and
his All Stars.

Saturday, July 7th will bring one
of the largest three day displays of

Jazz artists in the world to a close

with the “Royalty of Jazz,” featuring
Duke Ellington and his orchestra, Art
Tatum, Anita O’Day, Johnny Hodges,
the Teddy Wilson Trio, Chico Hamil-
ton and Friedrich Gulda, famous
Viennese classical pianist and Bee-
thoven interpreter who has recently
joined the ranks of jazz artists. He
has been described by the music
critics as the “greatest new piano
talent of our generation.”

In addition to the major shows on
Thursday, Friday and Saturday night,

Friday afternoon will feature a panel
discussion arranged by Professor Mar-

shall Stearns, just back from arrang-

ing Dizzie Gillespie’s tour of the

Middle East sponsored by the Amer-
ican National Theatre Academy. The

panel discussion will be free to the

general public.

The Festival committee, with a

view toward the long continuation of

the Festival has arranged a special

presentation of unknown artists of

merit. There will be a one dollar ad-

mission fee to this show on Saturday

afternoon. It will be followed by a

forum discussion which will be free to

the public.

their routes.

“I’ve blown up your last item and
put it up on the wall here so that
both of my sons, who are doing most
of the work, can read it regularly.

“The fact of the matter is”, he
advises, “that a long time ago we
decided to add games as well as vend-
ing machines to our route.

“But first”, he claims, “the opera-
tor should make it his business to
build up a strong backbone for his
route. He can do this with music
machines.
“He shouldn’t hesitate after that”,

he reports, “to add pool games, five-

balls, bingos, guns, kiddie rides, hot
and cold soft drink machines, or any-
thing else that will make him money
from the locations he’s built up.

“After all”, he says, “he worked
hard to build up these locations with
his music machines. They are, usual-
ly, after this hard work, very good
spots. Letting someone else get the
gravy isn’t smart business.

“He’s got to realize that, like you
write, each location counts. He must
get all the income he possibly can
from each spot. He should bring in

the games. He should also make it his
business to operate the drink dispen-
sers and the cigarette machines.

“In this way”, he concludes, “he’s
going to have a real, fine route going
for him. If the music take falls, the
games will probably get the extra

Finds Air-Conditioned

Spots Double Take

ALVIN GOTTLIEB

CHICAGO—Alvin Gottlieb of D.
Gottlieb & Company, this city, re-

ported this past week that the firm
had received some very surprising
reports from test locations.

He said, “We have just received
a complete batch of reports from
test locations where new games are
being tested far in advance.

“The most surprising factor in-

volved in these reports”, Alvin stated,
“is the fact that the air conditioned
locations show more than double the
intake of the non-air conditioned
spots.

“At first, not knowing why certain
locations in the same area should
show more than double the others, we
phoned our people.

“They reported that the places
shown in the test reports where the
intake is more than double the other
locations was due to the fact that
these spots were air conditioned.”

Along with others, Alvin Gottlieb
urges operators to do everything they
possibly can to get storekeepers to

air condition their locations if they
want to keep the crowds happy ' and
intake away up.

(Editor’s Report: Last summer The

Cash Box editorialized in this regard.

The editorial urged operators to help

their location owners to obtain air

conditioning for it has been proved by

progressive operators who have done

so that the increased summer intake

more than pays the difference.)

Alvin Gottlieb stated, “It certainly

is a tremendous surprise to go over

(h;se test location reports and find

that, in the very same area, one spot

can do more than double another,

only because of 'air conditioning pull-

ing the people into the place.”

But where such drops are noted in

nickel play areas, the situation is

sei’ious for the ops.

of this temporary economic slideoff,

there must come a switch to dime
play in almost every area, if the
operatoi-s are going to enjoy some
profit during this period.

Once again the logical value of
dime play has asserted itself. There
is no doubt that those operators who
are featuring dime play now realize

that this is their profit mainstay at
this time.

Reports received indicate that, in some eases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, bny equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50X0 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon*
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will
purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
