Annual Fred Waring Outing Billy Shaw Dies

NEW YORK — The music business
was shocked last week by the death
of Billy Shaw, president of Shaw Ar-
tists Corp., one of the leading talent
booking agencies in the country. He
died of a heart attack Saturday eve-
ning June 23.

A veteran talent booker, Shaw was
a pioneer in the jazz ajid rhythm &
blues field. He played an important
role in the rise to stardom of such
names as Sarah Vaughan, George
Shearing, Billy Eckstine, Dizzy Gil-
lespie, Fats Domino, Ray Charles,
Amos Milburn and literally hundreds
of other vocalists and bands.

Prior to the formation of Shaw
Artists Corp., Billy had been with
MCA, the William Morris office, and
for several years was a .partner in
the Gale Agency.

Shaw is survived by his wife Lee
and son Milton who will announce
plans this week as to the future of
the Shaw agency. It is expected that
Milton Shaw, a vice-president of the
organization, will take over the reins
of the firm.

And they’re backing
their raves with hefty orders. The titles are

“Bridge of Love” and “Sugar Wugar”. . . . Her-
man Lubinsky has signed a thrush named Mary
Ann McCall. The classy jazz singer was formerly
with Woody Herman, Charlie Ventura and Char-
lie Barnett. She’ll be cut for an LP. . . . Hy Weiss’
Old Town record of “Climbin’ On Top of the
Hill” by Brownie McGee and Sonny Terry is re-

ported by the prexy to have broken throughout
the South. And his Billy Bland disk “Chicken Hop”
keeps climbing. . . .

Jockey Jack Gibson, president of the Rhythm and Blues and
Jazz disk Jockey Association, has been receiving numerous letters criticizing

the inclusion of the term “Jazz” in the name of the organization. The following

is Gibson’s open letter in response to the complaints:

“As president of the National Jazz, Rhythm and Blues Disk Jockey Asso-
ciation, I have received numerous letters criticizing the inclusion of the term
‘Jazz’ in the name of our organization. I have not been as concerned by the an-

tagonistic end, at times, vitriolic tones of these criticisms from our unaffiliated

colleagues in the field, as I have been disturbed by their evident ignorance. As a

consequence, I think that there is a definite need for a clarification of terms.

“I wish to cite as an excellent case in point; the following statement from the

June edition of a national bulletin: ‘One of the dangerous aspects of this

alliance is that the obnoxious fallacy that Jazz is just another form of R&B
will be strengthened in the minds of peripheral observers. This must be avoided
at all costs. Jazz and its purveyors have been fighting this ignorance for years.’

“We think that ‘This Ingorance’ could be more aptly applied to the dis-

tinction drawn between Jazz and R&B. Let our critics consult any well known
musicologist on the subject and they will discover that the term ‘Jazz’ has been
used to describe more different types than almost any other musical term in the

dictionary. It applies not only to the Jubas, Reels, Stomps, Drags, but also to

the Dixieland, Swing, Hot, Sweet and Progressive Jazz of our almost inte-

grated society. Let us take as a sample a definition as that in Webster’s
Collegiate Dictionary: ‘A type of American music, characterized by melodious
themes, subtly syncopated dance rhythms, and varied orchestral coloring’.

There are two cool old adages we should like you to remember: ‘If you can’t
lick ’em, join ’em’, and ‘In numbers there is strength’. So why not join us,

and strengthen us by criticisms from within?”

First Album For Piano Red

NEW YORK—This July, Piano Red
celebrates his Seventh Anniversary
with RCA and his current affiliation,

Groove Records.

Coincidental with the anniversary of
this veteran keyboard rattler, who
was characterized by the Saturday
Review of Literature as one of the
very few remaining “primitive piano
players,” Groove is releasing his first

album, “Piano Red in Concert.”

In this Groove release is a repre-
sentative collection of Red’s foremost
contributions to rhythm and blues folk
literature.

Piano Red has been active on both
RCA Victor and Groove longer than
any other contemporary RCA rhythm
and blues artist.

Red lives in Atlanta where he has
his own daily radio show over WAOK.

NEW BEDFORD, MASS.—This is

good news for coinmen in New Eng-
land. One of the biggest industrial

developments in the East, involving

800 acres and $150 million, was an-

nounced this week for New Bedford,

Mass., and hailed by New England

city and State officials as “the begin-

ning of a new industrial era” for

Southern New England. A plan is now
in effect to build a community of in-

dustries around a campus in the city

where ships used to set forth in quest

of whales. The new industrial park

will not only be the largest in the

region, but the most highly developed

industrially. It is 2% miles from the

center of New Bedford’s business dis-

trict and adjacent to the airport,

which has two 5,000 foot runways.

The New Haven Railroad will provide

around the clock switching facilities

and to the east of the proposed park

is the city’s new non-access major
highway. An early ground-breaking

for the park is planned, probably dur-

ing the summer. Ample additional

land is available for future expansion.

DETROIT, MICH.—Most of us have
been hearing so much about the slow-

down in the manufacturer of auto-

mobiles, that it was quite surprising

to us to read a report on auto pro-

duction this week. While the nation’s

car industry is unquestionably down
in overall production, Chevrolet, the

world’s biggest auto manufacturer, is

running only slightly behind last

year’s record volume. The big General

Motors producer built its millionth

vehicle last week. It counted 819,869

cars and 183,725 trucks as its 1956

output thru June 16, compared with

877,519 cars and 149,150 trucks built

in the same comparable period of 1955.

In car output, the difference is less

than 9 days’ production.

NEW YORK—Coal mining areas
can look to the future with optimism,
and coinmen in these cities can expect
workers to be employed steadily for
some time. A group of West German
steel mills this week announced the
purchase of 3 million to 4 million tons
of United States coal for delivery this
year. It was said it is planned to do
the same amount of buying next year.
It is estimated that the United States
will export some 42 million tons of
coal this year to Western Europe.

to dime play or remain on 24 (nickel)

play.

Most impressive is the fact that

Exchange—posting the prices as they are quoted for the past week, regardless of

how much they may seem to be out of line.

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will
purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
