LOS ANGELES, CAL.—High Fidel-

ity Recordings, Inc., whose success
with its George Wright organ albums
has played an important role in the

revival of organ music, last month
celebrated its first year in business by
hitting the $1,000,000 in gross sales.

Richard Vaughn, HIFIrecords
prexy, who started the company in

April, 1955, had a total of 10 - 12"

albums issued when he reached the
million dollar mark. The bulk of the
sales have come from three albums,
all by George Wright: “George Wright
Plays the Mighty Wurlitzer Pipe
Organ”, “George Wright Encores”
and George Wright’s “Merry Christ-
mas” album. These three are reported
to have sold over 200,000 to date. The
remainder of the line consists of LP’s
by pianist Joe Enos, classical organist
Richard Purvis, The Mitchell Boys
Choir, vocalist Dick Stewart, harpist
Verly Mills, and arranger-conductor
Harry Zimmerman. Combined, they
have sold 71,500 albums.
Vaughn feels that a good portion

of HIFIrecords sales came from hi-fi

enthusiasts. And in this vein, he says,

“I have tried to offer them an unbeat-
able product.” An electronics en-
gineer, Vaughn does all his own re-

cording with his own equipment and
supervises all phases of each release.

Vaughn is a devoted organ lover and,
in fact, owns the $150,000 Wurlitzer
that George Wright records on. He
doesn’t plan to change his policy of
primarily organ music on HIFIrec-
ords. Two new Wright albums were is-

sued last month, “More George
Wright” and “George Wright’s Show-
time.” Upcoming releases include an-
other Harry Zimmerman big band al-

bum, a harpsichord album, a vocal al-

bum by English thrush Dorothy Car-

liss, plus piano, harp and of course

George Wright albums. Vaughn is

now in the midst of setting up foreign

distribution, having just set a deal in

Australia.

Vaughn plans a much heavier re-

lease schedule this year and predicts

that HIFIrecords will double its gross

on its second anniversary next year.

Patricia Music Signs Guida

NEW YORK — Friedrich Guida,

the jazz pianist who made his Ameri-

can debut at Birdland this month, has

signed an exclusive contract with

Patricia Music, the firm which pub-

lished the jazz standard, “Lullaby

Of Birdland”.

Recently, Guida recorded his origi-

nal selections at Birdland Restau-

rant and these platters will be re-

leased by RCA Victor in the com-
pany’s “Birdland Series”.

NEW YORK — Columbia Records
last week introduced an elaborate
new 1957 line of high fidelity phono-
graphs and tape recorders. Spear-
heading the collection of fifteen new
models is Columbia’s first AM-FM
high fidelity radio-phonograph, lead-
ing item in the “360” K2 high fidelity

unit series. Two additional consoles, a
table model, one tape recorder and
ten portable phonographs with prices
ranging from $29.95 to $329.95 com-
prise the 1957 Columbia line.

“The new Columbia Phonograph
line provides a ready made high fidel-

ity unit which will fit in with every
type of home decor and, at the same
time, meet everyone’s price require-
ment,” stated James Sparling, Gen-
eral Manager, Columbia Electronic
Products.

Designed by Peter Quay Yang, the
new 1957 line features numerous add-
ed conveniences including a four-speed
turntable playing 78, 45, 33 and 16
rpm, the latter for the spoken word
and a new feather-weight aluminum
tone arm to reduce wear on record
grooves. The felt turntable cover has
given way to a ridged, high traction
turntable which can be wiped clean
with a damp cloth. All models except
one portable feature the Columbia
Ronette turnover cartridge with
jeweled styli. Control knobs were made
larger for easier handling, and are
calibrated for most sensitive tuning.
Wood, plastics and other washable
fabrics have been utilized for variety
in the portable phonographs.

With high design and good sound

reproduction in mind, the “360” K2
consoles and table model feature more
wood expanse for beauty in furniture

as well as improved acoustics. The

three floor models and single table

model in this series feature a low,

wide look, with all controls placed in-

side the cabinets.

The Columbia “360” K2 phono-

graphs are available in blonde ma-
hogany, limed oak and fruitwood, as

well as the more traditional darker

finishes. All “360” K2 phonographs

have lids which can be raised and

lowered with one hand, and the 530

and 528 consoles have a “stay arm” al-

lowing the lid to open to any height

and remain there. Record storage

space is also provided in the three con-

sole models.

Newly developed by Columbia’s re-

search and engineering staff is the

560, tape recorder. An 18 pound unit,

the two-speed, dual track machine is

priced at $139.95. Special features of

the 560 include a high impedance
ceramic microphone; fast forward and
reverse speeds with automatic brak-
ing; all metal transport deck; two
four-inch speakers; and single Brush
head for recording and playback. The
560 can also be used as a public ad-
dress system.

Columbia’s 530 AM-FM combination
radio-phonograph console, largest in-

strument in the 1957 Columbia line, is

priced at $329.95. Featuring the “360”

K2 sound system, the combination ra-

dio-phonograph has two 12-inch PM
speakers and two 3 %-ineh tweeters,
a 15 watt amplifier capable of 20 to
20,000 cycles per second, and seven in-

dividual controls: Function switch,
Treble, Bass, Volume, Tuning Con-
tour (to regulate overall response of
amplifier to individual taste) and
Equalization. The AM-FM tuner is

tilted for a direct view of the dial.

Console model 527 introduces for
the first time a Columbia high fidelity,

floor model in the $149.95 price brack-
et. Also styled with a low, wide look
for contemporary or traditional set-

tings, the 527 also features the “360”

K2 sound system, with one 12-inc-h

PM speaker and one Columbia “Kilo-
sphere” electrostatic tweeter.

Two other price leaders in the Co-
lumbia 1957 line are the 524 (“360” K2
series), Columbia’s only table model
in the collection, priced at $129.95,
and its counterpart in the portable
line, the 522, priced at $119.95. Both
models are fully automatic and have
a frequency response of 30 to 18,000
cycles per second, and have three

speakers: two six-inch extended range

PM speakers and one “Kilosphere” el-

ectrostatic tweeter.

Columbia has dressed its portable

models, in washable fabrics and plas-

tic finishes and matching grill cloths

for speakers. Color combinations in-

clude charcoals, greys, ginger, pig-

skin, ivory, greens, sky-blue and white.

The 540, a single-speed automatic

45 rpm player, has a newly designed

high powered amplifier and circuit.

The unit, which can play more than

two consecutive hours of music, is

priced at $39.95.

Grey tweed and black are com-
bined in the 517, a portable unit which

achieves a frequency response of 50

to 15,000 cycles per second. The 517

has three controls for sharp definition

of tone and is priced at $79.95.

Jersey City Bans Bill

Haley Show As Rock

And Roll

JERSEY CITY N.J. — Repercus-

sions from the bad publicity rock and
roll has been x-eceiving continued to

make itself felt in cancellations of

bookings, the latest being the Bill

Haley show booked into the Muni-

cipal Auditorium, this city, for Fri-

day July 13.

The City Commission, consisting of

Mayor Bernard Berry; Mr. Ringley,

public property director; and Law-
rence Ripple, public safety director;

cancelled the show after Paul White-

man, who was to co-feature with

Haley, called it “Rock and Roll Un-
der The Stars” on a recent radio ap-

pearance. It was this reference to

the show as a rock and roll shindig

that caused the commission to place

its ban in effect.

A hearing was held on Tuesday,

July 10, at which Jolley Joyce, Ha-
ley’s agent, Ed Otto, promotor, and
Julius Kazin, attorney for Otto, plead-

ed their case.

Joyce explained that this was a

pop styled variety show consisting of

Bill Haley and his Comets, Paul

Whiteman, The Frankie Scott Quar-

tet, and Dave and Tony. Joyce fur-

ther stated that Haley had played in

some 100 cities throughout the United

States and Canada and had never been

the subject of bad publicity or in-

volved in any rock and roll disturb-

ances. Haley had appeared in muni-
cipal auditoriums, arenas, ball parks

and theatres and had been re-booked

in a great majority of them.

Joyce further stated that artists of

the prominence of Perry Como, Eddie
Fisher and Vaughn Monroe, and oth-

ers, had recorded and performed sim-

ilar material bearing the designation

rock and roll.

Otto and attorney Julius Kazin
brought to the attention of the com-
mittee that the booking had already

cost them $7,500 in salaries and ad-

vertising.

The committee replied that while

they recognized the fact that Haley

had never been involved in any of the

disturbances, nor had ever been the

subject of unfavorable publicity, inas-

much as the show had been tagged

rock and roll they felt it necessary

to ban it since they had already re-

fused The Fabien, a Stanley Warner
theatre, a permit to stage a rock and

roll show.

The package played the Westport

Stadium, Baltimore, Md., on July 11

and 12.

Sammy Kaye Scores

Jersey City Ban

NEW YORK — Bandleader Sam-

my Kaye condemned as “a serious

mistake” the action of Mayor Bernard

J. Berx-y, of Jersey City, and his City

Commissioners, in banning a rock ’n

roll concert at the municipally-owned

Roosevelt Stadium Friday night, July

13. The concert was to have been

given by Bill Haley and his Comets,

and was to have been emceed by Paul

Whiteman.

“You have automatically assumed

that teenagers who enjoy rock ’n roll

music are criminals, of soi'ts, wrote

the bandleader, who is himself famous

for dispensing sweet music. ‘A ou

have also delivei'ed an unpai’donable

insult to one of the world’s greatest

and most inspected musicians, Paul

Whiteman.”

Noting the presence of Whiteman

would have “insured dignity to the

proceedings,” Kaye stated, “I am cer-

tain that youngsters attending the

concert would have responded enthusi-

astically, yet in gentlemanly and lady-

like fashion.”

Admitting that riots have sometimes

broken out at rock and roll parties,

Kaye observed, “it is equally ti'ue that

riots have occasionally broken out at

baseball games. Would you, Mr. May-

or, ban baseball games in Jersey City

for the same reason?”

The bandleader also emphasized to

Mayor Berry that whereas most of

the youngsters who enjoy rock ’n roll

are “respectable kids”, the actions of

a few undesii’ables among them have

attx-acted more attention.

“It is not too late for you and your

advisors to reconsider. It is not yet too

late to apologize to Paul Whiteman
for your insult to him,” said Kaye.

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Fans Jam Opry

NASHVILLE, TENN.—The summer season has always been a crowded one
for the Grand Ole Opry, but this summer there has been an unbelievable turn-

out for the regular Saturday night stints at the Ryman Auditorium.
Nine thousand persons sat and stood in the auditorium Saturday night,

June 30, to see the Grand Ole Opry radio show. Four thousand of them waited
in line three hours before they could even get through the door. And the

Opry, a 4 x/2-hour show lasted 5% hours.
Opry lovers from all over the nation poured into Nashville over the week-

end. Thousands stopped by the WSM Ticket Bureau and the Ryman Audi-
torium to get tickets to the show. Most of them were out of luck. Less than
half of the 3,574 seats in the Ryman are reserved. These had been sold out
four months prior to the show. General admission tickets were going like

watermelon at a picnic.

So the only chance for many Opry-hungry fans was to wait and hope. That’s
precisely what they did.

The waiting 4,000 lined up ten deep down the entire block in front of the
Ryman and around the corner down another block and a half.

Few complaints were heard by policemen blocking off the area. The Opry
fans seemed to know they would see the show one way or another if it took
all night. They were right, and it almost took all night.

At 10:00 p. m., when the Opry does a repeat performance of its first 2%
hours, some members of the audience leave to allow the standing audience
and those, waiting outside to find seats. At 11 :00 o’clock last Saturday night,
hopeful Opry seers were still filing in.

When the Opry went off the air at 12:00 midnight ten Opry stars stayed to

stage a special one-hour show for the late-comers who had missed most of
the regular performance.

It was one of the biggest nights in the Opry’s 30-year history. But even
at that, its attendance totals are expected to be topped probably several times
before the summer is over.

MEMPHIS, TENN.— More than
14,000 persons turned out at Russ-
wood Park in Memphis on the fourth
of July for some fireworks such as
the Mississippi River city has never
seen.

Elvis Presley, and every penny of the
ante raised was used to benefit a m : lk
fund and a convalescent children’s
home. In addition, Elvis tossed in 500
of his songbooks, and donated his ex-
pensive initialed diamond ring for the
charity event as a door prize. The
crowd loved every rocking minute of
it It took the combined efforts of
policemen, navy shore patrolmen and
firemen to restrain them.
The marathon show included some

100 performers, but Presley was the
main attraction. And the boy in the
blue suede shoes, black suit and red
tie, who is one of the highest paid
performers in the entertainment field
today, put on his show in the sizzling
heat for nothing. He and his manager.
Col. Tom Parker even paid all ex-
penses.
The Jordana ; res, Capitol recording

art sts, who have accomnanied Presley
on his recent television shows, were
on hand for the performance. It was
the hottest day of the year in Mem-
phis, but Elvis gyrated and emoted
and had the screaming crowd calling
for more.

Local officials called it one of the
finest demonstrations of good will
ever seen in Memphis. And no one
seemed to enjoy it more than Presley.

SAN FRANCISCO, CALIF.—Do
music operators need dime play to

exist? Read what Sam Dawson, As-

sociated Press reporter has to report:

“Higher prices—a creeping rise in the

cost of living to new record highs

—

is a strong probability for the con-

sumer to reckon with in the last half

of this year. Costs have been rising

steadily for some time and seem sure

to continue, reflecting rising wage
scales and the delayed aftermath of

past inflation. Signs point to still

higher costs of medical care, fuel

and transportation (a higher federal

tax on gasoline). Already the cost

of living over-all has jumped up to

equal the previous record high of

October, 1953. It seems sure to go

higher this fall. Wages are still

pointed upward. And total jobs, in

spite of the layoffs in the auto in-

dustry and steel industry, hover near

record levels. The 11th round in wage
increases since the war are bringing

higher settlements this year than

last.”

WASHINGTON, D. C.—With the

passage of the federal Highway Bill,

economists look to the future economy
with great enthusiasm. Increases in

manufacture of everything which goes

into road-building, from cement to

electronic computers, and anticipated

increases in all side products in the

field from paper cups to hot dogs,

are predicted.

FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear in the quotation of high

and low prices of certain equipment. Like any true reporter “The Cash Box
Price Lists” can only feature the market prices as they are quoted. “The Cash
Box Price Lists” act exactly the same as the market quotation board at the Stock
Exchange—posting the prices as they are quoted for the past week, regardless of

how much they may seem to be out of line. Some prices do not change for

months. “The Cash Box Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain the last

known quotations for such equipment so that the subscriber at least has the last

known prices as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely divergent.

Someone on the West Coast may feel a certain machine worth $150.00 whereas
someone on the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of course, serial,

appearance, demand, territory, quantity, and condition of equipment must be
taken into consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstanding firms, having
a reputation for shipping completely reconditioned machines, will be offered

at higher prices than others, due to the added cost of reconditioning.) “The
Cash Box Price Lists” reports each quotation exactly as it is made and depends
on the subscriber to make average price adjustments to fit the peculiarities of

his territory.

METHOD: “The Cash Box Price Lists” should be read as follows: First

price listed is lowest price quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest
price quoted.

FOREIGN BUYERS: To cover cost of packing, crating, shipping, etc., figure

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely

recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon*
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will

purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
