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Record manufacturers, distributors

and dealers from all over the country

have just finished meeting at the NAMM
convention. They came together to dis-

cuss the current state of their business

and the future possibilities.

From all indications that we were

able to gather during convention time,

the future looks great. Never have we

heard such all ’round optimism being

universally expressed and accepted.

The record industry was meeting at a

time when a sensational record had hit

the market, “The Flying Saucer,” and

although all sorts of legal complica-

tions were arising from it, the practical

results were being felt by retailers and

distributors throughout the nation. Not

only were distributors collecting past

due accounts from retailers who were

ordering the record in huge quantities,

but retailers themselves were reporting

tremendous Summer traffic in their

stores with the result that records of all

manufacturers were being sold.

Under such unexpected Summer sell-

ing conditions, naturally the basic mood
was one of optimism.

But in addition, a large number of

people attending the convention took

note of the fact that in the articles ap-

pearing in the 14th Anniversary edition

of The Cash Box, a number of respon-

sible record men all came to the same

conclusion that within the next five

years, the record business would in-

crease in volume from its current

$200,000,000 a year to estimates which

ranged anywhere from $500,000,000
and up.

This is a sensational rise for any

industry to experience in so short a

period, but since it conies from several

sources, all of whom are in closest touch

with wliat’s happening, we must accept

it as something which is actually going

to happen.

What it means moreover, is that

everyone currently engaged in the rec-

ord and music businesses can look for-

ward to considerable increases in the

volume of their own business and con-

sequently greater profits.

Such glimpses at the future, of

course, added to the general happy feel-

ing that was displayed at the convention.

There’s just oue more point that we
would like to make here and this is,

while meeting at the NAMM convention

may be all right as a second best tiling

because there is no exclusive record

convention at which to meet, shouldn’t

we at some point start thinking about a

convention devoted to our own record

industry alone? All responsible prog-

nostications indicate that our volume is

going up considerably. The record in-

dustry is daily becoming more and more
important not only to the entertainment
field hut also to the nation’s economy.
It s about time we had a convention
devoted to records. Why doesn't the

RIAA do something about it?

With Rock N’ Roll still holding the musical spotlight, we received two
interesting items which report attempts to settle the question.

MIKE CONNER

NEW YORK—In a surprise move,
Mike Conner announced last Friday,
July 27, that he had resigned his post
as Director of Artist Relations, Pub-
licity and Disk Jockey Promotion at

Decca Records. He was also Chair-
man of Planning For Overall Pro-
motion.
Conner had been with Decca eleven

years. He joined the l’ecord company
as head of the midwestern recording
division in Chicago after having been
a radio announcer and newscaster and
later a producer and writer for CBS
in Chicago.

After a year and a half, he was
brought into New York as Director
of Artist Relations. In that position

he inaugurated the company’s disk

jockey program on which he put spe-

cial stress. He was probably the first

promotion man in the record business

to start special disk jockey tours of

artists. As a matter of fact, he per-

sonalized disk jockey relations by
meeting large numbers of them while
traveling constantly throughout the

country. In addition to his disk

jockey associations, Conner also kept
in close contact with the trade press,

among which he had many close

friends.
Although he could not announce

his future plans at the moment, Con-
ner indicated that he was consider-

ing several projects and would make
his decision known shortly.

“Flying Saucer” Still

Up In The Air

NEW YORK—The excitement that

had broken through the entire trade

last week in the wake of the release

of “Flying Saucer” by Buchanan &
Goodman on the Luniverse label,

started settling by midweek and on

Friday, July 27, as we go to press

all was quiet. The various law de-

partments as well as the lawyer for

Buchanan and Goodman were cagily

issuing innocuous statements that

did nothing to clarify the situation.

One of the most interesting facts

that occurred this week was the entry

of Warren Troob into the case as

attorney for Buchanan and Goodman.
Troob, who had been mentioned in the

earliest stages of the situation as

Buchanan and Goodman’s lawyer,

had not actually been retained until

early this week when he cut his Euro-

pean tour short to return to New York
City.

Troob, when questioned, said he had
not been back long enough to have
searched the various aspects of the
case fully but that he expects the en-
tire situation to be clarified in the
near future. Troob will work with Saul
Goodman, Luniverse attorney.

Most stations continue to play the
record although there have been some
instances where individual stations
have banned it from its programs.
Rumors that the FCC has banned the
record have been bandied about the
trade but as far as The Cash Box has
been able to learn the FCC' has issued
no such order.

It has been revealed by Bill Bu-
chanan that he and his partner, Dick
Goodman, have received many offers,

the most interesting being one from
Randy Wood of Dot Records making
any Dot Record tape or tapes avail-

able for their next release; an offer

from RCA Victor to sign them as
artists to do an album; and a TV shot
on the Perry Como Show in about
three weeks.

Buchanan also stated that Luni-
verse is preparing its next release by
another artist. “This i,s no one shot
label,” said Buchanan, “we plan to
build a record company.”
Some of the other rumors heard

were: Aladdin had its own version but
had decided not to release it. Capitol
had a Stan Freberg version as yet
unreleased; Coral Records had an
Alan Freed-Steve Allen-Jazzbo Col-
lins version ready for release; in

Hollywood the press of youngsters
crowding to get into Music City was
so great they shattered the front win-
dow.

No rumor. RPM this week issued
“Out Of This World with Flying
Saucers” by Dave Berry and Sara
Berner. Saul Bihari introduced their
record at the NAMM show in New
York this week and had to cut his

visit short to return to the coast, he
said, to help coordinate the vast
amount of orders that had been com-
ing in.

Tribute To Janies Dean

NEW YORK—Forest Records, a

newcomer to the industry, this week
announced the release of a special

musical tribute to the late James
Dean.

Entitled “His Name Was Dean”,

the disk introduces a Nathan Russell,

and is being backed by an ambitious

promotional campaign. Leonard I. Wolf
Enterprises has been retained to han-
dle the promotion which will include
mailing pieces, window displays, and
radio and TV appearances by Veronica
Lake who will lend a hand in paying
tribute to the late James Dean.

Columbia Launches Fall

Sales Program

NEW YORK—Returning from the

recently concluded Columbia meet-

ings at Estes Park, Colorado, where

about 300 people attended, including

international representatives, distrib-

utors, Columbia personnel and artists,

including Errol Garner, Jo Stafford,

The Collins Kids, Johnny Mathis,

Tony Bennett, Percy Faith, Mitch

Miller, The Four Lads and Glenn

Gould, Columbia Records launched a

series of 65 retail level meetings to

be conducted by distributors through-

out the country in the next two weeks
to promote its Fall Sales Program.

At a press luncheon Goddard
Lieberson, president of Columbia

Records, and Hal Cook, vice presi-

dent in charge of sales, made short

talks and then introduced a five part

presentation that was the substance

of what would later be presented at

the various meetings throughout the

country.

The presentation included a sup-

posed Columbia distributor-dealer

meeting taking place in 1966 with

Walter Cronkite handling the com-
mentary, supplemented by an enter-

taining series of drawings shown by

slide projector. Cronkite enlarges on

the theme of the Fall Program, “Your
Future Is Sound”, discussing 1956 as
though it were in the past, and 1966
as though it were already here. Cron-
kite tells of the electronic advances
that will find one living in an entirely
different manner. Jet airliners and fly-

ing saucers will be realities, electronic
self service shopping for food, cloth-
ing or phonograph records, conveyor
belt street, and many other theories
are presented as modes of the day.
And the statement that in 1956, 255
million dollars was grossed by the
record industry as against the gross
of 600 million in 1966. This brought
the talk back to the level of the record
dealer who is primarily interested in

the future of records. Other predic-
tions were an increase in the Ameri-
can population by 24,000,000 people;
30% additional income; a four day
work week; a lower retirement age;
and an increased life span. It was also
predicted that whereas in 1956 only 1

out of every 2 families own a phono-
graph, in 1966 4 out of every five

families will own one.

Other parts of the presentation in-

cluded a discussion by Douglas Ed-
wards on how records are made with
slide pictures taken at the Columbia
Bridgeport factory shown, and an lp
telling of the sales plans and albums
to be put on sale this Fall.

THE UMBRELLA MAN; TENNESSEE FISH FRY; THE BULLDOG AND THE BULLFROG; HARD-

Before the Lawrence Welk fan has finished the last selection of his latest
Welk acquisition, the chances are good that a new Welk release is available at
his dealer. They come around that quickly. This latest waxing by the extreme-
ly popular orchestra leader consists of 12 good-humored novelties played with
the familiar Welk bounce. Welk’s lively vocalists seem to impart a delivery
similar to one of his instruments. This Epic entry has a bright sales future.

This waxing comes right on the heels of Miss Wilson’s gratifying performance
on the recent TV spec, “The Bachelor”. The singer has won fame in musical
comedy but instead of sticking with the rather straight singing requirements
of musicals, Miss Wilson takes on a sophisticated blues and highly sensual
delivery on this disk. Julie as a stylist shows a keen musical sense that carries
over with notable jazz-like results. Materialwise, the singer has undertaken
the more complicated melodies from the pop scene. Arranger-Director Phil
Moore and the ork solidly suit Miss Wilson’s moody style. That TV appearance
of Miss Wilson’s ought to give sales an extra push.

By keeping a flair for sentimentality and reminiscing at a minimum and using
a jazz idiom in their approach, the husband-wife team of Jackie and Roy
come across in a happily refreshing manner. Whether working on a parody
like “I Love You Real” or the ballad, “You Inspire Me”, the team transmits
many interesting vocal harmonics. Singing solo, Miss Cain’s thoughtful styling
on Alec Wilder’s “This Is The Winter Of My Discontent” has captured the un-
usual melody perfectly. Best duet is the familiar declaration of “Let’s Get
Away From It All”, sung engagingly by the couple. Admirable accompaniment.
Striking package. Jackie and Roy have a style all their own and the many
folks who purchase the disk will find them a joy.

“COOK’S TOUR OF LATIN AMERICA”—Jose Valdes And His Orchestra-

its famous “Echos” series, and will now issue pressings using the long estab-
lished travel agency, “Cook’s” as the basis for other disks in this area. The
Cook’s Tour here features Jose Valdes And His Orchestra performing 10 origi-

nal Latin American melodies. This includes the familiar, “Baia”. The ork
is a polished and rhythmic one and gives bright colorings to the selections.

Excellent sound. Latin American music is exceedingly popular in the U.S. and
this disk should cash in on that popularity.

“STRICTLY FROM HUNGARY”—Mischa Michaeloff And His Symphonic
Gypsies—RCA Victor LPM-1271 (1-12" LP)

It would seem, upon hearing this disk, that the basic ingredients of modern mood
music is an offspring of Gypsy music played with a full orchestra. Perhaps
even to a greater extent than mood music, does Gypsy music rely, (and oh,
how sentimentally!) on string instruments. Some of the most famous of Gypsy
melodies (i.e. “Hora Pizzicato” and “Play Zigeuner”) are authentically repro-
duced by England’s Mischa Michaeloff And His Symphonic Gypsies. It makes,
by the way, for mood music in its most lush nature. There’s a definite market
for this type of music and an added one that includes the mood music following.
Bright package.

“LOVE AND THE WEATHER”—Herbie Mann, Alto Flutist And Orchestra—
Bethlehem BCP 63 (1-12")

LOVE AND THE WEATHER; BUT BEAUTIFUL; SPRING CAN REALLY HANG YOU UP THE
MOST; I'M GLAD THERE IS YOU; A SINNER KISSED AN ANGEL; HIGH ON A WINDY HILL;
ILL WIND; FOR HEAVEN'S SAKE; AUTUMN NOCTURNE; MOON LOVE; THE MORNING SIDE
OF THE MOUNTAIN; LIKE SOMEONE IN LOVE.

A delicate sound of a flute employed on 12 equally delicate melodies makes for
a disk of unusual mood music beauty. The instrument normally plays a sup-
porting- role in most mood sets, but its sweet dominance here proves its worth
in setting the listener’s mind to the restful pleasures of such albums. Credit
flutist Herbie Mann for making imaginative and artistic flourishes throughout
the selections. Excellent tunes. The heavy demand for mood waxings has meant
many routine issues; here’s a disk that sets new standards to be aimed at.

The organ’s reminiscing sound is used to good advantage on this Herald issue.

Organist Larry Caton sentimentally traces 18 durable favorites, some of which
go back to grandpa’s younger days. Recorded in the acoustics paradise of
the Hall of Springs in Saratoga, N. Y., this entry should find a sympathetic
haven in many a nostalgic collector’s library. Hi-Fi fans may want to test

their equipment with the waxing’s excellent sound.

One of the most able interpreters of. folk songs, Josh White, carries his humor-
ous and more sober material with ingratiating conviction on this ABC-Para-
mount issue. White senses the approach to each number with just the proper
rhythm and a keen regard to an often ironic verse. The selections will be
familiar to the many folk collectors around. An indication of “Vol. 1” on the
package gives one the hopeful impression there’s more to come from Josh
White on ABC-Paramount. A must for every dealer’s shelf. Should enjoy a
healthy and lengthy sale.

Clauson’s voice engagingly senses
the rhythmic qualities of the numbers and delivers the ballads with a sweet,
simple beauty that is altogether touching. The artist is supported by his
guitar and, at times, by John Gregory And His Group. It would seem that
Mr. Clauson will offer folk followers many more memorable moments as he
does on this waxing. Very strong entry in its class.

For those who are in an elementary stage with the two dances and
those who may need more polish, this Fiesta waxing is heartily recommended.
Based on actual dance classes, the set features famous dance instructors
(they own a studio and teach at Grossinger’s) Tony and Lucille. The narrator
is Lucille, whose cha-cha-cha and merengue know-how is apparent. Her knowl-
edge is delivered clearly and with a great deal of patience and understanding
for novices. The set includes instrumental examples of the steps. This set
fills an important consumer need and is an item dealers have been begging for
for years. Excellent dance lesson disk that’ll sell in every market.

This accomplished jazz entry features famed guitarist, Sal Salvador. And it’s

the jazzman’s refined creative spark that invitingly leads the rest of the
quartet’s make-up. Originals and evergreens are generally built to a racing-
with-the-clock tempo; but there are moments of relaxed interplay as with
“I Cover The Waterfront” and “Handful Of Stars”. One of Salvador’s able
assistants is Eddie Costa in his dual role on piano and vibes. Excellent sound.
Class jazz release.

Henry “Hot Lips” Levine, whose experience with Dixieland almost parallels
the music’s origin, skillfully unloads some traditional Dixieland horn-work
backed by his happy crew. Mixing established Dixie goodies with Levine
originals, the disk stays true to Levine’s nickname by keeping all but 3 of
the numbers hot and piercing. Dixieland fans should have as much fun listen-

ing to this platter as Levine and his band must have had when they cut it.

Although he was indignant at the

hoax being played on his Latin friends,

the real Roger was also somewhat flat-

tered that somebody thought him im-

portant enough to risk possible judicial

action for fraud just to impersonate

him. A wire to the Mexican capital

brought an abrupt termination to the

phony Mr. Williams’ fiesta.

Almost everyone approached was

pleased with the manner in which the

Summer business had held up. The

top topic of conversation, about which

many rumors and few facts were

bandied, was the controversial “Fly-

ing Saucer” on Luniverse Records.

Its release just prior to the NAMM
show, and the whirlwind takeoff which

had the sales figures adding up to a

phenomenal sum, had every distribu-

tor and dealer buzzing, “Where can

I get some?” Most were disinclined

to get drawn into the legal problems

that were associated with the record

with the general opinion being it was
none of their concern. They felt they

were in business to sell records and
the legal entanglements were some-

thing for the manufacturers and pub-

lishers to work out among them-

selves.

Saul Bihari was one of the most
sought personalities at the show when
he introduced his version called “Out
Of This World with Flying Saucers”

in the RPM label. This release pro-

jected him into the center of the most
talked about record in years and it

kept him busy until Tuesday evening,

when he had to cut his visit short and

return to the coast to help co-ordinate

shipments.

Typical of all conventions, the man-
ufacturers did a great deal of enter-

taining, meeting and discussing busi-

Epic also arranged with its sister
label, Columbia, for the privilege of
cutting Joe Loco, Latin American ar-
tist, on the Epic label. Loco will be
issued on both labels.

Charles Schicke, Director of class-
ical A & R, spoke of plans to build
Epic s own roster of outstanding-

names, in addition to the releases ob-
tained through Phillips in Europe.
In the past Epic had been entirely de-
pendent on Phillips.

In summing up the meeting, Holtz-
man said, “We were elated with the
enthusiastic reception given our prod-
uct and our plans by the distributors,

and most exciting was the large
amount of orders they placed to back
up their enthusiasm.”

“Baker’s Dozen” offer for a period of

one month.

Plans for the incentive campaign

Wildi outlines the plan as follows:

“The idea behind this plan means
just what the term implies. Distribu-

tors may order any catalogue item

within established price categories in

multiples of twelve for which they will

receive one free copy of the numbers
invoiced. In turn, retailers may order

in combination multiples of twelve and

receive an added bonus of any LP in

the catalogue of their own choice as a

source of additional revenue. Thus an

order of 48 or 96 pieces carries 4 or 8

LP’s entirely free which can be sold

at the prevailing price with the seller

pocketing the additional profit.”

The plan is effective for distributors

from August 1 to September 1, and

for retailer from August 4 to Sep-

tember 5.

Fiesta Issues Album To

Teach Cha-Cha-Cha

And Merengue

NEW YORK—In answer to endless
requests from retail record shops
throughout the U. S., Fiesta Records
has issued a new album called “Dance
Lessons in Cha-Cha-Cha and Me-
rengue”, as taught by one of New
York’s leading dance teaching duos,
Tony and Lucille.

The record was recorded before a
class of novices who were learning the
dances from scratch.

Fiesta prexy Jose Moran reports
that the reaction to the new platter
from distributors and dealers indicates
that this may become the label’s best
selling LP.

The liner notes of the LP offer the
buyer diagrams of both dance steps in

Imported from Engdand, the Essex
is equipped with an AM-FM tuner, a

plays 7-inch, 10-inch and 12-inch rec-
ords, a piezo-electric phonofluid car-
tridge, a diamond 45-33% stylus and
a 78 rpm sapphire stylus.

The sound system features a 20-watt
maximum output, separate bass and
treble controls, three speakers includ-
ing one 12-inch speaker never before
used in a commercial set plus two elec-
trostatic tweeters. Plug-in jacks ac-
commodate external speakers and an-
tennas.

The walnut finish cabinet, built by
English craftsmen, has storage space
for 100 records and is protected by a
pneumatically controlled safety lid

that can never slam shut. It’s 33 inches
high, 34% inches wide, and 18 inches
deep.

Denny And Pierce Win Copyright Suit

NASHVILLE, TENN. — A Federal

court jury of nine men and three

women last week in Nashville ruled

that Cedarwood Publishing Company
president, Jim Denny, and Decca Coun-
try recording star, Webb Pierce, vio-

lated no copyright laws in recording

the Pierce hit, “More and More.”

The decision came as the result of a

$50,000 lawsuit filed against Denny
and Pierce by a California recording

company headed by Lew Chudd.
Chudd heads the Commodore Music

Company, which operates the Imperial

Music Corporation. Chudd alleged that

the rights for the song were his after

signing a contract with Louisiana

singer, Merle Kilgore.

Kilgore alleged that Pierce was his

“idol” and that he came to Nashville

to seek “professional advice” from
the Decca artist.

In the last day’s session in Federal

Judge William E. Miller’s court, the

jury was treated to a “jam session,”

which included songs by Pierce, Kil-

gore himself strumming, an opinion

voiced by Peabody College music head,

C. B. Hunt, and recordings by Guy
Lombardo.

Denny and Pierce claimed that they

themselves had a “legal and valid”

contract with the young “Tall Texan”
who was signed by Chudd after alleg-

edly being referred to him by Pierce

and after hearing only two tapes of

Kilgore’s.

College professor Hunt, upon hear-

ing the two songs, and who said his

favorite singer in the Country field is

George Morgan, said that “More and
More” and “Slowly” have more dis-

similarities than similarities.

“Slowly” came into the picture be-

cause from it the melody came alleg-

edly to Kilgore for “More and More.”

Pierce, upon hearing “More and
More,” recognized the melody as close-

ly matching the melody of his and
Tommy Hill’s hit composition of

“Slowly.”

Professor Hunt said that upon hear-

ing the two songs that they possibly

sounded alike because of the “chord

sequences” of the man who was play-

ing them, Wayne Walker, who works

for Denny at the Cedarwood Publish-

ing Company.
As it turned out though, Denny,

head of WSM Artist Service Bureau,

where Grand Ole Opry originates on

Saturday nights, and one of Nash-
ville’s leading citizens, and Pierce, as

well as Cedarwood, were found not to

have violated any copyright laws in re-

cording “More and More.”

Crowell-Collier Buys Clubs

NEW YORK—Paul C. Smith, presi-

dent of The Crowell-Collier Publishing

Company, and David and Samuel Jo-

sefowitz have jointly announced the

acquisition by Crowell-Collier of the

Concert Hall Society and four record

clubs operated by the Josefowitzes.

The record clubs, Musical Master-

piece Society, Chamber Music Society,

Jazztone Society and Opera Society,

have combined mailing lists of over

600,000 long playing record buyers.

Over 1,000 recordings are included in

the transaction.

In announcing the move into record

club operations, Smith said the clubs

would be operated as a new subsidiary

of Crowell-Collier with William H.

Fowler, who joined the company in

mapping record club plans in March,

as General Manager. Formerly he was
Vice President of Capitol Records,

Inc.

“We feel that records provide an

ideal communications medium; one

that will complement our communica-
tions efforts in magazine and book

publishing, and our recent entry into

radio and television,” the Crowell-Col-

lier president stated. (Crowell-Collier

last Friday made its first formal step

toward diversification into broadcast-

ing by filing for Federal Communica-
tions Commission approval of its ac-

quisition of Los Angeles rado station

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WASHINGTON, D.O.—In keeping
with the editorial policy of The Cash
Box calling attention to the continued
price increases of all products, there-
by decreasing the value of the dollar,
necessitating the changeover to dime
play (another editorial appears on
this page), we reproduce the latest
report by Ewan Clague, Commissioner
of Labor Statistics on the national
Consumer Price Index of June. This
report shows that the national Con-
sumer Price Index rose last month to
116.2, the highest level on record. This
was an increase of .7 per cent. It
was the fourth successive rise. Clague
states another is expected next month.
This June rise was the sharpest
monthly spurt in more than five years.
The previous high of 115.4 was reached
last May, and in October, 1955. This
rise will mean automatic wage in-
creases for a half-million workers now
and for more than a million in the
automobile industry and related fields
a month from now. Rises are esti-
mated to mean an additional 2 to 3
cents per hour.

WASHINGTON, D.C.—Another re-
port coming out of the nation’s capital
is also interesting to all. The Depart-
ment of Commerce, reporting on the
economy during the first six months,
said “the national economy operated
at a record rate, well above the same
period a year ago.” Retail sales for
this period set new records and were
4 per cent above the same period of
1955, despite lower auto sales. The re-
port stated that personal income from
wages, interest, rents, dividends and
all other sources combined in the Jan-
uary-June period to sustain a rising
total income to the spending public.
Employment also set new records.

NEW YORK—Some very interest-
ing items can be culled from a report
this week by the president of the
New York Stock Exchange as a result
of a survey made for the Exchange.
In a little more than four years, there
have been some 500,000 persons a year
who have become stockholders. Over-
all there are more than 10 million
stockholders in the United States.
Women stockholders now outnumber
men by 51.6 to 48.4. In 1952 the men
outnumbered the women.

U. S. Appeals Court Exempts

Merchandise Sold For Prizes

From Retailers’ Excise Tax

CHICAGO—Premium firms, as well

as ops, very much interested in de-

cision just rendered by Eighth U. S.

Court of Appeals in case of Gellman
vs. U. S. that merchandise sold for

prizes is exempt from retailers’ (10

per cent Federal) excise tax.

This decision affects goods sold to

churches, social clubs, taverns, indus-

trial concerns and others to be given
away as awards.

The court contended these sales were
not at retail. They were plainly at

wholesale, the court held.

The court also noted that tax col-

lectors had sought to levy on Gellman
because they anticipated administra-

tive difficulties if they tried to collect

from non-mercantile buyers such as

social clubs.

Customers of stores pay the retail-

ers’ excise tax on taxable merchandise
given away as premiums, such as for

the return of premium stamps.
A large amount of taxes is involved

in this case, which is subject to re-

fund claims by companies dealing in

premiums.
According to experts th's case is

probably headed for the U. S. Supreme
Court.

Box Price Lists” act exactly the same as the market quotation board at the Stock
Exchange—posting the prices as they are quoted for the past week, regardless of

how much they may seem to be out of line. Some prices do not change for

months. “The Cash Box Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain the last

known quotations for such equipment so that the subscriber at least has the last

known prices as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely divergent.

Someone on the West Coast may feel a certain machine worth $150.00 whereas
someone on the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of course, serial,

appearance, demand, territory, quantity, and condition of equipment must be
taken into consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstanding firms, having
a reputation for shipping completely reconditioned machines, will be offered
at higher prices than others, due to the added cost of reconditioning.) “The
Cash Box Price Lists” reports each quotation exactly as it is made and depends
on the subscriber to make average price adjustments to fit the peculiarities of

his territory.

METHOD: “The Cash Box Price Lists” should be read as follows: First

price listed is lowest price quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest
price quoted.

FOREIGN BUYERS: To cover cost of packing, crating, shipping, etc., figure

an additional $20 to $25 on Pin Games—and $25 to $30 on Phonographs.

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, bay equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely

recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will

purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
