sight of is the importance of single rec-

ords. It’s true that packaged goods are

less of a gamble ; they sell over a longer

period of time; and they tend to pro-

vide the record industry with a much

needed stabilizing factor.

However the fact remains that the

great profit—sometimes within a mat-

ter of a couple of weeks—comes from

single records.

It’s a well known fact in our business

that one hit record can go a long, long

way. Even major firms, with huge or-

ganizations to support, do very well if

they can come up with as little as a half

a dozen hits a year. If they come up

with anything more than that, they’re

be encouraged, developed and ex-

panded as far as it can possibly go. In

saying this, we are by no means depre-

cating the album business. That too

should be developed to its fullest extent.

But it seems to us that now that every-

one has “discovered” the album busi-

ness, and it has become the accepted

thing to talk about its tremendous

future, we may be neglecting the single

business and de-emphasizing its impor-

tance.

The products of the record business

are singles and albums. Both are vital

to the healthy existence of our industry.

If we neglected either one. we would be

taking a long step towards stunting and

limiting our future growth.

WSM Prepares For Fifth

Annual Disk Jockey Festival

NASHVILLE— WSM has started

the ball rolling for the station’s mam-
moth disk jockey festival slated for

November 9 and 10. This is the fifth

annual festival which is held each

year in commemoration of the Grand

Ole Opry’s anniversary. This year

marks the Country style’s 31st year,

adding to its record as the longest con-

tinuous commercial show on radio.

WSM is anticipating an attendance of

2000 disk jockeys, trade press dele-

LOS ANGELES, CALIF. — The
State of California must have a high-
powered magnet working for it. It is

reported that the fabulous growth of

this state is continuing at an accel-

Enter New Products to Join Worldwide Biz Boom

CHICAGO—After passing its 25th
year a revival is taking place in the
pinbiz which, from all present indica-
tions, will lead to a world market of
greater scope and potential.

This should, at the same time, step
up sales to the U. S. market as well,

it is believed.

The entrance of more manufacturers
into the pinbiz hasn’t occasioned the
surprise that many thought would re-

sult.

It has been well known for many
months that the pinbiz has been
booming in world markets from Latin
America, through Europe into Asia.

The manufacturing revival which
has resulted has brought greater at-
tention to the pinbiz than has been the
case in some time.

This has, if anything at all, heart-
ened the manufacturers. They believe
that the present domestic market can
be expanded. They also think this
will lead to a greater world market
for the new and intriguing pinball

amusements.
It's a long, long cry from the very

first popular priced pinball of early

1931. This was “Bingo.” It was
manufactured by Bingo Manufactur-
ing Company, here in Chicago. The
firm was headed by Leo Berman. The
game sold for $16.50, f.o.b. Chicago,
111. It was entirely mechanical. Origi-

nally it featured 10 balls for 1 cent

or 5 cents, coin chute optional.

This was quickly followed by a

new manufacturer in 1931 who pro-

duced “Ballyhoo.” The firm was Bally
Manufacturing Company, headed by
Ray T. Maloney. “Ballyhoo” was also

priced at $16.50. It was the very first

big hit pinball to come to market.
At the same time, Dave Gottlieb of

D. Gottlieb & Company, was continu-

ing to manufacture his first hit, “Baf-
fle Ball.”

From then on a series of games
were introduced. The first game fea-

turing the use of electricity was the

late Fred McClellan’s “Contact” of

the old Pacific firm. There was the
figure eight game that clicked, “Five
Star Final,” by D. Gottlieb & Com-

With new and different amuse-
ments breaking into the market, pin-

balls were neglected by the greater
majority of the manufacturers the
business gradually slid to a steady
sales basis with world markets cur-
tailed for some time.

In the past few years, world mar-

kets have reawakened to the pintails,

due to sales of used machines. This

coupled with the continued steady do-

mestic market, gradually created in-

terest among factories here who, this

past month or so, began to again see

possibility for good production sched-

ules.

The resultant effect becomes more
noticeable each week as more and
more manufacturers announce new
pinballs.

Most important is the great growth
of the world markets. Second in im-

port seems to be the domestic market.

But with more manufacturers in

the field it is generally believed that

the domestic market will also ex-

pand and will reopen many, many
more locations to pinballs than what
was formerly the case.

With increased market potential
there is no doubt that the rebirth
of this 25-year-old baby may soon

bring about an entirely new appre-

ciation of the intricate electro-me-

chanics being built into the new type

pinballs.

Also extremely interesting is the

fact that these games are now ar-

ranged for two players, as well as

four players., from their original

single player form. D. Gottlieb &
Company pioneered this multiple

player action.

Whether this present growth boom
will turn, into a business boom is as yet

to be seen. But, from all present indi-

cations, and from' the enthusiasm of

the manufacturers re-entering the

field, this seems to be the prediction.

Strangers would park
their cars in front of the coin firms early in the morning, and keep them
there all day, thus preventing operators from driving their cars to these
firms. Parking mefers would keep these strangers away, and allow customers
to park for short periods.

“The Cash Box Price Lists”

[Also known as the “C. M. I. (Coin Machine

Industry) BLUE BOOK”]

FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear

in the quotation of high and low prices of certain

equipment. Like any true reporter “The Price Lists”

can only feature the market prices as they are

quoted. “The Price Lists” acts exactly the same as

the market quotation board at the Stock Exchange

—

posting the prices as they are quoted for the past

week, regardless of how much they may seem to be
out of line. Some prices do not change for months.

“The Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain

the last known quotations for such equipment so

that the subscriber at least has the last known prices

as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely
divergent. Someone on the West Coast may feel a

certain machine worth $150.00 whereas someone on
the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of
course, serial, appearance, demand, territory, quan-

tity, and condition of equipment must be taken into

consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstand-

ing firms, having a reputation for shipping com-
pletely reconditioned machines, will be offered at

higher prices than others, due to the added cost of

reconditioning.) “The Price Lists” reports each quo-

tation exactly as it is made and depends on the sub-

scriber to make average price adjustments to fit the

peculiarities of his territory.

METHOD: “The Price Lists” should be read as

follows: First price listed is lowest price quoted for

the week; Second price listed is highest price

quoted.

FOREIGN BUYERS: To cover cost of packing,

crating, shipping, etc., figure an additional $20 to

Reports received indicate that, in some eases, pur-

chasers become upset due to the fact that they can-

not, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed

at from $10.00 to $25.00 ask from $50.00 up te> $75.00

and even more for these very same machines. Pur-
chasers of such equipment must realise that machines
in the very low priced categories much worn to be
priced at these low figures. To completely recondi-

tion such machines, the reconditioner mnst add onto
his price the cost of transportation to obtain these

machines, the labor, parts and snpplies needed to re-

condition the machines, pins the cost of cartons,

crates and labor for packing and shipping of the ma-
chines, in addition to a decent profit which will, in

most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00

machine to anywhere from $50.00 to $75.00 and np.

In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that

many of the parts have to be made by hand or

contracted for at some machinist shop, since

mannfactnrers of many of the old arcade machines
and kiddie rides are no longer in business, and it is

impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Pur-
chasers of snch equipment should take these facts into

consideration and, at the same time, should also real-

ize that many buyers today have their own repair and
reconditioning departments as well as experienced
mechanics. These buyers will purchase machines “as
is” at prices quoted by the trade at large and recon
didon the machines themselves to meet their own
operating standards.
