And the wonderful thing about this

ordering is that it encompasses all

phases of records, all fields and all

styles, both singles and albums.

This Summer therefore, has been the

final turning point. It Mas the time

when record sales took the kind of a

jump which gave positive proof that a

new day of record marketing Mas here.

When in the future, the record busi-

ness looks hack and tries to put a date

on the time that it graduated from a

little business to a major industry, the

Summer of 1956 is going to stand out

as one of the most important.

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Alan Freed Does Sensational

$220,000 For 9 Day Stand

At Brooklyn Paramount
NEW YORK—Alan Freed once

again put to rest the stories that con-
tinue to bounce up that the rhythm
and blues influence on pop music has
shot its bolt, by turning' a nine day
stand at the Brooklyn Paramount into

a record breaking box office magnet.

Freed, playing five to six shows
daily, pulled in $220,000, which is in

all likelihood the nation’s theatre
record for a nine day stand. At prices

that ranged from $1.50 to $2.50,

Freed was able to pull in the same
physical attendance in nine days that
he had previously played to in ten
days last Easter. However, with the

$2.50 top for weekend night perform-
ances, his gross of $220,000 set a new
dollar record.

Starting on a Wednesday, the box

office totaled approximately $16,000,

picked up on Thursday to $18,000, Fri-

day, $19,000, did a whopping approxi-

mate $100,000 for Saturday, Sunday
and Monday, and closed out the final

three days with an average of $20,000

to $21,000.

Contrary to many similar type

shows throughout the country, the

Brooklyn Paramount continued to

keep its record clean as the show
closed its stay with not one incident

to blemish its record. Gene Pleshette,

manager, had prepared with a strong-

force of special police augmented by

a full staff of ushers and city police.

CHICAGO—The coin machine in-

dustry also has some pretty large
companies. Is it true that Automatic
Canteen Company of America, con-
sidered the largest vending machine
operating firm in the World, has
300,000 units in operation, and grosses
some $100,000,000 ? Following the
current trend among large firms, con-
solidating and absorbing smaller out-
fits, it appears that the vending divi-

sion of the industry is headed for
some very “big” organizations. A
number of months ago, Rowe and
Automatic Canteen consolidated. Then
Hoffman Machinery took over APCO.
This past week saw two more such
moves. National Vending and Con-
tinental Car-Na-Var Corporation
merged, becoming Continental Indus-
tries, Inc.; and Universal Match Corp-
oration acquired a substantial stock
interest in National Rejectors, Inc.

NEW YORK—That the country’s
cigarette smokers have forgotten all

about the recent “cancer scare” is

obvious in the report this week by
the Internal Revenue Service. Aggre-
gate shipments during the first six
month of this yeal- totaled 196.7 bil-
lion cigarettes against 191.7 billion in
the first half of last year. Output by
the cigarette manufacturers during
this first six month period topped the
record high established in 1953 and
amounted to 212.4 billion, in contrast
to 208 billion in the first half of 1955.

CHICAGO—The Atlantic Monthly
(a publication) stated that 40 out of
every 100 men who start their own
business fall by the wayside. Another
59 out of the 100 get tied up so that
they can’t sell out or even earn as
much as they would as employees for
another firm. (Editor’s note: These
statistics certainly weren’t culled from
the coin machine industry. One hardly
ever hears of a coin firm or operator
going broke.)

NEW YORK—In last week’s col-
umn we noted that 290 companies
spent more than $1,000,000 each for
advertising in 1955. Going a bit fur-
ther, it is estimated that $9,200,000,-
000 was spent in 1955 on all forms of
advertising. Of the 290 firms who
spent over one million, 25 spent more
than ten million each. However, it is

stated that a major part of the
total expenditure was made by the
many smaller advertisers, the nation’s
4,000,000 business enterprises.

As noted merchants have stated,

“With more time on their hands, labor

is bound to spend more for leisure time

merchandise.”

It is noted that the sales of sporting

goods of all types, whether fishing, golf,

tennis or for the indoor sports, have con-

tinued to increase at a steady pace as the

workingman and woman finds more

time to enjoy both outdoor and indoor

amusements.

What’s even more impressive to

noted national merchandisers is the fact

that, regardless of less working hours*

the workers have more money in their

pocketbooks and this, of itself, opens a

tremendously profitable vista.

Those students of the coin machines

industry who have always planned ahead

are thinking hard about amusements

that would attract some of these leisure

hours and will, at the same time, bring

profitable businesses into being for the

nation’s operators.

Whether this will mean an entirely

new era of coin operated products,

which seem to he best suited for such

leisure time, is not as yet known. But

what is definite is that this field will find

it lias a tremendous potential in the fact

that less working hours means more

leisure time and since the workers are

earning more they can spend more to

enjoy this leisure.
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ay (Nickel) Ops:

ACE ROUGH TIMES AHEAD
Zooming Costs Plus Increased Over-

head Expenses Portend Dark Days

Ahead For V Play Ops

CHICAGO—As was expected, and

as is now becoming fact, more and

more of the 24 (nickel) play ops all

over the country are beginning to

complain that they simply cannot

equalize income against overhead.

Most of these operators are com-

plaining that, if costs and overhead

would have remained static, they

might “have had a fighting chance”.

But with the inflationary spiral

making another turn upward, and
with still further hikes in prices of

all equipment as well as supplies and

other necessities to do business, the

24 play operators are faced with a

very dark future.

“There is no way out of this

mess”, one operator advises, “unless

we get together and recognize the

fact that we simply cannot continue

to charge 24 per play (as you people

of The Cash Box have so logically

pointed out) and pay almost that per

play, when it’s all broken dowTn, for

the supplies, parts, labor and new
equipment we need to. continue in

business.”

“How can he”, he asks, “continue

to charge just about what it costs

and still remain in business?”

(This is exactly what this publica-

tion has been asking the 24 (nickel)

play operators for many years now.)

With such basic materials as steel

and copper prices raising, and with

such components as fractional horse
power motors already advising that
prices will be higher this coming
month, there is no way out of the
morass for the 24 play operator unless
he attempts, by changing over to dime
play, to match income against outgo.

As is easily recognized, the dime,
too, has continued to become thinner
and thinner with constant creeping
inflation. The dime of today is worth
but 4 4 - But even at this low valuation
it still has a deterring effect on con-
stant spiraling inflationary costs.

There is also no doubt that the
finer and more complex electro-me-
chanical products of the industry,
whether amusement, music or vend-
ing machines, will have to go up in

price to meet the higher costs of raw'
materials, components and labor.

Furthermore, in those areas where
play is down, intake has reached the
point where many ai-e faced with loss

if they are featuring 24 (nickel) play.

Certainly, then, the 24 play ops
are definitely up against it to pull out
of this constantly engulfing mess.

From some areas come the reports
that dime play operators- are getting
together on “front money guarantees”
in an effort to stave off the effect of
rising overhead expense and in-

creased costs.

Some dime play ops have even bold-

ly recommended that entire areas
change to a 70%-30% commission ba-
sis. 70% to the operators and 30% to

the locations.

If these men are planning such
action then, certainly, any 2 4 play
operators in those areas must be fac-

ing ever engulfing rough seas which
can only lead to bankruptcy.

ROY SMALL

DETROIT, MICH. —Roy Small,

conciliator and public relations counsel

for United Music Operators of Michi-

gan, this city, is winning great acclaim

from music operators here and from

many other areas for his great efforts

in forestalling and averting excessive

license fees being placed against the

operators of phonos.

His success in the case of Wyan-
dotte, Michigan, where a 16 year old

ordinance called for a $100 license fee

and $25 per machine, reducing this

to a $10 minimum fee for either one

or two machines and for $5 for each

phonograph thereafter, has brought

him great praise.

In fact, the city of Wyandotte has

also agreed to review this matter in

a year and see whether even this

ordinance is necessary at that time.

The Writ of Mandamus which Roy
Small obtained from Judge Joseph A.
Moynihan on August 28, 1956 for
the City of Melvindaie, Michigan to

show cause why the huge fee this

city desires as a licensing fee should
be so held, has won admiration for
him.
The Writ has been carefully pre-

pared. It is a document which shows
a very keen appreciation of the juke
box operators.
As Roy Small points out, music

ordinances are regulatory licenses. A
license can only be issued for regula-
tion and not for tax. This has been
upheld by legal opinion in Michigan.

There are some of the belief here
that should Roy Small win his case
there may be a complete national
upheaval in regard to automatic music
licensing. If no regulation is required,
certainly there is no need for licensing.

In the meantime music leaders here
point to Roy Small as “the man for
the job”, “the man to head a ‘Na-
tional Tax Council’ ” as has been
recommended by The Cash Box for
years.
“At least”, says one leader, “Roy

Small is the best man there is in

the industry, in our opinion, to head

the music division of a ‘National Tax
Council’.

“His experience and his work in

behalf of license regulation and the

great successes he has won will prove

of great value to all music operators

all over the country.”

Questioned in this regard, Roy

Small stated that he would be happy

to help music operators in other areas

of the nation who are being plagued

by excessive licensing fees or by any

other licensing matters at this time.

“The orders which we accumulated
from foreign markets by mid-July as-
sured us of constant shipping until

well into October.

“We believe that even this will not
be sufficient time to fill all the orders
we have on hand and orders which
we have since received.

“There is no doubt”, this distribu-
tor comments, “that the export busi-
ness was a lifesaver as far as we
were concerned this past summer.”

This is similar to reports being re-

ceived from many other distributors
who suffered a temporary drouth of
business this past summer. lmost
every one of these men attributes con-
tinued business activity to the export
field.

The demand, it is claimed, for many
types of used machines hasn’t halted
for even a moment, as far as the ex-
port market is concerned.

Distributors are searching every-
where to obtain sufficient numbers of

the used machines they require in an

effort to fill the backlog of orders

they have on hand.

One well known distributor visiting

this city reported:

“Not only has the export market
opened an extremely valuable sales

field for every distributor who spe-

cializes in export shipments, but has

enabled many to offer very attractive

trades to operators for machines

needed to fill orders.

“In this way”, he points out, “every-

one from manufacturer to operator

benefits from the growth of world-

wide business.

“The manufacturer knows he will

sell more new machines because we,

as distributors, are offering extremely

attractive trade-in values to the oper-

ators for the used machines we need.

“The operator is therefore getting
a much better price for his used
equipment.

“We must, at this time, congratulate
The Cash Box”, he stated, “on the
great work your publication has done
with its ‘Quarterly Export Editions’
printed in Spanish, French, German
as well as in English, in helping to
tremendously stimulate sales to the
world markets and, thereby, helping
all in this industry in the U.S.A. to
profit.”

Fewer Ciggy Machine Ops

As “Bigs” Buy Out “Smalls”

Music and Games Ops Become Best Buyers of

New Cig Venders to Diversify Their Operations

CHICAGO — Many are becoming-
few, and even fewer, as the weeks and
months go by, as far as specialized
cigarette machine operations are con-
cerned.

The “bigs” are buying- out the
“smalls.” This is happening every-
where in the country, according to
reliable reports.

It seems that those operators with
a route of less than fifty cigarette
vending machines find the going-

rough, especially when competing
against larger organizations who are
efficiently geared to service as well
as profit from the pennies profits in-

volved in cigarette vending machines
operating.
The “smalls” are giving- up. They’re

selling out to the “bigs.” The result
is that travelers about the nation find
less and less operators in any one area
engaged in the operation of cigarette
venders exclusively.
As v/ell known merchandisers have

stated, “Tire public isn’t as much in-
terested in the machine as in the mer-
chandise it vends.

‘ if they want a nice, fresh, clean
looking package of a certain cigarette,
they don t care about the machine.
They care about the pack of ciga-
rettes.”

There is probably less percentage
of replacement in the cig vender biz

than in any other division of the in-

dustry, with the possible exception of
service machines, such as scales.

The best buyers of cigarette ma-
chines, it is reported, have become the
music and games operators.

They are buying in an effort to di-

versify their operations. They have
come to the belief that the location is

all-important and, because it is more
efficient to service extra equipment on
the same spot while, at the same time,
paying for the servicing overhead with
such extra machines, have turned to
cigarette venders.

Many music and games ops already
have routes of ciggy venders. Others
are gradually finding- they are building
fair sized routes.
The average music and games op

used to turn his locations over to the
cig specialist in his area. Today he
finds it more worthwhile to handle
this himself.

Sales of the new cig venders are,
therefore, being made in better quan-
tity to these new operators than to the
older merchandisers.
The older men work on a small re-

placement quota. The new men are
anxious to build.

There’s a difference which has
proved to cig machine manufacturers
that business is better where it’s

newer.

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will

purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
