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For months now, Rock and Roll has

made great newspaper copy. Many
papers, in an attempt to cash in on the

sensational angle, have played np all the

negative factors without even attempt-

ing to understand it, explain its causes,

or give an objective reason for its ob-

vious appeal.

At last, however, one newspaper, The

Neiv 1 ork Post
, has started a series

which so far lias treated Rock and Roll

not as some dire conspiracy, hut as a

phenomenon which has definite socio-

logical causes. It tries to explain where

it came from, why it developed, the dif-

ficulties it overcame, and it does these

things not with a leer, which has become

the accepted attitude toward Rock and

Roll, hut with an attempt at under-

standing.

The editors of The Cash Box are

very happy at the way this is being

handled by The Post
, for, in an attempt

to get a more objective hearing for

Rock and Roll, we played a part in

bringing this subject to the attention

of The Post. As a matter of fact, Nor-

man Orleck, associate editor of The
Cash Box

,
is quoted extensively through-

out The Post article, where he gives a

much more objective view of the sub-

ject than has heretofore been available

to the public.

The real problem is that within our

trade we know the people who are creat-

ing Rock and Roll, we know* thev are

not delinquents or potential criminals

(some songwriters’ contentions to the

contrary notwithstanding), and we
know that their intention is not to en-

snare little boys and girls. However,

that knowledge for the most part has

stayed almost completely within our

own industry. As far as the general

public is concerned, its conception of

Rock and Roll conies from the press,

which has jumped upon every disturb-

ance where teenagers gather to de-

nounce Rock and Roll as the cause. The
public’s opinions, too, have been formu-

lated by critics who don’t like the move-

ments of Elvis Presley, and for the most

part by people who fear any and every-

thing they don’t know or understand.

The Neiv I ork Post has now taken

the lead in presenting to the public a

view of Rock and Roll which somehow
doesn t jive with the disaster stories

which the public has been readme for

months. Of course, one series in one

newspaper isn t going to change every-

one's opinion. But the approach is right

and the series is necessary.

We salute The Post and hope that

newspapers throughout the country will

see fit to bring their coverage of Rock
and Roll up to a somewhat more objec-

tive level.

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|P emarkable History Of Dot Records
HOLLYWOOD—At the end of the

war in 1945 a 27-year-old Air Force
Lieutenant named Randolph C. WeStT
—otherwise known as “Randy”—was
discharged from the service and re-

turned to his home in Tennessee
where his young wife Lois, and daugh-
ter Linda were waiting for him.

Like so many young ex-service men,
Randy Wood faced the future some-
what at loose ends and with precious
little of this world’s goods. Having-
been previously graduated from Mid-
dle Tennessee State College, he opened
a tiny store in Gallatin, known as
Randy’s where he stocked a few appli-

ances and repaired radios. For the
next two years there were times when
he was scarcely able to make ends
meet. In 1947, to stimulate business,

he added phonograph records to his

merchandise. This event did not at
first appear to provide the hoped-for
hypo until one day Randy heard a local

disk jockey plug a C.O.D. product. He
decided to offer records to the public
on the same basis and shortly there-
after Randy’s store was doing a brisk
business as a mail order house. Today

;

Randy’s is the largest such mail order
concern in the world and still operates
out of Gallatin.
The town of Gallatin in North

Central Tennessee had approximately
7500 inhabitants in 1949. It lies 28
miles north and east of Nashville.
While Gallatin is undoubtedly the
most unlikely place in the world in

which a record company might be ex-
pected to come into existence and
thereafter, to flourish, the town’s
proximity to Nashville is a vital, if

odd-ball, fact that sparked the series
of events which led to the formation of
Dot Records. Because it happens that
Nashville is the home of the famed
“Grand Ole Opry” radio program and
generally the source of nearly all

Country music." For that reason,
countless country combos and singers
are attracted to the area. One day
just such a group, called the Tennessee
Drifters, wandered into Gallatin, ap-
proached Randy and proposed that he
cut a record of their music. Intrigued,
he took them over to Gallatin’s radio
station WHIN and recorded “Honest
Heart” and “Boogie Beat Rag.”
Randy Wood was now in the record

business, without an organized com-
pany, a label name, or previous ex-
perience. Since “even the longest
journey begins with a single step,”
Randy’s first step was the decision
to stay in the record business. Second-
ly, he named his company “Dot” (“I
wanted something short and simple
that people would remember,” he said
later), and thirdly, with the help of
his secretary, Mrs. Polly Mitchener
(who deposited $1,000 in the Gallatin
bank as initial capital for Dot Rec-
ords, which remains in the bank, un-
touched to this day), he began scout-
ing talent for his new venture. There
was a lot of it around Nashville, .so
Dot turned out a number of hillbilly;

records which were sold through
Randy’s mail order set-up. Slowly the
profits and the reputation of Randy’s
company grew. Out of these early ef-
forts Randy Wood discovered that he
possessed an ear attuned to hits.
As it developed later, Randy Wood

had a lot of other special attributes
besides a cash box in his middle ear.
He had, for instance, a gift for pick-
ing people with talent on the artistic
side of the ledger, and on the business
side he displayed the same knack for
choosing the right person for the right
job*. He hired a local girl named
Christine Hamilton who later develop-
ed into a superlative saleswoman and
in four years rose to her present im-
portant position as Director of Pro-
duction for Dot Records. Co-ordi-
nating the intricate task of processing
the thousands of orders that flood into
t-he Dot offices everyday, Christine is
assisted by two long-time Dot em-
ployees, Ferris Sloan and Mary Brew-
er. Christine spends hours on the
long distance phone talking to distrib-
utois all over the country everyday.
Randy hired an accounting wizard,

L. L. “Rip” Thornton, who is today
vice-president and treasurer of the
^company. Rip efficiently streamlined
the many-faceted operations^concern-
ing publisher and artist contracts,

royalties and all things financial. Rip
quietly rides herd on the financial

transactions of the company and has
done his job so well that even with the
excessively rapid expansion of the
company, it has never at any time
overreached its financial soundness.
Randy hired a telented Salesman
named A1 Bennett who helped to es-

tablish Dot in many of the nation’s

key areas, rose to become a vice-presi-

dent and resigned only recently to

head the Southern California opera-
tions of the Hart Distributing Com-
pany handling Dot and London.
Retaining a 70% ownership of the

company, Randy early sold ten per-

cent interests each to Gene Nobles,
a Nashville disk jockey on WLAC, A1
Bennett and Gilbert Brown who is

now v.p. and mgr. of Randy’s store

and mail order business in Gallatin.

Meanwhile, Randy had discovered
a great artistic talent in a young piano
player named Johnny Maddox. Johnny
was a Gallatin boy, tall, dark, hand-
some and completely unknown. Randy
issued a record called “San Antonio
Rose”, with Maddox as the perform-
ing artist, which was a hit and a few
distributors, mainly in the South, be-

came interested in the Dot line. It

was shortly after the Maddox hit that

a vocal group of three Western Ken-
tucky State College students named
the Hilltoppers were brought to

Randy’s attention. The fourth mem-
ber of the group, a musician named
Billy Vaughn, was playing piano with
a small combo in the Bowling Green
(Ky.) Club. He had written a song-

called “Trying”, which Randy record-

ed in the college auditorium and there-

by launched this group on a highly
successful professional, career. They
later were voted the most programmed
vocal group fin The Cash Box disk

jockey poll for 1954. “Trying” was
Randy Wood’s first really big release,

and sold close to a million. Distribu-

tors in all sections of the country now
began to notice Dot Records.

In 1954 Wood signed the Fontane
Sisters, who were then part of Perry
Como’s television show. They turned
out “Hearts of Stone”, which zoomed
to the top and stayed on the Hit
Parade for many weeks. “Seventeen”,
“Eddie My Love” and other Fontane
hits followed. The Hilltoppers came
up with “P.S. I Love You”, and got
a gold record for their million copies

sold. Other artists were consistent

sellers on Dot. Mac Wiseman, a coun-
try artist, was an established favorite

by now, Maddox was going great,

Snooky Lanson had joined the fold,

and Billy Vaughn had become Musical
Director for Dot. He was arranging
all the tunes recorded by the other
Dot artists, and then came up with
his own recording of “Melody of

Love”, which was one of 1954’s big-

best hits. Disk Jockey Jim Lowe re-

corded “Close the Door”, a big one.

In 1955, Randy signed a practically
unknown young singer, Pat Boone, to

record exclusively for Dot. Pat had
sung on radio and TV around Nash-
ville, and had won some amateur
awards including Arthur Godfrey’s
Talent Scouts Show. He was married
and was then attending College in

Denton, Texas, with a take-home pay
of around $50 a week earned by a few
singing jobs here and there. Less than
a year later, following his first re-
cordings, Pat Boone was one of the
most popular young singers in the
country. “Ain’t That A Shame”, “I’ll

Be Home” and “I Almost Lost My
Mind” (which

,
recently reached the

No. 1 spot) firmly established Pat as
a best-seller of versatility and talent
who could compete with the top singers
in the pop field. A few weeks ago,
when Allied Artists Studios was scout-
ing for a top singer to record the
Dimitri Tiomkin-Paul Webster song
“Friendly Persuasion” for their pic-
ture of the same title, Tiomkin select-

ed Pat Boone. Dot Records issued the

song from the picture’s sound track.

“Friendly Persuasion” is now headed
straight for the top.

In the fall of 1955, Randy Wood
signed pert TV actress Gale Storm,
star of the .“My Little Margie” series.

Gale had previously studied music but
had never before made a record. Her
first on Dot was the smash “I Hear
You Knockin’” which landed near the

million mark in sales. Few other

singers in the record world have ever

gone so far so fast with a first record-

ing. Other Gale Storm hits followed:

“Teenage Prayer”, “Why Do Fools
Fall in Love”, “Ivory Tower” and
“Now is the Hour”.

All of the foregoing, plus Johnny
Maddox’ whopping hit “The Crazy
Otto,” had Dot Records stumbling over
itself in an enforced expansion pro-

gram trying to keep up with the pub-
lic’s demands for Dot products. Randy
Wood was recording his artists in

New York, Chicago and Hollywood.
In 1955 he traveled approximately
300,000 miles in an attempt to co-

ordinate the company’s mushrooming
activities, while his home and main
offices remained in Gallatin. Dot
opened offices in New York and Randy
added another talented man to the
growing list of company executives.
Vice-president Henry Onorati, with a
background of experience in music and
newspaper fields, took over the task
of readying Dot for entrance into

album production. Following months
of grinding spade work, the album
program was launched only a few
weeks ago with 16 catalog items and
13 brand new LPs, a venture that has
already met with singular success.
Thus Randy Wood surrounded him-

self with a pool of talent that amply
demonstrated its ability to consolidate
the tremendous growth of the company
that had taken place within the un-
believably short space of five years.
Meanwhile, Wood himself was func-
tioning as Dot’s A&R man, supervis-
ing all recording sessions, scouting
material and talent, guiding the finan-
cial expansion of the company, direct-
ing the activities of Dot’s promotion
men, Jerry Johnson in the West,
Weber Parrish in the South, Bob
Smith in the mid-west, and Mickey
Addy in the East. Wood also had
early developed the so-called “Dot
sound” so characteristic of the label,

which he guards as one of his most
important trade secrets. Aside from
all this activity, Wood continued the
operation of the mail order enterprise,
was named a member of Gov. Frank
Clement’s Board of Mental Health,
had acquired an interest in radio sta-
tion WHIN, as well as a service sta-
tion in Gallatin, and two Tennessee
stock farms which he considered a
hobby. Previously, Randy had formed
the Randy-Smith Music Co., ASCAP,
in partnership with the noted compos-
er Beasley Smith, and the Gallatin
Music Corporation, BMI, in partner-
ship with two close personal friends,
Ted Kelly, young attorney and Jack
Spina, long-established in the personal
management field in New York. Randy
had also entered the personal man-
agement field with Johnny Maddox,
the Fontane Sisters, Pat Boone, the
Hilltoppers and others under contract.
Later he deleg-ated much of artist
representation to' Jack Spina in New
York. He was active in civic, state
and church affairs, was past-president
of the Lions club in Tennessee, and
vice-commander of the local American
Legion post.
Any one of the business enterprises

in which he was interested would have
been considered career enough for one
man, but Randy Wood had energy to

spare. His principal interest natural-
ly lay with Dot Records, which had
grown to nationwide scope with the
status of a major label, and the time
was fast approaching when the far-
flung operations of the firm would
have to be co-ordinated in a head
office located closer to the music world,
to recording facilities and to available
talent. Actually, it was the constant

traveling that finally decided Randy
on moving Dot’s headquarters to

Hollywood. He got sick of planes,
hotel rooms, restaurant food, and of

never having enough time to spend
with his family which besides Lois
and daughter Linda, now included two
sons, Larry and Jobn. At the end of
1955 Dot had an annual income run-
ning into the millions, and a monthly
sale of over a million records. In July
of 1956 Dot Records was transplanted
to Hollywood. Randy’s key executives
followed him to the Coast and took
over fifteen suites of plush offices at
the famous corner of Sunset and Vine.

If the expansion rate of Dot Records
had been hectic in Gallatin, it doubled
in Hollywood. More people were added
to the organization: Bernice Mason,
Publicity Director; Milt Rogers, as-
sistant Musical Director; Ben Jordan,
sound engineer; and others. Dot
issued Sanford Clark’s recording of
“The Fool”, No. 9 in the Top Ten.
Nervous Norvus came out with the

zany and sensational “Transfusion”,
an overnight hit, followed by “Ape
Call” and “The Fang”. Wood signed
new artists Molly Bee, Dick Lory,
Danny Welton and Ranger Andy.
Wood has stepped up the number of
releases with recordings by the Fon-
tane Sisters, their latest being “Please
Don’t Leave Me”, already listed on
the charts, and Billy Vaughn’s “La
La Colette”, backed with “Petticoats
of Portugal”, The Tradewinds’ “Sally”
b/w “I Won’t Be Alone Tonight”, The
Classmates’ “Friends” b/w “I Want
My Love Close By”, Eddie Curtis’
“Don’t Cry” b/w “You’re Much Too
Pretty For Me”, Leroy Van Dyke’s
“Auctioneer” b/w “I Fell In Love With
a Pony Tail”. Meanwhile, Jim Lowe’s
latest, “The Green Door” has hit
number 7, Pat Boone’s “I Almost Lost
My Mind” is still up top, The Hill-
toppers’ “Ka-Ding-Dong” and Billy
Vaughn’s “When the White Lilacs
Bloom Again” are listed in the 28
and 22 spot respectively. The newest
hit on Dot is Sonny Knight’s “Con-
fidential.”

Dot’s August sales topped 1,205,000
units of singles and albums. Incom-
plete figures indicate an even higher
figure for the month of September.

In July, Dot announced the im-
portant joint distribution agreement
it had just concluded with the Lon-
don label whereby the Dot line in
Los Angeles, Boston, Chicago, and
Minneapolis would be handled by the
London distributors. The Dot-London
agreement covering the foreign mar-
kets was extended for three years,
and new world outlets were added. In
In the latter part of October, Randy
Wood and wife Lois will fly to London,
England to confer with Ted Lewis,
owner and president of London Rec-
ords, covering all angles of the Dot-
London joint distribution alliance.
Dot Records has earned the respect

and admiration not only of the rec-
ord industry but of the press, disk
jockeys and general public as well.
Outside of Timbuctu, there’s probably
no place in the world more remote
from the record industry’s activities
than was Gallatin, Tennessee, and yet
Dot was born and grew up there. •

Among other things, there is talk of
Dot acquiring its own recording fa-
cilities, possibly its own pressing
plant, and most certainly some im-
portant additions to its roster of stars.
The company’s location in Holly-
wood makes it inevitable that many
top names in the entire entertainment
field will become part of the Dot
galaxy.
The other day somebody asked a

Dot executive what he thought was
the secret of Randy Wood’s success.
The executive said: “I really don’t
know. I just know that he started
with nothing and now has a multi-
million-dollar company.”
Randy Wood himself says: “I just

know that I’ve been very lucky with
so many wonderful friends who have
helped make Dot so successful in such
a short time. They have all been
people of great talent.”

The
sampler (retail price: $1.49) features excerpts from works of such composers
as Brahms (Hungarian Dances No. 1 and 3), Mozart (Eine Kleine Nactmusik,
K. 525) and Mahler (Symphony No. 1 In D Major). An enlightened discussion
of Dr. Walter’s life and the music scene in general between the conductor and
Arnold Michaelis of Columbia’s Masterworks Department is not for sale, but,
says Columbia, “it will be delivered to record dealers throughout the country
to be given out at their ‘individual discretion.’ ” The excellent performance
of the Mozart Requiem Mass In D Minor includes singers Jennie Tourel (alto)
and William Warfield (bass). Mozart is again represented in two of his popular
symphonic works (39 and 40) and again Dr. Walter excells in the demanding
pieces. The collection of full length Strauss waltzes and overtures will appeal
to both the serious and semi-classical market. Many of these recordings will

serve to supersede, in sales, other available recordings of these works. It is

thus advisable that dealers stock the Walter efforts in short order.

For Writers and Artist

NEW YORK—The music business

is well known for its Cinderella

stories. But the first CINDY-RELLA
story ever witnessed by the industry

features Bob Barron and Burt Long,

two youngsters responsible for one of

the nation’s fastest rising pop hits,

“Cindy”, recorded by Vince Martin

on the Glory label and by Eddie Fisher

on RCA Victor. It may also be the

first time that a team’s first song

ever hit the #1 spot if this hot item

climbs to the cherished spot.

The amazing thing about the whole

Cindy-rella story is that the song’s

composers Barron and Long, prior

to writing “Cindy”, had absolutely

no experience whatsoever in compos-

ing tunes.

Barron, a 25-year-old youngster is

an editor of a book publishing house

and Burt Long is a New York Uni-

versity medical student in his fourth

year of med school. They met each

other at N.Y.U.

Ever since reading Carl Sandburg’s

“American Song Bag” some years

ago, Barron became intei’ested in folk

music. He attended folk song festivals

and began doing research on the ma-
terial. As a hobby, he picked up the

guitar and warbled the folk songs

he had learned to friends. He even

picked up an occasional booking in

small spots. Thru Barron, Burt Long
also acquired an interest in folk music.

The two lads did some lyric writing

for school plays, but that was all the

writing they had ever done. They had
never written a melody.

One evening the two boys got to-

gether and decided to try their luck

at writing a song. Barron knew Phil

Rose, prexy of Glory Records and felt

that this would help him get a hear-

ing. That evening they composed

“Cindy”, a song about a faithful

sailor. Since all the folk songs they

had ever heard about sailors dealt

with the unfaithful type, Barron and

Long thought that a song about a

faithful tar would be unusual.

Neither knew how to write music.

They memorized the melody and sang

it for Phil Rose. Rose liked it and

had it put down on paper.

One day after the song was sub-

mitted to Rose, the Four Fellows, a

Glory label recording group best

known for its hit “Soldier Boy”, were

on a New York subway train where
they met a guitar toting youngster,

Vince Martin. Martin asked the boys

if they were familiar with anyone

who could give him an audition. The
quartet, of course, advised that he

stop up to see their boss, Phil Rose.

Martin jumped at the opportunity

and visited Rose the very next day.

Rose immediately signed him to a disk

pact. His first release—“Cindy”.

E. B. Marks Music purchased the

song from Rose’s publishing firm,

Bryden Music, after which Eddie

Fisher recorded it for RCA Victor.

This week, the song jumped into

the #26 spot on The Cash Box Best

Seller list.

Since writing “Cindy”, Barron and
Long have composed a number of new
tunes, many of which have already

been submitted for publication.

Barron hopes to use his royalty
money to further his studies on the
life of Theodore Dreiser. He is in
the process of writing a biography
and critical study of the famous
writer. Long will use his earnings to
further his medical career.

“In The Middle Of The House”; “Hap-
piness Street”; and “Tonight You Be-
long To Me”. These are displayed in

bright and colorful sleeves and are

25c sellers.

The Promenade label has currently
issued a series of 10"-33% Hi-Fi al-

bums to retail at 99 cents. Ten albums
comprise the current issue. The cov-

ers are highly glossed, seven color

kodachrome, designed to attract the
eye.

Prom Records has instituted its own
house orchestra. Tony Cabot has been

engaged as Artistic Director.

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RCA Victor Expands “Save On

Records” Coupon Plan

NEW YORK, N.Y. — The RCA
Victor Record Division this week ex-
panded its Save On Records coupon
plan, making it possible for consum-
ers to begin participating in the mon-
ey-saving merchandising program at

any time they choose.
[

The company also announced two
other major merchandising changes:

1. All RCA Victor pre-recorded
tapes now may be purchased at
dealers through Personal Music
Service Coupons.

2. Jazz albums have been added to

the classical and pop categories
available under the SOR plan.

Here is how the new SOR setup
works

:

The customer buys from his dealer
for $3.98 a book containing 15 cou-
pons. His purchase immediately en-
titles him to select any $3.98 RCA
Victor album in stock at his dealers.
Two other coupons, one for July and
one for October, enable the customer
to receive two additional free records,
making a total of three free records
in a year’s time
Each of the other coupons entitles

the customer to buy any two of three
$3.98 pre-selected albums each month
for one year at $2.98 per record.
There will be one classical, one poo
and one jazz album available each
month.

L. W. Kanaga, Vice President and
General Manager for the RCA Rec-
ord Division, pointed out that a con-
sumer taking full advantage of the
plan would save $35.94 in a year’s
time
“He would get 24 albums at $2.98

each, plus three free albums, for a
total of $71.52,” Kanaga explained.

“This merchandise, bought at the reg-
ular recommended price of $3.98 an
album, would cost $107.46.”

The SOR program was introduced
by Victor last Spring. However, un-
der the former program, the coupon
books could only be bought during the
period of one month. Under the new
set-up the books will be on sale year
round at record dealers. Until the new
plan became effective this week, the
monthly SOR album selections were
issued only in the classical and pop
categories.
“Our experience with SOR so far

has proved that the program is a tre-

mendous traffic builder for our deal-
ers,” Kanaga said. “Customers who
go to their dealer to pick up their
monthly SOR selections almost in-

evitably buy additional merchandise.
A big percentage of SOR customers
are averaging between $5 and $10 in
ulus purchases on each visit. We an-
ticipate that by Nov. 1 at least 1,173,-
000 customer calls will have been
made to dealers because of the SOR
program.”
RCA Victor also has issued to deal-

ers a new Personal Music Service
catalog. PMS, created so that “a
dealer need never lose a sale,” enables
the customer to obtain merchandise
not in the dealer’s stock by buying a
coupon direct from the dealer. The
coupon then is sent to the factory and
the merchandise is shipped direct to

the customer’s home.
The new PMS catalog, from which

the customers make selections at the
dealer’s includes all records, EP and
LP, that retail for $2.98 or $3.98
and multiples thereof : all singles
EP’s and a special section listing all

RCA Victor pre-recorded tape. The
catalog is completely cross-referenced
by artist, composer and composition.
The earlier catalog listed only about
400 albums.
“With this new PMS catalog, any

selection for any type of customer is

no more than seven days away—fac-
tory to home,” Kanaga pointed out.

Kanaga added that the addition of
the pre-recorded tape section to the
PMS Catalog has eliminated a seri-

ous problem for dealers who felt that
today’s comparative limited market
for such merchandise did not warrant
stocking tane in quantity.
“Any PMS dealer can now become

Tape Headquarters in his commu-
nity,” Kanao-a said, “because all he
needs is a PMS catalog.”

Joe Martin Joins Moody

Corp, Rack Jobbers

NEW YORK—The N. W. Moody
Corporation, one of the largest East-

ern rack jobbers of phonograph rec-

ords, toiletries and books, this week
named Joe Martin as general manager
of the record division. Martin re-

signed his post as Director of the

Eastern Division of the Mercury Rec-
ord Corporation to join Moody.

The move is seen in the trade as

another sign of the growing impor-
tance of phonograph records as items
for supermarket sales. In the last

several months all of the major rec-

ord firms have set up special sales and
merchandising departments handling
record rack jobbers. Martin, who
joined Mercury a year and a half ago,
had set up and operated Mercury Rec-
ords’ rack jobber program. In the
past year he had traveled the country
for Mercury working with individual
rack jobbers and the label’s distribu-

tors and branches.

Prior to joining Mercury, Martin
had been music editor of The Billboard
and had also been promotion manager
for the Record Industry Association
of America and advertising and sales

promotion manager for London Rec-
ords.

In his new post, Martin will be re-

sponsible for the entire Moody record
operation including distributing and
merchandising. He will buy records
both for regular rack distribution and
for special promotions in supermarket
locations serviced by the Moody or-

ganization.

The Moody record racks are in-

stalled in supermarkets located in New
York, northern New Jersey, Long
Island, Connecticut and upstate New
York counties such as Rockland and
Westchester.

Meanwhile it is believed that Mer-
cury Records will divide Martin’s for-
mer duties among its division sales
chiefs.

Zebra Records Makes Debut

NEW YORK—The new Zebra label,

a New York diskery, made its debut
on the record scene this week with
a novelty recording featuring Alan
Jay narrating a two-sided comedy
disk titled “The Election”.

The company has sent more than
1,000 copies of the recording to disk
jockeys across the country.

Zebra Records, located at 51 Neck
road, this city, is owned and operated
by Frank Gould and Montgomery De-
laney, both of whom hold interests in

another firm called EP Records—man-
ufacturers of “EP 4-Hits”, a low
priced hit tune line.

Zebra is currently setting up a dis-

tribution system throughout the U. S.

and will release pop and rhythm and
blues singles in addition to other nov-
elty recordings. The records will re-

tail for 89c on 45 rpm and for 98c op
78 rpm.

Levy Shares Weiss’ Rubbery

NEW YORK—Hy and Sam Weiss

announced this week that a deal had

been concluded with Morris Levy
whereby Levy would now become a

partner in Maureen Music, the Weiss
publishing firm. Maureen Music will

now locate at 1619 Broadway in the

offices of Patricia-Kahl Music.

The first tune to be released under
the new set-up is “You’re Mine” by
Robert & Johnny on Old Town Rec-
ords.

The deal, said Hy Weiss, in no way
affects the ownership of Old Town
Records, Old Town remains completely
under the ownership and guidance of

the Weiss brothers.

Coral Plans Jazz Series

NEW YORK—Coral Records has

revealed plans for an ambitious pro-

gram in the jazz field, according to

an announcement by Bob Thiele, Art-

ist and Repertoire Director.

“Building a jazz catalogue and se-

curing the right people to record the

advancing popularity of this type of

music, is an integral part of Coral’s

future plans”, said Thiele.

To . facilitate the new program,
Thiele has appointed Sonny Lester to

his A. & R. staff. Scheduled for fall

release are the first offerings under
the new program, including an album
by an all-star jazz group tagged “The
Manhattan Jazz Septet”.

Formed To Promote

College Jazz

NEW YORK—The National Jazz

Fraternity, a non-profit foundation

devoted to the advancement of the

college jazz musician and the music

he creates, has been formed to “pro-

mote college jazz in particular and
jazz and all its aspects in general”,

it was announced by Don Elliott, vice-

president and a Director of the newly-

formed national fraternity.

The fraternity, nick-named “NA-
JAFRA”, is a nation-wide membei--

ship organization with chapters to be

located at colleges and universities

for students throughout America. A
National Chapter, for persons not

members of institutions of learning,

is located at the fraternity headquar-

ters, 40 East 40th Street, N. Y.

In keeping with its motto, “Music

is a Brotherhood”, the fraternity has

been designed to give college jazz

musicians and student jazz devotees

a brotherhood with a common interest

in jazz, although membership is not

restricted to college students.

Membership in the fraternity is

open to the professional musician, the

non-professional musician, the jazz

devotee and the student and the non-

student.

College chapter activities include:

sponsoring local college jazz concerts,

comprised of member jazz groups;

jazz record workshops and libraries

and various other activities.

Highlights of the national activities,

sponsored by NAJAFRA, include

monthly college jazz forums to select

the outstanding college jazz group of

each month for recording and promo-
tional purposes; an annual “National

Collegiate Jazz Contest” to select the

six outstanding college jazz groups in

the nation; an annual “National

Collegiate Jazz Concert” in which the

six winners of the contest will appear
in public concert; an “All-American
Collegiate Dixieland Jazz Band” and
an “All-American Collegiate Modern
Jazz Group”, both groups comprised
of the outstanding college jazz musi-
cians of each year as selected by the

Directors of NJF; a record label,

called “NAJAFRA”, to record the

outstanding college jazz group of each
month and the “All-American” groups
of each year.

“We hope to establish a strong feel-

ing of competition between students

of colleges which have chapters of

NJF,” Don Elliott stated, “so that
the student members of each chapter
‘root’ for their particular jazz groups,
much the same way they would for
their college football team. With such
support and added incentive, many
college jazz groups will rise to levels

they would otherwise never attain”.

NEW YORK—For the past several

years The Cash Box has advocated a
convention be held for all in the
industry. Practically every industry
in the nation holds conventions. In

years gone by, the coin machine in-

dustry held conventions. The Cash
Box believes the time is here when
the industry should once again in-

stitute a convention program on a
yearly basis. With this in mind, your
correspondent attended several con-
ventions this past week. We watched
the men and women at an independent
Retail Food Dealers show; an Auto-
mobile Dealers Convention and a
Paper Box Manufacturers show. In

addition to the usual benefits of a
convention, in which those attending
find time to enjoy themselves, it was
noted that the members of the above
organizations discussed and resolved
many of their problems. And if those
in the coin machine business think
they are the only ones with problems,
they should attend conventions of
other industries. Take the Food
Dealers: Their strongest competition
is the “Food Chains”. Methods and
plans were brought out by members
and speakers to assist in keeping the
volume of business at a profitable
level. One subject discussed, which
we think operators would find inter-
esting was the use of floor space to
stimulate sales. Certain strategic
spots in the store get more attention
and those products displayed there
sell faster. The lesson to operators is

that they should study their locations
and try to place their equipment in

the spot it will get the most play. The
Automobile Dealers meeting (and
conversations with individual dealers)
discloses that this field is closely al-

lied in sales and acceptance to that
of the coin machine industry. The
auto manufacturer has to produce a
product that is accepted by the pub-
lic. So does the coin machine manu-
facturer. The auto dealers cover de-
fined areas, similar to the coin ma-
chine distributor. They have to have
sales forces, service organizations,
credit and banking facilities, as does
the distributor. They order certain
numbers of cars, and have district
sales managers in contact with them
continually to see that they sell them
and order more. And the biggest prob-
lem faced by the auto dealer (like the
coin machine distributor) is price,
trade-ins and deals. Like wholesalers
in our business, auto dealers have an
outlet for used cars. The question
asked after all the wheeling-and-deal-
ing is, did we wind up with a profit?
When we left the Auto Dealers con-
vention, everyone seemed pretty op-
timistic. They had all seen the new
models, and were stimulated and en-
thuiastic about the future. The coin
machine industry needs a needle

—

which would benefit everyone from
the manufacturer to the operator. We
think a convention would help.

"WE CONCLUDE THAT THE
PINBALL MACHINES HERE IN-

VOLVED ARE NOT GAMING DEVICES
Full Review Of Situation Since 1951 Detailed In

SWAIM, CIRCUIT JUDGE. This case comes here on appeal from a judg-
ment of the United States District Court for the Northern District of Illinois,

Eastern Division, finding the defendant, Walter Korpan, guilty of having
violated S7203 of Title 26 U.S.C.A., and fining the defendant $750.00 plus costs.

The indictment charged and the trial court found that the defendant, on
premises occupied by him, maintained and permitted the use of certain coin-
operated gaming devices as defined in S4462 (a) (2) of Title 26 U.S.C.A.;
that the defendant thereby became obligated to pay the special occupation
tax imposed by S4461 (2) of Title 26 U.S.C.A.; and that the defendant will-

fully failed to pay such tax in violation of S7203 of Title 26 U.S.C.A.
The decisive issue is whether the coin-operated machines in question are

amusement devices as defined in Section 4462 (a) (1) or gaming devices as
defined in paragraph (a) (2) thereof. If the machines here in question were
described by subsection (a) (1) they were subject to a tax of only $10.00 a
year but if they were gaming devices as described in subsection (a) (2) the
annual tax on each machine was $250.00. 26 U.S.C.A. S4461.

The facts, briefly, are as follows: The defendant operates a vacation
resort known as “Korpan’s Landing” in Fox Lake, Illinois. On August 12,

1955, certain coin-operated devices (commonly known as “pinball machines”)
were located in the resort’s main building, a combination restaurant and
tavern. On June 22, 1955, the defendant filed a tax return for the fiscal

year July 1, 1955 through June 30, 1956, covering five amusement coin-
operated devices and paid the tax of $10.00 per device. During the month
of August 1955 the defendant exhibited an amusement device tax stamp for
the machines in question.

The three machines involved in this litigation are basically alike. The
insertion of a coin (a dime) activates the game and brings the first of five

balls in front of a ball plunger. The game is played on an inclined board
containing a number of holes into which the balls may enter. By pulling the
plunger back and releasing it the ball is put into play. The legs of these
games are so constructed as to allow a certain “give” which permits the
player to “nudge” the machine forward, backward or sideward. The playing
surface contains numerous rubber ringed posts and the player may nudge
the game and cause the ball to contact one of these posts thereby increasing
or cushioning the rebound of the ball. Scores are credited to the player if

he causes a ball to roll into the holes! The scoring is. registered on a vertical
glass panel on the back of the board. Free replays are scored upon principles
similar to bingo, i.e., the lighting of three, four or five lights in a row
(horizontally, vertically or diagonally). The player to some extent may
control the course the ball will travel on the playing surface. The ball plunger
rests inside a ball guide plate which is calibrated with either six or seven
scored lines to permit the player to gauge the intensity of his shots. This
permits the player to attempt to shoot the ball to the right or left side of
the playing field. As noted above, the player may nudge the game in an
attempt to control the course of the ball once it enters the playing surface.
Each machine is equipped with a “tilt” device (which may be adjusted),
and if the game is nudged too strongly this device will cause the word “tilt”
to appear on the scoring panel an<j make the machine inoperative until an
additional coin is inserted. The possibility of scoring more replays (by
raising the odds) is increased by depositing additional coins. Additional
balls may also be secured by depositing additional coins when the original
five balls have been expended. An extra ball is not always obtained by the
deposit of an additional coin. The extra ball feature may either be disconnected
or adjusted to increase or reduce the possibility of obtaining an extra ball.
The machines also incorporate certain “game features” which afford addi-
tional methods of scoring replays. These “added attractions” are determined
by an electrical system. The only control the player has over such features
is by depositing additional coins which may or may not produce a given
feature. The machines also house a device known as a “reflex unit.” Although

there was dispute as to its precise function, it appears that it more or less
balances out the high winnings as against small winnings. That is, the
total replays will tend to be the same over a given period of time. The
replays that are won are registered by an electrical scoring mechanism on
the scoreboard. The player has the choice of playing off the games won or
of receiving money for them from the defendant. Each machine has a
device called a replay meter housed behind a locked door next to the cash
box inside the machine. When cash is paid for games won, the proprietor
presses a cancellation button on the bottom of the machine which removes
the games won from the scoreboard and registers them on the replay meter
inside the machine. This serves as an accounting device which permits the
collection man to determine the number of games paid for by the proprietor
for the purpose of reimbursing him.

It is undisputed that on August 12, 1955, the defendant made cash pay-
ments to witness Annette L. Veit in the sum of $1.00 for ten replays and to
witness John M. Shannon in the sum of $1.20 for twelve replays.

It is the contention of the defendant that the plain meaning' of 26 U.S.C.A.
S4462 (a) (2) and the intent of Congress in the enactment thereof expressly
exclude the machines in question from the definition of gaming devices as
set forth in that paragraph and that these machines are coin-operated
amusement devices as defined in paragraph (a) (1) thereof.

The relevant portion of Section 4462 is as follows:
“S4462. Definition of coin-operated amusement or gaming device.
“(a) In general.—As used in sections 4461 to 4463, inclusive, the

term ‘coin-operated amusement or gaming device’ means

—

“(1) any amusement or music machine operated by means of the
insertion of a coin, token, or similar object, and

“(2) so-called ‘slot’ machines which operate by means of insertion
of a coin, token, or similar object and which, by application of the
element of chance, may deliver, or entitle the person playing or
operating the machine to receive cash, premiums, merchandise, or
tokens.”

Section 4462 (a) (2) lays down three requirements in defining a coin-
operated gaming device: (1) it must be operated by means of the insertion
of a coin or similar object; (2) the application of the element of chance
must be involved by virtue of which, (3) the machine may deliver or entitle
the person playing or operating the machine to receive cash, premiums,
merchandise or tokens.

It is the Government’s contention that if a particular machine incorporates
these three incidents it meets the definition of a coin-operated gaming
device and consequently is subject to the gaming tax rate of $250.00 for
each such machine. The difficulty with this argument is that it overlooks
the introductory language of paragraph- (a) (2), i.e., “so-called ‘slot’ machine.”

If the dictionary definition of “slot machine” were applied, it is clear
that these machines would be covered by the definition of coin-operated
gaming device.

“A machine the operation of which is started by dropping a coin
in a slot.” Webster’s New International Unabridged Dictionary,
2d Ed. 1955.
When this definition is considered with the choice of language employed

by Congress, i.e., “so-called ‘slot’ machine which operates by means of the
insertion of a coin, token or similar object ::

it would appear that
Congress intended a more restrictive meaning for the term “slot machine.”
Otherwise, there appears no purpose for the use of the language “so-called

‘slot’ machine.”
The term “so-called” is a modifying word implying doubt as to the

correctness or propriety of so designating a thing. See Wester’s New Inter-

national Unabridged Dictionary, 2d Ed. 1955. And the use of quotation
marks to set off the word “slot” indicates that Congress did not intend the
language “so-called ‘slot’ machine” to be as comprehensive as the dictionary

definition of “slot machine.” Every word used in a statute is presumed to

have a meaning and purpose, and, if possible, everv word must be accorded
significance and effect. WASHINGTON MARKET CO. v. HOFFMAN, 101

U. S. 112; ADLER v. NORTHERN HOTEL CO. 7 Cir., 175 F. 2d 619. We
conclude, therefore, that not only must these machines incorporate the three
incidents noted above, but they must also be “so-called ‘slot’ machines.”

Since the term “so-called ‘slot’ machine” is not adequately defined in

Section 4462 nor elsewhere in the Internal Revenue Code, it becomes necessary
to resort to extrinsic evidence in order to accord meaning and purpose to

this language.
The defendant in urging this point suggests that the term “slot machine”

as used in Section 4462 refers specifically to a machine in which the insertion

of a coin releases a lever or handle which, in turn, when pulled activates a

series of spring-driven drums or reels with various insignia painted thereon,

usually bells and fruit (colloquially called a “one-armed bandit”).

There is force to this conclusion when the language thus employed is

reviewed in light of the legislative history of Section 4462.

Before reviewing the legislative history of . this statute it would be well

to consider the argument advanced by the Government that the; statute is

clear and unambiguous, and that consequently there is no necessity for looking

behind the words of the statute in order to determine what the intent of

Congress was. We do not believe, however, that these words ape sufficient

in and of themselves to determine the purpose of the legislation!'. In such

an event “When aid to eontstruction of the meaning of words, as'used in the

statute, is available, there certainly can be no ‘rule of law,’’, which forbids

its use, however clear the words may appear on ‘superficial examination’.”

United States v. American Trucking Associations, Inc., 310 U.S. 534 at

pages 543-44. -

Sections 4461 to 4463 of the Internal Revenue Code were proposed by the

House of Representatives of the 77th Congress. They were part of the

Revenu^ Revision of 1941. As passed by the House a tax of $25.00 was
assessed oh each “coin-operated amusement and gaming device.” H. R. 5417,

S555. These devices were defined as:

“(1) so-called ‘pin-ball’ and other similar amusement machines,

operated by means of the insertion of a coin, token, or similar object,

and
“(2) so-called ‘slot’ machines which operate by means of insertion

of a coin, token, or similar object and which, by application of the

element of chance, may deliver or entitle the person playing or

operating the machine to receive cash, premiums, merchandise, or

tokens.” (Emphasis added.)

The report of the Ways and Means Committee also indicates an intent

to exclude pinball machines from the category of slot machines. The report

stated: “‘Coin-operated amusement or gaming devices’ are, briefly, machines

which fall within the general classification colloquially referred to as ‘pin-

ball’ machines and ‘slot machines’.” H. R. Rep. No. 1040, 77th Cong. 1st

Sess. P. 60 (1941). The proposed bill, as subsequently passed by the Senate,

apparently accepted the exclusion of pin-ball machines from the definition

of slot machines, and reduced the tax on the former to $10.00 per device

and raised the tax on the latter to $50.00 per device. The report of the

Senate Finance Committee explained its proposed amendment as follows:

“The House bill places a spetial tax of $25 per year upon each

coin-operated amusement or gaining device maintained for use on

any premises.
“Your Committee divides these devices into two categories. Upon

so-called pin-ball or other amusement devices operated by the insertion

of a coin or token, the tax is reduced to $10 per year. Upon so-called

slot machines, however, the tax is placed at $200 per year” Sen. Rep.

No. 673, 77th Cong. 1st Sess. P. 21 (1941). (Emphasis added.)

The House accepted the Senate amendments, See H. R. Rep. No. 1203,

77th Cong. 1st Sess. P. 18 (1941), and the bill as amended became law as

Section 3267 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1939—Public Law 250, 77th

Cong. 1st Sess.

Subsequent to the outbreak of war Section 3267 was amended. The
original language of the House bill of 1941 was amended td read: “any
amusement or music machine * * H. R. 7378, S617. The purpose of the

amendment was to enlarge the category of machines subject to taxation. It

might be inferred that by dropping the term “pin-ball machine” from the

definition of coin-operated amusement device Congress intended to treat

such machines as gaming devices. However, in H. R. Rep. No. 2333, 77th

jl

Cong. 2d Sess. P. 180 (1942), it was stated:

“This section amends section 3267 of the Code by defining the term
‘coin-operated amusement devices’ to include all amusement machines

and music machines operated by means of the insertion of coins,

tokens, or similar objects. Under this amendment there will be

included in addition to pin-ball machines a great variety of other

machines, such as baseball and football games, machine-gun games,
music machines (so-called juke boxes), and many other types of

coin-operated games.” (Emphasis added).

See also Sen. Rep. No. 1631, 77th Cong. 2d Sess. P. 266 (1942), and
Congressman Eberharter’s statement made at hearings before the Committee
on Ways and Means. Hearings 83rd Cong. 1st Sess. P. 2517.

With the exception of increases in the rate of taxation and technical

changes of form adopted in 1954, the provisions of Section 3267, as amended
in 1942 remain unchanged as Sections 4461 to 4463 of the Internal Revenue
Code. r

Although the legislative history® of Section 4462 does not clearly demon-
strate the meaning and purpose which Congress intended to attribute to the

language, “so-called ‘slot’ machine,” it does indicate that Congress intended

to exclude pinball machines from the category of gaming devices.

The Government, nevertheless, contends that these machines are coin-

operated gaming devices which entitled winning players to receive cash.

The Goverment cites state court decisions holding that machines similar to

the ones here involved are gaming devices. See People v. One Mechanical
Device, 9 111. App. 2d 38, 132 N. E. 2d 338: State ex rel. Dussault v. Kilburn,

111 Mont. 400, 109 P. 2d 1113. However, these cases are inapposite for they

concern the construction of local legislation which employs terminology
quite different from that in Section 4462. Cf. 111. Rev. Stats. Ch. 38, S342
(1955). The Government also cites Johnson v. Phinney, 5 Cir., 218 F. 2d 303,
for the proposition that a pinball machine is a game of chance. The issue
there arose out of the applicability of the wagering tax and is clearly
distinguishable. Further, the question here is not whether pinball machines
are gaming devices or games of chance; that they are may well be conceded.
The question is rather; are pinball machines embraced within the term
“so-called ‘slot’ machines”. Congress has clearly indicated that they are not.

Statutes which relate to the same thing or same class of things are often
helpful in construing a particular statute. See Great Northern Ry. v. United
States, 315 U. S. 262.

The Johnson Act, passed on January 2, 1951, prohibits the interstate
shipment of gambling devices which it defines as follows:

“(1) any so-called ‘slot machine’ or any other machine or mechan-
ical device an essential part of which is a drum or reel with insignia
thereon and (A) which when operated may deliver, as a result of the
application of an element of chance, any money or property, or (B)
by the operation of which a person may become entitled to receive,
as the result of the application of an element of chance, any money
or property; or

“(2) any machine or mechanical device designed and manufactured
to operate by means of insertion of a coin, token, or similar object
and designed and manufactured so that when operated it may deliver,
as the result of the application of an element of chance, any money
or property * * * ,” 15 U.S.C.A. S11'71.

If this definition were applied to the machines here involved it is clear
that they are without its scope. A drum or reel with insignia thereon is

not an essential part of defendant’s machines, nor are these machines
designed and manufactured so that when operated they may deliver any
money or property.

We have been referred to only two cases which have considered the
question before us, TOOLEY v. UNITED STATES, 134 F. Supp. 162; UNITED
STATES v. ONE BALLY DUDE RANCH COIN-OPERATED PIN-BALL
MACHINE (Civil Action No. 1778, D. C. M. D. Tenn., Dec. 10, 1953). The
TOOLEY case was an action for refund of a portion of special occupation
tax paid for a certain coin-operated device known as the “Side-bottom Super
Crane Machine.” The court there did not consider the meaning of the term
“so-called ‘slot’ machine,” as used in the statute, but concluded that “the
expression ‘by application of the element of chance’ as used in said section
3267 (b) (2) (predecessor to the statute here involved) merely requires
that there be a substantial element of chance involved in the play of the
machine, and does not require that the element of chance predominate over
the element of skill.”

The defendant has urged that since the play of a pinball machine involves
a modicum of skill it is not a machine which “by application of the element
of chance * * * may deliver, or entitle the person playing or operating the
machine to receive cash * * In our view of the case we do not reach this

question and voice no opinion thereon.
The ONE BALLY DUDE RANCH case, a forfeiture action, was on a

motion for summary judgment. We have been informed that a hearing on
the merits had been continued.

The Government concludes from two cases under the Johnson Act, 15
U.S.C.A. S1171, that devices far removed from “so-called ‘slot,’ machines,”
i.e., certain “digger” machines, have been held subject to the gaming tax
UNITED STATES v. 24 DIGGER MERCHANDISING MACHINES, 8 Cir.,

202 F. 2d 647, cert, denied 345 U. S. 998; UNITED STATES v. 10 DIGGER
MACHINES 109 F. Supp. 825. However, the Johnson Act contains a broader
definition of “gambling device” than the definition which we must interpret

in the instant case.

Only one last point need be considered. The Government insists that
Treasury Department regulations include pinball machines as gaming devices
where unused free plays are redeemed, and such regulations are entitled to

the force and effect of law. T. D. 5203, 1942-2 Cum. Bui. 276, 26 C.F.R.
323.22. But it is elementary law that a Treasury regulation which is incon-
sistent with a provision of the Internal Revenue Code has no force and effect.

The Government, nevertheless, urges that these regulations have been in effect

thoughout subsequent amendments of Section 4462 and that it must therefore
be assumed that the regulations have received Congressional approval.

We cannot assume on the facts of this case that Congress considered
T. D. 5203, as stating the true construction of Section 4462 when it is shown
that only of late has the regulation been followed. See CASEY v. STERLING
CIDER CO., 1 Cir. 294 Fed. 426.

We conclude that the pinball machines here involved are not gaming
devices as defined in 26 U.S.C.A. S4462 (a) (2).

For the reasons set forth above, the judgment of the District Court is

reversed.

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
She lowerto the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in

price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.90 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same madrisfts.

Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely

recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, pins the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of sueh
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,

should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon*
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will

purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
