As the year nears its end, it seems
to ns that this is the proper time to

emphasize once more the dynamic qual-

ity of the record business. And we
think there’s no better way to do this

than to go over the names of some of

the artists who are familiar to us today,

but whom we may not even have known
a year ago. It is just this ability to liter-

ally zoom from out of nowhere, which
makes ours an always exciting business

a perpetually young business.

For instance, a year ago, a young man
named Elvis Presley won The Cash Box
poll as The Most Promising ISeiv Coun-
try Vocalist. He was just about begin-
ning to be recognized in the Nashville
area. We all know what’s happened
since then.

A year ago also, there was a record
starting to make noise called “Only
You” and it was done by a group called
The Platters. Today that group is one
of the hottest in the business.

The list is endless of people who were
either unknown, little known or known
only in specific fields a short while ago
but who broke out into national prom-
inence during this year because of their

performances on records. Included in
such a list would he artists like Frankie
Lymon and the Teenagers, Carl Perkins,
Sylvia Syms, Andy Williams, Johnny

Cash, Vince Martin, Don Rondo, Pa-

tience & Prudence, Sil Austin and Betty

Johnson.

There are many many more who
could be added to this list which makes
it quite a number of newcomers for one
industry. As a matter of fact, it’s pretty

safe to say that no other area of the

entertainment industry produces the
number of new names a year which the
record field produces. And we mean
artists who repeat their successes, not
just one-timers.

There’s certainly no other area of
entertainment where the newcomer has
as much of a chance of recognition as
in records. First of all his access to

recordings is easier, for instance, than
trying to get a part in a show or in the
movies. And once an artist has made a
record, if it catches the public fancy,
he can overnight be catapulted to the
heights. Moreover, this is not just day-
dreaming. It happens time and time
and time again in the record business
and we’ve listed several names which
prove it.

One of the things which keeps our
business constantly exciting, constantly
new, is the fact that next year when we
examine the newcomers again, we can
he certain that there will be many who
are national celebrities but about whom
we have no inkling today.

The future success of interna-
ional releases is further enhanced,
ays Carlton, by the fact that most
f the schools in Europe now teach
Inglish to youngsters.

Pat Kennedy, director of records for
Victor’s International Division dis-

cussed the label’s objective to get the
entire catalog of Victor recordings
into all markets thruout the world
under the one RCA label rather than
under different labels in different

countries. Since 1952, Victor has been
working with its affiliated firms in

various European nations to release
the European disks under the one RCA
name. England had been issuing its

Victor records under the HMV mon-
iker, but thru an arrangement with
English Decca, all British Victor re-

leases will be under the RCA tag. By
early summer of ’57, all countries will

have switched to the RCA label.

The conference also brought to the
foreground the increase in the number
of 45 rpm records sold in Europe. In
France and Spain, 45’s were the only
speed in use. No 78’s are being pressed
in these two countries since the three-
speed players are rapidly gaining in

popularity.

To further promote the possibility

of simultaneous international releases,
American artists are planning to make
personal appearances in England as
well as in many of the other countries
ori the Continent. Among them are
the Ames Bros., Jaye P. Morgan and
possibly Eddie Fisher who may visit

England to promote his first film
“Bundle Of Joy”.

Victor LP Release

NEW YORK—RCA Victor last week
released the original cast recording of

“Happy Hunting”, the new Broadway
musical which opened on December 6

with Ethel Merman as the star. The
album was recorded, pressed and ship-

ped in some 72 hours.

On December 9th, three days after
the show opened, Miss Merman, Fer-
nando Lamas, Virginia Gibson and
Gordon Polk, the chorus of 34 voices
and a 40 piece orchestra under the
direction of Jay Blackton assembled
at the RCA Victor recording studios
in Webster Hall, New York City. The
recording session, conducted by Ed
Welker, Director of Pop Albums, and
Artist and Repertoire for RCA Victor,
began at 10 a.m. Sunday morning. At
9:45 p.m. all 17 “Happy Hunting”
numbers had been completed and the
tapes were rushed to RCA Victor-

Record Division headquarters on East
24th Street for editing by technicians
and engineers who also made refer-
ence lacquers. After being checked
for quality the lacquers were approved.
Masters then were made and sent to
RCA Victor’s plants in Rockaway,
New Jersey, Indianapolis, Indiana, and
Hollywood, California for pressing.

CHICAGO—Irving Green, president
of Mercury Records, has announced
completion of arrangements with Har-
old W. Daily, known as Pappy Daily,
and Don Pierce of Stai’day Records.

Under the agreement, Pappy Daily
of Houston, Texas, who, incidentally,
is the Mercury distributor in that area,
would be in charge of country and
western artists and repertoire for the
Mercury-Starday label.

Other country artists, who will be

released under the Mercury-Starday

label, are Leon Payne, Tibby Edwards,

Jeanette Hicks and James O’Gwynn
plus the regular Mercury artists, such

as the Carlisles, The Stanley Brothers,

Bill Wimberly and others.

Daily and Pierce have been active

in the country and western field for

ten years and both are widely known
by disk jockeys and others. Pappy
Daily was the first to discover such

names as Webb Pierce, Frank Laugh-

lin, George Jones, Leon Payne and

others.

CHICAGO— Figures which have

just come to light should dispel any

pessimists who may still exist among
the ranks of the nation’s juke box

operators.

These figures reveal that the 16,000-

000 teenagers in the nation as of 1956

will be increased by better than 70%
to a figure of over 70,000,000 teen-

agers by I960.

With 575,000 automatic phonos now
in operation in the U.S. according

16,000,000 teenagers, if equally spread
out thruout every hamlet and city of

LONDON, ENGLAND—England’s
music operators have joined together
in a society to be known as the Phono-
graph Operators Association.

C. H. Jones of BAL-AMI, has been
made Chairman, and Gordon Marks
of Phonographic Equipment Com-
pany, Ltd., has been named Vice-
Chairman of the organization. Both
are from London.
As Gordon Marks reports:
“This association is for the benefit

of all operators of juke boxes to bet-

ter the industry to sound lines; to

foster good public relations; to help
operators to fight for the standardiza-
tion of commission rates paid to site

owners by operators and deal with
other big questions, such as fees paid
to Performing Right Societies and
Phonographing Performance Societies.

The advisory council of the new
Association comprises 10 members,
and the initial membership has al-

ready reached 100.
The first task which the association

has set for itself is to challenge the
payment of royalties to the Royal
Performing Rights Society and also
to the Phonographic Performance
Rights Society.

Operators here are paying 3 shil-
lings per week (about 42(f) to the
Royal Performing Rights Society and
an additional 1 shilling, sixpence
(about 20<f) to the Phonographic Per-
formance Rights Society.
American music men, visiting Lon-

don, asked to see the laws that forced
such payment. This it is believed,
opened an investigation on the part
of C. H. Jones and Gordon Marks.

The result is the creation of this new
phono ops association.
As Gordon Marks stated

:

“So many small music operators
would be so grateful should we be
able to defeat these two organizations
in this claim (for royalty payments).”

It is believed that the association
will call in outstanding solicitors

(attorneys) to challenge the royalty
claims of the Royal Performance
Rights Society as well as the Phono-
graphic Performance Rights Society.

Small operators, especially, wish to

see the law or laws which states that
they must pay royalties to these or-

ganizations.

There is no contract in force be-
tween the operators and either of
these performance rights societies, it

is reported. Though contracts were
asked for, none was ever granted.

The work of the music operators
associations in the U.S. is especially
of great interest to this new formed
British phono ops association.
The English music ops are also in-

terested in knowing how the American
music ops went about winning their
battles with ASCAP (American So-
ciety of Composers, Authors and Pub-
lishers) .

Meetings have been arranged and
English operators, it is reported, are
eagerly awaiting news regarding the
steps which have been taken to negate
the present royalty payments to both
performance societies.

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COPYRIGHT ACT OF 1909 AGAIN IN NEWS
NEW YORK—The controversy over the Copyright Act of 1909, which exempts coin operated music machines

from paying royalties directly to a collection agency for use of music in their juke boxes, which ASCAP has been
trying to change for years, and which for these years has not v/on favor with the Judiciary committees in either house,
is once again in the news.

This week, Senator Joseph C. O’Mahoney (Dem. Wyoming) chairman, Senate Judiciary Subcommittee on Patents,
Trade-Marks and Copyrights, issued a release; Paul Cunningham, president of ASCAP released the text of a letter

sent to Senator O’Mahoney; and MOA, thru George A. Miller, president and business manager, and Sidney H. Levine,
general counsel, made a joint statement.

A Senate Subcommittee i-eport on
the controversy over whether royal-
ties should be paid authors and com-
posers of songs played on coin-oper-
ated machines (familiarly known as
jukeboxes) will be available to the
public within the week, Sen. Joseph
C. O’Mahoney (D-Wyo.), Chairman
of the Senate Judiciary Subcommittee
on Patents, Trademarks, and Copy-
rights, announced.

“This report,” the Wyoming Sen-
ator said, “does not make any recom-
mendation for the solution of the con-
troversy; it summarizes the views
which were submitted at a conference
held by the subcommittee during the
past session of Congress on the part
of the authors and composers, who
believe the existing law should be
amended to permit them to receive
compensation for the use for profit

of their compositions, and also on the
part of those who take the position

that the operators of coin machines
should not be required to make such
payments.
“The document which is now being

printed at the Government Printing
Office, undertakes to present a concise

analysis of the issues involved, and

it is hoped that it will enable all

persons interested to find a means of

solving the issue on an equitable

basis,” he continued. “As indicated

by the report, it is designed to help

all involved in the controversy to

find a compromise proposal for con-

sideration by the subcommittee dur-

ing the next session of Congress.”

O’Mahoney said that a limited num-

ber of copies of the document ( Senate

Document 155), entitled “A Review

of the Evidence Relating to the Copy-

right Law as it Applies to Jukeboxes”,

will be available in the Senate Docu-

ment Room and in the office of the

Superintendent of Documents. The

latter official will sell them for 15

cents each.

“The composers and authors of our

Society and their publishers express
through me their warm gratitude for
your action in making available to the
public Senate Document 155 entitled

this summary of the views submitted
to your committee—concerning the
clause of the 1909 Copyright Act
which exempts juke boxes from pay-
ing creators of musical works for the
commercial use of their property

—

‘will enable all persons interested to

find a means of solving the issue on

an equitable basis’.

“Accordingly I have instructed the

Society’s General Attorney, Mr. Her-

man Finkelstein, to endeavor im-

mediately to arrange for a meeting
with representatives of the juke box
operators at a place to suit their con-

venience. Although the juke box oper-

ators in the past have repeatedly re-

fused to meet with our representa-

tives, I sincerely believe that your

desire ‘to help all involved in the

Statement By Geo. A.

Miller and Sidney H.

Levine of MOA

We have carefully studied the report
and recommendations released recent-
ly by Sen. O’Mahoney relative to the
exemption contained in the Copyright
Act in favor of coin operated phono-
graphs.

In his statement, the Senator sets

forth “the issues” as he sees them, in

the perennial legislative battle be-
tween ASCAP and its fellows and the
music machine industry.

We must respectfully dissent as to

the accuracy of the issues as framed,
which, with the exeception of the first

I

one, deal either with tangential mat-
\

ters or proceed on the completely un-
{

warranted assumption that some com-
promise should be made and that what i

remains is merely a matter of nego-
tiation and procedure.

The basic issue is, in our view,
simply stated as follows:

“In all fairness, should the exemp-
tion contained in Subdivision 1 (e) of
the Copyright Act of 1909 be amended
in any way”.

In directing ourselves to this sole
issue, we must reply that it would be
a grave injustice to the music machine
owner, manufacturer, location owner,
record company, publisher, songwriter
and the general public, to alter or
modify the exemption. Lengthy and
substantial arguments have been pre-
sented in support of this contention
for 30 years, and they must surely
be meritorious, as Congress has time
after time refused to so much as
change a word in this portion of the
statute after numerous hearings.

It would serve no purpose to restate
our position at this time, except to

say that all the interested parties men-
tioned above have flourished under the
exemption which is the cornerstone of
our industry. Thousands of small
business men have invested millions
of dollars over a period of almost 50
years in direct reliance on the exemp-
tion.

Compromise implies mutual adjust-
ment of differences to the ultimate
benefit of both parties, but hardly the
self-destruction which our industry
would visit upon itself by making any
one-sided concessions. The perform-
ance rights societies have nothing to

offer us, nothing to compromise, noth-

ing to contribute, and nothing to

sacrifice. There is no benefit or boon

that they can confer upon us.

We are asked to surrender our legal

rights which would quickly be trans-

lated into the payment of millions of

dollars in royalties by our already

hard-pressed industry in exchange for

which we would receive zero, nothing,

a complete void.

Senator O’Mahoney, although a

sponsor of S. 590, a bill which sought

to remove the exemption, thoroughly

attempted to effect a compromise dur-

ing a conference held on February 29,

1956, when all interested parties were

before him. He was unable to do so,

and it can hardly be imagined that

any new private conference between

the parties themselves would be very

fruitful.

What
we do contemplate is a continued
partnership with all the segments of

our industry, including the songwriter,
the publisher, the manufacturer, the

performing artist, the location owner,

the record company and the public at

large for the mutual benefit of all,

and under the law as it stands today.

statutes enacted by the state legisla-

ture.
“That the city needs more revenue

is undeniable; but that it must raise
its revenue only by lawful means is

equally certain. Financial necessity
does not legalize an otherwise illegal

and excessive license fee.

“Furthermore, any casual compari-
son of the $50 license fee imposed upon
music machine locations with license
fees for other privileges clearly dem-
onstrates the discriminatory nature of
the imposition.

“There is every reason to expect
that unless this $50 tax is repealed,

its legality will be tested in the

courts,” Levy asserted.
The hike from no fee to $50 for the

juke boxes was contained in the Boston
City Council ordinance, which went
into effect December 1, and caught
everyone by surprise.

Also increased were licenses for
some 550 pinball machines, from $30
to $35 per year.

David J. Baker, president of
the Music Operators’ Association of
Massachusetts, Inc., said the tax fee
was “discriminatory” and that the
association would seek to restrain the
city from enforcing it and failing in

that would pay under protest pending
court hearings on the matter.

It is felt that the music ops have
a good case. The discrepancy of the
jump on pins from $30 to $35 and the
juke boxes from nothing to $50, in-

dicating that a tremendous amount
of supervision is necessary for music
machines looks to be a puzzlement of

interest to the courts.

December 1, each machine will cost

CHICAGO—Members of the “20

Year Club,” men and women who have

been engaged in the industry for 20

years and longer, agree on The Cash

Box’ proposal that “10$ Play Plus”

must come into being so that the

nation’s operators can enjoy a more
equitable return from the gross intake

of their equipment and, thereby, help

offset tremendously increased over-

head expenses as well as the higher

costs of new machines.

The only problem that seems to

arise is what method is best to adopt

in each area. In some parts of the

country members believe that “10

$

play plus front money” is best. In

other areas members feel that “10<^

play plus a more equitable percentage

of the gross intake of the machines
(such as 60% to the operator and 40%
to the location owner) is best.”

The following well known operators

are giving their reasons why they

believe in the methods they proclaim.
* * *

O. F. Donley, Russell, Kansas, be-

lieves that operators should arrange
for 10 $ play plus front money. He
says, “A good location does not bother
the operator. It is the little location

that thinks it needs the very latest

equipment. This hurts.

“A $50 per week location on 50 %-
50% is still good. But the $10 per
week location, especially if you have
late model equipment located in it,

even with $5 front money, would only
bring the operator $7.50.

“As you can see, this is definitely

not a paying location. I believe that
a sliding scale (of front money)
should be used.

“But either on 5$ or 10$ play it is

very hard to get operators to agree
on anything.”

James T. Mangan, Chicago, 111., who
doesn’t operate himself, but who is

very well acquainted with the oper-
ators and their problems, reports that
operate: :, should get 10$ play plus $5
per week front money.
As to his reason for $5 per week

front money, Mangan says, “If the
front money is too high, on bad weeks
the location w c .. tree little or nothing
and then trot would start. Every
location lias ba weeks.”

Warren Tun-., Omaha, Nebr., re-
ports, “The way I solved my problem
was to cake the first $15 per week,

giving the location the second $15, and

then splitting whatever was left on a

50-50 basis.

“On older machines I take the first

$10 per week, giving the location the

next $10, and splitting whatever bal-

ance there remains 50-50.

“Front money,” Tunis concludes, “is

sometimes not enough. Also, at times,

it’s too much.”
* * *

Naif J. Joseph, Vincennes, Ind.,

urges that operators change over to

10$ play plus $5 per week front

money.
He also suggests, “Operators should

get together and work this out among
themselves. They must be made to

understand that this is for their own
good.

“I believe if there would be heart-

to-heart meetings in three parts of

each state where all would attend that

this could be put over.”
* * *

Carl Hoelzel, Kansas City, Mo. rec-

ommends 10$ play plus $5 per week
for machines that take in less than

$30. And 10$ play plus $10 per week
for machines that take in less than

$20. For machines that take in more
than $30 per week he recommends
50%-50% commission.

Harvey O. Lynn, Evansville, Ind.

recommends that operators adopt 10

$

play plus $5 per week front money.
Ralph S. Pelletter, Silver Creek,

N. Y. urges ops to adopt 10$ play plus

$10 per week front money. He is sec-

onded in this by Alvord J. Paige,

Flint, Mich.

Cass Casmir, Hammond, Ind. wants
operators to adopt front money plus

10$ play but leaves the amount of

front money up to the individual oper-

ator and his locations.

Frank Miles, Danville, 111., agrees
that operators should arrange for 10$
play plus front money. He has his

own schedule as to how the operators

should decide what the front money
should be.

For all juke boxes under 100 selec-

tions, Miles advises ops to get $5 per
week front money.

All juke boxes with 100 or more
selections, but not 200, should bring
the operators $10 per week front
money.
And for juke boxes with 200 selec-

tions, Miles proposes that the music
ops arrange for $15 per week front
money.

CHICAGO—It seems, at this writ-
ing, that the majority of the “20 Year
Club” members favor 10$ play plus
front money.

Yet, there are many who feel that
front money can prove unfair and,
therefore, suggest adoption of 10$
play plus a more equitable commis-
sion basis.

* * *

Bill L. Miller, Grand Rapids, Mich.
believes that the operators should
change over to 10$ play plus 60%-40%
commission basis. (60% to the oper-
ator and 40% to the location owner).

R. E. Friend, Bucyrus, Ohio, also
believes in 10$ play plus a more equit-

able division of the gross intake from
the machine. He also suggests 10$
play plus 60%-40% commission basis.

Edward M. Oliver, Montgomery, W.
Va., suggests that the operators
change to 10$ play plus 60%-40%’
commission basis.

Jack H. Kirschner, Detroit, Mich.,
believes in 10$ play only. He recom-
mends that operators continue on a
50%-50% commission basis.

E. H. Griggs, Columbia, Tenn. ad-
vises that, to make 10$ play plus a
60%-40% commission percentage basis
work, a large occupational fee should
be placed into effect.

Griggs advises, “We are all out for
10$ music and business is good. But
what should be done and what we are
able to do are two different things.

“It is true,” he reports, “that the
operator should get 60% of the gross
intake.

“The reason we can’t get it is on
account of the small or cut-throat
operator.

“The kind of operator who buys two
or three phonos and has a location for
one of them only. He then puts the
others in a truck and drives to all

locations offering to pay as much as
60% commission in order to get
started.

“This has been going on now for
over 30 years. We know these oper-

ators don’t last. But, in the meantime,
they keep us tied down to 50-50.

“The larger operators are more than
happy to go for 60% -40%.

“The only answer I have been able

to come up with would be to have a
law passed whereby the operator
would have to put up $2,500 or more
for an occupational license. This would
stop the trouble makers.”

Ed Upshaw, Junction City, Kansas,
wants operators to adopt 10$ play plus
a more equitable commission basis. He
leaves the amount of commission per-
centage open.
John Bilotta, Newark, N. Y., agrees

that operators should adopt 10$ play
plus 60%-40% commission basis.

Bilotta reports:
“It is my belief that 10$ play plus

60%-40% commission basis is the
fairer setup for all parties concerned.

“It fosters better longtime rela-

tions than a front money deal in our
area.
“The net take is about the same.

But the 60%-40% split does not make
the location owner feel that the oper-
ator comes first and himself second.

“It also allows the operator to

operate his older equipment on a
60%-40% basis in the secondary spots
and still come out.

“If a new contract is made for new
equipment at a 50%-50% split, it is

very difficult to revert to a 60%-40%
split when the contract expires.

“The 60%-40% split seems most
satisfactory in our area of New York
State.”

Humbert Betti Jr., Union City,

N. J. reports that as far as their
music operation is concerned, they
have already converted about 75%
of their locations to dime play and
are enjoying an increase of approxi-
mately 25% in income.

He advises, “Although we have con-
verted nearly 75% of our locations
to 10$ play and are enjoying an in-

crease of nearly 25% in our income,
we maintain that 10$ is not the
panacea for all ills.

“We operate most of our equipment
on a front money arrangement or on
a minimum guarantee.

“The front money and the minimum
is determined, in each case, by the
type of machine installed in the loca-
tion.

“In converting to 10$ play we have
found that it is a must that a ‘new
face’ be placed in the location, that
is, the machine must be changed.

“We also find that EP’s must com-
prise at least 25% of the records in
the machine.

“Converting to 10$ play requires a
lot of work and effort, but results
prove that it is worth every ounce of
energy and every extra dollar spent
for new equipment and EP’s.”

(Editor’s Note: As reports come in from other members of the “20 Year Club”

they will be presented just as have been the above. The most important fact

concerning all the above reports is that everyone agreed that the operators

must obtain 10$ play plus’. This, in itself, is tremendously encouraging. It

definitely indicates that the operators realize they need a more equitable share

of the gross intake to assure themselves a decent return on their investments

in this business. The method they believe is best to follow, and the reasons why
this method is best, may be found in the above statements of the old timers

of the industry and, possibly, in forthcoming letters which will be reported

here).

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset doe
to the fact that they cannot, many times, bay equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $16.00 to $25.00

nk from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realise that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a docent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the- price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and np. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer ia business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon*
ditiening departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will
purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
