1956 was a momentous year for

records. Our industry proved itself

capable of enormous expansion in a

short period of time. It raised its

gross sales by 50% which is a major
expansion for any industry. More-

over it has constantly taken a more
important position in the entire en-

tertainment picture, creating stars

of major proportion and dominat-

ing a great many of the related fields.

In 1956 also, the record business

made great strides in developing the

adult market, putting out records

that appealed not only to teenagers

but also to the more mature popula-

tion. This was accomplished in a

large sense by the almost unbeliev-

able development of the album busi-

ness. Suddenly, it seemed, everyone

became conscious of albums. Com-
panies that had never before even

considered issuing packaged goods,

were suddenly making major proj-

ects of them. And larger firms,

which normally only concentrated

on their singles, suddenly took a

new look at their album business.

What’s more important is that the

album field has almost unfailinglv

returned a profit—mostly because

it is merchandise which can he sold

at any time and not within a specific

short period which is mainly the

case with singles.

However the development of the

album market has also had impor-
tant results in the singles field. Sev-

eral artists who were not considered

strong enough to chance it on singles

made it so big on albums that record

companies were willing to. gamble
with them and thus created big

single sellers also. In addition, the

album market, which was aimed at

adults, has created a whole new area

of record sales and these record
buyers are bound in some way to

find themselves liking certain sin*

gles, thus increasing their sale.

We go into 1957 therefore with
every prospect for even greater

prosperity in the record business.

In all likelihood, record sales which
jumped from $200,000,000 to

$300,000,000 in 1956, will go
even higher in 1957. How high no
one can say but it wouldn’t be at all

surprising to see the gross sales

figure top $400,000,000.
This increase will affect all areas

of the record business and evervone
associated with it. We can therefore
enter 1957 secure in the future,

knowing that we are in a dynamic,
expanding period, dealing in an
industry which is growing steadily

and at times with great strides.

WHICH WAY TO GO; BY HIS WORD; BLESS THIS HOUSE; IT DON'T COST VERY MUCH;
SUMMERTIME; SOMETIMES I FEEL LIKE A MOTHERLESS CHILD; JUST A LITTLE WHILE TO
STAY HERE; PRECIOUS LORD; DOWN BY THE RIVERSIDE; THE LORD'S PRAYER.

One of the greatest of all Spiritual singers is Mahalia Jackson and in this

In general, 1956 was a fine year for
the peoples of this country, and for
a majority of those in the coin ma-
chine industry. As do all progressive
and intelligent individuals and firms,
the question now asked is “What does
1957 hold in view?” Well, let’s look at
predictions being made by experts.

American industry plans to continue
the building boom in 1957 by spending
an all-time record of $40.2 billion on
expansion, a survey by McGraw-Hill
Publishing Company, indicated. The
projected 1957 figure would be 11 per
cent higher than the $36.2 billion es-
timated for 1956.

An increase of over 12 per cent in

production and sales of passenger cars

for 1957 was predicted by Harlow H.
Curtice, president of General Motors
Corporation. He estimated that the

auto industry would make and sell

6,500,000 cars for the domestic market
—an increase of some 700,000 units

more than the 5,800,000 cars the in-

dustry is likely to account for in 1956.

“Most lines of business will con-

tinue their upward course in 1957

—

and so will most prices”, was the con-

sensus of spokesmen for 13 major
trade associations at the annual Busi-
ness Forecast Symposium sponsored
by the Chamber of Commerce of the

United States.

Increased spending by business,

Government and consumers will carry
the nation’s economy to another record
high in 1957, according to a compre-
hensive economic forecast by Carrol
M. Shanks, president of the Pruden-
tial Insux-ance Company. The report
envisions that 1957’s Gross National
Product—the value of all goods and
services produced in the United States
—will exceed $430 billion. This is

nearly $20 billion above the estimated
GNP for 1956.

Tenning 1956 “a good year for the
company and the industry”, M. M.
Rathbone, president of Standard Oil

Company (N. J.), said “predictions
for next year are a little difficult to

make, but on the whole, our forecasts
are optimistic.” He looks for an ex-

pansion of 4 per cent in the United
States for 1957, and about 8.5 per
cent in the balance of the Free World.
Of course, all of these predictions

are qualified with the condition “Bax--

ring war or the necessity of a sharp
increase in expenditures for national

security.”

CHICAGO—Visitors to the leading
manufactories here for the past month
have all expressed great optimism for
the forthcoming year.

In almost every case, visiting dis-
tributors, as well as operators, are of
the belief that 1957 can prove one of
the greatest years in the history of the
industry.

Manufacturers here point to the
sudden and very uplifting demand for
their new products. This came at one
of the most surprising times of the
entire year, in fact, just as the Xmas
and New Year’s holidays got under
way.

“This alone”, as the sales manager
for one of the leading factories here
said, “proves that the trade wants
new equipment.

“But”, he added, “the average op-
erator has become very choosy. Nor
can we blame him”, he continued, “for,
after all, he’s investing a lot more
money in a new machine today, than
he did last year, or any year since
the end of War II.”

This is the sentiment that pervades
the factories here. They realize that,
during 1957, they will have to present
better products with greater money-
making power than ever before.

This, they explain, is due to the fact
that prices will remain high and,
what’s more, may even go higher, as
labor’s wages, raw materials and com-
ponents continue to climb.

“We’ve continued to absorb increases
one right after the other”, one well
known manufacturer stated, “but the
fact remains that we can no longer
continue to do so.

“If we want to remain in business”,
he says, “we must earn a profit and
to do so we shall, from now on, have
to absorb but part of the increases
we are still getting and pass part on
to the trade.

“We know”, he confidently stated,
“that the operators want us to remain
in business as a source for new equip-
ment. They also want us to maintain
constant experimentation and research
in an effort to bring better products.

“To do this”, he claims, “we must
enjoy some sort of profit or we won’t
be around to build machines.”

Distributors seem to be even more

optimistic than the manufactories.
They are of the opinion that the op-
erators have balanced their routes
and are now well on the way to better
profits.

As one of these distributors ex-
pressed himself, “We weren’t enjoying
too much business, as far as volume
is concerned, these past six months.

“But”, he added, “we knew that the
operators, at least in our territory,
were getting themselves straightened
out financially as well as arranging
for more efficient operation.

“This means to us and to everyone
in our area”, he concluded, “a much
better and greater year ahead.”

Operators, most of all, are settling
down their routes in expectancy of a
better year ahead. Many of the oper-
ators believe that they are going to
increase their present routes.
Many also plan to more greatly

diversify their businesses during 1957.
Some even are of the opinion that with
business bound to be better, they will
be able to arrange for expansion that
will produce better income all around.

Stronger operators’ associations
with unionization also seems to be in
the air, according to what some op-
erators state. This, they believe, will
prove of greater value to them this
forthcoming year.

Suffice it to say that, from every
division of the trade, there is greater
optimism in the air at this time for
this forthcoming year of 1957 than
there has been for years past.

Perhaps it can all be summed up
in the words of one noted leader who
stated

:

“We believe that 1957 is going to
prove one of the greatest years the
trade has ever enjoyed.”
Most important, too, is the fact that

all exporters, both manufacturers and
distributors, are of the opinion that
1957 can prove to be one of the biggest
years in history.
Many point to the fine export busi-

ness enjoyed worldwide during 1956.
These men claim that ’57 presents
even greater prospects, in view of the
fact that more machines have created
more players all over the world.
They also have letters from im-

porters who advise that, with general
conditions righted, the importers be-
lieve that they will use more machines
than ever before.

This will encour-

age the location to get 50% or try to

better $30 in his equipment.”

R. J. Erfle of Philadelphia, Pa. also

believes in front money. He suggests,

“How about $15 or $20 front money
where take is less than $40 per week.

Over 40 per week, then a 50-50 split.”

By the way, Erfle is from the Broad

Street Trust Company, Philadelphia

bankers.

week front money for phono and $15

per week front money where a hide-

away unit plus wall and bar boxes are

concerned.

Raymond Lonsway of Warren, O.,

believes in 10$ play plus a steady_$10
per week front money guarantee.

Alfred Shayne of Portland, Me. be-

lieves in 10$ play plus a steady $5 per

week front money.
Max Downey of Lafayette, Ind.,

urges 10$ play plus $15 per week front
money guarantee.

Hugh W. Minter of Norfolk, Va. be-

lieves in 10$ play plus $5 per week
front money where intake is under $50

and $10 per week front money where
income is over $50.

Lee Walker of Los Angeles, Calif,

believes in 10 $ play plus $5 per week
for 100-selection phonos and $10 per

week front money for 200-selection

phonos.

Joseph Bradish of Freeland, Pa.

urges ops to go to 10$ play plus a

steady $5 per week front money guar-

antee.

Robert E. Young of Los Angeles,

Calif, agrees on 10$ play plus $5 per

week front money.
O. J. Mullininx, Jr. of Savannah, Ga.

is eager to get all ops to adopt 10$

play plus $15 per week front money
guarantee.

Jimmie Bounds of Mexia, Texas, is

for 10$ play plus a flat $10 per week
front money guarantee.

Beniti Murillo of Oakland, Calif,

urges operators to adopt 10$ play plus

$5 per week front money guarantee.

H. D. Warwick of Knoxville, Tenn.

suggests 10$ play plus a flat guaran-

tee of $5 per week front money where
there is only one machine in the lo-

cation. Where there are two ma-
chines, Wardwick says the front

money guarantee should be hiked to

$10 per week. For three machines

$15 per week.

a flat $10 per week front money guar-

antee.

J. Bowen Kindred of Ajo, Ariz. says,

“There should be a guarantee on a

sliding scale, depending on the type

of equipment placed in the location.”

Gene Bybee of San Antonio, Tex. is

of the opinion that operators should

obtain 10$ play plus 60%-40% com-
mission basis.

not been too bad. But front money
first”, he advises, “and a split helps
operators more on poorer locations.

Good locations”, he reports, “pay off

and are the least troublesome.” He
also states, “This route has been on
10$ play for almost a year with all

other routes around still on 5$ play.”

Robert Bennett of Longview, Wash,
recommends 10$ play plus 60%-40%
commission basis. Bill Sheffield of
Odessa, Tex. agrees with him that this
is the best method for operators to
enjoy a decent return on their invest-
ments.

Robert L. Holt of Salt Lake City,

Utah, urges operators to adopt 10$
play plus 70%-30% commission basis.

D. C. Fortner of Pontiac, El., advises
that in his belief all operators should
arrange for 10$ play plus 60%-40%
commission basis.

W. C. Power of Sioux Falls, S. D.
advises that even tho he sold his route
to Norman Gefke that the same policy
prevails of $10 per week front money
on old machines and $15 per week
front money on new equipment.
Powers advises, “This is the basis

So—one night during the holiday

week, a bunch of good fellows dropped

Women Mechanics For
’

57 ?

30% of Married Women Now Work-

ing. More Than 40% of Women Past

45 Also Working. With Acute Short-

age of Young Men Mechanics Grow-

ing Greater, Urge Return to Women

Mechanics as During War II

CHICAGO—For over 14 years now
this publication has urged the creation

of a “School For Mechanics”.
This year, more than ever before,

the shortage of younger men will be
most noticeable and, at the same time,

most acute.

Figures indicate that 1957 will see

a very great shortage of younger men
due to the poor birth rate of the de-

pressive ’30’s which is now first mak-
ing itself felt.

During War II many in the industry
employed women as mechanics. These
firms found women among the best
and most industrious workers they’d
ever had in their employ.
Year after year the call comes from

one firm or another in the industry as

to why women aren’t being trained
as mechanics.
Women are extremely skillful in

repairs, especially where delicacy is

required, as it is in today’s highly
intricate electronic mechanisms.
Manufacturers have learned long-

ago that women make the best assem-
blers, especially where delicate instru-

ments are concerned.
This industry, too, as has been

urged by many, should employ and
train women to become expert me-
chanics.

There are, today, over 30% of the
nation’s married women at work. More
than 40% of the women past the age
of 45 are at work.

From among these more serious
women there surely can come into

being some of the very finest mechan-
ics the industry has yet known.

With the present acute shortage of

mechanics everywhere in the nation,

and with the younger men, especially

those men between the ages of 25 and
34, in very short supply, then women
must become the mechanics for this

fast growing field as one of the most
progressive years opens.

It will be interesting to this publi-

cation to see repeated the effort such
as made by Mrs. Helen Cusson of

Portland, Oregon, during the past war
when she employed women for servic-

ing and for mechanical work. She
reported, in those days, that she be-
lived women were far more loyal, more
industrious and better skilled than the

AKRON, O.—Robert A. Holland of
Holland Music Company, this city, not
only changed over his entire route to
1 0<- play but, at the same time, ar-
ranged for 68% of his locations to
work on $10 per week front money
and the 32% balance on $6 per week
front money.

Holland reports that the complete
changeover to dime play took just
about a year and a half to accomplish.
He not only changed his music ma-
chines but also changed all his pinballs-

to dime play.

“In about 90% of the locations”,

Holland advises, “I exchanged equip-

ment either to a later model or to a
different make machine.

“I made what seemed to be a very
fine improvement in equipment as far
as the location was concerned.

“I had no trouble at all at any lo-

cation with the exception of four
places. These four places agreed to

go along on dime play just as soon
as I got together with my phono com-
petitors who had locations in this very
same neighborhood and who were still

operating on 5(5 play.

“As a whole”, Holland reports, “I

have enjoyed a 21% increase. This is

due to the fact that 68% of my loca-

tions are on $10 per week front money
and 32% are on $6 per week front
money.”

Of License Ordinance

NEW ORLEANS, LA.—An ordi-

nance was introduced in the City

Council, here, on December 13, which

this body states was designed “to

tighten enforcement of purchase of

city permits for the operation of pin-

ball and other coin machines.”

City Revenue Collector Lee G. Lowe
said the ordinance will aid the City

Finance Department’s bureau of

revenue administratively, since there

has been considerable “chiseling” in

the past by individuals who operated

these machines in their establishments.

The ordinance provides for the fol-

lowing penalties for failure to apply

for a permit and for not having a

permit

:

1)

Failure to file application for a

permit, $15 per machine, with % of

1 per cent per month for the period

of the violation.

2) Delinquent penalty for failure

to obtain a permit, $25 a machine plus

interest.

3) In addition, if the city seals and
removes a machine before a license

is obtained, $25 plus interest.

4) If seized and stored by the city

(at the owner’s expense) because of

a violation of the ordinance and not

redeemed by payment of due permit,

penalty and interest fees within 60

days, a machine may be sold by the

city with proceeds of the sale being

applied to the amount owed the city.

If the proceeds do not satisfy the de-

ficiency the matter will be subject to

further legal action by the city.

Purchasers of such equipment must realize tint machinea in the vary low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these lew figures. Te completely

recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, pins the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine te anywhete
from $50.00 to $75.00 and np. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will
purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
