Two recent events in the record

business point up once again the

expandingly important role that rec-

ords are playing as a mass entertain-

ment medium.

One is the reduction in price of

EPs and the other is the sale of Dot

Records to Paramount Pictures.

The reduction of the EP price

brings still more records to an ever

increasing public. This has been the

pattern for the last several years as

packaged goods have come steadily

down in price and gone steadily up

in sales. As a result of this new
reduction, EPs are bound to enjoy

an even greater popularity than ever

before. It makes multi-record pack-

ages extremely attractive pricewise

and even on single EPs gives the

buyer four selections for a little

more than he would normally have

to pay for two.

As far as juke boxes are con-

cerned, three out of the four manu-
facturers have facilities today for

handling EPs and the enhanced
popularity of these records due to

this price reduction should make
EPs an even more important factor

in juke box programming in the

future.

It also reflects on the entire rec-

ord industry that it has produced
a man of the dynamic quality of

Randy Wood, who, in the course of

five years has built a label which has

proven its ability to hold its own
with all the others in the business.

In our industry, this is an almost

unbelievable achievement. But as

we said, it reflects on everybodv in

this business. Randy Wood is to he
congratulated and so is everyone in

the record industry.

Month by month, event by event,

all signs point to a record market
that’s expanding at such a rate and
with such a substantial base, that no
final goal can even be guessed at.

We are in one of the wondrous en-

terprises of our time. Where it will

take us in the years to come, we can’t

possibly know. But we can all take

pride in the fact that we are con-

tributing to the creation of an indus-

try whose horizons know no hounds
and whose end result brings jov, in

the form of music, to people all over
the world.

A Statement For 1956

A year ago Columbia Records gave
its dealers a new long-range program
with the theme: “Your Future Is

Sound.” We predicted a steady
growth in record consumption lead-
ing to a volume increase of 50 per
cent in five years. The future came
more quickly than even we antici-
pated. Columbia Records has achieved
more than its fifty per cent sales in-

crease in just one year—1956.
We attribute this to the unprece-

dented acceptance of the phonograph
and the long-playing record as fix-

tures considered as necessary to the
American home as the television set,

the radio and the washing machine.
Recorded entertainment for the home
audience of every age is no longer
a passing fad or a marginal fancy; it

is a solidly entrenched habit. A world-
wide habit, I might add. Not only from
Maine to California, but from Sweden
to South Africa, Brazil to Japan, rec-
ord sales are booming. Sales of Co-
lumbia’s subsidiaries and affiliates,

which span the globe, increased 50 per
cent over the preceding year.
The 33% rpm LP record, which Co-

lumbia introduced a scant eight years
ago, has become the first choice for
recorded entertainment, accounting for
nearly 60 per cent of the industry’s
total sales. Columbia Records own LP
sales have scored 107 per cent be-
yond 1955 totals. The most spectacu-
lar sales success story is, of course,

Columbia’s original cast recording of

“My Fair Lady,” but all sales, from
esoterica such as Bach’s Goldberg
Variations to such staples as Beetho-
ven Brams, modern jazz and cowboy
songs, have mushroomed.
At the same time, Columbia’s single

record sales have skyrocketed. In the
closing months of the year, three Co-
lumbia records achieved 1,000,000 sales

totals, each within two weeks of each
other: Doris Day’s “Que Sera,”
Johnnie Ray’s “Walkin’ In the Rain,”
and Guy Mitchell’s “Singing the
Blues,” which has exceeded 2,000,000
sales.

Phonograph sales, on which we be-

lieve the current amazing record vol-

ume has pyramided, continued to ex-
pand in 1956, thus broadening further
the base for future years. Our own
Phonograph Division exceeded its

1955 sales volume by 32 per cent dur-
ing the past year.

Records as a medium for merchan-
dising and exploitation of other prod-
ucts continued to gain wider usage,
selling razor blades, men’s shirts, au-
tomobiles and electrical appliances
with words and music. A notable
success was the Columbia Transcrip-
tion Service production for Gillette
Safety Razor Company of over 1 mil-
lion 7-inch records, containing ex-
cerpts from Columbia’s “Greatest
Moments in Sports” album as a sales
premium.

Some of the singer’s biggest successes have been
from his powerful pressings on inspirational tunes such as “You’ll Never Walk
Alone”). These and ballads (“Unchained Melody”) are presented here.
Selections use Hamilton’s voice to best advantage. Fine pop vocals.

The Miller sound and arrangements
brought a touch of nostalgia to the

Men and women,
drawn by the magic of the name
Glenn Miller, obviously enjoyed the

sound that took them back to the

late thirties and early forties. Ap-
plause was generous at the end of

each number.

The McKinley-Glenn Miller Orches-

tra has been booked into the Cafe
Rouge for eight weeks, but from the

gratifying success of the opening
night and subsequent nights, the or-

chestra may be held over until the

Dorsey Orchestra returns in the

spring.

Organized back in May, 1956, the

orchestra was fashioned to recreate

the Miller sounds. As did Miller,
|

McKinley put together 5 sax, 4 trom-

bones, 4 trumpets and 4 rhythm
(piano, bass, drums and guitar).

Handling the vocals are Lu Norris

and Ronnie Craig. Craig is also the

guitarist in the rhythm section.

Integrated with the orchestra is

Lenny Hambro and the Lenny Ham-
bro Quintet.

All the old Miller arrangements

were used. Joe Cribari and Deane
Kincaide did the arrangements in the

Miller style of all the tunes that fol-

lowed the Miller era.

The orchestra played its first date

on June 6 at William and Mary Col-

lege, Lexington, Ky. It has since

played approximately 60 one-nighters

throughout the eastern half of the

United States. On September 20 to

October 13 it played the Washington,
D.C. Statler Hotel. It was the draw-

ing power displayed here that resulted

in the Cafe Rouge booking.

One of the most amazing facts that

has emerged from the welter of Glenn
Miller fact and fancy surrounding
the former musical luminary, is the
continued strength of his name. This
has been proven over and over again
in the substantial sale of his old
recordings. In addition to the numer-
ous issues by almost every major
record company, it is reported the
two recent RCA Victor-Glenn Miller
Limited Editions, Vol. 1 and Vol. 2,
which retailed for $24.95 each, brought
in a total retail sales figure of
$6,475,000. It is rumored that several
major record companies are now
negotiating with McKinley to record
the new band.

Anniversary By

Expanding Facilities

NEW YORK—WOV enters 1957, its

Thirtieth Anniversary year, with a
twofold construction program in prog-
ress. Both the 730 Fifth Avenue
quarters in New York and the WOV
plant in Carlstadt, New Jersey, are
affected.

The New York studios and offices,

located for the past fifteen years on
the twelfth floor of the Hecksher
Building at the corner of Fifth Av-
enue and 57th Street, are being moved
to the sixth floor of the same building
at the end of January. The new prem-
ises will provide for an efficient studio
and engineering arrangement geared
to the station’s present program oper-
ation. General offices and sales de-
partment will also be located there.
The plans were prepared after careful
study of mid-century trends in studio
layout and construction by the archi-
tectural firm of Joseph and Vladeck.

In the station’s transmitter building
in Carlstadt, N. J., a new 10 kw RCA
transmitter is being installed to be
ready for operation February 1. Re-
location of the transmitting equipment
in the building will release 1500
square feet of floor space for other
purposes. The main floor of the build-
ing will hold, in addition to transmit-
ter and auxiliary, two studios, news
room, announcers’ office, and record
library. On the second floor will be
located sales and executive offices and
an employes’ lounge.

Chess/Checker/Argo

Plan For Big ’57

CHICAGO—With the booming of
’56 still in our ears and a tremen-
dously promising ’57 ahead, Len and
Phil Chess, Chess/Checker/Argo, an-
nounced a daring plan for the coming
months.

Said Len Chess, “With the turn of
the year we found ourselves with al-

most more than we could handle.
Orders for Chuck Berry’s ‘Brown Eyed
Handsome Man’ began to zoom up in
the south with Richmond leading the
parade. Of course the Chess LP ‘Rock,
Rock, Rock’ was a tremendous thing

to go into ’57 with.”

Phil Chess went on to state, “Argo
will release - five new LP’s with the

first of February. Sort of a moving
celebration.”

(Chess/Checker/Argo is moving to

new offices on Chi’s record row.)

Both Chess brothers agreed that,

“The plan for Chess/Checker/Argo is

for more records in ’57 with emphasis
on pop airing. LP releases will be

stepped up with name artists such as

Cy Touff, Zoot Sims, Ahmad Jamal,
and Norman Simmons. We also plan

to release, very shortly, ‘The Moon-
glows With Strings’, lush arranged
standards with The Moonglows’
sound.”

“All in all,” they concluded, “this

will be the biggest year, ever, for

the labels.”

Marathon R&R Hop For Polio Fund

MOBILE, ALA.—“To help teens
fight polio, we can do it”, quote John
Dixon and Chuck Thompson, energetic
disk jockeys with WALA-TV here,
regarding their plans to conduct the
country’s first marathon “Rock an’

Firm To Sons, To Devote Himself

To Recording & Publishing Field

HOUSTON, TEXAS — Harold W.
Daily of Houston, Texas, widely

known in the Country music field as

“Pappy” Daily, has announced the sale

of the record distributing firm bearing

his name to Harold W. (“Bud”)

Daily and Donald Daily, his two

sons, effective March 31st next.

Withdrawal from the distribution

field was accomplished so that “Pap-

py” Daily could devote full time and

energy to Starday Records and Star-

rite Publishing Company, which he

owns jointly with Don Pierce of Los

Angeles. Recently, the Starday firm

took over operation of the Country

and Western Department for Mercury

Records with Daily heading-up the

A&R functions. Increasing demands

on his time from artists and writers

and the desire to effectively launch the

new Mercury-Starday label brought

about the decision to go 100% into

the recording and publishing field.

The purchasers, Bud Daily and

Donald Daily are veterans in the dis-

tribution picture. They have owned

and operated Big State Distributing

Company, and Daily Bros. Distribu-

ting Company, both of Dallas. In add-

ing H. W. Daily Company of Houston

to their holdings, which include one-

stop operations in both Houston and

San Antonio, the Daily Brothers be-

come the largest and most important

phonograph record distributors in the

industry.

No changes are contemplated in the

operation of the Houston firm’s busi-

ness and the name of the film will

remain the same. The Daily Brothers

now are distributor’s for Mercury Rec-

ords for the entire state of Texas. The

firms they operate have been extreme-

ly active in promoting the sale of

Starday Records, indie C & W Label,

and emphasis on C&W sales, now un-

der Mercury-Starday label, will con-

tinue.

“Pappy” Daily will operate for

Mercury-Starday from his present of-

fice and will keep close touch on pro-

motion and sale of the new Mercury-

Starday “Country Series.” A veteran

of 25 years as a juke box operator and

record distributor in Texas, Pappy

Daily started in Houston. In 1950 he

expanded into Dallas by setting up the

Big State Distributing Company firm

with Paul Glass who later sold out,

and is now one of the nation’s biggest

distributors operating the All-State

Distributing Company in Chicago.

Pappy Daily became interested in the

Country and Western field after the

war and is credited with discovering

and starting many of today’s top

Country artists on their recording

careers.

He became associated with Don

Pierce in the Starday firm in 1954 and

produced the many recordings that

have appeared in the best selling

charts under the Starday label re-

sulting in the recently announced join-

ing of forces with Mercury Records.

CHICAGO— “Take it from me,”
stated a very well-known operator,
“1957 is going to prove to be one of

the very best operating years”.
Nor is he alone in this belief. Hun-

dreds of other well-known operators
all over the country are inclined to
agree with him.
Many are of the belief that the

great increase in locations of all kinds,
which is now becoming so apparent all

over the country, will definitely have
an effect from the standpoint of great-
er play action.
A majority of these men also believe

that, due to more expensive equipment
and higher overhead expenses, more
equitable commission arrangements
are going to come into effect every-
where in the nation.
These men are also of the opinion

that, due to the higher cost of new
machines, chiseling on commissions,
this forthcoming year of 1957, will be
cut tremendously.
“You can’t run on nickels and you

can’t chisel on commission when ma-
chines cost you double what they cost
before,” is the way one operator put it.

Some operators, who were fearful
of direct location buying and who, at
the same time, proposed heavy occu-
pational operating license fees, now
feel that, due to the higher cost of
new machines and tremendously in-
creased overhead expense, there will
be better cooperation between opera-
tors.

Also noteworthy, many state, is the
fact that the major locations are not
giving the operators any trouble what-
soever, when it come to rearranging
commission percentages or front
money.

“The result is,” he continued, “that,
wherever we have arranged for front
money or, in some cases, a more equi-
table commission basis, and have care-
fully and fully explained the facts
and shown receipts, we have won the
cooperation of the locations.”
One reason advanced for a better

operating year, aside from all the

various factors surrounding operating

at this time, such as more locations,

more players, better machines, is the

drive started by this publication for

“10
<t-
Play Plus.”

Hundreds of operators from all over
the U.S., Canada, Mexico, Cuba, Ha-
waii, Guam and Puerto Rico, have
come in to repox-t that this is some-
thing they plan on doing immediately.

There is a drive on the way by
operators all over the country to get
“a more equitable share of the gross
intake.” Something, they agi’ee, they
don’t get when they operate on the an-
cient and outworn 50-50 commission
basis.

The great majority seem to favor
“front money.” They believe that this

is an assured way of making certain
they will “get something from each
location” regardless of general play
conditions.

The minority just as strongly favor
a more equitable commission basis,
whether this be 60-40, 65-35, 70-30, or
75-25, because they claim that, in this
way, the location also gets something
each week.

As one of these operators pointed
out: “If we set up for $10 front money
and there is only that much in the
gross collection, due to a poor week’s
business, then the location owner gets
nothing.

“We would much rather work on a
65-35 commission basis, because,” he
continued, “then the location, where
we make that very same $10 collec-
tion, will get at least $3.50.

“This is at least something in re-
turn for the play, even though it

might have been very poor that week,
whereas, on front money, he would get
absolutely nothing.”

So the methods are argued pro and
con. The fact remains, that opei'ator
after operator is adopting a system
which, he feels, is best for his area.
This will bring him, most definitely,
a more equitable share of the gross
intake from his machines.

All considered, with this sort of ac-
tion under way, and with all the sur-
rounding factors there is no doubt,
operators report, that 1957 should
prove to be one of the very best opei’-
ating years.

Several months ago, how-
ever, the city police said that the free
plays actually were illegal under a
15-year-old ordinance.
Joseph Beck, chairman of the legis-

lative committee of the coin machine
operators’ group, said that when the
ordinance was adopted, machines dis-

pensed slugs. Since that time, ma-
chines were built with free play mech-
anisms, and in a number of states it

is held that free plays are of no
value. Beck stated.

According to Beck, Milwaukee Po-
lice Chief John W. Polcyn said that
police had received no complaints
about the free plays and had no ob-
jection to an ordinance legalizing
them.

CHICAGO—If reports from opera-
tors from all over the U.S. and Can-
ada, as well as from Alaska, Hawaii,
Puerto Rico, Cuba and Guam, are any
indication at all, The Cash Box’ plan
for “104 Play Plus” has won tremen-
dous and outstanding acclaim.

Almost every single operator agrees
that the present 50-50 commission
basis must be changed to a more equi-

table arrangement between the opera-
tors and their locations.

Many are of the opinion that front
money plus 104 play is the correct
way to bring about an equitable ar-
rangement whereby the operator will

be able to continue in business pro-
gressively.

Others are of the belief that 104
play plus 60%-40% or 70%-39% di-

vision of the gross intake from all of
their machines, whether music or
games, is the answer to their present
tremendously increased overhead ex-
pense problem and, especially, the
higher cost of new machines.

Whattever the final methods which
will be adopted by the operators in the
U.S., Canada, Cuba, Alaska, Hawaii,
Guam and Puerto Rico, the fact re-

mains that all recognize there is no
progress for the operators unless a
more equitable commission basis is im-
mediately established.

As one well-known Montana opera-
tor wrote The Cash Box

:

“Keep it up. You are on the right
path. Just as you have been on the
right path with dime play and with
your many other invaluable sugges-
tions to the trade. You are, without
any doubt whatsoever, truly the opera-
tors’ best friend.”

It is well known throughout the in-
dustry, worldwide, that The Cash Box
originated and pioneered 10 4 play.
The Cash Box crusaded for 10<j play
for over 13 years before dime play
began to show major acceptance.

The Cash Box’ crusade for dime
play in the U.S. has also had its ef-
fect in foreign lands. In England,
operators plan to increase play coin-
age.

They report: “The Cash Box has
proved that the operator can get, and
must get, more money for the enter-
tainment he offers.”

In Switzerland, Belgium, Germany,
France and in other parts of the

world, the same story has come to The

M. Roberge of Joliette, Que., Canada,
believes that he has reached an ar-
rangement with locations which would
prove most feasible for all operators.

“Front money is unpopular with
customers under present competition,”
advises Roberge.

“A percentage of the gross intake
is more aceptable.

“Still more acceptable,” he reports,
“is something like the following:

“Where there has been an installa-
tion of wall boxes worth $4,000, I

would fix the rate at 40% to the cus-
tomer (location) for a gross of $65
per week.
“35% of the intake to the customer

(location) if the gross is less than $65
per week.

“These rates,” Roberge states,
“would tend to get at least 1% per
week of the value of the investment.

“The location,” he concludes, “is in-
terested in closing his TV or radio to
get more money in the wall boxes.”

MIAMI, FLA.—William Blatt, this

city, urges all operators to adopt 10tf

play plus a minimum of $10 per week
front money.
“You cannot classify all locations,”

he advises, “and put them into one or

even several categories.

“We are now,” he explains, “over

45% on 10$ play. In every instance

where we have converted to dime play,

we either set a new 200 selection phono

or placed a completely different, re-

built juke box.

“For instance,” he says, “where

there was formerly a Wurlitzer, we
replaced with an AML Where there

was a Seeburg, we replaced with a

different make.

“We always get front money,” he

reports, “or we set our deal to take the

first $10, $15, $20, or $25. The loca-

tion owner gets the next $10 to $25 as

the case may be. It all depends on the

type of equipment we have in that

particular location.

“Wherever we have rentals,” he

states, “we get anywhere from $2.50

to $15 more per week when we switch

and reset to 10<j play.

“Any location that takes in $30
gross and up on 5 4 play, we will

switch to 104 play, set a new 200 se-

lection phonograph without asking

for front money or even a guarantee.”

William Arrison, Chester, Pa., be-

lieves that front money is best for

operators.

He advises: “I sure believe in front

money. 60-40 isn’t good enough. In

seasonal spots, a few slow months, and
the operator is behind the eight-ball on

the 60-40 plan.

“The way I feel about it,” he re-

ports, “I think front money should be

based on the value of the machine. I

think that 1%% per week is a fair

share.

“In other words,” he says, “if an

operator puts in a new machine that

cost him $1,000, the front money
should be $15 per week. On used equip-

ment the figure should be based on the

high value in The Cash Box Price

Lists. I have tried this system and it

is working out very well.

“I also think that it’s about time that

the operators start standing up for

their own rights and get a fair com-

mission for the work they put into

their businesses, to say nothing about

the investment they make.
“If we are going to keep on buying

modern equipment, and keep our

routes up so that they will be some-

thing to be proud of, we are simply
going to have to change from the old
1939 basis of doing business.

“Not only does this apply to music,
but also to novelty type amusements.
In this state they have even outlawed
free plays. So how can you buy and
operate equipment and give 50% com-
mission?

“I am a great believer in giving the
location a fair shake and all the com-
mission possible. But I also have to
live. So we must face facts. I think
if the proper time is spent explaining
the issue to the location, there is very
little trouble changing over to dime
play and front money.

“I have been operating on dime play
since June, 1955. Have had very good
luck at 60%-40%. I am now working
on front money and am having very
good luck with that, too.”

Walter J. Hugeback, New Hampton
Iowa, reports that his firm hasn’t lost

any of their spots, and they operate

on a 60%.-40% basis, to any 50%-509<

operator.

C. F. Cole of Marion, Ind. believes
that the operators can use one of two
plans, either 10# play plus $20 per
week front money or 10# play plus
75%-25% commission basis.

H. H. Dolliver of Conrad, Mont.
reports, “We have used 1/3 and 2/3
commission basis for the past 20
years. We have recently started on
10#, 3/25# play and also on 10#, 5/25#
play. The 10#, 5 for 25# play, is the
easiest to sell and does give greater
sales as well as gives the patrons 5#
music. I believe that it will be easy
to change to 3 for 25# play later on.

We have about 70 locations. All but
three locations are on the above basis.

Those that are not on the above basis

(66 2/3% to the operator and 33 1/3%
to the location) were purchased from
other operators. The above has work-
ed well for us. We feel that you are
on the right track by trying to get
away from a 50-50 split. My thoughts
have always been that no one ever
earns a 50-50 split regardless of the
amount the location takes in.”

Walter C. Schinkal of San Diego,
Calif, believes that all operators
should get $10 per week front money
in addition to 10# play.

Irving Fenichel of Brooklyn, N.Y.
urges operators to obtain either $15
per week front money or put all of

their equipment on a 70%-30% com-
mission basis.

Phono Mfrs.

VICKSBURG, MISS.—J. D. Farris,

at this time”.

Illinois Ops Eye S220 Million

Highway Program

CHICAGO—Operators in downstate
Illinois are reported to be studying
the state’s construction and right-of-
way purchases on the interstate high-
way system.
A $220 million highway program

for 1957, largest in the state’s history,

was announced this past week by Gov.
Stratton.

Operators in many parts of the
state are certain to be directly affected
by the type of construction and loca-

tion of the new highways. New motels,

roadside stands, restaurants, gas sta-

tions and many other new prospective

locations for coin operated phono-

graphs, venders and amusements are

expected to blossom forth as the roads

become more heavily traveled.

Of the total expenditures planned,

$143 niillion will be for construction

and right-of-way purchases on the in-

terstate highway system. Some $77

million will be for improvements on
other primary state highways.

Downstate districts will get the
most mileage in pavement and new
rights-of-way by a wide margin. All
of the Cook County projects are in

the expressway system.
Among major downstate projects

are:
Four-lane highway on U.S. Route 6

past Morris, from about four miles
east to about six miles west of the

city.

Construction of nine miles of the

test road of the American Association

of State Highway Officials near Ot-

tawa, and 5.4 miles more of construc-

tion on the Kankakee belt line.

Two sections of four-lane divided

highway totaling 16.35 miles long in

Williamson County.

A 14.3 mile connection between
Route 66 at Troy and Veterans Me-

morial bridge at East St. Louis.
Nearly 10 miles of this would be four-
lane, the rest six-lane.

Four-lane highway 26 miles long
between Champaign-Urbana and Dan-
ville.

Four-lane section 4.5 miles long be-
tween U.S. 150 and U.S. 67 south of
Rock Island and Moline, and 5.25

miles of four-lane pavement between
U.S. 51 near LaSalle and Illinois 89

near Ladd.

Nearly seven miles of pavement
from a connection with the proposed

Southwest expressway to the Will-

Dupage County line in the vicinity of

Route 66.

The program lists a total of 232.3

miles of construction on the interstate

highway system. However, a selection

will be made from among all the proj-

ects according to best chances for

completion within the year.

The program also contemplates

acquisition of over 450 miles of right-

of-way for future interstate roads.

All highways in the interstate sys-

tem, stated Gov. Stratton, will be

modern expressways with divided

pavements and limited access.

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.

Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low

priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely

recondition such machines, the reconditioner must ado onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, pins the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.60 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,

should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-

ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will

purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
