Ballads have hit upon hard times.

In The Cash Box Top Ten this week,

there isn’t one song without a heat and in

the whole Top Thirty-Five, there are only

two songs that could possibly be classified

as ballads. They are “Who Needs You”
and “Cinco Robles”.

What’s happened to the ballads?

Well, in the first place, despite the pre-

mature announcements of its demise which

seems to he coming from many wishful

thinkers. Rock and Roll is still very much
with us. Anyone who witnessed the crush

at the New York Paramount over the Wash-

ington’s Birthday weekend or read about it

on the front pages of the newspapers, is

well aware that Rock and Roll is still the

main force with kids as far as music goes.

And Rock and Roll is music with a beat.

That is its distinguishing mark.

Furthermore as a result of Rock and Roll,

the kids are doing something which every-

one has been advocating for a number of

years—dancing. When, a few years ago,

dancing seemed to have gone out of style,

there was a concerted effort on the part of

everyone in the music business to revive it

as a means of bringing hack the hands. Well

today kids are dancing again, hut they’re

dancing to a Rock and Roll heat. It hasn’t

created any great new popular hands. But

in a very real sense it has put a handicap

upon ballads, because the types of dances

kids do to Rock and Roll are not exactly re-

lated to the waltz.

There is one more factor involved in the

current lack of hit ballads. The next great-

est factor influencing popular tunes today

after Rock and Roll is Country music. But

it has become apparent in the past several

months, that the Country music which is

accepted by the public as a whole is the

music with a beat and not the ballads. In

the past, several of our most beautiful bal-

lads have come from Country artists. Songs

such as “Tennessee Waltz”, “Cold Cold

Heart”, etc. Today the Country songs which

make it on a national scale are the ones

with an upbeat tempo such as “Young

Love”, “Singing The Blues”, etc.

The situation therefore is this: The two

main sources from which popular music is

being drawn today, Rock and Roll and Coun-

try, are both emphasizing upbeat material.

Ballads therefore have to fight the over-

whelming current trends. And the situation

doesn’t look any better for the immediate

future.

It means that ballad writers are going to

have to write better and better songs, songs

which by the very weight of their beauty de-

mand public acceptance. Publishers are going

to have to work on ballads for a longer period

than they’ve been giving them now. And
singers, arrangers and A&R men are going

to have to give ballads much greater thought

than they have been getting so that a ballad,

when it is finally recorded, will have an ap-

peal, which though different from Rock and
Roll, will he equally as strong.

NEW YORK—The language barrier

to sale of American records is break-

ing down rapidly in Venezuela, Cuba
and Puerto Rico.

Columbia’s newly acquired orchestra and conductor, the St. Louis Symphony
and Vladimar Golschmann, have an appealing disk consisting of 10 Chopin
Etudes, Preludes and Mazurkas plus Respighi’s “Rossiniana,” an orchestral
suite taken from compositions by Rosgini. The latter work is both witty and
melodic. The Chopin pieces, of course, reach the depth of the heart in their

sprightliness and poignancy. Chopin is the big sales factor here.

PUCCINI: IL TABARRO—Tito Gobbi (Baritone)—Margaret Mas (Soprano)—

“II Tabarro” is a one-act Puccini opera making its initial, and welcome, disk
appearance on this Victor issue. Set on the Seine, the tense plot concerns the
eternal triangle (a skipper, his wife and her longshoreman lover) ending in

the strangulation of the wife’s lover by the husband. The Puccini score, in-

strumentally and vocally, dramatically captures the situation and locale of
the story and is excellently sung by the cast of Italian performers. The work
was recorded in the Rome Opera House. This one disk effort should be part
of any dealer’s classical stock.

“Mefistofele,” for which Boito wrote music and libretto, is based
on Goethe’s classic, “Faust,” also the foundation for Gounod’s own opera,
“Faust.” Boito’s “Mefistofele” is a work of great musical power and lyrical
tenderness, and the opera’s performance in this two-disk Victor package is

a triumph for all concerned. Famed bass Boris Christoff sings the challenging-
role of “Mefistofele” with great vocal strength, while Giacinto Prandelli’s
(tenor) “Faust” and Orietta Moscucci’s (soprano) “Margherita” effectively
bring out the pitiful nature of the characters they portray. The Rome Opera
House Orchestra And Chorus, under Vittorio Gui’s direction, is brilliantly
poised for each dramatic or tranquil passage. Excellent operatic offering.

Such stellar jazz names as Jimmy Guiffre (sax and clarinet), Lou Levy (piano),
Ralph Pena (bass) and Larry Bunker (drums) form Rogers’ expert support.
Some of the most imaginative and slickest jazz tricks in quite a while.

No Blues For Mitchell

NEW YORK—That a hit record
has become a more important inter-
national factor for a recording artist
is being graphically demonstrated by
the success enjoyed by singer Guy
Mitchell as a result of his Columbia
disk, “Singing The Blues.”

The record is reported to have sold

over 2,500,000 copies in The United
States, over 100,000 in Canada and
over 700,000 in England. It has just
been released to a fast start in Ger-
many and Australia, and is slated for
distribution shortly in France and
other countries in Europe, South
Africa, South America and Japan.

Although Mitchell has scored wide-
spread success on records in the past,

he has never before hit the present
peak. He has just returned with his

manager, Eddie Joy, from a ten-day
tour of England where he played to

SRO houses and made two major TV
network appearances, the “Sunday
Night At The Palladium” show and
his own hour-long spectacular, “The
Guy Mitchell Show,” the latter under
the general supervision of Joy. Both
shows received rave reviews.

Because of this box-office and TV
showing, Mitchell is slated to return
to England next summer for two
weeks at The Palladium in London,
starting June 10, a week in Glasgow,
and another TV spectacular built
around himself. Negotiations are also
under way for him to follow this with
appearances in Munich, Berlin, Paris
and other cities on the continent and
then a tour of Australia and -Japan.

logical choice for this promotion.”

Perryman, 30, in his new assign-

ment reports to and is responsible to

Kilpatrick. His specific duties will be

booking, clearing dates for “Opry”
talent, managers, and promoters, and
dealing directly with “Opry” talent

and talent buyers.

The basic format, it was empha-
sized, of Perryman’s most recent as-

signment on the all-night show, will

remain unchanged, viz: to promote
and exploit “Grand Ole Opry” talent

by playing their records and publiciz-

ing their show dates.

Opry Signs Wagoner

NASHVILLE, T E N N . — Porter

Wagoner formerly of “Ozark Jubilee,”

has headed South to take up perma-

nent residence at WSM’s Grand Ole

Opry. The hit-making Missourian

made his Opry debut on Saturday,

February 23.

Porter was born deep in the hill

country of the Ozarks and as a child

delighted his family with Sunday
“parlor concerts.” His first “paying

job” as a singer saw him doubling as

a butcher and clerk at Vaughn’s mar-
ket in West Plains, Mo. The proprie-

tor, Mr. Vaughn bought a Monday
through Friday strip of programs
from the local radio station and put

Porter on the air. On the show, Por-

ter took to the air at six each morn-
ing with songs and special announce-
ments of special prices on canned
goods. “At that hour of the morning,”
Porter recalls, “I never had anybody
to sing to in person. In fact, I was
lucky to have the store’s sleepy-eyed
cat for a studio audience.”

Porter’s unseen audience grew un-
til his was one of the most popular
shows in all of West Plains. His pop-
ularity increased so much that he was
invited by KWTO in Springfield to
join the station. He was given four
shows a day. A year later, he was
signed to an RCA Victor contract.

The first record to call Porter’s
name and talent to the nation’s at-
tention was “Company’s Cornin’.” It
was later followed up with the most
successful of his songs to date, “Satis-
fied Mind,” which has helped to give
him a permanent place among the top
names in Country music.

Cooper Family To WSM
Perryman’s successor has not yet

been named, but it is understood that

he will be selected from WSM’s pres-

ent announcing staff.

Perryman’s background includes

stints as dee jay and program director

at Jacksonville and Gladewater, Texas.

He was also station manager at the

latter. He was active in local civic

organizations and fund-raising cam-
paigns in Texas.

A U. S. Navy veteran, Perryman is

a graduate of Tyler Commercial Col-

lege, Tyler, Texas, with a radio-tele-

phone license.

WASHINGTON, D.C.— You may
have read in your local papers this
past week the report by the Govern-
ment that this country last year pro-
duced more goods and services than
ever before. The gross national prod-
uct for the year reached a total of
$412.4 billion, the Commerce Depart-
ment reported. This was 5% per cent
increase over the course of the year.
About ha’f of the 5% per cent increase
is represented by a real increase in
volume of goods and services pro-
duced with the remainder reflected in
price advances. January, 1957, started
off well, showing the production index
of 146, an increase over January,
1956’s index of 143. All major in-
dustry divisions, except agriculture,
contributed to the advance in national
income, the report said. Income ex-
pansion centered mainly in payrolls
and supplementary labor income. The
nation’s payroll of $239 billion was up
$16 billion from 1955.

ATLANTIC CITY, N.J.—A leading
clothing manufacturer said last week
that the nation’s economy would con-
tinue at peak level thruout 1957 despite
“scare talk” in high government
circles. Seymour J. Phillips, president
of the Phillips-Jones Corporation,
manufacturer of Van Heusen shirts,
said: “Despite Administration talk of
inflation leading to a depression, the
fact is we now are and will continue
for a long time in an inflationary
period. Certain’ y thru the end of this
year general business will remain at
a high level.” He predicted one of the
best years in the history of the soft
goods industry.

PHILADELPHIA, PA.—We’ve been
wondering. Are the people of Phila.
smarter than those in the rest of the
country—or are we just being face-
tious ? Anyhoo—The metropolitan Life
Insurance Company reports that,
among cities with a million population
or more, only Philadelphia showed a
decline in marriages. Thruout the
nation, in 1956 wedding bells rang
1,587,000 times, an increase from the
1955 figure of 1,542,000. In Indiana
marriages increased 17 per cent, and
in Oklahoma, it increased 11 per cent,

the largest upswings.

TOPEKA, KAN.— Continuing its

terrific expansion pace, the Du Pont
Company announced it will build a
new cellophane plant near Tecumseh,
Kan., eight miles from Topeka.

—Arnold Weiss, manager, Selecto-

matic Music Systems, this city, having

read the editorials appearing in The

Cash Box and the letters from opera-

tors published in the past issues,

chimes in with his views on “10 4 Play

Plus”—and very interesting, too.

“For the four and one-half years

we have been in the music business,”

writes Weiss, “the 50-50 split is the

one stumbling block to successful busi-

ness that we have difficulty in over-

coming. Perhaps it is not the 50-50

split, but the stupid operator who
thinks he can afford to pay 50-50 to

all locations, and expect to make
money in his business. Who started

this 50-50 idea anyway? Was he a

business man or a fool? Strangely

enough, in this day of inflation and

money-hungry locations, there are still

some operators who cannot sell loca-

tions on a fair business proposition

of service, good records and changes,

and a more suitable division of re-

turns. Is it not possible to organize

operators to bring about better busi-

ness practices in this business of

ours? We know The Cash Box is try-

ing and we are all for you. So, Bill

Gersh, to you and your organization,

more and more power.

“We have carefully followed the nu-

merous comments made from time to

time in The Casth Box and other trade

journals in respect to the division of

gross returns, and to date we have not

seen any division of grosses suggested

as we would like to see them. Our
route covers 1400 miles from one end

to the other, working in three direc-

tions. And as we have nothing under

a hundred selections, and quite a num-
ber of 200 selections, we just cannot

afford to pay any 50 per cent to any-

one. This top money idea is good, if

you can get it. But with the un-

scrupulous methods used by some
operators in our territory, it is hard
to get. We would like to see one-

third for the location, one-third for the

operator—with the other one-third set

aside for expenses and overhead. We
have tried this method and if you
don’t want to get rich quick, or if you
are not ‘location hungry,’ supplying

better than average service, we find

you can make a very comfortable

living.

“When the smallest unit used is 100

selections, your location has to give

a fair return or it is not worth while.

Let the other operator have the spot

for his 50 per cent if he wants it that

badly. And we have found, in the

short time we have been in this busi-

ness, that it is only a matter of time

before you get a call from a lot of

these locations, asking for a good unit,

at your terms. Before too long, we
have discovered, the average location,

who is a true business man, will

realize that he cannot take percent-

ages and that is what we find in our

locations’ cash boxes. We feel 40 per

cent is the top commission to be paid,

no matter how good a location is, and
if the location is sold properly, serv-

iced properly, you do not lose a loca-

tion even though the opposition offers

50 per cent and more— sometimes
even advancing up to $8,000 on com-
missions in large spots. May we add
that we believe in fair distribution of
the grosses even on the lower return
spots. On these we have a sliding
scale that works out well, paying as
low as 25 per cent if the machine
takes in up to $100 per month. This
particular type of location still has to
be serviced—you still have an invest-
ment there and we do not believe in
skimping on hits, etc., on the lower
spots. We believe in lower commis-
sions, if the gross is not high.
“But as mentioned in our second

paragraph, we still have trouble with
the 50-50 operator. Perhaps it is not
the operator who is to blame, but some
of the sub-distributors for certain
makes of music machines. In our par-
ticular territory we found certain sub-
distributors buy up a route, supply it

with their particular make of ma-
chine, put a man in to service the
route and offer 50-50 across the board,
regardless of what the returns may
be. This type of thing, we feel, should
be investigated and stopped, but to
date we cannot do much about it. So,
we settle for fewer spots and lower
commissions, with better relations
with our locations, and come out all

right so far. We feel we will be in
business a lot longer than some of
the 50-50 boys.
“We notice a small item on page

52 of the February 23 issue of The
Cash Box-

—‘Rural Op Disagrees with
104 Play.’ What is the matter with
Mr. Knutson? Our territory is not
too far from his, and in the 2800
miles we travel every month to service
our machines, we only have four towns
that are over 1000 population. All
of the rest are villages, hamlets, etc.

No dance spots—a lot of teenagers.
And we haven’t had a unit on nickel
play for three years. All are dime
play, 3 for 25 <f, and it’s the kids that
give us our money, not the old fogies
like myself. Might mention that we
have less than 100,000 people in our
territory with an investment of $100,-
000, and no less than ten operators,
including some sub-distributors. We
contend, if Mr. Knutson would go
dime play, his gross would come up at
least 40 per cent, and his machines
would last that much longer, as would
his needles, etc.”

Used Vending Machine Prices

SYRACUSE, N. Y.—Bernie Sha-
piro, salesman for Rex Distributing
Corporation, this city, advises that
The Cash Box should once again insti-

tute its vending machines price list.

“Being a distributor’s salesman,”
writes Bernie, “I find it difficult, at
times, determining prices of used vend-
ing machines, such as cigarette, candy,
etc.

“If Tiie Cash Box would set up a
pricing on this equipment, as it does
on used music and amusements, this
would help to strengthen the distribu-

tor-operator-manufacturing relation-
ship.

(Editor’s Note: For Bernie Sha-
piro’s information, The Cash Box fea-
tured a most complete price listing of
all new and used vending machines of
all hinds for some years. But interest
in this field continued to fall, to the
point where The Cash Box discontin-
ued these lists.

Plan For Games and Phonos

CHICAGO — Those music and
amusement operators who have
bombarded The Cash Box with
questions regarding the value of

the trading stamp plan for stimu-
lating play on phonos and juke
boxes should also read this week’s
“Life” magazine, March 4 issue.

“Life”, following up on its sister-

magazine, “Fortune”, makes a

most complete report on the trad-

ing stamp plan in this March 4

issue.

Its report indicates that one out

of every two American families

save stamps. That about 400 firms

are engaged in printing and sell-

ing over $600 millions worth of
stamps. That the stamps are worth
about each.

There are over 90,000 grocers
using the stamps. Over 170,000
stores in U. S. engaged in giving
away stamps. Last two years
stamps multiplied by 224% in food
stores.

Books hold from 1200 to 1500
stamps. Purchases total about $130
to fill a book. Stamp plan operates
on 2.5% basis. Shoppers accumu-
late 2%$ purchasing power repre-
sented by 10 stamps. Filled book
is worth about $3.40 in exchange
value. (See editorial page 60).

Greater Income from Phonos and Games?
THIS QUESTION WAS ORIGINALLY PRESENTED BY THE CASH BOX AT A MEETING WITH

EXECUTIVES OF CHICAGO’S MUSIC OPS’ ASSOCIATION (THE CASH BOX, PAGE 45, MARCH 2).

MUCH INTEREST HAS BEEN AROUSED SINCE PUBLICATION OF THIS SUGGESTION. THE

CASH BOX NOW PRESENTS THIS SAME QUESTION FOR THE STUDIED CONSIDERATION

AND HONEST OPINIONS OF ITS SUBSCRIBERS NATIONWIDE.

Trading stamps have become a boom business stimulating in-

fluence for the retail business of the nation. At least, so claim a

great many retail merchandisers who have been using trading

stamps for many years.

Others point to the fact that these trading stamps cost them
approximately 10% of sales and, they claim, this is forcing them

to raise prices. But even these merchandisers admit that the stamps

have helped stimulate business.

It was with the above in mind that The Cash Box presented this

plan to the executives of the Chicago music operators’ association

in a meeting on the discussion of The Cash Box’1 ‘“10$ Play Plus”

plan.

Since publication of this item, much interest has been aroused.

The Cash Box has been bombarded with questions. Operators want

to know just what all others, as well as The Cash Box, think of the

use of nationally recognized trading stamps to help stimulate play

on phonos and games.

As some operators point out, where there isn’t 10^ play in full

operation at this time, this can come into being by use of trading

stamps. Where 10^ play is already in full operation then the trad-

ing stamps can help to boom play action and the operators as well

as the locations will enjoy greater income so that, as a result, the

operators can then institute The Cash Box’ “10$ Play Plus” plan.

The Cash Box, in turn, asks the same questions of its nation-

wide readers as has been asked of this publication. Studied con-

sideration of these questions, resulting in completely honest opinions

from all operators all over the country should, most definitely,

bring the answer as to whether the nationally recognized trading

stamps will or won’t, can or cannot, help boost play on phonos and
games.

1)

Will locations tie in with the trading stamp business

stimulator plan that has swept the retail business of this nation?

2) Will location owners take the time to give the stamps, with

each 10$ or 25$ play, or will they, instead, become irritated with this

necessary procedure?

3) Since ops will have to pay for the trading stamps in advance

and then leave them with their locations, should they remove the cost

off the top in advance, and will location owners allow them to remove
the cost off the top after each collection?

4) Can trading stamps boost play to such an extent where
only a more equitable commission or minimum front money arrange-

ment will prove necessary to defray the cost of the stamps?

5) Should the trading stamps be purchased individually by the

operators, just as retailers are now doing, or should they be pur-

chased in partnership with their locations and/or their associations?

6) Will use of window streamers, indoor display cards, local

newspaper, radio and TV advertising, regarding giveaway of trading

stamps for play on phonos and games, help boost play for phonos
and games?

7) .
Will trading stamps help improve public relations?

8) Can the trading stamp plan become so involved that it will

force operators to continue after play stimulation value has faded?

9) Will trading stamps help popularize locations to such an
extent that better income will result for a long time to come?

10) What legal problems will be involved
, especially in the case

of games, or can legal problems be eliminated, or tied in, with the

same legality for retail store giveaways of the trading stamps?

In short, it seems the questions are almost endless. There are

many pros and cons. There are a great many points for careful

consideration and deep study in the above.

“The

Cash Box Price Lists” reports each quotation exactly as it is made and depends

on the subscriber to make average price adjustments to fit the peculiarities of

his territory.

METHOD: “The Cash Box Price Lists” should be read as follows: First

price listed is lowest price quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest

price quoted.

REGARDING SELLING PRICES

IMPORTANT!
Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due

to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower

price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.

Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely

recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business

and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,

should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will

purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
