It seems to us that the rest of the

entertainment world, so deeply im-

mersed in type casting, could well take

a leaf from the record business. As we

all know, in the past several years the

barriers between Pop, Country and

Rhythm & Blues have become a lot less

rigid. Artists who are popular in one

field can also enjoy the same success in

the other fields and this is a departure

from what the situation was only a few

years ago.

Attesting to the fluidity of acceptance

in the various fields of the record world

are the many, many artists who have

gained Pop acceptance from both Coun-

try and R&B areas. In the Country

field, there are such artists as Elvis

Presley, Tommy Sands, Ferlin Husky,

Sonny James, Gene Vincent, Marty

Robbins, Martha Carson and a lot more.

From the Rhythm & Blues field have

come Fats Domino, Little Richard,

Ruth Brown, Lavern Baker, Mickey &
Sylvia, Lloyd Price, Nappy Brown, Bill

Doggelt, Ivory Joe Hunter and again

many, many more.

Now, while these artists have been

able to make the transition as far as

records are concerned, they too suffer

from that old entertainment bugaboo,

type casting. For the people who en-

gage artists for television, movies,

plays and theaters seem to have no idea

that Country and Rhythm & Blues

artists can also have a large Pop follow-

ing. It’s true that some of the top TV
variety shows such as the Ed Sullivan

Show, the Perry Como Show and the

Steve Allen Show, have made it a prac-

tice to engage artists who have top rec-

ords no matter what field they came
from, and an occasional artist has been

given the opportunity to make it big in

another medium, such as Elvis Presley

or Tommy Sands, but for the most part,

placing a Couniry or R&B artist on a

Pop show has been an arduous task.

Fortunately with the preponderance

of artists from the Country and R&B
fields now breaking through into Pop.

even the entertainment world is begin-

ning to be convinced and so the situa-

tion looks as though it may be improved

shortly. A case in point, for instance,

is the interest which the booking agen-

cies have recently shown in signing

Country and R&B artists with the pur-

pose of building up their Pop accept-

ance.

The problem these booking agents

are going to have is not with the public,

which obviously accepts any artist no
matter from what field he comes as long

as he fulfills the public’s entertainment

desires, as has been demonstrated in the

record business time and time again.

The problem is going to be with those

people in the entertainment world

whose job it is to engage artists but

whose public pulse is practically dor-

mant and whose concept of the right

artist for the right place is hound tightly

by all the cliches of type casting that

ever existed.

Rama and Gee
will favor more beat music and Jazz
albums in its repertoire, while Tico
will step up production in the Latin

Joe Kolsky, executive vice-president

strong distributor set-up and promo-
tional set-ups we have added in such
cities as Los Angeles, Detroit, Chicago,
Cleveland, Pittsburgh, Baltimore and
New York,”

Officers of the enterprise supervis-
ing the four label structure were des-

ignated as Hugo Peretti, president;
Joe Kolsky and Luigi Creatore, ex-
ecutive vice-presidents, and Morris
Gerlach, secretary-treasurer.
George Goldner, when interviewed,

stated that the parting was amicable,
and will give him an opportunity to

study several propositions that have
been made to him. Goldner stated
that he will definitely remain in the
record business but could not clarify
this at this time. For the benefit of
any friends who might want to contact
him, Goldner stated he could be
reached at SCarsdale 5-3854.

Cancer Society Enlists

Disk Jockey Aid

NEW YORK — Each year as part

of its April Crusade, the American
Cancer Society presents radio stations

throughout the country with special

material which includes its campaign
message. This year the material in-

cludes several items of special inter-

est. Foremost is “Jazz Panorama:
Great American Jazz”—a one-hour

program starring local disk jockeys.

The ACS provides disk jockeys with

a 12" microgroove record which is

divided into three or four minute seg-

ments of music. Some thirty represen-

tative nnumbers of American jazz are

highlighted; if each number were
played in its entirety the material

would cover dozens of records, many
of them collector’s items. It is materi-

al which has never before been avail-

able to disk jockeys.

The accompanying script, which
permits each disk jockey to become
a jazz expert, begins:

“My poor mother died-a-shout-

ing.” A sacred song by the

Mitchell Christian Singers; out

of such rhythms, chants, and
blue tones, jazz was born.

Its daddy the faraway jungle.

Its mother the hymns and
street calls.

!

And its first cries the rags,

the stomps, and the blues.

P’or the enterprising deejay, exten-

sive program notes are also supplied.

Where does the April Crusade of

the American Cancer Society fit in all

this? The Society’s “Fight Cancer
With a Checkup and a Check” mes-
sage is spotted throughout the script.

The transcribed record itself features

messages by such personalities as

Benny Goodman, Hal March and Er-

nie Kovacs. The uniqueness of the

“package” should guarantee schedul-

ing on disk jockeys’ prime time.

Another novel quarter-hour tran-

scribed program is “The Sound of

Spring.” This is an adventure in sound

with material recorded and edited by
folklore authority Tony Schwartz. In-

cluded are boys playing stick-

ball, girls singing as they “bounce

the ball,” an elderly farmer relaxing

on his front porch, singing, a street

musician on a busy corner in Atlanta,
humorous and touching comments on
spring, the work-song chant of fish-

ermen as they pull in their full nets,
tugging and singing in unison. There’s
the gayety of an Italian street festi-

val, and a jazz street dance in New
Orleans. And there’s the recording of

an actual conversation as an Ameri-
can Cancer Society volunteer calls

on a neighbor, a serious overtone now
part of the American spring. As the
narrator says on the irrogram itself,

“Spring is a time of reawakening

—

of life. It is a time of the open window,
the sight and smell of green things
growing and the laughter of a boy
with a baseball. Spring is a time of
joy to be alive. And it’s time to care-
fully consider protecting your life

—

the most precious thing of all.”

Hilltoppers Reunited

HOLLYWOOD—The original mem-
bers of The Hilltoppers are back to-

gether again for the first time since

1953, and are recording in Holly-
wood this week under the direction of
Randy Wood, pnesident of Dot Rec-
ords.

Wood discovered the group’s com-
merial potential back in April, 1952,
when he recorded their first effort, a
song called “Trying,” which he re-
leased on his then brand new Dot
label. “Trying” had been composed by
a night club piano player named Billy
Vaughn, who was also the fourth mem-
ber of the harmonizing group. The
others, headed by lead man Jimmy
Sacca, were college students Seymour
Spiegelman and Don McGuire, at-
tending Western Kentucky State.
Trying ’ sold close to a million copies.

The Hilltoppers followed this hit
with P. S. I Love You,” which earned
then^a gold record. In 1954, after the
£elease of over twenty singles, six EPs,
and four LPs on Dot, the Hilltoppers
were voted the Best Vocal Group in
1954 by juke box operators in The
Cash Boa:’ annual poll.

Then came a tour of duty in the
armed services. Spiegelman and Mc-
Guire are just now celebrating their
return to civilian life. Billy Vaughn,
however, has been musical director for
Dot Records for some time, as well as
a highly popular recording star on
Dot, famed for his instrumentals both
on singles and LPs. Besides his own
records, he writes the arrangements
for all the other Dot artists, and con-
ducts his own orchestra as backing for
Dot vocalists. His place in the Hill-
toppers’ quartet will be taken by bari-
tone Eddie Crowe.

“WALT DISNEY’S FANTASIA” —
Leopold Stokowski With The Phila-
delphia Orchestra—Disneyland WDX
101 (3-12" LP)
Walt Disney’s successful attempt to

add depth to the world of animation,
“Fantasia,” recently made the rounds
of theaters again. Built on great
classical compositions, (“Nutcracker
Suite”, “Rite Of Spring”, “Ave
Maria”) the film employed the musi-
cianship of famed Leopold Stokowski
and the Philadelphia Orchestra. The
sound-track score is presented on this
3-LP Disneyland release enclosed in
a book-type package that pictorially
(excellent reproductions from the
movie) and verbally describes the mu-
sic and the film. Excellent hi-fi engi-
neering job. The Walt Disney asso-
ciation here will greatly extend the
market of these expertly performed
classical presentations.

“WALTZ WITH LAWRENCE
WELIv”—Lawrence Welk And His
Champagne Music—Coral CRL 58119
(1-12" LP)
Just off the dance floor with his

“Pick-A-Polka” package, Lawrence
Welk returns to it again in this pres-
entation of 24 favorites in three-
quarter time (“Charmaine,” “Alice
Blue Gown,” and “Ramona”). The
Welk strings take the melodies in
graceful stride, making the set dance-
able and listenable. The Welk crowd
should lift the pressing to chart
stature.

“UNDER ANALYSIS”—Sauter-Fine-
gan Orchestra—RCA Victor LPM-
1341 (1-12" LP)
Further shenanigans by the Sauter-

Finegan alliance is a bright revamp-
ing of 11 dance-band favorites (“Got
A Date With An Angel,” and “Think-
ing Of You,”) with some semblance
to their original dance-band arrangers.
The unexpected veerings from a mel-
ody, done with the usual Sauter-Fine-
gan wizardry challenge one’s musical
imagination (and hi-fi components!).
The Sauter-Finegan crowd, mostly
from the jazz coterie, will make the
set’s sales hefty.

“RED VELVET”—Stanley Black And
His Orchestra—London LL 1592 (1-
12" LP)

Stanley Black is one of the most
effective mood maestro imports from
England, and each release by the ork
leader can be deemed major lush stock
by dealers. Black’s latest London ef-

fort is a collection of choice material
(“Isn’t It Romantic,” “Lovely To Look
At,” and “Sophisticated Lady”) play-
ed with slow string backing and a key-
board in the solo spot. Easy-going
mood fare.

“CAMPFIRE FAVORITES” — Sung
By The La Falce Brothers—Jubilee
LP 1030 (1-12" LP)
A bill of hardy songs of yesteryear,

performed with fine, sentimental har-
mony by the La Falce Brothers has
given the nostalgic purchaser a disk

of considerable entertainment value.
Backed by an authentically simple
guitar backing, the group conveys
with warmth such favorites as “Clem-
entine,” “Home On The Range,”
“Love’s Old Sweet Song,” etc. In-

destructible melodies, well performed.

“BIMBO”—Jim Reeves—RCA Victor
LPM-1410 (1-12" LP)

This is a package reprise of single

efforts by the high-ranking star in

the Country & Western field, Jim
Reeves. The artist, whose current
“Am I Losing You,” holds a solid

niche on top of the country charts, is

caught in both a rhythmic (“Drinking

Tequila,” and “Bimbo”) and warm
(“Where Does A Broken Heart Go”
and “What Were You Doing (Last
Night)”) vocal light. The title song
was the singer’s smash debut a short
while ago. The “Grand Ole Opry” per-
former’s following have their boy in
a wonderful collection of tunes dis-
playing Reeve’s great versatility.

(Vol. 1)—Dick Hyman His Piano And

MGM’s famed jazz and mood pian-

ist, Dick Hyman, has 3 similar pack-
ages here, each featuring a modest
$2.98 price tag and a whopping 60
song program. Each band in the sets,
grouped under a particular heading
(“Fine And Dandy,” “Remember
These?,” and “As Time Goes By”),
contain up to 6 tunes played in a
bright, up-beat tempo by Hyman and
his rhythm accompaniment. The pack-
ages are colorful patchworks of sheet
music. The artist, price and quantity
of material put these mood and dance
sessions in a highly favorable sales
light.

“GREAT HITS ON DOT”—Dot DLP-

The stuff that Dot record hits are

made of make this release a potent
recap of recent chart items. Some of
the smashes here include “The Green
Door,” (Jim Lowe), “Shifting Whisper-
ing Sands” (Billy Vaughan), “Near
You,” (Francis Graig), and “All Nite
Long” (Rusty Bryant).

The seemingly permanent tenant of

the Mark Hellinger in New York, “My
Fair Lady,” .was due for a ribbing,
and this Foremost release will prob-
ably be the most ambitious satire on
the musical. The “book” to “My
Square Laddie” is the transformation
of a proper-speaking Englishman
(Reginald Gardiner) to an improper-
speaking resident of Brooklyn by
Nancy Walker. The tunes, (“The Block
Where You Rock,” “I Could Have
Boozed All Night”) by Max Show-
waiter and lyrics by William Howe
have a familiar “My Fair Lady” sound,

“Only those records best suited for commercial use are reviewed by THE CASH BOX’
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and are turned out with tongue-in-

These three LP’s from Rendezvous

feature the slickly conceived artistry
of Eddie Baxter. The performer is

at the helm of a keyboard device that
enables him to produce the sounds of
a celeste, piano, and organ by him-
self. The results of this electronic
amalgamation is deft mood music ses-
sions plus an attraction to hi-fi en-
thusiasts. Mr. Baxter has a happy
habit, in all three disks, of sticking
to the evergreens (“There’s A Small
Hotel,” “Laura,” “That Old Black
Magic,” etc.).

Selections from “My Fair Lady”

make another jazz appearance, this

time in an ABC-Paramount issue fea-
turing the Billy Taylor Trio plus sup-
port from a jazz ork conducted by
Quincy Jones. The eight songs (“Show
Me,” '“With A Little Bit Of Luck,”
and “On The Street Where You Live”)

have been smartly Taylored for jazz

consumption with the aid of such keen
jazzmen as Don Elliot (Vibes, Bongo,

The
sextet, featuring Hank Mobley on
tenor sax and the trumpets of Donald
Byrd and Lee Morgan trace a torrid

by Mobley. Horace Silver has lots

“COLE PORTER AND ME”—Eddie

This is jazz with a Latin leaning.

The artist behind this venture is Eddie
Cano, a pianist with a love for both the
Latin beat and jazz. One side is com-
posed of six Cole Porter items (and of
course, Mr. Porter has often made
good use of a Latin tempo in many of
his melodies) while the flip side con-
tains six jazz-inspired Cano creations.
Under the guidance of jazzman Shorty
Rogers plus some slick work by the
sextet, the gap between the two mu-
sical forms has been imaginatively
closed. Some pop potential.

VERDI: Aida—Arturo Toscanini

The late Arturo Toscanini’s brilliant

conducting career began with “Aida”
in 1886, and Victor has released its

last opera as performed by the Maes-
tro, a distinguished presentation of
“Aida.” Taken from two NBC broad-
casts in 1949 (and partially recorded
again by Toscanini in 1954), this 3-

Victor issue is a monumental tribute

to Toscanini and the Verdi master-
piece. Toscanini’s direction of the
NBC Symphony is tempered with vi-

brance, and a lyrical beauty. The
principals, Herva Nelli as Aida; Rich-
ard Tucker as Rhadames; Eva Gus-
tavason as Ameris; and Giuseppe Val-
dengo as Amonasro sing with gran-
deur and a sense of the scope of the
work. This “Aida” will bring opera
lovers to it in droves.

CASTELNUOVO - TEDESCO: The
Lark—FAURE: Sonata (Op. 13)—
VITALI: Chaconne—Jascha Heifetz,
Violin—With Emanuel Bay, Brooks
Smith, Richard Ellsasser—RCA Vic-
tor LM-2074

This is virtuosity of the highest or-
der. The 3-piece program provides
Mr. Heifetz with demanding technical
and romantic challenges. The intrica-
cies of Castelnuovo-Tedesco’s brilliant
“Lark,” and the purity of the old
Vitali “Chaconne,” and Faure “So-
nata No. 1” capture the violinist in
incomparable tone and technical feats.

Basie Biography To Be

Written By Feather

NEW YORK— Negotiations were
completed last week by Horizon Press,

publishers of “The Encyclopedia of

Jazz,” for the writing of a full-length

book on Count Basie, to be written by
Leonard Feather, author of the Ency-
clopedia.

The Basie biography will have the

Count’s full collaboration and will

probably be written under a joint by-

line. In addition to telling the stoi’y

of the pianist’s life and his career as

a sideman followed by more than two
decades of success as a bandleader, it

will explore the backgrounds of many
of the important musicians who have
been an essential part of the Basie
saga through the years.

Horizon’s deal for the Basie volume
is part of a deal that calls for three

jazz books to be produced by Feather
during 1957 and 1958. At present he
is working on a general, up-to-date ref-

erence book tentatively titled “Hori-
zons of Jazz,” which will present, in

text form a panorama of the lead-

ing jazz figures on each instrument,

with musical illustrations from the

Norman Gramz catalog. The third

book will be a new volume in the En-
cyclopedia series, along lines similar

to the “Yearbook of Jazz,” released

recently.

Decca “Dealer Aid” A Hit

NEW YORK—The Decca ‘“Dealer

Aid”—a catalog service first offered
to dealers and operators earlier this

year, has been receiving continuous
acceptance and response, according to

Decca brass. The service, which pro-
vides for two complete, cross-indexed
volumes per year, with additional sup-
plements printed at intervals between
the release of the full catalogs, is sold

for one year at $15 and at a special

2-year subscription rate of $25.

Several weeks ago, because of the
fine dealer and operator reaction,

Decca also made the service available

to radio stations. The radio station re-

sponse has been as enthusiastic as
that of dealers.

In addition to -stations’ subscribing
to the “Dealer Aid,” its availability

has also sparked interest in Decca’s
disk jockey subscription services.

These services offer, at nominal
charges, the company’s new disk re-

leases. Stations can subscribe to the
pop single service (which now in-

cludes Decca’s R & B releases) for
$5.50 per month; the C & W single
service for $3.75 per month, or a
combination of these two categories
for $7.00 per month. Decca’s Popular
LP subscription service is $50 a
year, the Classical LP subscription is

also $50 for a year, and the combined
Pop and Classical LP service is $85.

Imperial Foreign Royalties

Add Up To $235,000

HOLLYWOOD—Lee Chudd, presi-

dent of Imperial Records, released fig-

ures last week that Imperial was paid
$235,000 in royalties from foreign dis-

tribution of Imperial Records in 1956.

Chudd breaks down the percentages
geographically in this way: Europe
and the United Kingdom, 50%; Can-
ada, 20%; Australia, 10%; Mexico,

5%; South Africa, 5%; Japan, 7%;
and Colombia, South America, 3%.
“The foreign record market,” says

Chudd, “is growing in the same astro-

nomical proportion as the United
States, and American records are cap-
turing the bulk of the market.”
As examples, Chudd points out the

rock and roll craze that has spread
world wide. Best selling list supplied
Chudd by Imperial distributors in

England, France, Australia, Japan,
and South Africa show the “Elvis
Presleys, Pat Boones and Fats
Dominos at the top.” Broadway show
albums are at a premium in foreign
countries, and as an example, Chudd
points to Israel where “My Fair Lady”
sells for 14 pounds (Israeli pound),
$7 American money, and the demand
cannot be met.
Europe is the biggest foreign mar-

ket now, but Chudd feels that in the
next ten years Asia and South Amer-
ica will be running a close second.

Columbia Issues “You”

For Record Dealers

NEW YORK — Publication of
“You”, a new magazine issued by
Columbia Records for its dealers, was
announced last week by the company.
First issue of the magazine, a 14-page
color cover publication with a full
color insert designed for store display,
has been mailed to 6500 dealers. It
will be published every six weeks.

In an open letter to dealers which
prefaces the issue, president Goddard
Lieberson describes “You” as “a
means of interchanging information
which we believe will profit both cf
us. We want to help the dealer create
an aura of excitement in his store. We
would like this magazine to help the
dealer keep abreast of developments
in allied fields and in other industries
which might be applied to the record
business”.

Australian Record Sales Forge Ahead

MELBOURNE, Australia — Upon
completion of an Australian-wide tour

concerning market research, appoint-

ment of new sales outlets and general

discussions with Interstate Distribu-

tors, Harry Boh*, Sales and Catalogue
chief of W & G Records, reports a

substantial increase in sales and in-

terest in recorded music in Australia.

Compared with a 1953-54 total of

6,880,428 disks sold, 1955-56 produc-

tion went close to 9,000,000 equivalent

to almost one record per head of popu-
lation. Although by a cursory com-
parison with U.S.A. figures this does

not appear “up to par,” Bone, ex-
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plains that very shortly it is expected

that Australia will soon reach the

sales “per capita” figure equivalent to

that in the United States.

Increase in population and influx of

continental and other migrants have
a very definite effect not only on sales

figures, but also on the culture and
musical tastes of the population.

Here, says Bone, is a market with
great potential. There is still room for

lots of good recorded music of all

types, but the people are discriminat-

ing, they like quality, they like good
artists. In general they follow very
closely American trends and what is a

“top hit” in the United States will

usually attain “hit” status down here.

Bone, is confident that 1957 will be

a bigger and better year for records in

Australia than ever before. He has no
fears of the effects of TV on record

sales, explaining that the advent of

TV here is such a gradual process

compared with its sudden advent in
other countries. Australia has been
conditioned to TV and it becomes an
extra avenue for entertainment rather
than a replacement of other estab-
lished fields.

Indications are good that the record-
ing business in Australia will continue
on the “up swing” and enjoy a pros-
perity as has never before been real-
ized by the industry here.

Camden Offers “Budget Specials”

NEW YORK—With Camden’s re-

lease of Beethoven’s Seventh Sym-
phony by Arturo Toscanini and the

Philharmonic-Symphony Orchestra of

New York, this week, the diskery is

introducing a new series called

“Monthly Budget Specials.” The bud-
get special offers the consumer a
four-color portrait of the maestro on
the cover plus a liner note by Irving
Kolodin. Camden albums usually do
not have album notes on the back
cover.

The LP’s suggested list price stays
at $1.98.

The Toscanini disk is first of many
such recordings which will be issued
in coming months.

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NEW YORK — Inflation — schmin-

flation. With the exception of those

businesses who continue to sell their

merchandise at the same price as they

did in the 1930’s (juke box play at 54)

inflation has set in some 2 to 3 per

cent each year, with prices rising to

meet the increases. Of course, this

leaves the operator in an untenable

position. But for those who have kepi

pace—cold statistics reveal that the

people in the nation are living better-

getting more of the things they want

in life these days. Upward movement

of our living standards in the last ten

years shows that more families have

their own homes, own cars, have more
disposable income and the number wit!

pre-tax incomes of $5000 and over

has almost tripled. In 1946, there

were 23 million families owning cars;

last year, this number was up to 37
million; number of married couples
with own households jumped from 29
million to 37 million. So—even with
high prices and high taxes, some
progress has been made.

NEW YORK—In a series of arti-

cles analyzing the immediate need for

changes in the tax depreciation poli-

cies of the United States, Sidney Fish

of The Journal of Commerce stated

“But analysis of the figures shows

that while some industries are hit

harder than others, virtually all would

be aided by more realistic tax policies

on depreciation.” In this article it is

shown that practically every product

has increased today to two and a half

times higher than it was in 1932.

CHICAGO — More and more op-
erators, nationwide, agree that they
are actually working for their lo-

cations, when they operate on the old,

wornout and economically unsound
60%-50% commission basis.

And this, they admit, regardless of
whether there is 10^ play in effect in

the average location.

Almost every operator agrees that
there are certain locations where they
can still continue to profitably operate
on the old 50%-50% commission basis.

But they also admit that these may
total 1% or 2% of their total num-
ber of locations.

The average location is enjoying

more income from the gross intake of

their machines than the operators

are enjoying. Regardless of the fact

that the operators pay for the mach-
ines. Pay for licenses and, in most
cases, all other taxes. Pay for upkeep

and servicing and endure depreciation

and all other charges.

As has been pointed out by this pub-

lication, from surveys which it has

conducted, the location owner invests

only the number of square feet of

space the machine occupies on a com-

parative number of dollars in keeping

with whatever his rent per square foot

is for his entire place.

Aside from that, if the location

charges this rent against the machine,

the only other expense the location

owner has is the minimum amount of

electricity used by the machine when
the machine is in operation.

This, operators who have made a

very intensive study of all costs, re-

port amounts to less than 5<j of every

half-dollar that the location owner re-

ceives from his 50-50 share of the

gross intake of the machines.

In short, the location owner enjoys

45^ profit from each half-dollar the

machine takes in.

The operator, in turn, who is oper-

ating on a 50-50 commission basis,

pays out better than 45(f from his half-

dollar he obtains from the gross dollar

intake of the machine for overhead

expense, depreciation, service supplies,

parts and a hundred other items that

he has to deduct from his 50% of the

gross.

In short, from each gross dollar

taken in by his machines the operator,

who continues on the inequitable 50-50
commission basis, is actually getting
10<j. His location is getting the bal-

ance of 90^.

Many operators report that the
average service call costs them any-
where from $5.50 to $9.50. They av-
erage about $7.50 cost per call.

This means that any operator who
finds $15 gross in the cash box is ac-

tually breaking even when he splits

on a 50-50 basis with the location.

To show even the smallest possible

profit, he must take in better than $15

gross from each machine on his route.

And with the national average far,

far below this figure, more operators

are fighting a battle for business sur-

vival than ever before in the history

of the industry.

Set Production Records
CHICAGO — Production sched-

ules go by the board these days as

the factories producing the new type,

king-size bowling games continue to

report greater and still greater busi-

ness for these machines.
“We’ve never seen anything like

it”, reported one well known sales-

manager here, “and the way orders
are coming in we feel certain that it

will be many, many months before we
can satisfy the demand.”
Even before a production schedule

is set for the following week, changes
are made with last minute orders re-

quiring another stepping up of all pro-
duction to match the backlog, as well

as to meet the new orders that have
arrived.

“In my estimation”, stated one well
known producer of these machines,
“it will be a year from now before the
demand begins to show any slowdown
whatsoever.

“In fact”, he added “it may even
pick up at that time because, like all

other games of such a hit nature that

have been produced in the past, some-
one is bound to come along with a
new gimmick or a new idea which
will start the boom all over again.”

These are the type of optimistic
statements which are being made here
in regard to the new king-size bowling
games.
Some are of the belief that the

manufacturers have opened an en-
tirely new era for all the amusement
industry.
“The very fact”, says one operator

leader here, “that the new bowling
games have given us the opportunity
to get on a more equitable commission
basis is going to continue greater
progress for all operators of amuse-
ments from now on in.

“In my case”, he added, “I’ve placed
the majority of my bowling games on
a 60-40 basis and the rest on 65-35.

I’ve had no complaints and no opposi-

tion to this. I believe that this is the

greatest thing that has ever yet hap-
pened to benefit the operator.”

writes E. E. Peterson of this city, and
adds, “but be sure that your machines
are sparkling clean.

“I have spent 30 years in the coin

machines business”, he continues, “and
find that a clean machine will take
in three times as much as a dirty ma-
chine.

“As soon as a phono gets just a

little dusty, down goes the play”, ad-

vises Peterson.
“I find”, he reports, “after 30 years

of operating here in San Diego that

clean phonographs, pool tables, shuffle

games and shuffleboards will take in

three times as much as any machine
that is dirty, regardless of how dirty

the location, itself, may be.

“In the last 15 years”, he says, “I

have kept a man on for every 75 ma-
chines doing nothing but going around
all week long cleaning and waxing the

machines on his route.

JACKSON, TENN.—“Being in the
heart of the farming country”, reports
Jessie O. Porter of Daniel Amuse-
ment, this city, “makes the service-
man most important.

“In our estimation”, advises Porter,
“the serviceman is the heart of the
coin machines business.
“He is in constant contact with all

“It is up to him to take stock of
each location and to help in every awy
he possibly can to increase business.

“It’s the serviceman’s efforts that
can make the difference between a
profitable location and a spot to just
set a machine.

“It’s up to him to keep locations
interested and happy and to get their
cooperation as well as the complete
regard of the public.”

How To Use “The Cash Box Price Lists”
[Also known as the “C. M. I. (Coin Machine Industry) BLUE BOOK”]
FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear in the quotation of high

and low prices of certain equipment. Like any true reporter “The Cash Box

Price Lists” can only feature the market prices as they are quoted. “The Cash

Box Price Lists” act exactly the same as the market quotation board at the Stock

Exchange—posting the prices as they are quoted for the past week, regardless of

how much they may seem to be out of line. Some prices do not change for

months. “The Cash Box Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain the last

known quotations for such equipment so that the subscriber at least has the last

known prices as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely divergent.

Someone on the West Coast may feel a certain machine worth $150.00 whereas

someone on the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of course, serial,

appearance, demand, territory, quantity, and condition of equipment must be
taken into consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstanding firms, having

a reputation for shipping completely reconditioned machines, will be offered

at higher prices than others, due to the added cost of reconditioning.) “The
Cash Box Price Lists” reports each quotation exactly as it is made and depends

on the subscriber to make average price adjustments to fit the peculiarities of

his territory.

METHOD: “The Cash Box Price Lists” should be read as follows: First

price listed is lowest price quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest

price quoted.
FOREIGN BUYERS: To cover cost of packing, crating, shipping, etc,, figure

an additional $20 to $25 on Pin Games—and $25 to $30 on Phonographs.

REGARDING SELLING PRICES

IMPORTANT!
Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for
packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will
purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
