Goulding was born on March 7,

1918, and attended the public ele-

mentary and secondary schools in

Lowell, Mass. He graduated from
Lowell High School in 1936 and a

year later became a staff announcer

at WLLH, Lowell. In 1941, Phil went
to WEEI, Boston, where he served

as news editor until 1943. His next

assignment was as staff announcer on

the then WABC, key station of the

Columbia Broadcasting System. He
joined WMGM in January, 1944.

During his Lowell, Mass, days, he

was a keen student of the little theatre

movements and appeared with the

Blackfriars in many productions, in-

cluding “Christopher Bean” and “Bro-

ther Orchid.”

His most memorable experience in

radio was at WEEI, Boston, when the

terrible fire broke out in the Cocoanut
Grove and took the lives of almost

five hundred persons. Phil worked on
this story for almost 48 hours without

a break. For many years he served

as a foil on Morey Amsterdam’s
WMGM comedy shows. These pro-

grams revealed Phil to be a brilliant

comedian.

The previous set was
the successful “Rock And Roll For-
evey”; this package ought to offer
dealers similar sales pull. The line-up

Street Corner In Paris,” and “Bird
Life In The Bronx”), while Miss Col-
lins is both snappy and sophisticated
during her moments (“Tiger Rag,”

“MEDITERRANEAN MOONLIGHT”
—Frank Chacksfield And His Orches-
tra—London LL 1588 (1-12" LP)
Frank Chacksfield is another mem-

ber of London’s impressive list of
top-selling mood magicians. The
listener can take in the wholesome
Mediterranean air with, Chacksfield’s
latest issue as he lushly glides through
14 tunes indicative of the area (“Lady
Of Spain,” “Isle Of Capri,” and
“Majorca”). Solid mood entry in a
happy vein.

“INSTRUMENTAL SOUVENIRS”—
Billy Vaughn And His Orchestra-
Dot DLP-3045 (1-12" LP)

These instrumental souvenirs are
sentimental souvenirs as well. Twelve

songs that took Tin Pan Alley by
storm (“Peg O’ My Heart,” “To Each
His Own,” and “Heartaches”), are
performed by Billy Vaughn and the
ork with a snap and warmth, suited
at times for the dance-floor. Attrac-
tive cover job.

“HANK WILLIAMS”—36 Of Greatest

These 36 sessions from MGM carry

the voice (and material) of one of
the greatest talents to emerge from
the country and western field, the
late Hank Williams. Williams could
expertly intone the cowboy’s lament
(“Ramblin’ Man”), the lover’s cry
(“Cold, Cold Heart”), a happy bayou
howl (“Jambalaya”) and the deep
feeling of a religious song (“How
Could You Refuse Him Now”). The
tremendous legendary stature of
Williams will make this 3-disk set a
must for many.

“MELODIC MAGIC” — Henri Rene
And His Orchestra—Camden CAL
353 (1-12" LP)

Henri Rene at Camden’s bargain
basement price is, indeed, a rare mood
music buy. Here is lush music played
with sparkling inventiveness, and a
clean touch such evergreens as “Ja-
lousie,” “I’ll String Along With You,”
and “Speak To Me Of Love” melodical-
ly intact. First-rate mood disk from
one of the masters.

“SPIRITUALS” — Tennessee Ernie

The sensitivity Tennessee Ernie

Ford displayed with his chart hitting
package, “Hymns,” is conveyed once
more in this collection of Negro
spirituals.

Lord,” and “Were You There.” The
second Tennessee Ernie Ford release
from Capitol, here, are 10 re-caps by
Ford, “16 Tons,” “First Born,” and
“Have You Seen Her”, etc. Both
entries, particularly “Spirituals,” are
in for tremendous consumer reaction.

“APRIL IN PARIS”—Count Basie
And His Orchestra—Verve MGV-8012
(1-12" LP)
Count Basie and the ork clicked a

short while ago with a devastating
“triple” run-through on “April In

Paris.” This number plus 9 other
Basie pressings (“What Am I Here
For,” “Corner Pocket”) make up this

Verve release. Basie’s swinging, fun-
packed ensemble carry lots of im-
pressive jazz doings. “April In Paris”
is spring and some great Basie swing.

“MAINSTREAM OF JAZZ”—Gerry
Mulligan And His Sextet—EmArcy
MG 36101 (1-12" LP)
One of the mainstays of modern

jazz, Gerry Mulligan, has brought his

sextet around for another EmArcy
LP inspection. Working with 6 jazz

compositions (3 by Mulligan), the
boys supply some unhackneyed, hard
driving sessions. Aside from his

piercing baritone sax work, Milligan
tries a deft hand at the ivories with
tricky counterpoint with Bill Crow
on bass (“Blue At The Roots”). Re-
liable jazz performances.

“MODERN JAZZ GALLERY”—Med
Flory Orchestra—Russell Garcia Or-
chestra — Wayne Marsh Quintet —
Marty Paich Orchestra—John Towner
Quartet —• Billy Russelton Sextet —

Kapp KXL 5001 (2-12" LP)
This 2-disk Kapp release is an ex-

cellent showcase for the jazz char-
acteristics that spell “West Coast
Jazz.” The sessions are handled by
6 outfits, 3 combos and 3 bands, which
supply a formidable series of dazzling-
swing arrangements. Of particular
note is the work of the Garcia ork
(“Los Angeles River,” “Smoggy Day”)
and keyboard artist John Towner,
head of the quartet represented here.
Bright arrangements from A1 Cohn
(“Wonderful You”), Shorty Rogers
(“Angel”), and Marty Paich (“Times
Square”). Fine sound. Exciting jazz,
strikingly performed.

BEETHOVEN: Symphony No. 7, In
A, Op. 92—Arturo Toscanini And The
Philharmonic-Symphony Orchestra Of
New York—Camden CAL-352 (1-12"

This is an auspicious beginning for

Camden’s new series of “Budget Spe-
cials,” which feature four-color photos
on the cover plus liner notes—all at

the usual Camden price tag of $1.98.

The disk is a beautiful reading of

Beethoven’s 7th Symphony by the
late Arturo Toscanini and the orches-
tra he conducted between 1925 and
1936, the Philharmonic-Symphony Or-
chestra of New York. For a disk
recorded in the thirties, the sound
is marvelously preserved. Striking 4-

Chet Atkins Named

Musical Director

For RCA Victor

NEW YORK—Chet Atkins, inter-

nationally famed country-western ar-

tist, has been named a Musical Di-

rector for the RCA Victor Record Di-

vision.

The announcement was made by
Steve Sholes, Manager of Victor’s

Specialty Record Department. Atkins,

who has been recording for Victor for

the past 10 years, will conduct re-

cording sessions at the company’s
Nashville, Tenn. studio. He has been
doing similar work for Victor since

1953 on a consultant basis.

In the four years Atkins has worked
as a consultant for Victor he has
been directly associated with Sholes in

producing some of the all-time great
Country Western hits. He was musi-
cal director at the session during
which Elvis Presley made his first re-

cording for Victor, “Heartbreak Ho-
tel.” In 1953 he conducted the session

at which the Davis Sisters recorded
“I Forgot More Than You’ll Ever
Know,” biggest hit of the year in

the Country and Western field. He
also has been musical director at rec-

ord dates for such top talent as Jim
Reeves, Hank Locklin and others.

Atkins, who consistently wins trade
press awards as the outstanding in-

strumentalist in Country Western,
music, is one of Victor’s biggest al-

bum sellers in this country as well
as abroad.

The 33-year-old guitarist is a native
of Luttrell, Tennessee. His father,
James, was a piano and voice teacher,
but Chet’s main interest was in an
old guitar that belonged to his bro-
thers, Jimmy and Lowell. When the
brothers played together Chet had to
switch to fiddle for lack of another
guitar. At the age of nine, he acquired
his own instrument through a trade
for a broken pistol that had come his

way in another trade. From then on
it was all guitar, and Chet was
called on to play for every community,
social and school program.

At 17, Chet made his first radio ap-
pearance over KNOX in Knoxville,
Tennessee, a station where he later

had his own daily show.

Chet is married to the former Leona
Johnson, who is the twin sister of
Jethro’s wife (of the popular Homer
and Jethro team.)

His newest Victor album is “Finger
Style Guitar” and his most recent
single is one of his own compositions,
“Blue Echo.”

Records’ First Gold Guitar Awards
NASHVILLE, TENN. — April 6

was a big day in the lives of Grand Ole

Awards. “GeeGees,” as they are
called by the trade, are presented to
the Columbia country artist whose rec-
ord has sold 250,000 copies or more.

Marty’s new release is “A White Sport

Coat” and Ray’s has not yet been an-
nounced.

Both Ray and Marty emceed Prince
Albert’s NBC portion of the “Grand
Ole Opry” on Saturday night, April
6 which was designated as Geegee Day
on the Opry. This was the first time
in the history of the show that it had
had a double emcee as well as the
first time that the Gold Guitar
Awards had been given.

Decca Adds 1 9 Year Old Singer

NEW YORK—Don Woody, 19-year-
old vocalist from Missouri, has been
added to Decca’s Country roster. He
makes his bow on the label with two
tunes on which he is co-writer: “You’re
Barking Up the Wrong Tree,” and
“Bird-Dog.”

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Hank Snow Feted On 20 Years

With RCA Victor

NEW YORK, N. Y.—Hank Snow,
one of the nation’s most widely-known
Country singing stars, last week was
presented with a gold statuette of

Nipper, the famed RCA Victor trade-
mark, commemorating his 20 years as

a recording artist on that label.

The presentation was made by
Lawrence W. Kanaga, vice president
and general manager of Victor, at a
luncheon in New York’s Town Tennis
Club.

In presenting the award, Kanaga
pointed out that Snow has consistently

been one of the greatest record sellers

in his field ever since he joined the

label. His most recent single record
release, “Calypso Sweetheart” backed
with “Marriage & Divorce,” as well

as a new album, “Country and West-
ern Jamboree”, currently are moving-
up rapidly on the charts.

Although Snow originally built his

reputation in Canada, it hasn’t taken
too long for Hank to equal and sur-

pass his Canadian fame here in the

United States. However, his early

childhood and circumstances leading-

up to his becoming a star were not
quite so rapid and easy.

By the time he was twelve he was
fending for himself, shipping to sea

as a cabin boy on a fishing schooner.

It was here that his singing and gui-

tar playing talents developed, and he
had ample opportunity to put in plenty
of hours of practice while entertain-

ing his shipmates.

At fifteen he became a lumberjack,
and subsequent jobs included fish

packer, Fuller Brush salesman, lobster
peddler, insurance salesman, steve-

dore, drugstore errand clerk and news-
boy. Later, he worked his way to

Halifax in order to audition for his

first radio job.

Hank’s audition was an overwhlem-
ing success, and his first commercial
program started in 1936 over station

CHNS, when he began backing him-
self with a five-piece band and using
the name “The Singing Ranger.” Dur-

ing the middle and late thirties he
was featured on the “Canadian Farm
Hour” and received top billing at num-
erous Canadian exhibitions and fairs.

Despite all his activity he found time
to open his own guitar studio and
begin extensive personal appearances.
In 1936 he first began recording for
RCA Victor in Canada.

It wasn’t until 1944 that Hank
made his debut in the U.S., selling

war bonds in Philadelphia and broad-
casting over stations WCAU and WIP.
Once he was heard over the air, he
landed a feature program at WWVA
in Wheeling, W. Va., and did guest
appearances at WCAU. It was about
this time, too, that he purchased his

famous educated horse, “Shawnee.”

In 1948 Har.k made his first Ameri-
can tour, and the following year, his

first RCA Victor platter was released
in this country. There was an imme-
diate and overwhelming response.
Since then, he has recorded hit after
hit, including many of his own famous
compositions such as “I’m Moving-
On,” “The Golden Rocket,” “The
Rhumba Boogie,” and “Music Makin’
Mamma from Memphis.”

In 1950 he signed a seven-year con-

tract with WSM in Nashville, Tenn.,

in spite of the fact that at the time
the station had its doubts as to Hank’s
ability to succeed. These fears were
quickly dispelled when “I’m Moving
On” and subsequent releases really

did “move on” to become big hits.

Hank enjoyed an unprecedented
honor when his milllion-seller, “I Don’t
Hurt Anymore,” remained at the top

of the charts for exactly one year

—

from May, 1954, to May, 1955.

Hank is married and the father of

a grown son, who is now taller than

his dad. Young Jimmie Rodgers Snow
has been making numerous TV, radio,

and personal appearances with his

father and on a couple of occasions

has, according to Hank, “stolen the

show.”

MGM Releases 3 Hank Williams Albums

NEW YORK—MGM last week re-

leased a special Hank Williams pack-

age containing three 12-inch long

playing records and a four page bro-

chure featuring photos and biographi-

cal material on the late song writer

and recording artist whose disks have

sold in the millions since his untimely

death three years ago. The package

will retail for $11.98.

Cover design features an oil paint-

ing replica of Williams.

The popularity of Hank has never

diminished in the years since his

death. The record company has a back-

log of Hank Williams tapes and mas-

ters to last for years.

The Inequitable. Outworn, Economically

Unsound 50%-50% Commission Basis:

There

WASHINGTON, D. C.—The Small

Business Administration, this city, re-

leased a review this week which could

be of great importance to many of

our realers. “A growing number of

small business owners are taking a

new look at the legal structure of

their firms,” it states. “Many indi-

vidual proprietors are wondering if

they would be better off with a differ-

ent set up.” The article advises con-

sultation with a lawyer, but details a

brief general picture of what the dif-

ferent legal structures involve. In

addition to the tax situation, six other

points are suggested as significant in

sizing up legal structure: cost and
procedures in starting; size of risk;

continuity of operations; adaptability

of administration
;

influences of ap-

plicable laws; and attraction of addi-

tional capital. Three main types of

structure are analyzed: Single pro-

prietorships, partnerships, and Corpo-

rations. If any of our readers are in-

terested, we suggest they write to the

No. 80.

CHICAGO — Altho mid-west coin
machine firms have been shipping ma-
chines for export, one of the handi-
caps during the winter months is

freight costs. These charges are al-

ways higher during the cold months,
as the Great Lakes are closed, and
shipments have to be made by rail to
eastern ports. With the Great Lakes
opening its season, it is predicted new
lines are entering service, and it is !

expected new shipping records will be
set. With few exceptions the lines are
planning to increase the frequency of
sailings with new or chartered vessels
in a concerted drive to point up the
advantages of inland shipping to Mid-
west and Far Western shippers. Looks
good for these midwest coin firms—all

they have to do now is come up with
the machines to meet the demand.

NEW YORK—One of our coinmen,
whose son was home from college re-
cently, told us that even in the most
technical classes, the students keep
their sense of humor. Seems that in

one particular class, the professor had
just concluded an experiment concern-
ing atoms. He commented: “Please
note that at the beginning of the ex-
periment there, were 27 atoms; now
there are only 26. Students,” he de-
manded pointedly, “what happened to

that other atom?” There were several
moments of tense silence. Then a low
voice from the rear of the room said
slowly, “Don’t anybody leave this

room.”

Regardless of how many operators have re-

ported this fact; regardless of how many times
this publication has printed these reports; and
regardless of how many manufacturers, distribu-

tors and leaders of the industry have joined in to

urge operators to change to a more equitable
commission basis with their locations, it still

seems that all this must be brought home again

and again to those operators who are, today,

because of tremendously increased overhead ex-

penses and continuing static income, struggling

just to hang on to their businesses. These opera-
tors must be made to realize that from every
dollar they take out of their machines on a 50-50
basis they actually wind up with but 100 while
the location gets 900.

This may he difficult for some operators to

realize. But they simply must take into considera-

tion the following absolute and definitely indis-

putable facts. All the storekeeper removes from
the 500 he gets from every dollar taken out of the
machine on a 50%-50% basis is whatever rent
he can charge for the few square feet of space
taken up by the machine, compared to whatever
monthly rental he pays for all the square feet in
his place and, in addition, whatever the cost of
the electricity used by the machine when it is in

operation. And this, every operator in the nation,
along with the majority of storekeepers agrees,
is less than 5 <jt from every 500 the location obtains.
Therefore, the location owner has 900 profit from
each $1 the operator hands him on the old, out-

worn, economically unsound and completely in-

equitable 50-50 commission basis.

What happens to the operator’s 500 he gets
from each dollar taken out of his machines on the
50-50 commission basis? The operator not only
has to pay for the machine, he has to allow for

servicing, for tires, trucks, parts, supplies, labor

wages, license fees, and dozens of other overhead
expenses which, all leading operators agree,

amounts to 450 of each half-dollar he gets as his

share. Therefore, the operator is actually obtain-

ing hut 100 from each dollar his machines take
in on the inequitable 50-50 commission basis.

How any operator can continue to remain in
business on a progressive and profitable basis on
100 is something no intelligent businessman will

ever be able to figure out logically.

Of course, there are locations, perhaps 1% or
2% of an entire route, where an operator can
continue on a 50-50 basis and still show a some-
what decent return on his investment.

But the average location, the secondary and
lower spots, the places that knock down the aver-
age from these 1% excellent locations, these spots
are forcing operators, who continue on the in-

equitable 50-50 basis, into eventual bankruptcy.
There is only one answer. That is The Cash

Box’ “10( Play Phis” plan. This plan urges
operators, in addition to 100 play, to obtain a
more equitable share of the gross intake from all

of their machines.
Whether the operator does this by arranging

for front money, minimum guarantees. 60%-
40%, 65%-35% or 75%-25%. is up to the
individual operator and his knowledge of what
his locations will agree to.

Whatever the operator does he simply must,
to assure himself his future welfare and security,

liOT FOR MECHANICS
Ops Report Lack of Good Mechanics

Acute, Advise This Halts Route Ex-

pansion Plans. Urge a “School For

Mechanics” be Created to Train Men
in Repair of All Types of Machines

CHICAGO—“The shortage of me-
chanics is growing more acute every
lay and,” this operator advises, “un-
less we can get some good mechanics
to work for us we’ll just have to cut
down on the expansion plans we had
for this summer.”
Nor is he the only one who is feel-

ing the shortage of good mechanics.
The problem is nationwide in scope.
Operators all over the country report
a dearth of good mechanical help.

What’s more, it seems, the complexi-
ties of the modern electro-mechanical
machines requires the very top type
mechanics for repairs and mainte-
nance.

“It’s not as easy, nor as quick,”
one distributor here said, “to develop
helpers into mechanics anymore.
“The new machines,” he explained,

“are much more complex and intricate
as far as electronics and mechanics
are concerned.

“We have to depend on but one or
two men to keep our reconditioning
department going at top speed and
hope that one or two helpers will de-
velop into sufficiently good mechanics
to help us out.”
Almost from its very first issue, The

Cash Box has been urging the mem-
bers of the industry to create a “Na-
tional Sdhool for Mechanics.’’

Over the years many have written
to this publication agreeing that a

“School for Mechanics” continues to

be one of the most outstanding necessi-

ties.

To help operators, jobbers and dis-

tributors, manufacturers have created
traveling service schools. These have
helped tremendously to bring about
better understanding of the various
individual machines of those manufac-
turers who conduct such schools.

But the average mechanic has to

know all the types of machines, rang-
ing from pinballs to arcade equipment,
as well as music machines, kiddie rides,

bowling and shuffle games, and every-
thing else that requires expert mainte-
nance and repair.

General, all-around mechanics, are
becoming ever-more difficult to find.

The lack of such mechanics has with-
held many from expanding routes as

well as distributing businesses.

The hope is that the trade will soon
get together to arrange for a “Nation-
al School for Mechanics” as has been
urged for over 14 years now by this

publication.

CHICAGO — Seeburg distributors
were among the most enthusiastically
elated in the industry this past week
after being shown the new Seeburg
200 and 100 selection phonographs.

“Not only are they the most beauti-
ful phonographs in the history of the
industry”, reported one well known
Seeburg distributor, “but, what’s
more”, he added, “they are engineer-
ing triumphs.”

Other Seeburg distributors were
just as elated and outspoken in regard
to the new 200 selection and the new
100 selection phonographs which they
saw here this past week.

“Never before”, claims one dis-
tributor, “have there been as many
outstanding innovations in automatic
music as are featured in the new
Seeburg phonos.”

Drug stores, food markets, groceries

and many, many others, even appliance

retailers, have banded together in

cooperatives in an effort to survive

as well as to adopt more ethical busi-

ness practises.

For some time now this has been in

being in the coin machines industry.

In the far west there are cooperatives

in action.

One such “cooperative”, tho not
called by this name, has approximately
ten operators as members who have
invested money but not pooled their
own routes. It is reported that these
operators are very happy with the
financial return they are enjoying.

Another cooperative of outstanding
size exists in a large midwestern city.

Here operators used one route as
the backbone and have, since then,
invested much money in this coopera-
tive. Here again, it is reported, the
operators are very well satisfied with
the financial returns.

Still another cooperative in the far
west features a combination of many
routes. Operators pooled their routes
to form this cooperative. It is not
only growing but, from all indications,
these operators are very happy over
the results they have already achieved.

So it has been going around the
nation with more and more operators
starting to discuss the possibility of
putting together a cooperative. Espe-
cially in those areas where they are
having trouble getting 104 play and
“10d Play Plus” into operation.

There is a belief that, by operators
coming together to either pool ma-
chines or finances, they can start an
area working on “10 4 Play Plus”.

Even if they have just pooled
finances, while maintaining and op-
erating their own routes, they will
also see to it that their routes change
to “10 4 Play Plus”.

“Yes”, says Ed Oliver of Mont-
gomery, W. Va., “the need for more
and better income will bring operators
together into ‘cooperatives’.

“In fact”, he adds, “I have thought
about discussing this with other op-
erators for some time now.

“I am definitely of the opinion”, he
concludes, “that ‘operator-coopera-

tives’ can work out successfully from
both an operating and financial stand-
point.”

K. A. Connors of Richmond, Ky. is

also of the opinion that operator-
coops will help bring about greater
prosperity and better business prac-
tises.

“I would definitely like to see this

come about”, he says, “in this section.”

“I know cooperatives well”, writes
James S. Ross of Cleveland, 0., “be-
cause we tested them here in Cleveland
in 1947.

“Yes”, he adds, “I’ll go on record
right now that cooperatives can work
out successfully from an operating
and financial standpoint.”

Other well known operators who
have been in the industry for over

20 years, agree that “operator-coop-
eratives” can prove successful. Espe-
cially in those areas where “104 Play
Plus” should be put into operation.

They also believe this will also result

in better business practise and prog-
ress for all concerned.

Coin Biz Makes Progress. Could Do

Much More If Ops Present Solid

Front, Says Stout

GORDON STOUT

PIERRE, S. D.—Gordon Stout,
president and business manager of
the South Dakota Phonograph Opera-
tors Association, sent out a letter

this week to coinmen in his territory
which we think is so great, and which
is so vital to all in the industry, we
reprint it in its entirety.

Writes Stout:
“This is in form of a sermon. What

I am going to say I want to say here
because if I wait to put in in speech
form at our convention, a lot of you
people might not be there who need
this sermon the most. I’ve often heard
preachers preaching to their loyal
worthy flock about things that the ab-
sentees should be hearing. The same
thing is true in our conventions. The
ones who could profit most out of our
meetings are the ones who don’t at-

tend. They think they can’t afford to
spend the time and money it costs.

You who attend regularly know that
‘It doesn’t cost ... It Pays’.
“Some of you non-attending, un-

cooperative operators may think you
are playing it smart. You do get all

the advantage, public relations-wise,
that our efforts at improving public
opinion, at building respect for our
industry, at fighting legislation and
taxation detrimental to our industry,
have accomplished. You fail to realize,
however, how much more we might
accomplish if we presented a solid
front. Do you think for one minute
that the liberal interpretations of the
law, the repeal of juke box licenses,
cigarette machine license and the fact
that we have no special license on
any machines coin-operated was just
a stroke of fate ... an accident or
something ?

“And did you help defeat ASCAP
who would have taxed us out of busi-
ness ? Did you help present evidence
that saved our pin ball machines ? Of
course they are not gaming machines,
they only vend free plays, but they
can be used for gaming and we all

know they have been so used. But do
you know of anything in the nature
of game or contest that can’t be used
for gaming . . . Gambling, no less ?

Of course, you don’t. Do you know
any reason, except that you may be
prejudiced, why pin ball machines
should be outlawed and still let the
pool rooms, the athletic games of our
schools and colleges, football, basket-
ball and track events, baseball, hockey,
tennis and golf be played? Bridge
is a game now played everywhere and
bowling has become a very popular
pastime. All these are games of skill,

but with the great deal of chance in-

volved. What is the actual difference
in them ?

“Well folks, the only difference is in

people’s minds. Your juke box organi-
zation, Music Operators of America,
oir national organization, keeps pre-
senting these facts to the proper peo-
ple. Slowly but surely we are building
up our industry with respect and
appreciation in our legislative halls.

Slowly but surely we are beginning to
raise our own heads, and to look peo-
ple straight in the face. We do per-
form a public service that is very mod-
est in price. Like any other industry,
we are no better than the people in
it. True, there have been found to be
some bad apples among us, but that
is true of all other industries. Bad
individuals have been found at the
head of even our churches . . . they
are found in all lines of endeavor,
even in our legislative halls.

“These things we know to be true,
others need to be reminded of these
facts. These things your organization
can and does do for you. Perhaps you
too need to be reminded. Perhaps you
need to be criticized. You ought to be
ashamed, if you already know these
things and still have been holding
back, letting others carry the burden
and actually hitch-hiking yourself. I

really don’t believe, though, that is
the case. I prefer to think you merely
need to be reminded. So why not drop
everything and meet with us at Salem
on April 28-29? Herman Warn is our
host. Let him know you are coming
and he’ll reserve rooms for you.
Money isn’t everything but we know
it does cost money. We would like to
have more dues-paying members. It
does take some money to do what we
try to do. The only way to raise money
is through you dues-paying members
and so all should help pay the cost.
Dues-paying members are also voting
members and have a voice in the
making of program and policy. But
come to our meeting anyway whether
you pay dues or not. Come to our next
one at Salem.

“I have been on a long trip. I have
lots of news and information for you.
I have quite an interesting report to
make. I think I have the inside dope
on the problems we are apt to face
this year. I think with your help we
can win favorable solutions. I am hap-
py to report to you here that we got
through our state legislature without
even a scratch. And that too, by the
way, was not merely an accident. Ru-
mors went around of a 5% tax on all
music and games receipts, and a bill
was even drawn up to add the 2%
tax we now pay on all games to cigar-
ette vendors as well. Of course we al-
ready pay 2% on all other merchan-
dise vendors. The reason they got no-
where is that we have made friends
and they can see discrimination. We
have already explained to them that
our machines are mere show cases
with automatic clerks. Why specially
tax one show case and not tax an-
other ? Everyone can see that to do
so is discrimination. To do so indi-
cates prejudice, not equity or justice.
But they need to be reminded in order
to see how unfair it would be.

“Yes, though this is a long letter,

I do have much more to report. Do
try to be at our Salem meeting and
start laying plans before then to meet
with us also in Chicago May 19-20-21.

Here is, without question, the very
best show on earth for all you folks
in our industry. Here, without, ques-
tion, is the greatest source of infor-

mation leading to understanding, ap-
preciation and knowledge of this, our
industry. As for me, I came home
from my first MOA convention to be-

come an operator where formerly I

was actually but a mere flunkie for

my locations. It helped make of me
a "business man instead of a mere serv-

ice man working for my locations. It

has made me lift my head in pride

and satisfaction with the part I play

in the industry. What say, fellows?
Let’s all get on the ball. There is

work in every community. There is

work to do everywhere. Why not be
a working part of this great and
growing new industry ? We are the

leaders in the growing new field of

automation.”

NEW YORK—Since attention was
focused on the coin machine industry
by James B. Elkins, Portland, Oregon,
through his testimony before the Sen-
ate Select Committee on Improper
Practices in the Labor Management
Field, Senate Investigators have been
looking for further evidence of “rack-
et” connections in the music, amuse-
ment and vending machine fields.

Robert F. Kennedy, chief counsel to

the Senate Committee, in New York
City, this week, said the commit-
tee’s studies had convinced it that
close ties were maintained between
underworld figures in control of em-
ployer and union groups supplying
and servicing coin machines in New
York and other big cities across the
country.
He said that the industry has

grown rapidly in the post-war years,
and that automated salesmen, selling

everything from hot coffee to nylon
stockings, have supplemented the juke
box and pinball machine in such num-
bers that the industry’s total receipts
are now estimated at more than $3
billion a year.

Commenting on Kennedy’s state-

ments, A1 Denver, president of the
Music Operators of New York, stated:
“Our association welcomes such an
investigation as our members operate
their businesses 100% honestly and
legitimately. As a matter of fact, we
more than welcome this federal com-
mittee to look over our business. We
wish to bring to light, once and for all

time, before the general public, as well
as other government agencies, that as
an industry, the music machine in-

dustry is one of the cleanest of any
in the nation. We are a group of small
business owners, who have invested
our money in a legitimate business,
and have to work day and night, and
many times, seven days a week, to
earn a livelihood.”

The Union serving the music ma-
chine industry also feels the same.
The books of Local 1690, recently,
were seized by the local District Attor-

ney’s office, and after a thorough ex-

amination, its charter was reinstated,

and its officers permitted to continue

in the same capacity.

FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear in the quotation of high

and low prices of certain equipment. Like any true reporter “The Cash Box
Price Lists” can only feature the market prices as they are quoted. “The Cash

Box Price Lists” act exactly the same as the market quotation board at the Stock

Exchange—posting the prices as they are quoted for the past week, regardless of

how much they may seem to be out of line. Some prices do not change for

months. “The Cash Box Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain the last

known quotations for such equipment so that the subscriber at least has the last

known prices as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely divergent.

Someone on the West Coast may feel a certain machine worth $150.00 whereas
someone on the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of course, serial,

appearance, demand, territory, quantity, and condition of equipment must be
taken into consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstanding firms, having
a reputation for shipping completely reconditioned machines, will be offered

“The
Cash Box Price Lists” reports each quotation exactly as it is made and depends
on the subscriber to make average price adjustments to fit the peculiarities of

his territory.

METHOD: “The Cash Box Price Lists” should be read as follows: First

price listed is lowest price quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest

price quoted.
FOREIGN BUYERS: To cover cost of packing, crating, shipping, etc., figure

an additional $20 to $25 on Pin Games—and $25 to $30 on Phonographs.

REGARDING SELLING PRICES

IMPORTANT!
Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for
packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will
purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
