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Ever since Rock and Roll was first in-

troduced, the music business has been

hearing almost daily that it’s just a fad

and that it soon will pass. Well, we may

not know what soon means, but the

facts are that after a couple of years of

Rock and Roll, the movement is

stronger than ever.

The greatest proof you can possibly

have is to look at this week’s Top 60

list. Out of the Top 60, 40 are in the

Rock and Roll beat. We would say

that fairly well indicates that far from

passing out of the picture, Rock and

Roll has come to be American pop mu-

sic today. What’s more, its influence

is being felt not only in this country,

but apparently just as strongly every-

where else in the world that American

records reach.

Of course, as we pointed out a few

weeks ago, Rock and Roll today is not

the same as Rock and Roll was when

it first burst upon the public. It is more

melodic and the lyrics are more mean-

ingful. But the beat is still definitely

there and apparently it is that beat which

is attracting teenagers in particular and

making it a rarity for other types of

records to reach the top.

This movement, which has over-

whelmed the entire music and record

industries, has changed the concept of

categories of music in a very short

time. For instance a song like “Young

Love” must be classified as a ballad.

Yet it certainly has a beat which is

nothing like a ballad in the classic

sense, such as “Who Needs You”.

Moreover people who make records

have found that even with ballads, it’s

sometimes best to stay away from

strings, and to stick to the instrumenta-

tion which is more germane to Rock

and Roll.

Adding to the impact that Rock and

Roll has had is the fact that not only

has it taken over the Pop market, but

it has also made driving headway in

the Country field. After being in eclipse

for a couple of years, the Country con-

tingent has decided that Rock and Roll

is the beat and now one Country artist

after another is recording in a maimer

designed to hit a wide pop market by

using the Rock and Roll drive.

In a few short years, therefore. Rock
and Roll has achieved dominance in

every area of Pop music. It is obviously

the music that the buyers of records

want to a great degree. Moreover, when
40 of the Top 60 songs are in one

idiom, it seems to us to he an exae-

gerated case of wishful thinking to sav

that it’s on its way out.

“HEY . . . LET YOURSELF GO!”—
Nelson Riddle And His Orchestra —
Capitol T814 (1-12" LP)
A good inkling of what Riddle could

do orchestral-wise was found in his

hit single, “Lisbon Antigua.” This
Capitol waxing- has Riddle in 12 spark-
ling and inventive arrangements in

dance tempo. The set provides a lift

to such evergreens as “You Are My
Lucky Star,” “You’re An Old Smooth-
ie,” and “You And The Night And The
Music.” Happy, rhythmic offering.

“CRESCENT CITY”—The Moods Of
New Orleans—Paul Weston—Colum-
bia CL 977 (1-12" LP)

This is Paul Weston’s salute to

New Orleans, the “Crescent City.”
The program is composed of various
themes, some folk, others original, de-
signed to capture the flavor of the
city (“Riverfront Blues,” “High So-
ciety,” “Mardi Gras,” “Creole Songs
And Dances”). Weston’s lush ork, at
times contains snatches of a Dixie-
land combo, paints its picture of the
interesting city with wit and charm.
The conductor’s many mood fans will

be attracted to this issue.

“BRASS AND PERCUSSION” —
Morton Gould And His Symphonic
Band—RCA Victor LM-2080 (1-12"

LP)
Few musical organizations lend

themselves to hi-fi treatment as well
as the band. This Victor offering is a
rousing collection of trusted band ma-
terial by Sousa (“Washington Post,”
“El Capitan”), Goldman (“On The
Mall,” “Jubilee”) and the conductor
of the symphonic band here, Morton
Gould (“Parade,” “American Youth
March”). Gould leads with authority
and spirit. Attractivec package. Real
hi-fi band treat.

“ROCK ’N ROLL VERSUS RHY-
THM AND BLUES”—Chuck Higgins
—Roy Milton—Dooto DL 223 (1-12"
LP)
“THE BEST VOCAL GROUPS IN
ROCK ’N ROLL”—9 Top Groups—
Dooto DL 224 (1-12" LP)
Dooto has 2 releases here fitting

effectively into the rock ’n roll and
rhythm and blues markets. The R&R
and R&B disk “pits” the first cousins
together for an entertaining run-
through of the 2 styles. Chuck Hig-
gins supplies the blazing R&R ses-

sions, while Roy Milton takes the
more relaxed R&B road. The vocal
group disk features 9 groups (Cuff
Links, Penguins, Meadowlarks, Ro-
mancers) in 12 typically energetic
R&R pressings. Good material for the
kids.

“THE THREE CHUCKLES”—With
Marty Gold And His Orchestra—Vik
LX-1067 (1-12" LP)
Though primarily a group for the

teeners, this Vik entry by the “Chuck-
les” could find an adult audience. The
selections are up-grade (“Where Or
When,” “To Each His Own,” and
“How Deep Is The Ocean”) and the
boys perform the min a soft and wist-
ful vein which refrains from any rock
’n roll technique. Marty Gold leads a
string-packed ork. Fine photo of the
group on the package. Danceable al-

bum.
“MORE LEROY ANDERSON FA-
VORITES”—Richard Ellsasser Play-
ing The Theatre Organ—MGM E3505
(1-12" LP)
Leroy Anderson, whose charming

melodies give orchestras a fancy free
work-out, is again the composer or-

ganist Richard Ellsasser has chosen
in this MGM disk. Mr. Elsasser is a
skillful artist, and with a versatile
command of the theatre organ Ander-
son’s composition (“Sandpaper Ballet,”

“A Trumpeter’s Lullaby”) retain their

delightful air. Presented also is the
lyrical Anderson in such items as
“Summer Skies” and “Forgotten
Dreams.” A musical and hi-fi treat.

“HONKY-TONK IN HI-FI”— West-
minster WP 6033 (1-12" LP)
Westminster has gone back an era

to bring modern recording wizardry
up to date. The instruments here are
various forms of the player-piano,
which produces the familiar honky-
tonk sound. This combination of honky-
tonk and hi-fi results in one of the
slickest demonstrations, and nostalgi-
cally entertaining, disks of the year.
Old-time material, colorful package.
Hi-fi enthusiasts will have a field day
with their apparatus with this one.

“YARNS AND SONGS”—Fess Park-
er—Disneyland WDL-3007 1-12" LP)

Fess Parker, of Davy Crockett fame,
has a Disneyland disk aimed, and ef-

fectively so, at the kids who watch his

exploits on TV or the theatres. Park-
er, spins, to music, some yarns (“The
Ballad Of John Colter” and “The Dev-
il Be Durned”) and sings tunes with a
folk-like quality (“Hunter’s Return”
and “Farewell”). “The Ballad Of
Davy Crockett” is also on the bill.

Excellent children’s fare.

“SONGS FROM THE HEART OF
TONI MERRILL”—Rama RLP 5004
(1-12" LP)
Miss Merrill has made various night

club appearances both here and
abroad. This Rama issue is the sty-

list’s initial package entry, and with
a durable bill of fare (“There Are
Such Things,” “I’ll Know,” “A Lazy
Afternoon”), she unfolds a good deal
of fine phrasing and softly intimate
mannerisms. Effective harmonica
backing. Attractive cover. Sensitive
easy-chair listening.

“Only those records best suited for commercial use are reviewed by THE CASH BOX’
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“THE POLKA HABAT”—Eddie Ha-
bat And His Orchestra—Sokach-Habat
Orchestra—Decca DL 8443 (1-12" LP)
The increased popularity of the

polka will add to the sales pull of this

Decca release containing 12 polka se-

lections. Two orks offer lively per-
formances on numbers which include
6 composed by ork leader Eddie Ha-
hat (the reason for the “Habat” spell-

ing on the title). Cute cover art. Solid
appeal to polka enthusiasts.

JAZZ

“BIX DUKE FATS”—Interpreted By
Thomas Talbert—Atlantic 1250 (1-12"

LP)
The musical personalities of Bix

Beiderbecke, Duke Ellington and Fats
Waller as seen through the arrange-

ments of Thomas Talbert are a de-

light. Mr. Talbert sees an off-beat

Beiderbecke (“In A Mist”), a spright

Waller (“Clothes Line Ballet”) and
the big-band color of Ellington (“Pre-

lude To A Kiss”). Some of the men
in the ensembles include George Wal-
lington (piano); Joe Wilder (trum-

pet); Oscar Pettiford (bass); and
Jimmy Cleveland (trombone). Talbert

has seen 3 distinct jazz approaches
and has brilliantly arranged them.

“MUSIC TO LISTEN TO BARNEY
KESSEL BY”—Contemporary C 3521
(1-12" LP)
Kessel is one of the most inventive

jazz guitarists around. This Contem-
porary issue features Kessel in 12

good humored (“Mountain Greenery,”
“Makin’ Whoopee”) and sensitive

(“Reverie,” “Laura”) arrangements
slickly created by Kessel. Boys in the
background include Andre Previn
(piano), Shelly Manne (drums) and
Red Mitchell (bass). Attractive pack-
age. Easy-going jazz entry.

“SONNY ROLLINS”—Blue Note 1542
(1-12" LP)

Rollins is the acclaimed tenor sax
artist, who has been favored with a
number of previous sessions. On this

Blue Note entry, Rollins displays a
searchingly calm, but assuring, at-

tack on 4 Rollins creations plus 1

standby “How Are Things In Glocca
Mora”). Assisting Rollins in the quin-
tet are such notables as Donald Byrd
(trumpet), and Max Roach (drums).
Smooth work.

CLASSICAL

BEETHOVEN: Moonlight Sonata —
Waldstein Sonata — Vladimir Horo-
witz, Piano—RCA Victor LM-2009
(1-12" LP)
Both the artist and the works here

hardly need any introduction to the

classical purchasers. The evocative

“Moonlight” and the agile “Wald-
stein” find Mr. Horowitz in a full,

lyrical and robust form that once
again provides a distinguished key-

board disk from the artist. Attractive
nocturnal scene on the package. Major
classical issue.

STRAVINSKY: Rite Of Spring —
Pierre Monteux Conducting The Paris
Conservatoire-Orchestra—RCA Victor
LM-2085 (1-12" LP)

Stravinsky’s wondrous “Rite Of
Spring” (or “Le Sacre du Printemps”)
is in the hands of one of its greatest
admirers, Pierre Monteux, on this Vic-
tor waxing. This tale of the ancients’
worship of Spring, with its strange,

provocative rhythms is handled mas-
terfully by Monteux and the Paris
Conservatoire Orchestra. A hi-fi or-
chestral delight. Lovely and appropri-
ate Rousseau primitive painting,
“Snake Charmer,” adorns the package.
Thrilling presentation. This is a $2.98
April special.

“VIENNESE NIGHT AT THE
‘PROM’ ’’—Sir John Barbirolli—Halle
Orchestra—Mercurv MG 50124 (1-12"

LP)
For light and delightful musical

reading, few musical creations can
equal that of the Strauss family. Sir

John Barbirolli and the Halle Or-
chestra tackle such waltz schmaltz as
“Tales Of The Vienna Woods,” “Blue
Danube Waltz,” overtures (“Die
Fledermaus,” “Gypsy Baron”) and
assorted polkas and marches, with
exuberance and grace. Spirited rendi-
tions of light classics.

“PRELUDE TO ROSSINI” — Six
Favorite Overtures-—Berlin Philhar-
monic Orchestra—RIAS Symphony
Orchestra, Berlin—Decca DL 9902
(1-12" LP)
These are fine performances of 6

operatic overtures by Rossini. True
to Rossini form, the works (“Barber
Of Seville,” “Signor Brusehino,” and
“The Italian Woman In Algiers”)
abound in melodic enchantment, and
bright orchestrations. Ferenc Fricsay
directs, with accuracy and light-

heartedness, the Berlin Philharmonic
and RIAS Symphony Orchestra. Solid
attraction to opera lovers.

The unit included console,

transcription table, and antennae.

“Just plug it in and play the music”.

Another RCA exhibit that stopped a

lot of radio people was the Thesaurus

show. RCA’s recorded program ser-

vices is offering a tremendous line of

jazz and pop stars including Count
Basie, Art Tatum, Ella Fitzgerald,

Duke Ellington, Oscar Peterson, An-
ita O’Day, and Lionel Hampton.

The banquet was well attended and
the guests were royally entertained
by Ray Bolger, The Andrews Sisters,
and Tony Martin.

BMI suite made one think the whole
BMI N. Y. staff had moved into the
Conrad Hilton Hotel.
Ken Sparnon, A1 Marlin, Hy Reiter,

Robert Sour, Russ Sanjek, Bob Bur-
ton, Carl Haverlin, and Glenn Dolberg
were taking care of the hand shaking

for BMI. To add a little local color,

Jimmy Cairns popped in too.

The attractive suite was decorated

with copies of past and present BMI
hits. Added to this were giant sized

blow-ups of The Cash Box “Top
Fifty”, listing no less than thirty-eight

current BMI licensed tunes.

Introduced to the radio convention-

eers, this year, was a voluminous loose

leaf binder containing over four hun-
dred artists and their BMI licensed

records. The collection was designed

to be used for programming and gen-

eral information.

As artists are added to the list,

supplementary sheets will be supplied

to the user.

Included in this book are birth-dates

and birthplaces along with a concise

directory of recording company names
and codes.

Behind Iron Curtain

“Oh, The Life Of A Disk Jockey”

NEW YORK—The Glenn Miller Or-

chestra, under the direction of Ray
McKinley, is currently engaged in

a project of bringing American popu-

lar music to those people behind the

iron curtain. The band is touring

Poland, Rumania and Czechoslovakia

under the auspices of the United

States State Department, as assisted

by ANTA. They’ve repeated the suc-

cesses that have made the name of

Glenn Miller a household word with

popular music lovers of all ages in

the U. S.

Opening night in Weisbaden, Ger-

many, the band was mobbed by civil-

ians who stormed the hall to hear the

band. They broadcast over Armed
Forces Network and the result was

an avalanche of telegrams, letters and

phone calls that threatened to shut off

American communications in the area.

On the band’s arrival at Frankfurt

airport, Army MP’s and civilan police

were overpowered as civilians rushed

police lines to shake hands with Mc-

Kinley and welcome back the Glenn

Miller Orchestra, which had not been

on European soil since late in 1945.

Photographers from European papers

and press services mobbed the plane

and an unidentified photographer was
nearly run over by the plane in his

eagerness to “get the shot.”

Templehof Airport in Berlin was
much the same. Crowds, police, photog-

raphers, happiness and confusion.

Opening night in Warsaw was the

biggest thing the Polish city had seen

in decades. The Commissar of Police

estimated the crowd at 40,000. The
Palace of Culture and Art held only

3,500 people, yet 10,000 people bought
tickets and 6,500 people remained in

the foyers and lobbies—just listening,

with no view of the band. The Polish

police called out the militia and hun-

dreds were arrested trying to force

their way into the hall without tick-

ets, after the hall had become danger-

ously overloaded. About 25 “specula-

tors” in tickets were arrested. Finally,

to restore order, the Polish Ministry
of Information had speakers placed
outside the hall and a little peace was
restored. At least the people “heard”
the band from outside!

The trip, thus far, was not without
some incident. Jazz trumpeter Fern
Caron fell out of the plane in Bor-
deaux and broke his leg. The trumpet
was uninjured!
Band will be back in this country

the end of April.

RIAA Reports 1956 Good Record Year

NEW YORK — According to the

Record Industry Association of Amer-
ica’s annual repoi’t to the ti’ade, the
year 1956 was a good year for the
record industry as a whole as well as

for its members. Although final and
authoritative figures are not avail-

able yet, it is generally believed by
the RIAA that total sales by all man-
ufacturers in 1956 exceeded those of
1955 by upwards of thix-ty percent,
this following an increase of twenty-
five percent in 1955 over 1954.
At the fifth annual meeting of the

Association held at the New York
Athletic Club, this city, March 21, the
following directors were elected or re-
elected: Sam H. Clark, Goddard Lieb-
erson, Irving B. Green, Larry Kanaga,
Leonard W. Schneider, John Steven-
son and Glenn E. Wallichs.
Due to the fact that it was not im-

mediately possible to assemble a quo-
rum of the board of directors, the
election of officers of the Association
was postponed and officers who had
been elected in 1955 continued to serve
in 1956.

1956 was the third successive year
in which production figures by indi-

vidual companies were reported on a
quarterly basis for the RIAA’s Indus-
try Statistical Report. Over 20 leading
manufacturers participated in this ac-
tivity and the RIAA believes that the
composite report, which is furnished
to all participating members, accounts
for approximately 80% of all phono-
graph record production in the United
States.

In the 1957 Statistical Report, the
suiwey will ask for the relationship of
classical selections of all types to the
record business as a whole. Conse-
quently, the report form which will be
forwarded to RIAA members covering
the first quarter of ’57, provision has
been made to separate 12"—33 1/3
rpm x-ecords into two classes: First,

those featuring classical selections and
secondly, all other types of x-ecox-dings.

An important accomplishment of the

Association duxing 1956 came about
through the activity of the RIAA’s En-
gineering Committee. For the past 50
years, the record industry operated
with no official mechanical standards,
and since the development of electrical

recox’ding, without similar standards in

the field of electronics. Late in 1955,
the Engineering Committee was able

to offer to the Board of Directors of
the RIAA a x’ecording and reproduction
curve on which agreement had been se-

cured from all principal manufactur-
ers. This cui’ve was in turn approved
by the Board and designated as the
RIAA Standard. Copies of this Stand-
ard have been forwarded to practically

all counti'ies of the world in which
phonograph records are manufactured.
With the electronic standards estab-

lished, members of the Engineering
Committee began the task of correlat-

ing and summarizing mechanical
standards dealing with such matters
as size, thickness, lead-in groove,
etc., of all types of recox’ds. Agree-
ment on standards was eventually
reached and the recommendations of

the Engineering Committee were ap-
proved by the Directors at a meeting
held on Oct. 25, 1956. Both types of

standards were later presented at an
international meeting in Paris attend-
ed by record manufacturers from all

parts of the world. A final report has
not yet been issued, but it now seems
probable that the American standards
developed by the RIAA will be accept-
ed throughout the world with possibly
a few inconsequential changes.

During 1956, the Association contin-
ued its effort to seeux'e the repeal of

the excise tax levied on phonograph
records. A bill specifically x’epealing

this tax on records was introduced by
members of Congress impressed by
the justice of the cause. Although leg-

islation was not enacted, the House
Small Business Committee in its an-
nual report recommended that this

and other excise taxes should be
eliminated.

Bids
for the two firms are being accepted
by Philip A. Braunstein of the account-
ing firm of Braunstein & Chernin,
who has handled Tommy Dorsey’s fi-

nances for years.

The catalogs consist of Embassy
Music Corporation, an affiliate of

Broadcast Music, Inc., and Dorsey
Bros. Music, Inc., a member of the
American Society of Composers, Au-
thors and Publishers. The two firms
will be sold separately or together, de-
pending on the buyer. Bids will be
kept open for 60 days at Braunstein’s
offices at 270 Madison Ave., New York
City. Braunstein has compiled a bro-
chure listing the copyrights owned by
the firms and also has gotten up a
breakdown of gross income and per-
formance credits earned over the past
six years.

A year or so ago Tommy Dorsey
refused an offer of $200,000 for the
two firms combined.

with brother Jimmy, but Tommy sub-
sequently acquired Jimmy’s interest.

The move is made to liquidate Tommy

Pacific Plans European

Album Projects

Moves To Larger Offices

HOLLYWOOD—Richard Bock, pres-

ident of Pacific Jazz Records, will

fly to Europe at the end of this month

to supervise a series of projects tied

in with the label’s forthcoming pro-

ductions. Beginning in England,

Bock will follow the Gerry Mulligan

Quartet on its eighteen-day tour,

supervising the musical recording as

well as a complete photographic

record of the tour, which will be

included with the scheduled Pacific

Jazz album.

At the completion of the Mulligan

tour, Bock will fly to Frankfort,

Germany, where he will record Gary
Crosby’s upcoming album, which is

scheduled to feature Bud Shank and
Bob Cooper, now on tour on the Con-

tinent. For the Crosby date, the special

high fidelity facilities of Frankfort’s

Sudwestfunk Radio Studios will be em-

ployed, using top musicians from Ger-

many’s Kurt Edelhagan Orchestra.

The backgrounds will feature the

arrangements of Johnny Mandel, who
made Pacific Jazz’ “Hoagy Sings Car-

michael”.

From Germany, Bock will travel

through France, Italy, and the Scan-

dinavian countries, conferring with

Pacific Jazz’ foreign agents and

solidifying its foreign distribution

program. Although no confirmation

has as yet been set, plans for record-

ing Europe’s foremost jazzmen for

American release through the Pacific

Jazz or Jazz West Coast labels seem

in the offing.

On April 1st, Pacific Jazz Enter-

prises moved its entire operation to

8255 Sunset Boulevard—Hollywood’s

Sunset Strip. The new office suite is

Pacific Jazz’ first permanent home
since its formation, four and one-

half years ago.

The first office was a nine-by-

twelve partitioned cubicle in the back

room of Drum City on Santa Monica

Blvd. The next step was to the larger

upstairs office in the same building.

Then, in March 1955, Pacific Jazz

moved to 7614 Melrose Ave., which

after two years proved inadequate

in both space and facilities for the

expanding company.

Central’s first release will feature

vocalist Gloria Lynn on a ballad,

“Somebody Somewhere,” b/w a jump

tune, “Just Like That.”

Because of the great demand in

Detroit and immediate reaction on
the part of disk jockeys in six other

cities, 150,000 records were pressed

and shipped over the weekend with
more coming off the presses this

week.

NEW ORLEANS, LA. — For the

past few years, the State of Louisiana

has been making tremendous progress

in developing into one of the great

industrial States. And the outlook is

that still greater progress will be

made in the future. This development

is due to the abundant water and

ample natural resources on Louisiana’s

lower Mississippi. About 30 miles up

from New Orleans, near the town of

Laplace, the first phase of work has

begun on what eventually will become

a large industrial “community.” About
20 miles farther on at Gramercy,

Kaiser Aluminum & Chemical Corp.

is putting up a $70 million plant, its

third in this area. Still another 60

miles up-stream, just below Baton

Rouge, Dow Chemical Co. is building

a $50 million installation. Since 1950,

more than $1 billion has been spent,

or committed, for new or expanded

plants in just the eleven-parish seg-

ment of the river linking the two

cities. Since 1946, about $1.8 billion

has been poured into new plant con-

struction in Louisiana. Last year

alone, some $563 million of industrial

expansion was launched in the state.

This industrial expansion has had a

large impact on New Orleans. The
city draws some $40 million annually

in tourist and convention business.

This booming condition augurs well

for the coin machine trade. With
more people earning and spending

more money, coin operated equipment

is bound to get its fair share.

WASHINGTON, D.C. — While re-

ports from some areas thruout the

country indicate a slowup in business,

a great many U.S. economists expect

this year to outpace 1956 in output

and income. Secretary of Commerce,

Sinclair Weeks, in an address here,

said, “Business is good and the pros-

pect for the rest of 1957 is also good.

If we can keep the peace and do what
is sensible, the outlook for the next

few years is bright because our in-

creasing population ... is creating

a market of about 2.8 million new
customers every year.” The analysis

noted that higher prices and wages

“have again tended to expand dollar

totals of output and income in recent

months.”

Dear Sir:

In reply to your letter of March 14, the Pete L. Weyh Co.

has been on a 2/3 - 1/3 commission basis for the past 22 years.

I have only been with the company for the last ten years and

there has been no deviation from this method of doing business.

The only exception to this rule was during a period of about

a year prior to World War II when a sliding scale was used.

This did not turn out to be popular with the locations and

they were satisfied with a return to the 2/3 - 1/3 commission deal.

Of course, there have been some exceptions the other way.

We have put in new equipment where it was not warranted by the

collections. But even then we have always had a minimum per week.

In no instance have we ever paid more than 1/3 of the

collection to the location owner.

The only reason for this means of doing business, in our mind,

and the only explanation we give to the location owners, is that we

have to make a profit to stay in business and be able to take care

of our business in a competent way.

As long as we are making money we will do a good job for

them as well as for ourselves.

Because of this we do not have to cheat or knock-down in any

way to make up for any monies we have indirectly given them.

Over a period of years a reputation for capability and

honesty should certainly pay off and it does with at least 95% of

our locations.

This has been the case up to the present time.

CHICAGO—As was reported in the

past week’s issue of this publication,

the greater majority of those who
iave been questioned regarding op-

erator co-operatives, have answered
that they believe these can work out

successfully.
There are some of a negative view-

point. These people have brought
forth some very interesting points.

Stanley C. Woznak of Little Falls,

Minn, believes, “More income would

bring operators into co-operatives.

“I believe they would work out”,

tie says. “Badly needed”, he adds.

Continuous cropping up of new and

inexperienced operators hinders larger

operators from successfully operating

games and buying new equipment.”

John Dockhus of Rockford, 111. says,

“This is a step in the right direction.

Co-operation among operators is the

only way to increase earnings, espe-

cially with present high cost of equip-

ment, operating expenses, added lic-

enses, taxes, and so forth.

“I cannot visualize a co-operative

set-up of operators failing”, he con-

tinues. “Co-operatives in other fields

have been in operation for many
years. Why not in the coin machines

field?”

E. H. Stockham of Bloomingdale,

Mich, believes that operator-co-opera-

tives can work out successfully from
both an operating and financial stand-

point.

“But”, he adds, “in our small towns

10tf' play won’t work.”

Willard F. Workman of Chester,

Pa. takes an entirely opposite view.

He answers, “No”, to co-operatives.

Adding, “Operators are individuals

and I believe they can run a business

more successfully making the deci-

sions as individuals.”

Workman also doesn’t believe that

ops-co-ops would work out from an
operating and financial standpoint.

“It would create too much confu-

sion”, he says, “and would not be on

a personal basis which is the success

of the average operator.”

Frank M. Pell of Orlando, Fla. be-

lieves that ops-co-ops will work out

from a financial standpoint.

“Definitely yes”, he says, “many
things can be accomplished from a

financial standpoint.

Pell brings up an interesting point,

should all the operators in any one

area join into a co-operative.

“Co-operation is a good thing”, he

says, “but agreement to fix commis-
sions or to stick 100% to dime play

might be attacked by the Federal

Trade Commission, charging monopoly
or price fixing.”

R. J. Erfle, vice-president of the

Broad Street Trust Company, Phila-

delphia, Pa. believes, “Co-operatives

really amount to ‘mergers’ in many
cases. In instances where the opera-

tors each take a ‘piece’ without

‘merger’, they can cut costs.”

From a financial standpoint he ad-

vises, “Co-operatives only change
ownership. But, by absorbing into

present routes, operating costs can

be reduced and with more assets bank

credit can be more easily arranged.”

Hal March of Brattleboro, Vt. has
this to say, “There is as much chance
to have complete agreement between
operators as the proverbial snowball
has to stand heat.

“Co-operatives might work out”,
he adds, “because the money taken in

is distributed over a great many
machines. And if an 8% return is

realized that is good. The lone op-

erator must make much more to make
something for himself.”

Milton Braun of Savannah, Ga.

claims, “It would be hard to get the

music machine operators in Savannah

to agree on anything. If they did it

would be a miracle.

“Operator-co-operatives may work
in some places, but I have my doubts

about them working here.”

Otto Gage of Fayetteville, Ark. is

of the belief that ops-co-ops could

work and would prove financially

profitable.

J. A. Wallace of Oak Hill, W.Va.,

is also of the belief ops-co-ops would

improve conditions for the operators

and would work out successfully from
an operating and financial standpoint.

L. B. Gupton of Louisville, Ky.

says, “Today 10<? play is a must. In

this area co-operatives will not work.

One man in an area can hold every-

one back.”

Sam W. Miller of Archbold, O. is in

agreement that operator-co-operatives

can work out and will also prove

financially profitable.

Gleason Stambaugh, Jr. of West
Palm Beach, Fla. does not believe

that ops-co-ops can work nor will

they prove profitable to the operators.

W. R. Parrish of West Columbia,

S.C. reports, “Yes, I think this is a

good idea. I have already been talk-

ing to some of the operators in our

town about this very same thing.”

Paul Hurst of Atkins, Ark. reports

that he is in complete agreement with

ops-co-ops and believes that they can

prove profitable.

(Editor’s Note: The Cash Box will

continue to present the pros and cons

regarding operator-co-operatives as

they arrive from its readers.)

CHICAGO—J. P. Seeburg, this city,

Division of Fort Pitt Industries, In-

corporated, this week introduced its

new 200 and 100 coin-operated phono-

graphs to music operators in all ma-

jor market areas.

Mainstay of the line is the new

Seeburg 200 (designated as the “KD-

200”), which features a startlingly

beautiful and complete change in de-

sign with angular, crisp, cabinet styl-

ing. The cabinet is highlighted by a

unique “jet” grille which displays

prominently a trio of simulated air-

craft jets with brightly lighted i*ed

plastic fixtures on a silver background

of expanded metal.

The now ten-year straight-in-line

Seeburg “Select-O-Matic” mechanism

which searches out and plays records

from a stationary magazine has been

supplemented with a new “Selection

Playing Indicator” which is con-

veniently located at the base of the

mechanism carriage and moves along

with it. A small magnifying window

brings the “selection playing” up to

enlarged identification.

The “KD-200” also presents to the

trade a significant electronic design

advancement with the industry’s first

complete “printed circuits” electronics

system. Seven individual printed

boards make up the system: to “step-

per” boards, the “Tormat” electronics

board, and the four boards making up

the audio system—the pre-amplifier,

tone control, Automatic Volume Com-

pensator and Power Amplifier boards.

The new, revolutionary “Transistor-

ized” pre-amplifier, for the first time,

is mounted on the mechanism close

to the pickup for further refinement

of tone quality.

Each printed board, being an en-

tity unto itself, can be removed in-

dividually and replaced on the spot

when service may be required. The

power Amplifier board, for example,

weighs only 14 ounces and is a scant

8" by 4%" in size. The entire printed

electronics system is mounted on a

door hinged at the side so that elec-

tronics and acoustical chamber can

easily be inspected without interfer-

ing with the operation of the music

system.

Other new features include a con-

cealed spring latch for the “jet” as-

sembly to hold jets firmly in place

and prevent tampering, a new safety

lid support, a removable coin mech-

anism that swings free for inspection

and may be serviced in operating po-

sition, and an advanced high fidelity

sound system.

The new Seeburg retains its char-

acteristic revolving “Program Drum

Selector” which features five separate

musical classifications plus the “Tor-

mat Memory Unit” which utilizes

“memory” toroids with no moving

parts and is permanently sealed and

guaranteed for five years. Optional

features include single pricing and a

half dollar unit.

The new Seeburg 100 (designated

as the L-100) has the same crisp mod-

ern lines at the 200 and is of a size

suitable to locations where space limi-

tation is a factor. The 100 also has

printed circuit and the electronics sys-

tem is interchangeable with the 200

so that the door assemblies may be

exchanged, if necessary. The 100 also

utilizes the “Tormat” memory system

and the new “Selection Playing Indi-

cator.”

The company has continued to build

its merchandising and sales plan

around “Dual Pricing” and the fea-

turing of EP album records. Seeburg

emphasizes and explains the emer-

gence of album records as a major

factor in the industry and the neces-

sity for the music operator to play

albums in order to satisfy the greatly

expanded public appetite for a wider

choice of music.

Seeburg “Dual Pricing” enables the

operator to program EP albums prof-

itably by obtaining a higher price for

the selection of two-tune EP album

records. Nickels, dimes and quarters

in mixed denominations may be ac-

cumulated up to $1.00 in stored

credits. Selections need not be made

after each coin. “Dual Pricing” and

the accumulator advantage continue

to be a feature in the remote control

Wall-O-Matic line.

Musk Ops are Changing to 10c Play at Faster Pace Than Ever

Before, Many Also Adopt The Cash Box'

10c Play Plus" Plan

When Making Change to 10c Play

CHICAGO—It is now over 13 years

since The Cash Box first proposed

that the nation’s operators change to

W4 play.

It has been a very slow process of

change. Yet, everything considered,

the fact that approximately 54.4 of

the 575,000 phonographs now reported

to be on U.S. locations have changed

to dime play causes the belief that,

eventually, this figure will reach close

to the 100% mark within the next

five years.

It will be noted, by those who care-

fully study the graph which accom-

panies this article, that 10<j play

started very slowly. That it began

to pick up at a faster pace in the

early ’50’s. It has continued to pick

up with continued good speed ever

since.

Prior to 1944 The Cash Box had

urged operators to change to a 70 %-

30% commission basis. Then The Cash

Box suggested that operators propose

to Congressmen and Senators crea-

tion of a 7!4(‘ coin.

The beverage industry picked up the

plan for a IVzi coin and used the

editorials which had appeared in The

Cash Box as part of their bill which

they introduced into Congress. They

tried twice to get this bill out on the

floor for a vote. They failed each

time.

When The Cash Box noted that the

chances for the minting of a 7% 4‘

coin were growing constantly dimmer,

it then switched over to the next best

thing, the one coin that was in being

after the nickel, or the 7%<j coin it

had proposed, and suggested that

operators change to 10<f play.

There were some who immediately

backed the plan. Others were against

it. The war was nearing its end. War-

time intake was so great that many,

even tho warned of the after effects

of the wartime boom period and the

coming higher priced machines, did

not even make an attempt to adopt

10<t play.

But, as the years went on and as

The Cash Box continued to crusade,

along with overhead expense and

prices of machines continuing to tend

higher and higher, many more changed

to 10<f play.

Dime play was given a terrific boost

in the early ’50’s when many leading

firms thruout the nation, including

the telephone companies, started to

charge 104 for former 54 items and

services.

This brought more dimes into the

pockets of the general public. More

operators then changed to 10 4 play.

They agreed that this was a logical

time for such a change.

The success which these operators

enjoyed spread far and wide. This

caused others to start changing over

to 104 play. As the 50’s continued,

a sudden sharp increase in dime play

became noticeable all over the nation.

These past few years have proved

the most progressive as far as op-

erators changing over to dime play.

This was made absolutely necessary

by tremendously inflated overhead

expense and greatly increased cost of

new equipment.

This brought The Cash Box into the

picture once again with its sugges-

tion for “10^ Play Plus”.

This plan urged the operators, who

were already on 10c
1 play, to attempt

to also obtain front money, minimums,

or a more equitable commission per-

centage basis.

In short, “104 Play Plus” simply

means for the operators to obtain a

more equitable division of the gross

intake from all of their machines. So

that they will be able to continue on

ahead in business on a profitable and

progressive basis.

The very fact that 312,800 of today’s

575,000 automatic phonos are now on

10<f play is very fine progress. There

is no doubt that this number will con-

tinue to increase as the weeks pass.

Also interesting is the fact that

operators who are just changing over

to 10^, 3/254 play, are also changing

to a more equitable commission ar-

1

rangement between themselves and

their locations.

And that portends a more progres-

sive and more profitable future for

all concerned.

Growth of 10c Phono Play
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In the ease of amusements, The Cash Box’ chart is based on 1949, the

year when the first Shuffle Alley was introduced and also when the first

kiddie rides came into the picture. By that time, it is generally believed,

better than 5% of the amusements were featuring 10c play action. The

rapid growth of dime play in the amusements field is quite remarkable

considering the fact that there are reputed to be a much greater number

of amusements than music on locations in the U.S.

CHICAGO— Without as yet being One reason was that new games

able to ascertain the number of come out with greater frequency and,

amusements involved in the dime play

survey just completed by The Cash

Box, most surprising was the fact

that there are more games on 10<f

play than there are phonographs from

a percentage standpoint.

About 62.5% of the games, con-

tained in the reports received and

charted are on 104 play.

This is attributed to the kiddie

rides, gun games, bowlers, shuffle

games and, especially, the new king-

size bowling games now on the mar-

ket and the fact that, combined, these

far outnumber the pinball games on

U.S. locations. Even at that, a great

number of pinball games of all kinds

are also featuring 10<j play.

In short, it seems operators were

better able to change over their

amusements to dime play (many re-

port that this is due to the fact that

the games were shipped right from

the factory with 10<f coin chutes) than

they were able to change music

machines to 10<j play.

as the new games are located, the

operators placed them with the 10(f

chute just as they had been received

from the factory.

Still another reason is that com-

petitive play action between players

on many locations made the dime

chute a minor factor.

There are a great number of reasons

advanced as to why it was much easier

for some operators to get their amuse-

ment games on 10$ play action than

their phonos.

Some operators stated that, as they

bring in new phonos to their locations,

they start them off on 10 $ play.

They claim they just can’t change

over the phono that is already on the

location and has been there for some

time without creating opposition from

the location owner and the players.

Whatever the reason, the fact re-

mains that about 62.5% of the games

on U.S. locations, today feature 10$

play.

The above chart indicates the growth of 10$ play in the U.S. percentage-
wise ever since a strong campaign in favor of dime play was started by
The Cash Box back in 1944. Today approximately 54.4% of the automatic
phonographs in the U.S. are featuring dime play. A slow but sure growth
that has been picking up greater speed since the ’50’s.

“As an example, in one location you
might have to sit down and take a

drink with the owner while listening

to his stories, good or bad.

“In another location, you might
have to get him a loan to tide him
over for a while, or help him remodel

his place.

“To sum it all up, an operator has

to be a banker, politician, rabbi,

priest, lawyer, and a man who can

get everything wholesale.

“He must be able to drink. He must
be able to listen to all kinds of hard

luck stories, domestic and otherwise.

“And, if the location phones him
during the day or night, and complains

that the machine he just set in the

place ‘is a piece of junk’ (even tho

he just bought it and paid over $1,000

for it) he must be able to calmly

agree with the location owner and
say, ‘Yes, Johnny, old boy, old boy,
I’ll have it picked up right away and
give you another machine’.

“If you have all the above mention-
ed qualities and will not get disgusted
and ‘blow your top’, you might be able
to get the complete cooperation of
the location because, to get along with
the locations, you must handle them
as delicately as the most expensive
china as well as individuals and act
accordingly.”

Chicago Coin Working Night

And Day Production Lines

SAMUEL WOLBERG

CHICAGO—“In addition to the fact

that we are working both night and
day shifts at our factory”, reported
Samuel Wolberg, president of Chi-

cago Coin Machine Company, this past

week, “we have instituted an entirely

new type production system which,

we hope, will soon allow us to catch

up with orders we have for our ‘Bowl-

ing League’.”
Wolberg explained that the fac-

tory’s production experts have worked
out an entirely new system whereby
the day shift finds everything ready
for instant assembly so that the

‘Bowling Leagues’ can come off the

production lines at a much more rapid

rate than ever before.

“To do this”, he advised, “we were
forced to put a night shift into action

so that this shift would have every-

thing set for the morning when the
day shift came on the job.

“It’s not so much different from
what we have done in the past, but”,
added Wolberg, “it has been so much
more efficiently arranged that we have
been able to step up our production
to a much higher rate than we ever
formerly did.

“In this way”, he stated, “we have
been able to meet the orders that are
arriving at our factory every day
along with the orders that we have
on hand.

“Also”, he continued, “if we can
keep this production method in force
for sometime we shall, we believe, be
able to satisfy the tremendous de-
mand which we are enjoying for our

“There is one thing that will do a

lot of good for all operators”, says

Schinkal, “and that’s lOtf play plus

$7.50 to $10 top money for service

and records.

“After that”, he adds, “the oper-

ator can work on a 50-50 basis.

“The locations realize”, Schinkal
claims, “that operators are actually

spending that ‘top money’ for service

and records.”

Urge Ops Make Music

Operating Real Business

ST. LOUIS, MO.—Seymour C. Raif-
fie of Atlas Amusement, this city, has
a most complete story to tell oper-
ators who are seeking cooperation
from their locations.

“1) Sell yourself to the owner of
the location. He is the one who decides
which operator will have equipment
in his place of business.

“2) Give him good equipment and
fast service in the event the machine
goes out of order.

“3) Latest records must be on pho-
nos. Some operators work on 10% or
15% of collections for records and try
to change as few records as possible.
We differ from most in this respect.
We change records every week. In
most cases we use our own judgment
as to the type of records that are best
for each particular location.

“4) In most cases requests are
filled while servicing the phonos. We
carry a large supply of records with
us. If we don’t have what they want,
it is purchased, and put on the fol-
lowing day.

“5) We operate a territory with
both 5f' and lOtf play. All commis-
sions are 50%. We are proud to be
able to say that 80% of our equip-
ment is on 10d play and has worked
out very successfully.

“6) We have found that the best
way to try to convert from 5<* to lOtf
play has been a matter of salesman-
ship.

“Ask your customer if he thinks
half of his customers will stop play-
ing music if the price goes up to 1(V.
If he says, ‘yes’, and in most cases
the majority will say that half won’t
stop playing, you wind up with the
spot. Even if only half pldy that
means the same revenue anyway.
“Try to sell them on a 60-day trial

Boston City Council

Cuts Phono License

From s100To $25AYear

New Fees Must Be Ok’d by

Mayor. Will Go Into Effect

in 1958

BOSTON, MASS.—A victory was
scored by the music machine indus-
try when, after hearings in which
representatives of the Massachusetts
Music Operators Association were
heard, the Boston City Council, in

one of the longest and stormiest ses-

sions in years, voted Monday night,

April 8, at the close of a bitter five-

hour debate, to cut juke box license

fees 75%, from $100 to $25 a year.

The Council action, by a 5-3 vote,

cut the weekday license fee for a

music machine from $50 to $15 and
the Sunday license from $50 to $10.

Also reduced was a $50 annual fee

for playing a radio or television for

public entertainment. This was set

at $10.

Attorney Arthur Sherman, repre-

senting the Massachusetts Music Op-
erators Association, disclosed that an
effort will soon be made to get the

State Department of Public Safety

to eliminate its Sunday fee for juke

boxes. “That’s our next step,” he

said. “Cost of servicing and price of

records have gone up and we are

being taxed out of business.”

Sherman said that the juke box

REGARDING SELLING PRICES

IMPORTANT!
Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00
ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost
of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for
packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will
purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
