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Is It The Function

Of A&R Men

To Educate

A songwriter whom we respect very much
said to us the other day, “If all A&R men
would simply refuse to record poor songs,

the public would have no choice hut to buy

the good records that would then only be

available.” What he meant to say by this was

that the public's taste would then be educated

to better types of songs and it would be pos-

sible for songs which today cannot find a

market to receive public acceptance.

Since, as we said, this is a writer whom
we highly respect, we considered his theory

thoroughly—but have come to the conclu-

sion that he is wrong.

First of all, it seems obvious to us that an

A&R man does not create public taste; he

tries to satisfy it. The record business is

just that—a business. The job of the A&R
man is to create records that the public will

buy. They may not necessarily he the rec-

ords he would personally buy, but that

doesn’t matter. Any A&R man who made
only records that he himsef enjoyed would

soon find himself out of a job either because

he was fired or because his company went

broke.

Another thing that this writer said by im-

plication, although I’m sure he didn’t realize

it, was that we ought to go hack in the record

business to the time when the songs which

he was talking about were fully accepted.

That means hack to a record sales volume

that was a fraction of what it is today, hack

to a period when the audience for records

was a highly limited one and back to a time

when records were a relatively unimportant

factor in the entire entertainment picture

—and that was only a few short years ago.

What has made our record business the

vital enterprise it is today is the fact that it

has reached out to the widest possible audi-

ence and is trying to expand that audience

all the time. Records today are entertaining

more people than ever and are proving to

be perhaps the most important factor in the

introduction of new performers and the

creation of stars.

It is clear that it is the public that decides

what it wants to hear, not the A&R man.
There can certainly be a valid study made to

determine why the public in general likes

certain types of music at any particular time.

We’re certain it has a great deal to do with

emotional, social and economic conditions.

This is a study that might be made by one of

our great foundations or even by a combina-

tion of all the record companies if they so

desired. But it is certainly not the prime

function of an A&R man to determine why
the public likes something or to try to make
the public like something else. His function

is to give the public what it wants. As long

as A&R men continue to do that, the record

business will continue to grow, anti expand
i s horizons, and prosper.

This is a collection of 9 pieces that
were featured in the recent film bio
of John Philip Sousa plus 4 dividends
in a similar rousing vein (i.e. “On
The Mall” and “American Patrol”).
The sound track portion of the disk
is handled by Alfred Newman and the
ork, and features such band com-
positions as “Washington Post March,”
and “Battle Hymn Of The Republic.”
The American Military Band takes
over on the four additional numbers.
Familiar music, well performed.

“RIDIN’ HIGH WITH THE SABRES”
—The Sabres With Dennis Farnon
And His Orchestra—RCA Victor LPM-
1376 (1-12" LP)
The Sabres are a worthy addition

to the current popularity of the
'sophisticated vocal group. The boys
stick to the “Ridin’ High” set title
on most of the cases (“Jezebel,”
“Sweet Georgia Brown”) and manage
to include several warm moments
(“The Thrill Is Gone,” “Love Nest”).
Dennis Farnon and the ork provide
excellent support. The industry will
be hearing more from “The Sabres.”

“THE SATISFIERS”—Coral CRL
57108 (1-12" LP)
The Satisfiers supplied Perry Como

with group backing a few years back
on his radio-TV stints. This Coral
disk presents the quartet in 12 vocal

offerings that go beyond the general
sentimental ways of most singing
groups. Working with class material
(“Solitude,” “Over The Rainbow”),
they click with wit, freshness and
charm. Dick Jacobs and the ork fol-

low suit with handsome support.
Notable group efforts.

“AFTER MIDNIGHT”—With Helen
Grayco—Vik LX 1066 (1-12" LP)

Miss Grayco is the featured singer
on Spike Jones’ (her hubsand) new
TV show, and in this collection of
12 fine standards (“While We’re
Young,” “Glad To Be Unhappy,” “You
Don’t Know What Love Is”), the
artist sings expressively and wist-
fully. Jud Conlin and the ork, sup-
plied with expert Russ Garcia ar-
rangements, form ideal backing. These
are way above board vocal-instru-
mental performances.

“A TREASURY OF RIBALDRY”—
Reading By Martyn Green—Riverside
7001 (1-12" LP)
A collection of earthy humor and

advice is the subject of this Riverside
release featuring, as narrator, the
famed British actor, Martyn Green.
The strictly adult fare is handled in

a straightforward, deceptively formal
approach by Mr. Green. The material
comes from Louis Untermeyer’s an-
thology, “A Treasure Of Ribaldry.”
Unusual disk entry appealing to a
select audience.

“ONE NIGHT IN ACAPULCO”—
Mario Ruiz Armengol And His Or-
chestra—RCA Victor LPM 1292 (1-12"
LP)

Victor has launched a “World Of
Romance” promotional campaign, to
run through June, on its international
pop albums. This set is one of 3 in
the series that will include, at no
extra cost, an EP teaching simple
foreign phrases of use to the tourist.
Mario Ruiz Armengol displays a
polished mood touch in this collec-
tion of Spanish melodies (“Quereme
Mucho,” “Magic Is The Moonlight”)
plus 2 from other soil, “When Day
Is Done,” and “I’ll See You Again.”
The sales picture for this issue is

greatly enhanced by the promotion
and the EP.

“CALYPSO”—Sung Bv Russell Da-
ville—Monarch LP-602 (1-12" LP)

Calypso still holds sales attention
for the industry. These sessions are
good examples of Calypso performed
with a commercial touch. They’re
sung by Russell Daville, an artist with
a competent rhythmic delivery and
ear for a Calypso lyric. Group and
instrumental support. Calypso fol-
lowers form a sizeable sales attrac-
tion for the disk.

“HAWAIIAN ROOM”-—Melodies For
Dancing From The Enchanted Islands—MGM E3498 (1-12" LP)

This disk ties in with the Hawaiian
Room, a famous oasis in New York’s
Hotel Lexington. Twelve all-time
Hawaiian favorites (“Little Grass
Shack,” “Sweet Lelani,” and “Kuulei”)
are performed for the dance floor by
steel guitarist and vocalist George
Hines and another singer, Johnny
Coco with an air that retains an
authentic Hawaiian delivery. Fine
package photo. Mood and dance floor
sales potential.

“WEST OF THE MOON”—Lee Wiley
—RCA Victor LPM-1408 (1-12" LP)
Here are 12 vocal-jazz delights.

Stylist Lee Wiley, immeasurably aided
by the arrangements of Ralph Burns,
settles with a light touch (whether
she swings on a tune or not) on a

bill composed of such goodies as “As
Time Goes By,” “This Is New,” and
“You Must Have Been A Beautiful
Baby.” Miss Wiley’s careful phrasing
comes from an intimate, “amplified”
whisper delivery. Instrumental artists
include Urbie Green (trombone),
“Peanuts” Hucko (clarinet) and Nick
Travis (trumpet). Excellent attrac-
tion. A $2.98 “Save On Records”
special for May.

“JAY AND KAI”—J. J. Johnson And
Kai Winding—Columbia CL 973 (1-12"
LP)
The former trombone team of J. J.

Johnson and Kai Winding proved one
of the most successful of all jazz disk
personalities. Columbia has issued
a disk that spotlights the two musi-
cians both in their former combo
relationship and new duties as heads
of 2 aggregations. Such items as
“The Song Is You,” and “Wee Small
Hours” contain both boys together,
while on “Yes, You” it’s the Winding
Septet, and on “I Should Care” it’s

the J. J. Johnson Quintet. Excellent
potential to the jazz coterie.

“SOUNDS BY SOCOLOW”—Frank
Socolow Sextet—Bethlehem BCP-70
(1-12" LP)
Socolow, a former sideman for the

likes of Artie Shaw, Buddy Rich,
Boyd Raeburn, has invested in a
sextet, and the results in this Bethle-
hem recording are some fresh and
snappy sessions on a mixture of
originals and standards. The always
bright arrangements find plenty of
swinging room for Socolow (tenor
and alto sax), Eddie Bert (trombone),
and Sal Salvador (guitar), featured
players. Sturdy jazz, presentation.

“JAZZ AT THE ACADEMY”—Hal
McKusick Quartette—Coral CRL 57-

116 (1-12" LP)
There’s a decidedly bluesy quality

about the whole affair here. It is

achieved with skillful work all around
by the Hal McKusick Quartette at an
appearance at the Brooklyn Academy.
Though some numbers take-off (“Out
Of This World,” “Irresistible You”),
in the main McKusick (alto sax) and
the crew roam wistfully on such items
as “Prelude To A Kiss,” “When The
Sun Comes Out.” Lots of well played
and arranged warm jazz.

This is one of two disks introducing
the internationally acclaimed pianist,

Leon Fleisher, on Epic. The works
(including the orchestral Prelude by
Delius) are two romantic favorites
on which Mr. Fleisher displays tonal

beauty, technical skill and warmth.
George Szell and the Cleveland Or-
chestra offer the young keyboard
artist assuring support. Effective
coupling of compositions.

VAUGHAN WILLIAMS: Symphony
No. 4 In F Minor—Columbia ML 5158
(1-12" LP)
Williams’ fourth symphony, a rarity

in the LP catalogue, is a work of
immense power and authority with
only temporary pauses from its ag-
gressive start to its bang-up finale.

Under the baton of Dimitri Mitropolis,

the Philharmonic-Symphony Orches-
tra Of New York tear into the opus
with energy and command. The sym-
phonic coterie will almost naturally
turn to this interpretation of the
piece when it is sought.

Swinging The Calliope

CINCINNATI — Margie Meinert,

noted organist, is pictured seated at a

Wurlitzer caliola. This caliola, more
commonly known as a calliope, was
built by the Wurlitzer Company some-
where around 1895. It was originally

designed to be used on a steam oper-

ated carousel. The instrument itself

was operated by a small steam engine,

the steam being taken from the same
boiler which propelled the large en-
gine that drove the carousel.

This particular calliope was origi-

nally used in Arnold’s Amusement
Park, Lake Okoboji, Iowa. After it

was no longer used on the carousel,

it was converted to an electric motor
and furnished music in a skating
rink for many years.

The Horn Brothers of Sarasota,

Florida, acquired it from the skating
rink operator in 1949 and gave Fra-
ternity Records permission to have
the calliope flown to Universal Re-
cording Studies in Chicago where the

diskery recorded several sides with
Margie Meinert. The first release is

“Tiger Rag” backed with “Waiting
For The Robert E. Lee.”

The calliope has since been placed

permanently on an old Ohio river

boat, the Gordon S. Greene, which
is anchored at Sarasota. It has been

renovated and made into a night club

at a cost of more than $100,000 and
will be opened to the public at a gala

celebration May 5th. Margie Meinert

has been made Queen of the boat and
will play the calliope for its opening.

LENOX, MASS.—An announcement

of faculty appointments to the new
School of Jazz in Lenox, Mass., was
made last week by John Lewis, Execu-
tive Director of the school.

Some of the most important names
in modern jazz will head the faculty
of the new school which will take over
the musical leadership of the Tangle-
wood area in western Massachusetts
when the Boston Symphony departs
on August 11th.

John “Dizzy” Gillespie, will teach
trumpet. Oscar Peterson, Canadian
born pianist and one of the stars of
“Jazz at the Philharmonic,” will teach
piano as will John Lewis who is pianist
and musical director of the Modern
Jazz Quartet. Ray Brown, ace bassist
will teach that instrument; Max Roach
will instruct in drums. Herb Ellis, of
the Oscar Peterson Trio, will teach
guitar, and Milt Jackson, recording-
artist and member of the Modern Jazz
Quartet, will be in charge of vibra-
harp. Heading composition work will

be trombone player Bill Russo known
for his Stan Kenton arrangements
and his recent ballet score, “The World
of Alcina.” Russo will be assisted by
Jimmy Giuffre, leader of his own trio

and known both as a composer and
performer on clarinet, tenor and bari-
tone saxophone. Other faculty mem-
bers who have been active in composi-
tion will also instruct in that subject.
History of Jazz will be presented

by Marshall W. Stearns, Guggenheim
Fellow, author of “The Story of Jazz”
and executive Director of the Institute
of Jazz Studies.

Jule Foster, Associate Professor of
Music at Texas Technological College,
will be Dean, Lewis said. The other
faculty appointments will be an-
nounced within a month.
The School of Jazz, Inc., is a non-

profit organization formed by jazz
musicians, critics and writers. It will

hold its first session this coming sum-
mer from August 12th to August 30th,
at the Berkshire Music Barn, adjacent
to Music Inn, and will make use of the
neighboring dormitory facilities of the
Boston Symphony Orchestra’s Berk-
shire Music Center. Enrollment this

year will be limited to 40 musicians
and 20 auditors (non-playing stu-

dents).

NEW YORK— The roster of jazz

stars to appear at the Newport Jazz
Festival at Newport, R.I. during the
July 4th holidays is growing rapidly.
Dizzy Gillespie and his big band,
Dave Brubeck, George Shearing, Roy
Eldridge, Gerry Mulligan, the Oscar
Peterson Trio, Jo Jones, Turk Murphy,
Stuff Smith and Jack Teagarden will

join Louis Armstrong, Ella Fitzger-
ald, Count Basie and his band and
Sarah Vaughan, whose Newpoi’t ap-
pearances were announced previously.
A host of international jazz per-

formers also will be on hand. Already
signed are Toshiko Akiyoshi (Japan),
Rolf Kuhn (Germany), Matt Mat-
thews (Holland) and Bernard Peiffer
(France). Others, representing at
least seven more countries, will be
added in the near future.
'All musical performances at the

three-day fete will be recorded on
Norman Granz’ Verve label, to be
issued as a five-album “Newport Jazz
Festival” package in September.

Geoi’ge Wein, director and a founder
of the non-profit organization sponsor-
ing the annual event, this year insti-

tuted a new method of selecting the
artists who will perform at the after-

noon concerts on July 5th and 6th.

A questionnaire was sent to 100 jazz
critics and music editors asking them
to vote for the groups and solists in
which they were most interested.

Candidates included the newer ex-

perimental groups and instrumental-

ists as well as veteran jazz musicians

not yet accorded overall public ac-

claim.

“This year’s program will have

every school of jazz represented,”

Wein said. “Many artists will be

making their first appearance at New-
port. New names are being added

daily, and the 1957 Festival expects

to boast the greatest galaxy of jazz

stars ever brought together.”

In addition to morning panel dis-

cussions and the afternoon and eve-

ning concerts, a number of informal

and impromptu “jam sessions” will

take place.

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“It’s What’s in THE CASH BOX That Counts—INTERNATIONALLY”
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NEW YORK—We believe that there
isn’t an operator in the country who
would give us an argument that it’s

absolutely necessary, not only to get
a dime a play, but to arrange a more
equitable division of the collections.
Some of the more progressive oper-
ators are moving and planning, but
there are still too many remaining
“status quo.” Let’s look at an editorial
by a New York newspaper columnist
“Sylvia Porter” who wrote: “Ex-
perts . . . are stumbling over them-
selves as they try to describe the
state of our corporations in this spring
of 1957. Drooping profits in a period
of drooping sales—the meaning of
that is clear. But drooping profits in

a period of rising sales—well, what
does that mean? The explanations for
what is going on are easy to pinpoint.
On one hand, the expenses of doing
business in our land have been rising
steadily because: costs of materials
have been increasing; costs of labor
have increasing; costs of borrowing
money have been increasing; costs of
transporting, distributing, advertising,
merchandising goods have been in-

creasing; costs of becoming more
efficient—expanding and improving

—

have been increasing. On the other
hand, the sales prices of the goods
have not risen enough to cover all the
rising costs of production and dis-

tribution.” (Ed. comment: The Cash
Box has been editorializing on this

condition for years. We can only say
once again: The operators had better
get moving in the direction of higher
collections, and a more equitable divi-

sion of these collections.)

CHICAGO—Manufacturers of the
new six-pocket pool games here are
very much elated over the fact that
players are accepting the new pool
games on 254 play.

In short, as they explain, the oper-
ators are thoroly enjoying the new
six-pocket pool games because there
hasn’t been any complaints where they
place these games with quarter coin
chutes.

This means that the operators are
getting two players to play their pool
tables at 25 4 instead of at 10^ each,
or two for 204.
The 20% more that the operators

get, the manufacturers here explain,
“pays for the pool table”.

“Better than 99% of the six-pocket
pool games we’ve manufactured so
far, and that’s more than 1,200 pool
games”, reported Sam Lewis, presi-
dent of Exhibit Supply Company, this
city, “have been shipped with 25^
coin chutes.
“What’s more”, he claims, “the op-

erators haven’t had to change to dime
chutes. They have found that it’s

just as easy to get a quarter from the
two players.”
Other manufacturers who are now

shipping six-pocket pool games, like

Marvel Manufacturing and Williams
' Manufacturing, are reported to be us-
ing 254 chutes.

The Cash Box has coined the slogan,
“Two-Bits For Two”, as a result of
this fact which is leading many oper-
ators to better profits on locations
everywhere in the country.
“As long as the manufacturer ships

the game with a 25<^ coin chute”, one
well known operator reports, “we can

place these on locations the same way.
“But”, he says, “if we had to put

them on ourselves, as for example to

replace dime chutes, the locations as
well as the players would holler.”

In the meantime, from all present
indications, it seems that the new six-

pocket pool games may have opened
the “ Two-Bits For Tivo" players era.

This will, in case of many other
types of two-player games give man-
ufacturers the opportunity of install-

ing 25 4 coin chutes which definitely

should meet with approval of the
players.

Bill DeSelm of United Manufac-
turing Company reported this past
week

:

“We’ve already shipped many of our
new ‘Bowling Alleys’ with 25^' coin

chutes.
“These operators called for the

quarter chutes”, he continued, “and,
believe me”, he added, “we were more
than happy to accommodate them.”

Other manufacturers are making
the same report. Operators who have
found the new 6-pocket pool games
meeting with player approval, featur-
ing two plays for 25^, are also finding
that two players will just as soon
use a quarter to play the new king
size bowling games.
The trend to

“ Two-Bits For Two"
seems to be growing. Many are of

the opinion that more and more of

the more expensive amusements will

be shipped with the 254 chute.
“It’s just as I said”, reports a well

known operator, “as long as the manu-
facturers will ship the games with the
25 4 chute the storekeepers as well as
the players will accept them.”

WASHINGTON, D. C.—The exact
same type bill which has been spon-
sored by ASCAP (American Society

of Composers, Authors and Publish-
ers) and similar organizations for
many years now, was introduced in

the Senate on April 12.

After being read twice, the Bill

(S.1870) was then referred to the
Committee on the Judiciary.

Seven Senators have placed their

names on S.1870 as its sponsors.

These are: Senators O’Mahoney, Ke-
fauver, Humphrey, Neely, Langer,
Payne and Morse.

It will be sometime yet, it is be-

lieved here, before any open hearings
(if there will be open hearings) will

be held on Senate Bill 1870.

The bill simply reads: “A bill to amend section 1 (e) of title 17 of the

United States Code with regard to the rendition of musical compositions on
coin-operated machines”

.

This bill is just the same, and just as short in wordage, as former such bills:

Be it enacted by the Senate and the House of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress assembled, that the third paragraph of section

1 (e) of title 17, United States Code, is amended to read as follows:
“The reproduction or rendition of a copyrighted music composition by or

upon a coin-operated machine shall be deemed to be a public performance for
profit, and the operator of any such machine shall be liable for any infringe-
ment of any such musical composition occurring through the use of such
machine.

“As used in this paragraph, the term ‘operator’ means any individual,

partnership, association, or corporation exercising ownership or primary
control over any such machine and having primary responsibility for the selec-

tion of the place at ivhich sudh machine is operated, but does not include the

proprietor of such place unless the proprietor owns or exercises primary con-
trol, over such machine and has exclusive control over its placement for
operation.

“Sec. 2. The amendment made by this Act shall take effect October 1, 1957”.

“Every operator is involved”, he
continued, “and if he will read this

new bill (S.1870) he will find that,

this time, the proprietors of locations
have been exempted from paying for
a ‘public performance for profit’ and
that the operator, and the operator
only, is the man who is now subject
to whatever royalties ASCAP, and
similar organizations, may want to

tax him with.

“This is not the time to be meek or
hesitant. This is the time when the
entire industry, all the nation’s music
operators, must come together to de-

fend their businesses as a single,

strong unit.”

ada, believes that ops-co-ops can work

out successfully from both an operat-
ing and financial standpoint. “But,”
he adds, “It’s questionable whether
this will bring 10^ play plus a more
equitable commission basis into bring
in this area.
Bob Young of Los Angeles, Calif.,

does not believe that operating-coop-
eratives can help bring 10^ play plus
a more equitable commission basis into
being, nor does he believe that these
will work out from a financial and
operating standpoint.

William A. Thompson of Long
Beach, Calif., reports on operator-co-
operatives :

“It was this specific problem (com-
plete agreement to use dime play and
to obtain a more equitable division of

the gross intake) that finally brought
14 operators together.

“We recently have incorporated our
group. We purchased a small route
and hired a collector who is under the
supervision of our executive commit-
tee. These (14) operators represent
over half the operations in this area.

“For us,” continues Thompson, “the
answer to the question of operator
co-operatives is as yet in the future.

But we have every reason to believe

that our venture will prove successful.

We are in a position now to purchase
any route that looks good to us.”

Howard N. Ellis of Omaha, Neb., be-

lieves that ops-co-ops will work out.

“With the high cost of operating
and equipment,” he advises, “the mar-
gin of profit is less. If there is any
way that operators can work together
and save money this is their salvation.

“I have had no experience with co-

operatives,” Ellis continues, “but it

sounds like it has very great possibili-

ties.

“I see no reason,” he says, “why it

shouldn’t work out successfully.

“As an example,” he points out,

“one or two phone calls could do the
work of eight or nine.”

CHICAGO—There is no slowdown
whatsoever in the demand for the new
kingsize bowlers.

In fact, production is being stepped
up, by all manufacturers of this hot-
test type game.

Regardless of the price, sales con-
tinue at a very rapid rate. More and
more operators continue calling for as
many of the bowlers as they can get.

With the warmer weather approach-
ing, the more outdoor locations are
expected to be featuring these bowlers.
“What’s more”, says one operator,

“this is one game where we don’t have
trouble obtaining a more equitable
commission basis.

“Not only are all my bowlers on
dime play, but”, he adds, “I’m placing
them on a 65%-35% commission basis
and this alone”, he claims, “is making
the bowling game business the best
I’ve yet enjoyed.”

This is practically the very same
story being heard from other oper-
ators all over the country.
Many operators with outdoor and

resort locations have already advised
they expect the kingsize bowling
games to prove outstanding from a
profit standpoint all during the sum-
mer.

This has had its effect on factory
production here where all the kingsize
howlers are manufactured.
Most of the bowler manufacturers

are working a double shift. Night
shifts take over the job of preparing
completed units for assembly the next
day. This has speeded production and
has allowed manufacturers to meet the
demand.
“But even with a double shift at

work,” reports one manufacturer, “we
still haven’t been able to assure our
distributors same day shipment of
orders.
“We are trying our best to bring

this about”, he explained, “but with
more and still more orders coming in

each and every day, it is almost an
impossibility.”
Asked when manufacturers might

see a slowdown in demand for the
kingsize bowlers, almost every factory
stated that they didn’t think this

would come into being for sometime.
Added one manufacturer, “This

might not happen for a long time
because everyone is experimenting
with new ideas which will make the
bowling games even more interesting
to the players and, thereby, bring
greater profits to the operators.”

Mechanic States His Case

“Lack of Good Mechanics” in the

April 13 issue of The Cash Box, writes:

“I believe I might be in a position

to answer as to why this condition

exists.

“I have been in the coin machine

business for the past twenty years and
have seen a lot of good men leave the

business due to poor working condi-

tions, long- hours and no money.

“I myself just moved four hundred
miles to a job with a lot of promises

that have never been fulfilled, and
never will be. Nor is this the first

time that this has happened. Good
men are in demand in any business.

They can find work where the hours

are good, have week-ends off for the
the same amount of money. I com-
mend Jessie Porter of Daniel Amuse-
ment Co., Jackson, Tenn., for his ar-
ticle on ‘Service Men Most Important’,
and if more operators felt as he does
they could keep good men around.

“It is quite true that I have seen
our profession hindered by drunks
and thieves so that operators are
constantly on the defensive and they
cannot fully see a good man’s qual-
ities and long before he has had a
chance they have put him in the class
aforementioned.

“Examine yourself, Mr. Operator.
Can you come up to these standards ?

1) Trust in your employee. 2) Keep

erator acclaim for its speed, simpli-

city and trouble-free performance.

Boston Mayor To Veto

BOSTON, MASS.—Mayor John B.

Hynes said this week he would veto
the City Council’s vote to cut license

fees for juke boxes. (The Cash Box,
April 20 issue).

[Also known as the “C. M. I. (Coin Machine

Industry) BLUE BOOK”]

FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear
in the quotation of high and low prices of certain

equipment. Like any true reporter “The Price Lists"

can only feature the market prices as they are

quoted. “The Price Lists” acts exactly the same as

the market quotation board at the Stock Exchange-
posting the prices as they are quoted for the past

week, regardless of how much they may seem to be
out of line. Some prices do not change for months.
“The Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain

the last known quotations for such equipment so

that the subscriber at least has the last known prices

as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely
divergent. Someone on the West Coast may feel a

certain machine worth (150.00 whereas someone on
the East Coast may think it worth hut $75.00. Of
conrse, serial, appearance, demand, territory, quan-
tity, and condition of equipment must he taken into

consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstand-

ing firms, having a reputation for shipping com-
pletely reconditioned machines, will be offered at

higher prices than others, due to the added cost of

reconditioning.) “The Price Lists" reports each quo-
tation exactly as it is made and depends on the sub-

scriber to make average price adjustments to fit the

peculiarities of his territory.

METHOD: “The Price Lists” should he read as

follows: First price listed is lowest price quoted for

the week; Second price listed is highest price

quoted.

FOREIGN BUYERS: To cover cost of packing,

crating, shipping, etc., figure an additional $20 to

$25 on Pin Games—and $25 to $30 on Phonographs.

priced at these low figures. To completely recondi-

tion such machines, the reconditioner mnsi add onto
his price the cost of transportation to obtain these

machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed te re-

condition the machines, pins the cost of cartons,

crates and labor for packing and shipping of the ma-
chines, in addition to a decent profit which will, in

most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00

machine to anywhere from $50.00 to $75.00 and up.
In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that

many of the parts have to be made by hand or
contracted for at some machinist shop, since

manufacturers of many of the old arcade machines
and kiddie rides are no longer in business, and it is

impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Pur-
chasers of snch equipment should take these facts into
consideration and, at the same time, should also real-

ize that many buyers today have their own repair and
reconditioning departments as well as experienced
mechanics. These buyer* will purchase machine* “as
is” at prices quoted by the trade at large and r*c«o-
dition the machines themselves to meet their own
operating standards.
