“SAMMY SWINGS”—Sammy Davis—Decca DL
8486 (1-12" LP)

Davis is a Jack of all comic or singing situa-

tions. This time around on Decca, Davis otfers 12
all-out swinging efforts, some of which are as
unpredictable in their humor (“That Old Black
Magic”) as one of his stints on tv, others belted
smoothly with Davis’ vocal finesse in the spot-
light (“By Myself”). Morty Stevens, Jack Pleis,

Sy Oliver offer the ork backing. Sales will prob-
ably reach chart proportions soon.

“RING AROUND ROSIE”—Rosemary Clooney—
The Hi-Lo’s—Columbia CL 1006 (1-12" LP)

Miss Clooney and the Hi-Lo’s are a TV team,
and their delightful get-together in this Columbia
package points the way to a disk of high vocal
stature. Four of the sessions feature the thrush
and the group in fresh harmony (“What Is There
To Say,” “How About You”), 4 others solo the
tricky Hi-Lo’s blend (“I Could Write A Book,”
“Solitude”), and 4 solo stints by Miss Clooney
(“Love Letters,” “I’m Glad There Is You”) round
out the waxing. The combination of Miss Clooney
and the recent chart hitting Hi-Lo’s favor this

set with a terrific sales picture.

“TOP 12”—Doris Day - Vic Damone - The Four
Lads-Frankie Laine-Johnny Mathis-Guy Mitchell-
Marty Robbins-King Flash-Bill McGuffie—Colum-
bia CL 1017 (1-12")

What should greatly please the purchasers of

this review package is that many of the selec-

tions on the LP are still strong, or up-and-coming
chart items. This includes Johnny Mathis’ “It’s

Not For Me To Say,” Marty Robbins’ “A White
Sport Coat,” Frankie Laine’s “Love Is A Golden
Ring,” and Guy Mitchell’s “Rock-A-Billy.” Smart
vocal stints are handed in by the Four Lads on
4 numbers (“Round And Round,” “Gone”). Ex-
cellent sales potential considering the current
stature of a majority of the tunes.

“A FELLOW NEEDS A GIRL”—Joe Bushkin,
His Piano And Orchestra—Capitol T832 (1-12"

LP)
Jazz-inclined pianist Joe Bushkin is one of Capi-

tol’s ablest mood sellers, and dealers can look for

further impressive sales from Bushkin in his latest

release. Against string support, Bushkin covers
with slick, but melodic ivory invention such crea-

tions as “It’s Easy To Remember,” “These Foolish
Things,” and “What Is There To Say.” First-rate

mood disk Bushkin’s jazz friends will move toward
also.

“SPEAKING OF LOVE”—Bobby Short—Atlantic

1262 (1-12" LP)
A program of mostly long-time-no-see show

tunes have set Bobby Short in some of his most
vibrant and ingratiating vocal performances.
Short, who makes a case out of melodies and
lyrics with something to say, smartly socks out

such precious items as Vernon Duke-E. Y. Har-
burg’s “Speaking Of Love,” Rodgers-Hart’s “Do
I Hear You Saying I Love You,” Gershwin-Gersh-
win’s “I’ve Got Beginner’s Luck,” and Porter’s

“At Long Last Love.” Excellent entry for show
music enthusiasts. Class disk.

“HOT, HAPPY AND HONKY”—Del Wood—RCA
Victor LPM-1437 (1-12" LP)

Miss Wood is the famed Grand Ole Opry honky-
tonk piano artist best remembered for her “Down
Yonder” single smash. In this, her second LP,
the performer covers some hot honky tonk ground
on such familiar items as “Tennessee Waltz,”
“Beer Barrel Polka,” and “Somebody Else Is

Taking My Place.” Other performers pitching in

with Miss Wood include guitarist Chet Atkins,
bass fiddler Grady Martin, and Otto Bash (brush
and stick). Strong appeal to the C&W field with
some attraction to the pop market.

“HONEYMOON IN PARIS”— Franck Pourcel
And His Parisian Strings— Capitol T 10040
(1—12" LP)

Pourcel has had several striking Capitol re-

leases to vouch for his authority as a mood man.
This pressing about Paris is from Paris, and con-
tains 12 distinctive arrangements of melodies with
a Parisian touch (“The Last Time I Saw Paris,”
“La Vie En Rose”). Pourcel knows his mood
music admirers and gives them the arrangements
they seek. One of the better soft music maestros
for mood traffic.

“INTERLUDE WITH LORRY RAINE”— Ad-
vance LP 714 (1-12" LP)
From a series of previous sessions. Advance

has put together a versatile and entertaining
description of lark Lorry Raine. From the sparkle
of Harry Ruby’s “I’ve Gotta Have Love,” to the
sorrowful strains of “When Your Lover Has
Gone,” Miss Raine sings with verve and warmth.
Backing includes Nelson Riddle, Russ Garcia, and
Irv Kostal. Very listenable vocals.

“ARRIVEDERCHI ROMA”— Augusto Alguero
And His Orchestra—Mercury MG 20236 (1-12"
LP)

Spanish arranger-ork leader Augusto Alguero
has taken to Italy for a fine sounding mood disk
built on familiar Italian melodies (“0 Sole Mio,”
“Funiculi, Funicula,” “Come Back To Sorrento”).
Alguero, working with a large and versatile ork,
has used it to its full instrumental capacity with
delicacy and scoring wit. Dealers: Show this
waxing off, it has strong mood potential.

“POLKA LOVERS’ TIME”—Kenny Bass And His
Po’ka Poppers—Coral CRL 57102 (1-12" LP)
The Bass polka outfit is a popular polka product

from the Midwest, and on this Coral release, the
band presents 12 zestfully arranged pieces, 9 of
them containing Bass’ name. The lively crew gets
a lot of its lift from accordionists Dick Sodja and
Lenny Surova. With the polka enjoying a wide
appeal, this package ought to fare extremely well.

“QUO VADIS”—Dramatic Highlights-MGM E
3524 (1-12" LP)
These scenes from one of the most spectacular

films ever made were previously available on 2-10

inch MGM disks. The 15 dramatic moments from
the film were taken from the sound track and
feature the stars of the picture Robert Taylor,
Deborah Kerr, Leo Genn, and Peter Ustinov. As
“Quo Vadis” was an extensively publicized pic,

those who saw it, or heard of it may desire this

recorded version.

“A NIGHT IN OLD VIENNA”—Wal-Berg And
His Orchestra—Mercury MH 20243 (1-12")

Three-quarter time once again makes an effec-

tive mood disk. From the melodic pens of Strauss
(“Blue Danube,” “Die Fledermaus”), Kreisler

(“Caprice Viennois,” “Liebesfrued”) and others,

Europe’s Wal-Berg orchestra has captured the

rhythm and grace of the compositions with pride

and joy. Expert renditions of familiar waltz

favorites.

“PINOCCHIO”—Paul Winchell And Jerry Ma-
honey—Decca DL 8463 (1-12" LP)

The classic adventures of Pinocchio once again
take form; this time under the able antics of

ventriloquist Paul Winchell (and puppet friend

Jerry Mahoney). Milton Delugg (music) and Ira

Wallach (dramatization) have added some modem
touches to the tale, and have written an amiable

song, nicely sung by Elise Breton as the Blue
Fairy, “Hideaway Heart.” The fame of Winchell
and Mahoney should draw in lots of kiddie sales.

Ambitious work.

“FRANCES WAYNE”— Frances Wayne— Or-

chestra Directed By Neal Hefti-Brunswick BL
54022 (1-12")

Stylist Frances Wayne and hubby Neal Hefti

have been teamed again on disks, providing ma-
ture and reliable recollections of generally un-
hurried, “all-alone” songs. Tunes making the most
of Miss Wayne’s sure vocal touch include “Am I

Blue,” “Mean To Me,” “A Hundred Years From
Today.” Hefti is present for some polished ork
developments. Real pros at work.

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“SOMETHING OLD . . . SOMETHING NEW”—
Ink Spots—King 535 (1-12" LP)
The name Ink Spots should be a sufficient at-

traction here for the people who have been follow-
ing the group through the years. They won’t be
disappointed either. For with the familiar falsetto
and baritone narrative leads, the crew is distinc-

tively in good form on such numbers as “Ebb
Tide,” “Stranger In Paradise,” and “Yesterdays.”
Fine, nostalgic vocal stints.

“DINNER IN MEXICO”—Arturo Ramirez And
His Orchestra—Mercury MG 20238 (1-12" LP)

This is an excellent melodic treat from Mexican
ork maestro Arturo Ramirez. The rhythmic amal-
gamation of flutes, Spanish guitars, vibes and
strings is enticingly employed on such Mexican-
American mainstays as “Amor, Amor,” “Cielito

Lindo,” and “Los Chiapanecas.” “Dinner In

Mexico” is a thoroughly capable mood disk

dealers ought to give a helping hand (i.e. let the

“CALYPSO”—Wilmouth And His Orchestra

Under the common denomination of “Calypso”

several forms of the popular attraction take place

on this Camden issue.

Brigade”), while Bert McLean’s Jazz Hounds
present 4 orchestral variations on calypso termed,
calypso swing (“Bacanal,” “Pretty Woman”).

Clarinetist Jimmy Giuffre (who also sports a

I on this Atlantic issue featuring 9 intimate, and
! vivid folk-blues jazz drawings. The instrumental

for this approach, and much of the excellence of

these pressings is the deceptively simple arrange-

ments coming from Giuffre’s ingenuity.

Red Garland

(bass), and Philly Joe Jones (drums) offers 8

sessions bursting with enthusiasm, and provoca-

tive swing arrangements. The clean-cut, happy
outlook performances carry their weight in pure

jazz gold. Beautiful sound. Major jazz pressing.

“LEE KONITZ INSIDE HI-FI”—Atlantic 1258

(1-12" LP)
Dealers will find this latest Lee Konitz attrac-

tion healthy not only in its name value, but also

because it occasions Konitz’s first disk try on the

tenor sax (all of side 2 plus a section of “Kary s

Trance” on side 1). With the exception of the

appropriate emotion on the plaintive Dennis-

Adair item “Everything Happens To Me,” the

affairs sparkle brightly to the velvet roving of

the Konitz sound. Good backing includes Billy

Bauer on guitar, Dick Scott and Sal Mosca on

piano and Arnold Fishkind and Peter Ind on bass.

Keep the jazz shelf well stocked with this one.

“LEE MORGAN SEXTET”— Blue Note 1541

(1-12" LP)
The sextet, headed by the penetrating trumpet

of 18-year-old Lee Morgan, includes such familiar

names in the jazz catalogue as Hank Mobley

(tenor sax), Horace Silver (piano) and Paul

Chambers (bass). This stellar line-up doesn’t

deter Morgan from taking in a major share of the

spotlight with skillful, sometimes with a trumpet

joke, and searching work (“Latin Hangover”).

As iiliss Sarah Harris,

social worker, delves into the life of “Joan” (as

the street-walker is referred to), the woman’s
empty and anguished life (leading to drug addic-

tion) is achieved with directness and honesty.

An important contribution to the understanding

Felix Ayo, Violin—Epic LC 3343 (1-12" LP)
These are 4 brilliant Vivaldi works taken from

his 12 concerto opus, “The Trial Of Harmony And
Invention.” Played expertly by the I Musici or-
chestra (who performed magnificently on a pre-
vious Epic release of Marcello sonatas), the tech-
nical virtuosity of these pieces is extremely chal-
lenging—from both the artists’ and listeners’

NEW YORK—The plight of the

operator (actually based on today’s

standard, the 2A4 operator) is in for

some more heavy strain in the days

to come. The answer is so obvious,

and has been detailed so many times

by The Cash Box, that it hardly seems

necessary to say once again that oper-

ators must go to dime play, or be

prepared to go broke. The report is,

and says a known economist, “There

is no secret about the coming steel

price boost in the trade”.

So — how about it, you
nickel operators?

WASHINGTON, D. C.—According
to the May report of President Eisen-

The Cash

Box has pointed out to the nation’s juke

hox owners that more tavern trade

means greater profits for the operators

as well as the tavern owners.

Why, then, according to the informa-

tion which has reached the nation’s juke

box leaders, the head of any tavern

owners’ association would want to back

ASCAP in creating a “private taxing au-

thority” so that the tavern owners would

lose their juke box music entirely or, at

the very least, earn no profit whatever

from their juke boxes, is certainly a very

deep and extremely puzzling mystery.

Targets are available separately in

units 7 feet wide. They may be set

as far back in the enclosure as space
permits. Minimum distance recom-
mended is 20 feet. The ideal distance

is considered to be 24 feet in depth.

Target sections can be added easily

and quickly to desired width or depth.

Each unit is joined by flexible coup-
lings with one common driving shaft.

The complete section is operated by
either one or two motors. One motor
if all targets go in one direction, two
motors if the chain belts move in

opposite directions.

Unusual and novel targets include:
three revolving bulls-eye targets in

the foreground
;

six or more tracks
of moving birds, squirrels, elephants,
lions, etc.; five bells on which player
can tinkle a tune as he shoots; two
revolving targets, each with three
individually mounted birds that rotate
when hit.

The targets are made of special

rubber composition developed and
tested to withstand indefinitely the
high-velocity impact of the pellets

shot from the gun.

The gun simulates a 50 calibre ma-
chine gun. It is entirely self contained,
electrically operated, properly fused.
The enlarged capacity holds up to

8,000 steel shots. The shots are bin
fed, with cams controlling the number
of shots. This allows the operator
to take care of other duties instead
of being in constant attendance. Each
machine gun has its own individual
meter, coin slot and cash box.

The gun is quickly interchangeable
from 104 to 254 play by inserting or
taking out pins in the slug rejector
coin mechanism. It shoots the steel

BB’s with exceptional accuracy and
with such high velocity that it is

capable of accurate shooting for many
times the 24 foot distance recom-
mended as ideal.

Player presses trigger button to

release a burst of three shots each,
or a continuous stream of up to 400
shots.

By the simple interchange of cams.

furnished with each machine, the op-
erator can provide a choice of 133,

200, 266 or 400 shots per coin. It

takes one minute, twenty seconds to

shoot the 400 shots continuously.

Wolberg pointed out that the “Com-
mando Machine Gun” also provides
many safety features. Player is pro-
tected by sheets of plexiglass across
the entire front of the enclosure. If

any door is opened, the gun imme-
diately becomes inoperative. Large
plexiglass round shield, mounted at

end of gun barrel, affords complete
protection while the gun is swerved
from one target to another. There
are three wire-grounded electrical

conductors.

Pellets return to a trough that
empties into a bucket with convenient
carrying handle. The BB’s can
periodically be washed and oiled by
pouring them into an automatic fine

oil ball washer and conditioner, avail-

able from Chicago Coin as a separate
unit.

Within a seven-foot width, three
machine guns can be comfortably fit-

ted and mounted. Blueprints are
available for all types of installations,

according to sizes and types of loca-
tions.

Wolberg concluded by recommend-
ing 254 play to the operators as hav-
ing the utmost potential for unlimited
profits with the “Commando Machine
Gun”.

With Talk On “Creativity”

subject of “Creativity”.

True intermixed valuable advice

with laugh drawing lines. When his

discussion was concluded the forceful

lecturer was given a standing ovation.

True punctuated his points with
such startling devices as pistol shots,

sleight of hand, a candle that refused
to be extinguished, a book that when
opened shot out flames about a foot

high, and a plain, every day mallet.

One of the points True strove hard
to drive home was the opportunities

to increase the collections in a juke
box by tbe use of creativity. Just what
form the creativity would take he
left with the operator. He merely
told of many of the world’s great
inventions and some of the great (but

simple) devices used to hypo sales

figures. While not disclaiming the

value of formal education, he never-

theless pointed out that it was not

necessary to be the owner of several

college degrees or even to have finish-

ed high school to come up with ideas

to draw attention to the automatic
phonograph. He pointed out the lack

of formal educations of such great
names as Westinghouse, Edison, Ful-

ton and many more. He stated that

Hai'ry Truman did not get beyond
high school. He brought to light that

the great Cocoa Cola fortune was
built by the one woi’d suggestion,

“bottle”. “Somewhere in your heads,”

said True looking around the room
filled with operators, “lies an idea or

several that can bring the income of

the juke box to greater heights.”

True also took a slap at the operator

who was not looking to advance. He
described the operator who said he
makes a pretty good living and was
satisfied to be an average operator
thusly

:

“If you are average let me describe

average for you. The average busi-

nessman lies somewhere in between

“There are, naturally, many factors
that will play a part in determining
this.

“I’m sure”, he adds, “that many
sensible operators will see the driving
need for closer cooperation among
operators.

“Operators’ co-operatives”, he ad-
vises, “can be a very efficient way of
effecting this end.

“There is very little doubt in my
mind”, Farris says, “that co-ops can
be the salvation of the industry.

“Perhaps”, he comments, “I’ve been
one-sided in my thinking, but”, he
says, “I’ve concluded that everything
favors operator-co-operatives.

“I can see very little that can be
said against them. Even so”, he ad-
vises, “I’m sure they will be slow in
coming into being.

“Only when driving necessity has
compelled the operators to either
‘hang together or hang separately’
will ops-co-ops be quickly created.

“I only hope that it won’t be too
late for the industry as a whole. We
all know there are many outside
influences threatening our livelihood.

“If, however”, Farris explains, “the
ops are slow in banding together, that
doesn’t mean anything derogatory. It

only means that the boys are highly
competitive, which is healthy. Still”,

he adds, “when common sense pre-
vails, it doesn’t seem reasonable to

compete ourselves I’ight out of busi-
ness.

“Just as a check rein on my think-
ing”, Farris explains, “I would like

to debate the question of operator-
co-operatives with someone who is

unequivocally opposed to them.

“Personally, and as I have already
stated, I am greatly in favor of them.
By debating the subject we can shed
light on each other.

“Just to list a few favorable points:

1) Locations can’t dictate, we can.

2) Very substantial economies would
be effected on service calls, especially

to outlying areas. 3) Economies in

rolling stock, equipment purchases
and parts would come into being. 4)
Many hands (and heads, too) make
for lighter work. 5) Better utilization

of all equipment is definitely possible,

the right machine for the right place.

6) Smaller inventory of parts, etc.,

would be needed.

“I could go on and on”, Farris
remarks. “The big point is the first

one. That’s where we are weak, all

of us. If we can lick that one, we’d
have it made. Co-operatives seem to

provide the solution.”

(Editor’s Note: In an effort to help
Joe Farris have his way, as far as
enlightening debate is concerned, the

following adamantly stated, “No”, to

operator-co-operatives: Gleason Stam-
baugh, Jr., West Palm Beach, Fla.;
Bob Young, Los Angeles, Calif.; G. J.

Willard F. Workman, Chester, Pa.
Yet Wm. A. Thompson, Long Beach,
Calif., Farris will be happy to know,
who is already a member of a li
operator-co-operative reported, “We
have every reason to believe our ven-
ture will be successful in every way.
We are in a position now to purchase
any route that looks good to us.”
Perhaps the pros and cons, of the few
represented here, would make for a
very enlightening debate on the sub-
ject of “operator-co-operatives” thru
the pages of The Cash Box which
are, hereby, being thrown open to

them.)

BOSTON, MASS.—Officers will be
elected at the meeting of the Music
Operators’ Association at Beacons-
field Hotel, Brookline, Thursday, May
30. The slate of names proposed by
the conunittee for officers are unop-
posed and submission of the names
is tantamount to election.

Officers named are: President,
David J. Baker, Melo-Tone Music,
Arlington; Vice-President, Dave Grop-
man; Treasurer, Arthur Sturgis;
Clerk, Sol Robbins.

A committee, comprising Dave
Gropman, Benjamin Ross and Leon
Shorter, brought in the names of the
officers at the last session. Eleven
names were submitted also for eight
director’s posts. They are: Peter
Pompeo, Donald Foote, Cyrus Jacobs.
Sidney Wolbarst, Phil Swartz, Israel
Snector, Bob Rome, Bert Thomson,
James Woodward, James Geracos and
Ralph Lackey.

Legal matters facing the association
include action against the $50 licens-
ing fees for phonos added to the Sun-
day fee of $50 each to city and state
in Boston; and proposed ASCAP
legislation.

A fight against the $50 fee, added
to the Sunday fee of $50 each to the
city and state for operation of phono-
graphs in Boston is underway. “This
fee makes it impossible for operators
to realize a reasonable profit on a

route in the city of Boston,” David
J. Baker, prexy of the association,
told the Mayor.

Legal counsel for the association,
Arthur Sherman, who discussed the
fee situation with Mayor John B.
Hynes, who agreed to take the matter
of fees up with city legal counselor
William Kerr, said that if within a
reasonable time the Mayor comes to

no decision on the matter, the asso-
ciation will negotiate for the firm of
Hale & Dorr to test the legality of
the fee.

Hale & Dorr is the Boston legal
firm which handled the Army’s case
in the famous televised Army-Mc-
Carthy hearings in 1954. Baker said
the association is also striving to

introduce a bill in the state legislature
calling for .the abrogation of the
Sunday fee entirely, and handing over
to the state the duty of fixing a
standard fee for all communities for
a seven-day operation. This licensing
would be solely under the supervision
of the state.

It would call also for the licensing
of the operator instead of each ma-
chine, similar to the system used in

auto drivers’ licenses. Revenue would
go to the fund distributed to cities

and towns by the state. Every com-
munity in Mass, is subject to the
Sunday license fee of $50, but cities

and towns have their own fees for
weekday licenses.

(about $210 each) on U. S. vacation
spots this year”, according to Ameri-
can Express.

In 1946 the Government reported
that about 21,800,000 vacationers
visited U. S. National Parks. In 1956
there were 54,900,000 vacationers at

these same parks.
It is estimated that far over 60,-

000,000 will visit the National Parks
this year.

Dlany will be driving clear across
the country to visit parks. This will

mean business at all roadside spots
and various towns and cities. It also

means that the coinbiz will be enjoy-
ing bonanza business.
The U. S. State Department, Pass-

port Office, reports an increase of

11% in the number of passports is-

sued for foreign travel this year.

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Ops MOA Meet Agrees On

“10c Play Plus”

CHICAGO — “Dime Play is here.

The problem now is to operate even
more efficiently in the face of rising-

costs and expenses in order to put
our music routes on a profitable

basis.”
This was the conclusion reached by

more than 100 operators who attended
the First Forum Meeting of the Music
Operators of America Convention at

the Morrison Hotel, Sunday, May 19,

on the subject: “Ten Cent Play and
Diversified Operations.”
The meeting was opened by Sidney

H. Levine and moderated by directors

Lou Casola, Harry Snodgrass, John
A. Wallace and Howard Ellis.

Operators who attended were in-

vited to comment on their experiences

in relation to the introduction, opera-

tion and results of dime play. The
following statements, briefly summar-
ized, affords a cross section of the

operators’ experiences in all parts of

the nation.
“We’ve been on dime play in most

of West Virginia for two years, but

up north and in southern Pennsyl-

vania, only about fifteen percent of

operators in smaller towns are on

dime play.”

“In Rockford, we are 100% on dime
play. Operatoi'S who are not, are los-

ing money.”
“In Boston, we are jn-actically all

on dime play, but to increase earnings
we are going in more for EP’s and
50<^‘ play.”
“We fouifd it easy to make the

switch by changing machines in the
locations.”
“We started with three for a quar-

ter along with dime play, and have
not found it necessary to change.”
“Three or four plays for a quarter

did not make much difference in our
net profits.”

“We went to dime play in Peoria
seveial years ago, but had to back
down due to competition. It was
harder to go back, but we are now
90% on dimes.”
“We offered seven or eight plays

for a half, but got wonderful results

by allowing the j)ublic to get eight
or nine ])lays for fifty cents.”

“We actually are worried about
our comi)etitor who is still on nickel

play. We may have to take over loca-

tions we couldn’t get along with in

the first jilace.”

“Locations in Pierre, South Dakota,

are now coming to us asking that we
change the machine from five for a

quarter to three for a quarter.”
“Our service calls are down and

collections up since we switched to

dime play.”
“Rather than go thru a long, in-

volved process of notifying 600 loca-

tions in Albuquerque, we decided to

change to dime play without telling

them about it. We got only seven
complaints.”
“Miami is 95% on dime play. We

make more money with less machines
than ever before. We pull the ma-
chine when the take goes below seven
dollars.”
“Why worry about competitors?

Competition keeps us on our toes. We
cut costs and increase the efficiency

of our operation.”

“In order to convince our competi-
tors that dime play would result in

greater profits, we asked them to

leave our locations alone while wc
conducted an ex))eriment. Then we
gave all locations their ))art of the
collections in advance* to get them to
go along with our experiment. Results
])roved an increase of about 25%.”
The subject of Diversified Operation

was also cliscussed at the forum meet-
ing. The oi)erators were asked to
confine the discussion to vending ma-
chines. as it was assumed that all

were familiar with games being op-
erated in conjunction with jihono-
graphs.
Comments indicated that diversifi-

cation required more careful and

Much Ado About Nothing, Says Boston Herald

BOSTON, MASS. — The Boston
Herald, in an editorial headed “Pin-
ball Problems” on Friday, May 17,

said, “it seems the city government
has been overmuch concerned recent-

ly with the pinball machines.”

The editorial stated: “It’s nonsense
for the Boston Licensing Board to

call on the citizens of the city to

police the 300-odd pinball machines
licensed for operation here. It makes
as much sense as asking a man
pledged to total abstinance to check
on the quality of liquor served in the
city’s saloons. That kind of man
doesn’t frequent saloons.

“Those who frequent pinball ar-

cades want to play pinball machines
and aren’t likely to take steps to put
them out of operation; those who
don’t approve pinball will hardly wel-
come an invitation to become snoopers
and tattletales.

“The responsibility for regulation

of the machines lies with the Licens-

ing Board and the Board has no right
to try to shift it. The Board’s plaint
that it can only act when the police
bring violations to its attention is also
not valid.

“A license to operate a pinball ma-
chine is a privilege granted by the
Board; it is the duty of the Board to

see that the privilege is not abused.
That’s what members of the board
promised to do when they accepted
appointment to the Board. They have
no right now to refuse to do that
duty. If they can’t, let them resign
and maybe somebody else can do the
job.

“Aside from Councilman McLaugh-
lin’s charge that youngsters are play-
ing the machine in violation of the
rules of the board, it seems the city
government has been overmuch con-
cerned recently with the pinball ma-
chines. We’ve just been through an-
other hassle over hiking the fee for
a pinball license, and it hardly seems
worth it.”

REGABDING SELLING PKICES

IMPORTANT!
Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due

to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower

price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.

Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely

recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and np. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers

of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business

and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,

should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-

ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will

purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-

tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
