NEW YORK—A special radio re-

cording starring Nat “King” Cole and

Vince Martin will be Broadcast Mu-
sic, Inc.’s 1957 salute to Canada on

July 1, Canada’s “Dominion Day,”

marking Canada’s 90th birthday. The
record, a fifteen minute show featur-

ing master of ceremonies Terry Gilky-

son, well known songwriter and

singer, will be made available to 400

radio stations in the United States

and Canada.

Shopping” and John Leslie’s “Moun-
tain Of Love”.

“NEW GIRL IN TOWN”—Original Broadway
Cast—RCA Victor LOC-1027 (1-12" LP)
“New Girl In Town” is George Abbott’s song

and dance version of Eugene O’Neill’s “Anna
Christie.” Bob Merrill, in his first Broadway score,
has provided a versatile, and often tongue-in-
cheek (“Sunshine Girl,” “At The Check Apron
Ball”) series of tunes sung, on this Victor disk by
the stars, Gwen Verdon, Thelma Ritter, in rous-
ing style. The best of Merrill can be found in
“Yer My Friend Ain’cha,” “Sunshine Girl,” and
“Did You Close Your Eyes?” One of the better
Broadway show disks of recent vintage.

“ABOUT THE BLUES”—Julie London With Russ
Garcia And His Orchestra—Liberty LRP 3043
(1-12" LP)
Miss London’s fourth package for Liberty con-

tains all the sales punch featured in her 3 pre-
vious, successive chart sets. The stylist, in her
vocal forte, the blues, pines and sighs through
12 vivid essays on the subject (“I Gotta Right
To Sing The Blues,” “Meaning Of The Blues,”
“Invitation To The Blues”) with Russ Garcia and
the ork carrying the disenchanted feeling here
beautifully. Stock with view toward chart-hitting
sales.

“NEW SOUNDS”—Mickey And Sylvia—LX-1102
(1-12" LP)
The “new sounds” which made a national sensa-

tion out of “Love Is Strange,” and “There Oughta
Be A Law” have pressed their first LP, and it

should be a huge teen seller. Employing the
similiar vocal-guitar effects of their single ses-
sions, Mickey and Sylvia cover various pop fields

(rock ’n roll, blues, calypso) with pulsating
rhythm. New recordings. Major attraction to the
teens.

“LENA HORNE AT THE WALDORF ASTORIA”
—With Nat Brandwyne’s Orchestra-Conducted By
Lennie Hayton—RCA Victor LOC-1028 (1-12" LP)

This is an on-the-spot recording of performance
given by stylist Lena Horne during her triumph
at the Empire Room of New York’s Waldorf-
Astoria. Miss Horne’s distinctive way with a good
tune (and there’s a wealth of rare gems here)
has never been given the LP opportunity it has
here. Cole Porter (“How’s Your Romance?”),
Harold Arlen (“Today I Love Everybody”) and
Bart Howard (“Let Me Love You”) are some of
the composers represented. Hard-to-beat vocal
performance.

“JERI GENTLY JUMPS”—Jeri Southern With
Orchestra Under Direction Of Ralph Burns

Decca DL 8472 (1-12" LP)
Though Miss Southern’s convincing wistfulness

turns up now and then in her latest Decca release,

the package mostly tells a swinging story. With
capable material that one doesn’t see around too
often (“I’ve Got Five Dollars,” “My Old Flame,”
“You Forgot Your Gloves”), Miss Southern
brightly brings them under her articulate vocal
tent. The ork is handled with taste by Ralph
Burns. One of the most prominent of the intimate
voices in fine form. Must stock.

“CONNEE BOSWELL AND THE ORIGINAL
MEMPHIS FIVE IN HI-FI”—RCA Victor LPM-
1426 (1-12" LP)
Miss Boswell and the Original Memphis Five

dixieland band have come up with one of the most
exhilarating vocal-band disks in quite awhile. The
singer has rarely sounded better as she does in
this bright and blue environment provided by the
polished band, and appropriate selections (Japan-
ese Sandman,” “Say It Isn’t So,” “When The
Saints Go Marching In”). Five of the cuts solo
the Memphis Five. This package could really be
a big seller.

“THE JOSH WHITE STORIES” (VOL. 2)—
ABC-Paramount ABC 166 (1-12" LP)
Master folk artist, Josh White, is heard in his

second LP session for ABC-Paramount, and his
program is mostly composed of blues material
(“Good Morning Blues,” “Trouble In Mind,” “Red
River”) sung with his incomparable sense of
rhythm, and the forlorn lover. On 2 sides,
“Sometimes I Feel Like A Mortherless Child,”
and “I Know Moonlight,” White’s daughter,
Beverly, sings with him. Excellent folk-blues fare.

“BOY ON A DOLPHIN”—Music From The Sound
Track—Decca DL 8580 (1-12" LP)

This is the score from the Sophia Loren-Alan
Ladd flick, “Boy On A Dolphin.” The music, writ-
ten by Hugo Friedhoffer, is instilled with a Gre-
cian motif, haunting, expressive, and sentimental.
One break-away from this atmosphere is the
“Cafe” number, a lively cha cha cha. Mary Kaye
sings the title tune. Lionel Newman conducts the
20th Century-Fox ork. Keep movie going traffic

in mind for stocking purposes.

“FOR WHOM THE BELL TOLLS”—“GOLDEN
EARINGS”—Victor Young And His Concert
Orchestra-Decca DL 8481 (1-12" LP)
Two noteworthy film scores by the late Victor

Young have been regrouped by Decca on a 12 inch
disk with the composer at the helm of the Concert
Orchestra. The scores, “For Whom The Bells
Toll,” and “Golden Earings” each contain some
of Young’s warmest melodies. Memorable film

music from yesteryear.

“SINGIN’ THE BLUES”—B. B. King—Crown
CLP 5020 (1-12" LP)
“EDDIE, MY LOVE”—The Teen Queens—Crown
CLP 5022 (1-12" LP)
Crown has issued 2 LP’s containing the single

efforts of dynamic blues performer B. B. King,
and the rock ’n roll duo, the Teen Queens. King is

heard in such numbers as “Every Day I Have
The Blues,” and “You Know I Love You.” The
Teen Queens, in their package, take on such
sessions as their biggest hit, “Eddie, My Love,”
and “So All Alone,” Two potent LP attractions

for the kids.

“SILK STOCKINGS”—From The MGM Sound
Track—MGM E3542 ST (1-12" LP)
The film is an adaptation of the recent Eroad-

way musical remake of “Ninotchka,” and stars
Fred Astaire, Cyd Charisse, and, of course, most
of the rollicking and melodic Cole Porter Score
(“All Of You,” “Silk Stockings,” “Josephine,”
“Paris Loves Lovers”). Porter has written two
new tunes for the pic, “Fated To Be Mated,” and
“The Ritz Roll And Rock,” the latter the com-
poser’s satirical entry into the rock and roll craze.
Astaire, Charisse, and Janis Paige, perform the
score with lots of exhuberance, and slick vocal
know-how. Keep the shelves well stocked for the
movie trade.

“SOUTH SEA ISLAND MAGIC”—Frank Chacks-
field And His Orchestra—London LL 1538 (1-
12" LP)

English maestro Frank Chacksfield has a long-
list of successful mood music ventures, and his

latest is an enticing musical invitation to the
South Seas via such exotic melodies as “The
Moon Of Manakoora,” “Aloha Beloved,” and “Blue
Pacific Moonlight.” Chacksfield’s familiar control
of his ork is lushly inventive and attuned to the
melodic assets of his program. Major mood of-
fering.

“CALYPSO MELODIES FOR DANCING” —
Larry Clinton And His Orchestra—MGM E3541
(1-12" LP)
Larry Clinton and the ork have taken 12 calypso

pieces that played a part in the calypso craze,

and they’ve brightly presented them either in

a natural calypso tempo (“Mama Looka Booboo”)
or in a closely related dance step such as the

cha cha (“Jamaica Farewell”), and rhumba (“Ba-
nana Boat”). Exciting renditions of calypso fa-

vorites.

“SITTIN’ ON TOP OF THE WORLD”—The Jones

This Liberty package by the Jones Boys is

their handsome membership card into the ex-

clusive club of inventive, jazz-inclined vocal

groups.

“DARLENE OF THE TEENS”—Darlene Gilles-
pie—Disneyland WDL-3010 (1-12" LP)
Darlene Gillespie is the day-to-day star of one

of TV’s favorite kiddy shows, “Walt Disney’s
Mickey Mouse Club.” The collection here contains
some of rock ’n rolldom’s biggest hits (“Sittin’
In The Balcony,” “Too Much,” “Young Love”)
presented by Miss Gillespie in a manner that often
does justice to the original versions. Miss Gille-
spie’s Mouseketeer and rock ’n roll audience offer
impressive sales.

“MR. PIANO AND MR. BANJO”—A1 Conte
Quartet—VIP VIP 2001 (1-12" LP)
Newly formed VIP records get their LP doings

off to a happy start with a waxing featuring the
A1 Conte Quartet in a series of unabashedly
sentimental sessions highlighting- the old-time
flavor of the piano-banjo blend. The 28 selections
include “Margie,” “Four Leaf Clover,” and “Yes,
Sir, That’s My Baby.” A terrific run-through of
nostalgic sounds.

“INVITATION TO ROSELAND DANCE CITY”
—Wendell Tracy And His Orchestra-With The
Streamliners—Big 608-LP (1-12" LP)
The disk is tied-in with the famous New York

dance emporium, “Roseland,” and features the
Wendell Tracy ork in 12 polished dance-floor
numbers, 4 of them including the vocal efforts of
the Streamliners (“Barbara Of Seville,” “Senti-
mental Siesta”). The title connection with “Rose-
land” is a rosy factor in the set’s sales outlook.

“JAZZ AT THE BLACKHAWK”—Cal Tjader
Quartet—Fantasy 3241 (1-12" LP)
Cut at San Francisco’s “Blackhawk,” this Fan-

tasy disk, featuring its oft-recorded vibraphonist,
Cal Tjader, is a generally genial quartet jazz
affair with an occasional driving session (“Lover
Come Back To Me,” “I Remember April”). One
of the bands is a friendly joke on the classical

approaches of the Modern Jazz Quartet, “Think-
ing Of You, MJQ.” Skillful work.

“THE RCA VICTOR JAZZ WORKSHOP” —
George Russell And His Smalltet—RCA Victor
LPM-1372 (1-12" LP)
From Victor’s “Jazz Workshop” comes this

extremely adroit jazz session under the direction

of arranger George Russell. The “smalltet” as

it’s referred to contains an admirable collection

“CALM, COOL & COLLETTE”—Buddy Collette

And His Trio—ABC-Paramount ABC-179 (1-

12" LP)
The many sided instrumental facets of Buddy

Collette come in to play once more in this ABC-

performers. Collette, mastering the tenor or alto

plus the flute, joins his crew in 12 breezy, and
sometimes frolicsome, arrangements on originals

and evergreens (“They Can’t Take That Away
From Me,” “Flute In ‘D’ ”).

“FUNKY”—Gene Ammons All Stars—Prestige
LP 7083 (1-12" LP)
Ammons has recorded 3 other previous Prestige

pressings, two with the All Star crew. With
a respectable 7 man crew (Art Farmer on
trumpet; Art Taylor on drums; Doug Watkins
on bass), the disk possesses a vibrant blues feel-
ing with the tenor sax of Ammons particularly
providing understanding work. Class sessions.

“HOROWITZ IN RECITAL”—Vladimar Horo-
witz, Pianist—RCA Victor LM-1957 (1-12" LP)

Five of the works played here by Horowitz
were taken from various personal appearances
by the renowned pianist. These include Schu-
mann’s moving- “Variations On A Theme By Clara
Wieck,” Chopin’s “A Polanaise-Fantasie,” and

DIN : Prince Igor Overture-On The Steppes Of
Central Asia—RIMSKY-KORSAKOV—Flight Of
The Bumble Bee—Halle Orchestra—George Wel-
don Conducting—Mercury MG 50137 (1-12" LP)

The pressing represents 5 works by 4 gx-eat

Russian oi-chestrators and melodists. All of them
have seen extensive LP service, and they’re com-
petently i-ead by maestro George Weldon and the
Halle Orchestra. The 2 Borodin woi-ks (“Prince
Igor Overture,” “On The Steppes Of Central
Asia”) were a major source for the score of the
recent musical, “Kismet.” A fine collection of
endui-ing- creations.

DVORAK: Slavonic Dances—Philharmonia Or-
chestra—Nicolai Malko, Conductoi-—RCA Victor
LM-2096 (1-12" LP)

These ai-e 10 selections from Dvorak’s opus
no. 46, “Slavonic Dances.” The rhythm and grace
delightfully instilled in these little gems, ai-e

zestfully brought across under the baton of

Nicolai Malko conducting the Philharmonia Or-
chestra. Recorded in England with fine sound
engineering. First-rate presentation of gay, and
irresistible pieces.

MOZART: Serenade No. 9 In D Majoi-, K.320
(“Posthoi-n”)—Symphony No. 29 In A Major,
Iv.201—Concertgebouw Orchestra Of Amsterdam,
Eduard Van Beinheim, Conductoi-—Epic LC 3354
(1-12" LP)
Epic continues its Mozart Jubilee pressings

with this disk containing Mozart at his gay apd
irrepressible best. Eduard Van Beinheim conducts
the famed Concertgebouw Orchestra Of Amster-
dam in the bubbling “Sei-enade No. 9” and short,

Service For Stations

Started By Mercury

CHICAGO— Mercury Records has
initiated a “Subscription Mailing
Service” to radio and TV stations

whereby participants can receive the

complete Mercury catalogue at nom-
inal cost.

The present Mercury record mail-
ings will not be affected by this new
service, but stations may order any
additional Mercury service to supple-
ment the records they are currently
receiving.

Points stressed to prospective mem-
bers of the service included the fact
that only radio and television stations
(they must be U.S.A. outlets) can
apply

; the whole Mercury catalogue
or portions thereof will be made avail-
able in the service; there is no con-
tract form but an agreement blank
which may be cancelled by either
party by written notice, allowing 30
days for cancellation. Refunds for
the unused portion of the subscrip-
tion year will be made.

Single records (45 RPM only) will
be sent forward as they are released,
while packaged goods will be sent
once a month, with packing, handling,
and postage charges borne by Mer-
cury; defective or damaged records
will be replaced immediately upon
receipt of original returned to Mer-
cury.
Records furnished by Mercury shall

be newly released, except that, if
Mercury has not released during the
term of the agreement a minimum
as required in the agreement, Mercury
has the option of supplying records
of the same category to make up the
difference; all records supplied by
Mercury under the terms of the agree-
ment are to be used for broadcasting
only.

The rates for popular single records,
with a minimum of 180 releases per
year is $60; 50 minimum Rhythm
and Blues single records, $18; 50
C&W single records, $18; 18 Child-
craft and Playcraft single records,
$6; 30 classic LP’s, $22; 30 EmArcy
jazz LP’s, $22; and 48 popular LP’s,
$30.

Role In American Economy

ictor Unveils New Phono Line

NEW YORK, N. Y.—The phono-
graph record industry, through self-

propulsion, is gradually assuming a

major role in the American economy.

This assertion was made last week
by George R. Marek, Vice-President
and General Manager of the RCA Vic-
tor Record Division. The statement
was issued at a press conference held
in connection with an RCA Victor
Consumer Products Distributors meet-
ing at the New Yorker Hotel.

“The record industry, which daw-
dled in the doldrums of economic leth-

argy during part of the 30’s and 40’s,

has revitalized itself,” he said. “The
results speak for themselves. In 1956,
industry sales totaled $300,000,000

—

the greatest in history. The first five

months of 1957 top any comparable
period from a sales standpoint.”

Marek attributed the growth of the
business to these factors:

1. The industry, realizing the stead-
ily increasing importance of the teen-
age market, cultivated this field by
tailor-making part of its product for
teenagers. “Most youngsters begin
by buying popular single records but
many of them later develop tastes for
the light classics and eventually the
classics,” he noted.

2. Phonographs were made avail-

able at prices so low that nearly any
family could afford one. “Of course,
we can’t sell records unless there are
turntables to play them,” said Marek.
“That is why the 45 rpm players in-

troduced by RCA Victor have had a
tremendous influence on the boom in

record sales.”

3. The industry acted swiftly at the

outset of the public interest in high-

fidelity by using every technical means
available to improve sound.

4. Particularly in the last year, 45

rpm Extended Play Records have been

a big factor in spurring disk sales.

“We believe the Extended Play disks,

which offer four tunes for $1.29, repre-

sent the biggest bargain in music
today,” Marek commented.

5. The industry constantly is seek-

ing new retail outlets to make records

more available on a mass basis than
ever before. “Sales are increasing in

supermarkets, drug stores and similar

places,” he said. “Inevitably, when
this happens, established recoi’d stores

also enjoy gains because consumers
who develop their initial interest in

music by buying a record in a mass
market outlet genei’ally turn later

to record stores where the selection

is more varied.”

Marek added that thei'e has been
a gz-owing interest in stereophonic
sound dui’ing the past 12 months.

“We are meeting this challenge by
doubling our pi'oduction of stereo-
phonic tapes,” he continued, “and we
believe the time is coming soon when
virtually all good music recorded will

be available on stereophonic tape as
well as on records.”

Marek made these statements as
the Radio Coi'poi’ation of America un-
veiled its 1957-1958 line of New Or-
thophonic High Fidelity “Victorola”
phonogz-aphs featuring an inci’eased
number of multi-speed sets, all

equipped with stereo-jacks for the
addition of stereophonic sound sys-
tems.

James M. Toney, Vice-President and
General Manager of the Radio and
“Victorola” Division, simultaneously
announced that three new Recorder-
“Vietorola” Stereotape Players, all of
which also recoi’d and play-back mon-
auz-ally, will be maz-keted in late sum-
mer. Toney was speaking at the spe-
cial pz-eview showing held for the
business press at the Hotel New
Yorker.

In explaining the Company’s in-

creased activity in stereophonic equip-
ment, Toney said, “Our first low-
cost stereophonic systems wei’e in-

troduced only last year. We have
found the public quick to respond to
this exciting new home entertainment
medium. We now believe that the fu-
tui-e of high fidelity lies within the
realm of stei’eophonic sound. For this
reason we have equipped our entii-e

line of four-speed high fidelity for
easy adaptation to stereophonic sound
and are making available additional
stereophonic systems to complement
the line.”

The 1957-58 “Mark” high fidelity

series consists of a three-cabinet de-

luxe console including AM-FM radio,

high fidelity, stereophonic tape player

and tape recorder; three single cab-

inet AM-FM radio-high fidelity com-
binations; two console high fidelity

sets, two consolettes and a poi’table.

Two “45” rpm high fidelity sets, a

portable and table model were intro-

duced earlier this year by RCA Victor.

“Our Mark series is the most popu-
lar line of phonographs manufac-
tured in the history of our Company
and the new models offer the finest

tonal quality yet perfected by our
sound engineers. Every set offers per-

fectly balanced and matched compon-
ents,” Toney said.

BMi Awards $8,000 in Student

Composer Contest

NEW YORK — Thirteen awards,

totalling $8,000, made by the 1956

Student Composers Radio Awards
(SCRA) National Judging Panel

were announced by Carl Haverlin, Na-

tional SCRA Chairman and President

of Broadcast Music, Inc. (BMI), spon-

sors of the contest. Top money winner

in the fifth annual competition is Jan

Morris Bach, 19, of Forrest, Illinois,

a student at the University of Illinois,

who was awarded $1,000 for his

“String Trio.” In making the awards,
spokesmen for the Panel said “We
are greatly encouraged by the out-

standing technical facility and control

shown in the scores of the competi-
tion and feel that the general level

of work was much higher than that

exhibited last year, when no major
awards were made.”

The judges also cited a number of

other composers And works for prizes

of $750.

The 1956 SCRA competition was
the fifth annual contest conducted by
BMI and BMI Canada, Ltd. to further
the creation of concert music by stu-

dent composers. Awards are made an-
nually for compositions, both vocal
and instrumental, submitted by stu-

dents in secondary schools, colleges

and conservatories of music located
in the United States, its possessions,

and in Canada. Last year, $6,500 of

the money earmarked for prizes was
placed in escrow. This sum will be
added to future awards.

Members of the 1956 National
SCRA Judging Panel are William
Schuman, President, Juilliard School
of Music; Earl V. Moore, Dean, School
of Music, University of Michigan, and
Claude Champagne, Assistant Direc-
tor of the Conservatory of Music and
Dramatic Art of the Province of

Quebec. The group was augmented
by Siegmund Levarie, Chairman, De-
partment of Music, Brooklyn College;

Gustave Reese, Director of Publica-

tions, Carl Fischer, Inc. and Professor
of Music at New York University;
Alfredo Antonini, conductor and com-
poser; Boyd Neel, Dean, Royal Con-
servatory of Music, University of To-
ronto/Felix Greissle, Director of Pub-
lications, E. B. Marks Music Cor-
poration; and Roger Sessions, Pro-
fessor of Music, Princeton University.

The National Screening Panel was
made up of composers Dai Keong Lee,
Lester Trimble, Ben Weber, and Ulys-
ses Kay.

In LP Classical Field

SAN FRANCISCO—Fantasy’s de-
but in the LP classical field is being
made by the signing of the Little
Symphony Orchestra of San Fran-
cisco, conducted by Gregory Millar,
to a long term contract.

Millar, Canadian born of Greek-
French parentage, has studied under
Serge Koussevitsky, Ernst Bloch, and
Darius Milhaud. He is well known
in Canada for his services as a con-
ductor on the CBC. Millar was Direc-
tor of Music at St. Louis University
from 1948 to 1951 prior to coming
to San Francisco to form the Little
Symphony Orchestra.

The classical releases on Fantasy
will be under the “Vista Series” and
all recordings will be done stereopho-
nically with stereo tape release date
set to coincide with LP release. Price
for stereo will be $11.95 for approxi-
mately 33 minutes of music. LPs in
the “Vista Series” will retail at $3.98.

Future plans for Fantasy’s “Vista
Series” call for 4 more albums by the
Little Symphony before the end of
1957 and the repertoire will cover
baroque, classical and contemporary
composers.

Celler Report Calls For

Music Field Investigation

WASHINGTON, D. C.—As a result
of the Emanuel Celler Antitrust Sub-
committee’s investigation into the ac-
tivities of broadcasters in music the
Subcommittee last week concluded
that it is of importance for the Anti-
trust Division of the Department of
Justice to undertake complete and ex-
tensive investigation into all phases
of the music field discussed at the
committee’s hearings to determine
whether the antitrust laws have been
or are being violated.

However, Peter W. Rodino, Jr.
(N. J.) and Byron G. Rogers (Colo.)
two of the committee’s members, while
agreeing with the conclusion of the
committee, made it clear that the com-
mittee’s conclusions should not be
construed as expressing any opinion
with respect to any pending litigation.

Additional views by Kenneth B.
Keating (N. Y.) William M. McCul-
loch (Ohio) and William E. Miller
(N. Y.), three other members of the
committee are as follows:

“Much of the discussion has either
a direct or indirect bearing upon the
issues in a civil antitrust action
brought in a United States district

court by certain song-writers against
BMI and broadcasters. In that action,
much testimony before trial has been
taken and many documents have been
marked as proposed exhibits. Before
this committee we have had only a
small fraction of the facts presented
to us. Obviously, we cannot and
should not take any action or say any-
thing which will in any way prejudice
any party in that case.

“We have been confronted with as-

sertions and counterassertions. It is

impossible for us to determine on the
record before us where the truth lies.

In any event, we are confident that
the Department of Justice can and
will protect the public interest if

there is evidence of any antitrust vio-

lations by any of the parties to that
action or any other persons involved
in the music field. The Department
of Justice has on many occasions since

1940 been looking into such matters.
There is no evidence before this sub-
committee that the Department of
Justice has been remiss in the per-
formance of their duties. We are con-
fident that the Department of Justice
will continue to perform its proper
functions.”

Aladdin Records Kent Cigarette Jingle

NEW YORK—In a reversal of the

usual custom of “buying” popular
melodies for use in singing commer-
cials, P. Lorillard Company announced
last week that it had “sold” the orig-

inal melody of its Kent cigarette

singing commercial to the music mar-
ket for use as a “pop” song. Making
its “non-commercial” debut this week,
the Kent music appears in two ver-
sions, back to back, on an Aladdin
record: a straight instrumental piece
entitled “The Kent Theme,” played
by Budy Weed’s orchestra on one
side; and the same tune, with lyrics

sung by “Three Beaux and a Peep,”
and called “For Love,” on the other.

The song was originally for Kent by
Roy Eaton.

shown 660 times weekly over 125 TV
stations in 65 cities and is, also, cur-
rently carried via the Kent-sponsored
“The $64,000 Challenge” on 117 CBS-
TV stations.

“After the first few broadcasts of

the jingle,” says Lorillard President
Lewis Gruber, “we started getting
enthusiastic letters from jazz fans and
disk jockeys. A lot of listeners thanked
us for providing a singing commer-
cial that didn’t insult their musical
intelligence. We at Lorillard sell ciga-
rettes, not music,” he added, “but if

the song does as well as the jingle,

it should be a run-away hit.”

Aladdin Records plans the “full

treatment” for the “pop” version
of the jingle. “We liked the Kent
tune when we first heard it as a
commercial,” stated Jerry Lester,
Aladdin’s New York representative.
“Later, when we discovered the re-

sponse to the music from modern jazz
fans and, particularly from the disk
jockeys who were receiving. Many let-

ters about it—one of the disk jockeys
even ran an unsolicited contest with
prizes to anyone who could name the
singers—we decided to bid for the
song rights. It was a real reverse
switch for us. Usually we’re on the
look-out for bids from companies like

Lorillard to buy one of our own tunes.”

Chudd Sees Greater

European Market

BEVERLY HILLS, CAL. — Lew
Chudd, prexy of Imperial Records,
who recently returned from a two-
week trip to Europe where he con-
ferred with distributors and pressing
plants, expects to sell 2,500,000 records
in Europe this year, as compared with
1.750.000 in 1956. He uses a basis for
judgement the fact that he has sold
1.250.000 of his records during the
first four months of this year. Of this
figure, 1,100,000 were single records.

Chudd says that a hit single can
sell 25% to 30% of what the same
record would sell here in the States,
but that percentages fall much lower
on LP’s. “The next five years, how-
ever, will show a 100% increase”,
adds Chudd, “because the hi-fi market,
in its beginning stages now, will hit
a peak comparable to the United
States.”

Conference Of Personal

Managers Formed

BEVERLY HILLS, CALIF.—The
formation of the Conference of Per-
sonal Managers was announced last
week by William Loeb, president-
elect of the new organization.

The group, composed of 20 well-
known personal managers, was or-
ganized, according to Loeb, “to pro-
vide a better understanding of the
functions of the personal manager,
to establish a code of ethics, and to
clarify and improve relationships be-
tween personal managers and clients
and other elements of the entertain-
ment business.”

Loeb, a partner in the firm of Gabbe,
Lutz, Heller and Loeb, said “every
major craft active in the entertain-
ment field has a self-governing body
formed of members of that craft. The
personal manager is playing a greater
and greater part in the development
and presentation of talent. His serv-
ices are specific and highly skilled
and a horizontal organization is now
necessary.”

Among the accomplishments of the
newly formed group, Loeb explained,
“is the creation of a uniform contract
between personal manager and per-
former.

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Everyone in

the industry is well aware of the in-

creased costs of equipment—and, how,
over the years, prices of machines
have been increased from time to time.

Many, too, are aware of the hidden
and side increases, which have all

added to the final purchase price. At
the beginning of the year, the Inter-

state Commerce Commission approved
an emergency seven per cent freight

rate increase for Eastern railroads

and a five per cent hike for Southern
and Western railroads. The Eastern
railroads now are asking an additional

15 per cent boost. The Western roads
want 17 per cent more. The Southern
rail lines have asked for another 10
per cent increase. Hearings are now
being held at the ICC. Arguments
on petitions by most of the nation’s

railroads start on June 3. They will

run thru June 7, and resume the fol-

lowing Monday and Tuesday. The
consensus of opinion is that the ICC
will grant these increases. This addi-

tional cost will add to the pr-ice of
not only new machines, but to recon-

ditioned equipment as well. So—you
nickel operators—how long will you
hold out?

NEW YORK—In this day and age,

every business firm recognizes the
value of advertising. However, we
think it well worth pointing up a state-

ment by Robert M. Ganger, chairman
of the board of D’Arcy Advertising
Co., one of the nation’s oldest. In

answer to the question: “Just how
does advertising contribute to the na-
tion’s economic prosperity?” Ganger
replied: “Our economy today is de-

pendent for its survival on far more
than the mere meeting of man’s basic

needs. Dynamic in nature, the econ-

omy can perpetuate itself only thru

growth. Advertising, therefore, as

the prime producer of consumption, is

not merely contributox-y to, but indis-

pensable to economic health.”

NEW YORK—With good weather
on hand, resulting in millions of autos

roaming the highways, we’re reminded
of the stoi-y told by Ogden Nash, the

well known poet.

“/ don't care who the operator is,” advised
William Blatt of Music Makers, Inc., Miami,
Florida, “if he has an accountant going over his
hooks, and charges everything he should against
his cost of doing business, he will fitul that the
average cost to service any location is $7.50”

Nor is Mr. Blatt the only operator who has
made such a report. Dozens of others have also
so advised The Cash Box. Some have stated that
their cost of servicing each location ranges as
high as $10.50. Some have reported that the
lowest minimum cost is about $5.50.

Mr. Blatt went further in his report to this

publication. He also stated: “When a location

falls beloiv $7.50 and we can't obtain that much
from the location owner, we simply pull our
machine out of this place. We’re not in business
to lose money.”

Operators like Mr. Blatt are of the opinion
that they must obtain a minimum guarantee of

$7.50 per week ( or whatever their servicing cost

totals) and then split the balance of the gross
collection on a 60%-40% basis.

“Nor do we care how we get this $7.50,” Mr.
Blatt advised, “whether it’s by front money,
minimum guarantee or rental basis. We must
get it.”

Some years ago, when a representative of The
Cash Box visited in Miami, coinmen advised him

:

“You may get dime play working everywhere
else in the U. S. hut,” they firmly stated, “it

won't work here because we are dependent on a

transient, vacation business and, what’s more,
the operators here aren't the kind who will

How To Use “The Cash Box Price Lists”
[Also known as the “C. M. I. (Coin Machine Industry) BLUE BOOK”]
FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear in the quotation of high

and low prices of certain equipment. Like any true reporter “The Cash Box
Price Lists” can only feature the market prices as they are quoted. “The Cash
Box Price Lists” act exactly the same as the market quotation board at the Stock

Exchange—posting the prices as they are quoted for the past week, regardless of

how much they may seem to be out of line. Some prices do not change for

months. “The Cash Box Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain the last

known quotations for such equipment so that the subscriber at least has the last

known prices as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely divergent.

Someone on the West Coast may feel a certain machine worth $150.00 whereas
someone on the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of course, serial,

appearance, demand, territory, quantity, and condition of equipment must be
taken into consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstanding firms, having
a reputation for shipping completely reconditioned machines, will be offered

at higher prices than others, due to the added cost of reconditioning.) “The
Cash Box Price Lists” reports each quotation exactly as it is made and depends
on the subscriber to make average price adjustments to fit the peculiarities of

his territory.

METHOD: “The Cash Box Price Lists” should be read as follows: First

price listed is lowest price quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest
price quoted.

FOREIGN BUYERS: To cover cost of packing, crating, shipping, etc., figure

an additional $20 to $25 on Pin Games—and $25 to $30 on Phonographs.

REGARDING SELLING PRICES

IMPORTANT!
Reports received indicate that, in some eases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition snch machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business

and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,

should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will

purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
