Several weeks ago, we described in

this space how the whole trend of Rock
and Roll music was softening—liow, al-

though the beat was still there, the

music was becoming more melodic and
the lyrics more meaningful.

Now apparently this movement lias

opened the way for a reintroduction in-

to the pop single picture of songs
which are recognized as ballads with-

out the Rock and Roll rhythm and which
are giving programming sources once
more a greater variety of records. For
whereas only a few weeks ago, it was
hard to find even two or three softer

songs on The Cash Box’ Top Sixty, to-

day there are at least a dozen. The new
trend is obvious from such records as

“Love Letters In The Sand”, “Dark
Moon”, “It’s Not For Me To Say”,

“Four Walls”, “Wonderful, Wonder-
ful”, “With All My Heart”, “Old Cape
Cod”, “Around The World”, “Shangri-

La”, “Queen Of The Senior Prom”,
“A Fallen Star”, and “My Personal

Possession”.

All of the foregoing records repre-

sent a new turn in the record business,

a sort of evening out of the picture.

Not that Rock and Roll is not still a

the dominant factor. It is. But the prob-

lem that most people in the business

have been concerned about for the past

couple of years is not that Rock and
Roll dominated, hut that it seemed
that almost nothing else could break
through. The current influx of softer

songs seems to be balancing the pic-

ture somewhat so that it’s not all one
way.

We are certain, furthermore, that

this development is in the best interests

of the music trade and the American
public. Too much of any one thing can
bring a reaction because not everyone
can be satisfied with it. Unfortunately,
for the past couple of years, there have
not been enough buyers of the softer

type of music as recorded on pop singles

to create hit records of them. Therefore
the record companies, who must create

hits in order to keep in business, have
been concentrating on what the public
obviously was expressing its desire to

buy. And to the credit of these record
companies we must say here that they
continued to record ballads even
though the chances of their becoming
hits during this period were very slim.

However now after a long run of al-

most nothing but Rock and Roil hits,

some of the softer numbers are break-
ing through. The picture is becoming
more balanced. Ballads, waltzes, lush
instrumentals and others of that type
are finding a market once more.

Although it’s only a beginning trend
right now. the movement looks strong
enough to continue. We hope it does.

But of course it’s all up to the public.

The American record industry is ca-

pable of turning out whatever the pub-
lic is willing to buy. It is the public
that must decide wliat it wants.

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Jimmy Dorsey Dies

At 53

NEW YORK—The passing of

Jimmy Dorsey last week came at a

time when once again he was making
juke box, disk jockey and sales news.

His recording of “So Rare” on the

Fraternity label is in the third posi-

tion in sales in this week’s Top 60

Cash Box listings.

The band leader who produced such

top sellers as “Tangerine,” “Green
Eyes,” and “Ampola,” died last week
it the age of 53, his death coming
seven months after the accidental

choking of his also famed band
leader brother, Tommy Dorsey.

Dorsey received most of his musical
education on the clarinet from his
Pennsylvania coal mining father, a
church and local function brass band
master. The clarinetist and his saxo-
phone playing brother organized, in
the early twenties, their own group,
“The Wild Canaries” (later changed
to the “Scranton Sirens”). After leav-
ing the combo, Dorsey gained fame
particularly as a member of the swing
pioneering ork, Red Nichols And His
Five Pennies.

In 1934, Tommy and Jimmy were
together again with a big swing out-
fit, only to split-up during the famed
1935 argument between the two.
Forming his own band, Dorsey,

several years later, began his string
of disk successes, and headed one of
the major bands during the war years.
The brothers came together again in

1953, and formed the “Fabulous Dor-
seys” of TV fame. This new partner-
ship ended with the death of Tommy
Dorsey during the team’s engagement
at the Statler Hotel in November,
1956.

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Columbia Introduces

New “360” Phonograph

NEW YORK—The introduction of

an improved 1957 model of the origi-

nal Columbia “360” table model phono-

graph was announced last week by
James Sparling, Manager of the com-
pany’s Phonograph Department.

“Although tremendous advances

have been made in high fidelity phono-

graphs since 1952, we have received

continuous widespread demands for

‘that original 360’,” Sparling stated.

“Many of the original sets are still

operating today, in homes where
costly large-scale custom units have
also been installed. To meet this de-

mand, we finally decided to introduce

a 1957 model of our famous pioneer

instrument and to use the name by
which it is most widely known, the

‘original 360’.”

The original hat-box size (16%" x
12%" x 10") wood cabinet has been
retained in the 1957 “360”. Now
equipped with detachable matching
brass-tipped legs, the “360” can be

used either as a table unit or floor

model consolette.

The major new development of the

1957 model is a plug-in adaptation

of the complex electronic device

known as the crossover network,

which links a third external speaker

to the pair in the main set.

The crossover network housed in

a 2" x 4” metal box which plugs into

a socket in the rear of the cabinet,

serves to distribute bass and treble

frequencies between the three linked

speakers. Even without the remote
speaker, the 1957 “360” reproduces
sound with greater richness and clar-
ity than earlier models. Supplemented
by the third speaker and the plug-in
network the source of sound of the
1957 “360” can be broadened.
The 1957 external speaker, unlike

earlier models, has two sound-dispers-
ing surfaces so that the unit can stand
free from the wall, lending itself to

custom placement in any convenient
ear-line.

Another new feature is an amplifier
with double the wattage of earlier
models. The 1957 “360” will be avail-

able in blonde, mahogany, ebony, and
walnut finishes.

Price, complete with external
speaker and crossover network, will

be approximately $175.

“BING AND THE DIXIELAND BANDS”—Bing
Crosby—Decca DL 8493 (

1-12" LP)
Decca has 12 Crosby disks recorded between

1941 and 1950 featuring the artist under the
hearty influence of the Dixieland Band. Three of
the sides, “Nobody’s Sweetheart,” “That’s A
Plenty” and “Ida, Sweet As Apple Cider,” have
never been released before. “I Want My Mama”
with Woody Herman; “After You’ve Gone” with
Eddie Condon; and “When My Dream Boat Comes
Home,” with Crosby’s brother, Bob make up part
of the program. Fine Crosby efforts due for ex-
cellent sales.

“DINNER MUSIC FOR PEOPLE WHO AREN’T
VERY HUNGRY”—Spike Jones—Verve MGV-
4005 (1-12" LP)

Spike Jones’ antics are currently getting large-
audience play via his network show on CBS-TV,.
a factor which should make what may well be
the most effective satire on the hi-fi fad an ex-
cellent seller. With Jones as the narrator, the
platter provides a clever (and very well recorded)
series of instrumental and vocal contrasts between
pre-hi-fi days and now. This includes a new hi-fi

version of “Chloe.” Here’s Jones at his ribbing
best.

“CALYPSO”—Lord Foodoos And His Calypso
Band—Elektra 127 (1-12" LP)

This is one of the best Calypso entries issued
in response to the current popularity of the song
and dance form. Recorded in a haven for calypso,
Jamaica, B. W. L, the waxing features Lord
Foodoos and his band in a collection of 14 items,
many of which are original-lyric versions of re-
cent calypso hits here (“Marianne,” “Jamaica
Farewell,” “Day-O”). Authentic, colorful per-
mances calypso traffic will love.

LET’S ALL SING WITH JERRY COLONNA”—
Liberty LRP 3046 (1-12" LP)

Colona’s first effort for Liberty was a happy
Dixieland waxing that had the famed comedian
on trombone; this entry finds the artist in his
more familiar role as a vocalist, singing 53 one
million or more sheet music sellers (“The Old
Grey Mare,” “After The Ball,” “Swanee River”)
on one side in fox-trot tempo and on the other
in waltz tempo. It is all accomplished with affec-

tion by the entertainer. Watch this one, it could
be a real sales marvel.

“BONGO MADNESS”—Don Ralke—Crown CLP
5019 (1-12" LP)
The steady stream of disks devoted to afro-

euban sounds continues with this Crown entry
featuring a collecting of rhythmic and haunting
sessions played expertly by such artists as Buddy
Collette (flute); Don Ralke (piano) and Tom
Wofford (conga drums). Fine sound. A general
jazz feeling here keeps the set within the jazz
market. A fine $1.49 buy.

“HITS ON THE HAMMOND”—Jesse Crawford
At The Hammond Organ—Decca DL 8470 (1-
12" LP)

Decca’s star organist, Jesse Crawford, supplies

a skillful touch in 12 reprises of recent chart
items. Crawford meets either the sentimental or
jaunty nature of his selections with tender musical
love letters or mirthful abandon. The bill, in-

cludes “Allegheny Moon,” “Canadian Sunset,”
and “Whatever Will Be, Will be.” Relaxed lis-

tening.

“EMOTION, INC.”—King Guion And His Or-
chestra—ABC-Paramount ABC-172 (1-12" LP)

Ork leader King Guion has gone farther than
most mood music purveyors do in presenting the

program here. Employing the techniques of band
scoring, the pieces (“When Your Lover Has
Gone,” “Penthouse Serenade”) have an excite-

ment and rhythmic variety effectively suited for

musical description. Classy ork treatments.

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“HI-FI POTPOURRI”—Frances Paige, Organ-
Jubilee JLP 1038 (1-12” LP)

Miss Paige is a night-club, former CBS radio

organist, who on this Jubilee issue is at the
versatile Wurlitzer pipe organ. The material is

mostly composed of romantic evergreens (“Body
And Soul,” “My Blue Heaven”) performed by
Miss Paige with sensitivity. One respite from the

sugary atmosphere is the witty play on Leroy
Anderson’s delightful “Waltzing Cat.” Organ
fans will enjoy the big and deft sounds from the

“BOBCATS ON PARADE”—Boh Crosby And His

Orchestra—Coral CRL 57061 (1-12" LP)

Bob Crosby’s famed “Bobcats” big band Dixie-

land aggregation takes on 12 march numbers (8

by Sousa) in blazing style in this Coral issue.

The radio reps here extended the
National Week program into a full

month. “We found the single week
too short a time to achieve the momen-
tum we needed for fullest exploita-
tion,” declared Ralf Brent, of WIP,
who served as acting chairman for the
committee. “We intend to recommend
that our program be adopted through-
out Pennsylvania and nationally in
1958,” Brent said.

The theme for Radio Month in
Philadelphia—“All through your home
and on the go, you get much more
from radio”—was hammered across
to the public 100 times weekly, by
each of the participating stations
during the four weeks’ run of the local
campaign, for a total of 4,000 spots.
The jingle was set in nine different
versions.

Radio distributors of this area each
contributed $600 and purchased dis-
play material for use by their re-
tailers. Coverage from the local press
was received with display stories in
Sunday papers.

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NEW YORK— On Sunday night,

June 9, the TV program “See It Now”
examined the social and economic con-

sequences of automation. The conclu-

sion arrived at by the viewer is that

sible without automation. Prof. Gordon
Brown of Massachusetts Institute of

Technology, Walter P. Reuther, presi-

dent of the United Automobile Work-
ers, and John Diebold, industrial con-

sultant, all seemed to agree that

automation would speed the arrival of

the four-day week. This, it was agreed,

would mean the country would have
to learn how to use more leisure time.

The coin machine industry, which now
provides the country’s workers with
pleasurable, economic entertainment
for its leisure hours, will be in an
enviable position, if at that time, it

can accept the challenge and provide
the millions with added means of re-

laxing, entertaining, exciting, eco-

nomical machines to utilize these extra
hours.

CHICAGO—Dr. Edward L. Bortz,

former president of the American
Medical Assn., and chief of the medi-

cal services of the Lankenau Hospital,

Phila., predicts a “fantastic future”

in which medical science will discover

the barriers to healthy aging and
overcome many of the present prob-

lems of tissue death. He believes that

man may attain a life span of 125 to

150 years in the future.

Eventually these operators, who had upset

such better business arrangements in their

areas, found themselves in dire financial

straits. But, because of them, every opera-

tor in the area was also forced to suffer.

Certainly all will agree this is not good

business. Especially these days while infla-

tion continues to run rampant. While many
retail businesses are suffering from lack of

sufficient trade.

These operators could, most definitely,

cure this situation very easily by coopera-

tion and unity among themselves and with

all other operators in their area.

Closer cooperation, more ethical business

practices and better commission arrange-

ments, to enjoy some sort of profit from

each location, must come into effect in each

area, everywhere in the nation.

If operators are to survive today’s con-

stantly growing inflation and the fierce com-

petition from all other types of entertain-

ment, that are so desperately hurting so

many retail establishments which have been

known for years as the best locations, like

the taverns, they must immediately come

together into a strong, solid, single coopera-

tive unit.

A discussion on the fee situation

was conducted by the group’s legal

counsel Arthur Sherman, who ex-

plained that a hearing had been re-

quested of Mayor John B. Hynes,
who agreed to take the matter of fees

up with city legal counselor William
Kerr.

The revenue
from the setup would go to the fund
distributed to the cities and towns
by the state as in the case of other

taxes and fees.

I How To Use “The Cash Box Price Lists”
[Also known as the “C. M. I. (Coin Machine Industry) BLUE BOOK”]
FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear in the quotation of high

and low prices of certain equipment. Like any true reporter “The Cash Bos
Price Lists” can only feature the market prices as they are quoted. “The Cash
Bos Price Lists” act exactly the same as the market quotation board at the Stock
Exchange—posting the prices as they are quoted for the past week, regardless of

how much they may seem to he out of line. Some prices do not change for

months. “The Cash Box Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain the last

known quotations for such equipment so that the subscriber at least has the last

known prices as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely divergent.

Someone on the West Coast may feel a certain machine worth $150.00 whereas
someone on the East Coast may think It worth but $75.00. Of course, serial,

appearance, demand, territory, quantity, and condition of equipment must be
taken into consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstanding firms, having
a reputation for shipping completely reconditioned machines, will be offered
at higher prices than others, due to the added cost of reconditioning.) “The
Cash Box Price Lists” reports each quotation exactly as it is made and depends
on the subscriber to make average price adjustments to fit the peculiarities of
his territory.

METHOD: “The Cash Box Price Lists” should be read as follows: First

price listed is lowest price quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest
price quoted.

FOREIGN BUYERS: To cover cost of packing, crating, shipping, etc., figure
an additional $20 to $25 on Pin Games—and $25 to $30 on Phonographs.

REGARDING SELLING PRICES

IMPORTANT!
Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, hny equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 np to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, pins the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in bnsiness
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, snch buyers will

purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
