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When Chuck Berry broke across the record horizon a couple of years

ago with “Maybellene” on Chess Records, it was the launching of a

career that was to establish him as one of the country’s top recording
artists. His most recent nationwide, all market hit was “School Day
(Ring Ring Goes The Bell)” and is currently followed by “Oh Baby

Doll”, already on both the Pop and R&B charts and moving up.

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Until very recently, the one way in

which jazz has been sold to the public

as far as records are concerned has

been through LPs. The reasons for this

are clear. First of all, jazz is such a

specialized field that there may not be

an audience large enough to warrant

issuing single jazz records. And second

of all, in the jazz medium individual

numbers sometimes run to such lengths

that they couldn’t realistically be put

on singles.

However an interesting development

is taking place today which may be

bringing about a considerable change

in the merchandising of jazz records.

It started when some of the LPs were

broken down into EPs and sold to the

public in that form. Now as EPs, they

became attractive to juke box operators

who either had locations which catered

to that type of music or who felt that

jazz should at least be represented on

their increased capacity machines. But

those who tried the jazz EPs were usual-

ly sorely disappointed, for the length

of the numbers were a difficult prob-

lem. It wasn’t unusual, for instance,

to find a particular passage which ran

six minutes or more, which made the

record unfeasible from any commer-
cial point of view.

Yet it seemed to record company
officials that if there was a potential

juke box market for their jazz cata-

logue, then there should be some way
that jazz material could be made suit-

able for such use.

And now they have found the way.
In the last several months company
after company has been going through
its jazz catalogue, culling the most like-

ly material, and then editing it. In
many cases numbers have been cut con-
siderably with whole passages being
taken out. Sometimes, they have even
been cut in half or more. Yet they
have kept the feeling of the number
and the spirit of what was being record-

ed. In this way some of the great jazz

recordings, which ordinarily could
never be heard outside of LPs, are now
being made available to the public

through the nation’s juke boxes.

What’s more, this development indi-

cates that there may be an entirely new
approach to the recording of jazz from
now on. Not that jazz artists will be
restricted in any way. But numbers will

now7 probably be done with an eye to

using parts of the work for more com-
mercial outlets.

All this bodes well for jazz. For if

the general public can become more
familiar with the jazz idiom through the
juke boxes of the nation, it means that

greater audiences will be developed for
jazz LPs and the mushrooming jazz con-
cert field.

ton bands in the 30’s. Vocalist Kenny
Sargent is heard on five of the num-
bers. Honky tonk piano ace, Joe “Fin-
gers” Carr has a new entry, “Honky
Tonk Street Parade.” The seven clas-

sical packages are:
“The Orchestra,” a premiere album

by conductor, Leopold Stokowski. The
deluxe set includes selections which

demonstrate every facet of the modern
symphony orchestra. “Overture!” is a
new Hollywood Bowl Symphony Or-
chestra contribution to the release,
with Felix Slatkin conducting four
of the best known and best loved
overtures including “The 1812 Over-
ture” of Tchaikovsky.

A freshness and variety of approach on the

Laub
is completely at home with the instrument, allow-
ing it its fullest grab-bag of expressions in
recreating orchestral sounds. Numbers on hand
include “Holiday For Strings,” “My Shining
Hour,” and “Gypsy In My Soul.” Inviting organ
fun.

“LORD ALLEYCAT”—Jimmy Diamond And His
Septet-Cavalier CVLP 6006 (1-12" LP)

“Lox-d Alleycat” is Paul Gilbert, a versatile
performer who on this Cavalier pressing sings
a bill of 10 of his calypso items (there are two
pieces from other writers) with good rhythmic
color. Backed by a calypso-sounding septet, Gil-

Rollins effectively leads the way on this Con-
temporary issue featuring the tenor sax artist,

and his two able companions, Shelly Manne
(drums); and Ray Brown (bass). Though there
are several successful attempts in keeping with
the set’s title (approximating a horse’s gait on
“Wagon Wheels,” “I’m An Old Cowhand”), the

pressing is essentially a smart series of intimate
swing takes, with Rollins giving out with sparkle,

“BOURBON STREET”—Bob Scobey With Lizzy
Miles—Verve MGV-1009 (1-12" LP)
As an entry in Verve’s new “Down Home”

series of disks devoted to a diet of Dixieland, and
blues styled sessions, this one by Bob Scobey,

his band, and famed New Orleans’ vocal stylist,

Lizzie Miles is a winner. The waxing is loaded
with vitality, and skill in both instrumental and
vocal departments. Miss Miles classically belts

such goodies as “Baby, Won’t You Please Come
Home,” “Ain’t Misbehavin’,” and “When You’re
Smilin’,” plus three others. Excellent member
of the Verve series.

“CECIL PAYNE”—Cecil Payne, Baritone Sax-

Signal has thrown the jazz spotlight on Cecil

baritone sax. The artist hits the mark with

There’s a lot more to proper programming
than there was even just a few short years ago.

With 200 selections in the new juke boxes, the
operator has to have a keen understanding of
the music desired in each of his individual loca-

tions.

To make up a program of 200 profitable

selections today isn’t the simplest or easiest job
in the world.

Selections come from the Top Pop Hits, Stand-
ards, Semi-Classics, Country, Jazz, Rhythm &
Blues and Foreign Language recordings.

There are, then, thousands of records to

choose from. And the operator of each juke

box must take into consideration a dozen dif-

ferent and varied elements when choosing the

recordings he requires, so as to assure himself

the greatest possible intake from each location.

This means, as stated above, a keen under-

standing of the music desired by each and every

individual location.

It means weeks of close study of each loca-

tion. It means working intimately with the owner

and the patrons of the location.

This can’t be done in just a week or two or

three. It takes time. And each week brings better

understanding.

It means leaving “request” cards. It means
gaining cooperation of employees in each loca-

tion to advise the operator and his service men
of the recordings most requested.

It means close and intimate contact with the

patrons of each location. To an extent where

practically every selection that appears in the

juke box, in any specific individual location, will

obtain sufficient play action to make it worth-

while.

Fastest shifting recordings are the Top Pop
Hits, Rhythm & Blues, Country.

Slowing down from there, Jazz, Foreign Lan-

guage recordings. Standards and, least moving

of all, Semi-Classics.

Even in a location where the entire gamut of

the different and varied records of the recording

field can be used there is still a problem. The

choice of artists.

Whereas one location may favor one artist,

another location, for the very same tune, favors

a different artist.

This means a most thorough study of the vari-

ous recordings available for use in juke boxes
as singles and, especially, EP’s, which are, with-

out any doubt, becoming more and more im-

portant each passing week.

Systems To Solve Problem.

CHICAGO—The Cash Box’ offices

here have been flooded by letters from
members of the “20 Year Club.’’

Almost every letter is in agreement
with the “10c Play Plus” plan as
presented by The Casth Box many
months ago.

In this questionnaire, which The
Cash Box sent to the old timers of
the industry, the members of the
“20 Year Club,” it did not include
“front money service guarantees.”
The questions were strictly devoted

to a more equitable percentage com-
mission basis.

The members were asked to present
their own views in regard to a more
equitable operating method for the
operators.
The letters are tremendously in-

teresting. So interesting, in fact, that
they are being presented individually
in a series of items which will appear
in this and forthcoming issues of The
Cash Box.
The reader must also take into

regard the fact that the men and
women who are making the proposals
for operators to enjoy a more equit-

able share of the gross intake from
all of their equipment are men and

women who have been engaged in

the industry for 20 years and longer.
Most of the plans point up the

fact that the operator should get
all or part of the expenses which
are today incurred in operating any
machine in any location.

For example, one well known opera-
tor shows where the operational over-
head expense is easily 50% of the
gross income on better locations.

Yet, in addition to this heavy per-
centage, the operator must also make
way for a 30% depreciation of his

equipment. That is, 30% of the intake.
Because qf this, the operator drew

a graph to* illustrate his point and
proves, by this illustration, that the
most equitable percentage method in

the greater majority of locations, is

25% to the location owner and 75%
to the operator.

There are some, of course, who
disagree with this viewpoint. They
have their own ideas and methods.

All will prove of great value to

every operator, it is believed for,

from among the many presented,
there is sure to be one system which
each operator can very handily fea-
ture in his own area.

PORTSMOUTH, 0.—By use of a

very simple illustration, J. A. Distel

of Scioto Novelty, Inc., this city,

clearly demonstrates the loss that

comes about to those operators who
are still featuring 50-50 commission

percentage basis.

“Business expenses”, reports Distel,

“take 50c of every dollar before de-

preciation.

“This leaves us (the operator) ap-

proximately 20% net.

“On a $200 check up, the merchant
receives $100 and the operator $100.

“But when the operator removes

his expenses, which amounts to 80%
of the gross intake, he has only $20

left for himself. The location still

has $100. Certainly this isn’t at all

equitable.

“But on a 1/3 to the location and

2/3 to the operator basis, the net is

more evenly divided.

“Even tho (as the chart shows) the

operator would leave $66 with the

location, he gets $54. Not $20 as

against $100.”

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CHICAGO — Leading members of
the juke box industry here are of the
belief that the field is sure to start
moving ahead at a much faster rate.

They base this belief on the fact
that more and more operators na-
tionwide are working hard to rear-
range their commission percentage
basis and to obtain front service
money guarantees from locations.

“Brand new models”, stated one
distributor here, “helps the operators

to obtain a more equitable share of

the gross intake.

“When the operator brings a brand

new phono into his location, the

owner is instantly impressed and, the

operator finds, he can then talk bet-

ter contract with him while, at the

same time, arranging for more equit-

able front money or a better per-

centage commission basis.”

Operators in various areas, one

salesman reports, who neglected their

phonos for some time, are now awak-
ening to the fact that these are their

most important moneymakers.
They, too, this salesman states,

are getting out among their locations

and are rearranging their operating

methods.

“In one case”, he reported, “an

operator up north simply advised

everyone of his locations that play
was going to 10^, 3 for 25tf and his
servicemen went out and made the
changeovers.
“He didn’t lose a single location.

What’s more”, this salesman advises,
“he is enjoying a very fine increase
and because of this has the coopera-
tion of his location owners.

“After telling him what was hap-
pening in other parts of the country”,
this salesman continued, “I wouldn’t

be surprised if, the next time I see

this operator, that he has both front

money and a more equitable commis-
sion basis in effect in all of his spots.

“He just simply took the bull by
the horns, because of necessity, and
is a happy man he did today. In the

meantime”, this salesman added, “he

gave me the best order for new pho-

nographs I’ve yet received from his

firm.”

Distributors, salesmen and opera-

tors, too, agree that there is bound to

be better business ahead. Not only be-

cause of the new phonos, that are

starting to be placed on routes but,

even more important, because of the

fact that operators everywhere are

joining the “lOd Play Plus” plan as

originally presented and since so

strongly pioneered by The Cash Box.

To Match Location Intake

“You just can’t operate on one

set commission basis,” Mike claims.

Maybe some of them
won’t take in over $15 per month.

Then what are you to do? Your cost

of service, records, etc., is still there.

In such cases we charge a weekly

guarantee of $5.

“If the machine does over $60 per

month, this is still on older machines,

we then take 60%.
“But with any good 100 or 200

selection juke box I take $10 per

week front money guarantee and
that’s that.

“You just have to keep on your

toes,” Mike claims, “and watch your

service men.

“Changing machines about, espe-

cially where location income is down,
helps a lot. I never leave any juke

Must Become Salesmen To Protect

Investment & Efforts

UNION CITY. N.J.—Bert Betti of

H. Betti & Sons, this city, points out

that, in some cases, continuing on a

straight 75%-25% commission basis

can prove inequitable to the operator;

and, at times, to the location.

He gives an example whereby the

operator in one case would practically

be taking all of the intake on a 75%-

25% basis and, in another case, would

be inequitable to himself.

“Altho we may be in slight dis-

agreement”, Bert advises, “on the

commission proposals of your fine

magazine, we agree with you 100%
that the operator must awaken to the

fact that he must operate his equip-

ment on an equitable basis for him-

self.

“Otherwise”, continues Bert, “he will

find himself in dire straits. With the

high cost of equipment and operation,

as we see it, he has no alternative

but to turn himself into a salesman

to make sure that he gets what he

is entitled to for his investment and

efforts.

“The days of just installing a ma-
chine in a location on a 50-50 basis

and operating that machine haphaz-

ardly are over. An operator must con-

vert to 10i$. He must program prop-

erly. He must keep his equipment up

to date and in shipshape appearance.

“In other words”, concludes Bert,

“he must become a businessman in the

highest sense. Otherwise he will not

survive the tough days ahead.”

GREENFIELD, MASS. — Arthur

K. Strahan of Mohawk Music Service,

this city, who believes in 60%-40%
with a minimum on no wall box set-

ups and in 70%-30% plus minimum
to cover costs, also has a unique plan

which he believes should appeal to

the trade.

On a 200 selection phono, Strahan

recommends $2 per day front money,
then 50-50. On 120 selection phono
he suggests $1.50 per day front mon-
ey. On 100 selections he suggests

$1.25 per day and 50-50. This is all on

“Each operator must survey his own
problem and analyze each location to

see where he can profitably change

over to an arrangement that will be

more beneficial to him.

“There are enough good businessmen

among location owners who will real-

ize that the operator can’t continue

indefinitely on his present commission

basis. These locations may agree to

Than 50% -50%
change. If enough of them do, it

might be easier to. convince the others.
“However, the job would be easier

if this were attempted as a concerted
effort, rather than just by one, in-

dividual operator.
“Also there will be some fringe

operator who will offer anything just
to get a location. Even tho he loses
money doing it.

“I don’t have any simple solution
or formula, but believe it to be one
of those things that will have to
work itself out from an economic
standpoint.
“Either you make money operating,

or you go out of business. It’s as
simple as that.”

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower

price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.

Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,

should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-

ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will

purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
