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Juke box operators, disk jockeys, the record buying public and bees have been very

good to Jimmie Rodgers, Roulette Records’ newest singing sensation. In the few

weeks since its release, “Honeycomb” has become one of the country’s top selling

records. Shown above with Jimmie, a lad from the lumber camps of Oregon, are Hugo
Peretti (left) and Luigi Creatore, who, as A&R heads, have been busy as bees producing

records that are making Roulette one of the industry’s fastest rising labels.
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For the past several years, we in

the music business have been accus-

tomed to thinking in terms of the

benefits that a song acquires by be-

ing associated with a motion picture.

However events in the past several

months have proven that the reverse

is just as true for motion pictures,

i.e. a hit record can go a long way
in making a picture a financial suc-

cess.

A prime example is “Tammy”
which comes from the film of the

same name. When it was first re-

leased, the reviews of the picture in-

dicated that it wouldn’t go too far,

that at best it would be the second

feature on the bill. Yet it produced
a smash record which motion pic-

ture people have taken advantage of

in their advertising and exploita-

tion. As a matter of fact, all adver-

tising for the film proclaims the fact

that the song “Tammy” came from
it. And as a result of this hit song,

the picture has been getting top bill-

ing on double features and is doing
considerably more business than it

might have otherwise expected.

Another example is “Lizzy”
which produced the sensational “It’s

Not For Me To Say”. The funny
thing about this situation is that the

Johnny Mathis record has already

grossed more than the .film, which
is an amazing departure in enter-

taining finances.

Other current pictures that are

benefiting by hit records are

“Around The World In Eighty

Days”, “An Affair To Remember”,
“Love In The Afternoon” and
“Band Of Angels”.

What has been happening, in

other words, is that the music busi-

ness has been continually growing in

importance and stature in relation

to the rest ofthe entertainment world
until now—and it has happened
almost imperceptibly—instead of

its being a one way proposition, in-

stead of the song and the record

gaining all the advantages of being
associated with a movie, the reverse

is happening more and more often.

Motion picture producers are seek-

ing tie-ins with potential hit songs
and records for the exploitation that,

they give the picture.

We are witnessing at this time on
an almost daily basis the fantastic

expansion of the record business.

Each new development makes us

realize all the more the increasing

importance of the part of our in-

dustry is playing in the entertain-

ment of the American public. And
while we still want to go further and
further because the possibilities for

the future are limitless, we can
nevertheless take pride in the dis-

tance we have traveled so far.

The country performer is on the “Grand Ole

this offering by Smith a natural for the C&W
shelf. Smith’s program here features a variety
of ballad and jump tunes. Major C&W disk.

Performing in mostly medi-
um-tempo attacks, trombonist Johnson alights
with exhilarating freshness on evergreen and
original program. Paul Chambers (bass); Max
Roach (drums) and Tommy Flanagan (piano)
expertly support Johnson. Major jazz entry.

MILT JACKSON: PLENTY, PLENTY SOUL”—
Atlantic 1269 (1-12" LP)
The pressing is vibraharpist Milt Jackson’s

second sessions for Atlantic and programs worthy
examples of the artist’s skillful command of

swing, blues and ballad expressions. One side

features Jackson as part of a nine-man combo
(Jimmy Cleveland, trombone; Percy Heath, bass;
Joe Newman, trumpet), the other in a sextet
format (Horace Silver, piano and Newman are
carried over from the flip side). Quincy Jones’
arrangements keeps things always eventful,
Jackson wrote four of the seven selections.

Stan Getz—Sonny Stitt—Verve MG V-8198 (1-12"

The disk calls dazzling attention to three out-

standing jazz performers in Gillespie (trumpet)

Getz (tenor sax) and Stitt (alto sax). In four
sessions, two with unrelenting vigor on one side,

two in more varied approaches on the flip side,

the boys offer ingratiating musicianship jazz
fans will marvel at. Excellent sound. A festive
jazz treat.

“ZOOT SIMS PLAYS 4 ALTOS”—ABC Para-
mount ABC 198 (1-12" LP)

Sims, whose initial ABC-Paramount effort
featured the performer on alto, tenor and bari-
tone sax, is ingeniously represented as an alto
quartet and/or as a solist backed by himself.
Thanks to technical feats and tailor-made ar-
rangements by composer and pianist on the date,
George Handy, the affair slickly comes off in
both its swinging and bluesy moments. Knobby
Totah (bass) and Nick Stabulis (drums) round-
out Sims support. Disk offers the jazz crowd
interesting listening.

“WHILE MY LADY SLEEPS”—Phineas New-
born, Jr. With Dennis Farnon And His Orchestra
—RCA Victor LPM-1474 (1-12" LP)

Joining a host of other jazz pianists who have
waxed with a mood string section (George Shear-
ing, Erroll Gamer, Oscar Peterson), Newborn,
backed by Dennis Farnon and the ork, turns the
trick, too. The keyboard artist is given lots of
room to explore his program of standards to
expressive jazz advantage and Farnon obliges
with soft string support. Melodies: “It’s Easy
To Remember,” “I’m Old Fashioned,” and “Moon-
light In Vermont,” etc. Class jazz-mood showing.

The accomplished keyboard artist performs on

a bill of short piano pieces ranging from melodic
warmth to technical wit. Pennario handles both
forms with first-rate musicianship as he performs
such items as Chopin’s “Etude In E Major,” De-
bussy’s “Golliwogg’s Cakewalk,” Gershwin’s
“Three Preludes,” and Shostakovitch’s “Polka”
from “The Age Of Gold.” Inviting piano per-
formances sure to gain a large audience.

“RUSSKAYA!”—The Hollywood Bowl Symphony
Orchestra Conducted By Carmen Dragon—Capitol
P 8384 (1-12" LP)
The popular orchestra appropriately backs up

the Russian theme here with six melodic and
colorful compositions penned by Russian com-
posers. Such fare includes short works by Rimsky-
Korsakov, Tchaikovsky, Rubinstein, and Glinka
plus two familiar traditional melodies, “Volga
Boatmen” and “Meadowland.” These delights are
read with spirited, hi-fi precision by Dragon and
the orchestra.

BERLIOZ: Symphonie Fantastique, Op. 14

The presentation is a fine addition to a keenly

competitive catalogue on the Berlioz work. As
a Columbia classical Buy of the Month it com-
mands particular attention, but it will undoubt-
ably remain a sturdy offering as a regular stock
item because of Mitropoulos’ authoritative treat-

ment of the score’s many moods and the expert
response of the orchestra. Excellent sound.

KURT WEILL: Suite From “The Threepenny
Opera”—Izler Solomon Conducting The MGM
Chamber Orchestra — “Music For The Stage”
(1935-50) — Arthur Winograd Conducting The
MGM Chamber Orchestra—MGM E 3519 (1-12"
LP)
Both orchestral performances are taken from

previous MGM 12 inchers and are fittingly coupled
here. Weill’s striking themes from his master-
piece, “The Three Penny Opera,” and “Music
From The Stage,” which includes selections from
three Weill efforts on Broadway, “Johnny John-
son,” “Lady In The Dark,” and “Lost In The
Stars” are vibrantly read by Solomon on the
former opus and Winograd on the latter, both
directing the MGM chamber ork.

“THE ART OF ROSA PONSELLE”—Camden
CBL-100 (2-12" LP)
Camden has done a notable service to countless

opera lovers with this two-disk release of arias
and art songs by the one-time Met great. The
soprano, who can also be heard in a newly re-

This is the first disk showing of Stravinsky’s

order will be cancelled.

E. B. Marks Music Corp. To Move

NEW YORK—To satisfy the need
for further expansion in its quarters,
the Edward B. Marks Musie Corpora-
tion is moving shortly from the RCA
Building in Radio City, where it has
had its main offices for nearly twenty-
three years. The entire eighth floor of

the building at 136 West 52nd Street
has been leased for late October oc-

cupancy. For the first time in many
years, the whole Marks organization
will be housed all together, rather than
on two different floors of the RCA
Building and the warehouse further
west on 49th Street where its reserve
stock is now kept.

The new quarters will embrace more
than 14,000 square feet of space. All

offices will be larger than at present,

and there will be ample accommoda-
tions for administrative, professional,

accounting and shipping departments.

. The change of offices emphasizes
once more the gradual trend uptown
among music publishers.

headquarers, between 49th and 50th
Streets.

There is also the extensive
Latin-American library of every type
of music, headed by the woyks of

Cuba’s foremost composer, Ernesto
Lecuona, who for many years has
been exclusively a Marks composer.

Recently Arnold Broido was brought
in as educational director. He has been
active not only with band and choral
music but with every other type of

work that might prove valuable to the
music student.

Jubilee To Celebrate Tenth

Anny. With Party-Distrib Meet
NEW YORK—Jubilee Records will

round out its tenth year with an
anniversary party for the press, disk

jockeys, trade and celebrities Friday,
September 27, from 6:00 to 10:00 PM
at Danny’s Hideaway in New York
City, with Jubliee president Jerry
Blaine and A&R chief Morty Palitz

hosting the affair.

The company’s tenth anniversary
marks a steady climb to success in

the recording industry. Ten years
ago Jerry Blaine, former orchestra
leader, founded Jubilee with a $600
investment, renting a tiny store on
Manhattan’s * Tenth Avenue. Jerry
served as president, sales manager,
A&R man and shipping clerk. Jubilee’s

beginnings were typical of the small,

independent label.

A few weeks later Jubilee had its

first hit—a Yiddish novelty tune that
sold half a million records. 1947
figures showed a gross of $160,000.
This year, the company is expected
to gross well over $6,000,000. Thus
far, in 1957, Jubilee has already sold

over 5,000,000 single records and close

to 200,000 albums. In all, the com-
pany has released approximately 300
singles and 100 LP’s and EP’s during
its ten-year history.

Jubilee milestones feature such re-

cording artists as Don Rondo, Della
Reese, Bill Darnel, Polly Bergen,
Monica Lewis, Dwight Fiske, the
Orioles, Enzo Stuarti, all of whom
have produced hit records for the
label.

From that Tenth Avenue store,

Jubilee has grown to a position where
it now occupies two floors in a build-
ing owned by Blaine (other companies
headed by Blaine occupy other floors

in the building) and employs a staff

of 27 and is recognized as one of the
important labels of the independent
labels.

In conjunction with its tenth anni-
versary, Jubilee has embarked upon
its most ambitious album promotion
campaign to date and is offering its

Tenth Anniversary Fall Album Pro-
gram to distributors and dealers,
Blaine announced.
The album program is highlighted

by special distributor-dealer offers,
billing plans, a distributor sales in-

centive contest, preparation of presen-
tation kits with promotional material,
a sales meeting in New York for a
preview of new album releases and
personal visits by Jubilee representa-
tives to out-of-town distributors.
Already in effect as previously an-

nounced and continuing through Octo-
ber 31st is the Jubilee “8 for 7” deal,
in which dealers purchasing 7 Jubilee
albums will receive an 8th album free.
To this has been added a special
billing plan whereby distributors will
be permitted to purchase two large
orders—one in September and one
in October—and payments may be
made in three installments, one each
in November, December and January.
These plans include the current Ju-
bilee album catalogue and new re-
leases.

Distributors are invited to partici-

pate in the Jubilee sales incentive

contest, in which a quota will be

assigned to each distributor. The con-

test will be based on the percentage
of business each distributor does

above his quota, in ratio to business

done by other distributors. Purchases
made during the period of September
1st through December 31st will be
included in the contest totals. There
will be five cash prizes: $500, $250,

$150, $100 and $50.

On Sept. 28th, a luncheon and sales

meeting will be held at the Hotel
Warwick and distributors will be offer-

ed a preview of Jubilee’s 18 new
album releases. At the same time,

the Fall plan will be outlined in de-

“It’s What’s in THE CASH BOX That Counts—INTERNATIONALLY”
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WASHINGTON, D.C.—For those

who might be a bit pessimistic about
the earnings and financial resources

of the general public, we call atten-

tion to two reports made this week
by government offices. The Federal
Reserve board made a survey on buy-
ing plans of families and individuals

and the result was that they “contin-

ue optimistic” about economic condi-

tions in general and “plan to make
expenditures to about the same extent
as in 1956.” The other report by the

Commerce Department was on per-

sonal income, which showed Amei'i-

cans made a billion dollars more in

August than they did in July. About
half the July-August rise was in wage
and salary payments. Payroll in-

creases were noted over the month
in most private industries and in gov-
ernment. For the first eight months
of this year, personal income was at

an annual rate of nearly $342 billion,

compared with just over $323 billion

in the corresponding period of last

year.

CLEVELAND, 0. — Altho the

amount of foreign cargo which can

be brought into ports in this city via

small ocean freighters whose cargoes

are limited in size because of the

limitations of the St. Lawrence canal

system, since World War II Cleve-

land’s port’s overseas business has

gone up by 1000 per cent. Now with

the St. Lawrence Seaway a reality,

shipping men of the Great Lakes have

predicted that Cleveland will become

one of the nation’s leading ports. Not
only will this condition bring about

greatly increased population and pay-

rolls, which will react favorably for

operations oi coin machines, but it

will aid those wholesalers shipping

equipment to foreign nations thru

all year-round facilities, as well as a

lowered freight cost.

BALTIMORE, MD. — The contro-

versy over permitting Carling Brew-
ery Co., a Canadian firm, to build a

brewery here, was terminated when
Governor Theodore McKeldin vetoed

a legislative effort to keep the firm

out, and his veto was upheld. Of in-

terest to coinmen here in this greatly

expanding city, is that it is expected

that Carling will employ about 1,000

persons, and provide a payroll of

some $30 million.

What’s The Most

Equitable

Operating Basis?
What is the most equitable operating hasis be-

tween the operator and location owner? This
question has been answered, to a great extent,

by the members of the “20 Year Club”. These
men and women who have been engaged in this

industry for 20 years and longer have learned,
over the years, that the most equitable operating
basis is that which least irritates the location,

and, at the same time, provides a reasonable
profit.

These men and women have answered, as far

as the majority are concerned, that the most
equitable basis on which to operate is to obtain
a minimum (front money) guarantee. Then,
in most cases, split the difference, after the mini-
mum is removed, on a fifty-fifty basis. There
are some cases, as these men and women have
pointed out where, after the minimum has been
removed, they have to split the remainder on a

60%-40% basis. In a few cases they have found
that a 65%-35% split is equitable, after the
minimum is removed.
The majority of music ops seem to be against

10(- play plus 65%-35% or 10^ play plus

70%-30% commission percentage basis. They
feel that this can prove inequitable. They also

believe that it can upset the location to the point

where the equipment loses the location’s co-op-

eration. This latter fact, they claim, can be most
damaging to the operator.

Amusement ops, in turn, believe that 10^
play plus 65%-35% commission basis and even

10( play plus 75%-259o would be equitable.

The average amusement op points out that his

problems differ in a great many ways from those

of the music operator. He claims that, in his

case, it is wiser to arrange for a better commis-
sion percentage to assure himself an equitable

return.

The music ops explain they are much better

off to arrange for a minimum (front money)
guarantee. Where new phonos are concerned,
this minimum is usually figured on a 2% of the

cost of the equipment per week as a minimum
guarantee hasis. In short, if a phono costs

$1,000, the operator believes that the minimum
guarantee should he $20 per week. In this way,
he claims, he can then amortize the cost of his

phono over a one year period.

Similarly, there are those who explain that

the minimum should he based on actual opera-
tional overhead expense. They claim, pointing
to their accountant’s figures, that their minimum
cost to service any location ranges from $6 to

over $10 per week. Whatever the minimum,
they believe, this should be charged to the loca-

tion as “mutual servicing overhead expense”.
Then, after this minimum is first removed from
the gross intake, the balance should he divided
on a fifty-fifty hasis. The servicing overhead
expense includes the depreciation of the equip-
ment.

Whichever of these latter two methods the

operator adopts, plus 10(; play, there is no doubt
that he is bound to enjoy some profit from his

operation. The fact remains that this, then, is

an equitable operating basis.

There are some operators who maintain that

it is far better to put into practice what they like

to call, “An incentive percentage commission
plan.” By this they mean that, as far as the

location is concerned, the commission is set up
on a graduated percentage basis. As the loca-

tion takes in more money, the percentage he re-

ceives grows greater. Until, of course, it reaches
the 50%-509o mark. This is when the location

has reached better than a certain gross intake

and, these operators claim, deserves an equal
split.

Some, in turn, point out that this can be in-

jurious. They explain that, when one location

learns another is getting a higher percentage
then, regardless of the arguments, persuasive-

ness and sales ability of the operator, the loca-

tion owner feels that he has been neglected and,
to some extent, cheated, and that the other loca-

tion is being favored.

These men are of the belief, like so many
others, that there should be a minimum guaran-
tee set up “in advance” for all locations. In this

way, when location owner inquires of location

owner as to just what arrangement he is working
with the operator, there is never any question
as to the operator’s integrity.

One noted operator stated that he makes a

flat charge of $10 " front money (minimum)
guarantee. All of his locations, large or small,

know this, he reports. He claims that even if the

location lakes in “over $100 per week” this loca-

tion still pays the $10 minimum off the top. And
if the location takes in “only $10 per week” this

location pays all of that $10.
“In this way”, this operator advises, “we have

established a reputation for fair dealing in our
area that has met with the complete approval of

all of our locations.” He also added, “The loca-

tions have checked up on us to make sure we
weren’t telling them fairy tales.”

From all the data that arrived, after this latest

survey among the members of The Cash Box’’

“20 Year Club”, it seems that most favored is the

minimum (front money) guarantee followed by
a 50%-50% split of whatever intake is left.

What is most impressive and most important
is the fact that all agreed that 10(' play is abso-

lutely the first and most outstanding requisite

for obtaining a better livelihood.

the belief that business will continue
very good for the balance of this year,
and may possibly lead into ’58 with
very good effect.

Sales of amusements seem to be
leading at this time. Distribs report
that this is also true in their case.

The distributors are enjoying sales

of both new and used games at a much
stepped up rate compared to the past
few months.

“It’s been a very rough summer”,
one well known sales manager for a
leading manufacturer reported.

“But immediately after Labor Day”,
he continued, “we began to enjoy a
fine business pickup and it has con-
tinued to grow.
“From all present indications”, he

stated, “we have every reason to be-
lieve that we are going to enjoy better
business right thru the end of the
year and into 1958.

“In fact”, he stated, “this may even

develop into a very nice business boom
as business continues to pick up thru-
out the entire industry.”
Export sales have continued at a

brisk pace. Distributors here, as well
as in many other cities, report their
problem remains obtaining all the
equipment desired by importers.
“As far as exporting”, one distrib

here said, “we’ve got all the orders
we can handle.
“What we need,” he added, “are

more machines to fill these orders.”
Phono manufacturers also report

growing sales.

one music manufacturer said, “but
since immediately after Labor Day”,
he added, “we have begun to enjoy
greater sales.

“We have stepped up production to

meet the demand we are enjoying
and”, he said, “we are now arranging
for increased production schedules to
meet better sales and growing demand
from all over this country as well as
for our export business.”

In short, optimism has returned
with a grand zoom. There are more
smiling faces noticeable thruout the
industry as business continues to pick
up all down the line.

200.00 have been paid in benefits for
individual cases. The California Music
Merchants Association’s Hospital and
Health Plan pays $14.00 a day for
hospital rooms for a period of 70 con-
secutive days; surgical benefits up to

$300.00; miscellaneous hospital ex-
penses up to $300.00; additional ac-
cident benefits up to $300.00; as well
as $5,000.00 for polio benefits. The
monthly premium for the entire fam-
ily, whether it be for husband, wife
and one child or husband, wife and
ten children, is only $8.50. For in-

dividual members, the monthly pre-
mium is only $3.75.

All employees and their families are
eligible for this particular plan, and

greater benefits will be added for all

within the next few months.

By October or November of this

year, life insurance in the amount of

$2,000.00 to $5,000.00 will be included
at a very nominal increase in pre-
mium. The operators, their families,

and employees have asked for this ad-
ditional protection, and Miller states
that the changes are being consum-
mated at this particular time. “The
California Music Merchants Associ-
ation makes this announcement so that
associations all over the United States
may avail themselves of this type of

protection for their membership
should they so desire,” Miller stated.

“I shall be glad to advise the various
associations all over the United States
how to avail themselves of this pro-
tection and assure all groups of its

value due to the fact that only paid
up members in the Association are
eligible for such protection under the
auspices of their particular associ-

ation.”

Miller further states that it is his

hope and intention to include life in-

surance with every MOA membership
by the early part of 1958. Miller is

working through a large insurance
agent in San Francisco to obtain such
a plan, and further information on the
progress being made will be released
as soon as available.

Start “School For Mechanics”

Classes Begin Sept. 25. Four Distribs To Rotate

Weekly. Sessions Training Key Servicemen

From Local Routes First Step. Others Later.

CHICAGO—This past week marked
Chicago’s first positive and progres-

sive step toward a “School For Me-
chanics” to offset the critical shortage

of trained phonograph servicemen.
At a meeting Tuesday, September

17, a group representing the phono-
graph operators and distributors de-

cided to start evening classes on
September 25.

Earl Kies of Apex Amusement and
his service manager, Norman Dompke,
met with distributors Eddie Ginsburg
and shop superintendent Frank Bach
of Atlas Music (Seeburg); Mike Spag-
nola of Automatic Phonograph Dis-

tributing (AMI); Ben Coven of Coven
Music (Wurlitzer).

Joel Stern of World Wide Distrib-

utors (Rock-Ola) was unable to attend
the meeting, but stated that the firm
would definitely participate.
Each of the four distributors' is to

hold a service school once a month,
rotating the schools so that classes
will be held each week.
The distributors are to conduct

their own sessions with their own
service managers to explain each
phonograph model. When possible,
representatives from the factories will
be brought in to conduct the classes.
A spokesman for the group stated

that the newly formed “School For

Mechanics” would be. a local program.
The classes will be small. The train-

ing will begin with key men selected

from the routes of each participating

operator.
After all repairmen now engaged

in the industry become thoroughly
familiar with the mechanisms of the
various makes and models, the schools
will be made available to bring new
servicemen into the field.

As The Cash Box has pointed out
for many, many years, the shortage
of skilled mechanics has continued to

grow more acute and critical with
each passing year.

Educating men now in the field and
attracting new men into the industry
is vital to the future welfare of all

in the business. This can only be
accomplished thru a “School For
Mechanics”.

ENGLAND’S PHONO OPS ASSN
TO MEET ON PRICE HIKE

Will Suggest Sixpence (7/) Play, Most

Now Charge Threepence |4^) Per Play

LONDON, ENGLAND—The Phono-

graph Operators Association, Ltd.

(POA) is continuing to grow greater

each passing week.
Reports indicate that membership,

as far as this city is concerned, is

reaching an impressive percentage.
Meeting to be held at the end of

this month will hear a very emphatic
proposal for all juke boxes to be
changed to sixpence (7</0 per play.
Majority of phonos are operated on
threepence (4^) per play at this time.
But numbers being operated on six-

pence continue growing larger.
There are reported to be about

8,000 juke boxes in operation in Eng-
land at this time. Over 4,000 in Lon-
don. Of the country’s 200 juke box
operators over 100 are in this city.

About 168 ops are members of POA,
it is said.

Therefore, the proposal that all ops
change to sixpence per play, is ex-
pected to win outstanding approval.
What is most impressive here is the

fact that the majority work on a front
money guarantee of 5 pounds ($14.)
per week. After this front money is

removed, the balance is then split

50/50 with the location. This, it is

claimed by ops here, is the same as
75% 125% commish basis. Stores get
25% and ops 75% of gross intake.

In cases of smaller locations, no
commish at all is given. In other cases
ops retain large percentage of intake.

Cecil H. Jones is Chairman of POA.
He is a manufacturer, as well as an
operator of about 50 juke boxes.
(BAL-AMI phonos).
Gordon Marks is vice-chairman. He

is a distributor and a member of firm
that operates over 300 phonos.

Other members of POA’s Executive
Council are Mrs. Lillian Shaw, sec-
retary, Fred Betts, Raymond Chappe-
low, Frank Hardy, Harold Kay, Rich-

ard Needs, Jack Swinson, Fred H.
Walker and Nick Young.
Phonos belonging to POA members

now bear a new decalcomania transfer
in black, red and gold that reads:
“A member of the POA Phonograph
Operators Association, Ltd.”
POA officers credit The Cash Box

for creation of the organization. Also
advise that drive for more coin per
play is due to The Cash Box’ many
items and editorials on need for lO^
per play caused by growing overhead
costs and loss of money’s value.
Tho not yet in open, biggest prob-

lem of POA will be test case to chal-
lange legal rights of Phonographic
Performance, Ltd. to collect ls/bd
(one shilling, sixpence—about 21<f)
per week per phono and the Perform-
ing Rights Society to collect 3s (three
shillings, or 42<?) per phono per week.
Legal counsellors find nothing what-
soever in new Copyright Act of 1956
(a revision of the Copyright Act of
1911) and which went into effect June
1, 1957 whereby a coin operated musi-
cal instrument gives a performance
for profit and is therefore subject to
royalty payments. So far juke box ops
continuing paying above fees on basis
of, “It’s always been so.” Now, with
costs growing and increasing number
of boxes prevalent, they will challenge
such royalty payments legally thru
noted legal solicitors.

In the meantime, due to the above,
as well as to progressive and modern
business methods, POA continues to
grow and more phono ops from all

over England enter into membership
of this organization. POA officers plan
to contact America’s MOA and George
A. Miller regarding meeting at forth-
coming MOA convention in Chicago
in 1958. Hope of some officers here is

that George A. Miller will visit Eng-
land and speak before POA member-
ship in London.

ENGLAND’S JUKE BOX GROWTH
HELD BACK BY LACK OF EQUIP
Demand Far Exceeds Supply. Locations Plead

For Juke Boxes. Ops Wait Weeks For Orders To

Be Filled. Very Limited Imports Of U.S. Phonos.

LONDON, ENGLAND — Demand
for juke boxes from locations every-
where in this city as well as thruout
all England continues to grow greater
each week. Only a very limited num-
ber of American juke boxes arrive
here; very few Seeburg and Wurlitzer
phonos; a few new Rock-Ola phonos
from Germany.

Outstanding here is BAL-AM. This
firm is AMI licensee and is nofv get-

ting into production of last year’s

AMI Model “H.” 40 selection box prov-
ing most popular with new 120 selec-

tion “H” in offing.

Location owners continue phoning
each day actually pleading for instal-

lation of juke boxes. This is especially

true in case of new “Coffee Houses.”
These continue popping up like the
“pizza” places in the U.S. Patronized
by young crowds “Coffee Houses”
want and need juke boxes. But none
are available to satisfy demand. Juke

box ops here continue hoping that
U. 9- phono manufacturers will some-
how arrange to get their new models
in co England.
Growth of juke box biz here could

boom to new all time high if more new
U.S. phonos made available to ops.
New type of young ops here eager

to expand. Many hope A. W. Adickes
of Nova, Hamburg, Germany, will

soon be able to import new Rock-Ola
phonos he is manufacturing in larger
numbers. Cabinet and other parts of
new Rock-Ola being made in Ham-
burg. Some have already arrived in

London.
Importation restrictions continue

very great. But hope is these will ease
as U.S. manufacturers act thru gov-
ernment to ship or manufacture in

England.

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Mass. Music Ops Assn. To

Fight “Excessive” License

Fees In Court
BOSTON, MASS.—The Music Oper-

ators Association of Massachusetts
held their first fall meeting at Hotel
Beaconsfield, Brookline, Thursday
night, September 12, and reaffirmed
the decision to fight legally the so-

called “exorbitant” Boston city and
Massachusetts’ state licensing fees on
phonographs.
A petition in equity, which was to

have been filed early this month, has
not yet been readied, it was explained,
but will be filed later on this month
or early in October. The battle plan
was outlined to the full membership.
Previously the plan

;
was discussed at

a special emergency meeting called by
the board of directors.

Attorney Arthur Sherman is counsel
for the Music Operators Association
and the law firm of Brown, Rudnick
and Freed will bring the case into
court. One of the questions involved
is “Does playing a record on a pho-
nograph (automatic coin operated) in-

volve the question and principle of
free speech?”

The Massachusetts Association,
through its attorneys, contends it

should have the same guarantees. The
bill in equity, to be filed, will charge

that an attempt to license a juke box
by exacting a fee is a prior restraint
on free speech.
The present action stems from hap-

penings last January 1, when ops
found they were to pay license fees

of $160 per machine per year in Boston
under the new licensing fees set by the
city. It broke down: State charges $50
for a Sunday license; city charges $50
for a weekday license and $50 for
Sunday, and there is a Federal tax of

$10, total $160. Several hearings were
held at which ops and their representa-
tives protested that the fees were ex-

cessive and cutting into their profit

margins, but the $160 tab remained.
Attorneys for the association say

they will challenge the license fees on
the aspect of free speech as guaran-
teed by the Commonwealth of Mas-
sachusetts and the Federal Constitu-
tion. They will also attack the fees
as an excessive charge for services,

policing of phonos by the city which
the city says is mandatory. The at-

torneys contend that playing of a
record is a form of entertainment
which does not deprive it from the
protection of free speech guaranteed
by the U.S. and state courts.

Plexiglass Phono Replacements Favored

CHICAGO—Ted Rubenstein, presi-
dent of Marvel Manufacturing, this

tion to the trade about two months
ago.
He pointed out that the firm’s plexi-

glass items include dome sides for
Seeburg Models M100C and V-200, as
well as door sides for Models M100R
and M100J.
Marvel also supplies Plexiglass for

the 100 and 200-selection Wall-O-
Matics.
“Along with the plastic replace-

ments,” Rubenstein added, “we are
now making quantity shipments of
the latest addition to our line, the
attractive wall speaker.”

How To Use

“The Cash Box Price Lists”

[Also known as the “C. M. I. (Coin Machine

Industry) BLUE BOOK”]

FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear
in the quotation of high and low prices of certain

equipment. Like any true reporter “The Price Lists”

can only feature the market prices as they are

quoted. “The Price Lists” acts exactly the same as

the market quotation board at the Stock Exchange

—

posting the prices as they are quoted for the past

week, regardless of how much they may seem to be
out of line. Some prices do not change for months.
“The Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain

the last known quotations for such equipment so

that the subscriber at least has the last known prices

as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely
divergent. Someone on the West Coast may feel a

certain machine worth $150.00 whereas someone on
the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of
course, serial, appearance, demand, territory, quan-
tity, and condition of equipment must be taken into

consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstand-

ing firms, having a reputation for shipping com-
pletely reconditioned machines, wall be offered at

higher prices than others, due to the added cost of

reconditioning.) “The Price Lists” reports each quo-
tation exactly as it is made and depends on the sub-

scriber to make average price adjustments to fit the

peculiarities of his territory.

METHOD: “The Price Lists” should be read as

follows: First price listed is lowest price quoted for

the week; Second price listed is highest price
quoted.

FOREIGN BUYERS: To cover cost of packing,
crating, shipping, etc, figure an additional $20 to

$25 on Pin Games—and $25 to $30 on Phonographs.

REGARDING SELLING PRICES

IMPORTANT?
Reports received indicate that, in some cases, pur-

chasers become upset due to the fact that they can-

not, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed

at from $10.00 to $25.00 ask from $50.00 up to $75.00

and even more for these very same machines. Pur-
chasers of such equipment must realize that machines
in the very low priced categories much worn to be
priced at these low figures. To completely recondi-
tion such machines, the reconditioner must add onto
his price the cost of transportation to obtain these

machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed to re-

condition the machines, plus the cost of cartons,

crates and labor for packing and shipping of the ma-
chines, in addition to a decent profit which will, in

most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00

machine to anywhere from $50.00 to $75.00 and up.
In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that

many of the parts have to be made by hand or
contracted for at some machinist shop, Since

manufacturers of many of the old arpade machines
and kiddie rides are no longer in business, and it is

impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Pur-
chasers of such equipment should take these facts into

consideration and, at the same time, should also real-

ize that many buyers today have their own repair and
reconditioning departments as well as experienced
mechanics. These buyers will purchase machines “as
is” at prices quoted by the trade at large and recon-
dition the machines themselves to meet their own
operating standards.
