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THE

CHANGING

RECORD PICTURE
Both RCA Victor and Columbia have re-

cently announced changes in their A&R
structure which point up the changing na-

ture of the record picture. At Victor it was

announced that Steve Sholes would hence-

forth head up all phases of Pop A&R, i.e. his

duties will not only involve Pop but also

Country and R&B and at Columbia the same

development has taken place with Mitch

Miller put in charge of all Pop production.

These moves follow logically the course

that records have taken in the past couple

of years. It has in many cases become more

and more impossible to distinguish between

Pop and Country, between Pop and R&B
and between Country and R&B. Hit records

today are not necessarily hits in only one

category. A hit in the Pop charts may be

found just as strong in the R&B or Country

charts, and vice versa.

This development started in earnest when

Rock and Roll came into the picture. The

Rock and Roll beat so overwhelmed the mu-

sic business (as a result of the effect it had

upon the buying teenage public) that it soon

spread to all phases of records. What hap-

pened as a result was that records were then

bought not because they were Pop, R&B or

Country, but because they had the Rock and

Roll beat and this beat was applicable to

every area of the record world. It meant

therefore that one movement had developed

which transcended all previous concepts of

the separation of music categories and the

effect of it might be to eventually lump

everything into one.

What the record companies are doing

now is affirming that in their opinion

precise categories are fading from the rec-

ord scene and that in the future a hit in one

category will more and more have to be

reckoned with in all categories.

This does not mean of course that there

is no longer any room for specialists in the

record field. There is still a market for

R&B records and for Country records—and

a very important one to the record industry

as it is today constituted. There are inde-

pendent firms which are concentrating solely

in each of these markets and contributing

to the general healthy grosses which the rec-

ord industry is enjoying. What it does mean

however, is that just because these firms

may be concentrating in one area, it does not

exclude them from breaking through with

these very same records in other areas.

In line with this thinking therefore, it is

clear that firms which have large A&R set-

ups (as opposed to the independents which

operate in this manner as a matter of

course) must change their structure to face

the realities of the record world and its

changing nature. The break-up of an A&R
department into distinctly separate units was

a method which was realistic until a couple

of years ago. It no longer is. But the mar-

velous thing about the record world is its

ability to change with the changing picture,

to keep pace with what the public indicates

it wants. As long as we continue doing that,

we can be certain that the record industry

is not going to lose out because it has grown

old and tired and complacent.

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Carlton’s Disk Firm Gets Under Way
NEW YOEK—With new offices

opened here last Friday at 157 West
57th Street, Joe Carlton’s new record

company formally got under way last

week. The company, headed by the

former A & R director for RCA Vic-

tor (before that Mercury Records)
will do business as Carlton Record
Corporation with the Carlton label

trade-marking its coming releases.

Carlton stated that his company,
uniquely financed by investors from
every bracket of the record and music
industry was rapidly approaching the

completion of its capital require-

ments with further investments to be

cut off after November 1. Carlton Rec-
ord Corporation was set up by its

mentor as a privately-placed business
investment proposition with an au-
thorized capitalization of $200,000.
Details of the financing, revealed last

week, include the following. Of the

$200,000 total, $180,00 consists of 1800
Class A Common shares, and $20,000
consists of 200 Class B Common
shares. Both common stocks offer the
same earning privileges and equity

—

the purchase price is $100 per share
for both except that the Class B stock
retains all voting power. Carlton said

he was buying all the Class B stock
with his own $20,000, reportedly ex-

plaining to his investors that he felt

he could not run a business properly
unless he controlled the voting power.
Carlton’s quote to several investors

was that “Essentially you’re buying
a piece of Joe Carlton, either he runs
the business or there’s no sense in-

vesting in him”.

Other stated policies of the new
venture includes Carlton’s statement
that he would draw only $200 a week
salary until the business warranted
an increase, that he had no plans to

go into the music publishing business,

and that no more than $2,500 was be-

ing accepted from any one company
or individual. In addition, for policy

reasons, no disk jockeys would be ac-

cepted as investors.

Carlton stated that he had “already
collected over $100,000 and would
close off further investors November 1,

regardless of how much more or less
came in.” Explaining that he held
an option to purchase $20,000 of ad-
ditional shares at $100 per share
within a five year period, Carlton
pointed out that in any case no more
than another $80,000 would be avail-
able to investors. He said several
commitments were still due but even
if they did not materialize, which was
unlikely, he was happy to proceed
with what the company already had in
the bank.

Carlton refused to name his in-
vestors on the ground that they might
not want publicity, but it is well
bruited thru the trade that investors
in his company include such music
publishers as Max Dreyfus, Saul
Bourne, Buddy Morris, Lou Levy,
Howie Richmond, Wally Brady, Herb
Marks, Paul Barry, Sammy Weiss,
Moe Gale, Bobby Mellin, etc.; song-
writers such as A1 Hoffman, Dick
Manning, Carl Sigman; artists such
as Eddie Fisher, Terry Gilkyson; per-
sonal managers, George Durgom and
Ray Katz; record distributors such
as the Hartstone brothers, Lee and
George, several suppliers, and some
music biz figures from England and
the Continent, including Louis Drey-
fus, Jimmy Phillips, and E. R. Lewis,
chairman of the board of English
Decca company. Refusing to affirm
or deny that any of the above were
investors Carlton would only say that
any stockholder was welcome to ex-
amine the stockbooks at any time.
Asked whether there was any signi-
ficance to E. R. Lewis being an in-
vestor, Carlton had no comment, but
reports have it that English Decca’s
Lewis may be handling the Carlton
product in England.

As to the truth of reports that
Carlton Record Corporation may take
over the Crowell-Collier record cata-
log Carlton admitted that he had
made an offer to buy or lease the
Collier catalog but said nothing be-
yond that had ensued. He pointed out
he was not at all interested in the
mail order or direct-sale record busi-
ness but felt the Collier repertoire
could be merchandised effectively
through regular distributor channels
if re-packaged and re-assembled re-

pertoire wise.

Carlton’s actual talent and tune
operation will not get started until

after November 1, he said, with the
possibility that he may not issue his

first records until January depending
on his distributors’ reaction to the
Christmas season problems for a new
label.

Carlton said he was making a coun-
try-wide swing in November to com-
plete his distributor picture but that
he had many of the major markets
already set up. He flatly stated he had
signed no artists and had given no
thoughts to material as yet. There
were several artist possibilities in

mind, he claimed, but no contracts
would be effected until November or
beyond.

Carlton stressed that while his

“first love was creating interpretive
records with sounds, songs and sing-
ers” he was holding off this impati-
ence and devoting himself to planning
out the administrative and financial

areas for his operation. He said, “I
am not in this for a ‘killing’ and
I have no illusions about luck bring-
ing in big hits right off the bat. Aside
from my A & R experience, my other
business experiences have taught me
that the finest records get nowhere
without sound planning. I want my
cost and profit picture thoroughly
charted and on a realistic, minimum
possibilities basis. This company will

succeed but I want it to grow and
hope it will grow on its customers’
money not on its investors’ money.”

Carlton said he would be concen-
trating on single records only, at the
beginning. When queried he claimed
that he had “elaborate plans for
album releases but would not go into

these until the propitious moment.”

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United Artists Forms Record, Music Subsids;

Youngstein Named President Of Both

NEW YORK — Arthur B. Krim,
President of United Artists Corpora-
tion, announced last week that the
company is expanding its activity in

the entertainment industry and has
formed two new, wholly owned sub-
sidiaries—United Artists Records Cor-
poration and United Artists Music
Corporation.
Max E. Youngstein, Vice President

of the motion picture organization,
has been elected President of both
music enterprises.

Youngstein’s services in the new
posts will, of course, be in addition
to a continuation of all his activities

with the parent company.
The record and music publishing-

companies will employ the world-wide
distribution and merchandising facili-

ties of United Artists Corporation.
Operations of the two subsidiaries will

involve a new, full-scale application
of motion picture promotion tech-
niques to the sale of records and sheet
music.
Commitments with a number of

leading artists in the recording field

are currently under discussion, accord-
ing to U.A. brass. Music distributed
by the new companies will include,
but will not be limited to, songs and
scores from United Artists films.

In announcing formation of the two
music corporations, Krim stated:
“United Artists’ broadened participa-

tion in the entertainment field is an-
other forward stride in our long-
range expansion program. We are
confident that these new ventures will
place us in an even stronger financial
position and substantially enhance the
value of our services to film pro-
ducers, exhibitors and the motion pic-
ture public.

“To music artists we are able to
offer the special benefits of a global
promotion and distribution organiza-
tion equipped to develop the widest
possible market.”

In outlining the operational pro-

gram for the two subsidiaries that he
will head, Youngstein declared: “We
believe that the music business is

ideally suited to motion picture pro-

motion and distribution methods. This
has never been attempted before on
a full-scale basis, as we are about to

do now. By coordinating our film and
music activities, we expect to inaugu-
rate the kind of sustained cross-pro-

motion that will yield important ad-

vantages in the two fields for both
the company and artists recording on
the new United Artists label. Thus,
with our record and music operations,

we are acquiring a fresh source of

revenue and a new pre-selling tool.”

Youngstein’s election as President

of United Artists Records and United
Artists Music Publishing follows a
16-year career in the entertainment
industry. He came to UA in 1951 as

a member of the five-man manage-
ment team that revitalized the then
faltering company and later acquired

ownership.

Youngstein entered the motion pic-

ture field in 1941 as general manager
of the Hal Horne organization. The
following year he joined 20th Century-
Fox as assistant director of adver-
tising, publicity and exploitation. Dur-
ing World War II, he served as
publicity director of the Motion Pic-

ture and Special Events Section of

the U.S. Treasury Department’s War
Finance Division.

In 1946, Youngstein was appointed

director of advertising, publicity and
exploitation for Eagle Lion Films and
was made a Vice President two years
later. He moved to Paramount Pic-

tures in 1949 as' head of advertising-

publieity-exploitation operations and
became a Vice President of Para-
mount Film Distributing Corp. In
February, 1951, he came to United
Artists as Vice President and National
Director of advertising, publicity and
exploitation.

United Artists was founded in 1919
as a distributing organization for

independently made motion pictures.

Since 1951, the company has expand-
ed its operations to include the financ-

ing of independent films.

The formation of the music publish-

ing and record companies follows six

years of progressively expanding re-

turns. Starting with a gross of $20,-

136,000 in 1951, the company reported

global revenue of $64,771,000 last

year. During that period earnings

after taxes rose from $313,000 to

$3,106,000.

On April 24 of this year, United

Artists stock was offered publicly for

the first time in the company’s 38-

year history. UA common shares

were admitted to trading on the New
York Exchange on July 17.

York City area champion, Endo Cor-
setti, one-stopper from Harrisburg,
Pa., one up. Osborne won on the
eighteenth green when Del Guercio’s
thirty-foot put rimmed the cup and
hung on the lip.

The Class B championship was won
by Mike Mulqueen, Jr. of Newburgh,
New York who defeated Sanford War-
tell, the Eastern area winner from
Allentown, Pa. Mulqueen’s margin of
victory was three and two. Before
Mulqueen and Wartell met in an
eighteen hole final afternoon-round,
they had morning-round victories
over Tony Valerio of San Francisco,
the West Coast Class B area winner,
and Art Talmadge, Vice President
of Mercury Records and Midwest Class
B area winner. Valerio, a record dis-
tributor in San Francisco, defeated
Talmadge for third prize in their
afternoon round.

In the Class C, the National cham-
pion was Mike Mulqueen, Sr., of the
M & M Amusement Company of New-
burg, New York, who defeated Win
Adams, New York City Class C cham-
pion. In their morning rounds Mul-
queen, Sr. and Adams defeated John
Thompson, West Coast Class C area
champion and Stan Richards, popular
deejay from Boston, Mass.
The only finalist who couldn’t make

the long jaunt across the country to
participate in the National Tourna-
ment was Jack Marsh, the Class A
champion from the West Coast.
Over two-hundred golfers partici-

pated in earlier elimination competi-
tion in several sections of the country,
including New England, New York
City, Pennsylvania, Chicago, Nash-
ville and the West Coast.
Over 1,000 golfers are expected to

participate in next year’s tournament.

Denmark’s Disk Biz Boom
COPENHAGEN—Just a year ago,

sales of 30,000 of any disk was con-
sidered a top hit here.

Today, it’s 60,000 or better.

And disk people believe that, in

the very near future, it will be 100,000
and more.
Denmark’s disk boom, has enliven-

ened all in the biz here. Has brought
new pep. Has caused all to set new
goals for the future.

New pubberies have come into be-

ing. Research for U. S. tunes to be
sung by Danish favorites has be-

come a very important occupation
here.
The juke box boom here has had

much to do with the exploitation of
pop disks.

As yet the 90,000 or so TV receiv-
ers in Denmark, featuring about two
hours of TV viewing per evening,
means little or nothing to the disk biz.

But diskeries hope to see the time
when TV, too, will become an im-
portant exploitation medium to help
popularize new disks.

Like everywhere else in Europe, all

here look to the U. S. to bring the
hit tunes to Denmark. In fact, the
Danes look to America for the new
tempo to follow Rock and Roll.

The 45 rpm disk, both single and
EP, has grown in popularity. Disk-
eries still press quite a few 78’s.

Juke box ops complain that their big
problem is the Danish pop tunes on
45’s. They’re still hard to get.

Juke box ops, therefore, continue
to load their phonos with U. S. 45’s,

and they’re helping to popularize U. S.

tunes because of this. But the Dan-
ish diskeries are working hard in an
effort to educate the public that the
45 rpm disk is the better buy. Many
Danes, still believe that they’re losing
out on a bargain when they buy the
small 45 compared to the big 78
platter.

In the meantime, the grammaphone
spielers are growing in number along
with the increase in population. As
in the U. S. the teenagers lead the
buying parade. And their dictates are
setting the market pace.

Classics and semi-classic albums
and EP’s also enjoy a very good mar-
ket here. All this has opened the
way for continued better sales of
hi-fi units by leading manufacturers.

Dealer displays range from jazz,

through classics, operas and to U. S.

pop hits, with a very definite portion
of the market devoted to Danish
favorites singing the latest U. S. hit

tunes.
“Just a year ago”, says enterprising

energetic Werner Hamburger of Nor-
disk Polyphon, “it would have been
very difficult to convince me that we
would be selling 60,000 of a number.
“Or even thinking,” he adds en-

thusiastically, “of reaching the 100,-

000 mark with the best hit tune.
“Today”, he adds, “we see every

possibility of reaching sales of 100,000

and even more of a single disk.

“And not in the too distant future”,

he concludes.

Hugh O’Brian Skeds Disk Promo Tour

NEW YORK—Assisted by a num-
ber of top-level agencies TV’s Wyatt
Earp, Hugh O’Brian, will wing his
way east from Hollywood on Wed-
nesday, October 23rd, for a 5-day
round of visitations to promote his

first appearance on record.

Making his bow on the ABC-Para-
mount label with 12 original songs,

especially written for the album,

O’Brian has been set to spend Wed-
nesday, the 23rd, in New York; to

Boston on the 24th; Philadelphia on
the 25th; with either Birmingham,
Alabama, or some New England city

on Saturday, the 26th. On Monday,
the 28th, O’Brian will wind up the

tour in Baltimore and Washington,
flying back to the West Coast that

evening to resume shooting of his

top-rated ABC-TV network series,

“The Life And Legend Of Wyatt
Earp.”

Already set for the TV star are ap-
pearances on “The Nat ‘King’ Cole

Show” on the NBC network on Octo-
ber 19th, and a filmed guest shot with
the Betty White show, “Date With An
Angel,” the ABC-TV starrer, on the

25th. On December 15th, O’Brian

will be the featured guest on “The
Dinah Shore Show” on NBC-TV.
The ABC-Paramount album enti-

tled, “Hugh O’Brian Sings,” has been

made a special release by the diskery,

with special promotional tie-ins to

retail music dealers throughout the

country. ABC-Paramount distribu-

tors have reported a heavy demand
for the long-playing album as early

as two months before the official re-

lease date. Ten of the numbers in the

album bear the name of Ken Darby
as writer or co-writer. Darby is re-

sponsible for all of the original music
on the “Wyatt Earp” television series.

Two of the songs, “I’m Walkin’
Away” and “Don’t Move,” have al-

ready been released on a single record

by ABC-Paramount.

NEW YORK—Epic Records, en-
sconced in its new quarters at 35 West
45 Street in New York for several

centive of the $4.98 list item available
to dealers at $2.47—no more than
dealer cost on a routine $3.98 list.

Initial shipments will be packed in
10-album display cartons.

Bernadine Scannell, a West Spring-
field, Mass, singer, was invited by one
of the pilots at Thule, Greenland to
make a flight to Nord with him to
deliver mail to the Danish weather
station. On the return trip to Thule,
which is situated between the North
Atlantic and the Polar Sea, the plane
went far off its course. Miss Sean-
nell was allowed into the flight con-
trol area of the ship where she saw
the dials completely out of control.

She was informed at that moment that
she was making history as the first

American woman to fly over the North
Pole. Back at Thule, she was initiated

into the select group who have crossed
the North Pole and is now a member
in the Order of Midnight Wanderers
and the Arctic Order, Knights of the
Blue Nose.

The effort is a most satisfying collection of

blues items performed with impeccable blues
authority by trombonist Wilbur De Paris’ seven
man combo, and expert blues shouter Jimmy
Witherspoon.

From its backlog of Sinatra pressings, Co-

lumbia has assembled ten Xmas songs by the
star for a Season disk presentation of prime deal-
er importance. Melodies in a light and reverent
vein are sung by Sinatra with his usual keen
awareness for melody and meaning of lyrics. Pro-
gram includes “Silent Night, Holy Night,” “Have
Yourself A Merry Christmas,” and “Adeste
Fideles.”

“A CHRISTMAS STORY”—An Axe, An Apple
And A Buckskin Jacket—Bing Crosby—Golden
A 298:21 (1-12" LP)

Golden has a major Christmas set in this

Crosby narrated and sung tale of a young boy
who lives in a forest and wishes for an axe, an
apple and a buckskin narrative as Christmas
gifts. The six Alec Wilder—Arnold Sundgaard
songs are invitingly in tune with the story’s set-

Two mechanical music marvels over fifty years

old provide a rare Yuletide treat from Golden
Crest. One side of the waxing features a disk-
type music box (The 15" Regina Music Box)
delicately performing six Season favorites (“The
First Noel,” “Jingle Bells”), while the flip side
contains seven melodies (“0 Tannenbaum,” “Deck
The Halls”) performed by an ingenious Mills
Violino. Excellent sound. Warm Holiday sounds
all, particularly the hi-fi minded, can enjoy.

“BASIE IN LONDON”—Count Basie And His
Orchestra—Verve MG V-8199 (1-12" LP)
This Basie entry cut during a concert per-

formance in London, is paced in the slam-bang
Basie tradition, and was greeted with howling
delight by the audience. The great Basie vocalist,

Joe Williams, rips through three pieces (“Roll

No Phonos In Europe

Without U.S. Disks

GENEVA, SWITZERLAND —
Whether it’s England, France, Bel-
gium, Germany, Denmark, Sweden,
Italy, Austria or any other nations,
automatic phonos all feature U.S.
disks.

Belgium probably leads all other
.countries in the percentage of Ameri-
can disks featured. In many cafes,
both in Antwerp and Brussels, as
well as in many small towns, phonos
feature 100% American recordings.

In France the percentage is lower.
Almost like that of England. Den-
mark features American tunes but
about 80% are by Danish artists who
copy the style of the American ar-
tists whose disk of the hit tune clicked
best.

In short, regardless of the country,
every juke box in every location fea-
tures American disks. Most interest-
ing is the fact that, in many loca-

tions, the greater majority of the
patrons don’t understand a single
word, yet they swing into the rhythm
of the music and many can repeat the
lyrics word for word. This is especi-
ally true of the teenagers in all coun-
tries.

There are many who feel that
America’s pop records are doing more
to bring about a closer and better
understanding between their peoples
and the U.S. than the politicos of all

the countries combined. Many also
attribute the greater study of Eng-
lish in schools, especially by the teen-
agers to the fact they first become
acquainted with the language through
pop U.S. disks.

The older folks, too, will buy Ameri-
can tunes by American artists and
tap their fingers and toes on time to

the music while sipping their wine
or beer. A grand example has been
the tremendous success of Doris Day’s
“Que Sera, Sera”.

Some great diplomats have been
known to say that the invasion of
American music by American artists

has been one of the finest and most
complete victories of peaceful times.

Those who know attribute it to the
juke boxes that are still being im-
ported by Europe’s many music firms
in ever growing numbers.

Red Foley’s “Country Music Jubilee”

Receives 200,000th Visitor

SPRINGFIELD, MO.—Red Foley’s

“Country Music Jubilee” (formerly

“Ozark Jubilee”), will open its doors

this Saturday night to the show’s

200,000th in-person visitor.

Foley & Co. began their homespun
shindigs Jan. 21, 1955 on ABC Tele-

vision. However, since there was no

existing microwave linkage between
Springfield at the network, it was
necessary to originate the program
for its first few months at KOMU-TV,
the University of Missouri’s commer-
cial station in Columbia, where only

a limited number of studio guests

could be accommodated. But once the

show was able to “move home” on

April 30, 1955, nearly 1,200 persons

could be seated—and even then the

producers found themselves staging a

second performance every Saturday

night during the months of May
through October, playing to standing

room only practically every week.

The second-show schedule was discon-

tinued this year, since many of the

program’s entertainers are booked on

Sunday personal appearances many
hundreds of miles from the Ozarks

and must board a plane and rush

away immediately after the show
leaves the air.

Every Spring at graduation time,

chartered buses jam the streets of

Springfield, as entire senior classes

of far-away schools disembark in

front of the Jewell Theatre. This past

Spring, school groups—some number-

ing as many as 200 students each—at-

tended from as far as 900 miles away.
On one occasion, the program had in

its audience a wealthy merchant and
his wife from Yucatan, neither of

whom spoke English; the pair brought
along their own interpreter.

Springfield (population 96,350) is

happy indeed about the visitors the
Jubilee brings to the popular Ozark
resort area. Saturday is traditionally
“boom night” for the area’s various
motels, hotels and food establish-
ments. And the official state of Mis-
souri tourist publication has tagged
the show “our state’s greatest new
tourist attraction.”

“Country Music Jubilee” will be
airing for the 145th consecutive week
as the 200,000th visitor takes his or
her seat, and only once since moving
into the Jewell has the program
originated “away from home”: on
June 22 of this year, the show played
in a converted cowbarn on the grounds
of the Oklahoma Semi-Centennial Ex-
position, Oklahoma City, to a turn-
away crowd of thousands.

Crossroads TV, producers of the
Jubilee, has frequently conducted
surveys to determine where the show’s
attendees come from, and as many as

40 states have been represented on a
single Saturday night. The surveys
further revealed that 96% of the

show-goers come from outside Spring-
field, and 84% from outside the state

of Missouri. Throughout the year it is

necessary to order tickets in advance
of a performance and during the

warm-weather months advance orders

are placed six weeks ahead. One de-

partment of the company does nothing
but answer inquiries from potential

visitors and fill orders for tickets.

Agree Greatest Necessity is a Public

Relations Program to Bring About

Better Understanding and More Com-

plete Acceptance of the Industry.

Survey after survey, year after year,

among the nation’s operators, has brought
to the fore the fact that the most outstand-

ing necessity is the creation of a “National
Public Relations Bureau.”

This is again the case. Operators every-

where in the nation, shocked into sudden
awakening by the U. S. Supreme Court’s

decision in the Korpan case, are more
anxious than ever before to have a public

relations program get under way.

The majority of these operators urge the

creation of a “National Public Relations

Bureau” as has been suggested by The Cash
Box from almost its very first issue over

fifteen years ago.

They should like to see a “National

Public Relations Bureau” composed of out-

standing leaders of the industry. Men with

many years of experience in this industry.

Men from every part of the nation. Men
who would be elected to serve on such a

“National Public Relations Bureau.” Men
of known intelligence and astuteness. Suc-

cessful business men.
“A ‘National Public Relations Bureau’

should be composed of the outstanding

leaders of the industry,” suggests one very

well known operator.

“These should be manufacturers, dis-

tributors and operators from various parts

of the nation.

“A ‘National Public Relations Bureau’ of

100 or more such leaders would prove in-

valuable to the industry. This bureau, in

turn, should be headed by an Executive
Committee of anywhere from fifteen to

twenty-five men.”
Like so many others this operator, too,

takes time out to commend The Cash Box
on its editorials regarding a “National
Public Relations Bureau.”

“Please continue your editorials on the
great need for a ‘National Public Relations
Bureau’,” he further urges.

“They’re catching on. More and more
are in full agreement.

“A ‘National Public Relations Bureau’ is

This publication continues to recommend
the creation of a “National Public Rela-

MOA Executive Board To Hold

Meet In Miami, Fla.

November 10-17
PHILADELPHIA, Pa.—This city,

for the first time, will play host to

the vending- machine fraternity, who
will be gathering from all over the

nation to attend the annual conven-

tion of the National Automatic Mer-
chandising Association (NAMA) be-

13 to 16.

Officials of NAMA predict that

some 6,000 coinmen will be on hand
to view the products of more than
150 exhibitors. As more and more
operators of other coin operated
equipment have diversified their oper-

ations during the past several years,

and now include vendors of various
types, it is expected that greater in-

terest will be evidenced this year than
in past years. In addition, several

manufacturers of other types of coin

machines are now manufacturing
vending machines, which, in addition

to bringing in their own factory per-

sonnel, will attract many of their

distributors and customers.
An added attraction this year is

the resumption of the Army-Notre
Dame football game, after a lapse of
ten years, on the Saturday before the
convention gets under way. Many
coinmen have written they will attend
this football game, then get right in-

to the spirit of the convention. Others
have indicated that they intend to

visit New York City after the conclu-
sion of the NAMA Show, and take the
opportunity to see Broadway and
some shows.

Altho, as in other years, it is ex-
pected that a great majority of the
exhibits will be devoted to merchan-

and new type vendors.

Exhibits will be open all four days,

from 12:30 to 5:30 P.M. on the first

three days; and 12:30 to 4 P.M. on
October 16.

Alvin Gottlieb Praises Euro-

pean Coinmen

Reports Pinball Most Popular; Cleaner

Machines; Ops Extremely Efficient;

Demand, Play Heavy

ALVIN GOTTLIEB

CHICAGO—On his return from a
four-weeks European business trip,

Alvin Gottlieb, D. Gottlieb & Com-
pany, this city, praised distributors
and operators there for the efficiency
with which they conducted their oper-
ations.

Alvin disclosed that he conferred
with the firm’s distributors in France,
Italy and Switzerland, and, whenever
possible, with key personnel in each
establishment he visited.

“I was very pleased and highly
gratified”, Alvin Gottlieb stated,
“with the many things I observed
and experienced wherever I went.
“This trip”, he explained, “gave me

a deeper insight into the problems of
pinball operations in Europe.

“Pinballs are by far the most pop-
ular of all coin operated amusements,
even in arcades. Some arcades had
fifteen to twenty Gottlieb games
lined up,” Alvin added.

In Venice, he observed the five-ball
game “Rainbow”, on a gondola, evi-
dently being shifted to another loca-
tion.

Traveling from Venice to Turin by
train, Alvin noted a pinball and a
phonograph in many cafes along the
route. “These cafes”, he said, “all
have big windows, are beautifully
furnished inside, and spotlessly clean.

“All machines in Europe are ex-
ceptionally clean. Even old models
look like new. Since they cost three or
four times more than games in the
U. S., the operator realizes that he
has valuable equipment to keep up.
“Keeping the games clean”, Alvin

said, “enables the operator to change
from one top grade location to an-
other. It’s a long, long time before
he has to downgrade his equipment.”
He also spoke of routes he had seen

being opei’ated on a very business-
like level, with efficient placing of
machines and high quality of service.

“Locations in Europe want pin-
balls”, Alvin Gottlieb explained, “be-
cause they are a big attraction. The
games get heavy play, the heaviest
between the hours of twelve and three

in the afternoon. That’s the time
when people go to cafes to eat and
relax before going back to work.”

Alvin stated that he saw The Cash
Box wherever he went. “Finding The
Cash Box in Europe was like finding

an old friend”, he said.

Denmark’s Phono Biz Growing

Phono Ops Switch To 45 RPM But Find

Danish Disks Hard To Get. New, Big

Jensen Plant Stimulant To Growing

Operations. Phono Exports From

Denmark Tremendously Increased

COPENHAGEN, DENMARK—This
comparatively free trade country is

enjoying a juke box biz boom.
It all stems from the fact that the

Jensen Automatis plant, manufactur-
ing automatic phonos under license
from AMI, (IMA-AMI) has won tre-
mendous approval for its products
worldwide.
IMA-AMI phonos are exported to

Malaya, Japan and the British West
Indies as well as all over the rest of
the world with the exception of the
British Isles and the area covered
by AMI, U.S.A.

In Denmark, phono ops do not con-
sider TV as competition. There are
just about 90,000 TV receivers in
homes in Denmark. There are only
two hours of TV reception each even-
ing. Most of this is devoted to long
harangues re: political issues.
Phono ops do have problems. One

of these is to obtain 45 RPM singles.
As yet most of Denmark purchases
78 RPM disks because of old phonos
in home. Therefore, diskeries, are
reluctant to press Danish stars on
45 RPM.

Strange to report many Danes be-
lieve they are not getting their full

money’s worth when they are offered
the smaller-sized 45 RPM disk. For
some reason or other they still feel
the larger, 78 RPM disk is a “better
bargain.”

Even tho juke box ops have helped
to make the 45 RPM disk more popu-
lar, diskeries here hestiitate to make
a complete switch, especially where
singers are concerned.

Jack Dailey, for example, is ad-
vertised here by the popular Ambas-
sadeur Room of the Palace hotel as
the “Amerikanske TV and gramma-
phone songstar.” Americans who visit
here wonder “what label Jack Dailey
is featured on in the U.S.”

Denmark is the U.S. of Europe.
The people here are just like people
in U.S. Most, here in Copenhagen,
understand English. And the greater
majority of young men and women
can rattle off the names of U.S. disk
stars more accurately than the aver-
age American.
They like American disks. Espe-

cially upbeat and tuneful American
pop tunes. They like juke boxes.
Somehow they feel a very close af-
finity to the U.S. Anything American,
especially in music, is greeted with
affection.

The growth of Jensen Automatis
here is accorded much respect. The
new manufacturing plant of this firm,
now planning to present the AMI
model “H” in 120 selections with some
Danish variations is extremely im-
pressive. This factory and its product
outshines any others in Europe.

Jensen Automatis Has New Factory

Completely New Plant With Modern
Production Facilities

Building IMA-AMI Phonographs
In Copenhagen

COPENHAGEN, DENMARK—De-
finitely indicative of the great pro-
gress made by the firm is the new
Jensen factory on the outskirts of
this city.

Not only is the plant completely
modern in every respect but, what’s
most important, it allows for greater
and speedier production of the pop-
ular IMA-AMI phonos. These are
manufactured by Jensen Automatis
under license from AMI of Grand
Rapids, Mich.
Though the plant is two stories

high, the greater part of production
facilities are contained on the first,

street level, floor. Offices, as well as
a cafeteria for the employees, experi-
mental and development sections are
all very impressive. It is safe to state
that, at this writing, this is the most
modern plant of its kind in Europe.

Mr. Jensen’s office contains a series
of large photo blow-ups showing the
various IMA-AMI models the firm
has built—from the very first to the
present model “G.”

With a few valuations from the
U.S. AMI model “H” Jensen plans to
present the IMA-AMI model “H”
featuring 120 selections sometime this
November, 1957.
The growth of phono manufacture

at the Jensen factory is being en-
hanced by production of a TV re-
ceiver. Other products are also
planned. Production facilities are so
arranged one product will not inter-
fere with the other.
Though photos of the factory were

unavailable at this time, they should
be forthcoming very soon. These will
be published for the historical fact
that the first complete factory de-
voted to a coin operated musical in-
strument has been built in Denmark.

Jensen, himself, has visited the U.S.
He is a modern, yet very modest, ex-
ecutive. And tho he is the moving
and active force behind the firm, he
credits the members of his organiza-
tion with the credit for building the
IMA-AMI phonos to their present
high level of respect.

COPENHAGEN, DENMARK—One
of the very first and most surprising
sights to greet visitors here are Co-
penhagen’s vendors.
Everything from cigarettes to Smor-

rasbrod, bunches of fruit, bags of
coffee and tea, and anything else sold
by the shopkeeper, are displayed for
sale in his sparkling and gleaming
chrome vendors that decorate the
front of his store.

Not only are the vendors filled

and refilled at regular intervals dur-
ing the daylight business hours but,
what is most important and impres-
sive, completely refilled to full capac-
ity for the evening hours when the
establishment is closed.

Danes, like the Hollanders, are
homebodies. Yet the Danes love their
cafes and the smaller, neighborhood
spots, especially, are well patronized.
This makes for good juke box and
games business.
But first impressions are what seem

to stick with the average American
visitor, especially if he’s a member
of the coinbiz. And his first, most in-

delible impression, are the many,
many vendors fronting the shops in

the busy central part of the city as
well as in the outlying areas.

It doesn’t take very long before the
average coin man is pointing his
camera at Copenhagen’s vendors to
show the boys back home how a
vendor biz should be conducted. The
only sad part of all this is that the
vendors aren’t owned or controlled by
operators. They are, instead, under
the proprietorship of the shopkeeper.
Then vendors are polished to a

sparkling, gleaming finish each day.
In fact, where they are being refilled

at regular intervals, such as by fruit
and smorrasbrod stores, they are
wiped clean at each refilling.

The Danish public is so accustomed
to their use that it is a most natural
purchasing procedure to buy what is

needed from the vendors instead of
entering the shop. Provided, of course,
that the vendor features the mer-
chandise desired.

It is not at all surprising to see a
dignified dowager step up to a vendor,
check the cubicles carefully, choose

the pear or apple she wants, insert
the necessary coin and remove the
fruit. She then digs down into her
copious handbag, takes out her dainty
fruit knife, peels the pear or apple
while leisurely strolling down the
street enjoying her favorite fruit.

Nor is it at all surprising to see one
of Copenhagen’s well dressed gentle-
men purchase a bit of appetizing,
luscious smorrasbrod from a vending
machine. Vended on a neat paper
napkin it may be a slice of toast on
which is heaped smoked salmon, let-

tuce, a slice of liverwurst and a few
other delicacies. He, too, strolls along
the street munching away at his

favorite concoction.

Copenhagen’s vendors really and
truly bring the famous foods and
merchandise of this very charming
bicycle paradise, this bustling cosmo-
politan city, to the people the way
American vending machine promoters
orate about the prospective buyers of

their merchandise.

One little, but very popular, tea
and coffee shop features two eight
column vendors filled with its various
blends of teas and coffees. The shop-
keeper frankly and genially admitted
that, during the store’s busier hours,
some customers will walk out and
purchase what they want from his

vendors.

He has also had many cases where,
even tho there isn’t a customer in the
store, housewives will come into his

place “just to change a bill so as to

obtain the correct coin to purchase the

tea or coffee they desire from the

machine.”
“They believe,” he adds with a

chuckle, “that I put my better quality

in my machines as a come-on. So
they prefer to buy from my machines,
instead of directly from me here in

the store.”
There are other such quirks and

idiosyncracies storekeepers can report

in regard to their gleaming, sparkl-

ing, chrome vendors. But all conclude
with the fact that Copenhagen’s
vendors are mighty import adjuncts

to the business life of Copenhagen’s
shopkeepers.

Why Denmark’s Phonograph

Locations Get No Commission
COPENHAGEN, DENMARK—The

average American music op is always
amazed to learn that juke box loca-
tions in grand, little Denmark receive
absolutely no commission whatsoever
from the operators.
More close and astute investigation

brings forth the reason. And usually
U.S. as well as ops from other coun-
tries, like Belgium for example, nod
their heads with sympathetic under-
standing.
The reason Denmark’s juke box lo-

cations receive no commission is due
to the fact that the juke box op must
pay KODA (same as ASCAP) 30
Danish Kroner per month ($4.34) and
also pay GRAMMO (the organization
of recording men) 15 Danish Kroner
($2.17) per month. This is a total of

$6.51 per month per juke box.
This is one of the biggest reasons

why there are less than 500 juke boxes
in all of Denmark. Cafe owners re-
fuse to give up space for no return
whatsoever in a great many instances.
The Danish juke box industry came

together in 1953 and formed an or-

ganization known as the “Association
of Phonograph Manufacturers And
Operators of Denmark.” Edwin Jen-
sen, who manufactures the IMA-AMI
phono, is President of the organiza-
tion.

For the past four years the music
ops have been assessing themselves
in an effort to raise sufficient money
to fight the two copyright organiza-
tions that have been taxing them.

They hope, very soon, to be able to

bring their case before the proper
authorities. They think they can win.

In the meantime to help stimulate
the play on their phonos the ops pass
out tokens to the waiters and other
employees in the locations. The tokens
are specially made for each operating
firm and bear a special die cut imprint
with the operating firm’s name.

Waiters and waitresses use the
tokens to start play action. At the
same time the owners are very
pleased for they can give their cus-
tomers some free music. But with the
fact that the Danes are great home-
bodies, the averages are not very
great.

Once a year the music ops get to-

gether and exchange tokens. They
return tokens of each other’s firms
and, in this way, keep their own
tokens for their own locations even
tho people will use them from spot
to spot.

Naturally, because of the new, Big
Jensen factory and the IMA-AMI
phonos this firm builds, that’s the only
phono seen here. What’s more there’s

a Danish law whereby a native manu-
facturer can, by application to the
Danish government, keep out any and
all other phonos. This is the case in

Denmark.
Most eagerly awaited by music

people here is the forthcoming legal

hassle to eliminate or cut to a fraction
the royalties now being paid to KODA
and GRAMMO.

Swiss Juke Box Business

Enjoys Boom Times

Music Ops Face Many Taxes. Geneva

Ops Organize To Obtain Tax Reduction.

Play Action Continues Good. About

5,000 Juke Boxes In Switzerland.

Over 90% Are United States Models

GENEVA, SWITZERLAND —
“Frankly,” reported a well known im-
porter here, “I don’t know where all

the juke boxes are going.
“So many new models have been

imported,” he advised, “that it is ab-
solutely amazing.”
But the juke box biz continues to

enjoy its biggest boom times here in

very beautiful Switzerland.
Yet the operators are not too happy

over the present situation. Not only
do they face too many taxes but, what
is even more aggravating to them,
is the fact that growing competition
is forcing higher commissions to loca-

tions. It wasn’t so long ago when a
Swiss juke box op would pay no more
than 10% commission. Today, many
are paying as high as 30% and, in

some cases, even making side deals
with the location owners.
For example, Swiss phono ops, be-

cause they were not alert, found a
law passed right under their noses
last year which forces them to pay
100 Francs ($23.10) per year to the
Societe Of Protection For Intellectual
Property (similar to ASCAP in the
U.S.).

In addition to this the music ops

in the Canton (State) of Geneva pay
20 Francs ($4.62) per month for what
is known as the “tax for the poor” on
all phonos of 41 selections or more.
For 40 selections or less the “poor tax”
is 15 Francs ($3.46) per month. The
difference being so small Swiss ops
would rather operate 120 and 200
selection models.
There is still another tax in Geneva

of 30 Francs per year ($6.92) for a
Police Authorization License to oper-
ate the phono within the precints of
the Canton of Geneva.

All these taxes in Geneva brought
about the formation of a music ops'
association known as: Association Ex-
ploitation De Gramophone Automati-
que. Mons. Andre Morhardt of Ge-
neva is President. This organization
is trying to obtain a reduction of the
“poor tax” as well as the royalty
payments to the authors’ and com-
posers’ society.
At present Swiss ops are charging

20 Ct. (Centiones) about 4y2 tf per

play and 6 plays for 1 Franc (23tf).

But due to the high cost of the new
U.S. phonos, taxes, higher commis-

Pinball Switzerland’s Most

Popular Indoor Sport

GENEVA, SWITZERLAND — The
Swiss love pinball play action. They
not only find it thrilling and amusing,

but, most definitely relaxing.

Cafe owners who buy their own pin-
balls rush to distributors’ offices to
see and play the new models the day
they arrive. Operators, too, are just
as eager to see and play the new ma-
chines as are the cafe owners. It’s a
gay and interesting sidelight on Swiss
life to watch both young and old, male
and female, demonstrate their pinball
skill amid happy laughter and very
great gaiety.

Swiss pin ops feature single player
games at 20 Ct. (centiones), about
4y2t Per play- Where there are two
chutes on the game they can obtain 3
plays for 50 Ct. (12^) on the second
chute.

Commissions to locations range
from 20% to 40% in Geneva. That’s
about 30% average. Geneva ops pay 30
Francs per year ($6.92) for a Police
Authorization License. They are pay-
ing 50 Francs for the “poor tax” to
start ($11.55) and then 15 Francs
($3.46) per month for the “poor tax.”
This was just lowered this past June

from 20 Francs per month.
In Zurich and Basle where there

is no tax or license fees, Pinball ops
pay locations 40% to 50% commis-
sion. They can place two machines in

each location and pay no tax. But
over two machines they then have to
purchase an Arcade License which is

very expensive.
In the Canton (State) of Tichino,

the Italian section of Switzerland,
where Lugano is the chief city, the
operators used to pay 150 Francs
($34.65) per year tax. They formed
an association and, just this year, had
the tax reduced to 60 Francs ($13.86).
Cafe owners pay about 1800 to 2000

Francs for a new pinball ($415.71 to

$461.82) which also includes all taxes
and transportation paid and, many
times, extended time payments over
12 months at 9% bank interest an-
nually. In most cases, cafe owners
will trade in an old game against the
purchase price of the new game.
But it’s a merry, merry whirl and

the ops, cafe owners as well as the
Swiss public all enjoy the great and
thrilling indoor sport of pinball. It is

fast becoming part and parcel of
Swiss tradition.

Win Court Decision

Over Local 531
NEW YORK—On April 12, 1957,

Music Operators of New York, Inc.

together with the Retail Clerks Inter-

national Association AFL-CIO com-

menced an action in the Supreme

Court, New York County, against Lo-

cal 531 of the United Industrial Un-
ions to enjoin alleged unlawful acts

of picketing and intimidation com-
mited by Local 531.

It was charged in the complaint
and the affidavits which were filed for
an injunction that Local 531 of the
United Industrial Unions was organ-
ized by the defendant A1 Cohen for
the purpose of intimidating tavern
owners and other places where coin
operated phonographs were located to
compel these location owners to per-
mit machines to be placed in their

premises owned and operated by cer-

tain individuals. The papers charged
that in many instances representa-
tives of Local 531 would go to the
tavern owner or other location owner
and threaten the tavern owner that
unless he disconnected the juke box
then in his premises his place would
be picketed. The papers in the action
charged that many hundreds of cir-

culars were sent out by Local 531 to

owners of taverns and other places
where juke boxes were located, threat-
ening picketing unless these owners
put in a machine which bore the label

of Local 531.

Music Operators of New York, Inc.

contended that this was not a bona
fide union

;
that the acts of these de-

fendants were illegal and in violation

of the rights of the Music Operators
of New York, Inc. under its collective

bargaining agreement with the Re-
tail Clerks International Association
AFL-CIO.

The case was tried over a period
of several weeks before Supreme
Court Justice Samuel C. Coleman.
Many witnesses were subpoenaed and
appeared and voluminous records
were produced. The Music Operators
of New York, Inc. produced its rec-

ords and its contract with the Retail
Clerks International Association
AFL-CIO. Albert S. Denver, presi-

dent of Music Operators of New
York, Inc., testified as to the relation-

ship between the Association and the
Retail Clerks International Associa-
tion AFL-CIO and the stabilized la-

I bor relationship that existed by virtue
of the collective bargaining agreement
between Music Operators of New
York, Inc. and the Retail Clerks In-

ternational Association AFL-CIO.

Fred A. Ammond, a Vice-President
and Trustee of the Retail Clerks In-

ternational Association AFL-CIO, al-

I

so testified as a witness. The Associa-
tion produced as witnesses many
owners of taverns, bars and grills who
testified as to the threats made by Lo-
cal 531 of the United Industrial Un-
ions. Many employees of the members
of Music Operators of New York, Inc.

also testified as witnesses. The case

took many months of careful prepa-

ration.

The case was finally submitted on
June 10, 1957.

On October 9, 1957, Justice Samuel
C. Coleman of the Supreme Court,

New York County, rendered an opin-

ion awarding judgment to the Music
Operators of New York, Inc. and the

Retail Clerks International Associa-

tion AFL-CIO against Local 531 of

the United Industrial Unions.

Speaking of Local 531 of the United
Industrial Unions, Justice Coleman
wrote as follows:

“It is clear that the defendants do
not constitute a bona-fide union. In-

stead of having the interests of the

employees at heart, they were obvi-

ously concerned with special inter-

ests, with organizing machine box
owners. But in doing so they could

not intimidate owners of bars and
grills, or the Association to which
they belonged, or to attempt by primi-

tive methods to disrupt relations be-

tween the owners of bars and grills,

their association $nd the legitimate

union to which the service men be-

longed with which the owners and
their association had a collective bar-

gaining agreement. There will be

judgment for the plaintiffs against all

defendants except Caggiano. The tes-

timony at best puts him only on the

fringe of the activities of the de-

fendants, the rest is surmise.”

James Caggiano, named as a de-

fendant, was absolved of responsibil-

ity because his direct connection with

the alleged conspiracy was not shown.
Caggiano testified that he was not

connected in any way with Local 531.

A judgment will now be entered

granting an injunction which would
restrain Local 531 and all others act-

ing on concert with it from picketing

and committing other illegal acts.

The judgment will also be entered

against certain operators who benefit-

ed from the illegal acts of Local 531.

Albert S. Denver, president of Mu-
sic Operators of New York, Inc., and
a prime mover in a campaign for

clean unionism, and for the establish-

ment of ethical standards in an im-

portant industry, issued the following

statement

:

“This decision by Justice Coleman
is the most important decision that

has been rendered during the twenty
years of the existence of the Music

Operators of New York, Inc. The de-

cision is indeed a gratifying one to

the Association and the Retail Clerks

International Association AFL-CIO
and all of us who have worked so

patiently and hard over all these

years to establish a clean, honest and
responsible industry.

“Every now and then our industry

has been the victim of undesirable and
irresponsible persons who believed

that this industry is an easy prey

for extortion and intimidation. The
owners of juke boxes have substantial

investments in their business and we
have always felt that it is important

that the standards of this industry

be kept high. It is for that reason

that we brought this action and
fought the important issues in the

Court over a period of many weeks.

Our principles have been vindicated

by this decision.

“Our union relationship with the

Retail Clerks International Associa-

tion AFL-CIO has brought about a
stability which is most desirable and
which, we hope, will continue. As the

result of the collective bargaining
agreement, the employees in our in-

dustry have been receiving wages and
other benefits which are higher than
most other industries.

“We must constantly keep guard
less persons with selfish motives, by
illegal means and by masquerading
under the name of a union, destroy

and intimidate our industry.

“This far-reaching decision by the

Supreme Court places added respon-

sibility upon the Music Operators of

New York, Inc. and the Retail Clerks

International Association AFL-CIO
that we act in a manner which will

continue to earn for us the respect

of the Courts and the public and to

entitle us to the protection of the

equity Courts of this State. We will,

of course, continue to be on guard and

will continue to protect operators and

tavern owners and owners of bars

and grills and other places -where

juke boxes are located from illegal

activities whether these illegal acts

are committed by an organization

masquerading as a union or any other

group. My only personal regret is

that the former attorney for the As-

sociation, Sidney H. Levine, who
worked so conscientiously and dili-

gently in this litigation, did not live

to see the result.

“We congratulate the other attor-

Coleman, J.:

“This is not a labor dispute as the defendants assert it is. On the conti'ary,

it is a controversy that arises from the efforts of individuals acting under th,e

guise of fictitous union, but really in behalf of owners of juke box machines.

These efforts were intended to have owners of bars and grills where juke

box machines had been installed, remove them and replace them by juke box

machines owned by those in whose behalf the individuals were working. The

so-called union had no mechanics or service people who would be prepared

to take over the servicing of the machine; and the methods to obtain “coop-

eration” of the owners of bars and grills by “pulling out the plug” of the

machine already there was a startlingly unconventional manner of obtaining

union contracts with the owners of the machines. If the defendants were

interested in legitimate union activities and in obtaining collective bargaining

agreements with the owners of the machines, there was no call to disrupt

service of the old machines and to demand the installation of others owned

by different people. Union members, no matter to what union they belonged,

could continue to service the machines already in place, no matter who

owned them.

“It is clear that the defendants do not constitute a bona-fide union. Instead

of having the interests of the employees at heart, they were obviously concerned

with special interests, with organizing machine box owners. But in doing so

they could not intimidate owners of bars and grills, or the Association to

which they belonged, or to attempt by primitive methods to disrupt relations

beween the owners of bars and grills, their association and the legitimate

union to which the service men belonged and with which the owners and their

association had a collective bargaining agreement. There will be judgment

for the plaintiffs against all defendants except Caggiano. The testimony at

best puts him only on the fringe of the activities of the defendants, the rest

is surmise.

“School For Mechanics”
3rd Session At Atlas Music

Seeburg Check Chart and Tormat Tester Explained

CHICAGO—Third session of the
“School For Mechanics”, sponsored
by four Chicago phonograph distribu-

tors, was held in the beautiful show-
room of Atlas Music Company, dis-

tributors for Seeburg, on Wednesday
evening, October 9.

22 servicemen representing 12 local

operators were reported very inter-

ested and attentive as they were
shown, on a Seeburg Model “KD-200”,
how to locate electronic troubles
quickly and easily.

The class was conducted by Newell
Bellamy, Seeburg factory sales engi-
neer. He was assisted by Frank Bach,
Atlas’ service manager.
Eddie Ginsburg and Nate Feinstein

of Atlas Music were present thru-
out the evening and acted as hosts.

A good part of the session was
spent in working with a “check and
trouble-shooting chart”, developed by
Seeburg engineers. The chart was
used in conjunction with a simple,
neon light tester called “Tormat
Tester”, which is small enough to
be carried in a pocket.

Using the chart and tester, it was
demonstrated, enables the repairman
to check out the source of the break-
down in a simple step by step pro-
cedure.

Knowing that most of the men
present were experienced in servicing
phonographs, Bellamy skipped basic
fundamentals and went into more ad-
vanced and the finer points of servic-
ing machines.

Fast and accurate repairs on loca-
tion were also explained, including
methods of emergency operation of
the phonograph with one or two com-
ponents removed.

During the latter part of the class,

the phonograph was put out of com-
mission and volunteer “students”
came up to use the chart and tester

to locate the trouble. The men ex-
pressed amazement at how quickly
they could locate the cause of the
“service call”.

A Seeburg check chart and Tormat
Tester were given to every service-

man who attended. Refreshments
were served at 11:00 P. M.

The Iron Curtain

GENEVA, SWITZERLAND, Ac-
cording to reliable sources there are
new juke boxes behind the iron cur-
tain.

New juke boxes were displayed at
Poznan, Poland fair. These were pur-
chased for use in Poland, it is said.

But in view of the fact that Poland
lacks hard currency, the phonos are
shipped with tokens. The player buys
a token from the shopkeeper with
paper currency to operate the phono.

New phonos have also been shipped
to Russia, according to our source.
The majority are located in the clubs
maintained by various embassies for
their nationals. It is also said that
private clubs of the VIP’s of the
Soviet party also have new juke
boxes. These are operated without
coin. A plunger replaces the chute.
But the phonos are metered to record
the number of plays.

It is also reliably stated that many
American disks are featured on these
phonos. The majority of records pro-
grammed, of course, are of Russian
manufacture.

Every so often an order comes thru
for a few more juke boxes. These are
usually picked up at the docks by a
Russian boat.

The fact remains there are new
juke boxes behind the iron curtain
and the Soviet bigwigs are dancing
their Kazatskis to them.
