“Stella By Starlight,” are performed with a
provocative jazz punch by the personnel, which
includes an original “Jazz Messenger” drummer
Art Blakey, and fine trumpeter Bill Hardman.

“DIZZY IN GREECE”—Dizzy Gillespie—Verve
MGV-8017 (1-12" LP)
The disk is representative of the Gillespie jazz

concert in Athens during his State Department
sponsored jazz tour of the Middle East in 1956.

The package runs a refreshing, upswing course
(one exception: “Yesterdays”), with Gillespie’s

trumpet in good humored style, and an excellent

Sampling: Dennis
swings lightly through “There’s A Small Hotel,”
warmly through “Lush Life,” while Norvo and
his sextet breeze through “Sunrise Blues,” and
“Easy On The Eye.”

Miss Polk makes her lightly swinging
and warm rounds with such class material as
Cole Porter’s “Looking At You,” Harold Arlen’s

“When The Sun Comes Out.” and Fats Waller’s

In his analogy of the overseas trends
of records sales, Clark stated that
he was gratified at the universal
acceptance of the ABC-Paramount
product throughout all of Europe, and
had made some “interesting” arrange-
ments for greater representation of
the Am-Par output on the continent,
with world-wide representation a cer-
tainty “within the foreseeable future.”

Clark said, “While I would have
liked to continue a personal survey
of the European and world market,
the press of business convinced me
that I could not make as extensive a
research program as I expected. I

am, nevertheless, completely satisfied

in my own mind that the progress
of the ABC-Paramount label in its

brief two-year span of life has effected
an overwhelming acceptance for our
records everywhere. This convinces
me that we have exercised an unusual
judgment in the matter of recording
such artists and material as to supply
for the greatest demand. I can only
say that I am gratified far beyond my
own expectations.”

Clark also declared that he made
quite a few interesting observations
regarding the record business while
overseas, and was scheduled to hold
his general staff meeting on Monday,
October 28th, to discuss new methods
of sales and merchandising.

KennerTo LogN.Y. BJ’s

NEW YORK—The Kenner System,

a survey and logging firm in the ad-

vertising and public relations busi-

ness, announced last week that it has

entered the record business and will

service record manufacturers, distrib-

utors and publishers with a run-down

of the day-to-day air play of the lead-

ing disk jockeys at New York’s inde-

pendent stations.

Before entering this field, the Ken-

ner System surveyed the New York
record market (which they said ac-

counts for more than ten per cent of

the nation’s gross sales) to determine

which disk jockeys actually sell the

bulk of the pop and rock and roll

disks in New York via their air play.

The logs will be sold,

without any editorial comment, to

subscribers who must be in the rec-

ord business.

The first letter of solicitation, offer-

ing one-day’s logging on a free, trial

basis, went out last week.

Record Industry Association Adopts

Standards For Record Dimensions

NEW YORK — A major step in

the facilitation and standardization
of record manufacturing throughout
the world has been taken by the Rec-
ord Industry Association of America
with the adoption of new Dimensional
Standards for 33% and 45 rpm disks,

according to an announcement issued
by the organization last week.
Prepared and recommended by the

Engineering Committee of the Asso-
ciation, these standards are of pri-

mary importance in the design of re-

cord-playing equipment, facilitating

and assuring international inter-

changeability of disks. The dimen-
sional standards supplement an ear-

lier set of electronic standards, pro-
mulgated by the RIAA in 1954. Since
that time, the RIAA Standard Re-
cording and Reproducing Character-
istic, or “curve,” has become accepted
throughout the world for optimum
play-back equalization. Standard di-

mensions for 78 rpm records have al-

so been previously established by the
Association.
With establishment of these speci-

fications, the Committee has com-
pleted a program for standardizing all

home-type phonograph records cur-

rently in general use
Such dimensions as outside and

center hole diameters, thickness of

playing and label surfaces and record-
ing groove contour are included in

the new standards. Dimensions are

also recommended for such reproduc-
ing equipment as the pickup stylus;

ideal tip radius, angle of stylus and
presssure applied to disk surface in

playing are specified.

Anime Offers Animated Car-

toons of Top Records

NEW YORK — Anime TV-Radio

packagers of New York, is offering

television stations animated cartoons

of top record hits at the moment the

records are at the height of their

national popularity.

Anime offers the television pro-

gram directors two packages. The

stations can purchase the Anime ani-

mation as a weekly 15 minute once

a week program. Or, if they prefer,

the stations can purchase the anima-

tion for two new songs each week.

The songs can be used as five minute

across the board featuring “Top Tune

of the Day”, a fifteen-minute program

of four songs (using two repeats from

the previous week), as “fills”, or as

inserts in regular programs.

The weekly fifteen minute ani-

mated film programs are returned to

Anime by the stations. However, when
the stations purchase the two new
songs a week rather than the pro-

gram, the stations are offered unlim-

ited play of the songs for two years

at no additional cost.

The new Anime process for anima-

tion is the result of five years of ex-

perimentation. The process required

the development of a series of me-

chanical devices which speeds up the

creation of the animation and cuts

the cost by as. much as 75% from the

cost of the standard animation.

The fifteen minute program ani-

mating the top pop records has been

pre-tested in Toronto where, on

CBLT-TV, against three competing

channels, it drew a rating of 44.4%.

Prior to joining Victor, Lieber and
Stoller had been doing free lance
A&R work for many independent
companies, especially those on the
West coast, and were responsible for
many of the hit recordings of the

past few years. Among the big hit

songs they have written are “Hound
Dog,” “Jailhouse Rock,” “Searchin’,”
“Loving You,” “Black Denim Trou-
sers,” “Young Blood,” “Treat Me
Nice,” “Lucky Lips,” and “One Kiss
Led To Another”.

Lieber and Stoller began their writ-
ing careers when they were 17 years
old and later formed their own pub-
lishing company.
Although the boys have signed this

pact with Victor, it is a non-exclusive
contract and the two will continue to

write for and assist in the recording
of such artists as the Clovers, the
Coasters, Linda Hopkins, Ruth Brown
and Young Jesse, artists signed to the
Atlantic and Atco diskeries.

The appointment of Lieber and
Stoler becomes effective November
1st. The two will set up offices at
RCA Victor’s New York home and
will devote one day each week to see-
ing publishers and another day to

auditioning new talent.

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PHILADELPHIA, PA.—A number
of years ago, The Cash Box observed
in this column, that the cigarette

machines featuring some half dozen
brands weren’t sufficient to serve

the public due to the added brands,
King-size, and filter-tip cigarettes be-

ing produced by the tobacco firms,

and recommended that some vendor
manufacturer produce a machine to

handle multiple selections. At the 1957
NAMA Convention held in this city,

several vendor manufacturers dis-

played machines which were capable
of handling the varied brands and
packages now being purchased in

great quantities by the public. Only
these modern, multi-selector cigarette
vending machines can take advantage
of the smoking public. We noted
in this column (October 19 issue) that
the Agriculture Department predicted
that smokers will consume a record
number of cigarettes in 1957. Figures
released last week by the Internal
Revenue Service, reporting on tax
payments for August, said that taxes
were paid on more than 38 billion

smokes. This was some 2.7 billion

more than July, and a half billion

more than August, 1956.

WASHINGTON, D.C. — When the
Interstate Commerce Commission
granted the railroads an increase in
freight rates a few months ago, the
carriers expressed dissatisfaction im-
mediately with the percentage, and
advised they would seek additional
increases. This week A. L. Hammell
of the Railway Express Agency put
in a bid for a 15 per cent increase.

Of course, if gi’anted, shipping costs

CHICAGO— Bill Gersh, publisher
of The Cash Box, returned to his

office this week, after completing a
six week tour of the coin centers of
Europe.

“After a few days of rest and re-

flection on what has occurred in the
booming coinbiz of Europe in 1957”,
reports Gersh, “the thought comes to
mind that, in almost every country
we visited, leading importing-dis-
tributors for U.S. manufacturers be-
lieve that 1958 can be Europe’s
greatest coin machine year, all other
things being equal.

“From one end of the continent to
the other, this side of the iron curtain,
the coinbiz boom has been greater
this year than ever before. Yet, in
almost every case, all believe that
1958 can be Europe’s greatest growth
year as far as coin machines are
concerned.

“Italy, latest country to be affected
by the boom, hasn’t as yet even
scratched the surface of potential
sales. This is partly due to the great
many import problems which face
distributors thruout Italy. If these
were cleared, there is no doubt that
Italy would prove the most outstand-
ing coin machine nation in Europe.

“The Benelux countries (Belgium,
Holland and Luxemburg—with Bel-
gium leading the way) are setting
a fantastic pace for all of Europe.
Games and phonographs received this
year, it is believed, will exceed any
in past years. And as for machines
already on locations, the Benelux
countries lead the way.
“The success attained by the coin-

biz in Western Germany is well known
to all. Here manufacture, as well as
sales and operation, continue to boom.
The growing strength of the Deutsche
Mark is a big factor in the continued
good business being enjoyed by all

in Western Germany. But even with
all these factors, this country is but
one among all enjoying the coinbiz
boom.

“The Scandia countries, Denmark,

Sweden, Norway and Finland, led by
Denmark, are also doing a very fine
business in all types of coin machines—much more than anyone thought
would be the case. Many look to
Scandia to show the way with new
merchandising programs.

“Switzerland is far ahead of its own
former import records. Leaders here
are actually amazed at how the busi-
ness has grown. Of course this free
trade country is also an exporter in
its own right of worthy proportion.
Therefore, many of the machines ship-
ped here, will eventually be found
in other parts of the globe. So busi-
ness booms in Switzerland for more
than one reason.

“There are still a great many prob-
lems and much growing pains facing
Europe’s coin machine industry. For
example, speedy growing Italy would
greatly appreciate U.S. manufacturers
arranging for ‘Service Schools’. The
industry grew so fast here mechanics
just couldn’t be trained at the same
rate. They are badly needed here.
U.S. manufacturers could help in this
education program by arranging
‘Service Schools’. This would help,
in a great part, to continue the pres-
ent boom. It would also insure the
future sales for U.S. exporters.

“All Europe hopes for lower priced
U.S. phonos. German sales of phonos
have grown only because of the price
of U.S. machines. All agree that the
U.S. phonographs are far, far su-
perior, and much more attractive.
But there is such a hunger for music
that the operators and cafe owners
grab what they can get. And they
can get cheap German phonos. A
German phonograph sold to a cafe
owner blocks off a sale for many
months, and even years to come.
That’s why Europe’s music distribs
hope for less costly U.S. phonos.
Furthermore, they know they won’t
have as many service calls from U.S.
phonos.

“Most important to the European
is a closer contact with U.S. manu-
facturers. He would like to be a
personal part of the U.S. manufac-
turers’ organization. He wants to
become better acquainted with the
top executives of each factory he
represents. He would like to have the
U.S. executives visit him in Europe
and become better acquainted with
his organization, his problems and his
plans.

“As Europe faces what it believes
will be its very greatest year in 1958,
it is the sincere hope of coinmen here
that the U.S. manufacturer will come
closer to them thru the ‘International
Coin Machine Export-Import Council’.
Europeans look to this ‘Council’ with
great hope. They feel everyone all

over the world should feel the same.

“And in closing, we would like to
make mention, with all due modesty,
but with great pride, that The Cash

Progress Cited At CIAA

SAM GREENBERG

CHICAGO—This past week’s meet-
ing of the Chicago Independent
Amusement Association in the Sunset
Room of the Congress Hotel on Tues-
day, October 22, revealed that the
association’s goal of full cooperation
and strong support for the future
security of each individual member
has been attained.
Sam Greenberg, president of the

organization, informed the 46 mem-
bers present that the membership of
Chicago’s amusement game operators
is now 99%% complete.
“Our organization”, Greenberg

stated, “is now geared to handle all

problems immediately.. From now on,
all disputes among the membership
will be settled at once.”

He also brought out that CIAA
representatives had met with the
city’s game board panel in an effort

to amend an ordinance in regard to
pro-rating license fees for games pur-
chased after July 1.

This provision, according to Green-
berg, is tied in with the transfer of
licenses from one game to another,
which the association considers of
greater importance.

“It looks good”, he said, “and we
believe that a tremendous amount of

progress has been made thru our
unified action.”

Greenberg announced that 6,445
licenses have been purchased up to

last week of this year, a gain of 4%
over the number of licenses bought
during the entire year in 1956.

“City officials”, he added, “attribute

this gain in revenue to the efforts of

CIAA.”
There was some discussion among

the membership on the problem of

solicitation of locations by part-time
solicitors who do not operate ma-
chines, but who undermine percentage
agreements between established op-

erators and locations.

The membership was assured that

this, as well as other matters, would

be handled promptly, fairly with full

co-operation of the members con-

cerned.

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Manufacture U. S. Equip’t. In Europe?United Ind’l Union Official

Charged With Conspiracy
BROOKLYN, N. Y.—As an after-

math of the Supreme Court decision,

October 9, in which Local 531 of the
United Industrial Union and all others
acting on concert with it were re-

strained “from picketing and commit-
ting other illegal acts.” (The Cash
Box, issue October 19), Assistant DA
Aaron E. Koota, in charge of the
rackets bureau, demanded that Alex
Cohen, a Local 531 official, be held in

$3,500 bail pending trial on an in-

dictment charging- conspiracy to in-

timidate bar owners into using his

juke boxes and those of his friends
by threats of picketing.
Koota charged Thursday, October

24, in County Court that Local 531
of the United Industrial Unions is a
“phony paper local” used only to force
its officials’ juke boxes into lucrative
tavern locations.

Judge Samuel S. Leibowitz released
Cohen when the requested bail was
posted.
According to Koota, Cohen and his

associates obtained a charter for Local
531 and held an organization meeting
in a Manhattan restaurant October 26,

1956. An auto radiator mechanic was
elected president and a pants presser,
secretary-treasurer, Koota noted.

“Neither man had one minute’s ex-
perience in labor union activity”,

Koota said. “The group immediately
began writing tavern owners that they
would have to replace their present
juke boxes or the union would picket
them.” In one case, last March, the
union actually picketed a tavern at 71
Fifth Avenue, Koota charged.

Cohen, if convicted, will face a max-
imum sentence of three years in the
city penitentiary.

NEW YORK—Bill Gersh, publisher
of The Cash Box, while traveling thru-
out Europe, reported from Hamburg,
Germany (story October 12 issue)

that German coinmen expressed the
opinion that it would be to the benefit

of American manufacturers to manu-
facture right in Europe.

Confirming this belief is a state-
ment by Russell Baker, American
lawyer, who stated that American
companies will have to produce more
of their goods in Western Europe in

order to compete effectively in the
common market to be set up next year
by France, Germany, Italy, Nether-
lands, Belgium and Luxembourg. He
stated “products made in the U. S.

for sale in Europe will be put in a
competitively inferior position in

some instances as the six nations re-

duce tariffs on trade among them-
selves and set up uniform tariffs for
imports from other nations.”

Noting that not every U. S. com-
pany now exporting to the area can
afford to set up a plant in Europe,
or would find it advisable to do so,

he suggested:
Greater use of free ports in Europe.

Goods can be shipped in bulk to these
ports and processed and packaged
there for European customers.

Greater stress on shipment of com-
ponent parts for assembly in local

European plants.
More extensive use of licensing ar-

rangements whereby European com-
panies manufacture the U. S. com-
pany’s products.
