The other day a customer was tell-

ing me about the fine music he had
heard during one of Central Park’s
Jazz Festivals. When I asked him
about the acoustics, he answered, “I
didn’t see that group, I came in late.”

Keeping a straight face after a re-
mark l'ke that is not easy but most
record dealers get used to not laugh-
ing in front of a customer. There are
always some gems, however, that
break up even the most solemn sales-
men.
The most common is the simple but

slight variation on the name of the
artist or composer. Such as Victor
Hubert instead of Herbert, Ezio Pizza,
Sigmund Bloomberg, Tennessee Irv-
ing, Sylvania Magnolia and Manny-
vanni can only be topped by a recent
case. A rather plump woman, in her
forties, browsed for about ten minutes,
stepped up to the counter and asked,
“You got something maybe by Irving
Presley ?”

Getting titles mixed up is another
source of smile provokement. Some
classic favorites are, “Auf Wiener-
schnitzel”, “Song of the Vulgar Boat-
men”, “A-River-Decci Rome”, “Cherry
Pink and Apple Eating Time”, “Tails
from the Vienna Woods”, “Long Ago
and Far Rockoway”.
Then there is the customer who

wants to buy a record but has little

if any information. A young lady
insisted on my looking in the catalog
for a non-existing song called, “Three
Little Sheep”. After a long and futile

effort, she mentioned that the words
. . . bah, bah, bah . . . were very
prominent in the lyrics, and might
help me in my search. A few minutes
later she left the record store; a smile
on her face and a Bing Crosby record
of “The Whiffenpoof song” under her
arm. And the gentleman with a very
thick British accent who mumbled
about a song called, “Indications are
that perhaps it’s you” and it turned
out to be “The Finver of Suspicion
Points to You.” Or the girl who was
about to purchase the Fifth Symphony
of Beethoven. She hesitated because
she wasn’t too sure of the theme.
After playing the record a few min-
utes, I asked her, “Does that ring
a bell?” She answered, “Oh the one
with the bell in it—Yes ... I have
that one at home!”

Of course, there is always the type
of customer whose humor startles you.
A nice, old lady wanted a recording
of “Easter Parade” and I played a
Guy Lombardo rendition of it. After
listenin'”, she said it was too sweet.
“Haven’t you got a jazzier version
of it by someone like . . . ah . . .

Lawrence Welk?” And I suppose I’ll

never forget the customer who listen-

ed to a beautiful recording of “Au-
tumn Leaves” and commented, “It
doesn’t quench my thirst.”

That’s the kind you want to kick
out of the' store in the direction of

the nearest orange drink stand.

NEW YORK—The appointment of

Don Genson as Vice President of the

Carlton Record Corporation was an-

nounced last week by Joe Carlton,

President of the new Carlton label,

which begins its formal record re-

leases in January.

Genson joins the Carlton company

after eleven years as West Coast

General Manager of the Leeds, Duch-

ess and Pickwick Music Corporations.

The veteran music man left the Lou

Levy domain just recently to join

Carlton as veepee, in charge of all

West Coast a & r, sales and sales

promotional functions. He will main-

tain an office for the Carlton corpora-

tion on the Coast at 6425 Hollywood

Boulevard and oversee all Western

operations. He will report only to

Carlton, who formed the new label

some two months ago after leaving

the RCA Victor organization.

According to Carlton: “One of Gen-

son’s key functions will be to sign

artists, buy masters, work with dis-

tributors and come up with hits . . .

the whole store. We are thrilled to

have Don with us and know his vast

music business experience will pay

off handsomely. With executive per-

sonnel like this to start, the growth

of our organization is assured, as is

the calibre of future personnel.”

In addition to salary, Carlton said,

Genson has been given a stock option

for an undisclosed amount of common
stock in the company as an incentive.

Genson is a well known music man
on the West Coast whose background
in the business goes back to his days
as a vocalist with the Henry Busse
band. After an army span of over-

seas duty during the last war, he
returned to work for the Lou Levy
organization on the Coast. During
his career he brought into the Levy
catalogs such hits as “It Is No Secret”,

“The Pajama Song,” “Hit And Run
Affair” and many others. He is well

acquainted with most major writers,

disk jockeys, distributors and record-

ing artists on the Coast and through-

out the major markets of the country.

Genson starts his new veepee post

immediately. He is clearing up his

music publishing company affairs,

launched since the time he left the

Lou Levy firms, and will devote his

exclusive services as a “record man”
in line with Carlton’s policy of not

involving the record company in the

music publishing business. Many in-

vestors in the Carlton company are

music publishers which clarifies his

reason for this policy. Carlton main-

tains that his actual reason for the

“no publishing” policy is his own con-

cept that in the long run the record

company does better by not trying

to serve two masters. He feels that

it is more important to attract all

publishers than to scare some away

with a competitive publishing opera-

tion.

Wes Bryan Second Artist

Signed By United Artists

NEW YORK—United Artists Rec-
ords Corp., has signed the new Holly-
wood discovery, Wes Bryan, to a
long-term recording contract, it was
announced last week by Max E.
Youngstein, president.

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Marek’s Address At RCA’s 25 Year Service Dinner

INDIANAPOLIS, IND.—The fol-

lowing is a talk which George R.

Marek, vice-president and general

manager of RCA Victor Record Divi-

sion presented last week at a 25-Year

Service Dinner of RCA employees

held in Indianapolis, Indiana:

It might be well to illustrate the

difference between an ordinary man
celebrating his 25th anniversary and

that extraordinary creature, an RCA
man. Well—a husband and wife were

celebrating their 25th wedding anni-

versary, and in the evening the wife

suggested that they duplicate exactly

what happened on their wedding

night. Since the hero of this story

was a very vigorous man he managed
to comply with his wife’s wishes.

Then, as you may well imagine, he

fell into an exhausted sleep. He woke

from this sleep, looked at the clock

and in great shock realized th^t it was
quarter past nine. He didn’t bother

to shave or eat breakfast—he just

threw on his clothes and rushed down
to the office and slid into the chair

at the desk at about a quarter to ten.

He looked up, and there stood the

boss, glowering at him. So he started

to apologize and he said, “Look, it

was my 25th wedding anniversary and

I am usually punctual and this is the

first time I’ve been late in many a

year, and anyway it’s only three-

quarters of an hour.” So the boss

said, “It isn’t the three-quarters of

an hour I mind, but where were you

Monday and Tuesday?”
The difference between this man

and an RCA man is that the RCA
man would have been there Monday
and Tuesday.

Twenty-five years is a very long

time—and it is a very short time.

Time, we have learned, is as relative

a concept as space. And one of our

great modern writers, Thomas Mann,
has shown us that when our life is

busy, when it is exciting, when we
live to the fullest degree, time seems

long—not short. Long, for it is filled

instead of being a void. Twenty-five

years in RCA must seem a long time

indeed.

When you started to work for RCA,
“John’s Other Wife” was making
John’s real wife jealous five times

a week in 15-minute sequences.

Twenty-five years ago, radio-tele-

phone service was opened between

New York and Mexico City. Lind-

bergh’s child was kidnapped. Amelia
Earhart became the first woman to

make a solo flight across the Atlantic.

Radio City Music Hall opened as the

largest indoor theater in the world.

Book best sellers of the year were
“Life Begins at Forty,” “Mutiny on

the Bounty,” and “The Thin Man.”
Sir Harry Lauder made his twentieth,

positively last farewell tour of Amer-
ica. Walter Winchell started his radio

program. “Face the Music,” “Music

in the Air” and “Gay Divorcee” were

the big musical shows on Broadway.
Among the movies, “Arrowsmith,”

“Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde” and

“Grand Hotel” with Greta Garbo,

John and Lionel Barrymore, Joan
Crawford and Wallace Beery were the

ones they flocked to. The big song of

the year was, characteristically

enough, “Brother Can You Spare a

Dime?” Other song hits were “April

in Paris,” “How Deep Is the Ocean,”

“Let’s Have Another Cup of Coffee,”

“Rise and Shine” and from France,

“Speak to Me of Love.”

There were some disturbances in

Munich, caused by a group of brown-

shirted fanatics. England and Amer-
ica were not unduly alarmed. Great

Britain proposed to cut navies and

armies. Mussolini, however, showed
little interest in a mutual assistance

pact proposed by France. The day of

the proposal was today’s date, 25

years ago.

Times were poor in America. The
“Situation Wanted” section of the

newspaper was thick. In New York
City, landlords were making fantastic

concessions for apartments of all

kinds.

Well, all this seems a long time

ago. But a man who is conscious of

the past—has a historic sense, so to

speak—also thinks of the future. It

is your duty and privilege to think of

the future and you can do so with

a calmer and more experienced brain

than a youngster can. You have many

years ahead of you, years of partici-

pation in a future which, if civiliza-

tion endures (and it will endure), will

become a great deal more exciting

than the past. In short, a 25-year din-

ner ought not to be a funeral for the

soul, but a christening for the mind.

A man who “thinks future” with

the highest lucidity of which human
imagination is capable—with a com-

bination of imagination and practi-

cality—is our own Chairman of the

Board. About a month ago David

Sarnoff predicted that if peace pre-

vails the world will see unparalleled

technological progress, and the driv-

ing force of this progress will be the

business in which we are all engaged

and which harnesses the atom and

the electron to a peaceful use. In

time, he said, it will be possible to

make nuclear power both plentiful

and economical. “In the not-too-dis-

tant future, the atom will supply the

power for most of our ocean-going

ships, our airplanes and even trains

and factories. It will light, heat and

cool houses, and run our television

sets and home appliances.” The energy

of the sun will eventually be har-

nessed to serve man’s economic needs;

this energy reaching the earth in a

single day is equal to that released

by two million wartime atom bombs.

New plastics, ceramics, lubricants and

substances yet unnamed will become

available for industrial use. Man’s

life span will be further extended, his

pi’oductive years increased, by vital

progress in preventive medicine.

Famine will disappear because new

techniques will greatly expand our

food resources. This will free more

and more people from the numbing
pressures of poverty. One of the most

far-reaching of our new technological

developments will be automation,

which will free man from what to me
is the most dispiriting of all diseases,

boredom, and give him broader scope

for the exercise of his highest skills.

Yet General Sarnoff would be the

first to agree that we must not draw

too free-handed a- sketch of Utopia.

We have the right to be optimists,

but not the right to be Pollyannas.

Technological improvements are only

partially effective unless we will learn

how to harness, along with the atom

and the electron, our own hearts and

our own souls. The atom beyond the

atom, if I may so express myself, lies

within us. Perhaps our severest need

is for the development of philosophy.

This is the development which the

non-scientist, the plain citizen, may
work for. Indeed, it is a development

which all of us must take part in, no

matter what specific work we find

ourselves in, no matter whether that

work is on the executive or the factory

level.

An age which has produced a Hitler

has no right to be smug. Great tech-

nological development does not neces-

sarily develop what is even more

precious—that is, the ability to un-

derstand yourself, to conduct yourself

humanly and, by understanding your-

self, to understand other people.

Radio and TV has enabled the peo-

ples of the world to speak to one an-

other and to hear one another. But

has it led to better understanding

between peoples? You answer that.

In the arts, the printing press or

'the Victrola has enabled millions of

people to enjoy the great books or the

great music of the world. But has it

produced great books or great music?

It has not produced great music, not

so far. Indeed, our musical capital

has been put in the bank a hundred

years ago, and it was so rich a sum

that we are still spending it.

And yet I think we should not be

less than optimistic. In spite of plenty

of evidence to the contrary, I believe

that our ethical system is improving,

is making progress, though with many

a back-sliding. The sense of justice,

of fairness, of responsibility toward

the man at the next desk, the next

press, the next house — this sense

which is called ethics, is slowly

crawling from the cocoon of murky

indifference and slimy selfishness. I

am saying this to you because I be-

lieve that anybody who is old enough

to have worked for a firm 25 years is

conscious of the importance of man’s

spiritual development, is interested in

such a development and has the duty

to speak of it to his younger fellow

workers.

What I am saying would be true,

of course, of any organization. Let’s

specifically get down to—or up to, if

you like—the Radio Corporation of

America. In this room are people

from six plants. Do they have any-

thing in common other than the same

letterhead and the same superscrip-

tion on the paycheck? I think they

do, whether they work on Victrolas

or in a recording studio or on tubes.

RCA is engaged in many businesses,

but by and large all those businesses

have the common goal of making man
more civilized, of making life pleas-

anter, of contributing to that devel-

opment which takes man beyond the

sheer necessities into a condition

where he is helped to think, to feel

and to receive communications from

the rest of the world and from the

past. In short, RCA’s business is not

I

a fundamental business, if by that

one means that it is concerned with

the primary necessities of life. It

does not make eggs or milk or shoes

or a roof over your head. RCA’s task

follows immediately after that. It, so

to speak, helps to take man out of

his cave and helps to put him in a

(palace of his own creation. This

process of civilizing man, of making

his life richer, must eventually con-

tribute to man’s ethical development.

Perhaps the development is very slow;

yet it will come. And because we have

this hope, we may find a unique charm

in our business and a unique fascina-

tion. That is the reason why an RCA
man celebrating an anniversary is

likely to show up Monday and Tues-

day. It is obvious that it is also a

difficult business, probably more diffi-

cult than businesses making the

standard commodities, and certainly

a good deal more exciting. It not only

lays claim to all our thinking and our

energies but it demands that we learn

something anew every day because

something changes every day. It de-

mands a flexibility of mind which

would be not so necessary with a

business which for 25 years turns

out the same nails or the same ham-

mer. With all the knowledge of

higher mathematics that some of you

have, you have got to learn to count

afresh every day.

Well, you’ve counted up to 25, and

very successfully. Since I am the M.

C. today, I think it is my privilege

and pleasure to tender you thanks in

the name of RCA—many heartfelt

thanks for all you have contributed

to its growth—and more thanks for

all you will contribute in the future.

For, in Shakespeare’s beautiful words,

“What’s past is prologue.”

“KING” COLE Orchestra conducted by Billy May
Capitol W-903 (1-12" LP)

This is a follow up to Cole’s chart smasher
“Love Is The Thing”, and looks like a sure chart
winner. The artist lends his velvety tones to a
dozen warm numbers aimed at a broken romance.
Some of the songs receiving the smooth Cole
treatment, and the tasteful orchestral accompani-
ment from the Billy May crew are: “The Party’s
Over”, “When Your Lover Has Gone”, “Just One
Of Those Things”, and “The Song Is Ended”.

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Capitol Launches

Record Club On

Test Basis

HOLLYWOOD — Capitol Records

is launching, on a test basis, a new
Capitol Record Club.

Lloyd W. Dunn, Vice President of

Sales and Merchandising, disclosed

that the company is making a test

by direct mail to determine whether

or not a record club for Capitol would

be practical or possible.

“As a major record company, Cap-

itol cannot continue to ignore any suc-

cessful development in the merchan-

dising of recorded music and it would

certainly appear that record clubs

come under that category,” Dunn
said.

In the test mailing piece, Capitol

offers four clubs covering popular

music, classical music, show music

and jazz. Members who sign up for

any of these clubs are obligated to

buy four albums a year and, with

this membership, receive three LP’s

without charge, selected from a list

of 12. After four albums have been

purchased within a year, the mem-
ber receives one free album for every

two he purchases.

The creative and mechanical as-

pects of the Capitol test are being

handled in New York by John Steven-

son, who has operated successful rec-

ord and book clubs for many years.

Dunn indicated that an analysis of

the returns should be completed with-
in the next six weeks and that a de-

cision regarding further plans would
be made before the first of the year.

Dunn reminded that over a year
ago Capitol tested a children’s record
club by direct mail, but added that
the results did not warrant continu-
ing it.

When asked “Assuming that the
major record companies will all have
record clubs going next year, what
will happen to the record dealer?”
Dunn replied, “Needless to say, we
have given the matter considerable
thought because the record dealer is

our lifeline to record buyers and we
believe will continue to be as long
as Capitol is in business.
“Our honest opinion is that if there

are three or more major clubs in op-
eration next year, there will hardly
be a magazine that is not dominated
by record advertising. Tests have
proved that only a small percentage
of people will buy through mail, ir-

respective of what is offered. So it is

reasonable to assume that a great
bulk of the buyers will continue to

patronize the dealer but will be stimu-
lated into more buying through the
deluge of promotion. We have been
told that this has been the experi-

ence of dealers following the advent
of another major record club and we
feel that other clubs would merely
accelerate this buying process.”

Montreal Superior Court

Rules For Pinball Ops
MONTREAL, CANADA—Superior

Court Justice Charles-Edouard Fer-
land granted an action against the
city, brought by Dollard Dansereau,
Q.C., for Parkway Amusement Co.,
Inc., November 6.

He ruled that the by-law, No. 2223,
modified by No. 2229, and the law
authorizing it, had been made null
and void by a new Criminal Code sec-
tion adopted in 1955, which had bar-
red all automatic gambling devices.
The city pleaded that the machines

affected by its by-law were not the
same as those already prohibited by
the Criminal Code. The judge dis-
agreed.

The Criminal Code, as interpreted
by the Quebec Court of Appeals and
the Supreme Court of Canada, ruled
that devices for games “of which the
result was more or less an affair of
chance or hazard,” came under the
terms of the Code.

Judge Ferland decided the ma-
chines, that were studied in another

case, were identical to those which
the city cited in its case.

For this reason he decided to main-
tain the action of the plaintiff (Park-

way Amusement Co., Inc.) against

the city.

There are no

troublesome air hoses or other ex-

terior connections. The hopper in

each individual gun holds about 8,000

rounds of ball-bearing shots. These

are poured in right thru the top of

the gun.

In fact, once shot by the player,

they return to be completely oil wash-

ed, so that they are new in every re-

gard, before they are again dumped
into the individual gun. Everything is

fully automatic. This makes for easy

as well as tremendously simplified

operation.

The guns shoot in three bursts, less

than a half-second to a burst. The
operator can set the gun, on either

5^, 10^, 25 <1 play, to give anywhere
from 130 to 525 shots per coin. The
average method is 150 shots for lO^4

.

And the 150 shots takes just about a

minute to complete. This is probably

the fastest dime ever earned. Yet,

shooting the gun itself, it seems to

take much more than a minute. This

makes for a fascinating operating-

angle in every regard. The targets

are most outstanding and attractive.

There is a velocity control adjustment
to fit whatever depth is required for

the targets. This is one of the most
ingenious developments ever yet seen

for any gun ever manufactured.
There are so many features in this

new “Commando Machine Gun” that

it would take pages to describe them
all. Suffice it to state that this is one

of the truly major, and most ingen-

ious developments, ever seen in the

industry.

There is no doubt that, most in-

teresting to all concerned, is the fact

that the “Commando Machine Gun”
is bound to open a new type operating

era.

For the first
six months of 1957, 20,773 machines were exported for a valu-
ation of $1,106,840. For the entire year of 1956 only 15,362 ma-
chines for a value of $1,858,737 were shipped.

In just about six months of 1957 the amusement machine field
has practically equalled shipments for all of 1956.

Even tho 1956 was considered the most outstanding year for
export of music machines, 24,854 machines for a value of S13,-
741,933 were shipped, already for the first six months of 1957

. there have been 12,269 juke boxes for a valuation of $7,719,447
shipped.

Not only is the music field holding its own, regardless of how
great an export year 1956 was, but, is actually surpassing in total
number as well as in dollar value shipments for the first six months.

The above figures alone give some idea of the importance for
better understanding, closer cooperation and more friendly rela-
tions between exporters and importers worldwide.

It is therefore no surprise that The Cash Box’ “International
Coin Machine Export-Import Council” has shown such great
growth in a period of only three months with membership from
41 nations and all looking with hope to the council to help bring
into being a closer relationship between exporters and importers
internationally.

CHICAGO — The number of coin
operated machines on locations every-
where in the U.S. are believed to be
at a new peak.
Over the past ten years, since the

start of the post war era, hundreds of
machines of every kind and make have
been placed on locations all over the
U.S.
These have been constantly replaced

as the years have gone by with the
result, leaders believe, that there are
today more machines on U.S. loca-
tions than at anytime in all the his-

tory of the industry.
A survey conducted about a year

ago indicated that there are, at this
time, over 575,000 phonos on loca-
tions in the U.S.

It is believed that, in addition to
these, there are far over 1,000,000
games as well as that many and
probably more vendors.
