Imperial Reaches Million

A Month Rate

BEVERLY HILLS—Imperial Rec-
ords, enjoying the biggest volume in
its twelve-year history, sold over a
million records a month in July,
August, September, and October,
bringing the total of million-record-
months to six this year, it was dis-

closed by label president Lew Chudd.
The million-a-month sales have been

on singles only, Chudd added, and LP
and EP figures, still being tabulated,
will boost monthly sales considerably.
Imperial hit its first million-a-month
in February and again in April, and
as a result of heavy ordering last
week, Chudd feels he may reach a
1,500,000 single records sale for No-
vember.

Imperial is currently using seven
pressing plants to meet the demand,
and Chudd is lining up an eighth
which will begin pressing this month.
“My biggest problem now,” says

Chudd, “is turning out enough prod-
uct to meet dealer demand. Business
is good with all manufacturers and
everyone is pushing the plants for
production.”
Chudd also predicts that Imperial

will easily reach its expected goal of

$7,500,000 gross for this year and
feels that if Christmas business holds
up to expectation, the label will hit

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Atlantic Completes Three

Foreign Deals

these areas.
Nesuhi Ertegun, who completed the

deal with Cole, also arranged for dis-

tribution in Cuba and Venezuela
through Musica y Musicos Cubanos,
S.A., Havana. Here also, it was a
long range deal for singles, eps and

lps of the entire Atlantic family.
However, Musica y Musicos Cubanos
will import the records.
Another deal was set-up with Ray

Ventura, Disques Versailles executive
who was in New York last week, for
release of Disques Versailles LPs in

the United States through Atlantic
Records. Disques Versailles, on the
other hand, will release a certain
number of Atlantic LPs in France
and Belgium.

Atlantic has already released three
Disques Versailles LPs here. They
are “Afternoon In Paris”, “Mac-Kac”,
and “Hi Fi Sounds For Young Par-
isiens”. The deal calls for further
Disques Versailles releases in this

country. Sacha Distel, France’s poll

winning guitarist, featured on “After-
noon In Paris” with John Lewis, is

the manager of Disques Versailles.

Dukes Of Dixieland Albums To

Better 250,000 In 1957

NEW YORK—When Sidney Frey,
Audio Fidelity prexy, saw the Dukes
of Dixieland during the winter of
1956 in Las Vegas it was a lucky day
for both Frey and the group.
Frey signed them to Audio Fidelity

and the Dukes hit with their first

three albums for a combined sale of

more than 200,000 copies. The fourth,

Orleans and Chicago. The Dukes of
Dixieland are also great favorites in
Reno, Las Vegas and Columbus, Ohio.
During 1958 they will be seen in

Florida, Milwaukee, Detroit, New
York (for the first time), and many
other cities via one-nighters as well
as location jobs.
Joe Glaser’s Associated Booking

has represented the group since its

inception and Joe Delaney has been
guide and coupsellor for the same
period.

The group consists of two brothers,
Frank and Freddie Assunto, father
Jac Assunto, Jack Mayheu, Stanley
Mendlesohn, Bill Porter and Tommy
Rundell. The Duchess, featured on
Volume Two as Betty Owens, is pri-
vately Mrs. Freddie Assunto.

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New BMI, Inc. Machine Is

Break Thru In Automation

NEW- YORK—A breakthrough in

automation equipment was announced
last week by Charles A. Wall, vice-

president and treasurer of Broadcast
Music, Inc., at a demonstration of a
new input device which, for the first

time, handles both fixed and variable

data. The demonstration was held at
the New York offices of Broadcast
Music, 589 Fifth Avenue. The new
device was developed by Broadcast
Music, in collaboration with its audi-
tors, Ernst & Ernst; and was engi-

neered and built by Taller & Cooper,
Inc., a division of American Elec-

tronics Corp.

Israel Diamond, head of BMI’s per-
formance logging department, said:

“This is a pioneering achievement that
all industry Fas been looking for. No
real automation is possible without
automatic input and, until the BMI
machine was developed, no such equip-
ment has been available. The need and
possibilities of use are endless in in-

dustry: inventory control, purchase
control, production control. At Broad-
cast Music, Inc., we use the machine
to handle a combination of variable
data— (network and local radio and
television performances of music)

—

and fixed data—the titles of BMI com-
positions.”

The machines, described as elec-

tronic punch-tape data processing
equipment, were developed in two
years of design engineering and test-

ing at a cost of more than $100,000.
They will be integrated with other
special BMI equipment on January 1,

1958, and will begin providing quar-
terly statements to writers and pub-
lishers at the end of the second quar-
ter of the year.

Each new punch-tape machine is

deceptively small, about the size of
a desk comptometer or adding ma-
chine, and is mounted on a table
of each machine is tightly packed with
directly under a rotary file. The inside
an assortment of solenoids, transitors
and germanium diodes, plus a maze
of gears and pins.

The new machines replace a now-
outmoded system of tallying perform-
ances via separate punch cards taken
by hand from tub files. Instead, the
operator of the punch-tape device
uses a master card file, inserting
proper cards into the machine with a
minimal amount of physical effort and
movement. Inserting the card in the
sensing unit causes the unit to read
the code number, and simultaneously
punch the paper tape with the song
title code number, at the same time
carrying forward in a visual counter
in the sensing unit the number of
transactions which the operator has
tallied.

The basic sensing machine is con-
nected by a cable to a nearby tape
perforating device. The impulses are
read from the sensing machine trans-
mitted by the cable and a five channel
standard teletype tape is punched.
This tape is processed with the rest of

the information in BMI’s tabulating
machine area. The tape is fed through
an International Business Machine
tape-to-card converter. The tape-to-
card converter punches the code num-
ber from the tape directly into a
standard IBM card. All of the cards
for each individual broadcast station
are sorted by their code numbers and
aligned with the master card contain-
ing all of the alphabetical information
corresponding to that code number.

The same process is followed fox-

all radio and television network oper-
ations. For network purposes, each
unit contains a full three-position
keyboard. By means of this keyboard,
it is possible to select the count for
the number of stations carrying the
program simultaneously.

A special switch sets the unit on
network operations and the unit does
not function until all of the informa-
tion is properly fed in. The network
tape is then fed through the IBM
tape-to-card converter. These cards
follow the same pattern as the local

stations at this point.

Next a collator machine comes into

use and in a single operation, com-
pares two decks of cards against each
other. It selects on code numbers those
which match and eliminates all others.

A subsequent operation reproduces all

of the alphabetic information cover-
ing each title including the name of
song, publisher’s name, writer’s name,
AM local or network, TV local or
network, etc.

A separate calculation is regularly
made for the relationship between the
sample number of stations logged and
the total number on the air each
month, locally. The process is com-
pleted with BMI’s accumulation of all

of the performances for a three-month
period. The results are then calculated
automatically for payment purposes
on an IBM calculating punch, and by
means of high speed electronic sort-

ing machines are arranged in writer
and publisher sequence for statement
tabulations.

The sensing units are mechanically
and electi’ically accurate. A minimal
training period of three months is re
quired to operate them, but the oper
ator spends the greater part of this

time in familiarizing himself with the
thousands of song titles, many of
which are almost identical.

In addition to the machines of Tal-
ler & Cooper, Inc., BMI’s integrated
data processing system includes the
machines built by the commercial con-
trols division of the Friden Calculat-
ing Company, International Business
Machines Corporation and the Acme
Visible Recoi-ds Company. The sys
tem is adaptable to many other ac-
counting functions. It could be used
for point of sale recording for depart-
ment stores, for check processing in

banks, for product control in manu-
facturing and purchase oi’der handling
for business organizations.

The unit (shown above-photo #1)
is housed in two separate cabinets of

hand-rubbed solid hardwood in con-

temporary design.

A forty watt amplifier and a pre-

amp unit combine to deliver 25 undis-

torted watts to the four-speaker

sound system. A pushbutton key-

board control unit, an automatic four

speed changer, plus a diamond stylus

originate the sound.

In the separate speaker cabinet

there is a 15-inch Electrovoice Woofer
with a full one pound magnet to

handle sound in the 20 to 400 cycle

range. A die cast, vertically mounted
horn tweeter and a dual mid range

horn system completes the speaker

ensemble to handle frequencies as

high as 20,000 cycles.

The entire system is mounted in a

completely enclosed airtight cabinet.

Furthermore, the enclosure is padded
inside for non-resonance and the

elimination of undesirable sound ef-

fects.

Controls are in the form of a

Fletcher-Munson keyboai'd, and allow

the obtaining of perfect tone balance

regardless of sound level. An input

jack allows the use of a tape recorder.

The unit includes a built-in AM-
FM tuner which plays through the

unit’s sound system. Record storage

space and dual crossover network
with separate controls on both the

control unit and the speaker enclosure

are included.

The two unit model 15KT25 Hi-Fi

will carry a retail price of $750.00

in solid imperial mahogany and is

also available in solid champagne
mahogany.

Model 3H25, (shown above-photo
#2) is a new smaller table model
that uses a 5 watt amplifier to power
its' three speakers (two 4’s and a
6). The unit includes a four speed
changer, 45 rpm spindle, dual sap-
phire stylus and is built on a more
petite scale to look well in smaller
rooms; brass legs are standard equip-
ment. The unit is priced at $129.95
in solid imperial mahogany and $134.-
95 in oak.

Features and prices of the other
11 phonographs introduced may be
obtained from Motorola representa-
tives.

NEW YORK—Big Records’ new
disk “Hey, Schoolgirl,” features teen-
agers Tom & Jerry, looks as though
it’ll be the label’s first smash record,
according to the label’s vice-presi-
dent, Sid Prosen. Re-orders for the
disk, released November 5th, are re-

ported pouring in from such key cities

as New York, Philadelphia, Chicago,
Detroit, Milwaukee, Memphis, New
Orleans, San Francisco and Los An-
geles.

Tom & Jerry are slated to appear
on American Bandstand (ABC-TV)
on Thanksgiving Day. Several night
time network TV shows are in the
offing.

The disk was released in record
time. Within 48 hours, the record-
ing was made, 50,000 copies (plus

3000 disk jockey promotional disks)
were manufactured and on the way
to distributors. “Hey, Schoolgirl” has
already gone into a second pressing,
reports Prosen.

Prosen discovered the youngsters
—Tom Graph and Jerry Landis—by
accident. The two sixteen-year-olds
were cutting a demo of “Hey, School-

girl,” which they wrote, while Pro-
sen was waiting with another artist

outside the studio. The Big Records’
exec was so impressed with the tune
and the rendition that he offered the
boys a contract with his firm on-the-
spot. In two days, Tom & Jerry had
finished the waxing.
Backed with “Dancin’ Wild,” (also

written by the boys) “Hey School-
girl” has the big beat. Jerry accom-
panies with the guitar on both sides.

Tom & Jerry, who have never sung
professionally before, are both stu-
dents at Forest Hills (N.Y.) High
School. They have been singing and
writing songs together since they
were in the seventh grade. Jerry’s
father is a bass player, frequently a
sideman with Lester Lanin.

Prosen does not want the boys’ ca-
reer to interfere with their school-
ing. He is only accepting week-end
dates and after-school TV assign-
ments for Tom & Jerry, and said that
the policy will continue “right on
through college.” Tom is planning to

go to Princeton, Jerry to Harvard Law
School. They are currently honor stu-

dents at Forest Hills High.

Symphony Orks To Travel

For State Department

NASHVILLE, TENN. — John Y.
Burgess, Manager, Single Records,
RCA Victor, presented guitarist Chet
Atkins with a gold plaque commemo-
rating his 10th Anniversary with the
company. The presentation was made
when Victor officially opened its new
studios in Nashville, Tennessee, the
seat of Country recording and the
third largest recording center in the
nation.

In making the award, Burgess com-
mented on the new studio as being
“the house that Chet built.” Atkins
was recently appointed an Artists &
Repertoire consultant in addition to
his status as a recording artist, and
during the past year has handled the
bulk of Victor hillbilly recording. At
the time of the presentation Burgess
said, “The whole idea of having a
studio of this size and scope is due
to the fact that Victor has an extra-
ordinary talent like Chet to run the
operation.
“We are grateful to Chet not only

for his outstanding performance as
an artist but also for his unique talent
in discovering and developing other
recording artists for the company.”
Chet Atkins was born in Luttrell,

Tennessee, in the Clinch Mountains
about 20 miles north of Knoxville. He
attended various schools in Tennessee
and at 16 began work for the National
Youth Administration to earn enough
money to buy an electric guitar and
sound equipment. After a series of
shows on local radio stations he went
to WSM in 1946 with Red Foley, when
that star of Country singing became
the head man of the Prince Albert
Grand Ole Opry. He is still a regular
on the Opry.
He now devotes his time almost ex-

clusively to making records.

Annual DJ Festival

NASHVILLE, TENN.—The 32nd

Anniversary of Nashville radio sta-

tion WSM and the 6th Annual DJ
Festival last week, had a huge turn-

out of record company executives,

disk personnel and recording artists,

in addition to dee jay representatives
from all across the country and
Canada.

Patsy Cline, the most promising new
female vocalist; Bobby Helms, the
most promising male; and the Everly
Brothers, most promising new vocal
combination.

Bob Burton of BMI presented
awards to song-writers and publishers
and stated that half of the publisher
awards and almost half of the writer

awards went to Tennessee tunesmiths
and pubberies.
A special citation was given to Pee

Wee King and Redd Stewart, com-

BMI hosted a breakfast at
the opry; a luncheon was hosted by
Columbia Records; WSM played host
at a reception and buffet dinner; etc.

At 7:30 on Saturday, the crowd
migrated to the Anniversary per-
formance of the Grand Ole Opry in

the Ryman Auditorium.
At midnight, Roulette Records host-

ed a party.

WSM personnel did an outstanding
job of coordinating and simplifying
the functions.

Sue Fielding, Dee Kilpatrick and
WSM president John DeWitt.

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CHICAGO — About a half dozen

months ago, the nation’s railroads

were granted permission to increase

its freight rates. As we reported in

this column, the railroads weren't

satisfied with the increase permitted,

and immediately petitioned for an-

other increase. This matter has been

under discussion at this time, with
the railroads seeking increased reve-

nue to cover an estimated $185 million.

It is conceded by those in the know,
that an additional increase in rates

will be granted. Still another trans-

portation increase can be expected

—

this by the nation’s truckers. The
International Brotherhood of Team-
sters, under the direction of James
Hoffa, will shortly demand a package
wage increase when a meeting is held

with the tracking industry in this

city in a few weeks. Altho the pres-

ent contract has still three years to

go, one of the reopenable clauses

is wages. These vary as to date in

different parts of the country, but
most are affected Feb. 1, 1958. The
first to expire is Chicago. The Cen-
tral States talks are expected to

establish the pattern for the rest of

the countx-y. All this means that coin-

men can expect their equipment costs

to increase—unless, of course, the

factory or distributor absoi-bs the ad-

ditional freight charges.

WASHINGTON, D.C. — The coin

machine business, like most all other

businesses, in the past number of

months, has suffered a slight decline.

President Eisenhower, in a recent

announcement, has made it plain that

the Administration has reversed its

policy of “tight money” and has re-

turnfed to “easy money” and “deficit

spending” due to the side-wise move-
ment and unemployment. This deci-

sion is interpreted as an administra-

tion policy to be ready to assume the

risk of a revival of the inflation spii-al

to prevent a serious or protracted

depression. The coin machine industry

has a two-fold intei-est in this decision.

A brake on unemployment, and con-

tinued high employment thruout the

nation, provides more patrons with

more money. But if even a slight

inflation results, then those operators

who are still operating on 5tf play

will be in a worse position than ever

before. It is therefore quite obvious,

that no matter what the future brings,

operators must prepare with dime
play—and a better and more practical

commission arrangement — “Dime
Play-Plus”.

Gottlieb Shipping “Falstaff”

NEW YORK—Growth of the U.S.

export business, as indicated by the

above chart, is of outstanding impor-

tance to all engaged in the coin ma-
chine industry. The numbers of

vending machines, amusement games
and music exported during the first

six months of 1957 almost equals the

totals for the full year of 1956.

Dollarwise, the figures for 1957 be-

came even more impressive, especially

when the fact is taken into considera-

tion that there are still six more

months to be added onto the totals.

The 15,362 vending machines ex-

ported in 1956 were valued at $1,858,-

737. For the first six months of 1957

the 15,140 vending machines exported

were valued at $1,106,840.

He also declared: “‘Falstaff’ has
been thoroly tested in all possible
types of locations. Each and every
report has confirmed it as one of
the finest profit producers we have
yet presented to the trade.”

The game features the remarkably
popular rotating targets developed by
the firm. There are fifteen targets,
numbered 1 to 15.

Incorporated with the rotating tar-
gets ate advancing values of 1, 10
and 100. This enables the player to
score up to 100 times the number of
the target when lit.

“For example”, Gottlieb explained,
“if number four target is hit when
the hundred button is lit, the player
scores four hundred, and the value
goes back to one.”

There are two trap holes which
score 10 times the target, or 100
times the target when lit.

Hitting the top rollover when blue
bumpers are on, lights two “10 points
when lit” bumpers or contacts.
Four spin bumpers on the playfield

rotate targets and keep suspense high.
Supplying fast and exciting ball ac-
tion are two super powered flippers,
two cyclonic kickers which score 10
points when lit, and three pop bump-
ers of which two score 10 points
when lit.

A final moment of suspense is pro-
vided by a match feature which
awards a maximum award of 10 re-
plays.

In addition, “Falstaff” includes
such standard Gottlieb features as
slug rejector coin mechanism, de luxe
cabinet, metal door and frame, twin
coin chutes, and is adjustable for 3,
4, or 5-ball play.

How To Use

"The Cash Box Price Lists”

[Also known as the “C. M. I. (Coin Machine
Industry) BLUE BOOK”]

FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear
in the quotation of high and low prices of certain

equipment. Like any true reporter “The Price Lists”

can only feature the market prices as they are
quoted. “The Price Lists” acts exactly the same as

the market quotation board at the Stock Exchange-
posting the prices as they are quoted for the past

week, regardless of how much they may seem to be
out of line. Some prices do not change for months.
“The Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain

the last known quotations for such equipment so

that the subscriber at least has the last known prices

as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely
divergent. Someone on the West Coast may feel a

certain machine worth $150.00 whereas someone on
the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of
course, serial, appearance, demand, territory, quan-
tity, and condition of equipment must be taken into

consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstand-
ing firms, having a reputation for shipping com-
pletely reconditioned machines, will be offered at

higher prices than others, due to the added cost of
reconditioning.) “The Price Lists” reports each quo-
tation exactly as it is made and depends on the sub-
scriber to make average price adjustments to fit the
peculiarities of his territory.

METHOD: “The Price Lists” should be read as
follows: First price listed is lowest price quoted for
the week; Second price listed is highest price
quoted.
