Just a few years ago, in describ-

ing the record distribution business,

the most common phrase used was
“marginal enterprise”. Independent
distributors for the most part were
small business men living almost

literally from hit to hit. Today that

situation has changed.

Independent distributors today

have established substantial enter-

prises, some of which rival the big-

gest businesses in their towns. Not

only are the owners themselves now
men of substance, but the businesses

they run have grown with the entire

record field until they are now

stable enough not to have to depend
on the individual hit.

This change, naturally, has come
about as the record industry has ex-

perienced one of the most phenom-
enal expansions. Gross sales during

the last several years have multi-

plied several times and the number
of record firms has done the same.

Whereas only a short time ago, if a

distributor lost a large recording

company, it might mean serious

hardship or even the end of his busi-

ness, today there are usually several

more companies who want the dis-

tributor to take on his line.

In addition to the increased num-
ber of recording firms, another

factor that has contributed to the

stability of the distribution business

has been the skyrocketing of albums

in the sales picture. It wasn’t too

long ago that besides a few specialty

firms only the major recording com-

panies put out albums while the

independents stuck exclusively to

singles. Therefore the independent

distributor had very few albums in

his lines. Today everyone is issuing

albums, and it is this factor which

has played a great part in changing

independent distribution from a hit

and miss business to one which can

be planned on a long term basis.

As distributors’ enterprises be-

come more substantial, we see them
branching out in different direc-

tions. For instance, it is no longer

unusual to see a chain of distributor-

ships, where before it apparently

was enough just to try to make a go

of it in one city. Also as distributors

have been able to establish lines of

credit, they have been able to take

on new products, either related to

the record field or even completely

separate from it.

In other words, we can no longer

think about independent distribu-

tion as “marginal enterprises”.

Distributors have now become well

established, able to weather the ups

and downs of the hit record, and

they are now playing a more impor-

tant part than ever in keeping the

record business the surging industry

that it is.

G.E. Cuts Needle Prices

AUBURN, N. Y.—Suggested resale
price reductions averaging 18 per cent
on replacement diamond styli for Gen-
eral Electric RPX and VR-II hi-fi car-
tridges (pickups) which went into
effect with shipments February 3, will
reflect new prices to resellers the
company announced today.
Most of the styli affected have had

their suggested resale prices reduced
fi’om $12.25 to $9.95, according to T.
J. Nicholson, sales manager of G-E
audio components in the company’s
Specialty Electronic. Components
Dep>t. here.

Simultaneously, new prices to I'e-

sellers on G-E VR-II cartridges wdll
result in suggested resale price in-
creases averaging six per cent, Nich-
olson said.

Improved diamond processing tech-
niques resulted in the price reductions
to resellers on styli, Nicholson ex-
plained. The cartridge price increase
to resellers results from increased
material and manufacturing costs.
Twelve different types of diamond

styli will be affected by the reductions.
Prices to resellers, and suggested re-
sale prices, on the company’s 11 types
of sapphire styli will remain the same.
The cartridge price changes vary

with individual models. Suggested
resale price on the most popular type,
4G-052, with a one mil diamond stylus
and a three-mil sapphire stylus, goes
up only three per cent from $19.33
to $19.95.

Despite the cai'ti’idge price in-
creases, Nicholson noted that all seven
VR-II models bear lower suggested
resale prices than their RPX-type
predecessors did a year ago.

Then, for example, the RPX-052,
now I’eplaced by the improved 4G-052
VR-II model, carried a suggested I'e-

sale price of $23.57.

Marks Music Issues

Dreakdown of Licenses

For The Year 1957

NEW YORK—With the close of

1957, the Edward B. Marks Music

Corporation did a piece of statistical

research on how many licenses it had
issued to recording companies for
the year.

Among the major record com-
panies and their subsidiaries, 286 se-

lections from the Marks catalog were
recorded in 196 various LP albums.
Ninety other recording companies ac-
counted for 343 selections which were
grooved in 210 albums. As to the
singles, the majors accounted for 54
songs while the indies cut 69. This all

added up to a total of Marks selec-

tions recorded of 752 for the one hun-
dred five different diskeries.

The ten songs that were recorded
most often were the following: Le-
cuona’s “Breeze And I” (Andalucia)
with 30; “Malaguena” by the same
composer with 27; “Poinciana” with
24; The Rodgers and Hart standard,
“Manhattan” with 22; “Banana Boat
Song”, one of the top hits of ’57,

garnered 22, most recordings of which
were singles; “Peanut Vendor”, the

Latin-American rhythm song, with
18; “Song of the Islands”, the Ha-
waiian tune with 17; “Yours” with
16; “Ballin’ The Jack” with 16; and
“What A Diff’rence A Day Made”,
Maria Grever’s hit ballad, with 14.

Other Marks songs with a consider-

able number of recordings for ’57

were: “Jazz Me Blues”, “El Rancho
Grande”, “Amapola”, “Original Dixie-

land One-Step”, “Parade of the
Wooden Soldiers”, “Ida”, “Say ‘Si

Si’ ” and “Cindy, Oh Cindy” the ’56

hit.

Thirty four Somerset distributors
and ninety two rack jobbers were in-
formed by registered mail that they
would lose their distribution rights
immediately if any dealer in their ter-
ritory was found price cutting.
Dave Miller, national sales and pro-

motion manager stated: “We don’t
care if we temporarily lose unit sales.

We feel that we would rather risk
this than eventually be confronted
with the hopeless position of being
squeezed by a few biggies that have
forced our backbone accounts out of
business or into a position of in-

solvency where effective distribution
is impossible.
“We have the faint hope that other

manufacturers will realize this and
act accordingly. It is our contention
that the responsibility lies with the
manufacturer.
“The biggest factor in the ‘under

merchandising’ of records has always
been the lack of retail outlets. If
price cutting continues we will not
only discourage future new dealers,
but will unquestionably eliminate
many of the existing shops.”
The diskery projects a five million

dollar gross for 1958 and is expand-
ing present plan facilities to 30,000
Ip’s daily with complete plating and
compound milling facilities.

Carlton himself plans to cover Chi-
cago, Detroit, Cincinnati and Cleve-
land, while Production Manager Mil-
dred Howard has been recruited to act
as a temporary exploiter on the record
while she makes a factory-inspection
trip to Indianapolis and to the Scran-
ton, Pennsylvania areas. Meanwhile,
Carlton field manager Ruth Clenott
will tackle the entire New England
area under Diamond’s direction, while
Pearl Rotfeld will visit Washington,
Baltimore and Virginia.
As a special sales-incentive gim-

mick for the Margulis “Gigi” record,

Joe Carlton has wired each salesman
working for .his distributors an offer

to pay one cent a record bonus for

each Carlton record of “Gigi” they
sell.

NEW YORK—Elliot Wexler, presi-

dent of the $1.49 Moon Record Com-
pany, which to date has produced

about a dozen kiddie LP’s, last week

announced that he had purchased the

assets of the Rexford Record Corpo-

ration. Rexford is best known for

its Records Of Knowledge series, a

childrens’ LP series.

Rexford spent between $75,000 and

$100,000 on recordings prior to going

into bankruptcy. Wexler estimates

that he has purchased enough mate-

rial for sixteen different LP’s which
he plans to retail at $1.49 each.

He will issue two or three LP’s a

month beginning in late March or

early April. These Rexford pressings

were formerly available only in sin-

gle form.

‘The Cash Box’ is Asked to Again

Survey Trade to Obtain Correct Figure

CHICAGO^—There is a general be-

lief current that the automatic music

field has lost anywhere from 25,000

to 50,000 locations since business went

into its recessive period beginning last

Fall of 1957.
Leaders point to the fact that many

small businesses have closed their

doors and that, in addition, bankrupt-
cies have continued at a heavy rate.

Many claim that large numbers of

taverns, considered the best locations
for automatic music, have closed
throughout the nation.

“It is our belief,” stated one leader
here, “that anywhere from 25,000 to

50.000 locations have been lost to the
automatic music field.

“This is attributed to the closing
down of many small businesses all

over the country.
“The figures which have shown up

in this regard, since Fall of 1957, that
is, businesses which have closed their
doors due to bankruptcies and other
such matters, would easily bring down
the active number of phonographs on
locations to around 550,000 or even
lower than that, to possibly 525,000.”

This is, naturally, a matter of con-
cern to many in the field. There is

no doubt that, if all the old prewar ma-
chines, which are still on locations
were removed, the fignre would go
even lower. Possibly 75,000 to 100,-
000 very old models are still on loca-
tions in the United States.
But what is most important is the

fact that loss of locations, especially
25.000 to 50,000, would cut sales and
hurt business generally throughout
the music field.

This, in itself, has caused great
concern among many of the leaders in

the automatic music industry. After
all, as some of these men point out,

the operators who have had to pull

such machines and now have them in

their warehouses, will first place these
machines as new locations arise be-
fore purchasing new models.

In view of this, certain distribu-
tors are again urging this publica-
tion to intensify its drive to get all the
old, wornout, screechy, scratchy, pre-
war phonos taken off location.

These should be replaced with brand
new phonos which will, without any
doubt, pick up the take while, at the
same time, win great approval of lo-

cation owners and patrons and bring
into being finer understanding of the
industry due to better tone, beautiful
music.

In the meantime, leaders have sug-
gested that The Cash Box once again
survey the field and try, if at all pos-
sible, to bring about some definite fig-

ure as to the number of phonos now
on locations in the United States.

It was over a year ago when The
Cash Box suiweyed the field. At the
time it was believed by one and all

that the figure then extant, 500,000
phonos on locations, would be in-

creased to 600,000, or even more.
The final facts that showed up after

compilation of all results was that
there were approximately 575,000
phonos on locations.

Since then, of course, the recessive
business period struck and the bank-
ruptcies reported indicated that many
locations were being lost to the music
field all over the country.

“It just proves,” said Sam Lewis,
“that, regardless of general economic
conditions, a hit game is still tops
with everyone and answers any and
all problems for all manufacturers.

“I believe,” Lewis continued, “that
the operators who are now purchasing
‘Ten Strike’ and ‘Ten Pins’ will profit

from these machines for many, many
months to come.
“They will also find that their trade-

in value will remain very, very high
for a long time to come,” he concluded.

Charges For New Disks

RICHMOND, KY.—K. A. Cormney
of this city has found a way to help
boost his profits from his phonos.

“I have found that some location
owners,” he reports, “will go along on
this plan.

“It helps me out to the extent of
approximately $1.50 per location each
week.

“This is money that I take from the
cash box before dividing the balance
of the collection. This is the charge
for the new records that are placed
on the machine each week. I then give
the old records that are removed to the
location owner.

“This, it seems, gives him some-
thing in return for his record <:ost,

or at least that’s how he feels. Be-
cause of this the location owners are,

usually, very happy. Even if we put
on five new records we give the five

we removed to the storekeeper.”

GRAND RAPIDS, MICH. — Intro-

ductory showings of four new AMI
Model “I” juke boxes begin this week

at a number of AMI distributorships.

All four models, it is said, feature

identical cabinets in a new and dra-

matic design. AMI has made use of

luxurious color combinations, con-

trolled indirect lighting and lavish use

of gleaming chrome and copper ac-

cents to attract patron interest and

play.

The new AMI line includes 200 and

120 selection models with dual push-

button selection systems; a 100-selec-

tion model with manually operated

selector systems; and a new manual

200-selection machine. The latter juke

box carries the lowest price tag of

any new full-size automatic phono-

graph on the market, it is claimed,

even though it is identical in cabinet-

ry and apointments with other new

“I” models. The price is said to be

comparable with that of 120-selection

machines of past years.

Should the operator subsequently

want to convert his manually oper-

ated “I-200M” (for manual) to a fully

automatic dual-button selector “1-200”,

a kit of essential parts is available

with which to make the change.

Modern, smart design distinguishes

the new model “I” series, from its

sculptured chrome moldings which

frame the top crown of patterned

glass down to a gleaming, sturdy,

stainless steel kick plate. Flowing

curves and planes of the cabinet are

set off by interiors that are color

coordinated with exteriors in a choice

of turquoise and black or warm pink

and black. A novel use of indirect

lighting points up every play-promot-
|

ing feature of the “I” line, to make
each of the models stand out for at-

tention wherever placed in the loca-

tion.

The distinctive, eye-appeal styling of

all “I” models is enhanced by a mas-

sive, all-chrome midsection trim from
which a soft glow of colored light-

ing shimmers across the bright metal

lower grille and up through trans-

lucent selector panel areas. Tiny pin-

points of vari-hued lights beam out

from the chromed front trim panel to

add a festive, play-inviting touch of

color. Adjacent spear-styled translu-

cent ornaments provide a three-di-

mensional effect that complements the

dramatic copper and chrome escutch-

eon which stands out in bold relief on

the lower grille. The cantilevered mid-

section trim terminates at the sides of

the cabinet in graceful sweeps of

highly polished chrome that surround

an embossed AMI medallion set

against ornamented black and tur-

quoise side panels. In addition to its

many design- advances, the model “I”

line incorporates a number of new
features to speed service and improve

accessibility.

Likely to gain widespread operator

approval is the new location of the

slug rejector which has its own door.

It is located at the side of the cabi-

net and can be snapped in and out

easily for inspection without opening

any other service doors. Keeping title

strips and records in easy order is fa-

cilitated with the new title-rack as-

sembly which pivots on two top-

mounted hinges. It may be unlatched

to swing down into horizontal posi-

tion when the front door is opened.

Individual title racks, as before, snap

out for quick changing at or away
from the juke box to allow pre-pro-

gramming of an entire segment of

tunes to minimize service time in the

location.

Four individual hand-holds at the

back of the cabinet and full-length

hand-hold across the front simplify

loading and moving operations.

The AMI model “I” line features

esssentially the same play-proven rec-

ord changer that has previously won
operator acclaim for its speed, sim-

plicity and trouble-free performance.

The entire mechanism is mounted on
slides and glides out at chair height

through a large back cabinet door

where it may be rotated 180 degrees

for full-circle accessibility. The high
output 25-watt amplifier is mounted
on a pull-out shelf and can be re-

moved from the cabinet and turned

completely over for inspection and
service without having to disconnect

wires.

Most operating components of the

model “I” feature plug-in or terminal-

strip connections, allowing complete

units to be attached or removed with-

out soldering. Should these units ever

need servicing that cannot conveni-

ently be done at the juke box, a re-

placement assembly is easily substi-

tuted to insure uninterrupted service

while the original unit is repaired or

adjusted. Crediting changes of an al-

most infinite variety of combinations

are conveniently made on a terminal

strip with a screwdriver instead of a

soldering iron. A large cash box with

provision for double locks is mounted
on the side of the cabinet so collectors

Tells Why He Sells Locations

PEORIA, ILL.—J. E. Blake, oper-

ator in this city, writes The Cash Box

in answer to “Direct Sales Increase,”

which appeared in the February 8

issue, putting the blame for this prac-

tice right at the doorsteps of the

operators themselves.

“I have been in this business for a

good many years” stated Blake, “and

the main reason locations buy their

own music boxes is because of the

lazy, big mouth operator.

“There are over 1,000 old music

boxes in Chicago that should be burn-

ed, not next week, but now—today.

“In the past year I have sold a few
music boxes to locations, and this year
expect to sell more, some in Chicago.

“It’s a disgrace to the industry to

see Wurlitzer 1015, 1100 etc., AMI A,

B, C machines, and all the other clunk-
ers on location at 10^, 3 plays for a
quarter. And some folk wonder why
business is lousy. You could run a
double spread in The Cash Box and
tell the operators of America to get
the ‘lead out’ and buy some new equip-

ment to replace the old. As long as

their old machines stay on location,

the more will be sold to locations, and

I shall keep that along much as

possible.

“About 50% of the poor locations

are poor because they have a music
box that is from 5 to 8 years old. How
can you expect any one to drop a coin

in a dirty old broken music box with
a bum needle pushed back in some
corner.

“Your magazine is the ‘Bible’ of the

industry and a good many of the

operators in America better start to

reading the ‘Bible’ before it is too late.

“And, another thing, the factories

should stop making conversion kits

for the old machines.

“Last, but not least, I feel a man
in business has the right to run it his

way as long as it is his money. More
people are buying more records to

take home and play them on their

own recorders. Why? The honeymoon
is over and it looks like a few oper-
ators are going to have to go to work,
or get out business. It is just that
simple!”
