Now that the March sales figures

are in, it turns out that the recession,

as far as the record industry is con-

cerned, has been highly overrated.

There has been only one month in

which sales have fallen behind the

similar period of last year and that

is February. January was spectacu-

larly ahead of Januar) 1957 and

March was slightly ahead of last

year. What the recession means to

the record industry, it seems, is that

the rate of increase has been slowed

a bit but not the increase itself.

From the figures of the first three

months of this year, it is quite clear

that sales reached their low in Feb-

ruary and are now slowly rising

again. We may confidently expect

them to go steadily up now and it is

fairly certain that when all the fig-

ures are in, 1958, for the record

industry, will have proven to be

another pace setting year.

Many people are naturally asking

why the record business should have

been relatively immune to the reces-

sion. We think the answer can be

found in many areas. First of all,

as retail sales have been proving in

many different lines, the recession

is not so much one of a stoppage of

spending on the part of the public

as it is a curtailment of production.

The general buying public, even

many of those who find themselves

temporarily unemployed, seem to

have reserves of savings on which

they are continuing to live in their

accustomed maner. And since very

few really believe that their unem-
ployment will be prolonged, there

doesn’t seem to be any great fear

that their savings will run out.

This attitude has been reflected

most favorably in record sales main-

ly because so large a portion of those

sales are consummated by young-

sters. The last thing that parents,

even unemployed parents, want to

do is have their economic problems
reflected upon their children. There-

fore, as far as it has been possible,

youngsters’ incomes have been rela-

tively stable. Their allowances are

the last item to be cut and their part-

time jobs are the last ones to feel the

pinch. They have therefore con-

tinued to be almost unaffected by
the recession even in many instances

where their parents have been. And
with their continuing income, the

price of a record that to them, is very

often a necessity and not a luxury

has not been a very difficult item to

negotiate.

We can see therefore why the

recession, as far as the record busi-

ness is concerned, is hardly a worri-

some matter. Naturally we have felt

it a bit. But it would have to get

considerably worse for it to be really

meaningful for us. And since all

signs point to the fact that we have

already passed the bottom and are

now on the upswing, we can con-

fidently look forward to the con-

tinually rising grosses which our
industry has enjoyed for the past

several years.

NEW YORK—Steve Sholes, Chief
of Popular Artists and Repertoire at

RCA Victor, announced that the com-
pany is readying another “gold” disk

for Elvis Presley—his 16th in a little

over two years of recording.

Presley’s latest hit, “Wear My Ring

Around Your Neck,” not only repre-

sents his 16th million-seller but also

his 16th consecutive gold disk, a feat

never accomplished by any other re-

cording artist at any time. ,

Presley was brought to RCA Vic-

tor slightly over two years ago by the

company’s recording director, Steve

Sholes. Under Sholes’ direction, he

has skyrocketed into an unequaled phe-

nomenon in the field of phonograph

records in addition to his success in

movies and on television.

RCA Victor has currently released

an LP titled “Elvis’ Golden Records,”

which is an album containing 14 of

the singer’s 16 million sellers.

“It is our intention to produce for

commercial sale in the near future

a so-called non-compatible, stereopho-

nic disk which will contain every ele-

ment necessary for full stereophonic

effect. This stereophonic disk will

not in any way affect our monaural

catalog which is, and will continue

to be, the world’s largest “LP” cata-

log.

“Our point of view has always been

that the introduction of the stereo-

phonic disk is merely a refinement,

not a revolution, in the realm of

‘LP’ recording. Various methods for

reproducing stereophonically have

been developed, and others are still in

the laboratory stage. The Columbia

full stereophonic disk will conform to

the technical standards adopted by

both the record and phonograph in-

dustries.

“We have no doubt that in time any

existing technical problems will be

solved. For example, CBS laborato-

ries recently demonstrated a brilliant

technical breakthrough in the achieve-

ment of a compatible stereophonic

disk. It should be borne in mind that

stereophonic effect is by no means an

absolute quality’ with rigidly speci-

fied characteristics. Much remains

to be investigated in the area of artis-

tic taste and public acceptance.”

The play-off period will last for

two weeks and golf clubs all over the

United States will be available to

members at a minimum cost. Every-
one will qualify in one of four

(A-B-C-D) handicap categories. Fol-

lowing the qualifying weeks the area

competition will continue right

through the summer. Areas will be

determined by the number and loca-

tion of entrants. The area winners

in each category will participate in

regional playoffs. The eventual win-

ners of North, South, East and West
in the four categories (sixteen in all)

will then shoot the final rounds in a

two day tournament at Shawnee-On-
Delaware Country Club in Shawnee,

Pennsylvania sometime in late Sep-

tember.

The sixteen semi-finalists will be

flown to Shawnee all expenses paid

as guests of DISC.

Twenty-five percent of all member-
ship dues are automatically set aside

for the annual scholarship awards.

Last year almost $500.00 was placed

in this special fund. Publicity chair-

man Austin stated that with the

revenue anticipated for this year

there should be a sufficient amount of

money to award the first scholarship.

Austin stated that DISC offers a

unique opportunity to cement friendly

relations between people in all phases

of the business. “This chance for all

of us to relax together in an atmo-
sphere of cheerful competition pro-

vides special benefits almost as im-

portant to us as the scholarship

awards will be in putting our best

foot forward to the American public.”

To Sue Or Not To

Sue-That Is The

Question

NEW YORK, April 18th—Hot ire
turned to irony this week up at Carl- j

ton Records with prexy Joe Carlton
and his attorney staring at their
record of “That Crazy Feeling” by
Kenny Rogers the First, and wonder-
ing whether “to sue or not to sue”.

Last week, Carlton had served
notice on Epic Records that the lat-

ter’s new release of a “Crazy Feel-
j

ing” disk by Roy Hamilton (not the
same song) might prove to be an act

of unfair competition and that dam-
ages might result. Epic replied that
the company was licensed by Hill and
Range Music and Carlton should pur-
sue its complaint with the music pub-
lisher.

Now Carlton had to secure the co-
operation of the publisher of his own
version of “That Crazy Feeling”. The
publisher is the Longhorn Music Com-
pany of Houston, Texas. After in-

volved phone calls and explanations,
this co-operation was forthcoming
and Carlton prepared to launch an
action against Hill & Range. Carlton
was to contend that while a song title

could not be copyrighted, the release

in the same marketing period of a
different song with a close similarity

of title should be deemed an act of

unfair competition.
What might have been a unique

test for litigation took on an ironic

twist later this week, however, when
the Kenny Rogers record of That
Crazy Feeling took a strong upward
turn in sales. The Rogers record this

week hyped into the number 54 best-
selling spot on The Cash Box Top 60
Best Sellers chart. Also, according to

Carlton, the record broke open in

Pittsburgh, Cleveland and New York,
with sales of 5000 in Pittsburgh re-

ported for the week and over 4000 _

each in Cleveland and New York. The
record originally started in Texas and
for several weeks has been the num-
ber one best seller in Houston.

So Carlton now faces a dilemma . . .

how can you sue for damages when
the issue of complaint may prove in

practice to be a boon rather than a
bane. As Carlton explains, he now
is not sure whether to call on Jean
Aberbach, head of Hill and Range
Music, and thank him for helping the
original record of “That Crazy Feel-
ing” or to proceed with his original
complaint that the confusion in title

was unfair and badly timed. Carlton
says obviously he is not interested in
merely proving a point of precedent
via costly litigation.

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Little Chance Seen For Passage

Of Smathers Bill

WASHINGTON, D. C. — The
Smathers bill has little if any chance
of passage. That was the general con-
census of opinion in Washington last

week as the hearings were recessed
until next month.

Numerous Senators said, off-the-

record, that the hearings had not
demonstrated that the public interest
had been injured because broad-
casters also had interests in music
publishing firms, recording firms or
licensing enterprises.

One Senator stated that the bill

would have “tough* sledding”.

The hearings will continue May 6th,
with opponents of the proposal con-
tinuing their testimony. Proponents
testified last month.

At Tuesday’s session of the hear-
ings Sydney M. Kaye, board chairman
of Broadcast Music, Inc., refuted the
testimony of the proponents. Kaye
presented a thorough rebuttal of the
testimony of the various proponents
of the bill who spoke last month. The
lengthy report refuted the statements
of almost all of the individuals, one by
one, who addressed the committee on
behalf of the bill. Western star Gene
Autry, who owns Challenge Records
and is in the publishing business too,
read a statement hailing BMI for its

backing of country music and rock ’n‘

roll. “Never has the public interest
been as well served as it is at the
present time,” he said.

Harrison Kerr, composer and
dean of the College of Fine Arts at
the University of Oklahoma, said that
passage of the bill would “do a great
disservice to our musical culture and
potential.” Kerr expressed the belief
that the position of all serious com-
posers had improved materially since

BMI was formed. Kerr said that if

the bill were passed, ASCAP would
again have a monopoly as a licensing

agency such as it had prior to 1940.

Others testifying against the bill

on Tuesday were Milton Miller, owner
of WADK, Newport, R.I., and presi-

dent of the Rhode Island Broadcasters
Assn.; James L. Howe, president of
the Florida Association of Broad-
casters; and Ben Strouse, president of

WWDC, Washington.
Wednesday’s hearings saw Gov.

Frank G. Clement (Tennessee) hail

hilbilly music as the “heartbeat of
America.” Clement said that BMI had
given writers and publishers of

country music an opportunity denied

by ASCAP making it possible for

Nashville to become “one of the ma-
jor music capitals of the world.” The
Governor said enactment of the bill

would end the competitive situation

that had brought a $50-million a year
industry to his state.

Eddy Arnold, Victor’s famous song-

ster, also a songwriter and publisher,

said he had never been pressured to

use certain songs on his radio or TV
shows.

Pee Wee King said that he “knows
from experience that there is no foun-
dation for the claims that broad-
casters or recording companies are
dictating the kind of music that per-

formers will do and that the public

will hear.” Numerous radio station

executives rounded out the day’s tes-

timony calling the Smathers Bill de-

structive of a healthy competitive
system. They repeatedly declared that
they selected the music they used on
their station on the basis of merit
and audience appeal.

Among the opponents of the bill

who spoke on Thursday were Jane

Pickens, Sammy Kaye and Jimmie
Davis. All denounced as nonsense al-

legation by proponents of the bill

that broadcasters tended to discrim-

inate against music licensed by AS-
CAP. Miss Pickens read a letter writ-

ten by Dinah Shore who said the

songs she selected were chosen with
the aim of pleasing the greatest num-
ber of people. Similar points were
made by Mahlon Merrick, musical di-

rector of the Jack Benny show and
by Benny thru a letter placed in the

record. Maria Ellington Cole read a

letter written by her husband Nat
‘King” Cole expressing surprise at

the allegations of discrimination.

The public decides program content
—was the major point of the testi-

mony of Eddie Gallaher, WTOP disk

jockey in Washington. Sam C. Phil-

lips, owner of WHER in Memphis and
president of the Sun and Sam Phil-

lips Int. record firms denounced the
bill as discriminatory as did Ray
Bloch, an ASCAP composer.

There would be commercials.

Channel 6: WERE feature presen-
tations. Here the station would carry
its prize features—theatrical, film,
sporting or musical. This channel
would operate only during the top
evening hours.

Channel 4 would also be available
j

to Cleveland theatrical, musical and
nationality groups. It would be a ha- !

ven for network programs not avail- I

jable on the three free channels.

Channel 7 : WERE-AM would du-
plicate radio WERE, making WERE
radio available to video viewers.
Channel 9: WERE sports. Here

would be all Cleveland Indians games
away from home, horse racing, bowl-
ing, basketball, prize fighting and
whatever else is available.

Channel 10: WERE Hi-Fi Music.

The Council’s pro-

gram will stress seven basic reasons

for confidence in America’s future:

1) More people. U.S. population has

doubled in the last 50 years; 2) More
jobs. There are 15 million more jobs

than in 1939; 3) More income. Family
income after taxes is at a record high
of $5300 and is expected to pass

$7000 by 1975; 4) More production.

U.S. output doubles every 20 years;

5) More savings. Personal savings
are a record $300 billion; 6) More
research. An outlay of $10 billion a
year will pay off in more jobs, better
living and new industries; and 7)

More needs. The U.S. needs $500
billion worth of schools, hospitals,

highways, homes and heavy equip-

ment.

NEW YORK—Even tho the major-

ity of people are concerned with their

immediate problems, there are indi-

viduals and firms making big plans

for the future. One of these is C. L.

Johnson, vice president, engineering

and research, Lockheed Aircraft Cor-

poration.

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Letter Detailing

Problems Goes To

United Music Ops

Of Michigan

DETROIT, MICH. — Roy Small,

public relations counsel, United Music
Operators of Michigan, this city, ad-

vises that every music operator in the

Detroit metropolitan area has been
sent a letter detailing some of their

problems and plans to combat them.

Included with the letter was a post-

card asking “Will you support the

United Music Operators of Michigan

in solving the following problems?”

Small asked that a “yes” or “no”

answer be designated on the post-

card so that the organization can

take concerned action. The problems

listed are: “1) Bringing about a more

equitable Personal Property valuation,

most particularly as to depreciation;

2) The question of a change in the

Licensing Ordinance; 3) Curtailing

distributors direct solicitation of loca-

tions; 4) Exposing distributors who
encourage new operators to start in

business without finances. Uniting

our forces to stop this unethical prac-

tice; 5) Continue to uphold the good

reputation of music operators and be

prepared to protect your good name.”

Small’s letter to operators detailed

the above five points as follows:

“(1) The arbitrary Personal Prop-

erty Tax values claimed by the Asses-

sors can be combatted by public hear-

ings before the City Council. Definite

steps must be taken as soon as possi-

ble to eliminate exhorbitant taxation

of music operators personal property

next year.

“(2) Public Relations Counsel re-

ported on his meeting with Lt.

Schwartz of the City of Detroit Li-

cense Bureau. The Board of Asses-

sors, through the Licensing Bureau,

are trying to obtain complete location

lists of each operator and a proposal

has been made to change the licensing-

ordinance. The proposed ordinance

would require an identification, fur-

nished by the Detroit Police Depart-

ment License Bureau, for each ma-
chine and would entail an additional

license fee. A machine moved would

require a new identification. Public

Relations Counsel asked the members
to express their wishes on this pro-

posal so he can px-esent their views

at future meetings with city officials.

“(3-4) To curb grievances, sugges-

tion was made to print literature and

distribute same at location. Tony
Siracuse urged members to adopt this

idea as A similar idea had been suc-

cessfully used in the past. Moved by

Harry Noi'ton that printed literature

be distributed, telling the facts of

any cii’cumstance that is detrimental

to members, including trouble with

Distributors and Manufacturers. Sec-

onded by Lou Ambrosine, passed

unanimously.

“(5) It is necessary to continually

protect your good name. Recent pub-

licity, attributed to statements made
by Chief Counsel, Robert F. Kennedy
of the Senate Labor-Management
Investigating Committee, has been

detx-imental to all music opex-ators.

Detrimental statements and publicity

should be challenged regardless of the

source.”

"The Cash Box Price Lists”

[Also known as the “C. M. I. (Coin Machine

Industry) BLUE BOOK**]

FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear
in the quotation of high and low prices of certain

equipment. Like any true reporter “The Price Lists”

can only feature the market prices as they are

quoted. “The Price Lists” arts exactly the same as

the market quotation board at the Stock Exchange

—

posting the prices as they are quoted for the past

week, regardless of how much they may seem to be
out of line. Some prices do not change for months.
“The Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain

the last known quotations for such equipment so

that the subscriber at least has the last known prices

as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely
divergent. Someone on the West Coast may feel a
certain machine worth $150.00 whereas someone on
the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of
course, serial, appearance, demand, territory, quan-
tity, and condition of equipment must be taken into

consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstand-

ing firms, having a reputation for shipping com-
pletely reconditioned machines, will be offered at

higher prices than others, due to the added cost of

reconditioning.) “The Price Lists” reports each quo-
tation exactly as it is made and depends on the sub-

scriber to make average price adjustments to fit the
peculiarities of his territory.

METHOD: “The Price Lists” should be read as

follows: First price listed is lowest price quoted for

the week; Second price listed is highest price
quoted.
