CHARTS
Charts are very funny things.

Some people swear hy them; some people swear a^

them.

They may be the bane of one person’s existence ; they

may be a boon to another.

Those whose records are on them, usually love them

;

those whose records are not, often hate them.

Then the situation changes, and suddenly those who
knocked them are busy defending them while those whc

thought they were great find they have become mon^

sters.

And here we are in the middle.

There are some basic simple truths about The Cash

Box charts which everyone in the industry should|j

understand.

First of all: THEY REPRESENT WHAT IS HAP
PENING IN OUR INDUSTRY. It may not be what you

would like to see. It may not even be what you think is

happening. But the difference between what an indi-

vidual thinks is happening through his own limited

knowledge, and what an organization, geared to dis-

cover what is happening throughout the entire country,

reveals is very often startling—and not always welcome

news.

For they are

revealing to you the actualities of our world, not the

guess work. They are constructed right here in The
Cash Box offices under carefully controlled methods by

people who are gp^ding their lives in the music busi

ness and know how to compile scientifically the reports

that come in from every single area in the country.

The proof of their reliability has been the fantastic!

spread of their use among radio stations, juke box oper-*

ators, retail stores, distributors, one stop operators and

practically every other creator, seller and manufacturer

of the music this nation listens to. Literally not a day

goes by that we do not receive some message of con-

gratulations for the accuracy of our charts and the part

they play in our industry.

The Cash Box charts are designed to help our indus-

try as a whole and therefore every single person in it.

It seems to us therefore that the intelligent approach to

the charts is to use the information they give to deter

mine your business course of action rather than waste

time and energy in bemoaning reality.
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STEREO AND HIGH FIDELITY

The Challenge And The Promise For The Fntnn

by SIDNEY FREY, President, Audio Fidelity, Inc.

One of Audio Fidelity’s new proj-

ects is the STEIIEODISC*. I want to

say something about this — not be-

cause we’re the company that pio-

neered and introduced the first com-
mercial stereophonic disk—but be-

cause there’s another more important
reason and it’s particularly important
to you ops.

Look at high fidelity. You ops rec-

ognized that the high fidelity idea

was something you could merchandise
and you did a good job with it. May-
be it’s a little hard to nail down just

how many more plays resulted from
the improved sound on the nation’s

boxes. Let’s just say there would have
been fewer plays if you didn’t oifer

hi-fi sound. I’m sure you’ll say I’m
being conservative.

Yes, high fidelity for a long time
will be an idea with a lot of cold

cash value to all of us. But let’s not
rest on our woofers and tweeters and
count our profits. There’s a higher
fidelity and it’s called stereonhonic
sound. It’s been breaking out all over
ever since Audio Fidelity produced the
first STEREODISC. Everybody’s
jumping into it. It’s getting plenty
of attention right now from people
who want the last word in recorded
sound in their homes. By next fall,

it will be getting the biggest pro-
motional push this industry has ever
seen.

You think I’m exaggerating? Lis-
ten to this. One maior manufacturer
(Magnavox) has already introduced
a stereophonic phonograph line. So

have several smaller manufacturers.

It’s also been reported that RCA Vic-

tor, Admiral and several other big

name brands are getting their stereo

phonograph lines ready for introduc-

tion to the trade this summer. In the

fall, you’ll be hearing so much about

stereo phonographs that you’ll forget

they ever made any other kind

By now, you have every right to

say “so what?” Okay. If you’re still

with me, here’s the point I want to

make. I believe that stereophonic

disks are particularly suited to the

nation’s juke boxes. I think that, like

high fidelity, stereo records offer

operators something tremendously

dramatic to merchandise.

A lot of the music bought on Amer-
ica’s juke boxes today are “impulse”

buys. People see the box, fish for a

dime or a quarter and plug it in. This

doesn’t say much, I know, for the

kind of music v/e’ve been producing
lately. And when they listen, it is

only with pai’t of their attention.

What’s this got to do with stereo

disks? -lust this. When you play a

stereophonic disk you really hear it.

You can’t help hearing it. It’s like

having the band in the same room
with you. It commands the listener’s

attention. I want to repeat that, ste-

reo disks enable you to command the
listener’s attention. Will this mean
more juke box plays? Of course it

will.

Stereo disks also offer something
new and different. A good stereo ef-

fect is novel and interesting. It places
the juke box in a completely differ-

ent light. Now, the juke box is an
instrument for reproducing music.
Stereophony makes it an instrument
for reproducing sound for sound’s
sake.

On our Audio Fidelity Stereodiscs,
for instance, we have “Railroad
Sounds—Steam and Diesel”. When
you hear these on ordinary mon-
aural equipment, they’re a gasser.
The sound has an emotional impact
on the listener. Listen to them on
Stereodisc and you can actually hear
the train move from one direction
to another. . . . and on out the wall
of the room.

This movement factor is a real
novelty. And people react to it very
positively. Let me give you an ex-
ample. On Saturday, April 26th, my
firm rented Town Hall in New York
City to give a series of public dem-
onstrations of high fidelity and our
Stereodisc. We played our top mon-
aural repertory and it was well re-
ceived. When we followed that by
playing a Stereodisc, the audience

applauded it. Imagine that—a bunch
of astute people sitting in an audi-

ence applauding the playing of a

phonograph record! But that’s how
strong their reaction was.

Now, I’d like to ask you to use your

imagination. If a fancy audience in

Town Hall will applaud recorded

sound, can you imagine what would
happen in our taverns, sweet shops,

luncheonettes and other locations you
service. Maybe I’m way off base, but

I think you ops can sell sound for

sound’s sake, gimmicks, crazy effects.

That’s one angle. But we’re still

in the business of making music. On
our Stereodiscs, music never had it

so good. You ops are interested in

repeated play of top songs. We man-
ufacturers are interested in repeated

sales of a particular kind of a prod-

uct. And anybody who thinks gener-

ating sales is easy . . . well . . . they

haven’t been in this business too long.

Stereodiscs fall into our long range
plan of generating sales. The Audio
Fidelity line has always used the

phrase — “a study in high fidelity

sound” — on the album cover. Stereo-
discs are one more aspect of this high
fidelity sound program.
Take our “Dukes of Dixieland” rec-

ords, for instance. Monaurally, they’ve
been repeatedly best sellers. They’ve
been on the best seller charts for
months. Call it pride, call it what
you will—those cotton-pickin’ Dukes
are just too much! You can’t fight

sales records and this group has it.

The boys are great musicians. And
their musicianship is enhanced by our
Audio Fidelity sound. The bass is

right in there. The cymbals have a
shimmer. The snares are crisp. Lis-
tening to them is an aural experience
and I guarantee that if you program
music like this on your boxes, the take
will be directly proportional to the
value of that experience to the lis-

tener.

On Stereodiscs the Dukes are again
a real listening experience. Only
on Stereodiscs, you can place the
various instruments geographically.
If the drums were recorded on the
right hand side, that’s the way the
listener hears them. If the trumpet
is on the left . . . that’s the way it

sounds.
A while back, I talked about the

heavy promotion the stereo phono-
graph is going to get in the fall. Well,
you don’t have to wait until fall to

find out how the public takes to it. I

can tell you that ten per cent of my
sales in March were on Stereodiscs.
Does that seem like a small percent-
age? It isn’t when you consider that
there aren’t too many phonographs
in the home that can play it.

And that raises another point.

What’s involved in producing a stereo
juke box? Not much. Most of the
existing juke boxes produce a pretty
high quality sound. Most of them are
multi-speaker units. All you have to

add to them is a stereo cartridge and
another amplifier. I’m assuming
they already have two speakers. That
stereo cartridge, by the way, is com-
patible. By compatible, I mean it will

play ordinary records as well as the

stereo kind. In fact, the ordinary

records will sound better than they

do with existing cartridges.

There is one thing that is pretty

critical in making a stereo installa-

turers of juke boxes will able to si
plify the installation procedures b;

providing those rules for operators.
There is one thing that everyo:

has to be careful of. And by eve:
body, I mean ops, distributors ai^

Since the introductioi
of Stereodiscs, there have been a b

The trouble is tha
people might run into imitations b
fore they hear the real thing. Ster«
might get a bad name this way.
The burden is on the buyer. An

we can only hope that the buyer vd
get to hear the real thing. Nobod
can stop the schlock manufacture!
from turning out a product and label
ing it good. But, by the same token
the unscrupulous manufacturer is a
the mercy of the buyer. People r
ognize quality when they hear it arii

that’s what they buy.
At Audio Fidelity we feel we main

tain a high standard. The customei
in the final analysis, is the judge
whether or not we hit that standar(
As I said before, we’ve a lot of blac
ink in our ledgers to prove how we’f
doing. We feel we’re hitting a high
standard. And we’re determined
maintain the highest standards m
high fidelity.

In summary, here are a few thing’
we should bear in mind:

1. We can’t predict what turn bus:

ness will take and we can’t estima
to what degree business will increas

2. We have to take advantage of

every new development that offers U!

new opportunities to merchandise.

3. One such development was higl

fidelity. It’s still strong. It still offe:

opportunities to create strong emi

tional reactions in the listener. We’v
only begun to exploit it.

4. The new Stereodiscs also offe

tion in one of your locations. This is

the placement of the speakers. A lot

of care has to be taken to see that

the stero effect is equally strong in

all parts of the room. Every location

will be different. But, by observing

a few simple rules, the installation

can be made without any difficulty.

I have no doubt that the manufac-

new listening experiences, new merj

chandising opportunities.

Thinkinglf

A top record executive said to us the other day, “I

have a gasser of a record in the can hut I can’t decide

whether to release it now or not. I might he losing a

hit hy putting out a record of this calibre when business

is off.”

It seems to us that while at first glance such thinking

might appear to have validity to some, in the long run

and in terms of the best interests of the record business,"

that is just about the utmost in destructive thinking.

What is more obvious than the axiom, that if business

is bad, you must try harder than ever. It is in off periods

that every company has to put forth its greatest efforts.

It certainly isn’t a period in which to coast. In a suc-

cessful industry, there is no time in which coasting is

justified. But if there ever is a time when it can be

tried, it is in boom periods, when sales may be easier

to achieve; certainly not in times of recession.

The theory behind holding back on records now is

that a hit disk will not sell as many copies under current

economic conditions as it would in better times. Well

there are many ways that question can be approached.

We’re certain for instance that the top records in The

Cash Box lists this week are still going to go over a

million, recession or not. It would take a very rash man
to say that in better times they would do considerably'

more than that. Moreover, even if it were so, that the

top potential of any particular record would be more

under better economic conditions, who is wise enough

to take the gamble on when conditions will be that ideal

and whether at that time records cut for today’s market

will still have the same potential.

It seems to us that from a practical point of view,

the risk of holding up a record is far greater than the
}

risk of releasing it now. i

There is reaUy only one course of action for us in

the record business—and, as a matter of fact, for people ,

in all businesses today—and that is to do the most you

can, even more than you might think possible; to pro-

duce the best you can, even better than you might think

you’re capable of ; and to try as hard as you can, harder

than you’ve ever tried before. That is the way we can

not only hold our own—or even do better—despite the

economic situation, but that is the way we will be able

to come out of this recession in short time, in good

form, and in a stronger position than we\e ever been

in before.

On the theory that a person’s physical assets can bA
depleted as fast—or possibly faster—than oil wells?

Senator Thye of Minnesota has introduced a bill to

permit athletes to deduct depletion allowances from

their taxes just as owners of oil wells are permitted

to do now.
I

We agree with Senator Thye. Our only reservation!

is that he doesn’t go far enough. I

It’s about time that Congress took up the problenrt

of the performer in every area of the entertainmentj

world who may make a great deal of money one year

and pay a huge income tax while the following year is

likely to be bone dry.

Entertainment people occupy a peculiar place in our

economy. We often read of tremendous incomes for

the top few and are likely to assume that such incomes

are the norm. Obviously they are not. The average

performer—^because of the nature of his work—prob-

ably makes less than the average factory worker until

he receives a large measure of recognition. There is

very little of the in-between ground for a performer.

You either make it big and make a lot of money or

you don’t and virtually starve or get out of the business.

The problem is that even if you do make it, in most

cases the number of years in which it is possible to earn

a large income is highly limited. This is due to the

changing tastes of the public’ and very often to the

changing physical aspects of the performer. A per-

former—male or female—at twenty-five has a very

different appeal than at forty. While his appeal at

twenty-five may meet with a great deal of public

acceptance, his appeal at forty can be another thing I

again.
\

It seems only fair therefore, that because of the

peculiar nature of the business of performing, because
,

it is in most cases a very short career, because physical

appeal on which performers must very often depend

is a fading thing, that they be given at least as much
consideration as owners of oil wells are given.

Congress should see to it that a performer who
makes a success by entertaining the public should be

able to preserve some of his assets for the time when,

through no fault of his own but through the very
|

nature of our changing bodies, he is no longer able

to convey the appeal on which so many performing

careers depend.

The Changing Natun

Of The Publishing

Business!

If someone who was in the music publishing bust^i

ness in the thirties, forties or even early fifties left it

and came back to it today, he would find that it was very dif-

ferent from what he remembered it. !

Needless to say, an obvious change is the difference in the!

nature of plugs. Whereas formerly the live plug from the)

dance band or performer was the most important thing, today

(and for some years back) everything depends on the record.
|

Without a record there can be no hit. And unfortunately even

with a record, there are too few hits.

But particularly has the nature of a hit changed. Formerly

if you had a hit ballad, you could expect to sell sheet music

way up into the hundreds of thousands. Today despite all

the efforts of the publishers, even the top ballads seldom

reach the hundred and fifty thousand mark. As an example

it would probably surprise everyone in the trade to know how

little sheet music one of the longest lasting ballads in the Top

60 this year actually sold.

Another aspect of the changing nature of the publishing

business is the fact that a publisher today no longer engages t

in just one enterprise. First of all he usually has both a BMI

and ASCAP firm to handle different sets of writers. In addi^

tion his time is spent not only in trying to find material and i

get it recorded, but very often you will see a publisher en-

gaged in subsidiary enterprises that help to expose his songs,

such as managing artists and cutting masters which he then

sells to a larger firm. So vital has this aspect of the business

become that in our charts today some of the top hits are rec-

ords that were cut by publishers and then sold.

This development on the part of publishers has been

aided by the advent of Rock and Roll, for this movement,

which is essentially a teenage type of music, does not require

a professional approach as we used to think of it. There is

no slickness or smoothness in Rock and Roll. It is an ex-

pression of teenage emotion. Therefore very often, the less

professional it appears to be, the more attractive it is to its

audience. And so whereas formerly to get a good sounding

record, you had to gather a group of skilled musicians, a top

arranger, and an experienced singer, today that is no longer

necessary. A publisher can go into a tiny studio with the

author usually singing his own song accompanied either by

himself or a small group, and come out with a side which,

while it might not measure up to mature musical standards,

nevertheless has the appeal to sell—and sell in large quan-

tity—to the teenage market.

And so a publisher today has widened his area of activity

considerably. His experience has to be wider. He has to

know more about entertainment in general. He has to have

even greater intuition than he needed before. And his alti-

tude has to remain constantly youthful to keep pace Tvith

the teenage audience which is buying his product.

It’s an acknowledged fact that teenagers buy a great many
of the pop records produced in this country. And as the rec-

ord industry has come to realize the potency of this teenage

market and to cater to it, sales of records have expanded be-

yond all expectations, and indications point to an even

brighter future.

It is obvious, for instance, from the age of the audiences

that it attracts that the entire Rock and Roll movement, which

is today the dominant force in the pop record field is almost

exclusively devoted to teenagers. It provides a beat to which

teenagers in particular enjoy dancing and the lyrics of most

of the songs with that beat are aimed at subjects which have

meaning to the teenage level. Yet despite the fact that Rock
and Roll has been limited for the most part to this age group,

record sales in general have continued to mount, indicating

that today the teenage market is so important in the entire

pop single picture, that this age level alone is capable of in-

creasing sales.

It is not hard to understand this when we examine some
of the figures available to us. Statistics reveal that teenagers’

earnings and allowances last year amounted to over nine bil-

lion dollars. The average U.S. teenager is reported to have

either from earnings or allowances or both $10.55 a week.

He or she saves $4.05 of this and spends the other $6.50.

And if you want to lok ahead, the sixteen million teenagers

will increase to twenty-four million by 1965, and their income

will then be fourteen billions.

For the record industry, this is an extremely encouraging

picture. As teenagers increase in numbers and their income

goes up, it can only mean that they will purchase more and

more of the records to which they are so attracted.

It means also that the record industry in general will

have to keep paying special attention to teenagers’ needs.

This age group is buying records in large quantities today be-

cause the record firms are producing records which are in

many ways specifically designed for them. But we must never

lose sight of the fact that tastes change and that what a teen-

ager likes today, he may not necessarily like next month. We
must constantly be on the lookout therefore for indications

of taste changes and hints of new likes and dislikes.

Fortunately, the record industry has shown itself to be

attuned to the needs of the public of all ages, able to adjust

to changing conditions and desires and to meet the needs of

the day. We are certain that the industry will be able to meet

the challenge of an increasing teenage population and pro-

vide the kind of music wanted by that age group in order for

them to enjoy the records they want and in order for the rec-

ord industry to go on to new heights of prosperity.

JAZZ FOR

JUKE BOXESli

Until very recently, the one way in which jazz has heen]

sold to the public as far as records are concerned has been :]

through LPs. The reasons for this are clear. First of all, jazz
|

is such a specialized field that there may not be an audience
j

large enough to warrant issuing single jazz records. And sec^j

ond of all, in the jazz medium individual numbers sometimesj;

run to such lengths that they couldn’t realistically be put on^l

singles.

However an interesting development is taking place today|

which may be bringing about a considerable change in the
^

merchandising of jazz records. It started when some of the
jj

i' ILPs were broken down into EPs and sold to the public in that

form. Now as EPs, they became attractive to juke box oper-

ators who either had locations which catered to that type of

music or who felt that jazz should at least be represented onf!]

their increased capacity machines. But thbse who tried the

jazz EPs were usually sorely disappointed, for the length of

the numbers was a difficult problem. It wasn’t unusual, foi^^

instance, to find a particular passage which ran six minutes

or more, which made the record unfeasible from any com-

mercial point of view.

Yet it seemed to record company officials that if there

was a potential juke box market for their jazz catalogue, then

there should be some way that jazz material could be made
suitable for such use.

And now they have found the way. In the last several

months company after company has been going through its

jazz catalogue, culling the most likely material, and then edit-

ing it. In many cases numbers have been cut considerably

with whole passages being taken out. Sometimes, they have

even been cut in half or more. Yet they have kept the feel-

ing of the number and the spirit of what was being recorded.'

In this way some of the great jazz recordings, which ordinarily

could never be heard outside of LPs, are now being mad^
available to the public through the nation’s juke boxes. K

What’s more, this development indicates that there may^
|

be an entirely new approach to the recording of jazz from

now on. Not that jazz artists will be restricted in any way.

But numbers will now probably be done with an eye to using

parts of the work for more commercial outlets.
'

All this bodes well for jazz. For if the general public can

become more familiar with the jazz idiom through the juke^|

boxes of the nation, it means that greater audiences will bej^i

developed for jazz LPs and the mushrooming jazz concert

field.

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The Distributor
Comes OfAge!

Just a few years ago, in describing the record distri-

bution business, the most common phrase used was

“marginal enterprise”. Independent distributors for

the most part were small business men living almost

literally from hit to hit. Today that situation has

changed.

Independent distributors today have established sub-

stantial enterprises, some of which rival the biggest

businesses in their towns. Not only are the owners them-

selves now men of substance, but the businesses they

run have grown with the entire record field until they

are now stable enough not to have to depend on the

individual hit.

This change, naturally, has come about as the record

industry has experienced one of the most phenomenal

expansions. Gross sales during the last several years

have multiplied several times and the number of record

firms has done the same. Whereas only a short time

ago, if a distributor lost a large recording company, it

might mean serious hardship or even the end of his

business, today there are usually several more com-

panies who want the distributor to take on his line.

In addition to the increased number of recording
|

firms, another factor that has contributed to the stability

of the distribution business has been the skyrocketing

of albums in the sales picture. It wasn’t too long ago

that besides a few specialty firms only the major record-

ing companies put out albums while the independents

stuck exclusively to singles. Therefore the independent

distributor had very few albums in his lines. Today

everyone is issuing albums, and it is this factor which

has played a great part in changing independent dis-

tribution from a hit and miss business to one which can

be planned on a long term basis.

As distributors’ enterprises become more substan-

tial, we see them branching out in different directions.

For instance, it is no longer unusual to see a chain of

distributorships, where before it apparently was enough

just to try to make a go of it in one city. Also as dis-

tributors have been able to establish lines of credit,

they have been able to take on new products, either

related to the record field or even completely separate

from it.

In other words, we can no longer think about inde-

pendent distribution as “marginal enterprises”. Dis-

tributors have now become well established, able to

weather the ups and downs of the hit record, and they

are now playing a more important part than ever in

in keeping the record business the surging industry

that it is.

BOOTLEGGING!
For years the record industry has been plagued with the

problem of bootlegging. It is estimated in some quarters that

several record firms are losing as much as 25% of their gross |

business because their label and product are literally being stolen.

And yet no one has bothered to come up with an effective answer.

If ever there was a project for the Record Industry Association
,

of America, as spokesman for the record business, to work on,
‘

we would think this is it. Here obviously is an industry-wide
,

problem which by the farthest stretch of the imagination cannot

be termed controversial. Here obviously is a project which every-

one who manufactures records should be in accord with—the

attempt to keep the record manufacturer’s product from being

put out on the market without his consent and without any income

being realized by him.

Why then no action? Mostly because record executives, even .

through their own organization, are not in contact with each other.

For instance the problem of bootlegging is obviously an interstate <

matter. Yet no one is dealing with it on a national basis. Each ,

state has a different law referring to the problem, i.e. when there

is a law at all. In many states there is simply no statute at all by :

which the bootlegger of records can be prosecuted and even in i

states where there is some sort of legislation, prosecution is in

most cases practically impossible because of the ineffectiveness

of the law. Furthermore, if we continue to deal with the problem

state by state, nothing is ever going to be accomplished.

It seems clear therefore that the only logical way to deal with

bootlegging is through federal legislation.

I
Now how is federal legislation achieved ? One obvious way is

through a lobby. Almost every industry in the nation is represented
'

in Washington by experienced personnel who know how to present

the problems of that industry to Congress in an effective manner. ^

Why shouldn’t the record industry, which has the major problem
,

of trying to keep its product from being stolen, also be represented
j

in Washington?

The cost ? It is infinitesimal compared to the amount lost each
^

year in bootlegging. Wouldn’t it make sense for every record firm <

to accept an appropriation in proportion to its RIAA dues to
^

create an effective lobby in order to achieve this obviously neces-

sary legislation which is the only way by which the product of the

record industry can be protected?

i

Now that the gross sale of records is no longer a minor matter,

now that stealing even a small percentage of the total gross can

amount to millions of dollars, doesn’t it make sense to spend a '

fraction of that amount to achieve legal protection?

The answer is obvious.

It’s time for the RIAA to act—and to act with vigor. And if it|
I

doesn’t then let the record company officials, who make up that

organization, stop complaining about bootlegging and simply '

accept the fact that nothing is going to be done because they arej

unwilling to act in concert to prevent their product from being!

stolen from under their noses.

MASTERS!
Almost everyone in the record business today is busily

engaged in finding masters which are making noise. A few

years ago, A&R men used to look for artists or material

Those pursuits apparently now have become secondary. Firs*

of all because today’s hit artists rarely repeat and second of al

because material has become less important than sound.

The entire nature of A&R work is in a flux because the

classical understanding of that job no longer holds. It is

today literally impossible for one man to run all A&R as he

could only a short time ago. Today the hits are coming from
areas which mature, adult -^ people have very little contact

with. They are coming from the emotions of teenagers. The
songs are very often being written by the teenagers them-

selves, expressing their thoughts about the world in their

own language and manner. - ^id more often than not

these very same teenagers are performing on the record.

It has become apparent also that even where contemporary

material is recognized by A&R men, polished artists who per

form the songs are not able to bring to it the basic emotional

impact that the teenager who wrote it felt.

It is because this process is being recognized more and

more by record firms of all sizes that the race is now so

strong to find masters which are already getting some re-

sponse and could better be exploited by firms with nation-

wide distribution and promotional set-ups.

This whole movement, if it continues, is bound to lead

to profound changes in the record business. In addition to

the standard type of A&R work it seems to us that we Willi

be moving more and more into the type of arrangement that

Hollywood has today found expedient, i.e. the independent

producership. While in a sense the buying of masters ap-

proaches this procedure, it is still not being done on an or-

ganized official basis. It won’t be long now when every rec-

ord company will have an A&R man who in turn oversees

1

a large group of independent producers, who work nonM
exclusively and turn out a specified number of sides either^

with artists who are signed to the record company or with _

artists whom these producers own themselves. In other words

the function of the record company organization in many
cases may be what the function of the top Hollywood organ!

zations are now—to finance the production and then dis^

tribute it.

As the record business expands at a rapid pace and seeks

more and more outlets and larger numbers of customers, wS
are bound to experience many revisions in our standar(| ^

procedures. Organizational arrangements which made sense

when we were a $100,000,000 business may no longer bd

valid in a $500,000,000 business. Only if we keep our niinds_

open to the needs for change and accept M’hat current con-

ditions demand can we expect to keep our industry in the

phenomenal state of expansion which it has experienced in

the last several years.

BennyGoodman Leaves For Diplomatic'

Mission At Drusseis Worid’s Fair

NEW YORK—Benny Goodman and
his Orchestra left for Europe last

week to begin a pied piper swing
around the continent as America’s
popular music diplomat, leading up to

his May 25-31 week at the Brussels
World’s Fair, as the first live presen-
tation in the American Performing
Arts Program.
Goodman’s week of concerts at the

Fair, presented and produced as a
public seiwice by the Westinghouse
Broadcasting Company, will be a full

one for “Ambassador” Goodman and
company, including nightly perform-
ances of jazz at the American
Theatre; a classical concert in which
Goodman will play a Mozart clarinet
concerto with the Belgian National
Orchestra; special broadcasts pro-
duced by WBC for Eurovision, Voice
of America and Radio Belgium; the
recording of a Columbia LP and radio
and television program material for
use on the WBC stations. With sing-
ing discovery Ethel Ennis and blues
singer veteran Jimmy Rushing, Good-
man and band, (including trio and
sextet) left for Europe on Thursday
and Friday. A May 5 date in Stock-
holm will launch the jazz diplomat’s
one-nighter tour of European cities,

stirring up European jazz enthusiasts
for' the Brussels World’s Fair and
America’s participation in it.

Arriving in Brussels on the eve of
their Fair engagement, Benny Good-
man and company will be feted at a
reception by the United States State
Department and Westinghouse Broad-
casting Co. officials, European diplo-
mats, municipal dignitaries and inter-
national musicians. The following
night, Sunday, May 25, the Goodman
aggregation takes the stage opening
with Benny Goodman’s familiar theme
“Let’s Dance” and promising the
famous Goodman offering “Sing, Sing,
Sing” introduced twenty years ago
at the legendary Carnegie Hall Con-
cert. This first week-long live presen-
tation of Goodman in the American
Theatre follows the three week run
of the film, “South Pacific.”

Goodman, who coincidentally cele-

brates his 49th birthday during the
Brussels engagements, will celebrate
with the people of Brussels in the
form of a special open-air jazz con-
cert Saturday night. May 31, in the
centuries-old Grand- Palace.
Europeans and Americans, who can-

not attend the Fair or the concerts
in the American Theatre, can hear
and see Goodman’s jazz in three spe-
cial broadcasts on Eurovision (net-
worked European television) Voice
of America, Belgian radio, six hour-
long radio programs to be aired by
Westinghouse Broadcasting Com-
pany’s six radio stations: WBZ, Bos-
ton; KDKA, Pittsburgh; KEX, Port-
land, Oregon; WOWO, Fort Wayne,

Indiana; KYW, Cleveland; WIND,
Chicago ' and a half-hour video film

titled, “Benny In Brussels”, to be
presented on the five WBC television

stations: WBZ-TV, Boston; KDKA-
TV, Pittsburgh; KYW-TV, Cleveland;
WJZ-TV, Baltimore ;KPIX, San Fran-
cisco. WBC plans to air these pro-
grams on a New York outlet. Colum-
bia Records will also issue a special

LP, which will be released shortly
after the WBC entry closes at the
Fair.
“The Benny Goodman concerts for i

the U.S. State Department were in-

spired by Westinghouse Broadcasting
Company’s wish to strengthen Ameri-
can attractions at the Fair”, said
WBC President, Donald H. McGannon
“We are fortunate and excited in hav-
ing Goodman as our nation’s musical
diplomat in Brussels, contributing one
of our nation’s top cultural exports,
the best of American jazz. Goodman’s
presentation of popular music will

extend its great force for good will

abroad and lend a dimension to Fair
activities in which the Russians can-
not compete,” McGannon further
stated.

Considerable interest has been ex- -

pressed in the two singing soloists.

One is a new discovery by the King
of Swing. The other has long been
famous in the jazz world.

Ethel Ennis has been singing since

she was fifteen. Gradually, she work-
ed her way up through club and
theatre engagements until she caught
the attention of Capitol records,

Benny Goodman heard of her when
his friend Popsie Randolph took the
cover photograph of her first album,
“Change of Scenery.”

Jimmy Rushing, one of the few
authentic blues singers, is known to

jazz lovers around the world. Begin
ning his career in California “after
hours” spots during the Mid-Twenties,
he was featured vocalist with several
bands until 1935 when he joined Count
Basie. During his fifteen years with
Basie, Jimmy Rushing became inter-

nationally known and a number of

his records became jazz classics, in-

cluding “Sent For You Yesterday”,
“I Want A Little Girl”, “Coin’ to

Chicago” and “How Long Blues”.

Other performers in Goodman’s
band include: Leroy Burns, drums;
Gene Allen, sax; Arvel Shore, bass;
Billy Bauer, guitar; Roland Hanna,
piano; Vernon Brown, trombone; Rex
Peer, trombone; William Dennis,
trombone; E. V. Perry, trumpet; Billy

Hodges, tnampet; Taft Jordan, trum-
pet; John Frosk, trumpet; John “Zoot”
Sims, sax; Selden Powell, sax; A1
Block, sax; Ernie Mauro, sax.

Jay Feingold, prop man, and Muriel
Zuckerman, Assistant to Goodman,
will accompany the group.

Mercury Acquires Richmond,

Indiana Pressing Piant

CHICAGO—Mercury Record Corpo-J

ration president Irving B. Green, last*

week announced the acquisition of aM
new pressing plant in Richmond, In-fl

diana. In his announcement, Green^

noted that, “We at Mercm-y feel par- :

ticularly prideful about obtaining the

plant in Richmond as the site for the

expansion of company operated press-

ing resources”.

Direct responsibility for the suc-

cess of the Richmond venture will be

in the hands of Henry P. Fine, presi-

dent and general manager of National

Record Pressing, Inc., a Mercury af-

filiate, which will maintain the opera-

tion of the plant. Fine, an 18 year

veteran of the phonographic manufac-

turing industry has been associated
|

with Mercury for 10 of those years

and has been in charge of the Clayson

Plastic Products plant in Los Angeles,

Mercury’s west coast pressing outlet.

Production at Richmond started on
;

April 25th, and the first record press-

ed, a copy of The Platters’ hit re-

cording of “Twilight Time,” was pre- i

sented by Fine to the Mayor of Rich- '

mond, to be included in the town’s

historical archives. The plant is cur-

rently employing 125 workers, and it

is estimated that the figure will rise

to approximately 500 employees by

September.

The plant is currently geared to •

produce on a monthly basis, one mil-

lion of 7" 45 RPM single records, and I

250,000 of 12" 331/3 RPM long play-

ing records. By the end of the year, .

the Richmond operation will have

upped production to 2 million 45’s

and 600,000 33V3’s per month. The

plant will have 40 presses in opera-

tion at that time and will also have

electro-plating and printing equip-

ment in order to consolidate all I

phases of manufacture under one

roof.

127,000 square feet, spread out over

three floors comprise the Richmond i

plant and it is located on the site of

the old Starr Piano Company’s build-

ing.- Several hundred thousand dol-

lars went into the remodeling and 1

renovation of the property.

Fine was quite ebullient about t

the entire situation when he said,

“We wanted a plant in the mid-

die west where we can reach the :

largest percentage of the record buy-

ing public by overnight shipping. We
came to Richmond because of its near

location to 83% of the total market,

and because of the established phys-

ical facilities and the pool of ex-

perienced labor personnel that is

available. All of our earlier evalu-

ations have proven correct and we are

quite satisfied with the present situ-

ation”.

Mercury purchased the Richmond
plant from Decca Records, which,

until 1956 used the factory for its

own pressing needs. Prior to Decca,

both Brunswick and the antique Gen-

net company produced their records

here.

Conventioneers Flock Into Chicago Previous Weekend and

Jam Town by Monday Awaiting Opening Day. This Big Advance

Delegation Smashing All MOA Attendance Records.

May 10, 1958

All Units Of Chicago Dynamics In-

dustries Now Under One Roof

Defense Work Cutback Makes Possible Consolid-

ation of Genco, Chicago Coin and Commando

Machine Gun Divisions Into Chicago Dynamics

Indnstries Plant For Greater Production

Efficiency

CHICAGO — By Friday, May 2,

as many here reported, “There were

more people in town than we had ever

expected to see so far in advance of

the opening day of the MOA con-

vention”.

Interest in this year’s MOA con-

vention is probably greater than in

any past meet of Music Operators of

America.

Most are reading this right at th^e

MOA show. They are preparing to

attend the many meetings on the

agenda of this convention. They are

eager to see the displays of the man-

ufacturers.

The curtain has gone up on this

MOA Convention and, there is no

doubt, the tremendous number of op-

erators, distributors and suppliers to

the industry who are already here

are visiting about the Morrison Hotel,

becoming reacquainted with people

they only meet and see at convention-

time.

“Looks to me”, stated one leading

manufacturer, “like the MOA Con-

vention has taken over for all the

shows we used to have in the old

days.

“The way the operators and dis-

tributors flocked into town for the

weekend, previous to the opening of

the MOA Convention, is an indica-

tion in itself”, he pointed out, “of the

tremendous interest in this conven-

tion.

There was a crush on from early

Friday for tickets to the big banquet

to be held this Thursday evening.

Many were also calling for tickets

for their wives who wished to attend

the “Ladies Fashion Luncheon”, this

Wednesday noon in the Terrace Ca-

sino of the Morrison Hotel.

Others were seeking for the num-

bers of rooms and suites of friends

and firms whom they wanted to con-

tact while they were in Chicago.

The phone calls that drowned out

much other business for executives

around Chicago ever since this past

Friday and, for that matter, at their

homes all during the weekend, were

all friendly and happy with everyone

anxious to again see and visit with

one another.

According to all advance indica-

tions, and due to the great numbers

of conventioneers in the advance

delegations which began to arrive as

of this past Friday, predictions were

being made that all attendance rec-

ords for any past MOA Conventions

were P-oing to be smashed to smither-

eens.

The crowds that will be pushing-

thru the convention floor beginning

Tuesday will prove these predictions

true, it is believed.

Almost everyone of the factories is

holding open house. Not only to greet

their distributors, but, at the same

time, inviting all operators to also

visit them. They want ops to see how

machines are manufactured. And to

also note what extensive tests are

made to assure the trade getting the

finest products.

Some of the salesmanagers have

been in the downtown Loop area of

the city since Friday. As one of these

men reported:

“I don’t believe I’ve been home more

than a few hours since Friday. Just

time enough to change my shirt and

tie and get back do-wntown again.”

Visitors have been seen all about

town at restaurants and clubs. The

great majority have been in the com-

pany of Chicago friends.

“This is my way of getting a few

days of enjoyment into the schedule,”

stated one conventioneer, “before the

show opens.

“I then get down to business with

exhibitors for what I want to buy,

and then have to dash home to take

care of my business.”

CHICAGO—“Within the next few
weeks,” advised Samuel Wolberg,
president of Chicago Dynamic Indus-
tries, “we will have consolidated all

units of this corporation under one
roof.

“This,” he explained, “has been our
plan since last Fall. But,” he added,
“in view of the defense work which
our Precision Instrument Division had
at that time we were unable to ar-
range for this move.

“Today,” he reported, “with the
nationwide cutback in defense work
we have, at long last, been able to
put this plan into operation and are
consolidating all four divisions of
Chicago Dynamic Industries under one
roof.”

These three divisions will continue
to ship products under their own
names: “Genco,” “Chicago Coin,”
“Commando Machine Guns.”

None of these three will lose

their individual identity. They will

continue ahead with their own dis-

tributing organizations.

But, by this consolidation under the

auspices of the parent organization,
Chicago Dynamic Industries, they will

be able to eliminate a great deal of

waste while stepping up efficiency of

manufacture and all other effort to

bring to the trade the finest products,
faster than ever before, and to also

meet all requirements of their dis-

tributors throughout the world.

money guarantees or by a

more equitable percentage

commission to help them to

continue in business on a

profitable basis.”

“This is one editorial”, re-

ported a prominent manufac-

turer, “that should be re-

peated week after week. This

is something for every single

operator in our industry to

take to heart.

“The operators can strike

while the iron is hot. While

this recession lasts. They can,

with some average salesman-

ship and proof of the fact

that all of their overhead ex-

penses have gone ’way up,

that they must obtain a more

equitable share of the gross

intake from all of their ma-

chines.

“This is, therefore, the

greatest opportunity that has

yet presented itself to the

operators to get straightened

out and, thereby, to assure

themselves bigger profits

right now and, most definite-

ly, better and more prosper-

ous years ahead.”

Many, many more such

comments have been re-

ceived in regard to the edi-

torial which appeared in The

Cash Box^ May 3, 1958 issue.

From near and far opera-

tors as well as distributors

and manufacturers have com-

mended the statements which

were made in that editorial.

All agree that this reces-

sive period is perfect for the

operator to rearrange his en-

tire operational basis and to

get a more equitable division

of the gross income from his

machines.

At the same time, all

agree, by changing over to

such better business methods

right now which will, of

course, bring the operator

immediately greater financial

benefit, he is guaranteeing

his business future when the

recession comes to its end

How Do Operators Rate The New, High-Styled^ Super-

Multi-Selertive, Hi-Fi Phonos Featuring Dual

Programming^ Dual Priring, SOc Chutes, Bigger,

Better Record Display And More Modern Cabinetry.

CHICAGO — What’s doing with

the new, 1958 phonos? How do the

musio operators rate the various new
features that are incorporated into

the 1968 automatic musical instru-

ments? Are music operators really

sold on these new phonos?
There is no doubt that everyone,

everywhere in the automatic music

industry, is interested in these ques-

tions. Everyone, everywhere in the

music field realizes that sales must
continue at an outstanding' rate to

make it worthwhile for the manufac-
tories to continue ahead with further

experimentation, development and
manufacture of such ingenious elec-

tromechanical musical instruments.

What are the answers to the above
questions? What do the newer music
operators in the nation think of the

new phonos? What do the men and
women who have had many years of

experience in the automatic music in-

dustry think?
Por example, in a survey just com-

pleted by The Cash Box, question

number four asked, “Has speedier rec-

ord changing helped?”
From every single state in the un-

ion, from Canada and from other
countries, operators came forth to ac-

claim speedier record changing as a
very great and extremely helpful ne-

cessity.

Yet, J. Bowen Kindred of Ajo, Ariz.,

answered, “No”, to this question. So
did E. F. Benjamin of Santa Monica,
Cal. So did Fred P. Fixel of Pembina,
N.D. So did Mike Detzek of Chicago,
111 .

“Not necessarily”, said W. B. At-
kins of Oklahoma City, Okla. “Not
materially”, claims H. H. Dolliver of
Conrad, Mont. “In some places only”,
answered Bruce Harris of Ardmore,
Okla. “Some, but very little”, reports
Duane Knudson of Fertile, Minn.
“Possibly”, says Norman Gefke of
Sioux Falls, S.D. “Some”, believes
Samuel W. Miller of Archbold, O.
“Only where there is a great

amount of play”, advises George P.
Caravasios of Miami, Fla. “We
haven’t noticed it if it has”, claims
Herschel Taylor of Belleville, 111.

Both Bud Hashman of Springfield,

111., and Harry’s Amusements of Bay
City, Mich., answer with the one
word, “Some”.

There are people like -Julius Hauss-
mann of Drums, Pa., who claims,
“Yes, you can get more plays per
hour.” C. J. Miller of Irvine, Ky., ad-
vises, “Speedier record changing al-

lows more plays per hour than did the
older machines. This helps to increase
the gross in top locations.” H. A. Mc-
Farland of Ada, Okla., disagrees with
some others in his state, he claims,
“Yes, it definitely increases the mon-
eymaking capacity of the phonos.”
Darrell H. Garman of Republic
Kans., probably answers for the great
majority with just two words, “Very
much.”

So, it seems, that even such a tre-

mendously well accepted feature as
speedier record changing time, to
make it possible to sell more music
per hour, also has some people who,

tho they buy the new, 1958 phonos,
still aren’t completely convinced that
this is a very important and out-
standing-feature.
What about 50^ coin chutes? This

is one of the newer innovations. This
is something that manufacturers
have made part of their new ’58 pho-
nos. Therefore, it must be well accep-
ted by the majority or, why should
the manufacturers feature 50^ coin

chutes?
To the question asked by The Cash

Box, “Are 50^ coin chutes working
out?” Ernie Krauter of Maplewood,
N. J. answered, “Yes. Best in kid
spots.” L. A. Reid of Moncton, N. B.,

Canada, reports, “Yes. We lose a few
dime plays, but the 50^ coin chute is

doing well.” Seymour Poliak of North
Tarrytown, N.Y. claims, “There are
not enough half-dollars in circula-

tion.” “Only in some places”, advises
George J. Frost of Green Bay, Wis.
“Fair”, says Ralph Elefante of

Brooklyn, N.Y. Frank N. Steil of
Chattanooga, Tenn. agrees with him.

“Yes, wonderfully well”, reports
M. H. Singley of Shreveport, La.
“Some locations do fairly well, in

others it means nothing”, advises
Ralph Hines of Holyoke, Mass. Mrs.
Rose N. Guillaume of Jefferson, S.D.,

reports, “Yes. They are working out
better all the time.”
Dan Kenaga of Pocatello, Ida.

claims, “Working out fair. Mostly
house money.” Floyd Adams of Fort
Worth, Texas says, “Poor”. Ben
Feinberg of Flushing, N.Y. says,
“Only if there is a bar maid working
together with the music operator on
income from the machine. Otherwise,
the answer is ‘No’.” Willie Blatt of
Miami, Fla. says, “Slow progress. It

may increase gradually.” “No”, re-

ports W. B. Atkins of Oklahoma City,

Okla., “in places where ‘match money’
is allowed, they simply mark 504
pieces and play the machine free.”

Geo. P. Caravasios of Miami, Fla.
offsets the remark of a brother op
in the same city with the report,
“Exceptionally well.”
The above are just a few state-

ments regarding the 50^ coin chute.
The complete survey showed that
75.4% believed the 50^ coin chutes
were working out.

What about the display of record-
ings in the new, ’58 phonos? How well
do the operators rate this tremendous
merchandising feature? Has this

helped?
The overwhelming majority said,

“Yes”. In fact, Herschel Taylor of
Belleville, 111., reported, “Has helped
more than anything else in changing
over to 104 nlay and for selling

EP’s.” Lake Shore Amusement of
Silver Creek, N.Y. said, “Yes. We
are using an EP board attached to

the back of our machines.” Over 97%
of the operators believed that the
better display of records, the kind
of outstanding record merchandising
display as featured by the new, ’58

phonos, was tremendously worth-
while.

Yet, to proye the rule, there were

some exceptions. “No”, answered L.
B. McCormick of Wilmington, N.C.,
and A1 Sharpe of Portland, Me.,
along with some others. “Not that I

can tell”, claims Frances G. Miller
of Irvine, Ky.
How do the operators feel about

high-fidelity tone quality? How im-
portant is this to the average oper-
ator? Does he believe that he can get
along without hi-fi? Does hi-fi tone
quxility help him earn more money?
“No”, says Stacy L. Lewis of Cam-

bridge, Md., and adds, “we have lo-

cations that like a lot of bass and iii-

fi does not have much.” Norman Gef-
ke of Sioux Falls, S. D., claims, “No,
not yet, but I believe that people are
becoming acclimated to it.” H. H.
Dolliver of Conrad, Mont., believes,

“It helps. Possibly not greater play,

but steadier.”
Howard N. Bailey of Tawanda,

Pa., reports, “I believe it has helped
a lot.” Leonard Barnes of Selma,
Ala., believes that it has “not exactly”
helped bring greater income “but”,
he says, “gives a satisfied customer”.
Robert Lyons of Skowhegan, Me.,

puts it this way, “This is hard to

determine but good tone should pro-
duce more business.”
M. H. Singley of Shreveport, La.,

says, “Yes. Especially when they
have tone levelers on them.” “It’s

questionable”, claims Ralph Hynes
of Holyoke, Mass. “Not too much”,
says Dan Kenaga of Pocatello, Ida.,

“customers are usually too busy talk-

ing to really listen.” Willie Blatt of

Miami, Fla., claims, “Only in the bet-

ter type locations, not in honky-
tonks.”
Ben Feinberg of Flushing, N. Y.,

says, “It’s a question of opinion. Most
operators think that, as long as the
music is clean and undistorted, that’s

it.” Fred F. Fixel of Pembina, N. D.,

believes, “It must help some. But no
noticeable difference.” W. B. Atkins
of Oklahoma City, Okla., reports,

“Some. Not too much. It’s a good
talking point.”
On an overall average, 82.9% of

the music operators who reported on
this question in this survey, believe

that high-fidelity tone quality has
helped to produce greater income
from their phonos.
How important is a beautiful cabi-

net? Has greater modem cabinet
beauty proved valuable? Do opera-
tors earn more' because of the beauty
of the cabinets?
A very clear majority stated,

“Yes.” In fact, 86.1% of those who
reported in this survey were of the
opinion that greater modern cabinet
beauty has proved valuable.

“Cabinet beauty”, reported H. A.
McFarland of Ada, Okla., “improves
the appearance of our locations.

Many nice comments are heard about
the beauty of the late model
phonographs.” “It’s a must”, says Pi-

oneer Music of Greenfield, Mass. “A
prettier, better showcase attracts

more attention, naturally”, says Wil-
lie Blatt of Miami, Fla. “It certainly
helps to attract more customers”, re-

ports Robert Lyons, Skowhegan, Me.
What about bringing operators

greater returns from all their phonos
via EP programming and dual pric-
ing? How have the operators taken
to this? Is it being adopted by the
majority?^ Are the music operators
giving dual pricing and EP program-
ming a complete and extensive test?
Are they holding back? Are they
timid about asking 154, 2 for 25tf for
EP albums?

“This is getting some attention”,
reports H. A. McFarland of Robert-
son Music, Ada, Okla. “Fair”, says
Pioneer Music, Greenfield, Mass.
“None whatsoever in Miami”, claims
Willie Blatt of Miami, Fla. “Yes”,
answer operators from Converse,
Ind., Drums, Pa., Selma, Ala., Skow-
hegan, Me., and Shreveport, La.

“No”, says Francis G. Miller, cf

Irvine, Ky., “except”, he adds, “
‘Jail

House Rock’ bv Elvis Presley”. A. C.

Evans of South Bend, Ind., claims,

“A little better than 10% of the play
is. EP’s.” Dan Kenaga of Pocatello,

Ida., says that he had to cut the price

to get real action. Others like Norman
Gefke of Sioux Falls, S. D., answer
with a very definite, “Yes”. Seymour
Poliak of N. Tarr^own, N. Y. re-

ports, “Have been using EP’s at 2
for 25^ for thepast two years.”

It seems that the operators are pret-

ty much split as to the value of EP
play action at 15^, 2 for 25^. Many
frankly report that they haven’t giv-

en this type of play a real test. Some
state they have been featuring 15^
EP play for sometime now and are
very hzygpy over the action.

EP play seems to have
some pioneering yet ahead of it, from
reports received. “There is every
chance for its success as inflation

zooms costs and ops are forced to

obtain greater income for the playing
time they offer”, it is reported.

Herschel Taylor of Belleville, 111.,

claims it has helped him tremendous-
ly, “Very much so”, he reports. Louis
Glass of Madison, Wis., advises, “Yes.
All new 200’s should be put out with
dual programming.” Lake Shore
Amusement of Silver Creek, N. Y.,

claims, “Yes. Very much”, to the

fact that dual programming is get-

ting attention.

The results of the entire survey,
crystallized as a unit in answer to

the one question, “What’s doing with
the ’58 phonos?”, is favorable.

In short, the nation’s operators

agree that the new, ’58 phonos are

far superior to whatever other instru-

ments have been introduced in years
gone by.

Furthermore, even tho some music
operators are skeptical of one feature

or another, but in view of the fact

that the new, ’58 phonos are so flex-

ible (features are, in most cases, op-

tional they all agree they have been
obtaining peak play action because
of the better ’58 features.
The great majority agree that this

gives them every opportunity to ob-

tain every single possible play in any
of their locations.

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George A. Miller Reviews

Washington, D. C., Hear-

ings On Copyright Act

“Music operators will not change its

position now or in the future regard-

ing performance fees,” says Miller

CHICAGO — George A. Miller,

national president and managing di-

rector of Music Opex-ators of Ameri-

ca, who returned to this city for the

MOA Convention after appearing in

Washington, D. C. to oppose Senate

Bill 1870 (which would amend the

Copyright Law)
,

issued the follow-

ing statement

:

“The hearings went off just about

as we expected with the exception

that there was no mud slinging,”

said Miller. “The proponents and

the opponents of the bill conducted

themselves in a very gentlemanly

manner, and each side presented about

an equal number of witnesses.

“The testimony presented by the

performance rights societies was vei’y

little different than testimony pre-

sented in the past. The opponents

presented some songwriters and pub-

lishers who made it crystal clear that

they did not want ASCAP collecting

perfoi’mance fees for them. They
strictly favored the mechanical roy-

alty regardless of the arnount, and ac-

cording to the testimony, it would be

only fair and equitable way for the

songwriters and publishers to collect

the moneys due them.

“The witness that testified for BMI
left the impression that ASCAP was
a monopoly at the time that BMI
came into being, but went on further

to state that they were allied in their

position to collect performance fees

from the music operators of the na-

tion. I wish to make it emphatic
right at this point that Music Oper-
ators of America will not change its

position now or in the future regard-

ing performance fees.

“S.1870. is unworkable and unfair
to the music operator. The amount of

bookkeeping would be prohibitive, and
no music operator would be able to

keep correct records under any con-

ditions. Many records that are made
today do not have the name of the

copyright owner on them, and all

such material would lead the operator
thru litigation.

“When the hearings were com-
pleted the Senate Committee asked
that briefs be filed by both the pro-

ponents and the opponents of S.1870.

These briefs will be released to the

music operators as soon as they are

available.

“It was intex'esting to note that

the representative of ASCAP refer-

red to the statement made by a rep-

resentative of the National Licensed

Beverage Association where he says
‘In July of 1957 the National Li-

censed Beverage Association indi-

cated that if a rate of payment for

copyrighted music in juke boxes were
established at a range of fyom $15.00

to $25.00 per box per yearj that kind

of rate would seem reasonable to the

National Licensed Beverage Associ-

ation’. The representative of ASCAP
went on to say further, and I quote,

‘I stated at the healings and now re-

peat that in my opinion such a rate

would not be far from the mark.’

“In other words, we must assume
that the representative for ASCAP
would be satisfied with what was in-

dicated by the National Licensed Bev-

erage Association.

“Now what the writer would like

to know is why or for what reason

would the National Licensed Bever-

age Association have indicated any

amount to be paid by the juke box

operators in the way of performance

fees to ASCAP or any other per-

formance rights society? This is a

matter that will be thoroughly en-

tered into, and members of the Na-

tional Licensed Beverage Associa-

tion will be contacted in each state

on thbir views regarding this pai-tic-

ular legislation. These matters will

be discussed at the MOA Convention

and every operator will be fully

alerted and advised on what the next

move should be to retard the progress

of this type of legislation.”

S.1870 Before Committee

JOSEPH D. HENDERSON
(National Managing Director,

American Assn, of Small Business)

WASHINGTON, D.C. — One of

the most impressive witnesses against
Bill S.1870 at the hearings before

the sub-committee of the Senate Ju-

diciary, held April 23 to 25, was
Joseph D. Henderson, national man-
aging director of the American Asso-
ciation of Small Business, Inc.

The organization supports legisla-

tion beneficial to all small businesses,

and opposed legislatiop which is

detrimental.
“I want to go on record as testi-

fying in opposition to Senate Bill

1870 which I believe your committee
can disprove,” stated Henderson.
“Many of our members engaged in

all categories of business catering to

the general public are opposed to the

approval of Senate Bill 1870 by your
committee. Just to mention a few of

the places by whom our members are

engaged in furnishing and maintain-
ing music boxes; restaurants, grocer-

ies, cocktail lounges, hotels, taverns,

bus lines, clubs, schools, recreation

centers of churches, and in fact every
place where the poor man, his wife
and children and the small business
people congregate for amusement.
The automatic music box, or juke
box, as it is more commonly called,

is the POOR MAN’S PHILHAR-
MONIC SYMPHONY.
“There are thousands of small bus-

iness people who do not want Senate
Bill 1870 approved, because it will in

many instances cause them to go out
of business. The American Society of

Composers, Authors and Publishers
would do well to try to satisfy their

members with royalties they are now
receiving rather than attempt to kill

the goose that is laying the golden
egg—by making popular the music
composed by their members. How
many songs do you think would be
written and sold if the general pub-
lic was not constantly being allowed
to enjoy the music box presentations
in all the places wherever people
gather ? Soon the great American
people would go back to singing
hymns, which, while it might not be
a bad idea, would put the songwriting
and publishing business out of busi-

ness. Some people think the American
Society of Composers, Authors and
Publishers should pay the music box
operators a fee for advertising their

music.
“Gentlemen, Senate Bill 1870 now

being studied by your committee will

permit certain organizations to exer-
cise taxing authority as great as that
of the United States of America. I

make this statement after having
given serious thought to the contents
of the proposed bill. This authority
to tax exercised by the United States
has its origin in the 16th amendment
to the U. S. Constitution, which per-
mits the Federal Government to tax

without limit. Senate Bill 1870 grants
that same monopoly to the American
Society of Composers, Authors and
Publishers, Broadcast Music Incor-

porated, and any other copyright
owner.

“This would be a monopoly which
the people engaged in furnishing and
maintaining music boxes could not
combat. Millions of citizens who en-
joy listening to the music of their
own choice will be denied that con-
stitutional right if the gentlemen of
this committee approve Senate Bill

1870, for the simple reason that the
music box operators all over the na-
tion will have to go out of business.

“The thought might enter the
minds of the gentlemen of the com-
mittee as to the need for considering
the people who maintain the hundreds
of routes where music boxes are in-

stalled for the pleasure of the Small
Business man. In the first place, those
not acquainted with the music box
business have built up the erroneous
idea that millions of dollars in profits-

are being amassed by the music box
operators. This is not the truth. There
are more headaches in the music box
business than in most any other. For
instance, the operator has to be an
expert to keep his equipment in re-

pair. He has to be ready at all hours
of the day and night to respond to the
need of the small businesses in which
his equipment is located. There is

the original cost of his equipment to

be considered, changing styles or
models, new records, warehousing, de-
livery, rapid depreciation because of
obsolescence, servicing, and repair-
ing, All these costs are in most any
business, you may say, hut in the mu-
sic box business the temperament of
the people who like music is an item
which cannot be estimated, since the
popularity of one or more songs may
well make all the rest of the records
installed in a machine a dead loss. The
operator has to buy them, but the
public will not spend their money to

hear them played.

“Now, comes the American Soci-

ety of Composers, Authors and Pub-
lishers and others who desire the en-
actment of this bill introduced by
Senator O’Mahoney for himself and
others in order to heap an added ex-
pense on the music box operators,
contending that this cost of license

fees to be levied against the.industry
will be passed on down to the ultimate
consumer. It will, gentlemen, but there
will not be as many customers listen-

ing to the music boxes. The music box
having become a great adjunct in

many businesses, many places now
being served by those engaged in the
music box business will close up. The
American Society of Composers, Au-
thors and Publishers, et al, will then
try to place machines in various lo-

cations and do all the many things
the small business man now engaged
in the music box business is now do-
ing. In the opinion of many people, it

just will not work, for the reason that
there will be a monopoly, and wher-
ever a monopoly exists decay or com-
placency soon begins to destroy.

“The proposed bill will not benefit
anyone. On the other hand, it will

put many taxpaying small businesses
out of business, in addition to de-
priving the music-loving public of
much enjoyment. We are in the midst
of a recession now, gentlemen, why
approve Senate Bill 1870 and add to

depression ?

“Speaking of taxes, I suggest to
the gentlemen of the committee that
they give serious consideration to the
possible repercussions the enactment
of Senate Bill 1870 would have on
the very lucrative source of revenue
now being derived from those engaged
in the music box industry. When you

stop to consider that this bill passes
over to the American Society of Com-
posers, Authors and Publishers tax-
ing prixileges (in the form of licen-

ses) reserved fv,r the government,
thereby reducing taxes on national,
state and city levels, I believe the
gentlemen of this committee will pre-
sent an unfavorable report on Sen-
ate Bill 1870.
“With this thought in mind, you

can reconcile the enthusiastic support
of Senate Bill 1870 by members of
the American Society of Composers,
Authors and Publishers. It would
seem that the members of that or-
ganization would be satisfied with
the rich royalties now being collected
foi „hem and not strive for legisla-

tion legalizing their proposed monop-
oly. I should like to suggest the pos-
sibility of reenactment of the now
famous drama which so many people
have participated in down through
the pages of history, when the poor
people and small businesses were
taxed to the point of diminishing re-
turn. The grapes were so high on the
vine, the fox gave up in his efforts

to secure them. In the case of the
goose that could lay only one golden
egg each day, SHE WAS KILLED
BY HER GREEDY OWNER! A for-
ner Louisiana Governor, Jimmy Davis,
brought out this point in testifying
before Senate Commerce Subcommit-
tee a few days ago.
“Years ago every public place of

any consequence had an orchestra.
Now there are music boxes, which
may soon be gone. Then what will be-
come of the musicians ? This is a
question to put up to the American
Society of Composers, Authors, and
Publishers. The Musician’s Union
priced the musicians out of business!

“America has become the greatest
nation of the world because of its

system of private free enterprise
made up of its production, manufac-
turing. distribution and financial abil-

ity. The American Association of
Small Business, Incorporated, has for
years supported the philosophy that
every man should be allowed to enter
any legitimate business of his choice,
grow and prosper and become as big
as his ability, energy, initiative and
enthusiasm will permit.

“While the professed intent of the
proposed Senate Bill 1870 is to plug a
fancied loop-hole in the copyright
law, it would actually set up a monop-
oly and take over an industry which,
in the minds of the people, has be-
come a public institution. Your co-

operation in presenting an unfavor-
able report to the members of the en-
tire Judiciary Committee will be ap-
preciated not only by all the members
of our association, but by many thou-
sands more people throughout the
land who enjoy the freedom of play-

ing the music boxes for a small fee.

“Our free enterprise profit system is

most unique, for there has never been
anything like it either before or since

the adoption of our Constitution of

the United States of America. Under
the' United States Constitution citi-

zens of this nation are guaranteed
the greatest individual freedom ever
known to man. The reason more new
businesses are started here than the
number closed is because our national
distribution system encourages our
citizens to go into independent busi-

ness and grow and become as big as
their individual initiative, ability and
energy will permit. We must never for-

get that all big businesses at one time
were small businesses and we should
ever encourage our citizens to con-
tinue to establish new businesses year
after year with the hope in their
hearts of becoming a big business
some day. Big business and small
business should work side by side in

this nation and they can continue to
do so as long as big business does
not try to inject a monopolistic spirit
in dealing with small business. In gen-
eral, a big business is the best cus-
tomer of small business and small
business is the best source of sales
for big business. The American Soci-
ety of Composers, Authors and Pub-
lishers is big business, but dependent
on small businesses.

“In my opening remarks I empha-
sized the gravity of the responsibili-
ties facing this committee. Our Asso-
ciation knows that this trust is not
misplaced. I believe that this commit-
tee will rise to the occasion in the
truest tradition of America’s undy-
ing determination to right wrongs
by voting its unreserved opposition
to the Senate Bill 1870. That will

give new meaning to our freedoms
and bring to this respected body the
deep gratitude of the American peo-
ple, now and in the years to come.
“Mr. Chairman, and members of the
Subcommittee of the U. S. Senate Ju-

diciary Committee, I shall remember
you in my prayers and I ask that

others believing in prayer will do like-

wise, so that you may be guided in

your deliberations to bring about a

vote to disapprove Senate Bill 1870.”
