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Here’s the European equivalent of the “pull-man”, famed symbol of American railroad-

ing. The demonstration is aptly handled by Marianne Vasel and Erich Storz who also

demonstrate their capabilities with guitars, whistles and yodels on their novelty recording

of “The Little Train”. At the right is Howard Miller, top Chicago disk jockey, who was

responsible for “opening the throttle” of “The Little Train” when he introduced it on his

radio show. The record was initially released on the Metronome label, the foreign

affiliate of Mercury Records, which is handling the distribution in this country.

NEW YORK—In a move to stream-
line and consolidate the singles and
album divisions at RCA Victor, George
R. Marek, Vice-President and General
Manager, announced last week the
appointment of St^ye Sholes as Popu-
lar Artists and Repertoire Chief for
all pop products including both singles
and albums.
Under the new plan Sholes will

spearhead a full staff designed to
handle repertoire in the pop, country,
international, sacred, specialty and
children’s fields in addition to Vik,
RCA Victor’s subsidiary label.

Simultaneous with the appointment
of Sholes, Marek also named Ed Wel-
ker to the newly-created A&R post
of Manager, Special Projects, in an
effort to strengthen RCA Victor’s
position in the area of show albums
and special packages. Welker, this

past year, produced the highly suc-
cessful Belafonte albums and, most
recently, the “Say, Darling” original
cast recording. His new post will also
encompass the planning and produc-
tion of all albums made in Europe
with RCA Victor affiliates.

would afford RCA Victor the most
comprehensive—yet flexible—A & R
organization the industry has ever
known.

At the same time,
we will also be geared to release
single records with the swiftness and
concentration so vital to the pop mar-
ket as it exists today,” Marek said.

Crumpacker, Coordinator of PopularA&R Planning, plus a roster ofA&R Directors including Joe Reis-
man, Hugo Winterhalter, Fred Rey-
nolds, Ed Heller, Brad McCuen, John
Camacho, Lee Schapiro and R. G.
Bollard.

Chet Atkins will head up the studios
in Nashville with Dick Peirce and Si
Rady handling the recording activity

in Hollywood. Bob Yorke continues
as Manager of the West Coast opera-
tion.

NEW YORK — Vanguard Records
last week announced that it has signed
long-term contracts with singers Big
Maybelle and Paul Robeson.

“SATURDAY NIGHT WITH MR. C”—Perrv
Como—RCA Victor LOP-1004 (1-12" LP)
The hot Mr. C, who has been on the charts

“NEARER THE CROSS”—Tennessee Ernie Ford
—Capitol T1005 (1-12" LP)

Ernie Ford has had great success with his in-
spirational offerings in the past his “Hymns”
being a chart item for some time. Ford’s healthy,
moving baritone voice is complimented by chorus
and orchestra conducted by Harry Geller. The
beautifully arranged songs include “What A
Friend We Have In Jesus”, “His Eye Is On The
Sparrow” and “Take Time To Be Holy”. This
pressing could be the artist’s best selling offering
to date. Must stock.

“FRANKIE AND TOMMY”—Frank Sinatra with
Tommy Dorsey and his Orchestra—RCA Victor
LPM-1569 (1-12" LP)

With Sinatra so hot Victor should find a very
receptive market for these sides cut when Frankie
was with the Tommy Dorsey orchestra. Sinatra
is assisted by the Pied Pipers on many sets, and
does a duet with Connie Haines on “Oh! Look At
Me Now”. Dorsey’s fluent brass delivery makes
the sets even more enjoyable. Name value, talent
and nostalgia should give the pressing a push
in the sales department.

“LESTER LANIN GOES TO COLLEGE”—Les-
ter Lanin and his Orch.—Epic LN-3474 (1-12" LP)
The platter spotlights the Lanin orchestra

making music for the college crowds. The ork’s
bouncey delivery makes for a collection of in-
fectous music that sets the toes tapping.

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NEW YORK:
They’re off and running again. The Alan Freed affair in Boston last week

has the trade buzzing. That Boston should close down on the basis of some
teen-age trouble is not entirely unexpected. “Banned In Boston” has been
a stamp that usually generates more sales for the book, picture or record
in question. However, its extention to so many other cities, the cancelling of
the Dick Clark tour, the difficulties that the Feld tour is running into, the
“toning down” request by radio stations, the fears and doubts being generated
in the minds of station veepees could bring about a serious situation in the
sale of records, and that primarily is what this column is concerned with.
For some time now we have been getting rumblings from radio stations who
feel the time is ripe to cut down or cut out entirely the rock and roll phase
of programming. Some stations are convinced that rock and roll has seen
its day, some merely wish it to be and are planning their programming to
suit their desires rather than that of the audience, some feel the teenage
audience may be record buyers but not buyers of the sponsor’s products (over-
looking entirely that rock and roll audiences control the dials), and some
stations are ready to go as soon as their doubts are clarified. The latter are
ready to switch to the lush stuff, wanting very much to do so but at present
afraid they might be making tlae wrong move. We don’t profess to know
what the future holds. But we believe that whatever the future trend might
be, it cannot be complete to the record manufacturer unless the teenage market
is included. The rock and roll era may have been raucus, noisy, stimulating
and perhaps at times offensive, but never have we sold so many single records
before. The adult may have his preferences but his reactions do -not help build
up single sales. In this many faceted business there is a market for all kinds
of music. The classical, the mood, the adult pop vocal, dance music of all

varieties, jazz (dixieland, swing, bop, modern), the jazz, tinged pop, and the
pop tinged jazz, show albums, motion picture sound tracks, folk, music of
foreign lands—all successful. But there is also a huge market that caters
to the teenager. He buys untold millions of records each year. A plus market
that means the difference between success and failure for a large number
of independent manufacturers. Can steady exposure of lush stuff (as so many
claim) switch this teenage market over to it? Will the teener rush out to buy
the lovely tunes because that is all he will hear? We doubt it. When a
beautiful ballad makes it today it has to be a combination of both the adult
and the teenage market—so we agree that teenagers will buy ballads. Should
r & r die away completely we are certain a portion of the teenage market will

continue to buy the record offered but not 100% of the market we enjoy
today. Teenagers need excitement. A boisterous record. A driving tempo. A
sock jump tune they can knock themselves out to. The same raw, down to earth
stimulus they obtain from contact sports like football, and other games.
They can be their “let-loose” selves when r & r communicates with them.
The surge in animal spirits translates into record sales. Will the banning
of rock and roll shows and records solve juvenile delinquency? Who believes
that? Will there be less? Hardly. That same juvenile delinquent who broke
out at one of these shows would have done the same at a street corner
gathering. It happens every day. When you get thousands pf teenagers of

assorted tempers and backgrounds together, stimulate them with exciting
music, arouse the emotions, something is bound to happen. These stresses

occur not only at record hops and shows, but at high school football, baseball
and basketball games. Jostlings in theatre lobbies have occasioned assaults
by the “bad” element. “PAL” kids have had rumbles and stabbings. Almost
every type of entertainment for the youngsters has had its uprisings. Does
this mean we should close theatres, do away with the PAL programs, forbid
interscholastic athletics? Maybe we are exaggerating the whole bit. Maybe
it’s a tempest in a teapot. Maybe so, but we don’t think so. We have listened

to the fears and exultations expressed this past week and we think once
started, this panic might be a difficult thing to suppress. This is not a case
of defending Alan Freed (although we go on record as saying we do—and
we think indicting him in Boston is a farce and a shame) but rather a case
of defending a most important part of our business.

What can we do ?

Let’s get a whole lot of beneficial pi’omotion started to combat the front
page scare stories.

Let’s make sure that the rock and roll lyrics are clean lyrics. Some are
downright rough and some are pretty close to the border line. Let’s not
forget these are impressionable teeners we are dealing with, not sophisticated

adults. Let’s not sell our records by outright appeals to “sexual excitement.”
Many of our rock and roll entertainers are contributing time and effort

to charity and teenage affairs. Let’s make sure the local newspapers are
aware of this.

Where hops and shows are being put on—let’s make sure that there is

plenty of authority on hand. Put ample numbers in prominenat locations so

that both their presence and their quick action can quell disturbances before

they have a chance to become real trouble. Get this support from the local

authorities and/or the promotor. The promotor must make this investment

or see this phase of the music business go down the drain.

Milt Shaw, Shaw Agency, denies that the Dick Clark show was cancelled

because of the bad publicity connected with Freed’s Boston scrape. Says Shaw,

“The Dick Clark Show” was merely postponed until sometime this fall because

quite a few of the attractions we have been counting on have picture commit-

ments. We see such a tremendous future for Dick Clark that we are reluctant

to harm his career by sending him out with a mediocre show. When he does

go out it must be with all the top names we can muster. As for cancelling,

it is ridiculous. We have three packages out touring the country right now
with bookings through July. I also want to call attention to the fact that

Freed played 44 dates before he hit Boston, at no time did he perform before

less than 7,000 and never bid he experience one bit of unpleasantness or

anything even resembling an incident.” Shaw does not share our views that

r & r can be harmed by the current fuss. If anything, he feels that the

youngsters will respond by showing more interest in future shows. “And,”

says Shaw, “Freed will come out of this even bigger than he was before.

Already he has had some pretty fabulous offers from some pretty powerful
stations.” We hear that two of these offers are the new local sensation

WNTA-Newark, N.J. and surprise of surprises, WNEW-New York. “Any
station that drops r & r,” says Shaw, will soon come running back. If in

a town of five stations, four switch away from r & r and one holds, the

one will soon take over the listeners of the four.” . . .

Joe Jones, Roulette Records, “A Tisket A Tasket”, just closed the Safari
Room where he appeared with Mickey & Sylvia. Jones is now working the

Leoma Club where he headlines. He advises that he has authorized Ben Bart,

Universal Attractions, to book him with the Jackie Wilson tour. . . . Johnny
Brantley of the Alan Freed office married Carole Diane Preston at the Abys-
sinian Baptist Church on 138th St. on Saturday, May 24. . . . We hear “Hot
Rod” Hulbert has started in smash fashion in his new post at WOV-New
York.
