Almost every record

firm is now ready with its new mer-

chandise, and from what we’ve

already seen, sales in the next few

months, to put it mildly, should he

sensational.

If any record company execs

have any doubts at all about the

economic picture this Fall, they

certainly haven’t indicated it by the

quantity and quality of packages

which they have scheduled. Never

before have so many spectacular

albums been presented to the pub-

lic at one time. There are going to

be many, many packages this com-

ing season which the record buyer

simply will not be able to resist.

Moreover companies have devel-

oped even further the art of mer-

chandising through packaging. Al-

bums will have even greater sales

appeal than before and will, in many
cases, sell the material inside by

their appearance alone.

This coming season also we will

witness the introduction on a full

scale of stereo records, which will

not only create an entirely new
market for the record industry, hut

which will bring even more cus-

;oniers into the stores who will in

turn buy other merchandise that’s

available.

Another trend that will receive

greater emphasis this Fall will be

the low priced LP. This market is

now attracting more and more at-

tention and there is a great rush to

supply the packages that will sell

at lower prices. Almost every com-

pany now is sifting through its cata-

logue, culling the best of its past

releases to put out at bargain prices.

All in all, we should surpass this

Fall the greatest grosses the record

industry has yet achieved. Every

sign indicates that the recession has

now definitely been reversed and

we are once again on the upgrade.

Fortunately for the record industry,

we were not affected as strongly as

so many other industries and now
we are in a position to resume our

climb into new areas of high grosses

with our economic position in good
order.

The record industry in the past

year has proven that in times of

economic distress, it can hold its

own and in times of expansion, it

expands faster than others. Well,

the economic distress is over and
the record industry is once more
ready to go ahead. This Fall will

prove it.

All-out Campaign

On Nat “King” Cole’s

“Cole Espanol” LP

fHOLLYWOOD—An all-out combi-
,Uion promotion-publicity-advertis-

ing campaign to launch the first

foreign language album ever released

by Nat “King” Cole, “Cole Espanol”,
was under way this week by Capitol

Records’ Merchandising Division.

To launch the unusual album, sung
entirely in Spanish by Cole—his first

album in more than 12 years to be
sung in a language other than Eng-
lish—the campaign is directed to all

Spanish sources, as well as English.

The specialized Spanish campaign
Included the servicing of complete
‘Cole Espanol” albums to the na-
^on’s top Spanish disk jockeys with

a special explanatory insert. Also,
personalized open-end interviews of

Nat on tape were sent to 130 key
Spanish deejays in the United States.

Nat’s recorded replies to deejays’
scripted questions were entirely in

Spanish. The Spanish deejays were
also covered with an EP of Cole’s

open-end interview in both Spanish
and English for additional use by dee-

jays who might also wish the English
translation.

The Press Relations Department of

CRI provided special press kits, in-

c| iding the “Cole Espanol” album,
?! iiews release, and a captioned photo-
graph of Cole to all the Spanish

language press in the United States

and, in cooperation with the Promo-

tion Department of Capitol Records

International Corp., serviced addi-

tional newspapers in Mexico City,

Mexico, and in Havana, Cuba.

Additionally, similar press kits have

been supplied to 23 New York-based

correspondents of Latin-American
newspapers.

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Sid Frey Proposes Low Cost

Stereo Conversion Kit To

Eniarge Stereo Disk Market

NEW YORK—Sid Frey, Audio Fi-

delity prexy, in search of a short cut

to the mass buyinj^ market, proposes

a stereo disk conversion kit with a

low installed price of about $19.95.

Frey also has ideas on how to increase

the market for tapes.

Frey, who readily admits that he

is impatient with the slow sales pos-

sibilities of stereo records that ac-

companies the plodding transition

from monaural to stereo sets in mil-

lions of homes, has given the matter

some thought and investigation and

has come up with what he believes

is a business in itself for one or sev-

eral enterprising parts manufacturers.

“A kit,” says Frey. “The idea of a

kit is not new,” he continued, “but

a kit that can be sold and installed for

about $19.95 is new. The package

would have to be made up to sell to the

thousands of radio-phonograph repair

shops across the country. According

to my sources, such a kit could be

assembled for about $11. The differ-

ence would represent the installation

profit for the repairman. To install

the parts in any of the phonographs on

the market today would be a simple

operation and present no problem to

the average repairman. It could be

done easily and rapidly.

“The kit would consist of a six-inch

speaker, $3 ;
a stereo cartridge, $5.95

;

an amplifier (four watt), $8; and a

cabinet, $2. This adds up to $18.95 at

the retail level. However, the repair

shop would be able to buy this equip-

ment at the normal 40% discount,

which would bring his cost down to

$11.37. Even this could be brought

down if a plastic cabinet were substi-

tuted. On a quantity basis they could

probably be purchased for about fifty

cents each instead of the $2 I’ve

listed.”

When questioned about the quality

of such a kit, Frey replied : “I’m tklk-

ing about the mass market. A market

that already owns sets that average

from $50 to $100. Tlie $150 set is

a cut above the greatest number of

phonographs being used today. Now,

while we all agree phonographs of this

type do not compare with the more

costly sets we must understand that

the owners of these sets are happy

with the sound they are now getting.

With the kit I propose they will get

twice as much wattage, an extra

speaker, and a better sound than they

are now receiving. Audio Fidelity has

always pursued the giant mass market

which thinks economy and I believe

such a kit could get stereo disks into

the homes of this mass market.”

Frey then proceeded to propose a

way to increase the sales in the stereo

tape field. “With the advent of four-

tra^k tape Ave have arrived at what

could mean low-cost tape. For the

manufacturer it would reduce the cost

of time on the duplicator and the size

of the tape. This could bring the

selling price of tape into competition

with current record prices.

“My suggestion is that every manu-

facturer install a jack into every piece

of package equipment to take an ac-

cessory tape deck. As a comparison,

if you will recall the way LP record

playing attachments were sold with

TV sets several years ago, there was

a jack in all TV sets to take an LP
player. And,” concluded Frey, “even

on four-track tape the dynamic range

is infinitely gi’eater than on records.”

Renato Carosone On Columbia

NEW YORK — Renato Carosone,
the popular singer of Italian songs,
will now be heard on Columbia Rec-
ords, it was announced last week by
Nat Shapiro, Coordinator of Inter-
national Popular Artists and Reper-
toire for the company. The sitiger,

whose latest recording of “Torero” is

an international best seller, has been
signed to an exclusive contract for
Columbia release through the com-
pany’s Italian affiliate. First record-
ings will be issued shortly.

One of Italy’s best-known singers
and songwriters, Carosone has
achieved world-wide recognition dur-
ing the past two years as a result

of transferring songs from the Italian
hit parade to international best-seller

charts. Among his notable recordings
are “Scapricciatiello” (Infatuation),
and those of his own tunes, “Piano
Fortissimo” and “Torero,” as well as
many albums.

Born in Naples January 2, 1920,
Renato Carosone studied piano and
composition at the Conservatory of
San Pietro in his home town, gradua-
ting in 1937. Subsequently, he em-

barked for Africa where he spent the
ensuing nine years as a conductor for
a variety troupe. Upon his return to

Rome, Carosone played with various
orchestras until 1949, when he formed
his own trio. The trio was later ex-
panded to a quartet and, in 1957, en-
larged to its present form—sextet.

Carosone undertook his first conti-

nental tour in 1957, performing to

sell-out audiences at Paris’ famed Al-
hambra Theatre, in Madrid, Barcel-
lona, and in the casino of Monte
Carlo.

Columbia Phonos Extends Full National Service

Program To Distribs, Dealers And Consumers

NEW YORK — Columbia’s entire

1959 phonographs will be sold with
a ninety-day warranty for parts and
service labor, including home calls

for console model servicing, according
to an announcement last week by
James E. Sparling, General Manager
of the company’s Phonograph Divi-

sion.

The new program includes, for the

first time, protection on labor service

charges and permits consumers to

call the Columbia service agency di-

rectly, thereby eliminating the “con-
sumer-complaint-to-dealer” step. Un-
der the new plan, distributors and
dealers will use the same service
agencies for repairs of defective ma-
chines. Distributors, however, will re-

main responsible for repairs to mod-
els of prior years.

All models are packed with a three-
part warranty card, the upper portion
of which is filled in and mailed to

Columbia, registering the date of sale.

If a complaint develops within ninety
days of sale date, the consumer must
bring portable and table model pho-
nographs to the service agency for
repair; consoles will be repaired at
home. At the same time, the phono-
graph owner mails Part Three to
Columbia and retains the middle por-
tion.

Dealers will return any defective

unit to these same authoriezd service

agencies except for carrier-incurred

cabinet damages, in which cases claims

should be entered against the carrier.

The Columbia ninety-day-from-sale

warranty for parts on all models prior

to the current line, continues effec-

tive as before.

High Fidelity Records Cuts Session With 1500 Voices

BEVERLY HILLS, CAL. — High
Fidelity Recordings has just com-
pleted a session involving 1,500 voices
in what is believed to be one of the
biggest vocal assemblances ever put
on record, it was disclosed by label

prexy Richard Vaughn.
The 1,500 voices belong to mem-

bers of the Victory Baptist Choir of
the Victory Baptist Church of Los
Angeles. Vaughn, plus newly signed
A&R head Chuck Weedn and a crew
of engineers, spent six hours taping
the army of singers, using five spe-
cially-made EKT microphones placed
strategically throughout the church.
The voices were recorded on three-
track stereo equipment. Release date
is set for September on both stand-
ard LP and stereo disk, plus stereo
tape. Royalties v/ill be paid to the
church, Vaughn added, and not to the
singers.

Vaughn also announced that he
pacted Bernebe de Moron, Spanish
Flamenco guitarist, exclusive to the
label. Bernebe was flown to Holly-

wood last week by Vaughn expressly

for recording. He utilized a group be-

hind him made up of four other Fla-

menco guitars, a Flamenco mandolin,
three castanetists, and three Spanish
dancers. To bring out best the live-

liness of Bernebe and his group,
Vaughn hauled his stereo equipment
to the Inglewood High School gym-
nasium where he held the session. The
guitai’ist’s initial album is also set

for September release.

Vaughn remained at the gymna-
sium far into the night to record two
other sessions: a gospel album by the

Three Deacons, and a rock ’n roll al-

bum featuring vocalist Mike Sather,

conducted and arranged by Harry
Zimmerman.

In ’52, Abe
bought the Scott-Crosse Company of
Philadelphia, Pa. He has since made
Philadelphia his home.

He has continued among the leading
exporters to Europe.

He was appointed distributor for
Bally Manufacturing Company and
Rock-Ola Manufacturing Corporation
some years ago.

Abe continued in the arcade busi-

ness.

He operates 20 arcades. Two of

these have won international fame.
'These two arcades are located on the
grounds of the Brussels World’s Fair.

At least twice a year Abe visits

Europe. He’ll be there again in Octo-
ber at the closing of the Brussels
World’s Fair.

“The finest diamond I found”, sin-

cerely remarks Abe Witsen, “the most
beautiful and most scintillating”, he
warmly adds, “was our own coin ma-
chine industry.”

Regardless of the first thought that comes to

mind, “the world continues to grow' smaller”,
most impressive is the conservatism of the above
preclictions.

The world is moving so fast that, long before
it was even thought possible, there are U.S. oper-

ators with routes and arcades in other countries.

A Los Angeles operator has a route in Tokyo,
Manila and Honolulu as well as in Panama.

A Philadelphia arcade operator owns the two
arcades on the grounds of the Brussels ^ orld’s

Fair.

Miami operators have routes in Cuba and vari-

ous other Latin American countries.

There are reported to he California operators
with interests in Australia, New Zealand and in

other Pacific countries.

American machines are being manufactured
under license m Ireland, Germany. Denmark and
Japan, for distributors thruout Europe and the

far east.

Now' Pan American orld Airways jumps the
gun on the predictions made in The Cash Box
and starts commercial jet airliner flights to Lon-
don and Paris in less than half the time scheduled
when these predictions first appeared.

This has caused the description ’’•extreme con-
servatism’' to he applied to these predictions
which were, originally, considered a <lreainer*s

dreams and, to say the least, somewhere off in
the future.

With the time element for these predictions
shattered, this dreamer, with all <lue respect for
his rea<lers, and allowing for peaceful interna-

tional progress to continue, desires to rewrite his

prophecy as follows:

“During The Cash Box' 20th Anniversary
(June, 1962) this industry will be truly inter-

nationalized.'’

Bally Mfg. “Lucky Alley”

Features Lucky Strikes

DUBLIN, EIRE — It was a great
day for the Americans and the British,

as well as for the Irish, on Monday
of last week when Bobbie Briscoe,

Member of the Irish Parliament and
ex-Lord Mayor of Dublin, declared

open the large and attractive new
coin-machine factory of Mondial (Ire-

land) Ltd. He did so before a host
of distinguished guests, who included

the American Ambassador, the Italian

Charge d’Affaires and local business
and civic digmatories.

It was a great day because, apart
from the fusing of American and
Irish interests and labor in the un-
usual field of amusement manufacture,
it heralded the opening up of vast
new soft-currency markets— particu-

larly the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland—for virtually the

first time since before the war, to

American amusement equipment in

quantity.
As is very well known, British

amusement caterers and operators
have been on a very small dollar quota
for American amusement machines
virtually since pre-war. This has re-

sulted in a somewhat make-shift
atmosphere in the arcade business in

the United Kingdom and an almost
complete lack of development in the

single location side of the industi-y. It

has also tended to foster the idea that
amusement equipment is part of the
seamier side of life in Britain.

In brief, while juke-boxes have been
going from strength to strength and
from respectability to respectability in

Britain and other soft currency coun-
tries, other amusement equipment has
been tending to lose ground and im-
pact in both respects.
Although there have been many

rumors of manufacture under license

in Britain of amusement machines,
and although some attempts have been
made to build all-British machines,
theie has been no apparent prospect
of a thriving amusement coin-machine
business until the opening of the new
Irish factory last week.
The history of the Irish venture is

this. About two years ago, Robert
Briscoe, who was then Lord Mayor
of Dublin, and who is very well known
among American businessmen, made a
goodwill tour of the States, seeking
new industries that would help to re-

dress Eire’s adverse balance of trade.
Conversations he had in New York,
with Suren D. Fesjian and others,
started the idea which led to the set-

ting up of Mondial (Ireland) Ltd.
Fesjian heads the well known New

York coin-machine export firm. Mon-
dial Commercial Corporation, which
exports amusement equipment to Eur-

ope. Realizing the possibilities in the
coming European Common Market,
and already acting as Italian distribu-

tor for Williams machines; and French
distributor for Gottlieb and Williams,
he aproached these two great Ameri-
can companies and obtained agreement
for part manufacture of their ecpip-
ment in Ireland. He also obtained the

I

exclusive distributing rights for Great
Britain and the Commonwealth from
both Gottlieb and Williams.
With the help of Mr. Briscoe he then

arranged with the Irish Government
that dollars would be made available
for the import into Dublin of the
American mechanisms for the flipper

pin tables it was proposed to manu-
facture initially in Dublin, and pre-
pared to have the balance of the manu-
facture set up in their own premises
in Dublin. This was begun experi-
mentally in a very small factory.
Meanwhile Fesjian (who is an

American-Armenian) had set up the
Mondial (Ireland) Ltd. company, in

conjunction with three co-directors.

These are his brother-in-law, Garbis
Keljik (a British-Armenian, dealing-

in commodities); a British business
friend with extensive Irish interests,

Louis Zwirn; and Irish accountant, G.
M. Wheeler, F.C.A., who became com-
pany secretary and director.

Following an experimental period in

the small Dublin factory in which pro-
totypes were cannibalized, analyzed
and copied, in certain respects it was
found that the export possibilities to

the hungry markets of Britain, Italy

and other countries were so great that
larger premises and facilities were
required.
An excellent modern factory was

bought freehold at 76 Bannow Road,
Cabra, Dublin, and the most modern
equipment was installed. It was this

factory that was declared open on
Monday, July 28 by Mr. Robert Bris-

coe, T.D., in the presence of many
local and international celebrities, in-

cluding the American Ambassador,
Mr. Scott McLeod and the Italian
Charge d’Affaires, Dr. Paul Mussa.
The occasion was also chosen to

announce the setting up of a complete
distribution set-up in Britain. Four
leading firms were appointed sole and
exclusive distributors in various areas
of the U.K. The firms are Phono-
graphic Equipment Co., Ltd. of Lon-
don, Northern Phonographic of Leeds,
and its Birmingham subsidiary. Mid-
land Phonographic; Music Hire (York-
shire) Ltd. of Leeds and its Koro-
matics subsidiary in Manchester; and
Peter Simper Ltd. of Bristol and Bor-
don.

Representing Phonographic Equip-
ment Co. Ltd. at the signing and the
festivities were Max Fine and Cyril
Shack. Northei-n Phonographic was
represented by brothers Raymond and
Kenneth Chappelow (whose separate
firms have amalgamated for this im-
portant new development in amuse-
ment machines). Galway Smith rep-
resented Music Hire, Yorkshire Ltd.
Peter Simper was there himself with
John Haidy to set the deal up for their
firms.

For nearly two hours on Monday
afternoon the many visitors saw for
themselves how thoroughly the new
factory is equipped to pai’t-build and
export the Gottlieb and Williams
games. And they were able to test
for themselves several completely new
models and one and two-player flipper

pin-tables among the hundreds of
pieces of equipment on the factory
floor.

Nation’s Ops Fear Big

License Fee Hikes

Big Drop in City, County and State

Revenue, Due to Recession, Brings

Fear Games, Music and Vendor License

Fees to be Hiked To New High Peaks

Ops Report, “We can be taxed out of business’’

CHICAGO—Reports indicate that
operators all over the nation fear li-

cense fee hikes of such a nature that
some are of the belief they may be
forced to curtail operations.
The big drop in state, county and

city revenue, due to the recession, is

well known to all businessmen.
In fact, alm.ost every industry

where licenses to operate are required,
is of the belief that fees will be
hiked at the next legislative sessions.

Operators fear that this industry
will be chosen among the very first

to have its license fees raised.

“We can be taxed right out of busi-
ness,’’ reports one operator.
“As all know we operators have had

to fight inequitable taxation for a
long- time,” he adds.

“It’s just been luck that we have
escaped paying higher license fees.”

Now, this operator, and many more
like him, are of the belief that the
industry will be faced with many
raises in license fees for games, mu-
sic and vendors.

The need for a “National Tax
Council,” as was proposed by this pub-
lication for many, many years, seems
to grow more critical, especially at
this time.
“Once the summer is over and

city, county and state legislators come
together again,” one operator be-
lieves, “they are going to hit this in-

dustry very hard with raises in li-

cense fees that will be greater than
any ever before known.”

So far the greater majority of the
operators are of the belief that in-

equitable and excessive license fees for
this, or any other industry, will not
be demanded by the taxing authorities.
“We simply must face the fact too,”

says one operator, “that cities, coun-
ties and states are hard hit, due to the
fact that their revenue has slipped
badly because of this recessive j)eriod.

“This means that, to maintain them-
selves and to stay out of bankruiitcy,
so to speak, they must seek additional
revenue.
“The big source of revenue, aside

from local income, property and real

estate taxes, are license fees.

“These will, of necessity, have to be
raised so that local governments can
continue to meet their obligations.”

Whatever the result will be this

forthcoming fall, when most of the
legislatures will again come into ses-

sion, will have to be seen.

From all indications, the fears of

operators in certain areas, seem to be
well founded. They can expect raised
license fees and, in addition, the be-

lief is that they can do little, if any-
thing at all, to stem these increases.

A “National Tax Council,” such as
The Cash Box has suggested for many
years, would prove extremely helpful
at such times.

Since there isn’t as yet such a coun-
cil in existence, it will be up to the
operators in each of those areas in

the nation where there are fears li-

cense fees may be hiked to an inequi-

table and excessive level, to be pre-

pared and ready to fight against such
disproportionate taxation.

Mondial Distribs All

Young Organizations

GREAT BRITAIN GLIMPSES-
The Fesjian plan for Britain, as some operators are calling the imagina-

tive program by which flipper pin tables are flowing into Britain at long
last from Eire, has certainly been the main talking point in the industry
over the past week, and will be for many weeks to come. The things that
are disturbing the old-timers in the coin business is that all the distributors
appointed for this vital Gottlieb and Williams equipment are comparatively
young men; that with the exception of the Chappelow brothers (who are the
sons of a well-known amuse machine man, who is still active in the business)
they have been in coin machines for a few years only; and that, again with
the one exception, their previous experience is in phonographs only. But
there is an element of green cheese in this. All the four distributors are keen
and widely experienced businessmen, who have forged ahead and set up large
juke box distributing and operating businesses. And they have had the ini-

tiative to see the possibilities in the Irish plan and to see that they became
a part of it. . . . In addition to these important new developments in amuse-
ment machines, the phonograph industry has been agog with rumors about
record developments in Britain. It is already known that the film giant, Banks,
will be putting out their own records from late September. These will include
some American discs by arrangement with at least two U.S. companies. It

is now also believed that one or perhaps two television companies are also
going into record manufacture in the fall. And Isaac Woolfson. one of Brit-
ain’s leading store chiefs and financiers is said to be behind vet another
company. Another new label, to be called Jupiter, is also being released by
a firm called Musical and Plastic industries. At least some of these records,
it is said, will be sold at prices lower than those prevailing in the business.
This increases the interest of operators. Cheaper EPs are also on the stocks
as far as some of the new firms are concerned, and this will certainly be taken
advantage of by operators of the new 200s, and other multi-selection equip-
ment. . . . There is also a certain amount of concern about stereo discs among
operators. At the National Radio and Television Show in London at the end
of August, all the major companies will be showing stereo equipment and
a wide range of 3D records. It is believed that three firms in Britain are ex-
perimenting with adaptors which wdll enable juke boxes to play stereo as
well as conventional microgroove discs. And although it will obviously be some
time before records are on general release in stereo in the pop field, it seems
qually certain that some operators will want to get in early on the new sound,
as a novelty gimmick on good locations at an increased price. Approaches
have also been made from showmen, and from the owners of background
music equipment, to see if they can get in early on the act. There are now
quite a number of night clubs and other dance locations in Europe where
elaborate record equipment (filling a whole wall) is part of the entertain-
ment. Stereo will obviously be a most important development for them.

Phonographic Performance Ltd., of Finsbury Court, Finsbury Pavement,
London, has been granted by Mr. Justice Roxburgh in the Chancery Division
an injunction restraining Archie Wilson and Son Ltd., of Bridgewater Drive,
Westcliff-on-Sea, from infringing their copyright by causing to be heard
in the Ship Hotel, Southend-on-Sea, without the company’s license, the
record “You Are My Special Angel” and any other sound recordings in which
the company had the exclusive right of public performance. The judgment
was by consent. . . . Coin operated telescopes are having a big success in

British holiday resorts this year, and are making much coin for the Samson
Novelty Company of Tottenham Court Road, London, which makes a big
feature of them. This old-established amuse firm is now also handling Rock-
01a phonographs.

Air Line) were present. Mr. Murray,
Secretary to the Irish Prime Minister
was also an honored guest.

It was revealed in the course of the
afternoon that about 75 per cent, of
the manufacture is to be Irish and 25
per cent American, and that it is

hoped in due course to employ 150
workers in the Dublin factory. At
present about a third of that number
are employed, directly and indirectly.

Young electronic engineers are get-
ting special training in the intricate
work and, shortly, courses will be run
in Dublin for mechanics nominated by
distributors and operators.

The present rate of production (di-

vided equally betv/een Gottlieb and
Williams) is fifty machines i^er week,
but in the near future the factory will

be geared up to produce three times
that number. It was also emphasized
that the factory is fully equipped to
produce any type of coin equipment.

One proptotype of each model is

brought in complete from America for
guidance. After use, these prototypes
are sold in Eire, to the joy of oper-
ators there.

A new model flipper pin table is

being introduced into Britain in quan-
tity every six weeks. Current models
in limited supply, being delivered to
British operators are the Williams
“Jigsaw” and Gottlieb “Straight
Flush”. It will be some weeks before
further new models are announced for
Britain, due to heavy export orders
from other Continental countries.

In his speech in opening the fac-
tory, Mr. Briscoe said it was a com-
pletely new industry, and one with
which he was happy to say that he
was concerned to the extent that he
had been helpful in bringing it to
Ireland.

Said he: “What we are concerned
with, first of all, is employment and
exports to help to reduce the adverse
trade balance”.

Mr. Scott McLeod, the U.S. Am-
bassador, said that he was very glad
to join in welcoming the new industry,
particularly because of its Irish-

American aspect. He thought that
that industry was an example of how
Ireland could expand economy and
employment by assembling machinery
and various packaged products, and
make them available on the Continent
and in the European Free Trade Area.
The Irish Government was pointing
out that Ireland was an excellent
staging area for the development of
industries, such as this one.

Dr. Paul Mussa, Charge d’Affaires,

Italian Legation, Dublin, said that the
opening of the factory was another
sign of the re-awakening of Irish

enterprise, which was undoubtedly go-
ing a long way to rectify the trade
balance. As an Italian, he believed
that commercial relations between Ire-

land and Italy were good and could
be imiDi’oved.

Dr. A. Macken and Mrs. Kathleen
Nix, who represent Cabra in Dublin
Corporation, welcomed the new fac-
tory because it would ease the un-
employment in the area.

The executives and guests then ad-
journed to the Portmarnock Country
Club Hotel for the evening where,
after cocktails, a sumptuous cham-
pagne dinner had been laid on by the
directors.

After dinner, Mr. Briscoe again
paid tribute to the enterprise that had
led to the establishment of Mondial
(Ireland) Ltd.

He said that it was breaking new
ground in that it was one of the first

Irish factories to be set up for export
only. He welcomed the English and
Italian visitors and hoped they would
leave lots of money in Dublin. He
felt that the factory might in due
course be acting as an even stronger
link in manufacture between America
and England.

In a lively speech, Fesjian re-
sponded. He said that years of ex-
pense, hard work and planning had
gone into the venture, but he felt

that it would soon become a large
and very important business.

Cyril Shack spoke on behalf of the
distributors and said how impressed
they had all been by the factory. He
was confident that the marketing of
the product in Britain would be a very
big success in view of the very high
standard of the workmanship and the
great appeal of the games.

Although a very young-looking man
in his early 40’s, Suren D. Fesjian
is a veteran coin-machine man, and
a member of the famous The Cash
Box “Twenty Year Club”. He is also

a member of “The Cash Box Inter-
national Coin Machine Export-Import
Council”. His New York Company,
Mondial Commercial Corporation, is a
leading exporter of coin machines to
Europe and other parts of the world.

He has exclusive rights in Italy
for Williams equipment, and in
France, the United Kingdom and Com-
monwealth, for both Gottlieb and
Williams. He spends about eight
months of the year travelling about
the world on amusement machine
business and has made many trips to
Eire and London in connection with
his new Dublin Company.
Born in Armenia (and with all that

country’s flair for business) he was
educated in France, is a naturalized
American and has a delightful home,
with his English-educated Armenian
wife, son (14) and daughter (21), in
Westchester County, not far from
New York. He is tremendously proud
of the fact that his daughter gradu-
ated in June from Connecticut Col-

lege with the highest possible honors.

With his bounding energy and
enterprise, Fesjian has also organized

coin-machine companies in several

European countries.
