For years, it has been taken for

granted that teenagers buy the hulk of

single records and adults buy the bulk

of LPs. Almost every record merchan-

dising program has been based on this

theory. And as things stand now, there

seems to be very little desire on the part

of the record industry to question this.

We are not saying that this theory is

so or is not so. What we are saying is

that it is based on rather haphazard

observation which, while it may be

accurate, deserves a great deal more

checking for the degree of acceptance

which it has achieved.

There is probably no other industry

in the country which does approxi-

mately $400,000,000 a year and still

suffers from the total lack of industry-

wide research that we do. Record com-

panies are investing literally millions

of dollars each year in product, a great

deal of which is being done with prac-

tically no foreknowledge of the market

potential because no accurate picture

of that potential exists.

It would seem to us that the first

thing that record manufacturers would

have done through the RIAA would be

to get a competent research organiza-

tion to study the record market, see

who buys what, determine which areas

of the market are being neglected,

which can be further developed, and

what the potential is for the overall

picture. This much at least is basic to

any industry’s needs. To keep trying

to operate without this information is

like shooting dice and hoping that a

seven turns up. Yet, to a large extent,

that is very much what the record indus-

try is doing.

The main problem probably lies in

the fact that the record business has

expanded at such a phenomenal degree

in the past few years, that in many ways

our thinking has not kept pace with the

growth. Too often we find record

manufacturers still thinking in terms

of the small businesses they had several

years ago instead of the big businesses

they have today and the bigger ones

they have every right to expect tomor-

row. But our businesses are not going

to be bigger just because we would have

them so. It takes development in think-

ing and attitudes as well as grosses.

And the most logical first step in any

enterprise is to know your market, not

just from your own observation, but

from a statistical basis. It’s about time

that the record industry got together

to gather the information which would

be of vital use to every single company.

Let’s find out once and for all just

who does buy records, and which

groups buy wliat. And let’s have pro-

fessionals find out for us. The cost

will be infinitesimal compared to the

benefits that will be derived.

outstanding showman and performer.
Immediately following the club date,

he flew back to New York for a hur-
ried recording session with Decca be-

fore leaving for his home.
Special permission has been granted

to Decca by Fonit, Italy, for the ex-

clusive right to record Modugno dur-
ing his visits to this country.
The first two sides, to be released

this week, are “Resta Cu’mme (Stay
Here With Me)” sung in English, and
“Io (I).” “Io” (Ee-o) has never been
recorded anywhere previously and is

a song written expi-essly by Modugno
for his then unborn son.

“Long Ago (And Far Away)”, “It’s Only
A Paper Moon”, “You Alone”, and “Let’s
Take An Old Fashioned Walk”. Solid sales
assured.

“POP GOES THE SWINGIN’ MARCHIN’
BAND”—Conducted by Ray Martin—RCA
Victor LPM-1771 (1-12" LP)
The idea is good, and could be contagious

to a chart stand-point. British maestro Ray
Martin (represented on many Capitol mood
disks) directs a “marchin’ band” in a rous-
ing pop (and they mean pop!) program of
such recent chart entries as “Lollipop”,
“Who’s Sorry Now”, “Witch Doctor”,
“Rock Around The Clock”, and “The
Swingin’ Shepard Blues”. If this unlikely
bill is not enough, listen to the band’s rock
’n roll and sometimes cha cha beat ap-
proach to it! Watch this package.

“JOHNNY MADDOX PLAYS THE MIL-
LION SELLERS” — Dot DLP 3122
(1-12" LP)
Taking a lead from its successful Billy

Vaughn million seller package, Dot lines
up honky-tonkist Maddox in a sprightly
review of twelve tunes of million seller

significance. Among the items displayed by
Maddox are “Paper Doll”, “Whispering”,
“The Yellow Rose Of Texas”, and “You
Made Me Love You”. Packaging is almost
a carbon-copy of the Vaughn set. Work
here could score.

“LET’S GET AWAY FROM IT ALL”—Patti
Page—Mercury MG 20387 (1-12" LP)
The thrush takes care of a travel theme with

pro, varied-tempo stints on a collection of tunes
concerned with getting away from it all. Items
sung by Miss Page include “April In Paris”,
“South Of The Border”, “Autumn In Rome”
and “Basin Street Blues”. A feature of the disk
is the songstress’ warm, four minute, eleven
seconds rendition of “Too-Ra-Loo-Ra-Loo-Ra
(That’s An Irish Lullaby)”. Figure strong dee-
jay spins here.

“LAWRENCE WEEK PRESENTS DICK KES-
NER AND HIS STRADIVARIUS VIOLIN”—
Brunswick BL 54044 (1-12" LP)
Kesner is a Welk regular who weekly offers

Welk tv viewers a bit of semi-classical violin
artistry. This Welk-Kesner disk appearance has
strong chart possibilities. With the Welk orchestra
on soft ork support, Kesner covers a bill of senti-
mental melodies one is apt to hear Kesner per-
form on tv. Included on the program are
“Zigeuner”, “I Love You Truly”, “Melody Of
Love” and “Silver Moon”. Could be strong chart
stock.

“THE KING AND I FOR ORCHESTRA”— Ar-
ranged And Conducted By Warren Barker

Warner Bros. 1205 (1-12" LP)
The lovely Richard Rodgers’ score receives

glittering performances by the Barker ork, rendi-
tions which have more of an oriental feel than
composer Rodgers actually instilled in his
melodies. Nevertheless all of Rodgers’ melodic
genius is here, and so are sparkling hi-fi ar-
rangements to boot. A rare all-orchestral disk on
“The King And I” songs, the package is a show-
shelf natural.

“THE MUSIC OF LEROY ANDERSON” (Vol. f

2)—Frederick Fennell Eastman — Rochester
“Pops” Orchestra—Mercury MG 50043 (1-12"

LP)
This is another delightful Anderson-Fennell

association. Twelve more of Anderson’s remark-
ably witty and melodic orchestral creations are
superbly fashioned by the Fennell directed East-
man-Rochester “Pops” Orchestra. The hi-fi sound
is high, indeed! Some of the selections: “The
Syncopated Clock”, “Belle Of The Ball”, “Song
Of The Bells” and “Fiddle-Faddle”. An orches-

tral treat.

“SUGARTIME”—The McGuire Sisters—Coral
CRL 57217 (1-12" LP)

This program of single efforts by the vocalists

offers teeners a fine party-time platter. The se-

lections are nicely representative of the big beat
and ballad, and include such items as the title

tune (a smash for the larks), “Around The
World”, “Since You Went Away To School”, and
“Interlude”. Name-value vocals.

“YOU'RE MY GIRL”—Romantic Reflections By
Jack Webb—Music Arranged And Conducted By
Bill May—Warner Bros. 1207 (1-12" LP)

There may be enough interest created in this

unusual Webb role as a reader of pop song lyrics

to give the package sales importance. While Billy

May supplies the lush reading of the melody,
Webb recites the lyrics to twelve songs which
usually contain lyrics able to stand-up to a
reading. The best verses are “You Are Too Beauti-
ful”, “But Beautiful”, “Do I Love You”.

“LET’S GIVE A LITTLE—Carl Smith—Colum-

“THE HARMONICATS in THE LAND OF HI-
FI”—Mercury MG 30362 (1-12" LP)
Those in the harmonica-know will consider

this waxing by the famed harmonica crew a prime
LP purchase. The threesome either takes a ballad
course or, to extra hi-fi land advantage, socks
to fine swing effect. A good crop standards make-
up the musical tour (“Heart Of My Heart”,
“All Of Me”, “Diane”, “What A Difference A
Day Made”).

“A CHILD’S INTRODUCTION TO JAZZ”—
Featuring Bob Keeshan And The Honeydreamers
—Golden GLP 29 (1-12" LP)

This is a clear and musically satisfying ex-
planation of the roots of jazz to children, and
parents who care for their offsprings’ well-

rounded musical knowledge should grab this ex-
cellent $1.98 entry. The sides are divided into

two parts, one tabbed “From Africa To New
Orleans”, the other “From Dixieland To Bop”.
Bob Keeshan (of “Mr. Kangaroo” fame) and the
Honeydreamers bind the disk together with en-
tertaining narrative-musical info (story and
lyrics: Mary Rodgers and Marshall Barer; music:
Linda Melnick. Miss Rodgers and Linda Melnick
are daughters of composer Richard Rodgers),
and a group of fine jazz musicians (Dick Hyman,
Don Elliot, Mundell Lowe) performs the music.

“LOVE SCENE”—Elmer Bernstein—Dot DLP
3097 (1-12" LP)

Bernstein, a newer, but already respected sound
track cleffer (“The Ten Commandments”, “The
Man With The Golden Arm”), directs an ap-
propriately lush ork in readings of memorable
motion-picture themes. The selections include
“For Whom The Bell Tolls”, “Spellbound”,
“Laura”, “Around The World”, and “Gone With
The Wind”. Attractive mood sessions.

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“RED HOT HARP”—Robert Maxwell His Harp
And Orchestra—MGM E3676 (1-12" LP)

This is the twelfth Decca package for the
German ork leader, who, as his previous ses-

sions for the diskery have displayed, likes to

put lots of color into his ork arrangements. Tak-
ing the cue from twelve rhythmic Latin-flavored
bon-bons, Muller and his string-accented ork
breeze along in rich, hi-fi directed fashion. Ork
works the jocks will be programming.

“TIME OF DESIRE”—Rod McKuen — Hi-Fi
R 407 (1-12" LP)

Versatile folk artist-composer-poet McKuen

Tenderness” and “You’re My Boy”. Recommended
vocal intimacies.

“THE MANY SIDES OF TOSHIRO”—1Toshiko
Akiyoshi—Verve MG V-8273 (1-12" LP)

Jazz has been one of the areas where female
Japanese performers have made entertainment
headway in the U.S. over the past few years, and
Miss Akiyoshi displays keen aptitude for the
form here. As the core of a trio, the performer
swings with gusto and glows with grace on a
collection of evergreens and originals (including
a condensed version of her own jazz suite).
Miss Akiyoshi is a very inventive modern jazz
artist.

“HERBIE MANN WITH THE WESSEL
ILCKEN TRIO”—Epic LN 3499 (1-12" LP)

Top-flight flutist Mann was recorded here
along with the trio while honeymooning in Hol-
land two years ago, and features not only
blithe and swinging alto-concert flute work,
but also several cuts by the artist on tenor sax.

The Ilcken trio is fine, modern jazz companion
for Mann.

Richard Maltby

NEW YORK — Richard Maltby,
popular dance-band maestro, has been
signed to a Columbia Records con-
tract, according to an announcement
by Mitch Miller, Director of Popular
Artists and Repertoire.
Maltby ’s orchestra has played for

college dances, in top supper clubs,

as well as on major radio and tele-

vision programs. In addition, Rich-

ard Maltby has arranged and conduct-

ed for such personalities as Benny
Goodman, Ethel Merman and Paul

Whiteman.
Born in Chicago, Illinois, June 26,

1914, Maltby began his association

with music in his early grammar
school days, playing cornet in the

school orchestra. He continued to

play and arrange through high school,

then entered the liberal arts school

of Northwestern University. After

one year, however, he left college to

work with local dance bands
;

at the

same time he began studying harmony
and orchestration. Later he toured

with the orchestras of Little Jack

Little, Roger Pryor and Bob Strong,

in the dual role of trumpeter and

arranger.

In 1940, Maltby put away his horn

to devote his time entirely to ar-

ranging, conducting and composing.

Shortly thereafter he became staff ar-

ranger for Chicago station WBBM.
He also continued to arrange for lo-

cal dance bands. At this time one of

his compositions became one of Benny
Goodman’s biggest record hits, “Six

Flats Unfurnished.” Goodman also

performed Maltby’s “Fantasy on the

Man I Love” at all of his symphonic

concert appearances with great suc-

cess.

Paul Whiteman came into Maltby’s

life during this period, an association

which lasted for several years.

Richard Maltby’s recording career

began in 1951 when he was asked to

arrange, compose, and conduct a se-

ries of Jazz Classics for Sesac Tran-

scriptions. The series eventually to-

taled 250 sides, many of which Maltby
uses in his present dance library.

Victor’s Program For Bluebird Kiddie Line

NEW YORK—Seven LP’s and
three singles—plus the first children’s

record ever released in stereo—are
among the highlights of the fall pro-
gram on the Bluebird label, RCA Vic-
tor’s kiddie line.

Ray Clark, Planning and Merchan-
dising Manager, announced that the
stereo disk will be “Adventures In

Sound And Space,” a science fiction

story written and scored by Chick
Crumpacker of the pop A & R de-

partment. The album, which has a
nationally advertised price of $2.98,

will also be available monaurally at
the usual Bluebird price of $1.98.

Other albums scheduled for release
include “Mother Goose for the Swing
Set,” a new version of Mother Goose
nursery rhymes recorded against a
subtle jazz backround. The package,
edited by jazz critic George Simon,
was produced in an effort to introduce
youngsters to the jazz idiom. Also
in an educational vein, Bluebird is

issuing an LP introducing children to

classical music. Titled “Major Clas-
sics For Minors,” the recording con-
sists of well-known works of the mas-
ters with explanatory narrations by
the duo-pianists Whittemore and
Lowe who also perform the selections.

The remainder of the release will

be rounded out with four additional

LP’s: “Humpty Dumpty’s Album For
Little Children,” a potpourri of songs,
stories and participation games con-
ducted by TV personality Bud Coll-

yer; “Tales From The Great Book,”
Bible stories told by Joseph Cotten

and Robert Preston; “40 Of The
World’s Greatest Children’s Songs,”
an album done by Bob Hastings which
has a 16-page sing-along booklet en-
closed; and “Rudolph The Red-Nosed
Reindeer” as told by Paul Wing and
also featuring Vaughn Monroe, Gisele
MacKenzie, Dale Evans and The
Voices of Walter Schumann.

Single releases include “Gotta
Have Rain” by Shari Lewis, “Miss
Peach” by Dorothy Olsen, and “Who’s
Afraid Of The Big Bad Wolf” by Joe
Reisman, and his orchestra and
chorus.
Ray Clark stated that an all-out

promotion campaign has been set

up to support the program. It will

include full-page ads in the trade
papers, four-color streamers and nu-
merous other dealer aids.

Gold Cufflinks For Gold Disk

NEW YORK—Cadence Records has
awarded another set of diamond-
studded gold cufflinks to a distributor
whose order for a Cadence disk sent
it over the million-seller mark. The
distrib, whose order for the Everly
Bros, smash “Bird Dog” and “De-
voted To You” sent the waxing over
the million mark, was Mel Mallory
of Mallory Distributors of New Or-
leans. The cufflinks are personally
inscribed by Archie Bleyer, Cadence
prexy.

Audio Fidelity Sues

NEW YORK—Audio Fidelity Rec-
ords and the Dukes of Dixieland have
filed suit against Roulette Records in

the Supreme Court of the State of
New York.

The complaint deals with the Rou-
lette release of an album by the
Dukes of Dixieland this year.

According to the document filed in
court on September 2nd, Audio Fidel-
ity states that Roulette has unfairly
competed with Audio Fidelity in the
following respects : that the use of the
words “The Original” as a preface for
the “Dukes Of Dixieland” Roulette
disk implies that the AF records by
the Dukes are not authentic or origi-
nal; that the copyright 1958 insignia
on the Roulette disk is deceptive in

that it indicates the performances
were recorded in 1958 when they are
re-releases of 1951 recordings; that
the Dukes Of Dixieland block letter-

ing used on the Roulette LP is iden-
tical with that used by Audio-Fidel-
ity; that the photo of the feet behind
a curtain on the cover of the Roulette
disk are not the Dukes’ feet although
implying so; that Roulette has failed

to indicate that its recordings are
re-releases; and that Roulette has led

distributors and retailers to believe
that the Dukes were recording for
Roulette.

Audio Fidelity complains that be-
cause of the above acts, sales of the
Audio Fidelity disks by the Dukes
have fallen off.

The Dukes’ personal suit against
Roulette repeats many of Audio Fi-
delity’s complaints and adds others
dealing with injury to group. One
of the Dukes’ complaints is that they
have changed their recording style
considerably since 1951 and that the
Roulette disk does not clarify that
it is in the group’s old style but im-
plies it is a 1958 recording.

In the complaint, Audio Fidelity
asks that the company and its staff

be enjoined pending litigation from
continuing to sell this record and is

asking for damages in the amount of

$150,000. The Dukes are asking for
all profit accrued from the Roulette
disk plus an additional $150,000.

Liberty Forms Subsid

HOLLYWOOD — Liberty Records
has formed a subsidiary label. Free-
dom Records, to> give greater concen-
tration, and exposure to new talent, it

was announced last week by Liberty
vice-president,. A1 Bennett.

Freedom’s kickoff is September
15th with the release of “I’m Rest-
less”, a rock-a-ballad recorded by
Johnny Burnett. Flip is “Kiss Me”.

Liberty, which also handles na-
tional distribution for Demon Rec-
ords, has set the Freedom label with
all 32 Liberty distributors.

A & R activities for the new label

will be headed by Jerry Capehart,

under the supervision of Sy War-
onker, Liberty’s president. Capehart

is also personal manager of Eddie

Cochran, Johnny Burnett and John
Ashley.

NEW YORK—RCA Victor feels it

has something unusual and highly
saleable in pop-styled monaural-
stereo band album release, “Pop Goes
The Swingin’ Marchin’ Band”, which
Victor a&r exec Lee Shapiro con-
ceived and produced. Most of the
selections in the album consist of
recent chart tunes (“Lollipop”, “Who’s
Sorry Now”, “Witch Doctor”) per-
formed in tempos ranging from the
cha-cha to rock ’n roll.

Shapiro figures good sales poten-
tial for the package. “Every kid,”
Shapiro says, “who attends any
school is asked to play in the band,
even in Elementary Schools. This,
plus college, high school, and the
usual “I-Love-A-Band’ people, are our
market. In addition, to my knowledge
and surveys, this type of album has
never been on sale before. Many
bands would like to play them.”
Shapiro thinks deejay change-of-pace
programming of the set will be
heavy, and has reported the possi-
bility of the fourteen numbers in the
album (including a U.S. College
March Medley) being published in
band arrangement style.

The disk is Victor’s Stereo Sampler
for Sept.

AMI, Inc. as eastern regional man-
ager. He covered the entire eastern
part of the nation for AMI until

the end of ’55.

In April of 1956 he entered the
newly created United Music Corpora-
tion of Chicago. Today he is Execu-
tive Vice-President and Sales Direc-
tor of this firm.

“In all these 39 years”, advises
young-at-heart Jack Mitnick, “I’ve

continued to be thrilled just being
a member of this exciting, exhilarat-
ing industry.

“In fact”, he asks, “what’s more
thrilling and more exciting than
producing an entirely new automatic
phonograph like we are doing here
at United Music Corporation?”

Diversification Answer to Higher Income

Specializing in one type of equip-

ment, such as music, games, vendors
or service machines was regarded for

many years as the one sure way for oper-

ators to build higher income and, there-

by, a more successful business.

In the past few years this idea has

been torn to shreds. Experience has

proved that complete diversification is

best. That the location is most impor-

tant. Therefore the location must be cov-

ered completely with whatever its re-

quirements.

This does not mean that every single

specialist in the nation has given up the

idea of completely confining himself to

but one type of equipment. There are

those who still believe that specialization

is best.

The great majority, today, feature all

types of equipment. Even the larger

cigarette machine operators have gum
and candy vendors attached to the sides

of their cigarette merchandisers. This,

they advise, helps pay servicing over-

head. They also operate drink dispen-

sers and other types of equipment.

The average operator, nationwide,

who has a lease agreement with an out-

standing location, installs music, games,
vendors and service machines, and any-

thing else that is necessary, to keep that

location happy, profitable and, most of

all, completely to himself.

For many years this publication has

pointed out, “It's the location that

counts.” Today’s operators have learned

this to be true. Many have learned the

hard way by allowing other operators

to install equipment in their locations

they did not feature. Eventually, many
of these operators who had started the

location, lost these to those operators

whom they had introduced into their

spots.

Operators who now sign new lease

contract agreements with locations these

days agree to install and service all types

of equipment required by the location.

This has put many music operators, for

example, into the games, vendor and
service machines business.

It isn’t at all surprising to note how
many of the largest operators in the

nation feature games, music, vendors

and service machines. This is only na-

tural evolution following the fact that

the location, itself, is their most impor-

tant income factor.

Complete diversification assures the

operator basic income. When one type

of equipment founders another holds

up the average necessary for profitable

business continuance. This means that

such an operator can always count on a

basic income to assure his future busi-

ness welfare.

Many music and games operators

have entered into the vending and serv-

ice equipment fields these past few

years. But few, if any, have cast aside

their games or music. The result has

been that, everywhere in the nation,

complete diversification has taken

strong hold and, today, such operators

find themselves in a much more solid

financial position.

Many Continue to Cry That Need hr Public Relations

Program GrowsMore Crucial With Each Passing Week
ButFewAre Willing to Pledge Funds toStartandMain-
tain Even aLowCostNationalPublicRelationsProgram

Chi Coin Shipping New

CHICAGO — Though the cry is

heard clear across the nation that the
need for a “National Public Relations
Bureau” and the immediate start of
a national public relations program is

a crucial, even a vital necessity, few
have come forth to pledge the money
necessary for such a campaign.

The great majority seem to feel

that “this is the duty of the manufac-
turer”. Yet most of these men admit
that the greater number of machines
they have on locations are “over two
years old”.

Certainly, then, these men can’t ex-
pect any manufacturer to pull back
already tax paid dollars from Uncle
Sam for a public relations program.
Only current purchases, after a pub-
lic relations program has been ar-
ranged for, could count up tax deduc-
tible dollars from the manufacturers
to pay for such a program.
Some operators have agreed that

they would pledge 50^ per week per
machine they operate toward a na-
tional public relations program. One
operator suggested a flat $100 per
month ($1,200 per year) instead of
50 <£ per week per machine as the
pledge operators should make toward
such a program.

Distributors have lagged behind.
The few who did answer the survey
conducted by this publication believed
“it’s up to the manufacturers”. Some
were willing to have the manufac-
turers add onto the cost of the ma-
chines they purchase “at the factory”
so that they could contribute to such
a program.

Distributors pointed out that, due
to the keen, even severe competition
which they faced, they just could not
afford to contribute to such a pro-
gram directly. They would have to
raise prices, they explained, and oper-
ators just wouldn’t buy from them,
they believed.

In summation, there just weren’t
enough operators, distributors and
manufacturers to come forth so as to
make even a nucleus of a national
public relations program possible.
Most of those covered by the survey

agreed that the cost for such a pro-
gram, since it is completely tax de-
ductible, should start with the manu-
facturers. They were willing to have
the manufacturers add onto the cost
of the new machines they purchase
the money necessary to get such a
program under way.
At the rate of $2, or even $5 per

machine added onto the cost, and this
money to be contributed to a “Na-
tional Public Relations Bureau” for a
national public relations program, it

would take many thousands of dol-
lars and, therefore, thousands of ma-
chines, to get such a campaign suc-
cessfully under way. Both operators
and distributors would have to buy

a lot more machines than they are to-
day purchasing to ensure such a pro-
gram being highly successful.
The following, and typical of the

answers from distributors as well as
operators, gives some idea of what
this survey disclosed.

“As a distributor”
,

writes B. D.
Lazar of Pittsburgh, Pa., “we could
not afford to pay even % of 1% of
our sales for a public relations pro-
gram. We take this position because
of the terrible competitive price fac-
tor with which we are plagued.
“We would suggest”, he continues,

“that the manufacturer include in his
price of each machine a certain
amount which he would transmit to-

ward a public relations program.
“Our reason for suggesting this

method”, he adds, “should be very
obvious. Each manufacturer can con-
trol the sales price to a distributor,

but the distributor cannot possibly
control his sales price to the opera-
tor.”

Heinie T. Roberts, representing a
manufacturer, suggested that the
manufacturers pledge 1% from the
sale of each machine “as a starter”.

He recommends that the “theme” for
a national public relations program
be contained in the one word “enter-
tainment”.
“90% of our population of all

ages”, Heinie Roberts writes, “do not
belong to private clubs.

“People must have companionship”

,

he advises, and adds, “We cannot play
or live alone.”

E. O. Temple of Hope, Ark., be-
lieves very strongly in a public re-

lations program. Instead of a set

amount per week per machine, he of-

fers an entirely different suggestion.
“I am definitely in favor of a na-

tionwide public program” , he writes.
“ This we have needed for a long time.
I am not in favor of a local situation
at all.

“I would not agree”, he continues,
“to pledge 50<j: per week per machine.
Our revenue in this type of business
does not justify this.

“However” , he concludes, “I would
pledge $100 per month, or $1,200 per
year, for nationwide public relations
representation.”

Mike Young of Soldiers Grove,
Wis., writes,

“ This public relations
campaign is sadly needed in every
part of the country.

“Operators just don’t get together
on prices, etc. Altho in my case I have
handled four competitors. I bought
out 3 of them.

“1 have been in the business over
20 years and I believe that a strong

made to work and that all operators
would pledge themselves to help put
it over. This would prove of tremen-
dous help to everyone everywhere.”

From an operator in Irvine, Ky.
comes the following, “Too many peo-
ple think of this as either a racket or
else a get-rich-quick scheme.
“We should let them know that for

the most part we are honest, hard-
working businessmen, in a service
business, serving the public.

“It’s an honorable business. A very
competitive one. One that takes a lot

of hard work. They should be in-

formed as to the fact that we help
make both the song and artist-per-
former as well as the composer.

“This is an honorable business. Just
as honorable as being a grocer or
clothing merchant.
“Sure we have our share of ruf-

fians. But what line of business
doesn’t have them?

“Let’s get together in a public re-
lations program.”

Other operators had other things
to say, but in almost every case, they
contained the one appeal, that all get
together into a public relations pro-
gram. Yet all wanted the manufac-
turers to be the first to start the ball
to rolling. Few were willing to pledge
the necessary money on their own
accounts.

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FORESEE HIGHER LICENSE FEES
Phono, Game and Vendor Ops Look Forward to Higher License

Fees When State Legislatures Reconvene. Desperate Need for

Increased Revenue by States, Counties, Cities, Causes Fear
Coin Machines Will Face Greatly Hiked License Fees for 1 959.

Once Again Need for "National Tax

Council" is Brought to the Fore

CHICAGO — Desperate need for

revenue among the greater majority

of the states, counties and cities has

brought into being the general belief

that this industry will be faced with
many bills requesting that higher li-

cense fees be placed into effect for the

operation of phonos, games and ven-

dors.

The forthcoming sessions of state

legislatures., as well as county and city

councils, it is believed, will find a great

many old bills dusted off while a great

many new bills will be introduced, re-

questing that license fees for phonos,

games and vendors be hiked.

A survey among the leaders in the

he'd brought to the fore that this is

something all expect to happen this

forthcoming- legislative year. Many
are of the belief that it will be ex-

tremely difficult to stop any increased

license fees.

“Of course,” as most report, “exor-

bitant or excessive license fees, of the

kind that will put operating firms out

of business, can be halted.”

“But,” as one well-known operator

reports, “we all know that states,

counties and cities are in the red and
going even deeper into debt. What
can we do,” he asks, “to fight such

facts 9

“We must realize,” he continues,

“that as good citizens of our commu-
nity, it is up to us to help our state,

county and city out of debt if at all

possible.

“If real estate taxes are again

raised, and if other businesses are go-

ing to pay higher license fees, how can

we, a minority, and in a business

which is looked upon as exorbitantly

profitable, going to fight against a

license fee increase at this time?” he

concludes questioningly.

It is, indeed sad but true, as an-

other operator reports, that this busi-

ness is generally regarded as one
where very great and tremendous
profits are earned. This is due mostly
to ignorance of the true facts and,

further, because no public relations ef-

fort has been expended to prove these

erroneous beliefs untrue. This, he re-

ports, is going to cause legislators and
city councilmen to regard this field

as a “natural” for higher license taxa-
tion.

“This is the time,” states one leader

of the industry, “when the men and
women engaged in the business of
operating games and phonos are go-
ing to wish that they came together to

adopt The Cash Box’ suggestion that
there be created a ‘National Tax
Council.’

“There is no longer any doubt,” he
continues, “but that the majority in
the field will have to meekly bow to
higher license fees.

“Yes,” he adds, “they can fight hard
against excessive and inequitable tax-
ation, but,” he asks, “what can they
do if their license fees are hiked only
as much as for another, better recog-
nized industry?”

“The most horrible part of this
problem,” reports an association lead-
er, “is the fact that the average opera-
tor, today, having just come out of
a recessive period, isn’t in position to
pay more than he is already paying
for his licenses to do business.

“If the license fees are hiked, even
by 5%,” he claims, “it will most defi-
nitely hurt many operators’ incomes.
It will mean cutting down on pur-
chases. It will mean great arguments
with locations. It will hurt everyone
concerned.

“The answer,” he claims, “is for all

to get together, just as fast as pos-
sible, into a ‘National Tax Council,’
as your publication has proposed, so
as to somewhat stem the tide.

“This means that all levels of the
industry must get together, manu-
facturers, distributors and operators.
Because all will be hurt.”

Massachusetts operators, especially
in the Boston area, point to the fight
that they are waging against what
they term “excessive and inequitable
license fees to operate automatic mu-
sic.”

They believe that, because of the
publicity given to the license hike
which they have endured, it is more
or less definite that other communi-
ties, especially those in the East, will
follow suit and the problem will con-
tinue to grow to the complete devas-
tation of all engaged in the field.

“Increased license taxation,” reports
one old-time operator, who is very
deeply engaged in vending machine
operations, “was the reason for the
creation of NAMA (National Auto-
matic Merchandising Association).

“Since then,” he added, “NAMA has
grown to be a great influence for good
in the business lives of operators in
the vending machine field.

“This same thing must also come
about in phonos and games. The mu-
sic field is one of the largest and games
exceed all other divisions of the in-

dustry in lucrative income.

“In fact,” he concludes, “games
make it possible for many operators
to continue in music and vending and
pay for their other equipment.
“The men of the music and games

divisions must get together as a group,
or in associations, to offset further ex-
cessive and inequitable license taxa-
tion.

“This is the biggest problem that
will face all in the months and years
to come,” he believes.

Ltd, to Handle Rock-Ola

LONDON, ENGLAND — The de-

cision of Automatic Musical Instru-
ments (G.B.) Ltd., to end its arrange-
ments with Ruffler & Walker Ltd.
from the end of September has prov-
ed one of the biggest bombshells in

years in the British coin-machine in-

dustry. A.M.I. (G.B.) Ltd. is prob-
ably the largest manufacturer of
phonographs outside America, and R.
& W. Ltd. was one of its two largest
agencies. The only reason given so

far for the parting of the ways is a
statement from the A.M.I. managing
dii-ector Cecil Jones that it is over
“disagreement on sales policy”. Both
firms claim that they are parting the
best of friends, but the indications
certainly are that from the beginning
of October there will be stronger
competition in the British phono-
graph industry than ever before.

Ruffler and Walker, one of the
largest, most powerful, and longest
established distributing networks in

Europe, has immediately revealed
that all its companies will switch over
100 per cent to Rock-Ola phonographs
from October 1.

A.M.I. (G.B.) Ltd. announce that
from the same date the board of Pho-
nographic Equipment Ltd. of Lad-
broke Grove London (the only other
agency rivaling R. & W. in size) will

be augmented by three A.M.I. (G.B.)
