The number of record firms that

has come into the business in the

past several months has been

nothing short of phenomenal. Al-

most every week, there is a long list

of new entrants.

simulate "living room conditions’, and
make sure extraneous noise is held
down to a minimum. Stereo demon-
strations under those conditions can
even be-gold-for-tin ears.” Marek dis-

counted the idea that stereo must be
listened to right on center between the
two speakers by noting that the “en-
veloping” effect of stereo still affords

the listener music with greater rich-

ness and depth.

Marek offered insight into the po-
tential stereo market by revealing, and
building upon, several facts on “Who
Buys Music?”, which were obtained
through recent consumer studies.

“Whether it’s records or phono-
graphs”, said the RCA official, “it is

the young people of America who are
your big purchasers. Pop singles mu-
sic belongs principally to those in the
10 to 19 age bracket, while the album
market centers around those between
the ages of 21 and 29, whether the
album is pop or classical. Your stereo
sales promotion must then be directed
to the young people, particularly the
newly married couples, and young
homemakers who are looking for new
phonographs. Marek reported on a
Gallup poll which brought out that
the appliance most wanted by a newly
married couple was a phonograph.
“Conversion to stereo will not take
place overnight,” said Marek. “There
are 23 million monaural turn-tables
in the U. S.,” he continued, “and we
believe that the bulk of stereo phono-
graph purchases at first will come
from the vast market of those without
phonographs. For those who are con-
cerned about stereo effect on their li-

brary of monaurals, it is important to

stress that monaural LP’s sound even
better on a stereo machine.”

The Marek talk was followed by
rosy 1959 sales predictions by a Victor
comptroller exec, Raymond Saxon,
who forecast combined radio-phono-
records sales at $1,300,000. Records
will account for $400,000 of that total,

he added.

Other speakers included Victor Har-
ris, Radio and Phonograph Sales Man-
ager of Bruno; Bob Baggs, Victor’s
General Marketing Manager for Ra-
dios and Phonographs; Martin F. Ben-
nett, Vice-President in Charge of Mer-
chandising for RCA Victor. Bennett
announced various Victor stereo-color
TV promotions before Christmas. The
October 18 issue of TV-Guide will con-
tain a six-page insert which will tell

viewers about the October 21 stereo
broadcast of the George Gobel TV’er,
which has an audience of about 45,-

000,000. An upcoming issue of Life
will have a stereo-color TV “pocket-
buying guide” which can be removed
from the mag, and used to select vari-

ous stereo-color TV models at the
store.

ARMADA. Temporary Board

Of Directors-Officers Chosen

CHICAGO — The record industry
took a major step forward, last week-
end, when the previously elected
steering committee — selected from
every section of the United States

—

met in this city to formulate a tem-
porary convention empowered to re-

solve plans for the first record con-

vention to be held in June of 1959.

The meeting, which was opened by
E. Abner of Vee Jay-Abner Records,

commenced at 6 p.m., Friday, Sep-

tember 26 and continued through
Saturday, at the Ambassador East
Hotel and the studios of Chess Pro-

ducing Company.

The meeting was also attended by
Attorney Roy Scott, legal counsel for

Sun Records, who sat in as legal

advisor, through the courtesy of Sam
Phillips, prexy of Sun Records.

The convened group immediately
took up the selection of a name for

the temporary association, and one
was unanimously selected from 7 sug-

gested titles, ARMADA (American
Record Manufacturers And Distrib-

utors Association). This title, along
with the duly elected committee are

to serve in this capacity until the

election of a pennanent organization

at the first convention.

The panel of officers, as elected by
the entire board of directorship pres-

ent consists of:

E. Abner (Vee Jay-Abner Records)
President; Sam Phillips (Sun Rec-
ords) Vice President; Nelson Verbit

(Marnel Dist.) Secretary; Harry
Schwartz (Schwartz Bi'os.) Treas-
urer.

Abner, upon instructions from the

Board of Directors present at the

meeting, appointed the following men
to the executive committee:

Harold Friedman (representing

United Artists Records); Harry Ap-
ostoleris (Alpha Distributors); Phil

Chess (Chess Producing Company).
The Board of Directors consist of

E. Abner, Sam Phillips, Jake Fried-

man (Southland Dist.), Robert Van
Meter (Specialty Records), Nelson
Verbit (Marnel), Harold Friedman
(United Artists), George Goldner
(Gone Records), Don Robey (Pea-

cock Records), Ernie Leaner (United
Dist.), Harry Finfer (Universal

Dist.), Andrew Litchi (Keen Rec-

ords), Thomas Robinson (Atlas Rec-
ords), Harry Apostoleris (Alpha
Dist.), Harry Schwartz (Schwartz
Bros.), John Kaplan (Pan American
Dist.), Phil Chess (Chess Records),
Marvin Browdy (Sterling Dist.),

There was a vote, unanimously
passed, to hold 10 to 20 additional

directorships open to include many I

record principals who were not pres-

ent at the meeting. Memberships will

be accorded first to those who sent

telegrams wishing the group well,

and offering their services in any
capacity. They will be original in-

corporators of ARMADA.
After much spirited discussion it

was agreed by all that there shall be

a fee assessment of $25.00 to manu-

facturers for each label, and to dis-

tributors for each outlet of the firm.

In other words, each manufacturer’s
label and each distributor’s outlet

are considered single legal entities.

This motion was unanimously passed
by the Board of Directors.

Membership committees were form-
ed to embrace each geographical
location in the nation. They are:

East: George Goldner and Joe

Cohen, co-chairmen. Midwest: John
Kaplan and Robert Hosfetter, co-

chairman. South: Sam Phillips, chair-

man. Southeast: Jake Friedman,
chairman. Southwest: Don Robey,
chairman. West Coast: Andrew Lit-

chi and Lew Chudd, co-chairmen.
New England: Cecil Steen, chairman.
The appointed chairmen were em-
powered to select their members in

their respective territories.

The counsel, Roy Scott, who was
duly elected to serve by unanimous
vote, read a series of by-laws which
were considered pertinent to obtain-
ing a charter for ARMADA, and
stressed bank x’esolutions and all

other legal devices necessary for im-
mediate consideration. These articles

were unanimously passed by the

Board of Directors.

The reporting of minutes pertain-

ing to the birth of a new organiza-
tion can usually be deemed as mere
articles; however, there was not the

usual drone and monotony present
at official meetings. Rather, the feel-

ing of a great and powerful mile-

stone being initiated permeated
throughout the entire meeting. Every-
one present stressed his desire and in-

tent to go all out to make ARMADA
a success; and then to attend the
convention next year to select a per-
manent slate of officers and organi-
zation.

It was decided to elect only one
member of each firm to serve. How-
ever, every one present offered his

services and contributed at the outset

to form the entire slate and tem-
porary board.

Chicago was selected by the com-
mittee for the fiist convention, to

be held in June, 1959; due to the
central location and convention facili-

ties in that city.

First Shad will
take a two week vacation, and upon
his return, will go into conference
with executives of two record com-
panies (not identified) who have
made Shad “substantial offers in-
cluding a royalty and percentage
agreement”. If either of these two
offers work out, Shad will run the
company as head of A & R, sales
and production.

A veteran of almost every phase
of the record business, Shad started
in the music industry in 1945 when
he ran a mail order house and a
number of record stores. During ’45

In 1947, he joined the National
Record Company as A & R head. In
1948, he formed his own Sittin’-In
label—a record company which had
tremendous success in the rhythm
and blues and jazz fields. Among
the artists Shad recorded at that
early date were Stan Getz, Wardell
Gray and a host of other top jazz
personalities of today.

In 1951, Bobby joined Mercury’sA&R department. Through the years
he recorded such successful Mercury
stars and Patti Pa^e, the Diamonds,
Sarah Vaughan. Dinah Washington
and the Platters. In 1955, Shad set
up and recorded everything for Mer-
cury’s then new jazz label, EmArcy
Records. In a matter of months after
EmArcy was formed, it was regarded
as one of the top jazz diskeries in
the business. EmArcy recordings and
its artists have captured top, or near
top honors in almost every jazz poll.

This disk spotlighting the late alto saxist con-
sists of never-before-released sessions (four on
one side), and tracks released on various River-
side LP’s. Backed by an expert round-up of
jazz men (see sampling on credits), Henry is

represented on mostly uptake stints in which
he displays a fluent drive, and good invention.
Jazz buffs should be showing an interest here.

“DIXIELAND AND NEW ORLEANS JAZZ”—
Original Dixieland Band—Jelly Roll Morton-
Wingy Manone-Sidney Bechet-King Oliver-Mezz
Mezzrow-Chubby Jackson-Paul Whiteman-Bunny
Berigan - Ben Pollack - Gene Gifford - Chamber
Music Society of Lower Basin Street—Camden
CAL 446 (1-12" LP)
Camden, as the above line-up indicates, has

come up with a formidable collection of classic
jazz names heading a series of spunky, Dixie-
land-New Orleans sessions. Covering a period
from 1928 (Paul Whiteman’s “San”) to 1946
(Chubby Jackson’s “Dixieland Stomp”), the disk
is an omnibus of great jazz talent for the jazz
coterie. Some of the sidemen on the various
stints: Jay Jay Johnson, Ray Conniff, Joe Bush-
kin, Coleman Hawkins, and Teddy Wilson.

MASCAGNI: “Cavalleria Rusticana”—Re-
nata Tebaldi-Jussi Bjoerling-Ettore Bass-
tianini-Maggio Musicale Fiorentino Or-
chestra—Alberto Erede, Conductor—RCA
Victor LM-6059 (2-12" LP)

This version of the opera favorite has
enough “extras” to rate it prime dealer
attention. The recording teams singing
greats Miss Tebaldi and Bjoerling for the
first time on disks in a superb, lyrical

meeting, and also includes Bjoerling in a
six-aria “encore” on side 4 of the two
disk production. Recorded in Italy, sanc-
tioned by the Metropolitan Opera, this

“Cavalleria” will gain wide sales acceptance
for a long time to come.

DVORAK: New World Symphony — The
Chicago Svmphonv—Fritz Reiner, Conduc-
tor—RCA Victor LM-2214 (1-12" LP)
The reliable Dvorak catalogue item comes

up for another, and what should be a
strong disk turn. Under Reiner’s direction,
the score is heard to sparkling advantage,
and then, the sound too is an attraction the
hi-fi following should relish. Though com-
petition here comes from all sorts of not-
able renditions (including the famed Tos-
canini reading on Victor), there will be
heavy traffic response to this entry.

“THE ART OF LILY PONS”—Camden
CBL 101 (2-12" LP)

This is an issue not many devoted opera
enthusiasts are going to pass up. The famed
coloratura soprano is heard in a series of
exceedingly well-preserved recordings she
cut for Victor between 1930 and 1940. In-
cluded among the twenty-four arias are her
outstanding readings of such pieces as the
“Mad Scene” from Donizetti’s “Lucia De
Lammermoor”; the “Bell Song” from De-
libes’ “Lakme” and “Hymn To The Sun”
from Rimsky-Korsakov’s “Le Coq D’or”.
What a prize at $3.96!

“BERNADINE”—Bernadine Read—Album Ar-
ranged And Conducted By Nick Perito—Epic LN
3497 (1-12" LP)
A former Fred Waring vocalist, pop stylist

Miss Read offers poise and variety on a collection
of ballads and novelties. Her phiasing of melody
and lyric is a composer-lyric writer's joy, and her
tempos invitingly avoid a monotony of expres-
sion. The Nick Perito arrangements smartly re-
gard the presence of a vocalist. A carefree
Arthur Schwartz—Howard Deitz delight, “Rhode
Island Is Famous For You”, makes a rare appear-
ance. Other tunes include “Hi-Lili, Hi-Lo”, “I’m
Glad There Is You”, “The Stanley Steamer”,
“What Is There To Say?”.

“HAVE ORGAN, WILL SWING”—Buddy Cole
At The Hammond Organ—Warner Bros. 1211
(1-12" LP)
One of the issues in Warner Bros, well-rounded

package debut, the waxing is a handsome account
from Cole of the Hammond’s role in a jazz vein.

Cole’s texture here is jazz, whether he’s swing-
ing vibrantly through such items as “Blue Lou”
and “I Hear Music” or investigating subtle shad-
ings in “I Cover The Waterfront” and “Memories
Of You”. Something “extra” in pop-jazz organ
stints.

BEETHOVEN: Symphony No. 7—Guido Cantelli
Conducting The Philharmonia Orchestra—Angel
35620 (1-12" LP)

Angel, which already has two versions of
Beethoven’s bright “Seventh” in the catalogue
(Klemperer and von Karajan with the Philhar-
monia), has an important version of the work
here by the late, and much heralded Guido Can-
telli. One of Cantelli’s last recordings for Angel
with the Phiharmonia, the disk is sure to be
sought by a large classical audience.

TCHAIKOVSKY: Capriccio Italien, Op. 45-RIM-
SK Y-KORSAKOV: Capriccio Espanol, Op. 34

BORODIN: Polovtsian Dances From “Prince
Igor”—MOUSSORGSKY: Dawn On The Moskva
River From “Khovantchina”—The Cleveland Or-
chestra, George Szell, Conductor—Epic LC 3483
(1-12" LP)
The parade of new disks programming music

of the Russian masters has a worthy companion
in this rich production by Szell and the Cleveland
Orchestra. Though fine orchestral flare is in
evidence on all the works, Rimsky-Korsakov’s
“Capriccio Espanol” stands-out as the presenta-
tion of hi-fi note here. The Moussorgsky “Prelude”
to his opera “Khovantchina” is a particularly
lovely piece.

Show, Builds To Important Status

Live TV Spot Hosted By Art Ford Highlights

Cash Box Ratings

NEW JERSEY—“Rate The Rec-
ords,” one of the most popular live
shows on WNTA-TV, New Jersey,
was born as the result of an urgency
to create a live show with both adult
and teen-age appeal.

Jack Lynn, program director of
WNTA-TV, whose guiding hand pro-
duces the show, was called upon back
in August to fill a half-hour with a live
show in seventy-two hours. Since
then the program has bounced from
a once-a-week spot to a five-day-a-
week feature, Monday through Fri-
day, from 6:00 to 6:30 P.M.
The format is simple. But refine-

ment has given the program the
necessary visual as well as audio
finesse, to bring it a degree of popu-
larity. Art Ford, an expert on jazz
music, is the show’s emcee. He guides
it “on-the-air” with a smooth and pro-
fessional touch.

“Rate the Records” revolves around
a panel made up of a guest celebrity,

a teen-age guest, and staffer Bob
Brown, acting as anchor deejay. Plans
for the immediate future call for
guest deejays from out-of-town and
local metropolitan stations to serve on
the panels. Lynn says that the in-

clusion of visiting disk jockeys is go-
ing to give the program greater geo-
gTaphical scone, which will bring indi-
cations of what kind of music other
areas are listening to and enjoying.

Behind the scenes, the program is

put together with the precision and
atmosohere of a newrspaoer on dead-
line. Hundreds of records are played
by members of the program depart-

ment staff for appeal and music
quality. The best are selected for use
on the show. The chosen disks are
then forwarded to Cash Box for a
rating by the magazine.
On each show, three of the rated

records are played. The guest panel-
ists are invited to put their own rat-
ings on the records—which are then
compared with the publication’s. The
guests’ ratings, ideally, should match
exactly the magazine’s. The panel’s
skill is rewarded with prizes of rec-
ord albums. The albums are donated
to veterans’ hospitals.
High school students from the New

York, New Jersey, and Connecticut
areas are invited to the studio in
groups, to dance to the music. The
panel observes the students, and con-
siders in its findings the dance rhythm
of the disks.

Lynn says that the show has
achieved “a clean type approach for
the teen-agers” but also is giving
adults entertainment by wratching and
hearing such celebrities as Sylvia
Simms, Arnold Stang, Maurice (“Do-
berman”) Gosfield, Betsv Von Furs-
tenberg, Monique Van Vooren, and
many well-known recording artists.

Two Executive Appointments

Need for the

appointments was accelerated because

of the increased activities of these two
departments in recent months in clas-

sical record and stereo disk produc-

tion, the increasing demands of the

Capitol Record Club, and an extensive

manufacturing plant expansion pro-

gram.

While still a highschool student in

Columbus, Ohio, in 1928, Edward Estel

There is also a subsidiary, Shaffer

Company, Inc., that handles Strom-
berg-Carlson sound equipment, Du-
mont Closed Circuit TV and Seeburg
Background Music.

“There is a very great future ahead
in all divisions of the industry”, sin-

“The growth of this business is

keeping right in step with the steady
increase of this nation’s population,”

he adds.

“Yes”, Ed Shaffer concludes, “this

is a fine business for young men to

enter into today.”

Economists Now Report:

What Can Ops Do to Offset

This Drop in Dollar’s Value ?

The fact that the nation’s economists now
report that the U.S. dollar has fallen to 34c
in purchasing power means that the operator

of 1958 must take in three times as much
as did the operator in 1939 (the year when

The operator of 1958 can never, even if

he takes in three times as much as did the

operator of 1939, equal the 1939 operator’s

net.

Even on 5c play, and taking in one-third

less than the 1958 operator, the 1939 oper-

ator earned more because he paid less in-

come tax, less license tax fees, no property

tax, no sales tax, enjoyed 350% less cost

for his equipment and 450% less overhead
expense.

To come even near to the 1939 operator’s

net income the 1958 operator must put into

effect immediately the following:

with Many Leaders All Over Nation.

Board Meet at Morrison, Chi., Early

in November Will Hear Plans for 1 959.

This will be a 50% increase from
the present 25,000,000 U.S. teenagers.

At the present time the drive
among manufacturers of almost every
type of merchandise, ranging from
autos to home phonos, is definitely

pointed to the teenager market.

The 13 thru 19 year olds are an
important part of the business poten-
tial of almost all American manufac-
turers.

As far as the coinfield is concerned,
juke box ops look to the tremendous
growth of the nation’s teenager
population to help boost play on all

locations the teenagers frequent
everywhere in the nation.

As leading operators point out, ac-

cording to the 25 million teenager
figure in the U.S. today, this means
that there are approximately 50 teen-

agers to each of the 550,000 juke
boxes on locations in the U.S.

By 1966 this will mean about 80
teenagers for every juke box, if there
is no further increase in the number
of juke boxes on locations.

In any event, as operators explain,
this is an extremely impressive figure.

25 million teenagers, they say, if

equally divided among the nation’s

550,000 juke boxes would mean ter-

rific play action.

“There is no doubt”, points out one
well known music operator, “that
teenager locations are among the
most outstanding in the country.

“With the teenage population bound
to increase by about 50 percent within
the next decade”, he continued, “this
will tremendously further play action
in such locations and will, at the
same time, bring about an entirely
new and better music era.”

Most impressive to automatic music
businessmen is the play action that
teenager locations obtain regularly.

“There is very little drop one way
or the other in a teenage location”,

says an operaor, “due to the fact that,

usually, the location is the meeting
place of the teenage crowd and the
play remains steady all week long.

“There are some exceptions in play
action”, he reports, “like during the
holiday season when the teenagers
aren’t around.

“But on an overall average”, he
claims, “the play action in teenage
locations is so steady we can almost
count the income before collection
time.”

This has had much to do with the
fact that the leading operators every-

In fact, in most cases, they arrange
for the teenagers to choose the rec-
ords they would like to have in the
juke box and, usually, supply these
within reason.

“There’s one thing about a teenage
location”, reports one operator, “you
don’t have to worry about program-
ming.

“These boys and girls actually pro-
gram the phono themselves by re-
questing the records they want to

hear.

“We cooperate with them to the
fullest possible extent”, he says, “and,
in every case, we have found that
income remains at high peak as long
as we can supply the records they
want to hear.

“What’s more”, he cautions,
“there’s no use arguing with them or
trying to make them listen to some
other artist singing or playing the
same tune.

“You’ve got to give them what
they want or lose their business.”

“But”, added Miller, “tho we aren’t
ready to discuss this program as yet,

not until after our Board of Director’s
meeting, we are asking every music
operator to hold himself in readiness
for the time when we shall be able

to make this program known to him.”

Further commendation was paid
Wurlitzer by Lieut. General E. L. M.
Burns, who wrote Rutzen: “As Com-
mander of UNEF, I have a special

interest in maintaining the morale of

the Force, which is essential to the
efficient fulfillment of our mission.
Your donation will be an important
factor in this regard.”

The military members of the Mess,
who come from Brazil, Canada
Colombia, Denmark, India, Norway,
Sweden and Yugoslavia, as well as

the civilian international staff of the
United Nations, serving with UNEF
are enjoying the music.

3rd QUARTER, 1958, COLLECTION CHART
CHICAGO—So far the third quar-

ter has proved itself the best, far as

operators’ collections are concerned.

From a low point of -2, or $2 below

“average” collections as was the case

during the first quarter of 1958, the

graph indicates that collections have

now risen to plus 6, or $6 above

“average” during the last month of

the third quarter.

Leading operators claim that only

when they reach plus 5, $5 above

“average”, can they actually see real

profit.

They also believe that at plus 6,

$6 above “average”, they can begin

to purchase new equipment and know
that these machines will be amortized

within a reasonable period of time.

The creation of a collections chart

as shown here by any operator is

very simple.

Most operators use two and some-

times three and four years of past

collections, depending on their depre-

ciation schedules in some instances,

and strike an “average” by adding

up all the weeks’ collections. They
then divide by the total number of

weeks involved.

After doing this, operators will

find that, by using a definite figure

where this chart uses the word
“average”, that their own collections

graph will, on an overall average,

look very much similar to the one

shown here.

Most interesting is the fact that

the past few weeks have helped many
operators recover from the low col-

lections they have endured since

about the middle of 1957.

It will still take more weeks of

plus 6 collections, or even higher, for

the majority to balance off whatever

losses they may have taken during

the early part of the year.

Every indication now points to bet-

ter times ahead. Operator's can, be-

cause of this, make purchases of more
new equipment to assure themselves

greater earnings during the fall and
winter indoors season.

The plus 6 collections will help op-

erators to more quickly amortize

these investments. The operators will

also, at the same time, show quicker,

real profit.

The quarter ahead should, every-

thing else being equal, prove itself

even better than the present plus 6

average.

European Importers Point Out

That Manufacture Of New
Games Under License In Ireland

OrOtherCountriesMeansPrice

Will Be Practically Equal To

Those In U.S. This Will Cause

Late Model Used Games To

Become Even More Attractive

To European Buyers. “Used

Games Export Will Be Bigger

Than Ever” They Claim

CHICAGO—If, for even an instant,

American exporters of used games
may think that, due to the fact U.S.
factories are granting licenses for
the manufacture of their games in

Ireland, or in other European coun-
tries, may hamper continued expor-
tation, they are all wrong, according
to European importers.

“In fact”, reports one very well
known European importer, “just be-
cause that there are people in Ire-
land or anywhere else in Europe,
ready to manufacture American
amusement games under license,

means that the price of the European
product will be equal, or at the very
least very near to the price of the
new American game.

“Yes”, he adds, “we may save
transportation costs and customs
duties, but, this isn’t the final answer.
It does mean”, he reminds, “that used
games, at least the late model U.S.
used games, will be so much cheaper
in price than what we shall be pay-
ing for the new games manufactured
over here that it will, most definitely,
pay us to buy used U.S. games.
“The fact of the matter in a nut-

shell”, he explains, “is that the used
games in Europe are going up in
price every day. America’s used
games are much lower in price.
Logically, then, where are we going
to buy? From the U.S. of course.”

This is only the comment of one
man well known to the trade. There
may be a damper put on exports to
some extent when the Italian market
for games closes down, if this actually
becomes fact.

At the moment, leading Italian
importers are in a strong argument
with the ministry in charge. There
is a liklihood that they may yet win
their case. This would mean a delay
in the closing of the games biz in
Italy.

France, as is well known, is plagued
with many problems. But the French

are clamoring for new games. They
have used every method known to
bring these American amusements
into their country. They believe that,
sooner than expected, and because of
the new DeGaulle political triumph,
many problems in this direction may
be settled. At least to the point where
America’s used games may be allowed
importation.

In the meantime the Germans,
Swiss, Belgians, Austrians, Holland-
ers, Danes and operators in other
countries, look to the U.S. for their
new games.

“It seems to me”, reports one well
known West German importer, “that
we are still better off bringing games
in from the U.S. than buying from
those who are now licensed to ship

these from Ireland.

“In the first place”, he points out,

“the games we get from America
are much better mechanically and
electronically. Also they have finer

cabinets.

“In the second place”, he adds,

“we still have a duty to pay, regard-
less of the so-called common market,
and therefore as long as v/e can and
until all duties are waived, we are
going to buy directly from the U.S.
We want the best for our money.”

This is the same story that comes
from other operators in other nations.

American games are most appre-

ciated. The fact that they have been
used to some extent does not seem
to worry Europeans. They want
games that have been “manufactured
in the U.S.” because, they say, “These
are best.”

All in all, this portends a bigger

and better export business for the

peoples here in the U.S. who have

There are operators who are “for” and operators who are “against” loans to locations.

“FOR”
Those for loans to locations claim this is the one

sure way they have of retaining their locations.

They also state that loans give them the opportu-

nity to get locations to sign lease-contract-agreements. Loans help,

claim these operators, to stymie and offset competition. They also

advise loans give them better control over the locations because they

can then bring in whatever type machines they think best and not

what the locations demand. They also have many more arguments.

Like they don't know of an operator who hasn't a loan working with

at least one or more of his locations if he'll tell the truth and not

try to hide this fact.

“AGAINST”
Those who are against loans to loca-

tions point out that operators are
loaning their cash money away to pay

themselves back from their own equipment while, at the same time,
risking complete loss of the loan and the location. Furthermore, they
say once this loan practice is started, it's like an avalanche, the loca-

tions demand bigger and bigger loans, more and more often. They
point out this is adding a terrible financial burden on the operator
of which he can never rid himself. At the same time, they advise, it's

taking away the operator's cash, his ready working capital, and leaves
him in a very dangerous and vulnerable financial position with bank-
ruptcy staring him in the face at all times. What's more, they state,

it's an absolutely unnecessary load and simply hurts all in the indus-
try by halting further growth and progress. Most of all, they claim,
loans should be left to bankers and are not the business of operators.
If bankers won't loan to locations what business have operators to

do so?, they ask.

In short, the arguments, pro and con, go on and on interminably. What do you think about

George A. Miller To Follow Up On Suggestion That 49

State Committee Of Music Ops Be Created To Create De-

fense Against Any And All Adverse National Legislation

CHICAGO—George A. Miller, na-
tional president and business mana-
ger of MOA (Music Operators of

America, Inc.), reported that he plans

to follow up on the suggestion which
was made to him regarding a “Na-
tional Music Operators Defense Com-
mittee.”

Whether this will be the name
chosen for such a committee isn’t as

yet definite. But there is no doubt of

the efficacy of the movement. Miller

is in full agreement with the princi-

ples behind the program. He is work-
ing hard, at this time, in an effort to

make the initial arrangements to pre-

sent the plan to MOA’s Board of Di-

rectors meeting. The MOA Board
meet is scheduled to take place in

Chicago in November, right after the

NAMA convention in St. Louis.

The plan, as it was outlined to

George A. Miller in the presence of

MOA’s attorney, Nicholas E. Allen,

is to create a head member for each

of the 49 states in the nation. The
“National Music Operators Defense
Committee” would, thereby, be com-
posed of 49 members.

These 49 men would have under
them individual committeemen who
would head cities, towns, counties and,

perhaps, entire areas in their states.

The appointment of such men, re-

gardless of their number, would be up
to the man who headed each state.

At such time that MOA would re-

quire letters, wires, petitions, and
other material from all the 49 states,

to help protect the nation’s music

operators from any and all adverse

national legislation these men, who
headed each state, would be able to put

their individual organizations into im-

mediate action and, within a very

short period of time, follow through

on what was required of them for

national defense.

In short, from practically every

precinct in each large urban center,

to the smallest rural communities,

there would be members of the com-

mittees ready, able and willing to

swing right into instant action to

obtain whatever was needed to defend

the nation’s juke box operators from

any adverse national legislation

which might be introduced.

Setting up such an organization is a

gigantic job. George A. Miller realizes
this. He will start with his present
Board of Directors of Music Opera-
tors of America and plan from there.

It is hoped that, within a reason-
able period of time, that such a tre-
mendous national committee will have
been started and that, should further
adverse legislation be introduced into
Congress this new session, the na-
tional membership of this defense
committee would be ready to help
defend the nation’s automatic music
businessmen.

It can be said for George A. Miller
that he agreed with the plan in prin-
ciple and, even though the tremen-
dous amount of work necessary was
pointed out to him by those who for-
mulated this idea, he did not flinch for
a second. He stated that, if this was
the answer to the operators’ annual
congressional legislative problem, he
would be willing to go on ahead and
visit in all of the 49 states and bring
the proper committee leadership into
immediate being.

It was suggested by those who met
with Miller in Chicago that his salary
and expense account be increased to

allow him to handle this effort in

a most efficient manner. These men
all believed that anyone who would
have to head such a tremendous ef-

fort should be properly compensated.

All leaders in the trade realize that
proponents of former Congressional
bills have been able to produce mail

to individual Congressmen and Sena-
tors at the rate of better than 20 to 1

as against what music operators were
able to present.

This is attributed to apathy on the
part of the juke ox operators and
their leaders. This is, many believe,
due to the fact that the trade, just
a very tiny portion of it which ap-
pears at hearings in Washington,
D. C., was able to win victory after
victory in years past.

But, as the men who met with
George A. Miller pointed out, this was
in the past. The very fact that the
Senate bill, last session, came out
of the Committee and, of course, even
though it did not reach the floor, was
indicative of what could happen in

the future.

Therefore, these men explained, the
time has now arrived when the entire
industry must be unified into a strong,
defensive organization that would be
able to handle further such attempts
with alacrity as well as with what-
ever logical moves were necessary ac-

cording to the legal advisors in Wash-
inton.

It will be interesting to all juke box
operators in all of the 49 states to

note what will result from this sug-
gestion. The fact that George A.
Miller, in addition to his many pres-
ent duties, is willing to plunge into

this effort, is extremely commenda-
tory and tremendously heartening to

those who first presented this plan.

In 1958, they traveled thru all the
Eastern states up to New York City,
and then went on to Pennsylvania,
Ohio, Michigan, Illinois, Wisconsin
and Minnesota. On the way back they
visited Iowa, Missouri, Arkansas,
Kentucky, Tennessee, North Carolina,
South Carolina, Georgia and Florida.
“I followed the same procedure, ask-
ing questions and seeking informa-
tion about coin machines and the
people who were part of it,” stated
Blatt.

“I am now in a position where I can
try to compare the approximate in-

come, operation and rate and types of

equipment that the operators use this

year, as compared with that of 2 or

3 years ago.
“Practically all pre-war and 78

rpm equipment has disappeared from
top and medium income locations.

There are a few low grade juke boxes
around and they don’t do the juke
box industry any good because they
look shabby and are kept that way
because the operators use old and
discarded records which sound awful.
“The operator would do himself and

the locations justice by either setting

in a better piece of equipment and
better records, or remove the machine.

“It is my belief”, continued Blatt,

“that the game and juke box indus-
try has now come to a point where
the operator must make up his mind
that he must either sink or swim. The
time has come where he cannot
flounder around and just try to keep
his head above water, trusting to

Providence that somehow he will come
thru this transition.

“The operator thruout the nation
has to make up his mind now, and I

mean right now, that in order to sur-

vive he has a lot of work on his hands.
First of all he has to learn how much

it costs him to operate a piece of
equipment—and discard the old and
troublesome machines, as well as the
poor and rundown and unprofitable
locations.
“He must buy new equipment.

Switch and test the balance of his
locations. If he cannot make a profit
after trying all methods, give up all

unprofitable locations. An operator
cannot pay his overhead or payments
if he can’t get enough money out of
the equipment.
“Another step the progressive op-

erator can and must do (and quite
a number of them have already done
so) is diversify. Try to get every
dollar he possibly can earn from his
good locations by equipping that lo-

cation with whatever amusement,
service_ and merchandise machines
that can be operated profitably.

“In analyzing my experiences and
conversations with coinmen thruout
the nation, I find that the greatest
majority of operators have only one
source of income—what they find in
the cash boxes. After he make§ his
collection, he must first pay his help,
if he employs anybody. His expenses
include gas and oil for his car, rent,
insurance, and some other expenses
which must be taken care of after
these. If he has any money left he
pays his distributor, and makes pay-
ments to the finance company. Then,
of course, he must eat himself.
“Using Miami, which is just an

average city, as an example, it is no-
ticeable that the number of onerators
are decreasing. The substantial oper-
ators are buying out the smaller
firms. These progressive operators
are taking advantage of every op-
portunity and use modern methods of
operating their business instead of
the hit or miss systems.”
