Last week we discussed the role

that American pop music is playing

in creating better relations between

other nations and ourselves. But

music does many other things in the

international picture and the cur-

rent sensation all over the world,

“Volare”, points that up exceed-

ingly well. For here is a song which

reached number one in America and

yet had a completely Italian lyric,

which most of the people who

bought the record did not under-

stand. What they did understand

was the feeling involved and that is

one of the great things that music

can accomplish. For through the

interchange of records, people all

over the world learn to accept other

peoples’ methods of expression and

that’s a long step towards accepting

more.

As the recording industry keeps

growing and growing in almost

every corner of the globe, it be-

comes clearer each day that hit

records no longer remain within

their national boundaries but many

have the capabilities of going world-

wide. We’re well aware that Ameri-

can records are played over and

over again in practically every coun-

try in existence and certainly the

majority of the people who hear

them there don’t understand the

words. Likewise now it appears pos-

sible for foreign records to establish

themselves as hits here in their orig-

inal form, not through American

copies of the song as was so often

the case in previous years.

Moreover this is a trend which is

getting stronger all the time rather

than diminishing. This is due to

the fact that the whole world is get-

ting smaller as the methods of com-

munication continue to improve and

put all people within easier reach

of each other. A song that becomes

popular in a foreign country no

longer takes months or even weeks

to reach us, for instance. Today it’s

usually on our shores in a matter

of days either through the enter-

prise of music publishers, who are

traveling more than ever now, and

who are constantly on the lookout

for new material, or through rec-

ord company affiliates, which cull

through all new records in an

attempt to find those suitable for

further marketing. Recorded music

therefore is fast taking its place

among other mediums as a means

of cultural exchange. If the record

business continues to grow at the

rate it has been for the last several

years, records may soon find them-

selves at the top of the list in the

field of international culture.

leases were Neal Hefti’s “Singing In-

strumentals,” “Wild Bill Davis at

Birdland.” Roy Hamilton’s “You’ll
Never Walk Alone,” “Now Every-
body Sing” with Somethin’ Smith and
the Redheads, and an “Epic in Jazz”
series of reissues featuring the great
releases of Lester Young, Bunny Beri-

gan, Johnny Hodges, Bobby Hackett,
and others. These are still basic al-

bums for record collectors—they still

move out in quantity, month after
month.
But nothing establishes a line like

a hit. After a year and a half of
struggling, we came up with our first

national best seller, LN 3238. “Gen-
tlemen, Be Seated!” (Since “Gentle-
men,” at least four A&R men have
confided in me that they had always

wanted to do a minstx-el album but

just never got around to it.)

Epic from the beginning has worked
to produce a well-balanced, ungim-
micked high fidelity sound while using

the most modern and finest equipment
available. We believe that no label

px-oduced a finer record in a given

category— soundwise or musically.

Judging fx-om the record of the past

five years, a lot of customers seem to

think we’re right.

MERCHANDISING THE
COMPLETE LABEL
by W. Walter Hayum

We at Epic have found that there
is a direct advantage to a conxplete
record label such as ours for both the
distributor and us. The distributor
through Epic classics now has access
to many accounts which normally had
no need for much of the xxxaterial he
ox-iginally carried. We in turn bene-
fit by the high proportion of single
hits our distributox-s carry at all

times and the heavy distributor-dealer
tiaffic thus created.

Both our pop albums and single rec-

ords benefit by the up-to-the-minute
trends which come to us through the
top-notch promotion men enxployed by
our distributors. Again that spirit of
independent distribution is one of
urgency and fast action that is diffi-

cult to duplicate through branch or
one-label distribution.
We now find salesmen who were

once terrified at the thought of having
to call on a key-classical or album ac-
count, genuinely delighted with their
task. They have learned that their
major label competitors have never
filled the first chair of a major sym-
phony orchestra either. As a result
they now get a kick out of selling
classics.

We feel very strongly that all

record products, popular singles,
classics and popular albums can bene-
fit from a fiesh, aggressive and inde-
pendent outlook. We maintain an in-

quisitive intei'est in our distributors’
activities, suggestions and criticisms
for the purpose of shaping a con •

stantly growing label with major
status based on independent distribu-
tion.

And let’s not forget the tremendous
job done by Epic’s field men: Gene
Brewer, West Coast Sales Manager;
Bob King, Midwest Sales Manager;
axxd Jay Kyle. Southeast Sales Mana-
ger. Without these men, the opera-
tion couldn’t be successful.

A&R: ARTISTRY AND RESPONSIBILITY?

by Joe Sherman, Director of A&R

Popular Division, Epic And Okeh Records

In this day of the so-called “rock

and roll beat” generation, does “good”
music always finish last ? Epic Rec-

ords doesn’t think so. We believe it’s

worthwhile to experiment with a few
trial balloons, a few well-recorded,

well-produced, well-written songs, and
we’ve been right. When supplied with

high caliber material such as “You’ll

Never Walk Alone,” “Unchained Mel-

ody,” “It’s Not For Me To Say,”

“Everybody Loves A Lover,” “It’s

All In The Game,” there was sufficient

demand from our record buyers to

make these hit l-ecords.

As Dix-ector of Epic’s Popular A &
R division, it is my hopeful plan to

continue sending up a few more of

these trial balloons. After all, this is

still the Music business. With a little

industry, we can still sell good music.
Why blame everything on the “beat”
generation when practically every-
thing they are supplied with has noth-
ing but a beat?

Certainly “Rock and Roll” has a de-

served place in our musical culture

and our business. But also consider
that duxing its comparatively young
existence, Epic has prospered both in

sales and in px-estige because of its

quality catalog of musical pioneei's.

Albums such as “Gentlemen Be
Seated,” the Lester Lanin LP’s, the

Roy Hamilton albums including his

curx-ent hit “With All My Love,” the

Merrill Staton Choir; and singles

such as “You’ll Never Walk Alone”

and “Ebb Tide” by Roy Hamilton,

The Four Coins’ “Shangri-la,” “It’s

A Sin To Tell A Lie” by Somethin’

Smith and the Redheads, etc. prove

conclusively that “nice guys” and

“nice music” can win.

May the next five years be as Epic

as the first!!

EPIC’S CLASSICS
by Charlie Schicke, Director of Classical A&R, Epic.

When Epic entered the classical

business five years ago, all of the

standard classical repertory of the

“warhorse” variety had already been

recorded many times over by ranking

artists and orchestras. The high fidel-

ity boom was in full gear. Epic, we
knew, had a very competitive row to

hoe.

One facet became patently clear

after our first twenty or so albums

reached the dealer's’ shelves, the crit-

ics’ desks and a number of adven-

turesome record collectors’ homes:

the one feature all of our initial al-

bums held in common was their su-

peiior i-ecorded sound.

Expansion came rapidly. The emi-

nent permanent conductor of the Con-

certgebouw Orchestra, Eduard Van
Beinum, became an exclusive Epic

ai'tist. His highly successful Ameri-

can tour in 1955 with the Concei'tge-

bouw left thousands of fanatical fans

in its wake. Arthur Gnixniaux, the

fine young violin virtuoso, became an

Epic regular. Our domestic recording

program soon got under way with

the signing of the brilliant Cleveland

Orchestra and its world renowned

conductor, George Szell, a man who
really knows his way around an or-

chestra; so well, in fact, that all of

our hopes for Cleveland were realized

in the triumphant success both Szell

and Cleveland have ~njoyed on tours

in both Europe and America.

Critics in New York, Philadelphia,

London, Paris, etc., have acclaimed

the orchestra as one of the world’s

greatest. Other invaluable additions

to Epic’s artists roster were the

highly talented young American pi-

anist, Leon Fleisher (the first Amer-
ican to win the coveted Queen Eliza-

beth of Belgium prize, formerly won
by such luminaries as Oistrakh, Gil-

els & Co.), the superb Italian cham-
ber orchestra, I Musici, and classical

guitarist, Rey de la Torre. Clara

Haskill broadened her American fol-

lowing considerably by her sensation-

al American concert appearances two
seasons ago.

Now that we aie well along in the

race and drawing closer to the lead-

ers. we have learned that getting

off to a late start was no handicap

at all.

NEW YORK—Fred Fox, Sam Fox
Publishing Company’s vice-president,

has recently returned from the second
of two European business trips. These
trips have activated new companies
which will represent not only the Sam
Fox catalogue, but all its affiliated

organizations—Movietone Music, Hol-
lywood Songs, Choral Art Publica-
tions, Reynard Publishing and Star-
gen Music.
Fox stated that his trips were made

not only in behalf of his own firm and
its affilated organizations, but also as

a representative of the Music Pub-
lishers’ Association in which he is

Chairman of the International Com-
mitee. Members of this committee in-

clude two distinguished represent-
atives of the music publishing indus-
try, David Adams of Boosey and
Hawkes and Franco Colombo of Ri-

cordi.

The highlight of Fox's report to

M.P.A. stressed to publishers who are

in all phases of the music industry,

the desirability of setting up sepa-

rate operations in three distinct areas

of the music business, namely: Popu-

lar, Symphonic - Educational, and
Background Tape Libraries.

CHICAGO—A working agreement
has been developed between Mid-
west Mercury, the Chicago distrib-

utor of Mercury Records, and the Chi-

cago branch of the National Tea

Damone, Eddy Howard, Ralph Mar-
terie, David Carroll, etc., Mercury will

offer regularly on a no charge basis,

inside-the-store point-of-sale display
materials, and also provide an ad mat
service that can be adapted for Na-
tional Tea’s Advertising program.

Henry Friedman, who oversees the
midwest Mercury setup, was quite en-

thusiastic about the first two weeks
of the operation and explained, “We
felt all the time that the impact of

National Tea’s sales outlets would

boost tremendously the appeal and

potential of the Mercury-Wing mer-

chandise, but we are all quite flab-

bergasted by just how much our most
optimistic expectations fell short of

the amazing job being done by the

folks at National Tea”.

Mercury Signs Nichols & May

CHICAGO — Mercury Records has

announced the signing of one of

America’s hottest new comedy teams,

Mike Nichols and Elaine May, for

the express purpose of recording a

long play album that will serve as a

show case for their popular ad-lib

style of humor.

Background music for the

set will be provided by Chicago pi-

anist Marty Rubenstein, who worked
with Nichols and May previously dur-

ing their appearance at Mr. Kelly’s

night club in the Windy City.

The Nichols-May team is currently

wowing them in an extended engage-

ment at New York’s Blue Angel sup-

per club. Television has also been

courting the team and recently they

appeared on the Dave Garroway “To-

day” show. They also are booked for

a double date on the Dinah Shore

program, with the first appearance
slated for November 30th, and of

course, they are in line for a return

visit to the Steve Allen’s Sunday-

on them.

Clyde Otis Named to Mercury’s

A & R Staff

CHICAGO—Mercury Record Corpo-
ration’s Executive Vice-President in

charge of artists and repertoire, Art
Talmadge, announced the acquisition

of Clyde Otis as the newest member
of the firm’s A & R staff.

Otis is well known in the record
industry and has been a song writer,
free lance artist and repertoire direc-

tor, conductor and recording consul-
tant during his 12 years in the busi-
ness. During that period, he has
worked with many of the leading-

name artists, including, Patti Page,
the Diamonds, Nat “King” Cole, Elvis
Presley, Johnny Mathis, Clyde Mc-
Phatter, Ruth Brown and an endless
list of others. Some of the hit rec-

ords that Otis has been connected
with were The Diamonds’ million sell-

ing- smash, “The Stroll”, Cole’s,

“Looking Back” and “That’s All
There Is To That”, the Five Keys’,
“Out Of Sight, Out Of Mind”, Johnny
Mathis’ “Call Me”, and among others,

several of Elvis Presley’s biggest
sellers.

Some of Otis’ initial responsi-
bilities will be the next recording
dates of Rusty Draper, the Del Vik-
ings, and the Diamonds.

The A&R lineup
reads like this: Talmadge, working
out of Mercury’s headquarters in Chi-
cago and overseeing the entire oper-
ation; David Carrol, also in Chicago
and devoting a great deal of his time
to album activity as well as singles;
Hal Mooney, in New York, and divid-
ing his time between pop single and
albums; Otis, also in New York, and
concentrating on singles; Pete Rugulo,
in Los Angeles and handling all of
Mercury’s west coast work; and Jack
Tracy, out of Chicago, and devoting
himself primarily to the EmArcy jazz
line.

Angel Issues 1 0 New Albums

Kniiiniiiimiiiii!

HOLLYWOOD — Ten new Angel
Records, including a new recording

by the Berlin Philharmonic Orchestra,

were released in October.

One of the most distinguished Angel
conductors, Herbert von Karajan,
leads the Berlin Philharmonic in its

second recording to be released this

year, the Bruckner “Symphony No. 8”,

a de luxe two-record set.

Another de luxe-boxed set is the

Tchaikovsky “Sleeping Beauty Ballet”

(complete), with the Philharmonia
Orchestra conducted by George Wel-
don. This recording joins the Proko-
fiev “Cinderella” and the de Falla

“Three-Cornered Hat,” both of which
were released within the last few
'months, as representatives of the

world of ballet music which Angel is

presenting in a continuing series.

An ambitious recording project was
begun about two years ago in France
when Boris Christoff was engaged to

record all of the sixty-three “Songs of

Moussorgsky.” The recording was re-

cently completed, and the “Songs” are

presented in a four-record set with an
eighty-eight-page book. The book
gives the texts of the “Songs” in

Italian, French, Russian and English,

together with descriptive notes and
appropriate material—excerpts, illus-

trations, musical examples and photo-

graphs—taken during the recording

session. The “Songs” are sung in

Russian.

Thomas Schippers, whose engage-
ments have found him conducting in

many parts of the world, recorded the

Tchaikovsky “Symphony No. 4” in

London, with the Philharmonia Or-
chestra, on one of his recent trips.

Soprano Aase Nordmo-Loevberg,
who was heard late last winter in

Philadelphia and New York for the

first time, has recorded for Angel a
collection of the “Songs of Grieg and
Richard Strauss.”

Two cellists are represented in the

October release. First, Pierre Four-
nier, accompanied by Gerald Moore,
has a collection of short cello encore
pieces in an album titled “The Cel-

list’s Hour”; and second, Janos Star-

ker, formerly First Cellist of the

Metropolitan and more recently, of the

Chicago Symphony, who has recorded
for Angel the Dohnanyi Kodaly

“Facade” by Sir William Walton,
along with two overtures—“Johannes-
burg Festival” and “Portsmouth
Point,” as well as the two “Coronation
Marches” (1937 and 1953).

The “Anthology” recital follows a

historical chronology from the time
of William Byrd and Orlando Gibbons
up through the early 19th century
period exemplified by Samuel Wesley
(1766-1837). This is the first pro-
gram in the ICO series to play early

English music on a baroque organ.
The second half of Downes’ recital

is devoted to the works of two con-
temporary composers, Harold Darke
and Malcolm Williamson.

NEW YORK—Vanguard Records is

adding a dramatization of the Dickens

classic, “A Christmas Carol” to its

list of recordings for the holiday sea-

son. With actress, Siobhan McKenna,

who has appeared here in such hits

as “The Chalk Garden”, “The Rope

Dancers” and “St. Joan”, playing the

roles of the Ghosts of Christmas Past,

Present and Future, the cast is made
up actors of the Dublin theatre, in-

cluding A new McMaster, Irish Shake-

spearian actor, as Scrooge. The disk’s

cover features drawings from the

original edition, and notes are by S.

W. Bennett.

Another release in Vanguard’s se-

ries of complete-performance demon-

stration disks is Beethoven’s Sym-
phony No. 5 in C minor played by the

Vienna State Opera Orchestra under

Felix Prohaska. Release is in both

stereo and monaural. Full dealer

discount continues on this series,

which now includes such releases as

Rimsky - Korsakov’s “Scheherazade”

and four Hungarian Rhapsodies for

Orchestra by Liszt.

Other new releases on the Vanguard
label, both in stereo and monaural,

are a disk of English Folk Songs

titled “Western Wind” sung by the

counter-tenor, Alfred Deller; “Sere-

nata” played by I Solisti di Zagreb

conducted by Antonio Janigro and
featuring string works by Rossini,

Albinoni, Corelli, Paradis, Haydn and
Boccherini; and a collection of Ameri-
can folk songs by the new and impor-

tant young folk singer, Leon ‘Bibb,

making his record debut. Stereo ver-

sions of “An 18th Century Christ-

mas” and Bach’s Magnificat in D, both

previously released in monaural ver-

sions, are also on the agenda.

Rounding out the November list is

a new monaural novelty record titled

“The Baby Sitters”, sung by the Baby
Sitters Quartette, featuring folk

songs for babies, small children, par-

ents and baby sitters.

HOLLYWOOD—Larry Harmon has
been signed to an exclusive recording-

contract by Capitol Records. Terms
of the deal stipulate that he will per-
form the voice of “Bozo, the Capitol

Clown” in all future issues of Capi-
tol’s best-selling “Bozo” series. Terms
of the contract also give Capitol ex-
clusive rights to characters, TV and
screen properties owned by Larry
Harmon Productions, Inc. which can
be adapted to Capitol’s recording rep-
ertoire.

The deal is an outgrowth of Har-

mon’s acquisition from Capitol of TV
and merchandising rights to “Bozo”

which he has in production at Cali-

fornia Studios as a series of 156 six-

minute color cartoons for TV. In

addition to producing, Harmon per-

forms the voices of “Bozo” and other

principal characters in the series,

which is being distributed nationally

by Reub Kaufman’s Jayark Films

Corporation.

Grand Award A&R Chief, last week
announced the release of eight mew
stereo albums for the month of Octo-

ber. The new releases bring the total

number of stereo albums in the Grand
Award catalog to twenty.

Four of the eight packages in the

October release spotlight great shows
and movies, recorded by Enoch Light
& his Orch. & Chorus with singers
from the TV and recording fields:

“Around The World In 80 Days”,
“Gigi,” “My Fair Lady,” and “Okla-
homa and South Pacific.” The four
other packages are: “The World’s
Most Beautiful Waltzes” recorded by
the Strings of the Symphonia Royale;
“Italia” starring Luigi Chianti and
his Orchestra Populare; “Corrida” an
album of bullfight music performed
by La Banda Los Amantes de la Cor-
rida; and “The Torchy Thirties” fea-
turing Enoch Light and the Light
Brigade.

To introduce the new release, a
prepack deal is being offered to deal-
ers for the month of October. A spe-
cially prepacked unit containing two
each of the eight new releases, one
each of the eight current best-sellers
from the existing stereo LP catalog,
plus two bonus records comes en-
closed in a gold browser rack along
with special stereo display material.
The dealer pays the regular price for
the twenty-four stereo LP’s but re-
ceives a bonus of two free stereo
albums in each prepack unit. The
bonus records are “The Great Song
Hits of the Glenn Miller Orchestra”
starring Bobby Byrne and the All Star
Alumni Orchestra and “The Roaring
20’s—volume 2” by Enoch Light and
the Charleston City All-Stars. Once
a dealer has bought one prepack unit
he will receive one free stereo LP
for every 10 he buys throughout the
month of October. The dealer may
place his orders as often as he wishes.

Sale3 aids have been sent to all

Grand Award distributors to promote
the October deal in the form of special
instruction sheets, order blanks, pic-
tures of the racks and records and a
book of all stereo album covers.

Enoch Light also added that sales
on Grand Award stereo albums have
exceeded all expectations, accounting
for 20 9t of the total sales volume for
the past two months.

Disneyland Intros

Stereo LP Line

NEW YORK—Disneyland Records
introduced its stereophonic package
line last week at a dealer-press dem-
onstration at New York’s Warwick
Hotel.

The highlight of the current Dis-
neyland stereo issue is Leopold Sto-
kowski-Philadelphia Orchestra read-

ing of the sound-track music from
Walt Disney’s classic, “Fantasia”.

Though recorded in 1938, the music

for the “Fantasia” was recorded ster-

eophonically, and Disneyland has re-

leased a stereo version of the score

in one, 3-disk set, and three separate

issues. Selections from “Fantasia”

plus four other Disneyland stereo

albums, “Tutti’s Trumpets”—Tutti

Camarata— ;

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MPA Meets

NEW YORK — Alan C. Frank,
manager of the music department of
the London offices of the Oxford Uni-
versity Press, was guest speaker at
the general meeting of the Music
Publishers’ Association of the United
States, Wednesday, October 13, at
the Warwick Hotel in New York and
compared the British publishers’ prob-
lems with the American publishing
firms’.

Frank, also a director of the Per-
forming Rights Society of Great Brit-
ain, said that “although on the whole,
the nine major orchestras of Great
Britain are fairly enterprising, the
problems of programming contempo-
rary works, — lower box office re-
ceipts, and extra expense of extra re-

hearsals result in fewer perform-
ances than the composer and pub-
lisher need to make these works prof-
itable.”

The fees accruing from approxi-
mately 13% performances in the U.S.
serve to support publication, while
in Britain, 13 performances (not
broadcast) would not pay half the
cost of publication, according to
Frank. Another unfortunate differ-

ence for the English publisher, said

Frank, is the few repeat perform-

ances from tapes that the BBC, the

only English radio broadcasting ser-

vice, programs.

One of the mainstays of the com-
posers’ and publishers’ performance
rights fees has been the “Third Pro-

gram”, a BBC broadcast of serious

music, until last year a five-hour pro-

gram. Cut to three hours last week,

it reduced the revenue to British

composers and publishers by almost

50%, but since then such income has

been increased slightly. Frank urged
that American publishers be sure that

the BBC has commercial disks of our

American music for use on its pro-

grams, and that we improve our liai-

son with - BBC regarding tapes for

broadcast use.

Neither commercial nor govern-

ment television has helped the British

music publisher or composer to any
degree, according to Frank, since

“the ideal medium of diffusion of se-

rious music is that of sound broad-

casting of gramophone record”.

“We feel in England,” Frank con-

tinued, “that your [the U.S.] situ-

ation is less favorable in one impor-

tant respect, than ours, since in Eng-
land the phrase ‘not for pi’ofit’ does

not deter the collection of perform-

ance fees. The Performing Rights

Society takes the view that if a

cloak-room attendant is paid, why
should not the composer and publish-

er be, regardless of whether or not

an admission fee is charged.”

Prior to Frank’s talk, the mem-
bers of the MPA approved changes
in their constitution. The notice dis-

tributed by the MPA explaining copy-

right law has reached over the 10,000

people in the music professions, and
the education campaign on copyrights

is continuing. Co-operative exhibits

through the MPA at the major music
meetings throughout the country still

will continue, and co-operation with

music dealers on the development of

standard group of business forms is

under way. A standard, blanket-type

of agreement setting forth a method
whereby colleges may request per-

mission for the use of copyright ma-
terial is being formulated. The pub-
lishers also agreed to make available

to music organizations their series of

60 colored slides illustrating the music
publishing business.

Dugong Disk For Real

week which carried the story of a
1,000-lb. mammal, called a Dugong,
with a female human-like face caught
off the coast of Africa.

Randle decided,
in fun, to highlight this story on his

program, and kept it up a few days.
As a gag again, lie mentioned that
writer Jimmy Testa, composer of the
“Hula Hoop”, might write a song
about it. Sure enough, two days later

a waxing of “Song Of The Dugongs”
by Jimmy Martin (really Jimmy Tes-
ta) was brought up to Randle, and to

go along with the gag, he played it

several times.
Lee Pincus, of Geo. Pincus Music,

travelling in the area, heard it, liked
it, bought it and sold the master to
George Goldner of Gone Records. Pin-
cus reports that action on the song-

in Cleveland is tremendous.
Randle still argues it’s a gag.

Also on Friday night the newly
formed Country Music Association

will make its inaugural bow with a

dance for the industry at the Andrew
Jackson Hotel. Saturday will be a gen-

eral visiting day with BMI hosting at

an 8:30 a.m. breakfast. Bob Burton,

Bob Sour and Frances Williams will

welcome Festival guests and “Break-
fast At the Opry” will be the broad-

cast feature. The Maxwell House
Hotel will be the scene of the action.

Columbia Records will have a Kof-
fee Klatch Saturday morning at 8:00

a.m. and will host a lunch at the Max-
well House Ballroom at 12:00 noon.

Bob Burrell will be on hand.

WSM will take over at 4:30 p.m.

Saturday with the WSM Reception

and Buffet. The station staff and
management will act as hosts at the

Maxwell House Ballroom.

The piece de resistance of the day
and the highlight of the Festival will

be the historic 33rd Anniversary of

the Grand Ole Opry from 7:30 to mid-

night from the famed Ryman Audi-
torium. This will be of particular in-

terest because the Festival will salute

during the period the 1,000th Grand
Ole Opry. More than 175 Opry stars

and sidesmen will be on hand for this

gala occasion to visit with the deejays.

All in all, D. Fitzpatrick feels that

the 1958 version of the Festival will

be the most memorable of them all to

date.

“Sorry, but I can’t see,” said the

serviceman, who was blind. And Mike
then found his model of greatest use

as he put the serviceman’s hands on

the raised grooves to show that stereo

picks up sounds from both sides of

record grooves for its two speakers.

It probably was the first time stereo

has been demonstrated in Braille.

Mrs. Mary H. Gillette, one of Chi-
cago’s most prominent and outstand-
ing music operators recalls that in

1936 she and her late husband, Leslie
Gillette, a stock broker, received a
coin operated phonogTaph as an anni-
versary gift from a Detroit operator
friend.

“Well”, Mary reminisces, “we just
stared at it and then, with what
seemed a mutual meeting of our
minds, we both spoke out simulta-
neously. We decided to put the phono-
graph in a location.

“In less than a month”, Mary Gil-

lette continues, “we were putting out
more of the same phonographs and
were in business as Ohio Valley Music
Company”.
Both Mr. and Mrs. Gillette were

thrilled with the music business. They
continued to progress. They built
their route larger and still larger.

In 1940 thev changed their firm
name to Gillette Distributing Com-
pany. They had become distributors
for Packard Wall Boxes and later for
the Packard phonograph.

Leslie Gillette passed away in 1944.
Mary carried on alone. And tho, for
a while, she lost some locations, in

due time she regained them and added
many more. Her automatic music
business, today, is one of the biggest
and best in Chicago.

Mrs. Mary H. Gillette is fired with
so much natural energy that, in addi-
tion to building up her automatic
music business, raising a most gor-
geous, scholarship winning daughter,
Leslie, who is now 16 years old and
bent on following her mother’s foot-
steps she also, at one time, owned
three retail music stores along with
a one-stop music business.

She has since sold all of her music
stores but one Gillette Music, also
called, “Mary Gillette’s”, by her cus-
tomers, in fashionable, suburban Old
Orchard. * .

She believes that, with the entrance
of stereo disks and tapes and, further,
because she can better concentrate on
one store, her Old Orchard music cen-

ter will, in due time, become one of

the most outstanding establishments

of its kind in all Chicagoland.

Mary H. Gillette retains one deep,

dark secret she just won’t tell a soul.

What the “H” stands for in her name.
Instead, she quickly switches back

to talking about music, of which she

most wholeheartedly says:

“I love music and the music busi-

ness from beginning to end.”

This is the question asked of us, and

asked by members of the industry.

When one of these highly harmful

and in most instances fabulously fictiti-

ous stories appear in print, some of the

industry’s leaders feel they should he

refuted. After several experiences along

this line, coinmen are now of the opin-

ion it’s far better to “take the raj)" and

say nothing, as their efforts resulted

only in continuing the attack.

This, of course, is not the answer.

In small towns and cities, the mem-
bers of the coin machine industry, thru

friendships and associations with other

citizens in local political, fraternal and

business organizations, are not the mis-

understood people as are those located

in the larger cities. The coinmen in

these smaller communities are recog-

nized for what they are good solid,

hard working, honorable citizens.

The big city coinmen, therefor, must

see to it that their status is such that

when a newspaper considers running a

story on some individual, it is one that

will not condemn all the industry’s in-

dividuals.

Tom Callaghan Passes
Was With The United States Secret Service

For 35 Years And Headed Chicago Secret

Service Office 19 Years

CHICAGO — Thomas J. (Tom)
Callaghan, who resigned as Assist-
ant to the President of Bally Man-
ufacturing Corpoi'ation, because
of ill health earlier this year,
passed away on Wednesday Octo-
ber 15. Burial was in Chicago on
Saturday, Oct. 18. He was 73 years
old.

Callaghan became associated
with the Bally organization in

1946 after a long and distinguished
career with the Secret Service of
the United States Government. He,
known as the personal guardian to

the Px-esident of the United States,
had headed the Secret Service of-

fice in Chicago for nineteen years
and had helped guard Presidents,
from Theodore Roosevelt to Harry
S. Truman.
One of the most colorful figures

in Government work in Chicago,
Captain Callaghan was chief of the
Secret Service office in Chicago

from 1926 until his retirement in

1945 after thirty-five years as a
Government agent. He was well
known for his smiling good hu-
mor, his dapper clothes and the
white carnation which he carried
in his lapel every day.
He also guarded, on their trips

to this country, Sir Winston
Churchill and Mme. Chiang Kai-
shek, wife of the Chinese Na-
tionalist leader.

Callaghan made quite a reputa-
tion for himself in his battle
against counterfeiters in the Mid-
west. One of his most famous ex-
ploits was the trapping of the no-
torious Frankie Parker, a head
line figure back in 1939. Surviv-
ing, besides his widow, are a
brother, Sam, a Secret Service
agent in New York, and two sis-

ters, Mrs. Florence Martin of New
York, and Mrs. Elsie Maher of St.

Augustine, Fla.

Music Ops Of Conn Vote

To Accept Vending

Operators

HARTFORD, CONN.—Ben Gordon,
business agent of the Music Oper-
ators of Connecticut, Inc., this city,

announced that at a dinner held on

Wednesday, October 8, at the Hotel

Bond, the organization voted to per-

mit vending machine operators, spe-

cifically cigarette machine operators,

to become members of the MOC.
“It is believed by the organization,”

stated Gordon, “that admitting the

cigarette operators at this time would

be of advantage to the entire coin

machine industry. The reason for

such thinking is that many operators

have diversified their interests to

include vending machines in their

operations in order to supplement

incomes. Not having them in the asso-

ciation has led to many conflicts

among the operators,” he concluded.

“From the banker’s standpoint”, re-

ports Erfle, “we are ‘for’ loans to

locations.

“The biggest problem against loans

to locations”, he continues, “is the

availability of funds. The arrange-

ment we have with our operators,

and that I am sure would be satisfac-

tory to the majority of lending insti-

tutions, is that we get a credit appli-

cation from the location owner, but

have the note endorsed by the oper-

ator.

“For the millions of dollars that

have been loaned out there have been

no disappointments whatsoever to the

banking fraternity. The losses to the

operators have only run a few thous-

and dollars at the very top.

“By having the bank send coupon

books to the locations the location

owners are then fully aware of the

fact that they owe money to the bank.

There is then no tendency on their

part to ‘stall’ making payments.

“In addition, the bank actually

makes the money advance, so that it

is no burden to the operator’s cash

position.

“It appears to the writer that if

the operator has any credit with his

bank he should have no trouble get-

ting assistance. With the operator

having his hand in the till each week,
there is no reason why the loan

shouldn’t be repaid. As a practical

matter, many of our operators bring

the payments directly to the bank act-

ing in this case, of course, on behalf

of the location owner.

“We can appreciate that it is an

extremely serious position where op-

erators are not getting bank assist-

ance.”

“The Cash Box Price Lists”

[Also known as the “C. M. I. (Coin Machine
Industry) BLUE BOOK”]

FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear
in the quotation of high and low prices of certain

equipment. Like any true reporter “The Price Lists"

can only feature the market prices as they are
quoted. “The Price Lists” acts exactly the same as

the market quotation board at the Stock Exchange—
posting the prices as they are quoted for the past

week, regardless of how much they may seem to he
out of line. Some prices do not change for months.
“The Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain

the last known quotations for such equipment to
that the subscriber at least has the last known prices

as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely
divergent. Someone on the West Coast may feel a
certain machine worth $150.00 whereas someone on
the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of
course, serial, appearance, demand, territory, quan-
tity, and condition of equipment must be taken into
consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstand-
ing firms, having a reputation for shipping com-
pletely reconditioned machines, will be offered at

higher prices than others, due to the added cost of
reconditioning.) “The Price Lists” reports each quo-
tation exactly as it is made and depends on the sub-
scriber to make average price adjustments to fit the
peculiarities of his territory.

METHOD: “The Price Lists” should be read as
follows: First price listed is lowest price quoted for
the week; Second price listed is highest priee
quoted.
