List Debuts

NEW YORK — The first Cash
Box compilation of Best Selling
Stereo Albums (Pg. 18) indicates
that though stereo purchasers are
sticking, in the main, to artists

& repertoire whose monaural coun-
terparts are current favorites,
there are, nevertheless, distinct
differences in purchase appeal,
with “older” favories being re-
vived in stereo and completely new
disks, expressly talored for stereo,
selling well.

The big monaural LP’s are still

there in stereo (i.e. “Peter Gunn”
(#1); “Come Dance With Me”
(#2); “Flower Drum Song” (#6);
but re-gaining newly won popu-
larity in stereo are such items as
Van Cliburn’s Tchaikovsky Con-
certo on Victor (#4); the “Okla-
homa!” soundtrack on Capitol

(#8); Roger Williams’ “Near You”
on Kapp (#9) and Sinatra’s “Only
The Lonely” on Capitol (#22).

In this early stage of the stereo
game, purchasers are naturally
turning to stereo disks that are,
more or less, clear-cut, gimmick-
loaded demonstrations of stereo’s
fascinating ability to feed the lis-

tener the 3-D effect. Though a suc-
cess in monaural form, Arthur Ly-
mon’s “Taboo” set on HiFi (#17)
is also making a strong hold on the
stereo buyer, no doubt because of
its striking orchestrations which
lend themselves beautifully to ste-

reo effect. Two entries making a
stereo chart appearance are out-
and-out efforts designed to con-
vince the listener that stereo is

all that it’s cracked up to be. These
are London’s “Journey Into Sound”
(#19) and Westminster’s “Intro-
duction To Stereo” (#24). Of in-

terest is the colorful Dick Schory
“Bang-Baaroom & Harp” waxing
on Victor (#30). This LP was re-

leased sometimes in December in

both monaural and stereo form,
with no monaural chart activity as
yet, but here it is making its way
on the stereo list.

Most likely, in time, when stereo
has passed the novelty stage, and
firms release their monaurals and
stereos simultaneously, both the
monaural and stereo lists will have
just about the same look; but, for
the time being, there are differ-

ences in monaural and stereo stock
the dealer must consider.

Everest Adopts New
Recording Technique

NEW YORK—Everest Records is

now utilizing a new recording tech-
nique, it was disclosed last week. Fol-
lowing the success of its recent re-
lease, “Around the World In Eighty
Days”, the Belock Recording Com-
pany, division of the Belock Instru-
ment Corporation, has announced that
Everest will continue to use 35 mm
magnetic film for its stereo record-
ings of three sound tracks instead of
the conventional inch tape. This
technique was originally devised for
motion pictures but was not previous-
ly used in producing disk recordings
until reportedly introduced by Everest
in “Around The World in Eighty
Days”. The sprocket driven magnetic
tape, five times heavier and wider
than the tape customarily used, al-
lows for a greater dynamic range
and greatly reduces random noise,
the Belock Company has found. It
also avoids slippage that may occur
on friction driven tape that can cause
“flutter”. One re-recording from the
master film tape, Everest’s three
sound tracks are ‘mixed’ or combined
into two channels for stereo disks.
The three channels become one chan-
nel in Everest’s monaural recordings.

“We are well pleased with the re-
sults”, asserts Harry D. Belock, the
company’s president. “Our newest re-
lease under our new method is ‘Waltz
Masterpieces’. Those who have heard
it in the studio say it is tremendous.”
“Waltz Masterpieces” is an album of
waltz compositions by Weber, Tchai-
kovsky, Richard and Johann Strauss,
played by the Stadium Symphony Or-
chestra of New York with Raoul Po-
liakin conducting.

Design Signs Two

NEW YORK—Cy Leslie, president
of Pickwick Sales, merchandising
arm of Design Records, announced
last week that both Alan Dean and
the Don Williams Chorale have been
signed to exclusive disking deals.

Leslie stated that the Don Wil-
liams Chorale will record an album

When

conditioned equipment can be sold, no matter if

lies be to a domestic or foreign market, it makes it

tossible for the wholesaler to offer more attractive

irices to the operator either on a cash purchase or

a a trade-in.

The purchase of so many machines by the foreign

buyer has made it possible for coinmen thruout the

world to build an industry of their own. For the past

number of years, practically all of the equipment they

were able to place on location came from the United

States. It is only during the past few years or so that

machines of any quantity (or quality) have been

produced by European countries (in other foreign

areas, even today, the only machines being produced

are music machines—and those under franchise of

American manufacturers). This condition, plus the

fact that available locations have now been serviced

with machines of all kinds, is one of the reasons why

less machines are being imported from the United

States.

However, a tremendously large market remains

available—those countries still maintaining import

restrictions. Should these countries (like England,

France, Italy) remove their import restrictions, then

there will be created a demand for United States equip-

ment such as existed before World War H, when thou-

sands and thousands of machines were shipped to

these countries alone. And this could happen at any

time in the near future.

Fourth quarter (October, Novem-

ber and December) statistics reveal

Tom the preceding quarter (July,

August and September). Actually, the

slide wasn’t very pronounced in dol-

ar sales—$4,746,981 in the fourth

quarter compared with $5,009,789 in

the third quarter. While it would ap-

pear that a great many more machines

were shipped in the third quarter than

n the fourth, the great difference is

determined by the export of vendors.

6,501 machines were shipped in the

ourth quarter, compared with 23,715

a the third—but 11,519 vendors were

hipped in the previous quarter, while

he actual dollar value was practically

he same in this quarter and in the

ourth quarter. Eliminating the dif-

ference in vendors exported, the

ctual difference in units shipped is

nly a few hundred less.

United States ex-

orters shipped a total of 82,510 ma-

at there still remains a very lively

les outlet for American exporters.

An analysis of the statistics for the

urth quarter reveals:

1)

Phonographs: There were 4,141

usic machines exported in this

larter, bringing American export

ms $2,857,187. This was 742 less

achines, and only $33,363 less in

liar value. Europe, always the big-

gest buyer, spent more money than
in the last period—$1,738,297 com-
pared to $1,683,451, but bought only

2,708 machines compared with 3,424

in the third period. Europe’s biggest

customer- was West Germany; next

biggest Belgium. South America, with

Venezuela taking 676 machines, valued

at $546,720, was the second best im-

port area. North and Central Amer-
ica placed third, with Canada leading

and Cuba next (due to the recent

revolution in Cuba, this country can

now be practically written off as a

buyer.)

2) Amusement Machines: Europe,

which continues as the biggest im-

porter of amusement machines, fell

down badly this quarter, which ac-

counts for the drop here—6,637 ma-
chines valued at $1,330,377 in the

fourth quarter, compared with 7,213

machines valued at $1,536,661 in the

previous quarter. Europe’s slide in

purchases of amusement machines was

a result of the ban on Italy’s imports,

which shrank from 950 machines

valued at $270,315 in the third quar-

ter to 4 machines valued at $2,700

in the fourth quarter. Belgium, al-

ways the big buyer here, kept at

practically an even pace, off only 176

machines valued at $18,755. Interest-

ingly enough, is the spurt made in

purchases by Asian buyers. With the

Republic of Korea leading the way,

this area jumped in this quarter from
160 machines to 276 machines, with

values from $30,275 to $107,864.

3) Vending Machines: As usual,
analyzing figures here presents an
interesting view. Altho some 6,000
less machines were exported, the
value of those shipped almost equalled
the previous months total. It is quite
evident that a great many very low
price machines were shipped in the
third quarter. Canada, in the North
American division, as usual was the
big buyer. This country bought 2,301
machines, valued at $407,407, approxi-
mately 80% of the money received
by American exporters; and account-
ing for about 50% of the equipment
taken. If the 2,000 machines imported
into Belgium for $22,000 ($11 ma-
chines) were discounted, the figures
would be strengthened for exports
thruout the world’s buyers.

Activities of the manufacturers

during the past quarter (January,

February and March 1959)

Still

in production during this quarter

were: “Lucky Alley” ball bowler;

“Star” shuffle; “Golf Champ”, golf

game; “Deluxe Skill Parade”, an up-

right amusement machine; “Speed

Bowler”, shuffle alley; “Whiz Bowler”,

(same as “Speed Bowler”, with a

match-play feature). Bally also in-

troduced during this past quarter, the

following new games: “Bally Shuffle”,

shuffleboard game; “Club Bowler”,

shuffle, and “Sea Island”, an in-line

game. Still in production are the

following kiddie rides: “Spook Gun”,

kiddie shooting gallery; Bally “Bike”;

start pratiquement la meme au troi-

sieme et au quatrieme trimestre. Si

L’on elimine la difference dans les

machines a distribution automatique
sxportees, la difference reelle entre
les unites expedites ne represente que
quelques centaines en moins.

FIRMAS DE LOS EE. UU. EN EL

QUARTRO TRIMESTRE

El Leve Oescendo Puede Atribuirse a la Prohib-

icion de Importaciones Impuesta por Italia

Las estadisticas correspondientes al

cuarto trimestre (Octubre, Noviem-

bre, Diciembre) revelan que en ese

periodo la exportacion de maquinas
accionadas por monedas a todas par-

tes del mundo fue raenor que la del

trimestre anterior (julio, Agosto y
Septiembre). En realidad, el descenso

no fue muy pronunciado en cuanto a

las ventas en dolares—$4,746,981 en

el cuarto trimestre, en comparacion

con $5,009,789 en el tercero. Aunque
al parecer se despacharon muchisi-

mas maquinas en el tercer trimestre

que en el cuarto, la gran diferencia

representada por la exportacion de

maquinas expendedoras. Se despacha-

ron 16.501 maquinas en el cuarto tri-

mestre, en comparacion con 23.715 en

el tercero, pero en cambio seembarca-
ron 11.519 expendedoras en el trimes-

tre anterior y el importe real en do-
lares fue casi igual en ambos trimes-
tres. Si se elimina la diferencia entre
las maquinas expendedoras exporta-
das, podra notarse que esta difer’encia
en unidades despachadas esta repre-
sentada solamente por varios cente-
nares menos.

Teniendo a la mano las estadisticas
correspondientes al cuarto trimestre,
sera posible comparar las exporta-
ciones de maquinas accionadas por
monedas durante 1958 con las de
1957. En 1958, los exportadores de
los Estados Unidos despacharon un
total de 82.510 maquinas por valor de
$20.653.085-un volumen de negocios
que no puede menospreeiarse. Sin em-
bargo, en 1957 (el mejor ano de ex-
portacion de la industrial, se ex-
portaron en total 95.731 maquinas
valoradas en $26,121,313. En 1958, la
industria embarco aproximadamente
12% menos equipos que en 1957, por
valor de 20% menos. Si se toman en
cuenta todos los factores del caso, a
saber: que los paises europeos fa-
briean sus propias maquinas; que las
maquinas de los Estados Unidos son
ensambladas en paises europeos; que
ectualmente hay mayor participacion
que en anos anteriores en naciones
extranjeras; y que ciertas fuentes de
egreso han sido interrumpidas recien-
temente—las citadas estadisticas de
exportacion revelan que aun queda un
mercado muy activo para los exporta-
dores de los Estados Unidos.

Un analisis de las estadisticas cor-
respondientes al cuarto trimestre
revela lo siguiente:

1) Fondgrafos: En el transcurso de
este trimestre se exportaron 4.141
maquinas musicales que produjeron
$2,857,187 a las firmas exportadores
de los Estados Unidos. Esto repre-
sent© una reduccion de 742 maquinas
y tan solo $33,363 menos en cuanto
al importe en dolares. Europa, que ha
sido simpre el cliente mas importante,

invirtio mas dinero que en el periodo
anterior—$1,738,297, en comparacion
con $1,683,451, pero compro solamente
2.708 maquinas, en comparacion con
3.424 en el tercer periodo. El cliente

principal en Europa fue la Alemania
Occidental; luego, en orden de im-
portancia figuro Belgica. La America
del Sur ocupo el segundo lugar como
mercado importante, figurando a la

cabeza Venezuela que compro 676
maquinas por valor de $546,720. Las
Americas del Norte y del Centro figu-
raron en tercer lugar, siendo el cliente

principal el Canada seguido por Cuba
(a causa de la reeiente revolucion,
este ultimo pais puede casi borrarse
del mapa como comprador.)

2) Maquinas de Diversion: Europa,
que sigue siendo el mas importante
comprador de maquinas de diversion,
dejo mucho que desear en este trimes-
tre, a lo cual se debe la baja ocurrida
aqui—6.637 maquinas por valor de
$1,330,377 en el cuarto trimestre, en
comparacion con 7.213 maquinas por
valor de $1,536,661 en el trimestre
anterior. La reduccion de compras de
maquinas de diversion en Europa fue
resultado de la prohibicion de im-
portaciones en Italia, las cuales baja-
ron de 950 maquinas por valor de
$270,315 en el tercer trimestre a 4

maquinas por valor de $2,700 en el

cuarto. Belgica, el cliente principal
de los Estados Unidos en el pasado,
continuo casi a la misma altura, con
una reduccion de solo 176 maquinas
valoradas en $18,755. Es de interes
tomar nota del resurgimiento de las

compras por los importadores del

Asia. Con la Republica de Corea a
la cabeza, los paises asiaticos subieron
en este trimestre de 160 a 276 maqu-
inas, por valor de $30,275 a $107,864,
respectivamente.

3) Maquinas Expendedoras: Como
de costumbre, el analisis de las cifras

presenta aqui una fase muy intere-

sante. Aunque se exportaron unas
6.000 de menos, el importe de las que
se despacharon fue casi igual al del

valor total de las que se exportaron
en los meses anteriores. Es del todo
evidente que durante el tercer trimes-
tre se despacharon muchisimas ma-
quinas de precio muy bajo. En la

division norteamericana, el Canada
fue como siempre el cliente mas im-
portante. Este pais compro 2.301
maquinas por valor de $407,407, o sea,

aproximadamente el 80% del importe
recibido por los exportadores de los

Estados Unidos, representando mas o

menos el 50% del equipo absorbido.
Si se descontaran las 2.000 maquinas
importadas por Belgica, valoradas en
$22,000 (maquinas de $11), las cifras

se fortaleceria por medio de las ex-
portaciones a todos los compradores
del mundo.

For their own wel-

fare, every operator, if at all possible,

MOA Insurance Plan

CHICAGO — George A. Miller,
president of the MOA, reported from
his headquarters in the Morrison Ho-
tel last week that there is already
well over $6,500,000 of life insurance
in effect for the members of the Music
Operators of America. He further
stated that the enrollment period of
the MOA Group Life Insurance Plan
will run from April 5 to April 7, and
that during this period all members
of the association will be eligible for
a $10,000 life insurance policy at the
rate of $10.50 per month, or a $5,000
life insurance policy at the rate of
$5.50 per month.

“This special concession,” Miller
said, “is being made during the con-
vention week only and I must stress
this strongly. Any operator who has
not as yet taken advantage of this
concession should, by all means, do so
at convention time; as he will not be
required to give a guarantee of in-
surability. No doctor’s examination
or medical proof is necessary. The
operator need only sign the enrollment
card during the convention week and
his insurance will go into effect as of
May 1, 1959, without any further
qualifications.”

Revival Of Jukes In Cuba

Phonos Seen As Only Means Of

Entertainment For Small Towns

HAVANA, CUBA—The juke box
situation here, following the recent
revolution, seems to be settling down,
with every indication of a continuing
profitable industry for operators and
distributors.

This opinion was expressed by Jose
Fajardo, one of Cuba’s top orchestra
leaders, who has been appointed “Cul-
tural Ambassador” to the United
States by President Urrutia of Cuba.
Fajardo, who is now in this country
in an effort to induce a revival of the
tourist trade to Cuba, visited the of-

fices of The Cash Box, and explained
the current condition.
“The reports that many juke boxes

were destroyed during the hectic days
of the revolution,” stated Fajardo,
“were greatly exaggerated. Those
machines which were located in the
more accessible spots like the well-

known tourist-gambling casinos in

Havana were smashed and thrown
into the streets by roving mobs. One
of the immediate proclamations by
the new government was the curtail-

ment of juke box operations, as it

was felt that machines in certain

spots lead to immorality and gambling.
“However, pressure was soon mount-

ed against the government ruling,”

he continued, “as it was estimated

that from 10,000 to 30,000 Cuban
citizens were adversely affected. These
consisted of location owners (the lo-

cal grocer and coffee shop)
,

route-

men, mechanics, employees of record

pressers (in Cuba there is practically

no single record trade— the over-

whelming bulk of retail sales being

LP’s—so with no juke boxes to fill

with singles, every pressing plant for

singles closed down), and employees

of phono distributors.

“Curved Shuffle” Game

AL WARREN

CHICAGO—A1 Warren, sales man-
ager, Auto-Bell Novelty Company,
this city, announced last week that

the firm is now delivering shipments

to distributors of its new “Curved
Shuffle” amusement game.

“One of the most desirable features

of our new ‘Curved Shuffle’ game,”
Warren stated, “is the fact that it

will easily fit in any type of location.

It is a 2-player competitive game.

“The object of the game is to throw
the puck through the curved frame
(on either side of the table—play-
field),” continued Warren, “and the
players each use one side of the table
in competing with each other. Pucks
are shot forward between the guard
rail and the table. The puck should
end up on a number marked square
in front of the table to indicate score.

“The opponent then shoots his
puck, in the same manner, on his side

of the table, attempting to knock his
opponent’s puck on the marked square
into the ‘out’ trough (Hanger Line).
Meanwhile, he must try to place his
puck on a marked square.”

There are 8 pucks and 6 frames to
each game. Indicators along the rail

light up to show the frame that is in

play.

In the center of the table there
are 3 sections of squares marked “1,”
“2” and “3.” This is the playfield.

A locking device on the railing auto-
matically prevents pucks from pass-
ing through the curved frame when
the game is over.

“In scoring the game,” Warren
said, “it is important to note that
pucks lying on, or touching any ver-
tical or horizontal line, will not count
for any score. However, pucks lying
on or touching the ‘Hanger Line’ will

count in scoring the game.

“In the event that a puck lands at
the front of the table, where there is

no score,” Warren concluded, “play-
ers may attempt to hit the puck on
the next try, to cause the puck to hit

the rubber bank and rebound into the
scoring area. After all pucks have
been shot, the score is the sum total

of all pucks landing on the ‘Hanger
Line’ and in the marked square. In-
cidentally, there is also a light atop
the table for convenience of the
players.”

A Welcome Rap:

Commies Denounce Juke Box
As Product Of “Cultural Capitalism”

MIAMI, FLA.—The coin machine
industry has taken so many uncalled-
for raps by the sensational seeking-

press, radio and TV, that when a
complimentary item appears in print
it is mighty welcome.

Following up on an Associated
Press report from Hungary that juke
boxes are serving the Free World in

its cold war against the Red nations,
The Miami Herald ran a most im-
pressive editorial.

“Jazz and soft drinks”, says the
Herald, “seem to be the West’s best
weapons for piercing the Iron Cur-
tain. We think so because of the hate
voiced by Communist publications for
both these by-products of Western
life.

“American dance music and rock
’n’ roll are equally anathema to Marx-
ists. The latest evidence comes from
Hungary. Large numbers of juke
boxes have been arriving there for a
year. Their jazz records are getting
a big play from teen-agers, who queue
up at the doors of coffee houses for-

merly languishing for lack of busi-

ness.
“The juke boxes offer classical rec-

ords and even Russian songs, but
these are seldom played.
“A Budapest newspaper has de-

nounced the juke boxes as ‘cultural

capitalism’. It blames them on ‘re-

visionist elements,’ meaning citizens

who don’t toe the party line pre-

cisely.” (Ed note: This is the first

time the juke box industry of Amer-
ica welcomes a newspaper blast

—

anything responsible for defections
among Red dominated countries is a
source of joy to the American juke
box industry.)

The editor of the Herald concludes
his editorial with “Will the taste for
jazz and bottled pop lead to a taste
for freedom? If so, the Free World
can be consoled for the seeming super-
ficiality of these two Missionaries.”

Rood is currently taking part in a

drive to raise $100,000 for the Boys’

Club of America, South Ward Unit,

Newark, New Jersey.

The original plan for a Boys’ Club
ward started in 1956 when interested

citizens, like Rood, investigated the

possibility of a local chapter. Affiliated

with the Newark branch, the club

proceeded to enroll 300 members
under the direction of a newly formed
board to head up the drive designed
to interest every boy. in the com-
munity. Immediately a program of

athletic and recreational activities

started and the first Boys’ Club group
from that area left for camp that
summer. Membership increased to 600
during 1957 when a women’s auxiliary
and men’s club was founded. The
search for club quarters resulted in

the decision to remodel a local theater
at a cost of $100,000. Building plans

were drawn up, committees were or-

ganized and the campaign was
launched. All of these steps were

made possible by men giving of their

own time and efforts. Rood had de-

cided he would be a part of such an

organization.

Hence his activities extending into

almost very evening of the week. Do-

nations of games and music equip-

ment were made to help recreational

activities take on a more definite

atmosphere for the more than 1200

members now in the organization.

Club meetings, paper work, person-

to-person visits, planning and organi-

zational work are all a part of Morris

Rood’s extracurricular activities.

Rood is traveling in first class com-

pany as part of the Boys’ Club mem-
bership. One of the more prominent

members of the board is Hon. George

M. Wallhauser, House of Representa-

tives, New Jersey. Other members
are prominent men in the community
and representatives from all walks

of life. Morris Rood represents the

coin machine industry. He is one

of many coinmen who spend their eve-

nings at charitable work such as this.

“The pleasure and satisfaction to be

obtained from such work makes every

minute of it a joy”, comments Morris.

Rood spends all of this time develop-

ing a future for more than one thou-

sand boys. And the unusual part of

it all, is that Morris is the proud
father of two healthy and happy . . .
