Ten LP’s Issued

By Westminster

NEW YORK — Westminster Rec-
ords announced last week the release

of ten albums, including a series of

four separately issued LP’s under
heading of “In Israel Today,” and the
reportedly first recording of George
Gershwin’s own orchestration of mu-
sic from Porgy & Bess, “The Suite
From Porgy & Bess.”
The four volumes in the “In Israel

Today” release are: “Songs And
Dances Of The Jews From Bukhara,
Uzbekistan, And Cochin”; “Music
From The Jews From Morocco”;
“Songs Of The Jews From Yemen,
the Atlas Mountains, Tunisia And
Spain” and “Music Of The Jews From
Eastern Europe: Liturgic Songs And
A Community Concert.” These four
volumes are documentary recordings
of the songs and dances of twelve
Jewish communities from all over the
world and now settled in Israel. The
recordings were made in the field by
leading folk music authority Deben
Bhattacharya. Each album is accom-
panied by an elaborate booklet which
contains an extensive collection of
photographs taken in Israel by Bhat-
tacharya, and a description of his

experience while making these record-
ings, and an analysis and text of the

music contained in these albums.
The Gershwin opus is performed by

the Utah Symphony conducted by
Maurice Abravanel and is coupled
with Grofe’s “Grand Canyon Suite.”

“It is gratifying to see that Cash
Box Magazine is devoting a separate
section to our record merchandising
industry. I along with other members
of NARM (National Association of
Record Merchandisers) look optimis-
tically toward the future in our type
of business.
“The fact that there is a steadily

growing record buying population
plus the great new stereo market will

cause the greatest boom that the

record industry has ever seen. The
push for mass market distribution

on most products (such as the rec-

ord industry is now experiencing) is

inevitable. More and more items of

every sort are being sold in as many
outlets as possible. This is the pur-
pose of the rack merchandisers. This
is the trend.
“The growing complications of the

record businesses are slowly making
all rack jobbers stronger. Increasing-
ly more outlets

—

supermarkets, de-

partment stores, variety stores, drug-
stores—find that the record mer-
chandiser is the solution to their

record departments, and here is

where he is growing and strengthen-
ing his operation day by day.
“As President of NARM I must

take this time to say, that IF the
record merchandisers are going to

completely succeed in this endeavor,
most of us must continually work
toward cleaning up our own opera-
tions. A great many of us have now
been in business three years or more,
and it seems that certain steps should
have been taken to control inventories
and returns. When we can truly ac-

complish this, I am sure the manu-
facturers will look toward us with
greater favor and respect. This is

what NARM is dedicated to and con-
tinually striving for, to help the
whole industry help each other.

“Three or four years of concentrat-

ed merchandising have brought the
total of records sold through rack job-
bers to approximately 20% of the
total industry sales and in some in-

stances it has been reported that
our line of distribution will move be-
tween 30 and 40% of certain cur-
rent best-selling albums. We pride
ourselves in the fact that we have
learned much and have given much to

the increased sales of the record
industry.

“In order to gain a lasting rela-
tionship in NARM we need all manu-
facturers who feel that this segment
of the business is important, to join
NARM and become a part of it and
learn more of our method of dis-

tx-ibution. Great strides can be taken
when there is cooperation between
manufacturer, distributor and record-
merchandiser. It is important that
the manufacturers discuss their
ideas and work out their promotions
with the people who have to sell the
products. The distributor is in an im-
portant position in the process of
record distribution- It is his guid-
ance and advice in buying the right
records at the right time that can
make record merchandising successful
or unsuccessful. Record merchandis-
ers still cannot make hits. But only
through right timing can we sell them
successfully. There is really no ex-
act formula for the successful distrib-

utor/record merchandiser— relation-
ship. There is one rule that can
help : careful buying and discriminate
placement.
“NARM would like to invite all rec-

ord merchandisers and manufacturers
who can propex'ly qualify, to make
application to join NARM. I hope that
during the coming years we can co-
operatively contribute more and
more to the ever increasing sales of
recoi’ds.

Since its

inception, Brunswick has turned out

a chain of hits including the Crickets’

smash “That’ll Be The Day,” a million

seller, in addition to successful sin-

gles and albums by such artists as

the Lennon Sisters, Dick Kessner

(both featured stars of the Lawrence

Welk troupe). One of Brunswick’s

most successful performers is Jackie

Wilson who made his first strong

showing with “Reet Petite” and fol-

lowed with “To Be Loved,” “Lonely

Teardrops” and the current Wilson

smash “That’s Why.”

High Fidelity To Build

Own Recording Studios

HOLLYWOOD—High Fidelity Re-
cordings, to insure complete quality
control over their stereo albums from
recording through mastering, will

build its own recording studios and
offices this year, it was announced by
label prexy Richard Vaughn last

week. Vaughn has also completed pur-
chase of the first Neuman lathe from
Germany’s Telefunken Company for
stereo mastering for use in the United
States.

The unit there has a unique
mission since it is to record the sound
track for Michael Todd, Jr.’s, motion
picture production, “Scent of Mys-
tery.” This is the film that is using
“Smell-O-Vision,” a new process that
permits the synchronization of vari-
ous scents to the action portrayed on
the screen. The fact that a recording
company has been assigned to do the
sound track for a motion picture com-
pany is a new departure. Usually film
companies make their own sound
tracks and then release them to the
record industry.

Celler Intros

Juke Box Bill

WASHINGTON, D. C.—A com-

panion bill to the recently introduced

Senate Bill, S. 950, seeking to change

the copyright Act of 1909, was intro-

duced this week by Congressman

Emanuel Celler (D., N. Y.) in the

House of Representatives.

The Celler Bill, HR 5921, is simi-

lar to that introduced by Senator

Joseph C. O’Mahoney of Wyoming,
in which the section exempting pay-

ment of royalties of records used

in music machines would be elimina-

ted, and for which a special fee

would be charged for juke box rec-

ords.

Senate Bill S. 950 was reproduced

in the February 28 issue of The Cash
Box, at which time it was pointed out

that the wording of the bill was such

that it would create havoc in the rec-

ord manufacturing industry.

House Bill HR 5921 is similar.

Coinmen are advised to keep alert.

The Cash Box will report on both these

bills as events develop.

a small, standard 11x11x3 steel case
for its product which interlocks with
other units to form a stock cabinet
of any size desired, an answer to

many retailer’s stock control head-
aches, says Jensen.
According to Jensen, who de-

veloped the units for its expanding-
line of phono cartridges, now dealers

and distributors no longer need re-

serve their limited shelf space for

these phono parts; they can handle
them directly from a compact steel

cabinet, which takes only one cubic

foot for every 100 cartridges.
