Williams finally grabs the name spotlight after
spending many years ax-ranging for names as
Jimmy Lunceford, Glenn Miller, Lionel Hampton,
Gene Ivrupa and Stan Kenton.

Stanley Black presents his own imaginative in-

terpretation of the biggest instrumental hits of
recent years—compiled by The Cash Box. One
of world’s leading Latin music impresarios,
Black finds many from his element here; “Cherry
Pink,” “Blue Tango,” “April in Portugal,” plus
material from otlier areas; “Holiday For
Strings,” “Thii-d Man Theme” and “Lullaby of
Birdland.” Excellent pex-formances of great ma-
terial. A choice package.

“TV GUIDE TOP TELEVISION THEMES”—
Arranged and conducted by Warren Barker and
Frank Comstock—Warner Bros. W 1290 & Stereo
WS 1290

In conjunction with top consumer mag, “TV
Guide”, Warner Bros, present a reading of TV
show themes by its studio ox-k. Among the orig-
inal jazz themes of such shows as “77 Sunset
Strip,” “Peter Gunn” and “M-Squad,” arrangers
Barker and Comstock supply swinging big- band
renditions of “Mickey Mouse Club,” “The Real
McCoys” and “Playhouse 90.” In light of the
present TV theme trend, this set could do ex-
ceedingly well.

“IN THE STILL OF THE NIGHT”—Marge Dod-
son

—

Columbia CL 1309 & Stereo CS 8134

On her first recording date, which is also her pro
debut, Marge Dodson displays an intimate, px-ovo-
cative singing style which should endear her to
many new fans. With mild combo accompaniment
she wistfully winds her way through subtle
phrasings on “Someone To Watch Over Me,”
“Little Girl Blue,” “Spring is Here,” “These
Foolish Things,” “But Not For Me,” and others.
Fascinating first effort—Miss Dodson is a new-
comer of distinction.

“HARD TRAVELIN’” — The Tarriers—United
Artists UAL 4033 & Stereo UAS 5033

Basically folk song artists, the Tarriers, of

“Banana Boat Song” fame, dx-ess up their reper-

toire with tasteful arrangements and a distinc-

tive pop flavor. On this date, to the standard in-

struments of the trio (2 guitars, one banjo) have
been added the' drums of Charlie Persip and
Chet Amsterdam’s bass. Selections include “Love
Oh Love,” “Swing Low,” “Bale of Cotton” and
“Times Are Getting Hai'd.” Outstanding folk

album with pop market appeal.

“JIMMY DORSEY’S GREATEST HITS”—Lee
Castle and the Jimmy Dorsey Orch.—Epic LN
3560 & Stereo BM 529

Past successes of Jimmy Dorsey are recreated

hei-e by Lee Castle, who now heads the Dorsey
organization. A1 Cohn did the arranging, up-
dating such well-remembered items as “Long
John Silver,” “Amapola,” “Green Eyes,” “Tan-
gerine,” and “The Breeze And I.” Though not

the same as the original works, this set provides
fine dance music in a jazz dii'ected vein.

“SONGS OF ENCHANTMENT”—Salli Terri—
Capitol P 8482 & Stereo SP 8482

Basically a folk singer, Salli Terri has chosen
for her first starring Capitol album selections

from the classics as well as from folk heritages.

With instrumental accompaniment from guitarist

Laurindo Almeida, and Felix Slatkin among
others, and with male choral assistance, Miss
Teri-i’s brilliant voice beguilingly chants Brahixis’

“Lullaby,” Dvoi-ak’s “Songs My Mother Taught
Me,” “All Thi-ough The Night” and “Aupress
de Ma Blonde.” One of the best “folk” albums
around.

“JACK LEMMON SINGS AND PLAYS MUSIC
FROM ‘SOME LIKE IT HOT’ ’’—Epic LN 3559
& Stereo BN528

This album exploits two facets of actor-

comedian Lemmon’s talent—piano playing and
singing. Co-stari-ed in the much lauded “Some
Like It Hot” film, Lemmon is heard on a bill

comprised of tunes from the flick (and some not
fi-oixi it) in the style of the twenties—the flick’s

setting. Lemmon’s barrelhouse piano is able and
he displays a warm, legit appi-oach to the ballads.

Assistance is from a gaudy, unbilled, mixed
chox-us. Tunes include “Sweet Georgia Brown,”
“Try A Little Tenderness” and “Georgia On My
Mind.” Sales hype can come fi-om flick’s publicity.

“AFTER DARK”—Kitty Wells—Decca DL 8888

The title tune, “After Dai-k,” sets the lxxood

for the rest of the album, as the top female
country singer inti-oduces her wai-mth and sin-

cerity to a dozen bitter-sweet country love songs.
In the collection is her cui-rent single, “Your
Wild Life’s Gonna Get You Down.” Others in-

clude “I Heal’d The Juke Box Playing,” “I’m
Tired of Pretending,” “Honky Tonk Waltz” and
“Lonely Side of Town.” Her top standing in the
country field recommends this album for a
healthy sales ride.

“CUTTIN’ CAPERS”—The Playmates—Roulette
R 25068

The comedy-song trio of “Beep Beep” fame
introduces some more of its antics to disks—

-

most 'of the material is original, having been
written for its nite club act. No institution is

sacred, as the Playmates throw some hefty jabs
at accepted Americana. Numbers include “The
Macaroni Song,” “Women Drivers,” “Modern
Science” and “Our Friend.” The humor is subtle
yet hilai'ious, making for a great novelty set.

“DOROTHY LOUDON AT THE BLUE ANGEL”
—With the Norman Paris Trio—Coral CRL
57265 & Stereo CRL 757265

Recorded in performance at the Blue Angel
in New York, this LP provides a continual
string of hilarious moments, as Miss Loudon
romps through her “singing” act. Although the
bill includes some legitimate songs, they, and
the original material are much more impoi-tant

as vehicles for the lady’s clowning—impi-essions,

impersonations, satire, etc. Predominant is her
comic take-offs on Southern themes. A solid laugh
package.
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“JOTAS OF SPAIN”; “ZARZUELA”—The Ma-
drid Concert Orch.—ABC Paramount ABC 291,
292 & Stereo ABCS 291, 292

Two traditional forms of Spanish music are
presented on these Am-Par albums. The Jota is

primarily a Spanish folk dance, and in the
“Jotas of Spain,” eleven of these lively dances
are vividly depicted by director Victorino Eche-
varria. The “Zarzuela” set contains six of these
forms culled from Spanish classical music, ar-
ranged and conducted by F. Moreno Torroba.
Thrilling musical fare.

“THE THELONIOUS MONK ORCHESTRA AT
TOWN HALL”—Riverside RLP 12-300

Recorded in concert during February, this
album presents Thelonious Monk’s initial efforts

as writer-arranger-conductor for a large group.
As one of the more prolific and controversial
jazz pioneers, a quartet is the usual setting for
Monk’s work, but with arranging assistance from
Hall Overton and musicians such as Donald Byrd,
Phil Woods, Pepper Adams and Art Taylor in

the ten piece group, he distinguishes himself in

a new endeavor. Progressive jazz at its finest.

“LES BAXTER’S JUNGLE JAZZ”—Capi-
tol T 1184 & Stereo ST 1184
Against a background of primitive

rhythms, Les Baxter’s original composi-
tions present an exotic jazz feeling, greatly
due to the brilliant tenor sax and alto
flute playing of Plas Johnson, the only
soloist in the set. Utilizing two orks, one
with strings and the other minus strings
but with additional reeds, Baxter manages
to capture the flavor of “Rain Forest,” “One
Thousand Cockatoos,” “Voodoo Dreams,”
“Amazon Falls” and others. Can score with
both jazzists and the Latin dance crowd.

“MR. WILSON AND MR. GERSHWIN”—
Teddy Wilson and his Trio—Columbia CL
1318 & Stereo CS 8120
Renowned Gershwin melodies provide

the vehicles for Teddy Wilson’s energetic
piano stylings, with assistance from bass-
ist Arvell Shaw and Swedish drummer Bert
Dahlander. Side one contains the faster
tempo items: “Liza,” “Oh, Lady Be Good,”
“I Got Rhythm,” while the ballads hold
forth on the flip: “Summertime,” “Em-
braceable You,” “The Man I Love.” The
pianist comes through in high-flying fash-
ion.

“LESTER YOUNG MEMORIAL ALBUM”—Lester Young with Count Basie and his
Orch.—Epic SN 6031

Lester Young’s recent death is com-
memorated here with this two-disk Epic
album which offers a collection of twenty-
four-tracks recorded by the Basie band
during 1939 (with some from ’36 and ’40),

when Young was leading soloist with the
organization. The tenor saxist keeps com-
pany with many ocher jazz notables.
Among the tunes is “Lester Leaps In.”
Valuable collector’s item.

“BAGS’ OPUS”—Milt Jackson — United
Artists UAL 4022 & Stereo UAS 5022

Vibist Milt “Bags” Jackson is the fea-
tured performer on the six tracks in the
album, yet his sidemen are some of the
ablest of modern jazzmen: Art Farmer
(trumpet), Benny Golson (tenor), Tommy
Flanagan (piano), Paul Chambers (bass)
and Connie Kay (drums)

;
each coming in

for his share of the solo laurels. The
tunes include standards “111 Wind” and
“Thinking of You;” two Golson numbers,
one by John Lewis and one Jackson origi-
nal. Tremendously exciting disk.

MR.WILS0N and MR.GERSHWIH
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“MORE VIBES ON VELVET”—Terrv Gibbs—
Mercury MG 36148 & Stereo SR 80027

Relaxed, tranquil jazz expression is offered by
vibist Gibbs on sensitive arrangements by
Manny Albam of such lovelies as “Moonlight
Serenade,” “What Is There to Say,” “At Last,”

“Impossible” and four Gibbs originals co-penned
with his wife Donna. Gibbs’ keen vibes timing
is contrasted by backdrops by a smooth sax sec-

tion. Tastefully done—in line for mood sales.

CLASSICAL PICK OF THE WEEK
RACHMANINOFF: Concerto No. 3—Van
Cliburn—RCA Victor LM 2355
Having contributed one of the biggest

albums of the year with Tchaikovsky’s
Concerto No. 1, Cliburn’s second LP for
Victor is a recording of his actual Carnegie
Hall performance on May 19, 1958, imme-
diately after his triumphant return from
Russia. The melodic concerto is another
vehicle for Cliburn’s heralded virtuosity
at the keyboard. Russian conductor Kiril

Kondrashin directs the Symphony of the
Air. Release offers more commercial
potential.
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CHOPIN: Scherzos (Complete)—Leonard Pen-
nario—Capitol P 8486 & Stereo SP 8486

Chopin’s wildly exciting and deeply emotional
scherzos receive a vivid treatment from Pen-
nario, who exhibits exceptional feeling for the
music. The four complete works comprise the
package: B Minor, B Flat Minor, C Sharp Minor
and E Major are heard in their entirety.

Important classical issue.

FALLA: “The Three Cornered Hat”—Complete
Ballet—Celia Langa, soprano; Orquesta de Con-

’58 Retail Disk Sales At $41 5,500,000;

10% Increase Over ’57

NEW YORK—Total shipment of

records for 1958 at manufacturers’
billing- prices amounted to approxi-
mately $198,000,000, according to an
estimation b,y the Record Industry As-
sociation of America (RIAA). This

was an increase of 10% over the cor-

responding figure for 1957, which was
$180,000,000. Retail sales-wise the

1958 total was about $415,500,000,

compared to $378,000,000 in 1957,

The RIAA, reported executive secre-

tary John W. Griffin, made these esti-

mations by use of the May 22 Internal

Revenue Service Report of excise tax

payments.

While a 10% increase is somewhat

smaller than the record industry has

been accustomed to establish in re-

cent years it has been accepted as

satisfactory by most manufacturers

since 1958 was generally regarded as

a recession year and many other in-

dustries showed a substantial loss

in sales volume. In 1955 the record in-

dustry showed an increase of 26% over

1954, and in 1956 the increase was

34% over 1955, and again in 1957 the

gain was 20% over 1956. Sales in

1958 were approximately double those

of 1954.

It is difficult to translate sales at

manufacturers’ billing prices into fig-

ures which reflect consumer purchases

since many records are not sold at the

suggested retail prices as, for instance,

juke box operators purchase records

at wholesale prices. However, a purely

theoretical figure can be set up by

multiplying the manufacturers’ bill-

ing prices by 2.1. This translation

narily accepted as a basis for the tax

figures slightly less than one-half the

price at which the records are sched-

uled to sell to the consumer. For ex-

ample, a record with a scheduled list

price of $1 is usually taxed on the

basis of 10% of 48 or approxi-

mately 4.8^ per record.

Since tax payments

uf manufacturers are made two, three

or even four months after actual ship-

ment of recor-ds it is possible to ob-

tain a quite accurate reflection of

sales for any given calendar year by

combining payments made in the last

three quarters of that year with pay-

ments made during the first quarter

of the following year. This is the

procedure followed by RIAA in com-

puting calendar yearly sales.

Tico and
Roost average less than two albums
a month during the year. The forma-
tion of the club will in no way alter
Roulette’s policy and schedule of al-

bum releases. The dealer need not

fear that there will be a heavy in-

crease of album releases, the diskery

reported. As Morris Levy put it,

“We are not looking to hurt or bur-

den the dealer and take advantage of

his being a club member by loading

him with album releases. As a matter

of fact, any dealer who is in any way
dissatisfied with the club may bow
out whenever he chooses to do so.

We are not looking to keep dis-

gruntled and unhappy club members”.
The terms of the agreement signed

by the dealer calls for a one year

contract.

2) As an added incentive for join-

ing the club, the label is offering the

dealer the opportunity of purchasing-

one each of any of the albums in the

Roulette catalog (including Tico and
Roost) of his choice, at the same
low price, of $1.40 monaural and

$1.95 stereo (including all shipping-

charges).

The dealer makes his selection and
turns in his order with his signed

club agreement.

3) During the year, additional, spe-

cial bonus sales offers will be made
available to club members only. The
bonus sales deals will come in various

forms, such as greater discounts,

catalog items marked at special prices,

bonus merchandise, etc. All this will

be in addition to the usual sales pro-

grams that the diskery will be run-

ning for all dealers throughout the

year.

Levy pointed out that “the club is

aimed at helping the beleagured rec-

ord dealer, in that he not only makes
huge profits on the one album of each

new release he receives, but more
important, the one album becomes a

pre-selling tool. The dealer now has

the opportunity of determining in

advance the sales potenial of these

albums before placing his stock order.”

In terms of the Roulette product,

this now helps eliminate “Blind Buy-
ing” and chance ordering. The dealer

-ill now have a better control over

his inventory of Roulette LP’s. Levy
goes on to explain, “What happens
when the dealer receives his one copy
of each new release ? If he is a wise,
aggressive-minded retailer who is

anxious to do something about the
inroads the consumer clubs have made,
he will display these LP’s in a special
sleeve. A quick look at this sleeve
will immediately tell him if he has
moved the album. If he has, he knows
he can sell another and another. The
club will help take the sales hype
which burdens the dealer with dead
merchandise, out of the business. A
label is fooling no one when it forces
its distributor to overload the dealer
and stick him with dead albums. For
Roulette, the club becomes an im-
plement whereby the label will re-
ceive an even greater spread and
representation in the stores.”

The mechanics of the club call for
direct shipment from Roulette. How-
ever, each distributor will have final

approval of any dealer in his area
joining the club. The distributor will

also be responsible for billing each
club member in his area during his
normal hilling period. Both the dis-

tributor and the salesman covering a
club member will share in the profits
derived from the sale of each album
to the store. Thus as pointed out by
Levy, “We have insured representa-
tion of - all Roulette albums in the
stores without by-passing- our distrib-
utors and their salesmen. If the dis-
tributor and his salesmen line up
most of their accounts, the monetary
benefits accrued each month adds up
to a tidy sum.”

The distributor and salesmen’s

benefits derived from the club are not

just in terms of monthly profits from
the club itself, since the dealer re-

ceives the albums in advance, he is

now as much aware of the Roulette

album releases as the salesman, thus

making the salesman’s selling job

easier. Also, the club is a pre-selling-

device for the distributor and sales-

men. It assures the fact that the

entire Roulette catalog, as it continues

to grow, will be represented in every

store that becomes a member. The
repeat sales over the years for the

distributor and salesmen is one of the

most important advantages of the

club.

Joe Kolsky, executive vice-president,

announced that the club has already

sent out a mailing- piece with a

brochure explaining the details of the

club along with club agreements and
a special catalog order form to some
8,000 dealers.

Also, every Roulette distributor has

received heavy quantities of the

brochure, club agreements and order

forms to cover all the accounts in

their area.

Roulette is planning a heavy adver-

tising and promotional push to put

across the club, and company execu-

tives will take to the road to cover

the distributors and personally bring

the club’s stox-y to the attention of

the dealers.

Levy summed up with “Roulette is

not interested in any consumer record

club that will in any way hurt our

chief source of sales, the retailer. We,
however, are not interested in just

giving lip service to this proposition,

but doing something about it in terms
of positive action. We feel that the

copyrights. Included are such songs
as “Hey Joe”, “How’s The World
Treating You”, “Midnight”, “Out
Behind The Barn” and “It May Be
Silly”.

The deal which will become effec-
tive as of July 1, 1959 was for an
undisclosed amount of cash. Tannen
will retain 50% interest of the pub-
lisher earnings for a period of five

years.

It has been Wesley Rose’s and the
Bryant’s desire to have all of the
Bryant copyrights under the one roof,
and Tannen’s close association with
both Rose and the Bryants made this
deal possible.

Location
Owners

One of the problems facing all operators all of tlie

time is that of keeping a location. With competition

at its keenest at this time (from both ethical and cut-

throat competition) a profitable location is the life line

of an operation.

The operator who runs a small route and calls on

of an absentee operator who has to depend upon his

employees. Of course, the first step that an operator

takes is to try to sign his locations to contracts. Con-

tracts have held up in court—hut, once a contract is

signed, it is no guarantee that the location is the oper-

ator’s for all time. Contracts expire, and the location,

if dissatisfied, can seek another operator.

The point we’re trying to make is that—regardless

of the size of an operation, large or small—the location

owner must he given the finest service. Otherwise, it’s

highly possible, the location could he lost to another

operator.

How to keep a location owner happy, week after

week—52 times a year? That's a problem each indi-

vidual operator must work out for himself, as it is

a well known fact that each location owner on a route

has whims and idiosyncrasies that must be treated

differently in each case. There’s no guarantee that

every contingency can he met — hut the operator

should try with certain fundamental rules. Top equip-

ment-new or reconditioned (later models) according

to the strength of the location; proper programming,

if music; keep equipment clean and sparkling; me-

chanical service whenever necessary; and of greatest

importance — COURTESY AND FRIENDLY RELA-

TIONSHIPS with location owner and his family and

personnel.

As stated early in this item, it’s considerably easier

for the working operator to comply with these basic

precepts. The absentee operator has a much more

difficult problem. First and foremost, he must train

his employees and insist his orders he followed thru

implicitly. The absentee operator can follow thru

—

either by calling on his stops periodically, or employ-

ing a manager who will check the locations. As one

operator put it “The coin machine business is that of

serving people—as well as machines.’'

In other words——the ow tiers of the location and their

employees are of prime importance. Sell them and

keep them sold by the finest and best suited equipment

—and the utmost in service and courtesy.

NEW YORK—An encouraging turn-

out of more than 50 leading coinmen
met for a dinner-meeting, Monday,
May 25th, at the Park Sheraton Hotel,

this city, and selected a permanent
public relations committee of oper-
ators with Al “Senator” Bodkin re-

ceiving the nomination as chairman.
The public relations committee re-

ceived the continued support of the

distributors in this area, who will act

in an advisory capacity.

The committee, headed by Al “Sen-
ator” Bodkin, includes Harry Siskind,

Larry Serlin, Charlie Bernoff, George
Holtzman, Carl Pavesi, Tom Greco,
Julie Rusoff, Mac Pollay, Amelia Mc-
Carthy, Joe Orleck and Marty Toohey.
Agreeing to act in a legal capacity
for the committee were Teddy Blatt,

Malcolm Wein and Aaron Silver.

The committee also received the
support of the Music Operators of

New York, Inc., New York State Op-
erators Association, Westchester Op-
erators Guild, Inc., and the New
Jersey associations, whose operator
members were in attendance.

Distributors who will act in an
advisory capacity are Meyer Parkoff,
Atlantic New York Corporation; Irv
Holzman, Black Sales Company;
Harry Koeppel, Koeppel Distributing
Company; Mike Munves, Mike Munves
Corp.; Barney Sugerman, Runyon
Sales Company; Sandy Moore, Sandy
Moore Distributing Company; and Al
Simon, Albert Simon, Inc.

Meyer Parkoff, acting in a tem-
porarv capacity, started the meeting
with the distribution of a typical pub-
lic relations brochure which explains
to the public the position of the music
machine industry in the United States.
The brochure was prepared by AMI,
Inc. Parkoff said that the meeting
was “a milestone in the progress of
the coin machine industry and that
instead of acting like children and
using pebbles and twigs in combating
recent publicity, we intend to use

boulders and heavy timbers to get our
story across.”

In discussing a committee, a chair-
man and a program, Parkoff said that
“we must put aside our personal feel-

ings and think of what we owe our
families in creating for them and
ourselves a brighter picture in the
eyes of the public. This program will

cost money and lots of time and
effort,” said Parkoff.
Tom Greco, New York State Oper-

ators Association, was introduced and
said “we are in 100% accordance with
New York City in regards to this
plan and hope that in working to-

gether we can achieve some of the
success we in upper New York State-

have had in Albany.”
Speaking from the platform, Charlie

Bernhoff worked up to an enthu-
siastic pitch, by shouting the merits
of such a public relations program,
saying that “it’s time we pulled our
heads out of the sand and stopped
acting like ostriches. We must do
•it tonite,” cried Berhnhoff, “and stop
fighting- amongst ourselves. In that
way, and only that way may we work
in the coin machine business and be
proud of it!”

Art Silbert, Standard Financial
Corporation, said “we waited until the
last minute to accomplish this task
but it isn’t too late to get something
done. This program is needed more
now than ever before and will take
a tremendous amount of work on the
part of all concerned to accomplish
what we have set out to do here
tonite.”

Joe Orleck, publisher of The Cash
Box, spoke of previous programs set
out with good intent, similar to The
March of Dimes program, but did
not carry the support of all of the
operators. Orleck mentioned the ac-
complishments in cities like Miami,
Florida and Rockford, Illinois, where
local newspaper editors have actually
conferred with leading coin machine
personalities before writing a story
injurious to the entire industry. Or-
leck suggested the meeting select a
committee, a chairman, a program and
definite steps to be taken along the
path of accomplishing a definite goal.
“Eventually a program of this type
could pyramid into a national public
relations program. I have recom-
mended for several years a program
in conjunction with the Police Ath-
letic League whereby ‘stickers’ fixed

to machines could announce that a
certain portion of the proceeds is

being contributed by the operator to
this fund.

“The costs are slight and the pro-
gram is one of a continuing nature.
Willie Blatt of Miami has had a tre-
mendous amount of public relations
benefit from such a program.

Julie Rusoff, New Jersey Operators
Association, suggested a permanent
committee, a definite program and
pledged the support of the New Jersey
operators.

encourage support of political author-
ities.” He mentioned the success
Baltimore coinmen have had during
the past eleven years in getting sup-
port from public officials “from the

Governor down to the police depart-

ment, having them attend every func-

tion and affair.”

Amelia McCarthy, New York State

Operators Association, told of the

manner in which the northern part of

the state had handled identical situa-

tions in the past pointing to demo-
cratic and republican leaders who
actually were brought over to the

side of the coin machine industry after

hearing “our side of the story.”

“Politicians must be reached on all

levels,” said McCarthy, “with mail-

ings and phone contacts. We must

get closer to them so that they may
understand our problems. Many legis-

lators have gone on record as not

caring one way or another how many
bills have been passed or rejected, but

had they been alerted and educated

along the lines of the operator’s view-

point manv of the outcomes would

have been different.”

Bodkin, in assuming the post of

chairman, scheduled a committee

meeting for June 17th, to be held in

the offices of the Music Operators of

New' York, Inc., starting at 7:00 P.M.

It is felt that at this first committee

meeting, which will be attended by
operator committee members, distrib-

utor representatives and members
from local associations, a definite

program will be formulated in order

that plans get underw'ay for a posi-

tive public relations drive with unani-

mous support of the industry. Com--
mittee members were expected to

research the possibilities of such a

plan in order that immediate progress

be made at that time.

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4242 W. fiiimare 5*., Chicago 24, III,

Trade Receives Open Letter From M0A Board

CHICAGO — The following letter,

reproduced below, was mailed to all

segments of the coin machine indus-
try, and signed by three members of
the board of Music Operators of
America, Inc.

An Open Letter to all Operators,
Manufacturers, Distributors of Music,
Games, Suppliers, Record Companies
and Trade Papers.

This we believe . . . “That Music
Operators of America (MOA) has
saved the operators thousands of

dollars in copyright fees, and book-
keeping costs.”

We have served on the ‘Board of

Directors now for many years, and
see with our own eyes what a ter-

rific job that has been done with very
little money to work with. Every
member of the board has spent at
least $1,000 of his own money each
year to attend board meetings, com-
mittee meetings, trips to Washington,
etc.

The time has come and it is impera-
tive that MOA do even more. We
desperately need a Public Relations
Program. We further believe that
after having served on a committee
which spent a full week calling on the
manufacturers and all other segments
of the industry, that the president
and the board of directors should in-

stigate a Public Relations Program
in coordination with the manufac-
turers of phonographs, distributors

of music, manufacturers of games,
record companies and all other sup-
pliers and the trade papers.

We find that the manufacturers
are very cooperative and very much
have the interest of the operator, as
well as the industry as a whole, at
heart and that they readily agree to

cooperate on a joint industry-wide
Public Relations program.

We believe that MOA should insti-

gate a joint committee consisting of
all parts of the industry to meet in

Chicago at the earliest date possible
on a Public Relations Program so as
to allocate each part of the industry
a certain sum of money to be raised
so as to pay for this program. This
committee working together should
decide on a national public relations
firm and the material that should be
used by the firm.

The manufacturers and the distrib-

utors that we have talked to appear
very willing to pay their fair share
of such a program, but they expect
you and us Mr. Operator through
MOA to pay our fair share.

If you are not a member of MOA,
then you are not paying your share
and you should join now. We assure
you that not one penny of MOA
money will ever be spent for any-
thing that is not in the interests of
the operator. We know from past
performances that the officers, and
other board members, feel the same
way.

Let’s quit saying that we should

do something, and start doing some-

thing, and do it NOW! Remember it

depends on each of you to whom this

letter is addressed. LET’S ACT
NOW!

EDWIN E. WILLIS, OPPOSING

COPYRIGHT BILL HR 5921

Operators of music machines have been askecl to

contact legislators each year for the past ten years or

so—protesting proposed legislation which woidd amend

the Copyright Act of 1909 and saddle them with

double taxation on the records used in their juke

boxes.

Your letters in past years have been a tremendous

factor in helping to defeat these efforts.

Once again, a Bill is before the House Judiciary

sub-committee and hearings begin on June 10, 11 and

12 for the proponents of The Celler Bill (HR 5921).

Opponents (juke box industry) will he heard starting

June 17. The adoption of this amendment would sub-

ject the juke box operator to the uncontrolled demands

of the various performing rights societies; and could

possibly put many operators out of business.

The juke box industry will present a number of

witnesses. However, as it is impossible for every oper-

ator to go to Washington, the next best effort is to

present your views to the Subcommittee by mail. Write

at once to Congressman Edwin E. Willis (La.) Chair-

man of the Subcommittee. Tell Congressman Willis

that you are already making a substantial contribution

to the songwriters thru the purchase of recordings

featuring their music. Tell him that, as an average

juke box operator, and a small, independent business-

man, you cannot afford additional payment of perform-

ance royalties which this unfair hill would require.

We want to impress very seriously on the nation’s

juke box operators the grave necessity of writing a

letter to Congressman Willis. We know that many have

done so over the past number of years, and it’s highly

possible they may feel that we’re “Crying Wolf”.

That’s not so ! It’s been necessary to write these letters

in past years—and is more so this year. The one year

operators fail to recognize the danger and neglect to

write, is the year that the Bill could become a fact.

It is therefore, of utmost importance that every

operator write at once. Don't delay—don't put it off

until tomorrow-—write it now! Your letter can mean

the difference between the passage or defeat of this

unfair and discriminatory legislation.
