Mercury’s Sales Seminar In Madrid^

NEW YORK — Mercury Record
Corporation’s annual International

Sales and Administrative Seminar in

Madrid, Spain, last week had a five-

day schedule running through Sun-
day, June 13. This was the Chicago-

based recording company’s third over-

seas convention, previous meets being

held in Amsterdam, Holland, 1957,

and in Paris, France, 1958. Attend-
ance this year numbered more than

100, including Mercury officers and
staff, foreign affiliates and their

wives, and international press cor-

respondents who have been assigned

to cover the gathering.
Irwin S. Steinberg, Mercury VP

and treasurer, who with president

Irving B. Green, had organized the

convention’s objectives and agenda,

stated, “As a general basis for this

y'ear’s meeting of minds between
home and foreign personnel, we have
the fact that we are a growth com-
pany in a growth industry, and that

there is excellent opportunity for ad-

ditional growth in the foreign field.

We have done intensive surveys on
each foreign government, including
industry data, economic statistics,

buying habits and spending power,
and we find a fine economic climate

for expansion.”
The agenda was generally devoted

to detailed study of the administra-
tion, manufacture, sales and distribu-

tion of recorded music in its three
categories, classical, jazz and popu-
lar. Film-tapes of the Mercury cata-

log, stereo and monaural, came into

review, including the best product of

the past, the most currently success-

ful, and that planned for future
months. Other interesting material
prepared for seminar study included
statistics on the pulling-power of

every American recording artist be-

ing sold over-seas on all labels in-

cluding Mercury’s own, with the over-

all foreign sales-draw of each broken-
down to popularity in each individu-

al country. Bob Fine, one of this

country’s foremost recording engi-

neers, addressed the assembly on cut-

ting techniques.

The first three days were each or-

ganized into a four-hour period of

formal instruction and review, fol-

lowed by four hours of open forum
discussion on the individual manufac-
turing, distribution and sales prob-

lems of each affiliate. Due to the dif-

ferent locales, cultures and oppor-

tunity of the various countries over-

seas, Steinberg said, foreign licensees

differ in their results—some excel

in one phase of the industry, another

These changes and
mendments will be presented to the

ational convention by Schaps and
is associates in this area, when they

ieet in New York during the forth-

oming NAMM convention.
Highlights of this particular meet-

ig were the presentation of Arthur
larks, president of the Wisconsin
lecord Dealers Association, who ex-

lained some of the workings of his

rganization and offering to assist

IORD in every way possible.

The other guest speaker was Rob-
rt Marks, of Marks, Marks and Kap-
jn, attorneys, who was appointed by
lORD’s legal counsel, Jerome Ml
Laplan, to supervise anti-trust liti

gation instituted by courts against

several major suppliers, who conduct
record club sales campaigns.

Attorney Marks explained the prob-

lems which confront SORD in enter-

ing this action into the courts and
stressed the need for greatest possible

participation among record dealers of

America to combat these ills. He ex-

plained that all record dealers will

ultimately be affected by the success

or failure of this court litigation,

however, he pointed out that in a

spurious suit actually only those deal-

ers who have banded together to be-

come a party of the law suit can actu-

ally benefit monetarily.
Marks specifically explained the dif-

ference between the two larger anti-

trust acts in Congress, the Sherman
Act and the Clayton Act, and how they

affect the Society of Record Dealers

of America. Marks stressed the need
for patience in such legal action, due
to the numerous briefs which must
be presented to the courts and vari-

ous continuances which may possibly

be granted to the defendants and he
urged the need for patience and un-

derstanding by the members of SORD.
Dan Winograd reiterated a speech

he delivered earlier, before the AR-
MADA assemblage, wherein he dis-

cussed price stabilization and the ills

which adversely affect the record deal-

ers. He plainly expressed the delight

of those SORD executive members,
who were present at the ARMADA
forum, due to the wide and unanimous
acceptance and applause in affirmation

of the price stabilization needs. He
advised the record dealers of AR-
MADA’s assurance that they will do
everything within their power to join

with SORD in attempting to stabilize

prices and effect the various changes
which are necessary to eliminate the

disturbing problems which exist.

In closing the meeting, Schaps
passed out registration cards to non-
member dealers to get as many of them
as possible into the organization at

that time. The response was very
favorable, according to Schaps.
SORD was formed during the

NAMM (National Association of Mu-
sical Merchants) convention at the

Palmer House, in this city, in the

summer of 1958.

NEW YORK—To help increase un-
derstanding in the Soviet Union of
the American people and the range
of American life, Audio Fidelity has
sent a large collection of its hi-fidelity

record albums to the American Na-
tional Exhibition in Moscow. The ex-
hibit will take place at Sokolniki Park
this summer, for a six-week period
beginning July 25.

Audio Fidelity recordings will be
played in a typical American home on
a hi-fi record player. To permit maxi-
mum viewing and listening, a passage-
way will be built through the middle
of the home. In addition to the demon-
stration of records in the model apart-
ment, Audio Fidelity’s colorful and
attractive jackets will be extensively
used as background material in an
area devoted to hi-fi.

Sidney Frey, president of Audio Fi-
delity, has selected a wide variety of
records—including his releases “The
Brave Bulls,” “Railroad Sounds,”
“Cinerama,” and “The Dukes of Dixie-
land” Frey hopes that the reproduc-
tion of his firm’s sound techniques
will stimulate an interest in stereo in

Russia. At present stereo is not avail-

able there.
Frey has particularly strong feel-

ings about his jazz recordings being
heard by the Russians who have grea*
enthusiam for this traditional Ameri-
can music form. It is his hope that
the interest engendered by the re-

cordings will be instrumental in pro-
moting further travel by jazz Ameri-
can musicians behind the Iron Cur-
tain.

Victor Tape Cartridge

Player In Chi Debut

CHICAGO, June 5 — The stereo-
phonic tape cartridge player was un-
veiled by the Radio Corporation of
America at its distributor convention
here last week, it will be available to
the public immediately.

Simultaneously, the RCA Victor
Record Division announced that ap-
proximately 150 tape cartridges, each
containing up to an hour of stereo-
phonic music, both popular and clas-
sical, will be released over the next
12 months. An assortment of 16 RCA
Victor cartridges are now in the hands
of dealers and an additional 50 will
be available by Christmas.

The cartridge, a plastic magazine5x7 inches and half-an-inch thick
is inserted in the player as easily as
a phonograph record is placed on a
turntable. The tape is completely en-
closed in the plastic holder, is not
touched by the individual and never
needs to be threaded by hand or re-
wound after playing.

This new instrument, first of a line
of stereo tape cartridge player-re-
corders now under development by
RCA, will be nationally advertised at
$299.95. Auxiliary speakers to achieve
the three-dimensional stereophonic
effect will be nationally advertised
from $9.95 up. The tape cartridges
will be nationally advertised at $4.95
to $9.95, compared with conventional
stereo tape prices of $8.95 to $15.95.
This development means that for the
first time stereo tape will be avail-
able at prices comparable with stereo
records. Blank tape cartridges will be
available at $4.50.

“This new concept in the use of
tape is an important advance in home
music,” R. W. Saxon, vice president,
RCA Victor Radio-“Victrola” Prod-
ucts said. “Through it, we have re-
duced the price of music on tape, once
too high for many music lovers, and
have eliminated the problem of thread-
ing the tape by hand.

“The low price of the cartridge is

possible because less tape is used and
it is recorded and played at a slower
speed. Its speed is 3% inches per
second instead of the customary 7%
inches per second. Furthermore the
quarter-inch tape has four sound
tracks instead of two. The result is
twice as much music on half the

amount of tape.”

The player-recorder is 18 inches

wide, 15 inches deep and 12 inches

high in a portable carrying case.

Either stereo or monaural home
recordings can be accomplished with
this machine. Direct recordings can
be obtained (either monaural or

Through a vote it was agreed that

the board of directors of ARMADA
should decide: whether exhibit space
be offered at next year’s convention;
the place, the date and length of the

next year’s convention; and the meth-
od of financing-

it.

It was suggested from the floor that
each member of ARMADA contribute

$100 to help defray expenses of secre-

tarial help, etc., needed to keep mem-
bers informed about ARMADA. Mem-
bers voted in favor of the motion.

Roy Scott, legal counsel for AR-

MADA, began the proceedings for the

election of officers. From the floor

came the suggestion that before elec-

tions take place, it be agreed upon

that the 35 or 39 board of directors

posts be equally divided among dis-

tribs and manufacturers. The sug-

gestion was voted upon and passed.

Once this was agreed upon, it was

suggested from the floor that since

the temporary officers had devoted

their own time, effort and money to

the formation of ARMADA, they

should become the first elected execu-

tives. A motion to this effect was

made. The vote was unanimous elect-

ing Abner, president; Sam Phillips,

v. p.; Hardy Schwartz, treasurer,

and Nelson Verbit, secretary.

Upon accepting the presidency, Ab-

ner stated, “ARMADA was formed

with a heart. It was formed without

regard as to whether one is a manu-

facturer or distributor. We must

work hand in hand to make this a suc-

cessful organization.” Abner followed

his speech by reading two telegrams

from manufacturers who expressed

their best wishes for the success of

ARMADA but were unable to attend

the first convention.

Informal Discussion

Throughout the Monday evening-

Tuesday morning, a symposium
dealing with rack jobbing took place.

Moderated by Norman Orleck, vice

president and managing director of

The Cash Box, the audience heard
from five representatives of the Na-
tional Association of Record Mer-
chandisers (NARM)—Jim Tidjens, of

Musical Isle Record Corp., Milwaukee,
and President of NARM; Ed Snider

of Edge, Ltd., Washington, D. C., and
secretary of NARM; Harold Gold-

man, Rak Sales, Inc., St. Louis, a

member of NARM; Pete Wambach of

Wambach Distributors, Inc., trade pa-

per publicity chairman of NARM;
and Don Belzer, Record Service Com-
pany, Minneapolis, also a member of

NARM.
After an introductory address by

Norm Orleck referring to problems
affecting jobbers, their distributors

and manufacturers, Tidjens defined

the goals of NARM—an association

founded to create a better understand-

ing of jobbers to the trade and to help

solve mutual problems.

Ed Snider stated that anyone who
condemned an entire group (rack job-

bers) of businessmen has not thought
out his feelings thoroughly. He made
a parallel between a tube of tooth-

paste and a record and traced their

course into the supermarkets. He
described objections from druggists

when health and beauty aid products

moved to supermarkets and compared
this with objections to records being-

sold in markets. But he expressed the

fact that progress cannot be stopped.

Harold Goldman indicated that he

and other jobbers in the St. Louis

territory had settled their problems

and felt that others throughout the

country could do the same.

Wambach expressed his joy at the

opportunity to speak to ARMADA on

behalf of NARM and advised that

such symposiums can only result in

better understandings. Belzer stated

that mutual agreement was beneficial

to manufacturers, distributors and
jobbers.

Manning- Stock Suit

NEW YORK—The right of song-
writers to sue for infringement, even
though their publishers refuse to do
so, was upheld last week (11) in a
decision handed down by Judge Fred-
erick J. P. Bryan of the United
States District Court.

This opinion resulted from a suit

by composers Dick Manning and
Larry Stock against Miller Music,
20th Century Music, 20th Century
Fox films, Paul Webster, Sammy Fain
and Remick Music. Manning and
Stock brought this action because of
alleged infringement upon their song
“The Morning Side Of The Moun-
tain” by the defendants song, “A Cer-
tain Smile”. The authors sued be-
cause Remick, their publisher, re-

fused to do so. The attorneys for
Miller and the other defendants asked
the District Court to dismiss the com-
plaint on the ground that only Rem-
ick, the publisher, could sue for in-

fringement of a copyright. Judge
Bryan upheld the right of song-
writers to sue in such circumstances.

Songwriters under their Song-
writers Protective Association con-
tracts are given protection against
alleged infringers in cases where the
publisher refuses or declines to act.

Favorites Vol. 1”, “Lovely Hula
Hands” & “Hawaiian War Chant”
from “Hawaiian Luau”, featuring Wil-
liam Kealoha & His Orchestra;
“Dontcha Go ’Way Mad,” from
“Swingin’ My Way Through College”
(Maynard Ferguson), “Ain’t Mis-
behavin’ ” & “Honeysuckle Rose”,
From “Memories Ad/Lib” (Count

You’ve Gone” & “Alice Blue Gown”,
from “Dixieland In High Society”
featuring Don Redman and the
Knights Of The Roundtable.
A number of singles from the al-

bums are being released simultane-
ously with the stereo for the first

time in monaural version as well.

They include: “The Ballad of Pala-
din” and “Maverick”, from “Themes
From The Hip”; “Rat Race” and
“The Big Walk”, from “Basie One
More Time”; “I Got Rhythm” and

Jerome summed up with,
“Our sales figures on stereo singles
indicate a growing market for these
records, and we expect to continue
to step up our output to meet the
demands of this growing market. . . .

The suggested retail price of Roulette

stereo singles are the same as the

monaural singles”.

“It’s What’s in THE CASH BOX That Counts—INTERNATIOISALLY”
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With stereo sound gaining in popularity with each

succeeding day, it is a situation of which the automatic

music machine industry can be proud. Like the .45

rpm record of several years back, the music machine

is the instrument which pioneered this progress of

stereo sound.

However, of much greater importance, to the finan-

cial benefit of the music machine operator, is the fact

that his coin operated stereo instruments are being

accepted by the public much faster and in greater

volume than had even been anticipated by the manu-

facturers who introduced the machines.

It is quite evident that music machine operators

recognize the advantage of stereo equipment. It is

acknowledged that not every location is now geared

for stereo machines and speakers. However, the origi-

nal thinking of the operator has changed—he advanced

the theory at first that only a few choice type loca-

tions would be acceptable. He now reports that stereo

equipment has been successfully installed in locations

which were first thought impractical. This condition

has been further strengthened by reports from the

manufacturers of the machines. One factory, as is well

known, produced stereo 100%. Other factories report

that sales of stereo equipment range from over 40%
to 70% of total sales.

Aiding greatly in this swift progress is the avail-

ability of stereo records. At first, the operators had

quite some difficulty in purchasing stereo records.

However, in recent months every manufacturer of

records (with the exception of one or two companies

of any substance), is producing stereo records. Some-

times the recording companies are a little slow in

making stereo records available, but, as can be under-

stood, it isn’t financially practical to produce stereo

simultaneously with every release. But—when any

record shows the signs of potential success, in most

instances, it is immediately released in stereo. This

offers no problem for the record companies, as the

records are being “cut’*’ (recorded) in both monaural

and stereo.

At this time, there are approximately 350 to 400

stereo records available for use in juke boxes.

Another interesting fact in the development of

stereo operations is that every firm producing Title

Strips now have them available for the juke box opera-

tor for stereo records.

An indication of the future of stereo sound is the

thinking of the manufacturers of home phonograph

players. A survey of the leading producers of this type

of equipment reveals that it is anticipated that 1959

sales will run close to 3,500,000 units. In 1960, these

top factories expect to sell close to 4,000,000 units.

And by 1963, these producers anticipate a sale of some

5,000,000 stereo players a year. With some of these

units priced low; and some priced high; manufac-

turers of home phonographs estimate that sales of

stereo machines in 1963 will total one billion dollars.

It can therefore be predicted that the release of

stereo recordings will increase with each succeeding

year—and that probably by 1963, all records will be

for stereo equipment.

NEW YORK—An interesting letter

was received by one of New York’s

leading wholesalers from the United
States Treasury Department, office of

Commissioner of Internal Revenue,
Washington, D. C., dated June 2, 1959,

in reply to an inquiry, “in which you
request a copy of the ruling that poker
tables, skeeball alleys and shuffle al-

leys are subject to only a $10 tax.”

“In view of the policy of the Service

of issuing rulings only with respect

to specific cases,” replied R. J. Bopp,
Chief, Excise Tax Branch, “our reply

to your request is necessarily limited

to general information.
“The classification of a machine as

an amusement or gaming device is not

determined solely by the awarding of

prizes. If the successful operation of

a device depends on the application of
the element of chance, the machine is

considered to be a gaming device. . .
.”

The letter further states:

“Devices such as skee-ball, pokerino,
x-ray poker, shuffle bowling games,
etc., in which the high score or suc-
cessful operation depends on the play-
er’s skill as distinguished from the
element of chance are regarded as
amusement devices. The play of games
of this type is controlled by the skill

of the player in throwing or rolling
the balls, pucks or disks (manual
operation), and the fact that prizes
are awarded in connection with the

successful operation thereof does not

alter their classification as amusement
devices.”

Employment Report For

Month Of May Seen

Encouraging

Rise Of Million More

Jobs Over May 1957

WASHINGTON, D. C.—A most en-

couraging report on employment for

the month of May was issued by the

Departments of Commerce and Labor
this week.

Since the coin machine industry, as

most all other fields, share a propor-
tion of the money spent by the coun-
try’s gainfully employed, this report
is noted most gratefully.

A rise of 1,000,000 jobs, reported
the Government, increased employ-
ment to a record of 66,016,000 for
May. The previous May record was
65,178,000. The top employment rec-

ord for any month was in July, 1957,

when employment was 67,221,000. The
government is particularly pleased
that the rise in jobs was in the manu-
facturing of hard goods.

Unemployment, which normally does
not change much at this time of year,
dropped by 238,000 to 3,389,000. The
unemployment rate, at 4.9 per cent,
dropped below 5 per cent for the first

time since November, 1957.
Of further interest is the report

that the average factory worker’s
earnings passed $90 a week for the
first time; and the factory work-week
continued upward rising 0.2 hours to
40.5 hours per week.

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Hearings on
the CeHer Bill (HR 5921) got under
way on Wednesday, June 10, before
the sub-committee of the Judiciary
House Committee, with witnesses for
the proponents presenting their ar-
guments.
These arguments are “old hat” to

those familiar with past hearings

—

the usual pleas for the poor song-
writer who is starving to death; the
statement that the music machine op-
erator is the only user of commercial
music who doesn’t pay for the use of

Not only are nu-
merous components manufactured in

England, according to Bally specifica-

tions and under Bally license, but a
considerable portion of every British-

built Bally product is actually pro-
duced in England and of course, as-

sembled there.

“Operators in Great Britain and Ire-

land are naturally happy to be able

at long last to obtain the benefits of

the proved superiority of Bally prod-
ucts in design, engineering, construc-
tion, play-appeal, earning power and
long life on location—advantages that
they have long eyed enviously from
afar.

“Finally, and needless to say, we at
