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The “ginchiest” gal in the U.S.,

pretty Miss Connie Stevens, is shown

above as she beckons to her male
companion, “Kookie, Kookie, Lend
Me Your Comb.” Kookie, of course,

is Edd Byrnes, the newest teenage

idol. The two handsome youngsters

teamed up on records recently to

give the young Warner Brothers

label its first huge single smash. Edd
Byrnes is the popular pepper pot

on Warner’s smash TV show, “77

Sunset Strip.” Incidentally, the

sound track recording of the “77 Sun-

set Strip” music is the label’s first

tremendous disk in the album field.

Byrnes’ next release will be an LP
appropriately titled “Kookie,” in

which he will perform standards

adapted for his style. Disk will also

include some special material.

Connie is currently filming a new
TV series titled “Hawaiian Eye,” a

detective series in which she is

starred. Her next single disk is soon

to be released.
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The success of stereo juke boxes

has been tremendous. Manufacturers

have sold considerably more music ma-

chines than they had anticipated. And
operators, who report an increased re-

turn in stereo locations have recognized

the advantage of this equipment.

When stereo juke boxes were intro-

duced at the beginning of this year, two

of the major problems confronting the

operator were: (1) the installation of

stereo boxes in locations that were not

ideally laid out for the equipment;

and (2) the availability of stereo

singles.

Phono manufacturers have elimi-

nated the former problem by analyzing

locations individually and proving that

returns increase in stereo locations.

However, the availability of stereo

singles situation leaves much to be de-

sired.

Manufacturers have made more

stereo singles available, but they are

available only in name and not in fact.

They have been made available to stereo

phono manufacturers to fill a specific

order, but the operator who calls on

the one-stop in his area for copies of

these records finds they’re not in stock.

And this is happening all across the

country.

With an estimated 15,000 to 20,000

stereo boxes on location thruout the

U.S., manufacturers are losing consider-

able plus business. Since only 28 of

the Top 100 records are available in

stereo, any new stereo hit placed in the

hands of distribs and one-stops where

operators can get at them, will be

gobbled up.

At the same time, record manufac-

turers seem to be losing sight of the

tremendous promotional effect stereo

singles can have on the public. Records

have always been a pride item. The

adult with an extensive album collection

is envied by his friends. The youngster

who has all the top hits is looked up to

by his friends. And it follows that the

youngster who has stereo versions of

the favorite teen stars’ singles is head

and shoulders above all the others.

Record companies and home phono

manufacturers, often the same people,

spend tremendous amounts of money

to promote stereo phono sales. Yet they

are not taking advantage of the word

of mouth advertising offered when one

teenager plays a stereo single for his “

friend. Every teener is a stone’s throw "

away from becoming a young adult who I

will want a phonograph (probably p

stereo) for his own home or apartment.

With more than 15,000 stereo boxes

on location, a manufacturer must make
plus profit with stereo singles if he

makes them available at the operator

level. Anti when the manufacturer de-

cides to push stereo singles to the gen-

eral public the entire record and home
phono industry will benefit tremend-

ously.

Richmond Summer

Jobber Plan

NEW YORK — Richmond Records,
the low-priced London subsid, has an-
nounced a Summer rack jobber promo-
tion to “enable distributors to offer

Richmond Records to rack jobbers at
special rack jobber terms.”

Distx-ibutors may accomplish this in

either of two ways: (1) the distrib

may sell the rack jobber as an agent
for the Richmond Division and earn
a 5% sales commission or (2) the dis-

tx-ib may sell the rack jobber as a
distributor and earn the regular rack
jobber rebate of 3% normal dealer
cost. The plan involves the complete
catalogue of 109 Richmond monaural
LP’s ($1.98) and 7 stereo LP’s ($2.98).

Distribs can sell disks individually

or sell either or both of the following
“Prepacks”: “152-A”: 36 pop stereo,

106 pop monaux-al, 10 classical mon-
aural; “75-B”: 66 pop monaural, 9
classical monaux-al. Pux-chase of “Pre-
packs” entitles distrib to receive free
either a 152 LP floor display and/or
75 LP floor stand.

mer sales plan at the distributor level

Richmond-Telefunken Dealer Plan

NEW YORK—The fourth phase of

London Records’ “ODS” (Operation
Dealer Support) for its line of low-
priced Richmond and Telefunken Rec-
ords ($1.98 monaural, $2.98 stereo)
has begun with the announcement of

the dealer program. Plan is sub-
tagged “V-For-Value.” Deal centers
around the purchase of “Prepacks”,
a choice of four. The “Prepacks” will

be sold on a 100% return privilege

and bills can be postdated to Nov. 10,

Dec. 10 and Jan. 10. The four “Pre-
packs”: “A”—75 Richmond classics

(72 monaural, 3 stereo); “B”—125
Richmond pops (70 monaural, 55
stereo); “C”—75 Telefunken Classics

(25 monaural, 50 stereo); “D”—25
Telefunken pops (all monaural).
Both the Richmond and Telefunken

“Prepacks” involve such free dealer
aids as display racks, floor stands,
counter displays, easeled displays
(Telefunken), window streamers, and
Richmond-Telefunken catalogs. Deal-
ers can “guarantee listening pleasure”
to customer on the Richmond disks
by telling him he can return a Rich-
mond LP to the factory for a full

refund if not satisfied (offer expires
Dec. 31, 1959).

16 Capitol Classical LP’s

HOLLYWOOD — Two new albums
available in stereo or monaural are
included in a 16-package Capitol
classical release this month. One of

these is conducted by Felix Slatkin,

while the other finds Erich Leinsdorf
on the podium conducting the Phil-

Chips urged all manufacturers, re-

gardless of size, to get behind the
dealer.

London’s Hartstone

Analyzes Disk Biz

At Distrib Meet

NEW YORK—London Records, at

a meeting attended by all its distrib-

utors in New York, last week, intro-

duced the fourth part of its 1959
“Operation Dealer Support” program.
Subtitled “V-for-Value”, the new plan
introduces the low-priced Richmond
and Telefunken lines to dealers. (See
other story for complete details.)

The highlight of the meeting was
a dramatic analysis of the record
business as it stands today delivered
by Lee Hartstone, Vice President of
London Records. It was also a warn-
ing to distributors that unless the
dealer is built up again to a position
of strength, the entire distribution
business may be altered.

“With record clubs accounting for
a reported 20% of the product sold
and rack jobbers accounting for an-
other 20%, 60% is left for the dealer.

“However,” continued Hartstone,
“where there was said to be 5000
strong dealers in 1948, there are only
2500 such dealers today. Therefore
it looks as though the percentage
may continue to fall away from the
dealer unless he gets strong support.

“We have heard reports that in

many areas one-stops are selling to

dealers at a price lower than the dis-

tributor; and one stops are giving-

credit and guarantees. This is caused
partially by free records being given
to one stops. Freebees are a menace
to the distributor. They do not in-

crease sales but encourage tranship-
ping and only result in shifted sales.

“More rack jobbers are buying di-

rect from manufacturers and quite
soon it may be expected that one-
stops will be asking to buy direct
also. The distributor will suffer from
this and as a result we could have,
in the coming years, a series of whole-
salers all handling every line. This
might result in a situation where
there is no independent distributor as
we know him today.

“The major causes for the downfall
of the dealer are: (1) his failure to

expand his operation when the Hi-Fi
boom increased his sales; (2) the
dealer’s failure to stock catalog; (3)
and the failure of the dealer to protect
himself against competition.

“Distributors have weakened be-
cause of their failure during the record
industry’s tremendous growth to: (1)
properly service dealers; (2) properly
service their manufacturers; (3) ex-
tend further credit; (4) promote with
the dealer; (5) add further salesmen.
As a result, with the increased demand
for records, manufacturers were
forced to seek other outlets such as
clubs, racks, discount houses, etc.

“If the distributor is to survive in

the changing record scene,” Hartstone
continued, “he must do his utmost
to increase the percentage of the
record business done by the dealer.

The dealer must be built up. The dis-

tributor must protect himself against
trans-shipping and can help accom-
plish this by insisting to manufac-
turers of each of his lines that freebee
records be discontinued.”

At this point Hartstone went on to

explain how the new Telefunken and

Richmond release plan will aid the

dealer.

Firm was formerly located in Los
Angeles.

Peerless, which has been in opera-
tion for the past three years, is the

United States national distributor and
manufacturer of the top labels from
Latin-America. The sales merchandis-
ing and promotion activity will ema-
nate from their new headquarters.

Their complete pressing, inspection,

and packaging operation will be han-
dled at their plant which is adjacent
to the General Office. Modern phono-
graph record equipment has been
installed, and an electronic timing
device is being used for pressing. The
warehouse, hand shipping and receiv-

ing facilities are also at the plant.

George Cooper, Managing Director of Boosey & Hawkes (Australia) Pty.
Ltd., music publishers with headquarters in Sydney, has just returned from
one of his regular world tours. The purpose of his visit was to renew contact
with their American and English associates. We received the following in-

teresting and enlightening report from George Cooper on his impressions
of entertainment—particularly music:

—

“The main purpose of my visit was to resume contact with our American
Principals and publishers and the houses we represent in the United King-
dom. As a music publisher, I am principally interested in the trend of
entertainment in each media, but more recently particularly as regards
television. The main feature of TV and radio music is, of course, the
perpetuation of rock ’n roll, notwithstanding the advent of Cha Cha and
to a smaller extent the promotion of Hawaiian music.
“The predominance of rock ’n roll has created a chain of events affecting
all phases of the entertainment industry which, coupled with the follow-
ing of the Top 40 charts by the D.J.’s in other countries, results in rock
’n roll dominating the entire music scene.

“Whilst agreeing with, the old adage “youth cannot be denied”, it would
be useful to consider how far the adolescents should be indulged. It is

quite evident that the entertainment industry is directed towards the
adolescents or even younger people, principally because of the commercial
aspect of the youngsters’ influence on spending power and, of course, the
modern development of youngsters being allowed much more freedom or
even license than was the case in the past. In other words, entertainment
in the home is now directed by the young members of the family and
consequently that is the form of entertainment that is going to be heard.

“This change, however, has its disadvantages not only psychologically but
also as regards the music industry. For instance, rock ’n roll is not really
a music form as much as a type of entertainment whereby the “music”
as such can rarely be used except in its own original form which, to a
large extent, depends upon the actual artist or performer in becoming
successful. In other words, a rock ’n roll rendition by any performer is not
materially useful to bands or other vocalists and mostly is a form of self-

expression by the said performer who can be a child of twelve with a gim-
mick or a personality created by this very form of entertainment. Con-
sequently, it is highly improbable that any fine standard hits will emerge
from the flow of rock ’n roll items.

“The same may be said for the actual dancing to rock ’n roll. It is appre-
ciated that the beat is attractive to the youngsters and the quicker tempos
can be most exhilarating and 1‘hythmic, but there appears nothing more
dreary than to see young people clutched together essaying- shambling
steps against a slow beat tempo.

“The rock ’n roll phase has definitely affected the sale of sheet music and
consequently the song writers’ income. It has also affected the future of
dance bands, as in the past a large number of the successful combinations
and orchestras grew from high school students and others who formed
their own groups and with study and emulation became successful in

this sphere.

“This is the situation as I saw it still persisting in the US with the top
hits consisting to a large extent of this type of material emanating from
anywhere at all and with the the artists and material dropping out of
sight very rapidly and a new group appearing practically weekly.

“There is no getting away from the fact that rock ’n roll is internationally
acknowledged as the entertainment of the day and its influence stretches
right across the world from America to Russia, Japan and everywhere
else and, as such, has an international repercussion as referred to above.

“With the major music companies
making their great music and enter-
tainment libraries available on both
reel-to-reel and cartridge and for the
first time at a price competitive with
disk, you can imagine the tremendous
impact this will have oxx the Americaxx
music max’ket,” Brown said.

Industry’s Policy and

Practices.

The coin machine industry, as such, is a compara-

tive youngster. While coin machines were being oper-

ated for many years prior to 1929-1930, no one could

call it an industry. There were several manufacturers

but equipment wasn’t being produced and sold in any

quantity. Whatever volume sales were made were of

the type of machine which today is labeled illegal.

The first amusement machine sold in any quantity

at all was Howard Peo’s “Whirlwind”. Then the first

pinball machines made their appearance, and the busi-

ness was off to a flying start. Several years later, the

music machine, as we know it today, made its appear-

ance. Over these years, operating expanded, and large

manufacturing plants arose to supply ingenious and

money-making equipment.

The men who entered the business during these

formative years were young, enthusiastic, visionary and

ambitious. Most of these men are still in the business

—either as operators, distributors or manufacturers.

They are experienced and knowing—but perhaps the

zest has gone. All the industry’s plans anti decisions

are being made by these same men. There’s nothing

wrong with this condition, of course, but we’re wonder-

ing if the business would progress faster and on a more

substantial basis if the younger men in it would take a

greater and more active participation. Surely, these

young people have the energy, education, optimism and

drive to institute progressive programs and plans to

further the interest of the industry as a whole as well

as their own individual coin machine businesses.

The coin machine business is a good business

—

and has been good to many who entered it in the “early

days.” Some of these men have sons who have

joined their firms. We can think of a number of them

offhand: Dave Gottlieb’s son; Dave Rock-Ola’s son;

Sam Gensburg’s son; Barney Sugerman’s 2 sons; A1

Stern’s son; Hymie Zorinskv’s son; Ray Moloney's

boys; Tony Trucano’s son; Abe Witsen's 2 boys; Leon

Taksen’s son; Max Roth’s son; Joe Ash’s son; Humbert
Betti’s sons; Willie Blatt’s sons; Bill Manner's son;

Chi Court Approves Remote

Control Cigarette Machines

CHICAGO—In a ruling made last
week (June 18, 1959), Circuit Court
Judge Daniel A. Roberts, reversed a
recent municipal court decision and
approved remote control cigarette ven-
dors in Chicago.

Previously, a 1954 city ordinance
banned cigarette machines in public
places, on the strength of no control
of sales to minors. Judge Roberts over-
ruled this ordinance citing that ciga-
rettes sold through remote control
machines are controlled by the pur-
chaser of the product but are, in fact,
controlled by the location owner, who
must drop the patron’s coin into a
coin chute before the patron may press
the selection button and receive a
package of cigarettes.
Judge Roberts ruled that, “the licen-

sees (store owners) are in full con-
trol of the use of the remote control
device for the purpose of vending cig-
arettes, and at the time the purchase
price is tendered to the licensee, the
licensee can determine by observation
or otherwise the identy of the cus-
tomer and his or her age ... in no
case can the customer obtain ciga-
rettes from the cabinet except by the
act of the licensee in depositing the
coin in the remote control device and
said licensee presssing the button
thereon.”
Judge Roberts continued, “that

there are no coin slots or other open-
ings within the cabinet; that the de-
termining factor of whether or not the
person is a proper purchaser of ciga-
rettes is in the control of the licensee
where it should be.”

Following is the injunction notice,
issued on the specific case here in Chi-
cago, is as follows:

Unlike the
days of old, when an installation

meant solely the placing of a coin-

operated phonograph in the corner of

a tavern or diner, hooking it up elec-

trically, and leaving, music operating-

today, requires technical know-how
and merchandising on the part of the
operator.

A very good example of high level

music operating, as we know it today,
can be found in the Sunset Diner, this

city. The location features a Wur-
litzer “2300S,” 200-selection stereo

phonograph and two model “5123”

Wall Speakers which were custom-
designed to blend into the interior

cornices of the diner. There are also

four model “5125” Extended Speakers
and a total of no less than seventeen
“5120” Wall Boxes.

The operator responsible for this

most complete installation is John C.

Butala, McAdoo Vending Company,
McAdoo, Pennsylvania. This is the
first of a dozen installations of this

type which Butala expects to make
with the assistance of Marvin Roth,

In addition to the custom design of
the speakers, they also feature die-

castings of the word “Wurlitzer” and
