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When low priced ($1.49 and

$1.98) allniiiis became an impor-

tant factor on the LP scene only a

few years ago, there was alarming

pessimism on the part of many ex-

perienced people in the trade as to

the future of the regular priced LP
($3.98).

Some said that it wouldn’t he

long before prices were cut on all

regular priced merchandise. Some
said it would he a terrible blow to

the entire structure of the record

industry. Others saw major com-

panies losing their top artists to

companies who could promise far

greater sales totals.

Now that the low priced album

field is firmly entrencheil as an im-

portant phase of the record indus-

try, it is interesting to note how in-

correct these predictions were. It is

obvious now that low priced mer-

chandise will continue to thrive

without having any harmful effect

on the regular priced merchandise.

As a matter of fact, low priced mer-

chandise has probably boosted the

sale of $3.98 disks. There are prob-

ably many thousands of $3.98 disl

enthusiasts who first became inter

ested in records when they pur
chased a $1.98 album while shop

ping for food in a super market.

Some companies have even is

sued early recordings by their art-

ists in the lower priced category and

have met with great success without

harming the artist’s sale on the

higher priced label.

Low priced merchandise has de-

veloped a new and lucrative mar-
ket. The buyer who refuses to pay
more than $1.98 for an album is

not a customer for the higher priced

goods. And record fans interested

Ill original cast albums, film tracks

and new material by top name art-

ists will not settle for low-priced

covers.
|

Even the foreign markets have

recognized the fact that the two LP
fields can thrive together. A num-
ber of these markets, after close

study of the American scene, have

launched low priced lines in their

areas, and the long range effect

should prove to be the same. I

Hospital Makes Rapid Strides

Top Firms In America Support Drive

CHICAGO — When Dave Gottlieb,

president, D. Gottlieb & Company of

this city, stands at the site of rapidly

rising Gottlieb Memorial Hospital in

west suburban Leyden Township these

days, he’s watching his most cher-

ished dream come true.

For a long time Gottlieb nurtured

a fervent hope of a new hospital for

the area, and today the giant steam

shovels and bustling activity at the

seven acre tract on North Avenue
just west of the city, are reminders

that though it takes men of vision to

dream, there must also be solid ma-
terials like cement and steel to make
such dreams a reality.

Gottlieb is doing more than just

idly watching “his baby grow.” He, his

brother Nate, and son Alvin—both

associated with him at the plant—are

spearheading the current drive for

more funds for the new non-sectarian

hospital.

Response to the drive has been

gratifying, reports Gottlieb, whose
contribution of $750,000 started the

wheels rolling in the $3,750,000 ven-

ture of West Towns Hospital Associ-

ation.

“The people who live and work in

Chicago’s west suburban communities

are typically American. Recognizing

a civic need for betterment of their

fellow men. Because of this I feel we
will see the culmination of our great

dream much sooner than we had

originally hoped,” says Gottlieb.

After Gottlieb’s large cash gift, the
federal government approved a grant
of funds for the project in the amount
of $822,000. Other gifts have also been
streaming in from friends of Gottlieb,

as well as from hosts of civic minded
individuals, corporations, labor unions,
foundations and other organizations

—

all sparked by the dream of the origi-

nal contributor.

Some of the industrial organiza-
tions now participating in the Gottlieb
Memorial Hospital building program
include American Can Company,
James B. Beam Distilling Company,
Beatrice Foods Company, Borg-War-
ner Corporation, Commonwealth Edi-
son Company, Continental Coffee Com-
pany, Edward Hines Lumber Company,
and the First National Bank of Chi-
cago.

When completed in December of

1960, the new hospital will be one of

the most modern and fully equipped
medical centers in the whole Chicago
area.

“We are planning diagnostic and
treatment facilities so advanced that
Gottlieb Memorial may very well be-
come one of the outstanding com-
munity health centers of the midwest,”
commented Gottlieb, who lately has
spent a large part of his waking hours
in the new hospital project.

Pointing out that the greatest ad-
vances of medical science are possibly
right within the grasp of today’s
researchers, the philanthropist con-
tinues: “It seems just like yesterday
that diseases like pneumonia or scar-
let fever, and other common scourges
were deadly killers; and something
as common today as X-ray treatment
and blood banks were only experi-
mental. Who knows what dramatic
progress is just ahead in medicine ?

Only if we all have a vital part in

providing better medical facilities can
we be assured that the march of medi-
cine can go ahead.”

The new hospital is named in

memory of Gottlieb’s mother and
father. Like so many other worthwhile
civic projects it has grown out of
civic need, but most of all it came
from the dream of a foresighted and
purposeful man.

The I.L.A. ex-
pected longshoremen to handle these
priority shipments befoi-e resuming
loading of staple items and machin-
ery.

Export orders from the nation’s
coinmen were quickly expedited in
order to insure against further delay
in equipment orders received during
the eight day strike.

Hudson County Survey

Shows 1100 Music Machines

UNION CITY, N. J. — Hudson
County officials advised last week that
the results of a county-wide census
of locations with coin operated mu-
sic machines has proven that the mu-
sic machine industry enjoys a clean
bill of health.

Over eleven hundred music machine
locations were solicited by the county
police authorities with the purpose
in mind of checking out original own-
ership of machines, business policies
concerning profits between location
owner and the owner of the equip-
ment, and also a check on union prac-
tices in conjunction with the opera-
tion of these music machines.

Officials advised that no indication
of criminal offenses were evident in
the operation of coin operated music
in the county.

The Hudson County survey showed
that approximately 120 operators con-

ducted business in the area in which
over 1100 music machines were on
location.
