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The past year has seen a tremen-

dous growth in the importance on
the American scene of foreign pro-

duced recordings. And the trend

seems to be getting stronger every

day.

It wasn’t long ago when a smash
release in the States took six months
or more to be released in Europe.
And a record on the Continent had
to be a fantastic smash before Amer-
ica would even consider releasing

it. Then there was always a time lag

while an English lyric was written

to a foreign hit so that it would be
commercial in the U. S. market.

Today the foreign record picture

is almost completely changed. For-

eign records are being gobbled up
for U. S. release even before they’re

hits in their native lands. And
thanks to the success of “Volare”
with an Italian lyric, American rec-

ord firms are releasing these records

in their authentic foreign form.
There were many who considered

“Volare” one of those freak inci-

dents in recording history that prob-

ably would never be repeated. But
the solid success of “Morgen” sung
in German by a Yugoslavian has

disproved the “freak” theory. Fur-

ther evidence of the increasing im-

portance of the foreign product
is the fast breaking sales success

of the latest import “Marina”, an
Italian song which emanated from
Belgium.

Another situation which is draw-

ing more attention to the foreign

market is the tremendous popular-

ity of certain American artists in

various foreign countries. And a

current practice that has developed
out of this situation is the recording

of a foreign, up-coming song by a

popular American artist for release

only in the foreign market. Today
this is being done so rapidly by
American manufacturers that the

American recording often reaches

the foreign country in time to offer

stiff competition to the original hit.

The huge success of other for-

eign waxings in the U. S. such as

“Living Doll”, “Petite Fleur” and
the recent “Only You” instrumental

has also magnified the importance
of foreign material although the

above three had no language bar-

rier to scale.

Jet travel has made the globe con-

siderably smaller. This added to

the fact that American recordings

are at an all time high in popular-

ity overseas; plus the fact that the

time between the release of the

same record here and abroad is

getting closer to the “simultaneous

release” point, is making the inter-

national scene a much more impor-
tant one. It will be no surprise if,

quite soon, people in the record

business begin to consider the world
as “one” market.

Thanks to speed of travel and the

growing foreign market, more and
more company executives are visit-

ing their foreign affiliates with

greater regularity than ever before.

As a result, we can expect to witness

an even greater growth of foreign

markets as a hunting ground for

“hot masters” as well as a continu-

ally growing sales area for home
product.

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Roulette Unveils Nov.-Dee. Prog.

NEW YORK — Roulette Records
last week announced its sales pro-
gram for November-December titled,
“A Holiday Gift Of Profits”. The plan
offers all qualifying dealers a 10%
discount on all their album purchases.
This includes the dealers purchases of
not only the November album re-
leases, but any albums in the Rou-
lette, Roost and Tico catalog. The
plan only excludes Roulette’s new
low-priced classical line, Forum Rec-
ords, which retails for $1.98 monaural
and $2.98 stereo.
A “Holiday Gift Of Profits” will

work directly through the Roulette
distributors who will give the 10%
discount off the qualified dealers in-
voice.

Joe Kolsky, label executive vice-
president, stated that the sales pro-
gram has already gotten under way
with distributors who have been hold-
ing sales meetings with their person-
nel to brief them on the program and
introduce the new LP’s for November-
December. They have also prepared
their own special direct mailing pieces
announcing the plan to all their ac-
counts. Members of the Roulette Deal-
ers Record Club will be receiving their
one copy off each album in the new re-
lease at, the reduced price in accord-
ance with the club’s provisions.

Part of the November-December
sales program will also be directed
at Roulette’s two important Christ-
mas Albums, “It’s Christmas Once
Again”, Jimmie Rodgers; and “St.
Patrick’s Cathedral Choir Sings
Christmas Carols”. Both albums, ac-
cording to Kolsky, will be offered on
a 100% return privilege. Also, Rou-
lette will release a Christmas single
from both albums. The Jimmie Rod-
gers single will be, “It’s Christmas
Once Again” and “Wistful Willie”,
a novelty song which is not from
his Christmas LP. “Carol Of The
Drums,” which is better known com-
mercially as “The Little Drummer
Boy” will be released as a single from
the St. Patrick’s Cathedral Choir
LP and will be backed by another
selection from this set, “Carol Of The
Bells”. Both singles will be on a 100%
exchange privilege.

The St. Patrick set is comprised of
all traditional carols and the Rodgers
“It’s Christmas Once Again” mixes
traditional along with such pop fa-
vorites as “White Christmas” and
“The Christmas Song”.
The November-December album re-

leases will also include: “Shy,” Cathy
Carr, in her debut album; “Rock ’N
Roll Bandstand”, a collection of orig-
inal hits such as “Mary Lou” by Ron-
nie Hawkins, “Party Doll” by Buddy
Knox, “What Is Love” by The Play-
mates, “First Anniversary” by Cathy
Carr; and others. “Great American
Waltzes”, Joe Reisman and his Orch-
estra, features lush arrangements of
“Tennessee Waltz”, “Beautiful Ohio”,
“Missouri Waltz”, “Carolina Moon”
and other waltz favorites; “Born To
Be Blue”, Anne Phillips, introduces a
new voice; “Memorie Di Roma”, the
Di Mara Sisters a collection of Ital-

ian Melodies; “Ev’rv Hour, Ev’ry
Day Of My Life”, Valerie Carr. One
of the outstanding LP’s in the Nov.-
Dee. package is the original sound-
track album of “On The Beach” from
the forthcoming Stanley Kramer,
United Artists release starring Greg-
ory Peck, Ava Gardner, Tony Perkins,
and Fred Astaire.

On the jazz scene Roulette “Bird-
land Series” will offer, “Chairman Of
The Board”, Count Basie Orchestra,
in which the band features originals

by members of the aggregation;
“Every Day I Have The Blues”, Joe
Williams wails blues standards; “Jazz

Mission To Moscow”, which features
a repeat performance of the Mitchell-
Ruff Duo’s jazz concert in Russia this
past summer. This album was re-
corded live at Town Hall, New York.
Other jazz albums on Roqst Records
will be: “Designed For You”, Johnny
Smith Trio; “A Little Bit Of Stitt”,
with saxophonist Sonny Stitt.

“TAKE ME ALONG”— Original Cast—
RCA Victor LOC-1050 (Monaural & Stereo)

With “Take Me Along” the first hit of

the new season, Victor probably has solid

original-cast seller on its hands. Songs by
Bob Merrill are attractive on both senti-

mental and comic counts. “Staying Young,”
“Promise Me A Rose” and “We’re Home”
are lovely items, while the title song and
“Sid, 01’ Kid” are lively bon-bons. Singing
standout on deck is Eileen Herlie, with
other principals Jackie Gleason, Walter
Pidgeon and Robert Morse doing first-rate

musical-comedy warbling.

“CARLOAD OF HITS”—Various Artists—
Muse M 500

A collection of past pop and r&b hits are
assembled in this album. In light of the
success of “Oldies But Goodies,” this set,

in the same pattern, could also prove a big
moneymaker. Included are “Get A Job”-
the silhouettes, “Shake A Hand”—Faye
Adams, “In The Still Of The Night”—the
Five Satins, “Story Untold”—the Nutmegs,
and “The Joker”—Billy Myles; all outstand-
ing singles hits.

“THE STRINGS SWING”— The Knightsbridge
Strings—Top Rank RM 308

The Knightsbridge Strings easily make the
adaption from their usual pop tune fare to a bill

of “Swing Era” standards, thanks to the arrange-
ments of Reg Owen and Malcolm Lockyer. “One
O’Clock Jump,” “King Porter Stomp,” “Flyin’
Home,” “Intermission Riff,” etc. get a unique
swinging string treatment with the usual brass,
woodwind and rhythm accompaniment. In light
of current pop string fad, this set can move out.

“FIRESIDE SING ALONG WITH MITCH”
—Mitch Miller and the Gang—Columbia
CL 1389 (Monaural & Stereo)

Number 7 in the series promises to be as
big a seller as the others. As usual the
songs are revered chestnuts: “The Old Grey
Mare,” “Juanita,” “Annie Laurie,” “Wait
for the Wagon,” etc. Book-type wrapper
provides four tear-out song sheets. A chart
position awaits it.

“HERE WE GO AGAIN”—The Kingston

Since November 1st, record Company C. N Rood Lit. (Rijswijk Z. H. Hol-
land, with labels Telefunken, CNR, Pye-Nixa, Mercury and Chancellor, has
the sole agency for the American labels Colpix (Columbia Pictures).

Within a fortnight the record, “Lonesome”, successor of “Petite Fleur”,
in the interpretation of clarinetist Monti Sunshine (Columbia), had two well
done Dutch interpretations by The Billy Longstreet Quintet (on the label CNR)
and by The Peter Schilperoort Quintet (on the Label Fontana).

On November 5, 1959 in Holland a collective advertising campaign for
records starts under the device: “Meer Omzet, Meer Winst” (More Turnover,
More Profit), organized by the “Commissie Collectieve Grammofoonplaten
Campaigne”. It’s an action by the collective records importers (all firms
cooperate) and they will advertise in all Dutch leading newspapers. You can
buy a record voucher and it is to stimulate the sale of records in Holland
once again.

The talk of the day in the music business is, that C. N. Rood has bought
a car (Lancia) for 35,000 ($9,000). That’s a lot of money for Holland. Proof
indeed, that the sale of records flourishes well in our country.

The song “Marina”, sung by the Belgian Rocco Granata (on Delahay) is

still the favorite in the Benelux countries.

Because Caterina Valente visits our country in November 1959, the German
speaking famous songstress has again made a record in the Dutch language
(just as “Sweetheart, My Darling, Mijn Schat”). She sings, “My Happiness”.
It is unusual for an international singer to record in the Dutch language.

L. C. Bovema, Heemstede has managed to get the title song of the film,

“The Beatnik Generation” (the film is shortly to be distributed in Holland by
MGM). Interpretation: Louis Armstrong and His All Stars.

Hans Kellerman and Harry Jansen (of The Delahay Record Company,
Everest, Delahay and Top Rank) have announced the newest jazz repertoire
in Holland via the labels Everest and Top Rank. The Dutch critics commend
the good sound of the records. The LPs are Woody Herman, “The Herd
Rides Again”; Charlie Barnet, “Cherokee”; and Tommy Dorsey’s “Tommy
Dorsey’s Greatest Band”.

Pet u la Clark, Pye recording star flies to Paris November 25th to star in
a French TV production, not as a singer but as an actress.

78’s Coming To End In Britain

LONDON—It looks as if the time
is fast approaching when 78 rpm rec-
ords, mainstay of the record industry
here for over half a century, will
cease to be produced. Possibly next
year will see the last issue of these
disks in Britain.

Four years ago 78’s outnumbered
45’s by ten to one. At that time a
controversy raged between two lead-
ing phonograph manufacturers; one
arguing that pop records belonged on
78’s, the other maintaining that 45’s
were the disks of the future.

Last year the two disks shared
equally in the market, but the trend
away from shellac has accelerated.
Today, less than 10 percent of output
is in 78’s. Many companies are no
longer issuing records simultaneously
in both speeds, releasing only a 45
pressing.

The latest production figures for
August show a decline of 65 percent
from last year in 78 production and
an increase of 80 percent for 45’s.
Total output was only marginally be-
low August of last year.

The well known trumpet player, Chet Baker, arrived in Milan on Sep-
tember 10th and the director of the Guiider and Saar Press Office informs
me that he recorded two long play albums under the Music label, singing and
playing with the accompaniment of Italian support. On October 15th, Chet
Baker left for Germany but returned to Rome a week later in accordance
with his ten-day contract with the “Grotte del Piccione” night club.

On October 18th the TW dedicated its broadcast, “Serata di Gala” to

singer Dalida, who performed some of her hit songs such as, “Les Gitanes”,
“Orfeo Negro” and “Love In Portofino”. These rec-

ords are available on the Jolly label. Dalida arrived in

Italy accompanied by her fiance Lucien Morris who
is the director of the international radio station,
“Europa 1”. Dalida, who is generally considered
French is of Italian origin. She was born in Calabria,
moved when just a girl to Cairo, and won her present
fame in Paris.

Mr. Occhiena of the Melodic publicity office in-

forms me that Don Marino Barreto Junior has re-
corded some record for the Philips firm. He is now
touring Lebanon with his orchestra where he will be
for three months. He is 32, sings in four languages
(Spanish, Italian, English and Portuguese) and has
succeeded in fusing the typical Italian songs with
the passionate Cuban and the Brazilian rhythms.

Mr. Rapetti of the Ricordi publicity office informs
me that the Cetra Quartet will go to Israel in Feb-

ruary for a series of 90 minute concerts. The Quartet is currently on the air
in Italy with a program called “Piccolo Club”. Ponti de Laurenti has recently
approached the Quartet with the object in mind of having them take part in
a technicolor musical comedy which will start shooting next month.
The San Remo Festival, which each year is the subject of many heated

discussions, seems this year to have created more excitement than usual.
Mr. Fabbri has been dismissed by the Festival Corpo-
ration which was born last October. Fabbri had
started to organize the Festival on the invitation of
Mr. Fosco, president of the Ata Company, which or-
ganized the previous nine Festivals. Also it seems that
the Festival will now see only amateur composers
since the publishers have withdrawn from the Festi-

val. On the 23rd of October I had a personal inter-

view with Fabbri in the Gurtler recording room. He
told me that he had spoken over the phone with
Ferruccio Lanfranchi, president of the reading com-
mittee, and Lanfranchi had assured him that he would
receive official apologies and be asked to return to

the Festival organization. Very mysterious and very
confusing.

Giam piero Scussel, manager for the foreign trades
for Durium Records, which distributes Top Rank,
Pye, Vogue, Imperial, Paris, Seeco, and Jugoton

in Italy is a keen student of jazz. Giampiero attended a scientific school

where he devoted himself to studying French and English as well as music.

He formerly helped Francois Minchin where he was in charge of the Voce
del Padrone Promotion Sales Department in Milan as Vice President.

The propraetors of Italdisc Records, D. Matalon and M. Levi, inform me
that Mina, the songstress who achieved a great success in Italy because of
her “shouted” songs, is planning to tour the States. However, she is engaged
until the first month of 1960. This month she will play the main role in the
picture, “Urlatori alia sbarra”.

NEW YORK — The answer for
“substantial” stereo singles business
at the retail level is the 7" LP single.
This statement was made last week
by William C. Prutting, vice-presi-
dent of Stere-O-Craft Records, which
is preparing a special dealer package
of stereo LP singles (Columbia Rec-
ords has already embarked on such a
venture). The label has been releas-
ing “45” stereos for juke-box use only.

Prutting reached this conclusion
after a recent trip to the “downtown”
sections of such cities as Philly, Chi-
cago, Cincinnati, St. Louis, Boston,
Newark and New York and visits to
dealers in these towns indicated to
the exec that dealers were getting
less concerned with single records.

“It’s our opinion,” said Prutting,
“that tens of thousands of stereo own-
ers who are now buying regular LP’s
will enthusiastically buy 98<f stereo
7" pop singles. This is the speed most
people are accustomed to playing and
the LP single therefore doesn’t re-
quire any adjustment or adoption
when on the phono.” Prutting also
feels that such singles can gain back
the adult market. Reasoning that cus-
tomers cannot buy all LP’s issued,
Prutting thinks that two tunes
from some of these albums in con-
venient LP form would prove a “real
volume booster” and bring the adult
market into the stores for more fre-
quent and extra purchases.

“An aggressive attitude by the
‘good stocking’ dealers across the
country, on these LP singles,” con-
cluded Prutting, “could be the oppor-
tunity they have been searching- for
to get grown-ups and the college
crowd to start buying singles again if
they have stereo equipment.”
The Stere-O-Craft LP singles will

consist of adult-geared material such
as jazz, pop and Latin. The line will
be distributed by Decca, the label’s
regular distrib.

Westminster Celebrates 10th Year

With Big Xmas Promotion Drive

NEW YORK—To celebrate its 10th
Christmas in the record industry,

Westminster Records is launching a
$100,000 nationally-advertised promo-
tion built around the event.

This is Westminster’s first promo-
tion that ties in the distributor, dealer
and the consumer in a completely
coordinated effort with the objective

to increase sales during the important
Christmas selling season, said national

sales director Edgar P. Talmus.

The entire Westminster catalog,

including all new releases, is being-

offered to the consumer at $2.98 for

regular $3.98 and $4.98 list, and at

$3.98 for $5.98 list merchandise. The
diskery then announced that the Board
of Directors unanimously decided to

return consumer prices to the regular
levels after the Dec. 24 cut-off date
and not to reduce prices again until

at least March 1, 1960. Included in

this price reduction will be 52 new
monaural releases and 30 new stereo

albums.

Westminster cautioned distributors

to anticipate ordering a sufficient

quantity of albums to back up the
promotion and avoid lost sales. The
diskery stressed that orders for new
releases must be placed immediately.
To insure a consistent flow of records
from dealer to customer, distributors

should also place their initial re-stock

order immediately as well.

Terms of payment are 30/60/90
days net notes or 2/10 EOM (distrib-

utors option).

To commence the campaign, West-
minster distributors will receive com-
plete planbooks for use by its sales-

men in dealer calls which give complete
details of the promotion. Distributors

can then announce the plan to dealers

in small local meetings or by indi-

vidual contact.

Trade advertising will commence
Oct. 26 with full page ads telling the

dealer to see his distributor for com-
plete details.

Consumer advertising will begin
Nov. 8. Full-size ads will run in 26
major markets throughout the coun-
try announcing the special price cuts.

Every ad will carry a dealer listing,

supplied by the distributor, tying in

the dealers the distributor has chosen
to support the promotion. Westmin-
ster is assuming all costs of this

advertising.

In addition, cooperative advertising

will be available to every participating

dealer. Mats supplied by Westminster
will enable the dealer to add his name
for further local promotion. The
diskery will pay 50% of cooperative

advertising costs up to 2(4% of net

purchases. In order to claim this

allowance, the distributor must submit
tear sheets and newspaper invoices

substantiating the dealer’s ads.

Wesminster will also supply color-

ful display packages for window or

in-store displays tying in with news-
paper ads at the point of sale.

To every dealer who participates

fully in the promotion and features

a display of Westminster records in

his window or store—using the ele-

ments of the display package—West-
minster will give a Christmas gift i

of a sport shirt and a sterling charm

tively. Also, if the dealer mails a

catalog free direct from Whitehall.

The Whitehall nop roster to date

in the story.

“Because of the trend among vari-
ous big companies to merge with
other progressive organizations,” con-
tinued Green, “there will no doubt be
many more such inquiries to buy Mer-
cury Records.”

in the October 31 issue of The Cash Box),

Many years ago, a certain amusement ma-

chine was introduced by a group of Eastern

coinmen who formed a small manufacturing

company. A salesman for a Chicago manu-

facturer saw the machine - reported to his

factory - and from this idea developed one

of the most successful of all amusement ma-

chines. The basic idea, refined and improved

thruout the years, is still a factor in the suc-

cessful manufacture and operation of these

machines.

Salesmen and fieldmen for firms in our in-

dustry can be the most vital factor in the de-

velopment and future progress of the industry.

They are traveling thruout the country, see-

ing and talking with grass roots operators.

If they keep their eyes open and their minds

attuned to absorb any ideas advanced by

those they contact, it's highly conceivable

somewhere, someplace, sometime, they may

he able to present to their factories the idea

for a machine (or an improvement on a

machine) which might well be the big “hit”

the industry is seeking.

STARTS AS 7,000 ATTEND

Large Representation Of Coin Ops

Arrive With Diversification In Mind

CHICAGO — More than 7,000

visitors streamed into Chicago on

Friday evening, October 30, in prep-

aration for the opening of the 13th

Annual National Automatic Merchan-

dising Association Convention sched-

uled to open here on Saturday, Octo-

ber 31st, at the Navy Pier and the

Conrad Hilton Hotel. NAMA officials

reported 126 exhibitors signed for the

showing with more than 500 com-

panies in attendance. The attendance

figures reportedly were approximately

15% more than previous years.

In line with the added interest and

additional number of visitors was the

large representative group of music

and game operators and distributors

arriving Friday evening in Chicago,

many pointing to diversification of

operating equipment as the prime

reason for their interest. In past

years, a smaller core of coinmen at-

tended the meetings but this year

saw many more music and game dis-

tributors looking to the coffee, ciga-

rette and cold drink machine as a

means of expanding their lines and

also operators diversifying equipment

now on location.

Among the exhibitors showing vend-

ing equipment were Bally Manufac-

turing Company and the Seeburg

Corporation who are exhibiting vend-

ing lines at the Navy Pier while the

J. H. Keeney Company will show its

vending equipment at the LaSalle

Hotel.

Another indication of growing in-

terest from the coin machine field is

the presence of Standard Financial

Corporation, a New York finance

organization heretofore limited to

financing vending operations as such.

Effective with January 1st of 1960,

“Sales in all divisions of the com-
pany continued to run well ahead of

last year. The demand for all our

civilian products has been greater

than expected, and it appears that

this trend will continue,” said Rolfing.

“The backlog of defense orders is

gradually increasing and we are op-

timistic about this part of our busi-

ness.

“Based on the results of six months’

operations, sales and net earnings for

the fiscal year ending March 31, 1960

should be better than last year,” con-

cluded Rolfing.

Roth Predicts Major

Cig Vending Changes

For 60’s

CHICAGO, ILL.—A new revolution

is coming in smoking habits accord-
ing to Harold Roth, president, Con-
tinental Industries, Inc.

Roth claims that the mass introduc-
tion of new mentholated brands by
the cigarette industry foreshadows a
major shift in smoking habits for the
public during the 1960’s.

“It happened exactly the same way
with the filters and the king sized

brands in the early 1950’s,” he ex-

plained.

Continental Industries, in addition

to its vending sales operations in ten

states, including Alabama, Florida,

Ohio, Missouri, Louisiana, New York,

New Jersey, California, Texas and

Indiana manufacture cigarette ma-
chines currently being exhibited at

the National Automatic Merchandis-

ing Association Convention at Navy
Pier, Chicago.

“Vending machines are a reason-

ably accurate barometer of public

tastes in smoking because these auto-

matic merchants now account for

about 40 per cent of all single pack
sales in the U.S. We are among the

first to feel the interplay between
manufacturer and the public. This

year at least seven new brands have

been introduced and most of them
are mentholated,” said Roth.

“Little more than a decade ago,

vending machine operators were lim-

ited to anywhere from six to ten col-

umns per machine,” continued Roth.

“This was alright so long as five

brands—Lucky Strike, Phillip Morris,

Camel, Chesterfield and Old Gold

—

dominated the market and accounted

for more than 90 per cent of all

cigarette sales. But that was in 1948.

Last year, which was ten years later,

these brands accounted for only 37.9

per cent of the market, with the dif-

ference being made up by all cig-

arettes introduced in between.”

According to recent statistics fil-

tered cigarettes have absorbed almost

40 per cent of the vending machine
market; regular size non-filters, more
than 30 per cent; king size non-filters,

20 per cent; and mentholated filter

cigarettes 9 per cent.

Vending machines, Roth indicated,

accounted for almost 20 per cent of

all cigarettes sold in the domestic
market during 1958.

Vending sales of cigarettes in 1958
totaled 3,156,550,000 packs in the U.S.

compared with 2,912,763,000 packs in

1957 and 2,770,950,000 packs in 1956.

Of the $2,132,576,000 in vended dollar

volume in 1958, cigarettes represented

$820,703,000, concluded Roth.

William Danziger, executive vice

president of Continental Industries,

points out that vending engineers al-

ways prepare ahead of time to meet
the needs of the future. “Some of the
things to come, we can already fore-

see,” he said. “The cigarette field will

have brands coming out in special

colors of cigarettes and other benefits

for the consumers will be featured in

the course of the next several years.

“The introduction of the cigarillos

have not yet made their mark on con-
sumer demand. If they should, then
certainly vending machine operators
might want to consider them as a
new type of cigarette to offer,” con-
cluded Danziger.

He pointed
out that those who dispensed bev-
erages in foreign countries recognized
that the juke box made important
contributions to their patrons’ enjoy-
ment and at the same time eliminated
the costs of providing it. “Commission
arrangements abroad are much less

demanding and more realistic than
they are here,” he said. “As a result,

the music operator keeps a larger

share of the take.’

Throughout the convention hotel

there was evidence of AMI’s efforts to

do its part as a sponsor to make the

convention a success. Breakfast tables

and hospitality suites throughout the

hotel featured cocktail napkins which
described stereo music furnished by
AMI, along with table tent cards the

company makes available without
charge to AMI operators to stimulate

interest in juke box music.

Along with a display of its products
in the exhibitors section, AMI in-

stalled a special stereophonic exhibit

in the large meeting auditorium where
music was provided prior to the open-
ing of each business session.

Machine
will be used in banks, retail department stores, terminals, sporting events,
etc. The currency changer accepts bills up to the five dollar denomination
and rejects larger denominations, two dollar bills, counterfeits and foreign
money. When queried about the safety of an outside vending machine housing
several hundred dollars in change, and being unattended all hours of the
day and night, Prince quipped, “They broke into Tiffany’s here in New York,
didn’t they!”, which seemed to settle the question to everyone’s satisfaction.

Shows S Changer

Private Showing in N.Y.C.

Preceeds NAMA Exhibit

NEW YORK—At a private show-
ing- last week, National Rejectors
Inc., subsidiary of Universal Match
Company, with main offices in St.

Louis, Missouri, unveiled its currency
changer, demonstrating the exchange
for currency up to nine dollars in

bills and coins. The machine was util-

ized with a vending machine, housed
in a luxurious cabinet, designed in

fruitwood finish. It vended merchan-
dise such as cosmetics, toys and
kleenex, at prices from $1.33 to $6.47,

to portray the firm’s vision as to how
this currency changer is expected to

be used in addition to the obvious
vending outlets it is adaptable to.

The changer will be available to

the vending industry after January
1, 1960. However, Frank J. Prince,

chairman of the firm’s executive com-
mittee explained that the machine
would also be merchandised to super
markets, retail department stores,

sporting events where it would vend
tickets, and terminals, etc.

Prince advised that the machine,
originally exhibited at the NAMA
Show in St. Louis, in 1958, is the

first in history able to handle bills

larger than singles. He stated that

it could be hooked up to one, or a

bank of vending machines.

The changer accepts fives and sin-

gles, rejecting denominations of larg-

er amounts, counterfeits and foreign

currency. He advised that the firm is

currently working on a machine to

handle larger denominations.

The changer, measuring 14 x 14 x 5

inches, has a conveyor that carries

each “good” bill from a slot to a

secret electronic scanner.

The scanner identifies the bill and

proceeds to function. A dial deducts

purchases as they are made, comput-

ing the exact amount of change to be

vended along with merchandise.

Prince also stated that the machine

has been hailed by the Secret Service

as foolproof.

The National Rejectors Inc. cur-

rency changer will be on exhibit at

Navy Pier, Chicago, during the Na-
tional Automatic Merchandising As-

sociation Convention this week.

National Rejectors Inc. has tested

the currency changer on several loca-

tions during- the past year, one of

which has been the Midway Airport

in Chicago. According to factory offi-

cials the results from these tests have

been gratifying and production on

the unit for the vending market will

begin January 1, 1960.

Scheidegger In U.S.A.

—Wurlitzer officials have advised
that Hans Scheidegger, European
representative for The Wurlitzer
Company, this city, will arrive in

the United States on November 1,

to visit with factory officials and
also to take a refresher course on
the mechanical aspects of the
latest phonograph equipment.

Frankfort Fair in Germany where
the Wurlitzer phonograph line was
exhibited to coinmen from all over
Europe.
He is expected to return to

Europe after completing duties in
