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"Rudolph The Red-Nosed Reindeer”, Johnny Marks' worldwide Christmas perennial,

celebrates its 10th anniversary this year with thirty-seven new renditions of the Yule
favorite. The hit, which all began with Gene Autry’s multi-million selling Columbia
recording, has, thru its many recordings, sold more than 28,000,000 records in the

U.S. alone. Marks, this year, also is sledding with his much recorded tune "I Heard
The Bells On Christmas Day” and Art Mooney’s new MGM waxing of “A Merry

Merry Christmas”.
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The entertainment business,

being what it is—a glamorous busi-

ness involving glamorous personali-

ties—is now providing the poli-

ticians, press and broadcasters a

tremendous opportunity to grab off

headlines. And of course, no one

will miss a chance to take a crack at

getting in the swim.

That “payola” has become a fac-

tor in promoting records cannot

be denied. We don’t condone this

practice, nor do we hold any brief

for those involved. But, like in all

investigations, the innocent, as well

as the guilty get smeared. And this

situation isn’t helped by the raging

and bitter controversy existing be-

tween the printed and broadcast

mediums. A typical instance is the

double page feature item which ap-

peared in one of the leading New
York dailies, which included photos

of recording artists in no way in-

volved with the current probe, but

which attracted attention to the

story.

Let those investigating bodies

probe, and probe deeply—and then

take action to eliminate this existing

practice of “payola”. The music

business would be better off without

it. But let them be fair and honest

in their decisions. And, it would

also be better if those affiliated with

the production and dissemination of

music and records wouldn’t run

scared and rush hastily into making
decisions which are detrimental to

themselves as well as others in the

music business.

1
Already jockeys around the coun-

try have been released or have re-

signed. More firings and resigna-

tions are bound to come about and

the industry will be so much better

for it-—where those affected have

been guilty.

The current probe could be of

immense value to the music indus-

try by eliminating certain bad prac-

tices. We hope not too many inno-

cent people are irreparably dam-

aged. And finally, that those in the

music and record business learn a

lesson which will result in legitimate

methods of exploiting and promot-

ing their product.

Of course, at this moment, The Cash Box is not concerned

by the reference to radio stations—-but we are concerned by the

snide reference to “trade papers”. We couldn’t care less how The

Billboard prepares its charts, or if it is influenced by “cash or

advertising”—BUT WE KNOW HOW THE CHARTS OF “THE
CASH BOX” ARE PREPARED—AND THEY ARE FAST, ACCU-

RATE, AND COMPLETELY HONEST. That advertising pressures

have no effect on The Cash Box listings is an established fact.

As a matter of fact, two advertisers were told off this past

week—with the resultant loss of 2 page ads. These unreasonable

demands, we admit, over the past number of years have been few

and far between, solely due to the fact that those in the trade are

well aware that no amount of pressure will affect the editorial and

statistical reporting in The Cash Box.

In the main, it would appear to us that now is the time to weed

out the prevailing weaknesses so much in evidence—and strengthen

the industry for the future—not to use its worry and turmoil for

headlines and self promotion to the detriment of the industry.

The trade press can do its part.

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Taking Its Toll
NSW YORK—The payola question

—as many in the industry expected

—

began to take its toll in the dismissal

and resignation of disk jockeys across
the country.
Alan Freed—whom the public re-

gards as the “father of rock ’n roll”

—was one of the most powerful jocks
whose deejay services were terminated
last week. Freed lost positions at two
New York stations: On Saturday (21),
the deejay was dismissed from WABC
for refusing to sign a questionaire
issued by the station about payola;
though he had signed a similar state-

ment for WNEW-TV, he was dis-

missed from that station a few days
later. It was learned later in the week
that Freed was questioned by the
House Committee which is to begin
its investigation into “commercial
bribery” on Dec. 7.

A probable highlight of the up-
coming investigation will be the ap-
pearance of both Freed and Dick Clark
in Washington. Clark—who held the
spotlight two weeks ago—remained
on the ABC network after divesting
himself of part ownership in a record
company, pressing plant and several
publishing houses, moves which the

station demanded of all its platter
spinners. Freed is reported to have
the feeling that he is the “scapegoat”
in the payola matter and that Clark
should be more fully investigated,
considering that Clark is seen on over
300 stations while he has just a local

audience.
Deejay Tom Clay— of Detroit’s

WJKB—was fired by the outlet last

week and later “confessed” to taking
payola. Clay said he regarded payola
as “part of the business.” Two other
deejays from the same station re-

signed: Don McLeod and Dale Young.
Another resignation came from Joe
Niagra of WIBG in Philly.

An incident late last week was
clearly a state of payola jitters. Four
jocks of station WCMS-Norfolk, Va.
were suspended (and later reinstated)
after they played a single 320 times
in one day.

The jocks—Joe Hoppel (PD), Bob
Power, Lee Whitehead and Olivia
Barbee—were suspended by general
manager Roy Lamere who was out of
town when the four were given per-
mission to play the deck by an exec
of the station’s owners, Continental
Broadcasters. Lamere made a public
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apology when the jocks were rein-
stated and said he had been confused
by “all this payola talk.”
The disk was Irving Taylor’s

“Pachalafaka” (Warner Bros.), a
satire on pop song writing. Reason
for the stunt, Power said, was to
demonstrate that the public would
not accept a bad record even if dee-
jays received payola to play it.

The three big networks—NBC, CBS
and ABC—were attacked last week
for having interests in diskeries. The
attack was made iby composer Burton
Lane, who was speaking on behalf of
the American Guild of Authors and
Composers, of which Lane is guild
head, in a statement to the Federal
Communications Commission. Lane

said the networks promote their re-

cordings on their respective stations.

NBC is associated with RCA Victor
Records; CBS with Columbia Records;
ABC with ABC-Paramount Records.

There were indications last week
that many entertainers would be in-

volved in the investigation as a result

of their interests in the songs they
record and “kickbacks” for perform-
ing songs on broadcasts.

One radio station, in a directive to

its disk jockeys, insisted that its rec-

ord spinners submit in writing to the
station, any plug planned for a record

or product which amounts to more

than a simple introduction and com-

ment about the record.

“A MIS AMIGOS”—Nat King Cole—Capi-

“Cole Espanol Revisited”. Another en-
joyable session of Cole reading Latin ma-
terial, this time though the results are more
exciting. Album was cut during the singer’s
highly successful recent Latin American
tour and the closeness to authentic Latin
accompaniment shows in the results. The
warm, personal feelings he generates from
his relaxed, easy going manner are per-
fectly suited for these songs. Tunes include
“Green Eyes,” “Perfidia,” “El Choclo” and
the intense “Ay, Cosita Linda.”

All are ballads

and are approached in the rock beat, string-

backed style. Williams is a capable singer and as

evidenced by his work here can develop into a

good solo personality.

Cast includes all the stalwarts of the
Yiddish theatre, Irving and Henrietta Jacobson,
Mae Schoenfield, Jacob Kalich and Julius Adler,
whom all become almost secondary to Miss Picon’s
overwhelming charm. In its limited area, disk can
attain huge popularity.

“JUNIOR” — Junior Mance and his Swinging
Piano—Verve MG V-9319

Mance does swing, and he swings unselfconsci-

ously, with a natural, relaxed, easy going attitude.

There is no pretensiousness in his playing. Vying
for attention with Mance in this album is the
great bass playing of Ray Brown, the master,
the rock-bed of rhythm. Lex Humphries is taste-

ful in drum support. It’s a session that jells.

Among the tunes are “Lilacs in the Rain,” “Love
for Sale,” and several interesting originals. Mance
is beginning to find his own way in jazz.

One of the most respected of the current
blues singers, Joe Williams is one big reason
behind the Basie band’s present success.
His dynamism is a personal thing, a process
of direct communication with his audience,
which fortunately is not lost on disks as
with other performers. The blues that are
belted, moaned, shouted include “Baby Won’t
You Please Come Home,” “Going to Chi-
cago,” “Good Mornin’ Blues” and some very
commercial items. Popularity translates into
sales appeal. (Is that Lambert-Hendrick-
Ross behind Joe in spots?)

“GO . . —Paul Chambers—Vee Jav LP
1014

Chambers is an immensely satisfying
young bassist with an unerring verve and
drive, much in demand for recording. His
solos here (some with bow) have not been
recorded too well but his rock steady
rhythm is a wonderful propellant for Can-
nonball Adderley, Wynton Kelly, Freddie
Hubbard, Jimmy Cobb and Philly Joe Jones
who replaces Cobb on “Awful Mean,” a
Chambers original that is probably the
most successful track in the album. As
a whole, the disk moves along at a happy,
relaxed clip with some great blowing by
Adderley and Kelly.

“LD -|- 3"—Lou Donaldson with the 3 Sounds

Donaldson’s alto playing is exciting and stimu-
lating. Whether lacking in inventiveness and
originality, he still is a compelling performer.
The rhythm accompaniment by the 3 Sounds
never lacks in aggressiveness, driving sturdily
behind Donaldson, and displaying its complete
accord as a unit. Selections include “Three Little
Words,” “Just Friends” and Parker’s “Confirma-
tion,” on which the altoist shows his debt to Bird.

BRAHMS: “Haydn Variations”; WAGNER:
“Siegfried Idyll,” “Traume”—Philharinonia
Orchestra, Paul Ivletzki, Conductor—Angel
35765

Ivletzki, conducting what is perhaps Eng-
land’s finest orchestra, offers rewarding
readings of the Brahms and Wagner works.
One of the outstanding traits of his musical
personality seems to be a quality of re-
straint. This attribute is unusually effective
in the Wagner, and for the most part in the
Brahms “Variations,” which, like the com-
poser’s other works poses some of the most
difficult interpretive problems in the realm
of freedom vs. discipline. Kletzki, however
is remarkably successful in his solution.
This album deserves exposure.

“THE VIRTUOSO ORGAN”—Virgil Fox, Organ-
ist—Capitol SPAR 8499 (Monaural & Stereo)

In a number of short compositions by such
composers as Bach, Vaughan Williams, and
Franck, Virgil Fox demonstrates his gifts as one
of the world’s greatest organists. He merits this

position not only by virtue of his extraordinary
technique—he plays with a technical assurance
that must be the despair of countless organists

—

but also by virtue of sound, dramatic musical
instincts. The album should prove exciting even
to those not usually attracted to organ music.

MOZART: “Concerto in G Major, K.453,” “Con-
certo in C Minor, K.491”—London Orchestra, Alec
Sherman, Conductor, Gina Bachauer, Pianist

Capitol SG 7194

This Mozart album has two main defects. First,

the conductor, in both concertos does not offer a
unified conception. Instead, at times, the piano
leans in one interpretive direction, the orchestra
in another. Second, although Madame Bachauer
is an accomplished pianist, she does not move
smoothly from one dynamic level to another with-
in a phrase, thus giving her playing a hard
quality, which doesn’t permit either her or Mozart
to breathe.

Astonishingly, the two excerpts
from Khovanshchina receive extremely sym-
pathetic, telling readings.

Also, ballet music is part of a visual
experience, and definitely suffers when the ballet
is absent—as it must be on disk. The album,
however, is musically as competent as others of
its type, and the handsome packaging and elab-
orate brochure should enhance its sales appeal.

initial release of four singles—waltzes, slow foxtrots, tangos and quicksteps,
recorded by The John Warren Strictempo Orchestra under the direction of
Bill Shepherd.

The release is specially timed to coincide with the winter season of ball-

room dancing and major plans are in progress for promoting these records
in the ballroom dancing world—through clubs, ballrooms, dance halls, etc.

and publicity material and details of the records are being dispatched to more
than 8,000 ballroom dancing teachers throughout the country.

Bob Kingston, Managing Director of Southern Music London, tells me that
his company has acquired the music rights for “Red Indian Christmas Carol”
recorded by Clinton Ford on the Oriole label. Other seasonal numbers of

Southern include “Buon Natale” by Nat ‘King’ Cole on Capitol, “The Toy

Getting a lot of plays right now is the new Brook Benton “So Many Ways”
on Mercury. Bob is also happy with Sarah Vaughan’s latest disk “Smooth
Operator” on Mercury, currently climbing high in “The Cash Box” charts.

Theme music from the B.B.C.’s successful series “A Mask for Alexis” has been
recorded under the title “Swinging Ghosts”. Waxings include Ted Heath on
Decca. Frank Weir on Oriole. The Vampires on Parlophone. “Swinging Ghosts”
is due for American release shortly.

Sydney Bron, Managing Director of Bron Associated reports that Shapiro
Bernstein & Company have acquired for a very sizable advance the American
rights of a new Tolchord Evans record “Singing Piano”. The deal was nego-
tiated hy Bron’s American representative Irwin Dash and all concerned are
delighted with the initial success of this potential best seller.

Cyril Gee, General Manager of Mills Music London, had good news for the
company’s President, Jack Mills, on his arrival in London for conferences
with his office and other publishers. Yet another Mills music hit has entered
the British charts, Adam Faith’s “What Do You Want” on Parlophone.

Prolific and successful British composer and orchestra leader Tony Osborne
has three of his own compositions currently on release. “Folies Bergere”
recorded by French accordionist Adriano on Parlophone. His own recording
of “While Paris Sleeps” backed with “Winter Starlight” on H.M.V. and
“Following The Sun Around” title track from Eve Boswell’s latest L.P. on
Parlophone. Sheet music for all three is handled by Fred Jackson of Planetry-
Kahl whose Professional Manager Griff Lewis leaves with Tony Osborne at
the end of the month for a promotion tour of Luxembourg and Cologne.

Budd Music is represented by “Goofin’ Off”
while Gloucester Music has the entire score from the “Man From Interpol”
soon to be screened on A.T.V. Jeff and his General Manager, Bill Randall are
excited by the score of a new movie “Five Acres” written and arranged by
band leader Tony Crombie who will visit the States early in 1960 by arrange-
ment with the Joe Glaser office.

Herbert Wise, President of Consolidated Music, Dorsey Brothers and Em-

Its Twelfth Anniversary

LONDON—Celebrating its 12th an-
niversary this year is the Esquire
Record Company, an important Brit-

ish independent label. Founded in

1947 by two jazz musicians—Peter
Newbrook, who ultimately left to be-

come a film camera man and is now
with the Philips Record Company,
and Carlo Kralnner who, together
with his wife Greta, now owns and
runs the company. Krahmer was a
leading professional jazz drummer be-

fore he started the label ( George
Shearing once played in his group).
He was also a night club band leader
for many years and took a jazz group
to the Paris -Jazz Festival in 1949.

Esquire has always been a specialist

firm
;

it began as a record club, issues
being available to members only as
there were difficulties in getting the

records distributed. The first releases

were jazz, traditional and modern,
and Krahmer claims that his company
was responsible for issuing the first

disks in this country to feature Charlie
Parker and Erroll Garner. Its most
celebrated release has been “Django”
by the Modern Jazz Quartet which
was voted the “best jazz record” on
the B.B.C. ‘Just Jazz’ programme two
years in succession.

In its early days, Esquire put out
a few works by important modern
classical composers, including the

Chamber Concerto of Alban Berg and
the complete pianoforte works of

Arnold Schonberg, but since then it

has concentrated on jazz, both Brit-

ish and foreign. It has issued 200
L.P.s, about 670 78s and over 200

E.P.s. The company is best known for

its handling of the American Prestige

catalogue, but it has also issued rec-

ords locally from such labels as Rou-

lette, Atlantic, Aladdin, Delmar, Dial

and Circle, as well as from Continent-

al firms like Metronome of Sweden
and Blue Star of France. In 1958 the

Starlite subsidiary was formed on

which light and popular music has

been issued.

Several of the most famous Amer-
ican jazz musicians are extensively

featured on Esquire such as Miles

Davis, the Modern Jazz Quartet, Son-

ny Rollins, Sonny Stitt, Thelonious

Monk, John Coltrane and Mose Alli-

son. Amongst the outstanding Brit-

ish jazz men who have recorded for

the company can be included Johnny

Dankworth, Victor Feldman, Hum-
phrey Lyttelton, Ronnie Scott, Dizzy

Reece, Chris Barber, Kenny Graham,

Vic Lewis, Joe Harriott, Tony Kinsey,

and many others. In addition, it has

recorded Norman Grant, whose strict

tempo music is much sought after by

the dancing schools.

Esquire has enjoyed nation wide

distribution for the past eight years

and exports regularly throughout the

British Commonwealth and beyond.

Latest releases include albums by
Miles Davis, John Coltrane, Sonny
Rollins and Norman Grant.

The German firm is yet
to be named. Hofer plans to visit each country and then hold a convention
in Paris.

Last year, Johnny James Vis, A&R man of Artone Gramophone, suggested
to Norman Granz of Verve Records to record the Oscar Peterson Trio’s

jazz version of the score from “My Fair Lady.” Granz did so resulting in the
Peterson album becoming one of the best selling albums in 1959, although
there are many other versions of the “My Fair Lady” score available.

Vis has, since the early 1950’s, been an advocate of good jazz in Holland.
He is an editor of several jazz magazines and takes every opportunity to

advance the cause of jazz in his country. When Duke Ellington toured here
recently, Vis presented Ellingtons alto saxophonist, Johnny Hodges, of whom
Vis is an ardent admirer, with a copy of the album “Back to Back,” which
features Ellington and Hodges.

Caterina Valente was here during the Nov. 21-22 weekend for concerts
and radio and television appearances. Her concert was a huge success. Upon
her arrival Miss Valente was greeted at Schipol airport (Amsterdam) by
Coen Solleveld, director of Lit. Corp. Phonogram. With her Decca recording
“Sweetheart, My Darling, Mijn Schat” near the top of the Benelux hit

parade, her latest recording, “Mijn Souvenir” (Dutch version of “My Happi-
ness”) is gaining in popularity.

Several LP’s from “The Five Pennies” film have been released here. The
soundtrack album is on London (distributed by Lit. Corp. Phonogram) while
on Capitol (distributed by G. Oord Jr. of Lit. Corp Bovema, Heemstede)
“Parade of the Five Pennies” and “Meet the Five Pennies” have been issued.

Talent scouts of Lt. Corp Phonogram, Amsterdam (Philips, American
Columbia, English Decca, Fontana, London and Durium) have discovered an-
other young talent, teenager Peter van Dijk. His first record is the Dutch
version of “White Christmas,” “Klokken In De Nacht” on Fontana, the first

Dutch version of the Irving Berlin standard.

A new series of EP’s, titled “Jazz Gallery Series,” has been established

by the Lit. Corp Phonogram. To date six records have been released: Lionel
Hampton, Sidney Bechet, Erroll Garner, Bessie Smith, Miles Davis and
Billie Holiday.

Conway Twitty’s American hit “Danny Boy” was considered objectionable
for European release. The song has been re-recorded by Twitty under the
title “Rosaleena.” The song is the same but the name Rosaleena has been
substituted where Danny Boy was to have been said.

Italian Tune Via Germany To Rank

NEW YORK -—
- Rank Records of

America, Inc. announced this week
the acquisition of “Buon Giorno

Amore” by Siv (pronounced Seev)

Malmkvist, currently one of the hottest

records on tile German market. The
original German version will be backed

by an English interpretation, and
will be released on the Jaro Interna-

tional label, according to Sales Direc-
tor, Len Levy.
The song is of Italian origin, and

was originally recorded for the Ger-
man market. Due to immediate ac-
ceptance in Germany, the songstress

has recorded the song in seven differ-

ent languages.

Samples and commercial stock now
being rushed to Jaro distributors.

On November 16 I interviewed Paul Siegel, who flew from Berlin to Frank-
furt to meet me and to tell me about his activities in Germany. Siegel, who
was born in New York City and who is known to the music world as a music
publisher, symphony composer and disk jockey, is president of Symphony
House Music Publishers Corporation. His biggest hit was “And That Reminds
Me” (Autumn Concerto), recorded by Della Reese. One year ago Siegel settled
in Berlin with his attractive German wife and his son. Siegel began by pub-
lishing many foreign hits which were recorded in German, and eventually
set up a German music publishing firm which has become a member of
GEMA, the German Performance Society. The Paul Siegel Musikverlag
had in 1959 such chart hits in Germany as “Hula Hoop Song”, “La Strada Del
Amore”, (recorded by Caterina Valente in German on German Decca) and

others. Besides Siegel’s activities in Germany as a
record artist and music publisher, he has the top
disk jockey show on Radio Berlin, featuring Ameri-
can, German and Italian records and any other foreign
records that are of interest to his European audience.

But the big news he told me is, that recently Gene
Moretti, International Export chief of MGM Records,

on his European trip visited Siegel in Berlin, and
there he heard Siegel’s Ariola recording, “Big Ben”
by the new Hoffmann and Siegel Orchestra and
Chorus. The music was written by Heino Gaze, top

German composer, and is dedicated to the famous
clock in London, which is now celebrating its 100th

anniversary. Moretti immediately cabled Arnold

M axin, president of MGM Records in New York,

about “Big Ben” and sent him the record. Twenty four

hours after Maxin had received the record, he wired

Siegel of MGM’s acceptance of “Big Ben” for release

on the MGM label in the U.S. The new Hoffmann and Siegel ork combines
the know-how of Germany’s top arranger, Willy Hoffmann (formerly with
Kurt Edelhagen’s orchestra) and Paul Siegel. They record for Ariola in

Germany (subsequently released on MGM in America).

On November 17 the first “Deutsches Schlagerfestival 1959”, (of which
I wrote about in my last column) came off in Wiesbaden in the Rhein-Main-

Halle. Twenty-two new songs were presented by both famous and new
singers. The first prize (in the opinion of the audience) went to English disk

jockey Chris Howland. His song is titled “Kleines Miidchen aus Berlin”. The
best teenage song was “Peter und Susann”, written by singer Morgot Eskens.

The jury decided the song “Was war das alles ohne dich” to be the best of

all. (Written by Ruth Fischer and Will Brandes). Max Greger and his orches-

tra entertained. Radio Luxemburg awarded its gold, silver and bronze lions to

Freddy Quinn, Dalida (she was absent for a television show) and the James
Brothers (Peter Kraus and Jorg Maria Berg). After the festival there was
a reception for those in the music business and the press. I had a chance to

speak with Peter Kreuder, the very famous German composer, who has been

successful for over thirty years. (“Es geht alles voruber” and “Sag beim
Abschied leise Servus”). He also wrote many songs for Zarah Leander

including her famous musical “Madame Scandaleuse,” which is currently very

successful in Germany and is scheduled for production next year in Europe.

Marlene Dietrich will do it in America. I also interviewed Peter Mosler,

the composer of such successful songs like “Der lachende Vagabund” and
“Morgen.”

Singers, publishers, reporters, producers all celebrated the “Deutsches

Schlagerfestival 1959” as a successful first attempt to create a German
music festival. The song “Gitarren klingen leise durch die Nacht” which

came from East Germany and which is now a hit in West Germany, on

Ariola, has been recorded by the Greek singer, Jimmy Makulis, who sings

the tune in English, French, Italian and Greek. Ariola’s representatives will

distribute the record in the U.S., England, France, Italy and Greece. The
English lyrics were written by Fritz Rotter (“Ich kiisse Ihre Hand, Madame”
and “Wenn der weisse Flieder wieder bluht”).

The Edition Montana has published Caterina Valente’s latest songs, from
her last film “Du bist wunderbar.” The titles are “Schau ich zum Himmelszelt,”

“Sweet Sweetheart” and “Bongo Cha-Cha-Cha.”

For Christmas Polydor will record famous German Christmas songs with

the Regensburger Domspatzen. Among them are “Stille Nacht, Heilige

Nacht” and “Es ist ein Ros entsprungen.”

CMA Enthused With

Attendance At Meet

NASHVILLE—If attendance, inter-

est, and enthusiasm are any indication,

then the Annual Country Music As-
sociation meeting recently concluded
in Nashville was a success.

In spite of the fact that the meeting
was held on Thursday, a day in ad-

vance of the WSM Country Music DJ
Festival, the attendance at both the
morning and afternoon sessions far
exceeded expectations, CMA said last

week.
The morning session which featured

a talk by President Connie B. Gay,
also brought before the membership
Wesley Rose, chairman of the board;
Eddy Arnold, first vice-president; Mac
Wiseman, secretary; Hubert Long,
treasurer; and the executive director.

The underlying theme of all the re-

ports was the definite improvement in

the country music picture as com-
pared to a year ago and the need for
further effort on the part of all mem-
bers. It was pointed out that the
membership in the year just past had
more than doubled and that while fi-

nancially the Association is better off

than a year ago, much more needs to

be done if efforts of the organization
were to be increased.

Affirmative action was taken by the
membership on a proposal from the
Board of Directors that the number
of Directors be increased Horn one
per category to two, thus giving a
total directorate of 18. This will make
for much more flexibility by increas-
ing the chances for a quorum at each
meeting.
The Thursday afternoon session was

devoted entirely to the election. Each
of the nine categories making up the
membership, nominated and then
elected their choices for Directors.

Friday, the opening day of the dee-
jay meet found almost the entire CMA
membership in attendance at the War
Memorial Auditorium or actually par-
ticipating in the program. From com-
ments heard later, it is apparent that
this was one of the best attended, most
instructive, and highly entertaining
ones ever held.

Friday night was the CMA First
Anniversary Banquet, held at Brent-
wood Country Club. An almost capac-
ity crowd of 350 or more was on hand
to help celebrate. Gay was master-
of-ceremonies and during the evening
introduced the new officers and direc-
tors. Following this was a star-stud-
ded program of entertainment which
featured Leon McAuliff and His Cim-
arron Boys who recorded an album
during the evening; Homer & Jethro;
and The Browns.
The final meeting of the CMA was

held Saturday morning at the Notel
Hotel and again was well attended in

spite of the fact that it was held be-
tween the BMI breakfast and the
Columbia luncheon. Gay presided and
called on all officers for brief re-

marks. The meeting was then opened
for discussion from the floor which
continued, with many participating,
until time for adjournment.

Pacts Jack Scott

NEW YORK—Top Rank Interna-
tional has signed Jack Scott to an
exclusive long term contract. Scott
rose to national prominence under the
Carlton banner with such hits as “My
True Love”, “Goodbye Baby” “With
Your Love”, “The Way I Walk”, “I
Never Felt Like This Before”, “Bella”
and “There Comes A Time”.

Joe Carlton, president of Carlton
Records, reported that he and Scott
disagreed as to the material the re-
cording artist should cut. As a re-
sult, Scott’s contract, which had an-
other two-or-three years to run, was
terminated for a $50,000 figure. Scott
waived $20,000 in accumulated royal-
ties, according to Carlton, and the
singer’s backers paid an additional
$30,000 for the purchase of the con-
tract.

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Rank To Produce Low-Cost Plastic

Disks; Pop Singles Use Seen

NEW YORK—Rank Audio Plastics

has been formed for the manufacture
! here of a thin, low-cost plastic disk
which may have a significant effect

on the future of pop singles. Owners
of the new firm are the J. Arthur
Rank motion picture group and Li-

brairie Hachette, large French pub-
lishing organization which produces
the disks in France. The company is a
division of Rank Records of America.
The disk—which is tagged Rank

T.U.P. (Thin Unbreakable Plastic)—
is currently marketed in France by
Librairie Hachette and millions of
these platters have already been pro-
duced by the company for its pub-
lication, Sonorama, a popular French
music magazine (circulation is re-

ported at 100,000) which includes the
disks as inserts in each issue.

The Consolidated Litho. Corp., of
Long Island, N.Y., was last week
licensed to be exclusive U.S. manu-
facturer of the disk. Six patented
record producing machines—valued at
over $120,000—are currently being
assembled at the Consolidated plants,

There can be many business uses

for the plastic deck (i.e. newsletters,
sales reports, premiums, etc.), but for
the record industry it may mean a
vast change in the pricing of singles.

The records will be made a basic 7"

diameter, in a complete range of
speeds. They offer good fidelity (up
to 12,000 cps) and can be played
“hundreds of times.” And the eco-

nomics of the thing are thus: Rank
Audio Plastics can offer the disk to

diskeries in a price range of 3% <? to

54 each, depending on the volume
ordered (a spokesman for the firm
said an order of 150,000 would price
the disks at about each).

Other features of the record are
thinness (4/1000 of an inch thick);
light weight (% ounce); pliability

(they can be rolled in a mailing tube);
and speedy production (while vinylite

disks are produced at an hourly speed
of 80 to 100 per machine, and poly-
styrene at 120 per hour, Rank’s
T.U.Ps can come off the press at

8,000 per hour). The disks will be
available in white or black and with
color printing or embossing on the
center or playing areas.

Material used in the disk is poly-
vinyl chloride, which for the present
can only be obtained from Western
Germany. It is expected that U.S.
firms would eventually provide the
material.

Anticipated production in 1960 is

40 million records, to be sold in the
U. S. and Canada. What portion, if

any, of this amount would be used
in the production of pop singles is

anybody’s guess. But, Harold Fried-
man, of the consulting firm of Harold
Friedman Associates, who is also on
the managing committee of Rank
Audio Plastics, said last week that
the firm has already been approached
by .some diskeries and if deals go
through, Rank would manufacture the
disks for them.

Other disk business uses for
T.U.Ps include: advertisements: by
insertions in trade and consumer pub-
lications, a manufacturer can “pre-
view” new disks; in a similar vein,

Public Relations -

Slow But Sure

“The criticism of lias reached absurd pro-

portions. To pillory an entire industry because of what a

handful of swindlers and crooks were able to do is unfair.”

Fill in the blank spot with “Coin Machine Industry” and

those in our industry know just how true this statement is.

Actually, this is a statement made by a radio executive,

and the blank space contained the name “TV."

We can understand TV’s concern, and sympathize with

it. Yet, this is the medium which has been broadcasting plays

pillorying the entire coin machine industry for the handful

of bad characters who have infiltrated into it—even after

these TV writers and producers have been approached with

the true facts.

It will take a long time for the Broadcasting industry to

wipe out the taint now attached to it. But not too long. The
industry and those affiliated with it will now use every fa-

cility to bring the industry back into public favor. They have

the money and the outlets.

The Coin Machine Industry, too, is trying to overcome the

adverse publicity. It too, will eventually win out. But it will

take a much longer time.

For many years now, The Cash Box has been strongly ad-

vocating the establishment of organized Public Relations ef-

forts. Until several months ago, nothing was done. Then,

due to a rush of unfavorable publicity, both in the news-

papers and on television and radio, the importance of clear-

ing the air, and showing up the true nature of the coin

machine industry, and its individuals, became crystal clear.

A number of local public relations programs were insti-

tuted—and the Information Council of the Coin-Operated

Industry was organized in Chicago to undertake a national

program.

It would appear to us, that after many years of negligence,

public relations efforts are on the way. But we hear rum-

blings that these programs are taking too long to get going.

Our view is that we must be patient. We’ve waited so long, we

can be happy that serious attempts are being made to over-

come so much bad publicity thruout many years. It is better

that time be taken to set up a proper program than rush into

some haphazard and uncertain program, which if unsuccess-

ful, could do more harm than good.

It is obvious that those who complain are those who are

not familiar with the necessary preliminaries and hard work
needed thru democratic processes, to organize and project

a sensible program. We feel sure that we’re on the right road.

Let’s be patient. The bad odor created by years of adverse

publicity, without any counterattack by the industry, will not

be overcome in a short time—and by just one working group.

It’ll take years—and will take the cooperation of everyone

in the business.

The cooperation of every individual is a must. Those who
contribute, not only their time and energies—hut also their

money. Some in the industry are contributing all. For those

who cannot find the time or strength to work with organized

Public Relations programs, it is important that they at least

contribute money.

Money must come from every facet of the industry—but

the operator must be the one who contributes the largest

amount. Not as a single individual, of course, but as the com-

bined segment of the industry. Each operator must assist

according to his pocketbook. Those who conduct large oper-

ations should give greater sums. The small operator should

contribute a smaller sum. Only in this way can sufficient

money be available to bring the desired results.

In addition to the national effort, as we noted, several

organized grass roots Public Relations programs are being

organized. Let every one in these areas cooperate. In areas

where, up to now, there haven’t been any attempts to organ-

ize a program, it is to the benefit of coinmen there to see that

one is started.

We feel that we’re heading in the right direction. Let’s

join in this great work. A better industry, and a better con-

ception of the industry and the industry’s members by the

nation’s press, radio, television, public officials and general

public is bound to result.

“Best Coffee Found

In Vendors’ ’-Auerbach

NEW YORK—“The best coffee is

no longer made in the homes of Amer-
ica but in the factories of the nation,”

said Morris H. Auerbach, director of

food merchandising, Continental Vend-
ing Machine Co., at a dinner meeting
of the New York State Commission
the Blind Merchandise Training Pro-
gram at the Sheraton Atlantic Hotel.

“Instant coffee use in the home has
jumped about 100 per cent since 1953,
according to figures of the Pan Ameri-
can Coffee Bureau. Yet fresh brew
coffee sold from vending machines
leaped almost 800 per cent between
1956 and 1957, then rose au additional

130 per cent between 1957 and last

year.

“The pride of many a man used to

be the great cup of coffee he knew
he always could get at home. Now
his wife is giving him instant coffee.

At the factory or at the office though,
vending machines are making it up to

him by making available a cup of

aromatic fresh brew, fresh ground
coffee. Within the next five years fresh
brew machines will completely dom-
inate the coffee machine vending-

service. They may not replace the
housewife but they are already setting

standards she will have to meet.

“These machines offering freshly

brewed coffee are springing up all

over the place. Almost 115,000 ma-
chines dispensed coffee last year.

These included dry ingredient, liquid

concentrate and fresh brew. Sales

totaled $99,518,000.

“Two years ago, approximately
99,000 machines of all types dispensed
coffee drinks with a sales volume of

$94,745,000,” concluded Auerbach.

I for one spent some time in

your business many years ago. I am
familiar with its problems. However,
unless Albany is made aware of the

many problems that face operators

you can expect little help.”

Maxwell Raab, public relations ex-

ecutive, spoke on the need for a po-

gram in the coin industry, pointing

out that operators within the coin in-

dustry have “many, many good points

that can be brought out and presented
to the public that would be most ad-

vantageous to you and your industry.”
Denver, in accepting the post of

president, thanked the entire mem-
bership, his staff and associates and
presented his eleven point program
which will be followed during the
coming year. Denver’s progi'am was
submitted, as follows: (1) To void the
charged atmosphere regarding juke
boxes. Denver suggested here that the

title “phonographs” be used wherever
the opportunity presents itself. (2)

To develop with the assistance of Al
Bodkin and committee, a public rela-

tions program to aid in eliminating
“the juke box stigma”. (3) To receive

a clean bill of health in the present
Federal anti-trust inquiry. (4) To re-

view, and if possible, amend the pres-

ent consent decree entered into be-

tween M.O.N.Y. and the N. Y. State
attorney general’s office. Denver ad-
vised here that “this situation until

resolved, will always be a sore spot

with your attorneys and myself. Let
us never become victims of fear, hys-
teria and grand play.” (5) To use
every effort to win the case against
the City of New York tax. (6) To pre-

sent a proposal to the State Liquor
Authority restricting loans and
bonuses to licensees. (7) To include
phonographs and games under one
charter. (8) To strengthen member-
ship drive. (9) To promote liberal

and cooperative relationship with dis-

tributors, and possibly to accept dis-

tributors as associate members. (10)
To provide a closer relationship be-
tween the association and its mem-
bers and with the trade press. (11)
To prepare and arrange local forum
meetings for discussion of problems
on a local basis.

Following the installation of of-

ficers, the organization turned to con-
ducting its regular business meeting.
It was announced by President Den-
ver that among the plans for the fu-
ture was the organization of a Credit
Information Service as a separate or-
ganization, to serve the operators
with credit information on locations.
Denver also announced that At-

torney Theodore Blatt was cooperat-
ing with the association, and that a
proposed change in its by-laws is be-
ing proposed so that operators of
amusement machines may be accepted
as members.

Attorney Sam Mezansky advised
the membership that the suit against
the City of New York to void the city
tax on phonographs was answered by
the City, and that the trial would
probably be held the 2nd week in Jan.

After deciding on several other
business matters, the meeting ended.

Possible Seaway Strike

OTTAWA—Reports from officials

of the St. Lawrence Seaway indicated
that the waterway may be faced with
a strike when it opens next April.
A spokesman for the Canadian

Brotherhood of Railway Employees
said last week that negotiations over
a new wage contract had broken down.
The union represents the seaway’s 900
operational and maintenance employ-
es. He added that the union looks for
a settlement before the scheduled
opening, April 1.

Estimates of the wage increase have
been reported to increase costs
to the seaway of $200,000 per year.
Another development arose last

week when the Canadian Exporters
Association asked Prime Minister
Diefenbaker for confirmation of the
official closing of the seaway, claiming
that the date appears unsettled and
is affecting the export trade.

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MS WEEK’S USED MACHINE QUOTATIONS

How To Use “The Cash Box Price Lists”

FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear in the quotation of high

and low prices of certain equipment. Like any true reporter “The Cash Box
Price Lists” can only feature the market prices as they are quoted. “The Cash

Box Price Lists” act exactly the same as the market quotation board at the Stock

Exchange—posting the prices as they are quoted for the past week, regardless of

how much they may seem to be out of line. Some prices do not change for

months. “The Cash Box Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain the last

known quotations for such equipment so that the subscriber at least has the

last known prices as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely divergent.

Someone on the West Coast may feel a certain machine worth $150.00 whereas
someone on the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of course, serial,

appearance, demand, territory, quantity, and condition of equipment must be
taken into consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstanding firms, having
a reputation for shipping completely reconditioned machines, will be offered

at higher prices than others, due to the added cost of reconditioning.) “The
Cash Box Price Lists” reports each quotation exactly as it is made and depends
on the subscriber to make average price adjustments to fit the peculiarities of

his territory.
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METHOD: “The Cash Box Price Lists” should be read as follows: First

price listed is lowest price quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest

price quoted.
