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With the tremendous Christmas

record sales season just concluded,

we can look forward to the indus-

try’s strongest extended sales period

of the year.

As we have seen in past years,

Christmas is not the end of a boom
sales period as it is in many other

businesses, but rather the begin-

ning. While other products are sell-

ing strongly during the months of

November and December, record

sales for some strange reason do not

catch fire until the last two weeks

before Christmas Day.

For many other products, how-

ever, as soon as Christmas has

passed, sales are at a standstill. This

does not hold true for the record

business. In our industry the

months of January, February and

March are the biggest months of

the year. The reasons for this prob-

ably being the fact that: 1) many

record buyers find themselves with

cash Christmas gifts, some of which

finds its way into record shops; 2)

the thousands of new phonographs

given as Christmas gifts create new

record fans—many of whom can’t

wait to get some of their favorite

records; 3) people who chose a new

stereo phono as the gift for the

house now have a rejuvenated in-

terest in records ; 4) the winter

months are when indoor parties

for both adults and youngsters are

at their yearly high; 5) many com-

panies, which held back strong

singles during the past three or four

weeks to avoid their being snowed

under by the concentrated Christ-

mas record play, are now being re-

leased ; 6) the attention many firms

devoted to pushing Christmas mer-

chandise, can now be directed to a

concentrated effort on behalf of

their new singles and album prod-

uct.

These and many other reasons

probably account for the solid sales

that continue throughout the winter

months.

During the first six months of

1959, the industry’s dollar volume

increased 38% above the figure for

the corresponding period in 1958.

We head into 1960 and a new dec-

ade with a healthy economy and the

most peaceful atmosphere in recent

years. With this encouraging cli-

mate prevailing, we can expect a

better first half in ’60 than in 1959.

‘The Singing Ranger” on the “Can-

adian Farm Hour” (CHNS) with fea-

ture billing. This break-through in

lis performing career came after a

series of jobs ranging from lumber-

jack to Fuller Brush Man.

Hank’s popularity spread quickly in

Canada through recordings, radio, and

many personal appearances. In 1944,

he came to the United States on be-

half of the War Bond drives, making

a series of radio and public appear-

ances. Later, in 1948, he made his

first national American tour and in

1950 signed a seven-year contract

with station WSM in Nashville.

From that point on Hank Snow’s

popular reputation as both performer

and composer skyrocketed. He became

one of the first Country stars to have

a million-selling hit with the 1954-

55 smash, “I’m Movin' On”. The rec-

ord stayed on the charts for a year.

As a composer, he has written a

number of hits, including “I’m Mov-

ing On”, “The Golden Rocket”, “The

Rhumba Boogie”, and “Music Makin’

Mamma from Memphis”, among

others.

Just in time to make the Hit Parade in 1959 were “I 11 Never Fall

In Love Again” by Johnnie Ray, Guy Mitchell’s “Heartaches By The Number”
and “Rawhide” by Frankie Laine.

On the Fontana label this has surely been Johnny Mathis’ year with

At the end of their first full year Gala Records report amazing sales of

L.Ps. The first of which were issued in June, since then a total of 52 have

been released ranging from Broadway musicals to jazz and the classics,

“South Pacific” proved the most popular. E.P. releases for the year total

60 and singles 10. Distribution by ‘off-beat’ outlets such as supermarkets

and book shops have proved highly rewarding. Plans for 1960 include a

minimum of 50 new L.P.s with the emphasis on light classical material.

For the independent Delyse-Envoy label 1959 has been a year of rapid

expansion necessitating a removal in December to larger premises. The

company has recently signed a new contract with the Telefil Company of

Melbourne who will handle pressing and distribution in Australia and New
Zealand. At least one new L.P. will be released each month. Commercially

their best selling disk has been “The Royal Horseguards” on both monaural

and stereo, whilst artistically the Beethoven arrangement of Scottish. Irish

and English folk songs by Duncan Robertson, Nivin Miller, Helga Mott.

Noreen Berry and the Aros Trio has been widely acclaimed. Two new star

names have been contracted. David Hughes and Peter Yorke, Recent releases

include two 12" albums by the great young guitarist, John Williams.

Maintaining their policy of promoting British artists and British mate-

rial 1959 has proved to be a year of continued progress for Oriole Records.

Perhaps their greatest find this year has been attractive young singer Maureen

Evans who is fast making a name for herself in both the record and enter-

tainment world. Disk-wise her waxing of “Don’t Want The Moonlight" and

As the statistics of the last two years have shown, the selling' of records

in 1959 in Germany has fallen somewhat. It is said the reason is that the
industry produces nearly ten versions of one song. Only classic and jazz this
year sold better. As an example one may name jazz-tunes like “Petite Fleur”
(Chris Barber and Sidney Bechet) or “Ice Cream” (Chris Barber).

In a general meeting of EMI in London, Mr. Lockwood stated that this
last year the selling' of records brought 794 million DM. Australia has in-

creased its sales nearly 16%.
The World-wide success, “Petite Fleur”, in the version of its composer

Sidney Bechet, sold more than ten million throughout the world. Most of it

was sold in France, Germany, England, Venezuela, Japan and Australia.

The original-version of “Sleep Walk” (Santo and Johnny on Sonet) is a
big success now in Germany. All German radio-stations, play it three or four
times daily.

The German record-firm, Plotz & Co., (Bremen and Frankfurt), which
represents Storyville, Sonet and Vogue and Debut exclusively, now also repre-
sents World Pacific, Contemporary and Good Time Jazz.

The critics of the German Jazz Federation chose “The Atomic Mr. Basie”
(On Sonet) as the best Big-Band-Record of the year. The prize was the
“Grober Deutscher Jazz Schallplattenpreis 1959”.

Sidney Siegel, who is the president of the American record-firm Seeco,
which specialises in the Latin-Ameriean market, now is on a trip throughout
Europe and is visiting his partner-firms. Besides, Siegel plans to produce new
records with singer Lola Flores in Spain.

Papa Bue’s Viking Jazzband from Copenhagen, popular and well known
in Germany, plays old German songs in a Dixieland style. Titles are: “Schlafe
mein Prinzchen schlaf ein” (by Mozart) and “Guten Abend gute Nacht” (by
Brahms). This LP is on Storyville. Vogue also offers German Christmas-
songs like “Stille Nacht, Heilige Nacht” (Silent Night, Holy Night) by
Sidney Bechet and Mahalia Jackson.

Claude Luter, the “King of the Parisian Dixieland” will come to Germany
in January. On January 23. 1960 there will be a big concert in Berlin.

Ivo Robic now returned to Germany from his very successful US-tour.
At the beginning of the New Year he will go to the American west coast

—

then to Australia. Ivo has a five year States contract. His manager is Michael
Stewart. A few days before Christmas Ivo will appear on TV in Vienna. He
hopes to spend Christmas in his home-country Yugoslavia.

Toni Sailer returned from Japan, where he made records with the daughter-
company of Polydor.—Freddy Quinns newest film “Unter fremden Sternen”
was first played in Stuttgart. His title song “Unter fremden Sternen,” has
big chance to become a Golden Record.

Heidi Briihl, who had become popular by her song “Chico, Chico Charlie,”
(on Philips) now has contracts for television-shows in France, Denmark
and Holland.

The Platters, will appear in Frankfurt-Ameriean clubs, in March 1960.

AUSTRALIA
A battle for top honors seems likely to develop between two versions of

“Teenage Baby”, a new tune written by leading Sydney disk-jockey Tony
Withers. This number has been recorded by Col Joye on Festival and Frank
Ifield—who is now in England—on Columbia. There are hopes that both
versions will be released in England and perhaps the United States. “Teenage
Baby’’ has already entered local hit parades and at the same time the com-
poser Tony Withers went into hospital for treatment.

New Zealand’s rock ’n roll star Johnny Devlin, who looks like he is making
his home in Australia, is going well with his new single of “Turn The Lights
Out Johnny” and “Koala Bear”. Top side is climbing into radio charts even
though several stations have banned or limited it’s playing.

The present American “payola” exposure is having some unusual and
humorous results here in the trade. Harry Sutcliffe of Pye Records gave a
big luncheon at one of Melbourne’s leading hotels recently for disk-jockeys
and Harry arranged with the chef to serve each jock with 'a small apple pie
with the words “Payola Pie” baked into the crust—inside each pie was a
threepenny piece.

Johnny O’Keefe’s single of “Shout” on the Leedon label is completely
dominating the hit record market right now. It is the top tune in each state
which further emphasizes the public acceptance of disks by local talent.

Early in 1960 we will see the first release on two new labels being handled
here by Festival. They are the classical labels Saga (English) and Concert
Disc (American). The Saga releases will carry a lot of behind-the-Iron-
Curtain material by the Bolshoi Theatre Orchestra and the Soviet State
Radio Orchestra. First release on both labels are set for 25th January next.

Hit American musical “Music Man” is to be presented in Australia early
in 1960. Chappell & Company, the music publishers, have set 14th January
as the release for disks of the music from the show. E.M.I. will issue the
original cast version LP on the Capitol label.

In one of the scoops of the year, radio station 3KZ has secured the services
of Johnny O'Keefe to perform at their annual “Carols By Candlelight” festival.
O’Keefe is scheduled to sing several items, including a special presentation of
“Silent Night”. “Carols By Candlelight”, which is broadcast either direct or
by relay throughout the world, always draws a tremendous audience, but a
new figure should be created this year with the added attraction of Johnnv
O’Keefe.
W & G Records report a strong consumer demand for their locally pro-

duced LP of “Rockin’ Like Wow! Dad” which features outstanding guitarist
Bruce Clarke and The Rockers. Clarke is currently doing well with" his hit
single of “Woodchoppers’ Ball” which the Wynne label is handling in the
United States.

Top Rank Of New Zealand has the following 7 out of the top 20 in N.Z.:
“Mr. Blue,” “Teen Beat,” “Bongo Rock,” “Velvet Waters,” “Kissin’ Time,”
“Tennessee Waltz,” “Only Sixteen.”

Ole Brandenburg has become a big star in Germany on Electrola. His first
song “Simbi Solva” and “Du bist allein” is called a hit by Electrola. Paul
Kuhn, popular German pianist and singer, cut a version of Cliff Richards’
“Livin’ Doll” (on Electrola).

Laurie London and the little singer of Denmark, Gitte, now are singing
in German. Titles: “Keine Schule Heute” and “Schau Malan.”

In my last column I made a mistake when writing about Helmut
Zacharies. Only one side of his record is called “Concerto for twens.” The
one on the other side is a composition of Zacharias, called “Fantasie fiber
drei eigene Themen.” This interesting composition was written by Zacharias
seven years ago.

Caterine Valente has issued on Teldec “Alles dreht sich um die Liebe,” a
song from the melody “Sur le pont d’avignon.”

Stereo To “Revolutionize”

Industry, Report Says

CHICAGO—Stereo “shows promise
of revolutionizing the recording in-

dustry,” asserts The Milwaukee Com-
pany in its December report to inves-

tors. First underwrites and distributes

investment securities.

The market for both stereo and high
fidelity equipment is broadening and
expanding, says the report, as mil-

lions of Americans with more leisure

time and purchasing power turn to

music as a cultural diversion.

As one example of the larger role

music is playing, the report cites

Toscanini’s recording of Beethoven’s

Ninth symphony which sold 224,000

copies in 1958. “A similar record 25

years ago sold only 500,” the report

adds.

Almost a million consumers bought

stereo equipment in 1958, and an-

other two million are expected to join

their ranks this year, it says.

That stereo equipment is reaching

the mass market is evidenced in store

windows and Christmas promotions

this year which “are profuse with

units and components” priced from

$50 to more than $2,500, the invest-

ment firm points out.

Hi-fi sales were so sparse as late

at 1952 that industry figures were not

even tabulated, it says. However, the

retail value of hi-fi phonographs this

year should reach $765 million, a 34

per cent jump over 1958.

The stereo phonograph already is

an established family diversion in New
Zealand, where there is no TV, the

report says, adding, “This is a land

known for its high living standards

and leisure time.”

New and exotic sources of sound,

now in the research stage, could con-

tribute further to the growth of the

stereo market, it says. “Materials

such as wood, metal, plastic and gas,

under stress, deliver pleasing sounds

when amplified.”

Another significant new process

under development, the report noted,

is multiplexing, a stereophonic broad-

casting medium that permits two

sound messages to be transmitted

over a single channel, the investment

firm points out. Once multiplexing is

perfected, 3-D broadcasting via one

receiver and speaker could open a new
era in radio reception, it adds.

What’s
for

’60?

As is the custom every year at this time, all the financial,

economic and business heads issue predictions on what the

future holds for the upcoming year. So far, we’ve noted

that the prognostications are mixed—with a large majority

of these experts looking ahead for a bigger and better 1960.

All qualify their predictions with the settlement of the steel

strike as the major factor. However, it appears to us that

I business in general looks ahead with great optimism. An
example of this optimistic attitude is the report by Bernard

1 Gallagher, who publishes a confidential letter to the adver-

tising and publishing industries. Gallagher writes : “Healthy

economic outlook for 1960. Plenty of jobs. Rising in-

i comes. More money in circulation. Cutbacks in defense

projects will mean greater emphasis on consumer goods pro-

i duction. All adds up to a big year for selling.”

These prosperous conditions in the nation’s business is

important to those in the coin machine industry as healthy

nation-wide business reflects to the benefit of operators,

distributors and manufacturers.

However, the coin machine industry has its own peculiar

problems. Wliat’s for ’60 in our industry?

During 1959, particularly the latter part of the year, the

industry suffered, like many others, because of the various

strikes, particularly the steel strike. Not only in the areas

where the strikes took place, but in areas where the effect of

the strike on employment caused considerable disruption.

The settlement of the steel strike will definitely provide the

coin machine industry an opportunity to better its business

in 1960.

The music machine division fared fairly well in 1959,

and with the new models now being produced, and the others

which will appear in January, this division of the industry

should remain stable, and perhaps improve considerably.

Most operators have learned to use modern business meth-

ods, and the balance will have to do so in 1960.

The games division has done poorly, overall, due pri-

marily to two reasons: legal decisions affecting certain types

of amusement machines; and the failure of a new, stimulat-

ing, exciting type of machine to make its appearance. he

manufacturers have tried to come up with this machine, but

nothing was accepted by the public. The manufacturers are

still trying hard—and it’s highly possible 1960 will see this

new type amusement machine. Having watched these man-
ufacturers turu out hit after hit for the past 30 years, we
have every confidence that the machine will make its ap-

pearance. We would like to see the United States Govern-

ment, the 50 States and all the cities and counties, take the

enlightened and realistic view of the British Government
which, in its new gaming hill, states: “No game will be un-

lawful in itself.”

The vending machine division, due to entry of several

manufacturers of standard equipment, and the efforts of

operators in diversifying their routes, has made great strides

in 1959, and in all probability will make greater progress

in 1960.

Some of the problems faced by the industry in general

in 1959 will have to be faced again in 1960. However, as these

problems are well known, and in many instances showed im-

provement in 1959, we look to 1960 as the year in which

the industry will go ahead. We’re particularly pleased with

the awareness of all for the need for greater public relations

efforts, and the fact that organized efforts were instituted in

1959. Results should show in 1960. with greater and greater

programs put into work.

We’re also mighty pleased with the progress made thru-

out the nation in national, state and local associations, and

their awareness of the need for unity and cooperation. 1960

should see more harmony among its members.

Problems of a national order still plaguing members of

the industry ami which will have to he faced are ASCAP's

continual liarrassments; loans and bonuses to locations; de-

preciation methods; high and unfair license fees and taxes:

and legal rulings affecting the operations of certain amuse-

ment machines.

All in all, however, with the members of the industry

aware of their difficulties, and willing to work hard and d»

eentlv to better themselves and the industrv as a wlioh

look toward 1960 with great optimism.
