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The musical portrait above shows the Four Lads, Columbia Records' perennial favorites,

with the brand new 1960 Wurlitzer Phonograph, model ‘'2400", which was introduced

to juke box operators from eoast-to-coast last week. The record spinning on the new
juke box, incidentally, is the Lads’ “Happy Anniversary", an Academy Award contender.

This week Columbia issues a new' album of spirituals by the Lads titled “High Spirits".

The boys are currently headlining at the Beverly Hills Country Club in Kentucky and
will appear on the Como Show' in March. Standing are Bernie and Connie. Seated

are Frankie and Jimmy.
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Less than a month ago, in this same space,

we looked hack at the tremendous change

that had taken place in our industry during

the nineteen fifties and commented on the

continued strides we could expect in the

sixties.

Well, it seems the new decade is not go-

ing to wait long to make its first impression

on the record business. With only a hand-

ful of days recorded in the new decade, it

has been announced that a compatible

monaural and stereo record will make its

commercial debut.

During the past week Design Records an-

nounced it had sold in excess of 150,000

compatible albums to consumers in recent

months under a test in which the company

enclosed a stereo equipped record in a

monaural jacket without letting the public

know about it. Cut by the Beltone Studios

in New York on Fairchild cutting equip-

ment, Design Records reports that not a

single complaint has been received from

consumers because of distortion of sound,

poor wear and whatever other complaint

might have been anticipated had a non-com-

patible stereo pressing been sold to people

with monaural equipment.

Should this new compatible disk be able

to stand the wear of a monaural cartridge

without any loss in the pressing’s length of

life, as engineers of the companies involved

claim it can; and should the sound from

this compatible disk not lose any quality

—which we non-engineers having heard

these pressings, can attest to — then this

compatible record could have a major effect

on the entire record industry.

Most of the effects are quite obvious ....
simplification for all record outlets; produc-

tion of only one album jacket, greater sim-

plicity in bookkeeping and inventory; less

confusion for the consumer—especially the

record buyer who delays purchasing any
more monaural disks because he is planning

to buy a stereo unit in the near future; the

much wanted stereo singles which juke box
operators have been clamoring for, but

which never have developed to the satisfac-

tion of the operator and the stereo juke

box manufacturer, will no longer be a prob-

lem. We could probably write pages on
the effects of the compatible disk.

But most important of all, a compatible

record could be a tremendous standardizing

factor in a business which sorely needs more
standardization—what with stereo and mon-
aural 45 rpm’s, 33 1/3 rpm’s, 16 rpm’s,

EP’s, Stereo “7”, tape, etc., etc., etc.

We are well aware of the problems such

a change could cause .... in the phono-
graph industry .... to people with exten-

sive stock in monaural and stereo records i

and so many others. But someone always

must suffer temporarily when advances are

made.

Whether or not this new compatible sys-

tem is accepted by all companies, only time
will tell. It didn’t take very long for all to

recognize stereo, and there is the possibility

that a similar situation may develop with

the compatible disk.

Nevertheless, it is gratifying to see proof
that the keen minds in our record industry'

are never relaxing or taking anything for

granted.

zation of marketing operations in the
company’s eighteen year history,

Capitol Records has dissolved its sales

& merchandising division in order to

enable its distributing subsidiary,

Capitol Records Distributing Corp.,

to expand its marketing services, in-

cluding merchandising promotion ad-
vertising- and display. Announcement
of the sweeping reorganization was
made last week by president Glenn
E. Wallichs. Wallichs stated: “We
have recognized for some time that
CRI and its subsidiaries have out-
grown the present market organiza-
tion, the design of which dates basic-

ally from 1954 and 1955. Organization
which was created to meet the specific

needs of that period no longer proves
satisfactory in today’s changing mar-
ketplace. For this reason the indi-

vidual companies have taken a fresh
look at their respective marketing
needs with the goal of improving
management in this vital area and
preparing the way for the companies’
continued growth and expansion in

the years just ahead”.
According to Wallichs, all functions

formerly handled by Capitol’s sales &
merchandising division will be under-
taken by CRDC except market re-

search and public relations. The de-
partments of market research and
public relations, which previously

reported to the now-discontinued office

of vice president sales & merchandis-

ing will be retained by Capitol. Wil-

liam R. Burkhalter newly appointed

acting director of market research

and Brown Meggs, director of public

relations, will now report directly to

Wallichs. Arthur D. Duncan, former

director of market research, has as-

sumed new duties in CRDC.
In conjunction with his announce-

ment of the general reorganization

of marketing function, Wallichs an-

nounced his resignation as president

of CRDC. He will remain a member
of CRDC’s board of directors.

The board of directors has an-

nounced the unanimous election of

J. K. “Mike” Maitland, former vice

president sales & merchandising of

Capitol Records as President of

CRDC to succeed Wallichs. Maitland

was also elected a member of the

board of directors.

Following the Board’s announce-

ment, Maitland presented detailed

plans for the complete reorganization

of CRDC’s marketing operations. Un-
der the new set-up, CRDC’s entire

executive structure is divided into

two phases, planning and operating.

According to Maitland, principal

advantages of the new organization

are that: (1) It provides a full time

staff of four planning directors having
responsibility for the continuing re-

view of all current CRDC operating

plans and procedure as well as the

planning of new marketing programs
designed to meet changes in field

conditions and (2) it provides an
operating structure which allows for

easy and rapid expansion to meet
changes in product lines marketing
conditions and forms of distribution.

Said Maitland: “I am convinced

that the new organization will allow

CRDC to be more aggressive, more
flexible and more adaptable to the

changes in marketing conditions which
we know to be just around the corner.

CRDC has sought to achieve an
organization that will allow it to add
new product lines and new kinds of
distribution without the needs for
periodic reorganization of the whole
marketing operation”.

In making his announcement, Mait-
land revealed the board of directors’

election of three other executives to

top CRDC posts:
Stephen H. Strohman was re-elected

vice president and member of the
CRDC board, and appointed to the

newly-created post of director of op-

erations planning. Strohman was
formerly national operations manager.
Matthew D. “Bud” Schuster was

elected vice president in charge of

distribution and member of the board

of directors. Schuster was formerly

Capitol national phonograph admin-

istrator.

William B. Tallant Jr. was elected

vice president and member of the

board and appointed to the newly

created post of director of merchan-

dising planning. Tallant was formerly

Capitol Records’ administrator of

merchandising and advertising.

Strohman joined CRDC in 1949 as a

sales representative at the Hartford

Branch. In 1957 he was appointed

assistant national operations manager
with the headquarters at the Capitol

Tower Hollywood. In September 1959,

he was elected CRDC vice president

and national operations manager.
Schuster joined Capitol in January

1959 as national phonograph admin-

istrator, introducing Capitol’s line of

FDS console phonographs. He had

previously served as sales develop-

ment manager for the Philco Corpo-

ration.

Tallant joined CRDC in 1945 at the

company’s Los Angeles branch sub-

sequently he served as assistant

branch manager at Los Angeles, sales

manager at Seattle, and district sales

manager with headquarters in Boston.

In 1955 Tallant moved to the com-
pany’s Hollywood headquarters as

Design To Issue Compatible Disks

NEW YORK—“The first truly com-

patible stereo disk has been issued by
Design Records,” Cy Leslie, president

of Pickwick Sales Corporation, mer-

chandising arm for Design and Design

Stereo Spectrum Records, announced
last week,

Leslie revealed that he has been

field-testing the compatible system for

the past six months after “extensive

laboratory tests had proved beyond
any doubt the complete efficiency of

the process.”

Compatible albums called “Design

Compatible Fidelity,” will be released

immediately by the label in a brand
new “DCF 1000 Series.” The LP’s

will retail for $1.98 and will be sold as

a compatible stereophonic and mono-
phonic record. Twenty will be released

immediately, twenty more next month
and 150 by the end of the year. All

future recordings by Design will be

made under the “D.C.F.” process.

The compatible disk master-cutting

procedure employs the Fairchild 641

cutting system and was developed

jointly with Les Cahan, president of

Beltone Recording Studios, Don Plun-

kett, president of Fairchild Recording

Equipment, Erling Skov, engineer in

charge of professional products at

Fairchild, and George Fishman, head

of Keel Manufacturing in Freeport,

Long Island, and a prominent member
of the American Physical Society and
the Institute of Radio Engineers. Keel

does all record pressing for the labels

merchandised by Pickwick Sales (De-

sign, Stereo Spectrum, Cricket and
“Instant” Learning).

Plunkett stated, “This is the first

successful, practical compatible re-

cording ever developed. Other com-
patible recordings have been intro-

duced in the past, but they were hope-

lessly complicated where this system

is essentially a simple one.”

Leslie revealed that during the past

six months he has shipped 142,890

copies of five, specially selected and

secretly coded LP’s. The albums were

marked “monophonic” and in every

case supplied the full, monophonic

sound and durability, according to

Leslie.

The Pickwick president stated, “Com-
patibility means that retailers will not

have to double-stock. This will enor-

mously strengthen their crumbling

position in the record industry. The
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consumer will be spared the confusion

arising from a dual sound system, juke

box operators will be able to use the

same singles and EP’s on all their

boxes whether they are stereophonic

of monophonic. The value to the in-

dustry in general will be of direct

benefit to equipment manufacturers.”

In addition to the extensive labora-

tory and field testing, Design sent the

sets of five compatible albums to fif-

teen authorities, experts and reviewers

on consumer magazines for them to

judge for balance and the presence of

full, monophonic sound. The results:

nine reported back; five found the

compatibility excellent in every way;

three made suggestions which have

since been incorporated in the system

and one saw room for improvement.

Design has been making all of its

Stereo Spectrum series with the new
compatible process and has received

uniformly excellent comment on the

quality of the binaural sound, the

company reports.

The invitation to explain the process

to all manufacturers, so that they can

join in an industry-wide conversion,

was made by Leslie because he feels

that compatibility is of such vital im-

portance to the entire record field it

should be made common knowledge as

soon as possible. “The value of com-
patibility, particularly in helping the

retailer whose plight should be every

manufacturer’s concern, is such that

we consider it to be a public service

to make this move to end the sound

war immediately. We believe that

compatibility will usher in a golden

era of sales for the entire music busi-

ness.”

Design will retain the $1.49 Design

monophonic line only for those items

which were not recorded stereophoni-

cally. The first group of releases on

the “D.C.F. 1000 Series” will be on

regular Design jackets marked with

special stickers. Ultimately, a com-
plete revamping will be done on front

covers and liner notes.

Pickwick will usher in its new com-
patible process with a massive ad-

vertising campaign in consumer and

trade publications, sales aids, window
streamers, counter displays and pro-

motional material. The diskery is now
printing up several million hand
brochures designed for retailers to

give to their customers explaining

compatibility. Leslie said that he will

fill all distributor requests for these

brochures in any quantity. In addi-

tion, a special sampler will be avail-

able which will sell for 99 cents.

Although Pickwick intends to ex-

ploit the “D.C.F. 1000 Series” through

all its normal sales channels, it is

most concerned with its value to the

retailer as a means of improving his

sales position.

Congress To Conduct Public

Hearings On Payola In Feb.

NEW YORK—Public hearings on
payola will be conducted by Congress
next month. Announcement of the an-
ticipated hearings was made by Sena-
tor Oren Harris (D-Arkansas) who
heads the Congressional Committee on
Legislative Oversight, which delved
into the TV fix scandal last year.

The hearings are expected to cen-
ter around alleged payments to disk
jockeys to plug certain disks. Harris
indicated that a number of deejays
would be called as witnesses. There
is also a likelihood that record com-
pany officials and perhaps distributors
would appear as witnesses. Some 29
disk and distrib firms have been cited

by the Federal Trade Commission
for allegedly engaging in “unfair com-
petition” via payola to disk jockeys.

Other disk industry items that may
be picked-up by the subcommittee in-

clude broadcaster ownership of music
publishing firms and the alleged rig-
ging of Top 40 charts.

Harris revealed that the subcom-
mittee would issue an “interim” re-

port within the next several weeks
which “would include legislative re-

commendations” resulting from the
TV-radio probe.

Harris said that the subcommittee
would ask the House Administration
Committee to allocate $410,000 to en-
able it to keep-up its payola probe
and other investigative matters.

“D” Label Down Under

HOUSTON— “Pappy” Daily presi-

dent of D and Dai't Records, here, has
just negotiated a deal with Bell Rec-
ords for distribution in Australia and
New Zealand.

The first release under this con-
tract will be by William Tell Taylor.

FIRMS FOR 16th ANNUAL SHOW
London Convention Expects

Record Attendance In View

Of Recent British Rulings

New II. S. Equipment To Be

Displayed For First Time

LONDON, ENGLAND—The Euro-
pean coin machine market has girded
itself for the largest coin machine ex-
hibition ever held in London—the 16th
Annual Amusement Trades Exhibi-
tion, to be held at the New Royal Hor-
ticultural Hall, starting Tuesday,
February 2, and running through
Thursday, February 4.

Reports from The Cash Box Lon-
don office indicate that anticipation
and speculation is mounting as man-
agement of the exhibition company
make final plans for the convention.
To date, 64 coin firms have signed for
exhibit space occupying more than 100
exhibit booths.
The exhibition company, which is

primarily a non-profit making con-
cern, is comprised of four members
from The Amusement Caterers Asso-
ciation and four members from The
Amusement Trades Association. A
spokesman for The Amusement Ca-
terers Association told The Cash Box
that in the last several years the or-

ganization has grown considerably
and that two years ago all available
exhibit space was completely sold

for the first time.
This year, in some instances, it has

become necessary to reduce the
amount of space requested by some
of the larger exhibitors in order that
more individual booths be made avail-
able for the tremendous demand. Of-
ficials for the exhibition have advised
that every evailable inch of display
space has been made available and all

indications point to a most interest-
ing and successful coin machine ex-
hibition.

The association’s first post-war con-
vention was held in 1945 when there
was almost nothing available in the
way of new equipment. Shortages of
materials necessitated the display of
almost only used equipment. Five
years ago the English government
permitted limited imports from Ger-
many and several English firms
bought from there up until the end
of last year. Now with full relaxa-
tion of the laws during the past few
months, new American equipment will

be shown for the very first time.
