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Although there has been no no-

ticeable change in the type of rec-

ords which have been hitting in

recent weeks, the not too distant

future could conceivably see a

change in the singles market if let-

ters such as those we have been re-

ceiving from an increasing number
of radio stations continue.

In the past half dozen or so

weeks, we have been receiving a

steady stream of announcements
from stations informing us that they

are either doing away with local Top
40 programming, increasing their

play of “better” music, decreasing

the play of raucous records, cutting

out rock and roll programming en-

tirely, and statements of a similar

nature.

The cause for such action on the

part of more and more stations is

not the major issue, but rather the

change that could occur in the

singles picture should this switch in

programming technique continue to

spread.

A number of manufacturers who
have been out on the road in recent

weeks seem to agree that a softer

side of an uptempo and ballad coup-
ling stands a better chance of get-

ting initial attention where in the

past the reverse was true. But these

same manufacturers also agree that

although there is widespread de-

emphasis of raucous play, sales are

not corresponding with air play and
in many cases the side heard on the

air less frequently, is the better

seller. It’s a strange situation that

deserves close watching.

Perhaps with less concentration

on Top 40 lists, more new releases

will be exposed.

Perhaps records will have a

longer run because of less concen-

trated play of top hits and the total

sale could be greater.

Perhaps it will take longer for a

record to happen, but at the same
time it will give a publisher more
time to develop a hit.

Perhaps the adult singles market
will come to life again.

The anti-rock and rollers, who
have been predicting the demise of

rock and roll music for years, are

still as wrong as ever. Teenagers
still seem to want their rock and
roll music in heaping amounts and
will probably get the same for a long

time to come. Nevertheless, it

should be interesting to see what the

effect of changing programming
will be in the coming year.

finals on February 6th, when viewers will select the artist and song to rep-

resent Great Britain in the European Final at London’s Festival Hall on
March 29th.

Larry Pames, Managing Director of L.M.P. Entertainments, and Personal
Manager for Marty Wilde, told The Cash Box that on January 25th Marty
signed a £104,000 two-year contract with Harold Fielding. The contract which
takes effect from April 18th gives full promotional rights to Harold Fielding
including personal appearances, stage, radio, TV, and film commitments in

Great Britain and throughout the world. Plans for Marty during the coming
year include an extensive resident summer season, a four-week Continental
tour, a four-week British concert and theatre tour, one major film and a big-

Parnes added that under the terms of the contract Marty could earn £200,000
in view of the percentages over and above the guaranteed sum. Marty’s
latest disk “Bad Boy” on Phillips is currently getting* big exploitation in the
States.

After four weeks in Melbourne, Tommy opens in Adelaide on
March 14th for one week, Brisbane on March 21st for one week, Perth on
March 28th for one week and Sydney on April 111 th for four weeks.

Decca
A & R Man, Hugh Mendl told The Cash Box that Tommy this week cut a
new L.P., as yet untitled, to be released while he is in Australia. Sessions
took place before an invited audience.

Composer-pianist Russ Conway who, in 1959, stormed the British charts
with four consecutive hits on Columbia—“Side Saddle”, “Roulette”, “China
Tea” and “Snow Coach”—starts his own series of programs for B.B.C. TV
on February 12th.

(managed by L. C. Phonogram, Amsterdam) called “Symphony” and “Always”.

L. C. Phonogram is conducting a Dealer Show fcervice. This service con-
sists of an evening for dealers, where they can invite their clients. On this
evening, people will see and hear famous top artists, such as Willy Alberti,
Teddy Scholten, Mieke Telkamp, The Fouryos, etc. The program has been
arranged by Fred Hartog, who is also announcer, quiz master and producer.
Since the great dealer reunion, organized by L. C. Phonogram in September,
1959, there have already been 87 show evenings.

Ten Kate is very pleased with the repertoire of Johnny and the Hurricanes.
Some days ago he listened to two numbers on London label, “Reveille Rock”
and “Time Bomb”. Ten Kate thinks that this record will perhaps have the
same success, or more, as their big hit, “Red River Rock”, number 5 on
the Dutch hit parade.

Last week there was a press conference in Germany of the most individual
and consistently enjoyable girl singer of popular music, Caterina Valente.
This was due to her enormous success in the Benelux countries. Her latest
film, “Du Bist Wunderbar” will have its premiere in Holland at the beginning
of February and Caterina Valente’s songs are to be on the Decca album
“Du Bist Wunderbar”.

American singer, Joni James visited Holland on February 3rd, 4th and
5th and sang for radio and television. L. C. Bovema organized a cocktail
party in her honor at the Gootland Hotel in Hilversum, Holland. Her latest
hit, “Little Things Mean A Lot” on the MGM label, managed by L. C. Bovema,
Heemstede, was just released in Benelux.

The popular Four Tielman Brothers appeared on an amusement show for
Dutch television with the songs, “Record Hop” and “Swing It Up”, and
stopped the show. Since that time the Brothers are a sensation with the
Benelux teenagers and insiders call them the discovery of the year. G. M.
Oord, Jr. of L. C. Bovema is very enthusiastic about the records of the rock
and roll group and when the Four Tielman Brothers return from their tour
of foreign countries he will immediately issue a new release.

A wonderful interpretation of “Oh Carol” by The Blue Diamonds, on the
Decca label. This is a cover of the original by Neil Sedaka on RCA.

Rie Helmig (Imperial), has recorded the first Dutch version of “The
Village of St. Bernadette”, a topper by Andy Williams on the Heliodor label.

There is still a Paul Anka rage in Benelux. J. J. Vis of Artone Gramo-
phone, Haarlem told The Cash Box that one of Anka’s best selling records

is “It’s Time To Cry”.
The Everly Brothers recording of “Kentucky” is also very popular in

Benelux on the Heliodor label.

L. C. Bovema instituted a miniature theatre office and has intentions of

bringing well known artists to Holland on a band exchange basis. In April,

1960, the first orchestra that will visit our country is the Chris Barber Jazz

Band and the Dutch Dixieland Pipers will make a trip through England.
Dixieland jazz is very popular here, due to the fact that it is both spirited

and very gay.

Boutet is leaving for San Remo after

visiting Milan.

Miss Bacchini, (Decca Dischi Italia) told me that the album of the

sound track of this picture and the 45 rpm extended and normal play with

the tunes sung by Marilyn Monroe are best sellers, too.

“Ritroviamoei” is a top tune in Italy. It was recorded on the Juke Box
label by singer Joe Sentieri and is selling very well. Ricordi press office

manager, Mr. Rapetti sent me a copy of a new interesting version of “Ritro-

viamoci” sung by I. Robby’s. Among the youngest Italian record firms,

Ricordi is very active in the research of new Italian talents.

BRIDGEPORT, CONN. — Some-
thing with an international flavor was
added to WICC’s music programming
last week as music director Harry
Downie compiled WICC’s first weekly
international music survey.

From London, Australia, Germany,
Holland, Italy and Canada, weekly
lists of best selling popular records
are checked against each other, and
against WICC’s own regional record
survey taken in southern Connecticut,
Metropolitan New York and Long
Island.

“Our air personalities keep listen-

ers informed of the progress of Ameri-
can hits abroad,” said Downie, add-
ing, “it’s interesting to see how closely
the musical tastes of some countries
parallel our own.”
Downie expects the WICC inter-

national survey to add another dimen-
sion to the station’s programming. He
explains: “When our survey shows a
fast rising foreign record which isn’t

available in the United States, you
can bet we’ll make every effort to ob-
tain a copy of the record from one of
the radio stations cooperating in our
survey.”

Australian cooperation, he reports,
has been tremendous.

“Of all the countries in the sur-
vey, Australia seems to be the most
affected by American music,” he says.

Radio stations in Melbourne, Sydney
and_ central Victoria are mailing week-
ly lists as the Australian contribution
to the WICC International Music
survey.

Deadlock Continues Between

BIEM repertoire have been under-
taken since Dec. 31, 1959.

agreement.

Since the BIEM repertoire in many
Continental countries comprises of up
to 90% of copyright material avail-

able for recording, practically the
whole record industry in Europe is

affected by the situation which came
about when the old contract between

BIEM and the manufacturers expired

on Dec. 31. In Britain, BIEM covers

about 15% of the total record output

of copyright works.

IFPI has a membership of 260 com-

panies representing the industry as a

whole.

The 120-bed hospital will also have

air conditioning and air filtering

throughout, sound conditioned rooms,

pneumatic tube drug and material de-

livery, motorized beds and closed cir-

cuit television to allow nurses’ sta-

tions to monitor rooms, according to

Gottlieb.

Working side by side with the Gott-
lieb family in the effort to finance the
hospital’s construction are some of

the most prominent and successful
businessmen in Chicago, and in the

Western communities. Gottlieb

board of governor members who are

engaged in the enlistment of backing

from friends and business firms in-

clude attorney Joseph B. Crowley;

Williams Intros “21

SAM LEWIS

CHICAGO—Upon returning to his
office from a lengthy road trip last

Monday, February 1, Sam Lewis, vice-

president and director of sales for
Williams Electronic Manufacturing
Corporation, set about the process of
releasing Williams’ new “21” 5 ball

pinball amusement game to the trade.
Lewis predicted a very successful

and lengthy production run on “21”,

especially since it contains many of
the features of “Club House”, the
firm’s 1959 pinball game based on
playing card features.
“The prime feature which made a

hot selling unit of ‘Club House’ was
‘Beat the Dealer’ black jack (21),”
Lewis said. “This has been slightly
modified for Williams’ new ‘21’ pinball
game.

“In other words,” he continued “al-

though it is a single player game it

has a strong competitive system of
play. The player constantly tries to
‘beat the dealer’ and win the game,
“Another pleasing factor in playing

‘21’—and this will certainly please
the operators—is the element of ‘high
score’. The highest score possible is

8 million points.
“However,” he said, “the player is

primarily concerned with ‘beating the
dealer’ in black jack. He wins when
he scores ‘21’, and loses when he goes
over ‘21’, or ‘busts’. If the dealer
‘busts’ and the player is under ‘21’ he
wins the game.
“The dealer’s scor*e is plainly indi-

cated at the center of the backglass.
Lighted numbers flash the dealer’s
final score, as well as the player’s
score.

“The backglass and playfield are
colorfully attractive, as is the rest of
the well-designed cabinet,” Lewis said.
“Playing card illustrations further
embellish the cabinet, playfield and
backglass.”

Another interesting feature Wil-
liams Electronic has incorporated into
“21” is the match feature. In this case,
if the last number in the player’s score
matches the number on the lighted
star on the backglass he scores one
replay.
The playfield is designed for rapid-

fire action shooting because of ample
positioning of flippers, kickers and
jet bumpers.

Lewis concluded by stating that
“21” had undergone considerable pre-
testing in the field, and the results
assure him of high sales. Collections
maintained a high level in all test
markets, and service problems were
practically nil. He definitely consid-
ers “21” a great successor to the equal-
ly great “Club House” pinball amuse-
ment game.
