Recording artists and song-

writers who have long been victims

of an impossible tax structure which
takes a tremendous bite of their

salary when they’re hot and leaves

them with little income when they

reach their lean years, may now
have opportunity knocking at their

door.

Last week it was learned that

chances are considerably brighter

that Congress may give doctors,

lawyers, farmers, shopkeepers and
other self-employed people an in-

come tax break to help them build

up retirement funds. The treasury

department, which has been com-
pletely opposed to such a move, last

week indicated that it is relenting

in its outright opposition to such
legislation and is now drafting a

proposal of its own which will soon
be offered as an alternative to the

House-passed bill strongly opposed
by the Administration. The House
bill would permit self-employed

people to defer payment of income
taxes on certain amounts placed in

retirement funds. The deferment

would apply to 10% of the self-em-

ployed’s income but could not

amount to more than $2,500 an-

nually, with the exception of older

persons near retirement who would

get a better break.

This is a golden opportunity for

the thousands in our risky business

who are tremendously successful

for a short span of time. In many
cases they have no pension plans at

all and could use this aid desper-

ately.

Of course it is difficult for an in-

dividual artist to do a great deal to

help such legislation become law.

But in numbers there is strength.

Artists have their AGVA’s and other

associations. Songwriters have

their protective associations and of

course ASCAP and BMI who have a

major interest, to say the least, in

songwriters.

With the aid of such important

and well known organizations, lob-

bies could be sent to Washington

to further the cause of these two

groups.

It is estimated that there are six

to seven million self-employed per-

sons who have no company pension

plans. And you can bet that these

many millions will be doing their

best to help enact such a law in their

favor. If artists and composers are

to benefit from such a law, they had

better act now.

A collection of field recordings made by Bobby

Shad in 1950 and 1951 presents an intriguing pic-

ture of blues singing, from the lightness of early
Ray Charles to the low down moans of Hopkins.
The artists represented here are among the lead-
ers in authentic blues plus the interesting fact
that Stidham and Hogg are practically unknown,
making their excellent performances even more
fascinating. It is a generally intense, vigorous,
gripping album. A blues find.

“MELBA LISTON AND HER BONES”—Metro"-

jazz El 013

On the first date as a leader, Miss Liston, the
only important female modern jazz musician,
presents herself in an extremely bright light.

The group is patterned after the recent trombone
groups of Kai Winding, featuring four trom-
bonists with rhythm, and includes such prominent
names as Jimmy Cleveland, Frank Rehak, Slide

Hampton, Bennie Green, A1 Grey and Benny
Powell. Miss Liston is a capable soloist and quite

an arranger; listen to the intricate patterns on
“The Trolley Song.” Other tunes include “Wonder

Engineers Disagree At Compatible

Stereo Demonstration & Discussion

NEW YORK—Design Records and
Fairchild Recordin ; presented their
case lor compatible sce_eo last \. eex
(24) to members of the Audio Engi-
neer ng Society and otner interested
part es, and if the often heated pro-
and-con displ. y was any indication,
the industry may soon have a battle-
of-the-speeds” type o^ controversy.

As announced beforehand, the topic

was: “a Compatible Stereophonic
Disk Record?” and included: a panel
discussion consisting of four audio
eng neers—a compatible stereo dem-
onstration and audience participation.
Panei moderator John Jubrers, owner
of B&C Recording, opened the meet
by “l.miting” the disouesion to ‘how
real v as co rpatib.e stereo and the
future problems it may entail,” and
was not to include the “economics”
or consumer angle. But there were
moments when the “technical” ap-
proach bowed to string st.tements on
compatible stereo in relation to the
record industry and the consumer.

Panelist John Mosley, formerly re-
cording engineer for Audio Fidelity
Records and now doin'; independent
work, and recent critic of Design’s
compatible disk, surprised tradesters
by supporting the system and describ-
ing tests he conducted and the pro-
duction of the demonstration d'sk.
He admitted to his initial “skep-

tical” attitude toward compatible ste-
reo, but a “convincing demonstration”
of the system resulting from an in-
vitation by Design A&R men John
Vincent and Ralph St’ n, he said,
eventually put him in the compatible
camp. Mosley sa’d his tests were fa-
vorable from both the sound and wear-
a : i lity aspects. Compatible critics
(and many present at the meet) have
scored the “sacrifice” entailed in ver-
tical roll-off, a practice in the making
of a compatible disk which sets limits
on the bass response. But the tests
proved to Mosley that from the
“standpoint of basic fidelity nothing
appears to have been sacrificed to the
ear.” Wear tests—still being con-
ducted by Mosley—involve the use of
14 clifferent-brund monaural and ste-
reo cartridges. Both sides of a demon-
stration disk— one side using the Fair-
child cutter, the other a Westrex—are
played 100 times with each cartridge.
Mosley noted that while more wear
takes place with the stereophonic cuts,
it is of “extreme interest to note that

the stereophonic cartridges appear to
wear the stereophonic cuts to similar
extent as the monural cartridges.” In
addition, there is “no apparent dif-
ference in the wear characterist.es be-
tween the Westrex and Fairchild sides

and after 100 playings, both sides

give good reproduction when played

against a new record.”

Jerry Minter, a member of the panel
from Components Corp., said he “fa-

vored” a compatible system, hut won-
dered whether the “sacrifices” in-

volved were able to keep “enough
stereo left.” Bubbers noted the ex-

pense in producing a disk with all the

information possible, and then throw-
ing that expense “out the window”
by removing some of that informa-
tion. Mintner objected to vertical

roll-off because “low-frequencies are

important.” Mosley replied they were
“still there,” in compatible disks.

The demonstration of compatible
stereo as against monaural and full-

stereo that followed the panel dis-

cussion proved less than a success,

and as Don Plunkett of Fairchild

noted later was an “unfair” test. Each
band contained material reproduced
in monaural, compatible stereo and
full stereo sound and as the shifts in

systems were frequent, there was con-

fusion as to what system was playing

at a particular time.

The discussion was put on the floor

after the demonstration, and the first

speaker, Sid Frey, president of Audio
Fidelity, offered an unequivocal stand

against Design’s compatible system
and the demonstration.

“You can’t compromise the con-

sumer,” Frey said, “and deprive him
of the reason why he goes out and
buys expensive components. He ex-

pects his equipment to reproduce the

most that was recorded on the disk.”

Abbott Lutz, head of Design Records,
replied to the Frey attack by saying
he was “upset” at Frey’s statements
and that since Frey was “not a quali-

fied engineer,” he was not in a posi-

tion to make accurate judgments of

the demonstration. Lutz, however, was
berated—if mostly by an overall

audience reaction—oy m* statement
that “stereo is not hi-fidelity,” indi-

cating that the compatible “compro-
mise” was acceptable.

Design’s Vincent took over from
Lutz and challenged Frey to a blind-

fold demonstration, to which Frey re-

plied that he thought the tapes used
in making the demonstration disk had
been “tampered with.” This remark
quickly brought a member of the audi-

ence to his feet, demanding that Frey’s

implication of “dishonesty” on the

part of Mosley—his former employee
—be set straight. Mosley said he had
received material for the tapes from
the Design, Capitol and Westminster
labels and that there was “no altera-

tion of the tape.”

Stephen Tenner, of Gotham Studios,

said that the introduction of compat-
ible stereo “should not be made uni-

laterally” by one firm and that many
months of experiments and research,

;

were necessary before its final ac-

ceptance. Frey added that he thought
“public discussions” were necessary.
Mickey Kapp of Kapp Records’ noted
that Frey had introduced the first

Top Rank’s First Anniversary

LONDON—This week marks the
end of the first year of Top Rank’s
world wide activities in the recorrd
industry and to celebrate the occa-
sion the label has two records in the
England’s Best Sellers: “Way Down
Yonder In New Orleans,” by Freddie
Cannon (5) and “Pretty Blue Eyes” by
Craig Douglas (7), while in America
Jack Scott’s “What In The World’s
Come Over You” is currently No. 5
in The Cash Box Top 100. The disk
has reportedly sold over three quar-
ters of a million copies. It is inter-
esting to note that during its first

year there have only been three weeks
when the label has not been repre-
sented in the England’s Best Sellers—

•

undoubtedly the biggest success has
been Craig Douglas’ “Only Sixteen.”

During the year a world wide co-
operative union of independent record
manufacturers has been set up to
market, catalogue and independently
IDroduce American material purchased
on their behalf in New York and to
interchange recorded products between
numbers. The success of the “co-oner-
ative” has resulted in much valuable
material being purchased and inter-
changed. The bright red and white
Top Rank label which distinguishes
members’ releases in all territories
is a unique feature of the co-opera-
tive.

The company formed to handle the
purchase of products in New York

|

is Rank Records International Inc.
I

of which the president is C. R. B.
Salmon and the general manager is

Paul Marshall. Two companies have
been formed to produce recorded ma-
terial: Rank Records Ltd. of Britain
and Rank Records of America Inc.
These two companies, together with
Rank Records International Inc. form
the record division of the Rank Or-
ganization. Directors of the division
are John Davis, the orgam-ation’s
managing director; Kenneth Winckles,

its assistant managing director, and
Bernard T. Ness, who is also respon-
sible for its general management.

Ness, general manager of the Rec-
ord Division, has recently returned
from a three-week visit to the United
States as reported in The Cash Box
on February 13. On his return to this
country, Ness announced that Rank
Records of America is just making its

second major album release in the
U. S. The declared policy of the
American company is to release mate-
rial from world sources. As with
the first album release the second has
a strong international flavor: it in-

cludes material recorded in America
by artists under contract to the label,

albums from Britain (including- the
Knightsbridge Strings and the Er-
nest Maxin Orchestra), and record-
ings from Top Rank Records in New
Zealand. Ness also announced the re-
lease later this year of Tommy and
Jimmy Dorsey album material which
has not been issued before in any way.

Leading song writer, composer Paddy Roberts is busy writing and record-
ing new material for his second L.P. shortly to be released by Decca fol-

lowing- his highly successful “Strictly For Grown Ups”-—the E.P. has figured
in The Cash Box British charts for many weeks. Paddy is also appearing in
cabaret at London’s Blue Angel club.

Before leaving for Paris to negotiate Autumn engagements there for
Eddie Cochrane and Gene Vincent, Manager, Norm Riley, called at The
Cash Box office with news of a forthcoming visit to this country of Conway
Twitty who starts an 18-day tour of one nighters on May 14th. It is hoped
that Twitty will also star in the new Jack Good show which will take the place
of the popular ABC TV show “Boy Meets Girls” terminating on March 5th.

Riley is delighted with the success of the Eddie Cochrane/Gene Vincent pack-
age show currently touring this country, the show originally planned for six
weeks has been extended to twenty. The tour will be suspended for two
weeks in April when Eddie Cochrane flies to the States to appear on “The
Ed Sullivan TV Show”.

Syd Richardson, Chairman of The Trade Music Guild, announces that as
a result of the highly successful Hit Parade Ball held in London last week
the association has benefited by over £300.

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ITALY
Visited Maestro Allione (Allione Publishing House) who told me that the

situation of the Italian publishing houses (principally small ones) is very
difficult, due to the breaking of relations between BIEM (Continental Me-
chanical Collecting Society) and IFPI (International Federation Phonographic
Industry). Mr. Frachetti, secretary general of Gruppo Fonografico Italiano
stated, “We think that the reason, which prompted IFPI to break the ne-
gotiations with BIEM almost completely is quite right and justified. It is not
possible that IFPI gives up its requests. However, at this moment not all

the relations with BIEM have been broken. ... I am certain that the problem
can be solved only if BIEM will accept the request of IFPI”.

The song “Milord” by Edith Piaf (number 10 on the chart) was put on
sale by His Master’s Voice only a short time ago and it already looks like

it will rise in the hit parade. As foreseen, the tune “Romantica” sung by
Rascel (RCA Italiana) does not appear any longer on the chart, while “Ro-
mantica” sung by Dallara (Music/Gurtler) is still selling very well. With
his success at San Remo, Dallara has probably reached the top of his pop-
ularity in Italy and now' he can hope for a stronger release of his recordings
in foreign countries.

“Why”, sung by Frankie Avalon (Chancellor) which has topped The Cash
Box Top 100 for three weeks, is now distributed in Italy by Bluebell and it

will soon appear in the Italian Top Ten.

The Fifth Annual Jazz Festival of San Remo took place on February 20
and 21. The following musicians and singers will appear on stage the first

evening. Jimmy Giuffre Trio. Shelly Manne and His Men, Paul Smith Quartet,
Ella Fitzgerald, Roy Eldridge. Only a part of this first night spectacle was
aired on Italian T.V. The second evening, Quintet To Cuppini, Bud Powell
Trio, Ottetto Basso/Valdanibrini, Quartetto Cerri/Masetti, All Stars: Paw'd!
Trio and Baney Wilen, and Max Roach Quintet. It seems that the whole show
costs 5,000,000 Italian liras, and that Norman Granz’ cast is paid 2,000,000
Italian liras. All the artists participating in the festival are well knowm
jazz men.

On February 27th, Maestro Gorni Kramer and Italian singers, Bonino,
Cigliano, Dorelli, Latilla, Miranda Martino, Nilla Pizzi will leave Milan for
New York where they were invited by Erberto Landi to sing at Carnegie
Hall on March 2nd, 4th and 6th. Modugno, Claudio Villa and Rascel promised
to be present, but it is not certain. At this moment, Modugno is already in

the States, Rascel is in France and Claudio Villa in Spain. During this show
the twenty San Remo Festival tunes and other twenty unpublished songs
will be presented. Maestro Gorni Kramer will conduct the orchestra playing
the said unpublished tunes.

Fonit has released “Libero” by Modugno backed with “Nuda” (Naked
Woman), also penned by Modugno and sung by him. The text of “Nuda”
has appeared immoral and it has been censored so that all the disks must
be returned from retail shops to Fonit and a new coupling of Modugno’s tunes
'will be offered. They are, “Libero” backed with “Piu’ Sola” (More Lonely).

“It’s Time To Cry”, which was in The Cash Box Top 100, is now distributed
by His Master’s Voice-Columbia-Marconiphon. The Italian disk jockey Vittorio
Zivelli broadcast it on Febiuax-y 7th and His Master’s Voice received so many
orders and requests that they decided to press and distribute it immediately.
Another tune that appeared in The Cash Box Top 100, “Pretty Blue Eyes”
by Steve Lawrence, is now distributed by His Master’s Voice.

I met Mariano Ra petti of Ricordi, who just returned from the United
States. Periodically, he visits the Ricordi branches abroad and with surprise
he noted that “De Guello” (from A WB picture), a strong best seller in

Italy in the past weeks, was not also best selling in the States. He men-
tioned another recording as a sample of a tune which had different fortune
in these two countries, “Ballata Selvaggia” (Blowing Wild) that urns a top
hit in Italy, but wasn’t in the States.

Chet Baker is in Milan again appearing in a nig-ht club.

Maestro Gorni Kramer, who will be in New York on March 2nd, 4th and
6th, will return here to participate in the first Milan Festival on March 10th
and 11th.

20th Fox Sets Foreign Deals

NEW YORK—Lou Del Guercio, vice
president of the 20th-Fox Record
Corporation, has announced the sign-
ing of exclusive licensing agreements
between 20th-Fox and organizations
in Brazil, Columbia, Greece, Holland
and Spain, whereby 20th-Fox releases
will be pressed and distributed in
these countries.

Del Guercio stated that these five

new exclusive licensing pacts, together
with other 20th-Fox licensees, now
give the 20th-Fox label distribution
in 95% of the world.

The new companies pacted are:

Polydisc, affiliate of the Icaros Pub-
lishing Co., Athens, Greece; Delahay
Record Company N.V., ’s-Gravenhage,
Holland; and Belter Sociedad, Ltda.,
Barcelona, Spain.

First releases by the new 20th-Fox
licensees will be the company’s “Sing
We Now” series by the Harry Simeone
Chorale and three volumes of the al-

bum series by “The 20th Century
Strings.”

SCANDINAVIA
Norway wall be represented in the Eurovision Song Festival in Royal

Festival Hall in London on March 29th, with a song titled “Voi Voi” (which
can be translated as “Hey, Hey”), a tune sung in the final in Norway’s own
competition on Saturday 20th. Compared with the Swedish final a couple of
weeks ago, the Norwegians presented the jury to the viewers. The program
(in TV) was shown in Norway and Sweden and Denmark, and with reference
to Sweden, the speaker asked two members of the jury (representing the
record companies in Oslo) if they had made any “advance recordings” of the
songs, or if they were sure that the identity of the composers-writers was
a secret. The two record men assured him that they had not made any re-

cordings of any of the songs. . . . The jury, which was composed of two
representatives from composers-writers, two authors, two music publishers,
two record company people, two from the Radio-TV company and two from
the public who attended the transmission. The winning song was sung by
Nora Brockstedt, who undoubtedly is one of Norway’s top favourite names
of today. The Radio-TV officials have not yet made their choice of who they
will send to London to present the Norwegian contribution, but the rumours
say that Nora Brockstedt has the greatest chance.

Putte Wiekman, well known jazz musician in Sweden, off to USA in

April for recordings as well as for business talks.

British bandleader Chris Barber and his jazzband gave a concert at the
Concert Hall on February 25th. It is his second Swedish visit.

Jazz At The Philharmonic (JATP) I including Ella Fitzgerald, Shelley
Manne, Jimmy Guiffre, Roy Eldridge and Paul Smith performed in Stockholm
Concert Hall on Feb. 29th.

JATP II, including among others Oscar Peterson Trio, Stan Getz Quartet,
and Miles Davis Sextet, at Stockholm Concert Hall on March 22nd.

Marlene Dietrich, now under management by JATP-Norman Granz to ap-
pear in Copenhagen this summer. Also Sweden is interested, but since she asks
$10,000. a night, it is unlikely that anyone will pay the fee. The rumours say
that Granz has been asked to bring her to Sweden at his own risk.

The Swedish Parliament might agree to a new law that will give record
companies a certain royalty when their records are played on radio and TV.
At the present, Swedish Radio-TV can play any record they like without
having to pay anything to the record company, while composer-writer is

the only one getting royalties. As Radio and TV consumes a large number
of records annually, there is much money involved in this question.

Casino Records has moved from its “birthplace” Hagalund, one of the
Stockholm suburbs, to the city of Sundbyberg. The firm has also been changed
from a private enterprise to a corporation.

Finland will join the 1960 Eurovision Song Festival in Royal Festival Hall
i on March 29th. No result about winning tunes, available so far.

Metronome Records of Denmark (a subsidiary of Swedish Metronome) has
celebrated its 10th birthday. Six months ago Swedish Metronome had a
g-reat party for same reasons.

Belgium’s Societe Nouvelle Siemens S.A. phoned The Cash Box that the
ten best selling records in the month of January were, “Unter Fremden
Sternen” by Freddy, “Die Gitarre Und Das Meer” by Freddy, “Morgen” by
Ivo Robic, “Uncle Satchmo’s Lullabye” by Armstrong & Gabriele, “Kriminal
Tango” by Hazy Osterwald, “Let It Be Me” by The Everly Brothers, “Bleu,
Blanc, Blond” by Marcel Amont, “Rockin’ Matilda” by Bill Haley, “Tout
Doncement” by Marcel Amont and “Lola-Lola” by Colette Dereal.

The theatre orchestra of Lex Van Weren is the biggest one in Holland,
and is very famous. It plays in one of the greatest cinemas in the Dutch town
of Amsterdam. As the one and only theatre-orchestra in Holland, this orches-
tra made a 10 inch LP album (on Philips) “Let’s Have A Party”. It is one
of the best selling LP’s in Benelux.

The Leyden Studens Society, “Minerva” was totally burned down some
months ago and now the Leyden students have made an LP album of their
own students cabaret, and L. C. Phonogram has released it. Its purpose is to
build up the students society.

A new record on the Philips label (managed by L. C. Phonogram, Amster-
dam) from the accordion duo Karl Schriebl/Jos. Hupperts has been released,
with “Josephine Waltz” and “Kanton Polka” the tunes. In Holland, Karl
Schriebl is the one and only musician who is in show business for sixty years.
He started at the age of seven and will soon be seventy.

The soundtrack of the film, “Des Femmes Disparaissent” on Fontana, with
Art Blakey & The Jazz Messengers has been released. Jazz critics in Benelux
think that this record is one of the most exciting jazz albums.

There is a great interest in Benelux for C&W music and that’s one of
the reasons why the song, “El Paso” by Marty Robbins on Fontana (managed
by L. C. Phonogram) is such a big hit here. The title is “Songs From The
West” and the other titles are, “Running Gun”, “The Strawberry Roan” and
“They’re Hanging Me Tonight”.

C’onny Froboess, German teenager, and famous European film actress is

visiting our area. Last year her film, “Wenn Die Conny Mit Dem Peter” had
great success. In Benelux all the Conny songs are recorded by His Master’s
Voice, managed by L. C. Bovema, Heemstede. On February 13th, Conny sang
two German hits in Dutch. “She is not only a fine lady,” G. M. Oord, Jr. of
L. C. Bovema said, “but a truly gifted artist”. The same day, Conny sold
many of her records (with her autograph) in the record shop of singer
Max van Praag in Utrecht, Holland. At City Hall in Amsterdam, there was
a teenage cocktail party in her honor. On February 14th, Conny sang at the
AVRO European Dance Tourney.

L. C. Bovema has just released its yearly EP from the Rhythme All Stars
on Columbia. The musicians played four original compositions by Kees Bruyn.

A few weeks ago, we wrote something about the recording stop in Benelux.

Now BIEM has decided to abrogate this recording stop so that all record
companies can release the music they wish.

Dutch singer Betty Luske, well known from the latest Dutch finals of the

Eurovision Song Festival, has been engaged by L. C. Delahay Record Company
for her song, “Addio”.

The famous Dutch Rock & Roll group, The Black Dynamites got an offer

to make a very long trip through Europe on the occasion of the EP recording

of “Ready To Rock”, “Gone, Gone Away”, “Lonely Cissy” and “Brush Those
Tears From Your Eyes” on Delahay. L. C. Delahay Record Company sent the

record all over the world and now some countries will release the EP album,

too.

Lucky Burgess, a talented teenager who sings in 8 languages, made her

first record for L. C. Delahay. The titles of the EP are, “Addio Piccolina” and
“Parla d’Amore”. The songs are Dutch originals sung in Italian. The compo-
sitions are by Tony Eyk.

After many months of multiple negotiations, it is now official news that

Festival Records here has been appointed to handle the Rank material for
Australia. This now gives the Rank catalogue the international market they
were always aiming for. We erred in this column the week of February 28
when we ventured to guess that the original “The Big Hurt” by Toni Fisher
would not be released in Australia. Festival will definitely release the record
on March 3 and feels that its sales prospects are very good.

One of the hottest disk properties in New' Zealand is Viking Records’ star,
Ronnie Sundin. At sixteen years of age Sundin is featured with Will Jess and
His Jesters on records and personal appearances. (Mavis Rivers, Capitol Rec-
ords artists, was at one time associated with this group). Ronnie Sundin
recently made a personal appearance tour of the New Zealand record stores to
promote his disks. He has enjoyed great record success with “Sea Of Love”,
“Waltzing Matilda” and his current single which couples “Why” with “Mean
Woman Blues”. To give some idea of his popularity, a crowd of 20,000 attended
a variety show which Sundin headlined recently at Western Springs Stadium.
He also helped to pull 15,000 people to the most recent concert of New Zea-
land’s recording stars at the Epsom Showgrounds in Auckland.

Dave Brubeck is scheduled to arrive in Australia in March for a series of
appearances in most states. The presence of Brubeck in this country should
give jazz a much needed shot in the arm. Brubeck is solidly represented in this
country by a series of albums issued by Coronet Records.

The latest in the current expansion program by W & G Records is the
appointment of Marty Angus, to the post of Victorian Sales Manager. Ang-us
had vast experience in sales with world-wide organizations prior to arriving
ir. Australia. In announcing the appointment of Marty Angus, who takes up
the position on 22nd February, an exec at W & G said the engaging of Angus
was “just the first step in a total reorganization and expansion project to
keep pace with the rapid present and future development of our company”.

A noticeable feature of the record industry here now is the practice of some
major labels of releasing singles of items that are not currently rating on
overseas charts. This move will be watched wdth keen interest as in the past
such companies have operated a policy of releasing only singles that have
achieved some overseas rating.

“The Graham Kennedy Show”, Australia’s first national commercial tele-

vision production made it’s debut last week wdth an hour-long performance.
It could prove to be a great attraction for local artists since it can—for the
first time on a regular commercial network—bring them to the attention of

a nation-wide audience.
The Diamonds, popular American vocal group who have been playing a

successful season on television in Australia, leave for home 18th February.
They are one of the most popular groups ever to visit this country.

Festival Records are now releasing the American Concert-Disc label in

Australia. First issue of Concert-Disc material consists of six stereo albums,
from jazz to long-hair.

Jim Staples of Viking Records in New' Zealand, advises that his company
has started a new label, Lotus Records. First release on Lotus brings a re-

issue of the Australian Spotlight label but their activities will be broadened
.as the new company develops.

American Business

Asks Treasury Dept. For

Immediate Liberalization Of

Depreciation Tax Allowances
WASHINGTON, D. C.—For many

years The Cash Box has been urging

the trade to contact the Treasury De-

partment in an effort to establish a

more equitable and practical method
of depreciation for coin operated

equipment.
American business, as a whole, over

the past nurhber of years, has been
pressing for more practical and liber-

alized depreciation legislation.

The Treasury Department, cogni-

zant of the need for more liberal de-

preciation write-offs, is now ready to

mail a detailed questionnaire to some
6,000 large and small corporations

for the asserted purpose of arriving

at a “sound factual basis” for changes
in depreciation tax allowances.

A tentative draft of the question-

naire to be mailed to corporations was
shown last week here to several large

business and professional organiza-

tions, including such groups as the

National Small Business Men’s Asso-
ciation, Machinery and Allied Prod-

ucts Institute, U. S. Chamber of Com-
merce and the Tax Institute.

While these groups indicated that
they would request their members to

cooperate fully with the survey, rep-
resentatives of these groups indicated
strongly that they felt that legisla-

tion aimed at liberalizing depreciation
allowances should be enacted prompt-
ly instead of being allowed to lan-

guish until the questionnaire has been
completed. It was pointed out that
completion of the survey may not be
affected until after the end of the
present session of Congress. This
would mean that liberalization of de-
preciation allowances might be post-

poned until the 1961 calendar year.

This far, the only change in depre-
ciation tax policy proposed by the
Administration has been the sugges-
tion that Section 1231 of the 1954
Revenue Code be repealed. This sec-

tion permits the gains on sale of de-

preciable property to be treated as
capital gains—or at a lower rate than
other forms of income.

which would eliminate Section 1231
from the Revenue Code as proposed
by the Treasury Department. At these
hearings, it is expected that manufac-
turers will again make a strong plea
for immediate action to liberalized
allowances.
The questionnaire which the Treas-

ury Department has proposed mailing
to these 6,000 manufacturers asks
whether each company has adopted
the declining balance or sum-of-the
digit method of calculating deprecia-
tion allowed under the Revenue Act
of 1954. It also lists 11 proposed
methods of liberalizing depreciation
and asks the respondents to indicate
which type of reform, they favor (if

any). The proposed survey would also
ask many other detailed questions on
present depreciation practices.

It would be well for the coin ma-
chine industry to be in contact with
the Treasury Department, as well as
the Ways and Means Committee, to
present its own depreciation problem
with the purpose of affecting a more
equitable and liberalized method of
depreciating its equipment.
