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John Doerfer Resigns From F. C. C.;

Rep. Bennett Questions Practices of

ABC Network and Dick Clark

WASHINGTON, D.C. — John C.

Doerfer resigned last week as chair-

man of the Federal Communications
Commission at the request of Presi-

dent Eisenhower. The resignation
!
arose out of Doerfer’s admittal to the
House Special Investigating- Commit-
tee that he and his wife were guests
rf George B. Storer for six nights

! aboard the yacht of the head of the
Miami-located Storer Broadcasting
:hain. Doerfer told the subcommittee
that he didn’t see “anything wrong”
in his actions and that he was free
to choose both his friends and his ac-
tivities with them. As for the six day
trip, he said he had purchased tickets

from a commercial airline, but had
oeen “prevailed” upon by Storer to
fly down to Miami in his private plane.
Storer, Doerfer said, agreed to take
the tickets (worth $214) and turn
them over to charity.
Doerfer is the third major figure

to resign under pressure from the
investigations, and the second mem-
ber to be forced off the F.C.C. Two
years ago, Richard A. Mack resigned
from the F.C.C. under indictment on

charges of conspiring to influence the

award of a TV channel. The other was
Sherman Adams.
The resignation had come within

twenty-four hours after Doerfer had
conferred with President Eisenhower.

The President, in a letter, called Doer-

ifer’s resignation “a wise move.” De-

spite his resignation Doerfer main-

tained he still had the right to choose

ihis friends, but in a letter to the Pres-

ident he said he wanted “to avoid pos-

sible embarrassment to you and your

administration.”

Following Doerfer’s resignation the

President appointed Frederick W.
Ford, a West Virginian Republican

who has been a member of the F.C.C.

since 1957, as chairman. He takes of-

fice Monday, when Doerfer’s resigna-

tion becomes effective.

Upon his appointment, Ford issued

a statement that the “problems facing

the commission today are more seri-

ous than at any time in its history,”

adding that he was “sure solutions

can be found and we are determined

to find them.”

WASHINGTON, D.C.—Dick Clark,
who appears to be the subcommittee’s
next witness, was the subject of a
conflict between chairman Oren Har-
ris and committee member John Ben-
nett. During testimony by FTC head
Earl W. Kintner last week, Bennett
referred to evidence gathered con-
cerning Clark’s involvement in various
firms and gifts received by Clark.

Harris thought the Bennett disclos-
ures about Clark were not due until

the subcommittee had finished its pre-
liminary investigation of Clark. Ben-
nett, however, said there was “plenty
of evidence” available to get Clark
to testify on, and wondered why he had
not been called. Rep. John Moss agreed
with Harris that the Clark case need-
ed further study.
Bennett charged that the American

Broadcasting Company had received a
7 cent “royalty” on each “Dick Clark
Record-Carrying Case” manufactured
by a company owned jointly by Clark,
Tony Mammarella, Clark’s former
producer, and Edward S. Barsky, a
Philadelphia record distributor. Mam-
marella had resigned from his ABC
post when ABC had asked him to
sever all connections with outside
firms. Barsky was one of the first to
be cited by the FTC in complaints
charging payola to disk jockeys.

Bennett demanded that not only
Clark, but ABC officials be summoned
to testify before the committee. He
said that ABC officials should explain
the “royalty” and to say whether they
had actually investigated Clark’s ac-
tivities. “We need an explanation not
only from Clark but also by his net-
work. If the network’s “only investi-
gation was the acceptance of his af-
fidavit, it would appear to be casual
and superficial,” Bennett said.

The affidavit showed that Clark had
received from a recoid distributor a
fur stole, a ring and a necklace for
Mrs. Clark. The affidavit put the esti-

mated value at $3400, and showed
further that Clark had “insisted on
paying” for the stole, that he had
been told it cost $1000 and that he
had given the distributor $300. “That
was a net gain of $700 for Mr. Clark.”
Bennett said. Continuing, Bennett
stated that the seventeen music and
record companies set ud by Clark
were to enable him to take a 25 per-
cent capital gains on his income tax
instead of treating income as regular
income. Clark’s affidavit to ARC stated
that he had divested himself of all

outside interests.

Bennett continued saying that Clark
had apparently engaged in a “refined
type of payola,” adding that “If we’re
really going to exoose the evils of
payola we’re going to have to do more
than call in a few small frv disk jock-
eys. The fact is that Clark is one of
the Wo or three boys who broadcast
nation-wide.”

Concerning ABC’s collection of roy-
alties from the Clark record-carrving-
case, Bennett said that he did not
know whether the “rovalties would he
actually illegal” but “it is certainly

a questionable practice.” This situa-

tion, Bennett continued, raised the

question whether the Government
should license the networks because

the FCC had no control of them, only

of individual stations.

An ABC spokesman in New York
said that there was no official network

comment on Bennett’s charges.

In conclusion, Bennett stated “It

is not necessary to make a federal

case. Clark should be brought down
here so we can get at the facts which

is our purpose of drafting any legisla-

tion that may be needed.” Robert W.
Lishman, chief counsel for the com-

mittee, said the case was “open and

active but not yet ready for a hearing.”

FTC Payola Charges

Against 10 More Firms

WASHINGTON, D.C. — The FTC
last week lodged payola complaints
against 10 more firms: United Artists
Records; Astor Records; State Record
Distributors and Whirling Disc Dis-
tributors, Cincinnati; Indiana State
Record Distributors, Indianapolis; Ric
Records; Mutual Distributors, Boston;
All-State New Jersey, Newark; Rob-
erts Record Distributors, and Inter-
state Supply Company, St. Louis; All
the firms were accused of payments
to TV-radio deejays and, in addition,
Roberts, Astor, State, and Whirling
Disc were accused of payola to other
station personnel.

Memorial Album

NEW YORK—To commemorate the

death of Leonard Warren and to pay

homag-e to his great art, RCA Victor

is releasing a special memorial re-

cording- containing nine arias from
works of Verdi, Leoncavallo, Gior-

dano, and Ponchielli operas the bari-

tone sang in twenty-two years with

the Metropolitan. The recordings in

this album were made by Warren
cetween 1950 and 1959, the peak years

of his career.

Of special interest are the “Andrea

Chenier” aria, heretofore unreleased,

and such recent operatic roles as the

title part in “Macbeth”, the duet from
“Simon Boccanegra”, and the Act II

aria from “La Forza del Destino”,

the opera in which Warren appeared

the night of his untimely death. “II

Balen” from “II Trovatore” was re-

corded in July 1959 and represents the

last recording Warren made.

An appreciation by Paul Henry
Lang which appeared March 6th in

the New York Herald Tribune, is

reprinted on the album liner.

Mr. Warren
possessed this . . . The voice and the

singing were the triumph of the oldest

and most profound traditions of the

lyric stage and it was the height of

this triumph that a great artist ended

his career.”

An amusing collection of pre-1900 songs is de-
lightfully sung by the choir, providing a package
of high entertainment value. The entire produc-
tion is in keeping with what could be considered
the original flavor of the songs: arrangements,
vocal and orchestral, and the soloists capably main-
tain the “sterile” atmosphere. Some of the better-
known tunes are: “Little Brown Ju?.,” “When
You and I Were Young, Maggie,” “The Bonnie
Blue Flag-,” “Drill Ye Tarriers” and “The Man
On the Flying Trapeze,” but it is the unknown
numbers that are the especial delight of the album.

“WADE FLEMONS”—Vee Jay LP 1011

Young songster displays solid blues and ballad
authority. This session features him in such a
line-up of songs, plus a few violently swinging
tempos, and it all makes for exciting listening.

He handles each number with proper feeling and
persuasiveness. They include “Whoops Now,”
“Here I Stand,” “What’s Happening” and “Slow
Motion.” Strong appeal for the teen and blues
markets.

“A NIGHT AT SAMMY’S BOWERY FOLLIES”
—Coral CRL 57312

Coral’s location recording crew has lovingly
caught the evening’s proceedings of this last out-
post of the g-ay 90’s. To the ricky-tick rhythms of

the piano-banjo-drums orchestra, a parade of
faded chorus girls and entertainers sing such
evergreens as “I’m Looking Over A Four Leaf
Clover,” “Shine On Harvest Moon,” “Ace In The
Hole,” “The Band Played On,” “Goodbye My
Lady Love,” “Sidewalks of New York,” “My
Mother’s Eyes” and many others of similar vin-

tage. It’s a fun disk that openly invites many
oldtimers to join in the revelry.

"TWILIGHT MEMORIES”—The Three Suns
RCA Victor LSP 2120
As a sort of 20th Anniversary tribute to

its own staying power, the enormously pop-
ular music trio offer a mellow review of
some of its biggest hit songs. The boys
begin with their theme song, “Twilight
Time” and then glide smoothly into “Don’t
Take Your Love From Me,” “Under Paris
Skies,” “Peg O’ My Heart,” “Moonlight And
Roses” and “Delicado.” These are newly re-
corded versions and the instrumentation
differs somewhat from the originals. Never-
theless, many will cherish this album.

“THAT KIND OF WOMAN” — Joe Williams—
Roulette R 52039

Joe Williams’ sensitive ballad singing presents
no compromise with quality. A master of the
blue mood, he invests each number with enormous
depth of feeling. Accompaniment varies with
the songs; brass, woodwinds and strings alter-
nately underscoring Williams’ deft handling of
the lyric lines._ The songs include “Candy,”
“Stella By Starlight,” “It’s Easy to Remember,”
“When A Woman Loves A Man” and “Have You
Met Miss Jones.”

“SATIN BRASS”—The George Shearing
Quintet with Brass Choir—Capitol ST 1326

Attractive, pleasant album of the mood
type that Shearing has been turning out for
Capitol over the past few years. Here the
mildly swinging quintet is supplemented by
a brass choir. The quintet’s soft, dulcet
tones are in nice contrast to the sharp,
stinging brass passages.

the legendary tradition of the Corps) cutting loose

with numerous anti-other service comments. Some
of the songs have been built around standard
tunes which Brand has used in other LP’s before,

but the lyrics are unashamedly all-Marine. An-
other good addition to the singer’s growing ribald

library.

“PHIL NAPOLEON AND HIS MEMPHIS FIVE”—Capitol ST 1344

The oldtimer’s first session for Capitol and he
does justice to the occasion with a bright array
of Dixieland classics transferred into his own
traditional revivalist sound. It’s an attractive set,
played with verve and interest. Selections include
“South,” “Creole Rag,” “Wolverine Blues,” “Lime-
house Blues” and “Shake It And Break It.” For
the Dixie devotees.

“PIANO RAGTIME WITH THE PHENOMENAL
DUKES OF DIXIELAND”—Audio Fidelity AFSD
5928

Volume II in AF’s Dukes LP series finds them
in a ragtime mood, delivering a bill of familiar
standai’ds in a pseudo-ragtime style. Naturally
the piano is the spotlighted instrument and it is

played capably here, emulating the styles of the
famous ragtime pianists. Tunes include “Twelfth
Street Rag,” “Maple Leaf Rag,” “Bugle Call Rag,”
“Wolverine Blues” and “Tiger Rag.”

“SALUDOS FROM FAJARDO”—Jose Fajardo
and His Cuban All-Stars—Panart 3058

For authentic Cuban dance music Fajardo is

far-and-away the most likely choice to provide it.

One of the leading exponents of this music (strings

instead of brass), Fajardo reigns tops in Cuba and
the Palladium Ballroom. Voices are an important
part of the Fajardo sound and they are here in

liberal doses. Hot album for the market, and an
excellent intro to this music for those who have
never experienced its special delightfulness.

“ARTHUR TRACY THE STREET SINGER”—
Audio Fidelity AFSD 5929

“ ’Round the corner and down your way comes
Arthur Tracy your street singer” begins Tracy’s
introduction to his new album, which precedes
his singing of “Marta,” a song so perfectly suited
to his style. This most famous member of the
once popular school of so-called “street singers”
returns to wax with an engaging package of nos-
talgic items: “Full Moon And Empty Arms,”
“September Song,” “Yours Is My Heart Alone,”
and “Play, Fiddle, Play.” Those from his genera-
tion will be quick to appreciate his style.

“PETE FOUNTAIN DAY” — Coral CRL
57313

Recorded in performance last Oct. at the
Municipal Auditorium in New Orleans, the
album presents the amazing clarinetist in a
memorable concert. Although part of a quin-
tet, Fountain carries the load all the way,
and only drummer Jack Sperling rates high
interest alongside Fountain’s playing. This
is highly emotional traditional music, more
emotional and inventive than any Dixieland
being played today. Fountain’s solos are an
intense listening treat. The tunes include
“I Got Rhythm,” “Avalon,” “Ja Da,” “Poor
Butterfly” and “S’Wonderful.” Could be a
big seller.

“TOMMY TURRENTINE”—Time T/70008
Out of Pittsburgh and not well-known on the

current jazz scene, Turrentine is a fiery young
trumpeter who deserves considerable attention.
Playing here with a Max Roach unit he gets im-
measurable support from the amazing drummer
and brother Stanley Turrentine, plus Julian Pries-
ter, Horace Parian and Bob Boswell. As in all

Roach unit dates, this one drives along at an
almost violent clip, but Roach is always unerring
in his time. The sides are “Gunga Din,” “Webb
City,” “Blues For J.P.” and “Too Clean.” Solid

British material has, over the past twelve months, been
suiting in more progress than at any other time. The Guild spent

mey in accumulating masses of information and presenting
he resu a concise and forceful form thus arousing the interest of both
Parliament and the Press. Paddy Roberts, Chairman of the Guild, told The
Cash Bos that as far as light music was concerned representation had always
been good with an average of 50% airtime for British material but this had
not been the case with the all important record programs; consequently efforts

have been concentrated on getting the percentage in this particular field in-

creased.
Resulting from an interview between Paddy Roberts and the late Director-

General of the B.B.C. Sir Ian Jacob, monthly returns of British recordings
made by manufacturers were called for by the B.B.C. since when the position
has improved considerably. This is illustrated by the Guild’s figures recently
issued. In October 1958 for instance the percentage of British material aired in

record programs was as low as 14%—by August 1959 this had increased to

29% and by December 1959 to as much as 37%. The Guild is now anxious to
extend its efforts to cover BBC TV and ITA for until this is done the overall
picture will not be complete.

John Woyda, Record Buyer for Keith Prowse, one of this country’s largest
chain of record shops, reports that his company is the first to import the com-
plete output both classical and pop of the American M.M.O.—Music Minus One
—label exclusively for this country. This type of disk enabling* an instrument-
alist or vocalist to play or sing to a gramophone record is not available in this

country and should prove popular. The Music Minus One library of L.P.s is

extensive, each is issued in an artistic and attractively designed sleeve complete
with music for the missing instrument.

A double debut this week for a new vocal group The England Sisters (Betty,
Julie and Hazel) making their first stage appearance at the Metropolitan Thea-
tre, London coinciding with the release of their first disk on the H.M.V. label

“Heartbeat” backed with “Little Child”. To mark the occasion H.M.V. gave a
party at The Mostyn Hotel, attended by many celebrities including Russ
Conway, Sam Costa, John Barry, Jerry Lordan, Wilfrid Thomas, Tony Osborne
and International star Mona Baptiste.

E.M.I. Records gave a party on Friday of this week at Londonderry House,
Park Lane, London to welcome Ella Fitzgerald and the pex-sonnel of the Nor-
man Granz’ “Jazz At The Philharmonic”. Impressario Harold Davison is pre-
senting the JATP with Ella Fitzgerald, Jimmy Giuffre, Roy Eldridge, Paul
Smith and Shelly Manne and his Men on a 17-day nation wide tour. Three of
the London concerts were completely sold out a month ago.

The Decca Record Company also gave a cocktail party this week to welcome
jazz drummer, Shelly Manne, whose jazz interpretation of the “My Fair Lady”
score with pianist Andre Previn and bassist Leroy Vinnegar, has become the
all-time best selling jazz L.P.

Starlite Records, a subsidiary of Esquire Records is bringing out an album
by the Irish tenor Patrick O’Hagan. The L.P. was recorded during a concert
in Australia during his highly successful tour ‘down under’. Currently on a
variety tour O’Hagan opens shortly for a three-month season in Glasgow.

Shortly after returning from his American tour Britain’s No. 1 pop star,
Cliff Richard, will appear in the BBC’s Festival of Popular Music Concert
at The Royal Albert Hall, London, on Tuesday, March 22nd. Cliff will be
accompanied by his group “The Shadows”. Others in the bill include the Chris
Barber Band, Ted Heath and his Music, Edmundo Ros and his Orchestra and
singer Sheila Buxton. Immediately after the concert Cliff takes a well earned
holiday.

John Ridley, Manager for Audio-Fidelity England told The Cash Box that
Sidney Fery, the company’s dynamic founder and Director, will be coming to
London in April for The Audio Fair. Ridley reports that since setting up in
this country just a year ago business has increased steadily and is progressing
satisfactorily.

SCANDINAVIA
Temata is the newest Swedish record label. It has just started its opera-

tion in Malmo, southern Sweden. President of the new company is Allan
Marlow, and the first releases will be two EP’s with Italy-inspired dance
music played by Roland Marno and his Orchestra. The repertoire of the new
company will mainly consist of dance music, reports Marlow.

Nora Brockstedt, who sang the Norwegian song “Voi Voi” in the final
radio and TV-programme where Norway chose its contribution to this year’s
Eurovision Song Festival from Royal Festival Hall in London on March 29th,
has been chosen toy Norwegian radio-TV officials to present the number in
the London competition, as well.

There is a strike by musicians against making recordings for certain
labels. The MU listed those labels that were on the banned list, but it is

reported that recordings are continued to be made as before. Music publishers
“arrange” record sessions and “sell” the recording to the labels. Since no
publisher is on the list this seems to be acceptable. Scala has made some
recordings recently. The label has been out of action for more than 20 years,
but the company that “owns” the name, discovered that the MU had for-
gotten to list Scala among the banned labels.

Anders Holmstedt, president of a.&r. dept, of Skandinaviska Grammophon
AB (HMV, Capitol, Odeon, Parlophon, MGM, Mercury, etc.) to Paris for
Mercury’s international convention. He will return to Stockholm via Brussels
where he expects to have some business talk with people from other labels

handled by his organization.
Warner Bros, has presented its first selection of records at the Swedish

market. According to the critics, everything in the label’s catalogue is first

class only.
The Swedish contribution to this year’s Eurovision song festival from

London on March 29th, seems to be a disappointment. Two of the tunes
played at the final on Feb. 2nd appeared on last month’s Sweden’s hit parade
in 19th and 20th places. In 1959, the winning song in Sweden was a number
One top hit after only a few weeks but this year’s scandal around the event
seems to have hurt instead of helped.

At present there are over 700,000 TV sets in Sweden, and the interest

seems to be the fastest growing in Europe. Sweden ranks third per capita

in the European continent.

There is keen competition for the Finnish radio listener. In the morning,

when the Finnish stations broadcast religious programs, Radio Estonia

(Soviet controlled) broadcasts a program in Finnish for Finland. Mainly

pop tunes are offered, and usually they are the most recent Finnish record

releases.
Denmark will be represented at the Eurovision song festival this year by

Katy Bodtger who will sing “Det var en yndig tid” (It was a lovely time),

(March 6th). It received five votes from the jury of ten persons. In second

place was a tango-beguine “Gor vad du vil” (Do what you want) which got

three votes. The Danish Radio-TV had decided that the singer who performed

the winning tune should also present the song in London on March 29th.

The producer of Electrola, Nils Nobach, announced that Rocco Granata
has signed an exclusive contract with Electrola in Germany, Austria and
Switzerland. While Rocco stayed in Frankfurt he made a short film. Electrola
recorded the first prize winning song of the San Remo Festival, “Romantica”
backed with “Quando vien la vera,” by Bruno Martino and his Orchestra.

Polydor also recorded the two most successful songs of the San Remo
Festival, the second prize winner, “Libero” in the original version with
Domenico Modugno and the Festival Orchestra of Angelini, backed with
“Romantica” by Aehille Togliani and the Orchestra of Eros Sciorilli.

While in San Remo Helmut Zacharia signed a contract which guarantees
him 8 TV shows in Italy. They shall begin this summer in Rome, Naples and

i Sicily. In these shows, Helmut will be his own composer, arranger and soloist.

Hazy Osterwald and his Sextet will appear in Arosa, Switzerland as he
does each year from May 8th on. He will then tour South Germany.

Miles Davis will be in Germany to tour 8 towns. He will give concerts in

Berlin, Munich, Stuttgart, Frankfurt, Hamburg, Essen, Keiserslautern and
Nuernberg. German jazz fans regard him as the best trumpeteer of all.

“Porgy And Bess,” should have had its first European premiere in London,

The new tapes were premiered
March 2 before members and guests
of the Southern California Historical
Society.

In the course of their work, Capitol
engineers developed a method of
adapting a modem stereo cartridge
to an old Edison phonograph, “im-
mensely improving reproduction,”
Capitol said.

This meant that even the cylinders
which were too deteriorated for trans-
fer to tape would now be of new
interest to scholars. Time and the
early heavy and crude reproduction
equipment had taken its toll on the
soft beeswax of the first cylinders,

but anthropologists can now hear
more of the sound originally recorded
than ever before.

Carl S. Dentzel, director of the
Southwest Museum, said the cylinder
collection consists mainly of early
Spanish-Mexican California music as

CHICAGO—“In the field of phono-

graph records, a sales trend that be-

comes established in the United States

tends to be repeated in Europe”, says

Mercury Records executive Irwin H.

Steinberg. “The European trend in

the past few months has been to sell

fewer E. P.’s, with the 12-inch LP
becoming more and more important to

overseas dealers and record buyers,

just as it is in the U. S. market.”

Steinberg returned last week from
Mercury’s International Sales and Ad-
ministration Seminar which took place

in Pai’is March 2nd to March 5th.

Presiding over the meet was the firm’s

president, Irving B. Green, with Art

Talmadge, A&R chief, and Wilma Co-

zart, head of Mercury’s classical divi-

sion in New York, also winging over-

seas to attend. Representatives from
Mercury licensees in 16 countries

gathered at Hotel Scribe for the

forum.

“One of the issues under discussion

and on which good progress was
made”, continues Steinberg, “was the

subject of depth exposure for artists

and catalog. There is a tendency

among overseas licensees to concen-

trate on a few items, rather than giv-

ing the catalog deep enough exposure.

“Statistics and tabulations were
presented at the meetings designed to

show the number of Mercury artists

remaining unexposed in each of the

foreign markets represented by each

attending licensee. A plan was then

developed for extending this exposure

in order to provide a broader present

and future basis for sale of the Mer-

cury catalog.

“As a part of this program, Mer-
cury plans to increase the number of

artist tours and overseas TV appear-

ances, particularly the new and unex-

posed artists in our roster. Such art-

ists as The Platters, Dinah Washing-
ton, Quincy Jones, Sarah Vaughan
and others are already international

best-sellers, with regular European
appearances a part of their schedules.

A better example of the deeper and
fresher exposure we are concerned

with would be the Australian and
British tour of Johnny Preston which
starts later this month. Another out-

growth of the convention’s discussions

is that Mercury is setting up cooper-

ative overseas radio programs, and
these too will concentrate on depth
exposure for the catalog.”

Highly pleased also, with the re-

sults of the Paris conclave is Irving

Green who considers regular get-to-

gethers with licensees indispensable

to Mercury’s world-wide operation.

“Taking priority on the agenda were
discussions of ways and means to in-

tegrate activities between licensees,

particularly of increasing the flow of

manufactured parts from one country
to another country which has lesser

facilities,” he reports.

“There were, of course, a number
of separate meetings to consider the
particular problems of distribution,

promotion, and sale, as they applied
to individual markets. After a num-
ber of these international seminars,
however, we And the individual prob-
lems decreasing, and the better ac-
quaintance and cooperation between
licensees welding them together into
one highly coordinated operation.”

Forty delegates, representing Mer-

cury licensees in Britain, France, Hol-

land, Belgium, Spain, Portugal, Italy,

Sweden, Germany, Denmark, Switzer-

land, Israel, and Finland, attended

the three-day session. Coordination

of the business and social program
was under the direction of Brice Som-
ers, supervisor of Mercury’s Interna-

tional Division. Art Talmadge, who
remained in Europe on Artists and
Repertoire matters will return to Chi-

cago at the end of next week.

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House Ways and Means Committee

Holding Hearings On

Depreciation

On Wednesday, March 2, Hearings of the Ways &
Means Committee of the House of Representatives be-

gan in Washington on proposals for amending current

depreciation allowances.

As reported in the March 5 issue of The Cash Box ,

industrialists in the United States are strongly advocat-

ing larger and more liberalized depreciation allowances,

and are urging Congress to enact relief measures imme-

diately.

The Treasury Department is reported to have

mailed out a questionnaire to 6,000 large and small

business firms for the purpose of “arriving at a sound

factual basis” for changes in depreciation tax allow-

ances. American business firms, altlio cooperating, do

not wish any delays in enactment of a sound, more

liberal depreciation allowance which the questionnaire

may bring about. Correlating and study of the answers

to the questionnaire, it is stated may delay action until

the new Congress. Treasury officials, who, it is stated,

are fighting a delaying action, argue that liberalized

depreciation would mean reduced revenue for the Gov-

ernment and would contribute to an unbalanced budget.

Refuting this assumption is the report that liberal-

ization of depreciation allowance for income taxes in

Canada has been accompanied by a reduction in cor-

porate income tax rates, by stimulating economic

growth and profits.

The American Economic Foundation in a survey,

found that the Canadian experience in granting depre-

ciation allowances far exceeding those permitted in the

United States, is significant, because it shows that large

depreciation write-offs do not necessarily mean a de-

cline in tax revenues. Among other facts disclosed, the

Foundation found:

“The Canadian economy is perhaps the closest

parallel in the world to the United States. Both are de-

veloping economies, are self-sufficient to about the same

extent, and have about the same type of population.

“Under the Canadian system, all depreciable prop-

erty is grouped into 17 separate and broad classes. De-

preciation rates are assigned to each class and these

rates are applied across the board to everything in the

class.

“Each rate is set high enough to encourage expan-

sion and replacement. No attempt is made to assign a

useful life to any particular machine or other assets.”

The coin machine industry, as is well known,

should have a more liberal and realistic means of de-

preciating its equipment. It is hoped that the Ways &
Means Committee studies the report of the American

Economic Foundation regarding Canada’s depreciation

procedure, and that the results of the hearings will

bring about legislation for a liberalized depreciation

allowance. It would be well for the coin machine indus-

try to make known its depreciation problem.

Elect Panel Of Officers and Board

CHICAGO—The Information Coun-
cil of the Coin-Operated Equipment
Industry executive committee met
Saturday, March 5, in a hastily sched-

uled meeting- at the Morrison Hotel,

this city, to act upon several vital

matters reg-arding- the huge public

relations program, which is being de-
vised for the coin machine industry.
The initial important matter for

discussion on the agenda was the
official appointment of Herbert M.
Kraus and Company to handle the
public relations program for the
organization. The appointment was
unanimously agreed upon by the com-
mittee after a general perusal of the
Kraus firm’s detailed proposal.

Another important matter unani-
mously agreed upon was a strongly
made suggestion that the lengthy,
cumbersome name of the organization
should immediately be altered, since

—

either in the extended or abbreviated
form—it presents a problem in at-
taining effective communication with
the general public and the press. A
new, more presentable name, the
Coin-Machine Council for public rela-
tions, was presented by Herbert M.
Jones, vice president of Bally Manu-
facturing and secretary of the council,
and unanimously accepted by the ex-
ecutive committee.

The president and secretary, Lou
Casola, and Jones were authorized to
file Articles of Amendment to the
Articles of Incorporation, immedi-
ately, to affect the change in name
with the Secretary of State of Illinois.

Thus, far, a general fee structure
has been set uj> by the executive com-
mittee; and, although a complete
breakdown is not as yet available for
publication, it follows this general
pattern: the annual fee range for
coin equipment manufacturers is from
$300.00 to $10,000.00, depending upon
each manufacturer’s annual sales
figures;' distributors will pay a mem-
bership fee of $200.00 annually.

The annual membership fee for
operating members of the industry
was revised from the originally pro-
posed $5.00 (February 6, 1960 meet-
ing) to this more logical breakdown:
Class “A”, $50.00; Class “B”, $25.00;
Class “C”, $10.00; and Class “D”,
$5.00.

This more definite arrangement was
unanimously agreed upon, and it was
considered that each opei-ator member
would not take exception to the im-
portance of a sound public relations
program, therefore, will contribute
according to his own conviction to-
wards the importance of public rela-
tions to the continued and prospering
success of his own business.

Support is also expected from two
additional categories known as Asso-
ciated and Affiliated members, which
are represented among suppliers to
coin - operated equipment manufac-
turers and other related groups.

In accordance with the necessity to
enlarge the panel of officers of the
newly named Coin-Machine Council
for public relations, the following-
members of the Board of Directors
were nominated and elected as vice-
presidents: John Bilotta, Bilotta Dis-
tributing Co., Newark, N. Y.; Edward
W. Holyfield, Coin Mart Inc., New
Orleans; Harold Lieberman, Lieber-
man Music Co., Minneapolis, Minn.;
and George A. Miller, president and
managing director of tne Music Op-
erators of America.
Another matter taken up for dis-

cussion by members of the executive
committee of the Coin-Machine Coun-
cil was the possibility of engaging a
bpoth at the Music Operators of
America convention (May 9, 10 and
11) at the Morrison Hotel in this
city. It is tentatively planned that
personnel of Herbert M. Kraus and
Company will operate this booth in
conjunction with the council. The
prime purpose of this action is to
spearhead an effective membership
drive among the nation’s coinmen who
will attend the conclave.

board of directors consists of the
following:

With this big debt off our back, we
feel as though we could carry on.

“As it is now, it takes $10,000 a

year to run our Youth Center and
that is for coal, lights, water, heat
supervisors, etc. We get $2,600 from
the Lackawanna United Fund which
is a county organization of the Com- I

munity Chest. Our Lions Club has to

go out and raise the rest each year
which is roughly $4,000.”

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91a Open House Showing “Coleman-Seeburg Story” Continues

As Nation’s Pubs Publicize President

money and the other enterprises

showing limited profits, Coleman de-

cided that while diversification is

sound, it should all be within one in-

dustry. Proceeds from the Fort Pitt

name under a royalty arrangement,

and liquidation of other holdings

helped pay off some of the debts out-

standing. Coleman is reported to have,

at the same time, successfully con-

solidated Seeburg debts through a

series of refunding operations.

Today, the Seeburg firm is re-

ported by the Times to have a net

worth of $20,000,000 and a respectable

balance sheet. Coleman had succeeded

in converting a red ink basis in 1957

to a record profit of $1,927,000 in

1959.

The Coleman story has no doubt,

impressed the general public with its

success. However, looking at it from

an industry point of view, the pres-

ence of these articles in national me-

dia take on a more important aspect

in that they have succeeded in link-

ing, for the first time in many years,

the coin machine industry with

American business in general. Also,

the vending-juke box associations in

the marketing plans as they are re-

ported by the Seeburg Corporation

tend to give the coin machine industry

an aura of respectability which it has

long deserved.

The New York Times headlined the

Coleman feature with, “He Found A
Jackpot in Jukebox”. It was refresh-

ing to find that the story proceeded

to detail the activities of a coin ma-
chine firm in seeking profit that could

very well be applied to almost any

major corporation in the United

States. This is a tremendous accom-

plishment.

DELBERT W. COLEMAN

NEW YORK—The tide of Seeburg
publicity continued to appear in mass
media last week when The New York
Times, Sunday Edition, featured a
profile on Delbert W. Coleman, dy-

namic president of The Seeburg Cor-
poration, in its March 6 Business and
Finance Section.

The article, which explained in de-

tail Coleman’s financial dealings and
future marketing plans, was a follow-

up to the article in Business Week,
leading business and financial maga-
zine, which carried a cover story on
Coleman and The Seehurg Corpora-
tion in its January 16 issue this year.

The 34 year old Coleman was pro-
filed by the Times as a former Ohio
lawyer who is a “hard working vend-
ing machine executive intent on creat-

ing a company that will command
perhaps a fourth or fifth of a broad
field of machines dispensing food,
drink and music.”

Coleman, together with an impor-
tant but silent stockholder in the See-
burg firm, Herbert J. Siegel, had
their financial past summarized in the
Times article, recapping the duo’s ac-
quisition of various firms leading to

the eventual acquisition of Seeburg.

The Times article mentions Cole-
man’s initial step into the world of

finance with the purchase of stock in

a small Cleveland chemical concern.
Before he was with the firm one year,
its earnings had doubled to $300,000.

Following up this achievement the
Coleman-Siegal combination acquired
control of the Fort Pitt Brewing Com-
pany of Pittsburgh merged it with
two Siegal family-owned enterprises,
bought the Siegel family interests,
sold the Fort Pitt equipment in one

pany, $1 million from the Coleman
family and friends and $4 million

from The First National Bank of

Chicago on Seeburg receiveables,

loans on insurance policies totaling- $1

million and a loan of $800,000 at 13%
interest, accounted for the necessary

funds with the balance raised from
cash held by Seeburg in its treasury.
